TREATMENT APPRECIATED,

Plainly speaking, the horse is about
the most useful of any animal. Man's
best helper, and for this reason he should
be given the best of care. Think of
him as you would of yourself. Yomn
know your own habits and needs, then
if you have a horse you should have
thorough knowledge of his habits and
needs writes Wm. Somerville, V. S,, in
the Live Stock Journal.

The first thing to learn is proper
feeding and watering, and in the first
rules are regularity, common sense and
a judgment of the kind and amount of
food to give. The horse is the best
judge of the amount of water.

After watering feed the bulky food
such as hay, leaving the grain er mass
foods until the last, remembering that
the amount of work a horse does makes
a difference in his appetite. He should
be fed with the object of supplying heat
and muscle or strength in view and
not to put on abundance of fat. The
horse that is stabled or confined and
Las to work at all times cannot of course
get natural food, that is grasses. There-
fore he requires a nourishing food.
There are mixed feeds on the market
and one or two of them are excellent tu
use in your feeding and they are safe.
Hay, grass, oats, corn, barley, beauns, rye,
peas, bran, linseed, carrots, tarnmips,
apples and potatoes are the general
foods. Oats is the best grain food, next
is corn and they are improved to a great
extent if fed crushed. Of the latter,
however, too much is not good, as it
produces little hard muscle and supplies
heat and fat. The season makes a dif-
ference when feeding corn. As stated
it produces heat; therefore more should
be fed in winter than in summer.

Your horse should have pure water,
given from a clean bucket or trough.
Iee water should never be given, and in
winter water should be heated to take
the chill off. Before starting on a jour-
pey a horse must have a good drink,
but during the journey he should be
given water ouly in small quantities, as
he is liable to sickness if allowed to
drink too much or while in a heated
condition. Oatmeal water is very bene-
ticial to a tired or exhausted horse.

A horse is like ourselves. We have
our likes., Thetirst thing in the morn-
ing we want a drink. So with the
horse. Knpow his wants. He sbould be
watered early in the morning, then again
about twenty minutes before each meal.

You like good wholesome food. Ton’t
give your horse any old sort of grain.
Feed good hay; in quantity according to
the size of the horse and the amount of
work he is required to do. Try about
thirteen to eighteen or nineteen pounds
and see how he likes it. Note results.
Bran mixed with cut feed daily is good.

The time for feeding is between five
and six in the morning, then at noon,
and again between six and seven in the
evening, making the evening meal the
heaviest. Cooked feed is not good and
will cause trouble, as will the feeding of
a tired or heated horse, like ourselves.
Would you like to come from your
labors and sit down to your meal ina
tired or a heated state? No. You would
take a rest tirst. The same is true with
your horse. Allow him to cool off first
and then colic and indigestion will be
prevented.

The food should always be served low,
especially hay. Green feed should be
fed with the greatest kind of care. «

We like luxuries, and a change—well,
apples, carrots and so forth are luxu-
ries for the horse and they will not hurt
him; he likes them fora change, while
a piece of rock salt always in reach will
work wonders for him. [f possible let
him havea ten-minute run in a pasture
every evening.

All in all your horse to be good and

season especially, when he isso liable
to colds, chills and like diseases, caused
by weather changes: so it would be well
to watch your surroundings closely and
do for him what you would do for your-
self. Give him good care.—New Eng-
land Farmer. :

Farmers and Prices.

HIGHER FIGURES NOT LOOKED FOE BY
WESTERN GROWERS.

Kansas City, Mo., June 9.—With
every day adding to the certainty of a
better wheat crop throughout the win-
ter wheat belt than was believed possi-
ble two months ago, the prospect of
high prices for that cereal seems lessen-
ed in the minds of the western farmer.
But the estimates cannot be made until
it is known what the spring wheat area
of the northwest will do, and that has
not yet reached the point of approach-
ing maturity. The Oklahoma crop esti-
mate remains at about eigheeen million
bushels; Kansas is credited with a
promise of around eighty million bush-
els, or 10 per cent less than last year.
It may vary a few million bushels up or
down from this, depending on the
weather during barvest. Nebraska
also promises a crop not much less than
last year.

In view of this condition so pear to
harvest it would be strange if the west-
ern outlook was for higher prices,
being naturally modified by local con-
ditions. Wheat is moving to market
more freely than a month ago, farmers
cleaning their graneries in preparation
for the new thrashing. It is unlikely
that the new crop will commence to
move to market before the middle of
July, and there will doubtless be a free
selling at present prices. The opinion
of the west is that wheat is not likely to
advance materially in view of the re-
ports of slackened business and of the
enerous prospect in the western fields.

e maoper in which the northern
spring wheat area comes forward will,
however, influence this feeling ma-
terially.

Cemmercial Feeding Stuffs.

IMPORTANT BULLETIN OF THE MAINE
AGRICULTURAL EXPERIMENT STATION.

The Maine Experiment Station is now
mailing Bulletin No. 102, containing the
results of the analysis of the samples of
commercial feeding stuffs collected by
the station inspectors as well as those
sent in by station correspondents during
the fall and winter of 1903-'04.

The station again urges the usera of
this class of goods to draw samples and
send them to the station for prompt and
free analysis, as only in this way can
feeders get the fullest benefit of the pro-
visions of the law.

In the fall of 1890 the state was flood-
ed with low grade, adulterated wheat
brans and mixed feeds. Because of the
publicity given to these fraudulent
goods and the co-operation of the best
of the large dealers, they have quite
largely disappeared, or are sold under a
proper guarantee.

There is so much profit in selling
ground corn cobs, broom corn and other
valueless materials at the price of-wheat
bran that the consumer must ever be on
the watch against this fraud. The
safest thing is to buy only well known,
reliable brands of this class of goods.
If consumers will see to it that all
of this class of feed which they buy
carries the name of the miller, there will
be little likelihood of their being de-
frauded. In case of any doubt, any
resident of Maine is invited to mail a
sample to the station. An analysis will
be made and the results reported prompt-
ly and without charge.

The crops grown upon the farm are
rich in carbohydrates and poor in-pro-
tein. Clover will help supply the need-
ed protein, and home grown grains will
help out toward a balanced ration. But
after growing all the food tbat can be
produced economically on the farm, the
dairyman will usually find that he needs
to supplement the home grown food by
the purchase of concentrated commer-
cial feeding stuils.

As the farm produces or can be made
to produce all the starch, sugar and
fibre that are needed, it is not necessary
to take these constituents into account in
the purchase of supplementary food
materials. While they have a part, and
a necessary part, in the ration, it is pro-
teine that is needed to supplement the
home grown foods, hence the cost per
pound of the proteine in a given feeding
stuff is of more importance than the ton
price. A ton of cottonseed meal costs
mere than a ton of oat feed, but the pro-
tein in the former costs less than four
cents a pound, and ten or more in the
other.

WEEK'S WEATHER T0O0 COOL IN BOME
PLACES, BUT 600D PROGRESS MADE.

Washington, June 14.—The Weather

Bureau's weekly summary of crop con-
ditions is as follows:
In the central and western Gulf States
favorable temperature prevailed during
the week ending June 13, but elsewhere
east of the Rocky Mountains and on the
North Pacific coast complaints of in-
sufficient heat are quite general, while
hot northerly winds have caused further
injury to nearly all crops in California.
There has been too much rain in por-
tions of Texas, Arkansas, Oklahoma,
Kansas and North Dakota, and also over
the northern portions of the Middle
Atlantic States and New England, while
lack of moisture is beginning to be felt
in the Ohio Valley and portions of the
upper Mississippi Valley and upper lake
regiog. In these last named districts,
however, the conditions were very favor-
able for farm work.

Throughout the central valleys and
Middle Atlantic States corn has made
slow growth, and in Kansas and Ne-
braska much of thecrop is still weedy,
although it is inan improved state of cul-
tivation. In Iowa, Missouri, Illinois and
Indiana fields are generally clean, but
in the Middle Atlantic States rains have
interfered with cultivation. In Texas
a good yield of corn is now assured, and
the crop is promising elsewhere in the
Southern States. |

As a whole, winter wheat continues |
to advance favorably, a general improve-
ment being indicated in the Ohio Val-'
ley and Middle Atlantic States. Some
injury is reported, however, by fly from
Indianaand from overflows in Kansas,
and harvest has been interrupted by |
rains in Northern Texas and Oklahoma., !
Harvest has begun in sontheastern !
Missouri and southern Texas, and some
wheat is ready for harvest in southern
Kansas, where wet soil has prevented
commencement of this work. Wheat
harvest is nearly finished in the South
Atlantic and East Gulf States.

Spring wheat continues to make satis-
factory progress, and is in very promis-
ing condition.

A further improvement in cotton I8
gonerally indicated throughout the belt.
In portions of Louisiana, Texas and
Oklahoma. however, fields are becoming
foul, while the crop is in need of rain
in portions of Alabama. In the central
and eastern districts the plant continues
small, but is now growing rapidly. Boll
weevils are still numerous in south wes-
tern and central cotton counties of Texas
and in some sections are doing consider-
able damage.

Farm Water Supply.

Few farmers appreciate the advan-
tages of a good water supply and make
no corresponding effort to obtain it.
For years we had depended upon a well
near the buildings that got dry about
three seasons out of four in the months
when the water was most needed, and
then the stock had to be driven to the
brook and water hauled in barrels for
household use. Last season I made an
effort to obtain a Eermaneut supply and
was surprised with what little expense
it was obtained. A well nine or ten
feet deep was dug and a lead pipe,
three-fourths inch size, was laid to the
farm buildings, about thirty rods away.
The entire cost was less than $200, and
we now have what appears to be a per-
manent supply for all uses at the house
and barn. The interest on the cost of
the water system is trifling compared
with its value. I am writing this to in-
duce other readers of your paper who
are short of water to investigate and see
what can be done. When some system
to supply unfailing water has been in-
stalled you will wonder you ever delayed
the matter so long.—Cor. in Mirror and
Farmer.

Treatment for Sore Teats.

In a paper read before an Australian
agricultural society Mr. Davidson, sec-
e of the Millicent society, said:

“There are various remedies given for
curing sore and damaged teats. I have
poticed boric acid mentioned as food.
and having experimented with it found
it a capital remedy. Of course, boric
acid is an anti-irritant as well as an
antiseptic, and as a sanitary measure for
washing the cow's teats and milker's
hands cannot be beaten. Scabs, warts,
and other troubles are often transferred
from the teats to the milker's hands,
hence a preventive is necessary. When
the cow’s teats are washed before and
after milking with a solution of boric
acid all som;uu, chap.A u:i' will dis-
ap) ina few days. As there were a
hmws in herd that suffered
from sore teats, " o?]uneogn:uy 'lllinldo
things umﬁfoﬁl y liv milking
time, it is well worth trying. Warts on
the teats are another source of trouble.
They can generally be removed I:ly an
application of castor oil, once daily,
which is preferable to use of scissors.

The Canlendar Caleulation

Caesar's reformed calendar made the
yenr abont cleven wminutes too long—
that is, the solar year bezan eieven
minutes earlier each twelvemonth than
the calendar year. In 1582 Pope Greg-
ory XIIL found that the solur yeur
had gained ten days on the ealendar
year. He corrected this and to keep
the two years more nearly together or-
dered that thereafter only centurial
years divisible by 400 should be leap
years. This calculation is this: By add-
ing eleven minutes regularly to the
year, at the end of a century the legal
calendar has had one more day than
the solar ealendar, By giving up the
additional day of leap year In three
centurial years the legal calendar has
at the end of three centurles nearly
one day less than the solar calendar.
This difference ls corrected by having
an extra day in the fourth centurial
year. The arrangement I8 8o nearly
exact that the two years differ by only
one day In 8,323 years.

The chafing dish may be brought into
service in presenting such features as
stewed kidney, tripe creamed or a la
Lyonnaise; smoked beef, creamed or
with scrambled ; minced bam on
toast, creamed , scrambled eggs
and tomatoes, eggs in various forms, and
omelettes of ham, ey and rice.

Watercress should become a staple ac-
companiment to this season's b fast;
orisp radishes and cucumbers may be
served, too. ‘‘Popovers," light break-
fast muffins, breads, toast of entire
wheat bread, etc., should be presented.

SOUTHERN RICE BREAD.

Where the breakfast does not include
meat, the following formula will give a
nutritious, inviting, satisfying feature:

Make a batter as follows: Mix a
tablespoonful of butter with half a cup-
ful of soft-boiled rice, add the yolks of
two eggs well beaten and a cupful of
milk; sift in next half a cupful of flour,
a teaspoonful of yel(lulw foom-tneal, anda
very scant teaspoonful of baking-powder.
Add a dash of salt to the whites of two
eggs and beat to a stiff froth, Fold this
in quickly and lightly to the remainder
of the mixture. Pour into small layer-
cake pans and bake in a hot oven until a
golden-brown, which will take from
twelve to fifteen minutes. Remove one
of the layers to the serving plate, bot-
tom side up. Butter well over the entire
surface. Place another layer over this
and butter generously as you would
spread jelly on a layer cake. The top
layer is to be placed top side up, and
also well buttered. Cover all with a
deep dish and place in the oven unmtil
ready to be served.

SUGGESTIONS FOR LUNCHEONS.

Various full luncheon menus may be
made up from the following suggestions;
or ideas may be also taken for a simpler
repast; Melons, red apples scooped out
and filled with shredded pineapple,
chopped apple, celery, mayonnaise, clam
cocktail, Little Neck clams on the half-
shell served with tiny sandwiches of
gluten bread spread lightly with horse-
radish, chicken consomme, clam broth,
bouillon hot, or jellied, and served ice
cold. Crabmeat and soft-shell clams
may be prepared in the same manner as
lobster a la Newburg, using the chafing-
dish, which, too, may be utilized in
cooking clams, creamed, to be served on
toast; curried or creamed chicken;
spaghetti, creamed or a I'[talienne; tripe
a la Bordelaise; crab-meat, creamed and
highly seasoned, to be served on toast
with a grating of cheese over the top;
chickens’ livers and mushrooms on toast
or in pate shells; Spanish or as us
omelet. Then there are mft-uhem.
soft clams fried with ar accompaniment
of sliced tomatoes and mayonnaise or
French dressing, broiled sardines, stuffed
crabs or clams, chicken in various forms.

A very delicious and attractive entree
may be made of canned or potted chick-
en in small pyramids covered with aspic
jelly and served in small individual forms
with mayonnaise, or with tiny French
pease and a cream sauce. Then green
peppers, scooped out and filled with
salmon, or chicken and ham, bread-
crumbs, cream and a beaten egg, and a
savory seasoning and baked, make an
effective and delicious dish, Thereis an
endless variety of substantial and dainty
salads which it would be superfluous to
mertion in detail. The green salads of
seasonable character should find a place
at either luncheon or dinner, or both of
these meals, without fail, each day. Cot-
tage, cream or Neufchatel cheese may
be whipped with pure cream, and served
on lettuce-leaves with a spoonful of
Barle-duc jelly, or with mayonnaise
dressing. Sandwiches of cream cheese
and minced green peppers, without the
seeds, are relishable. These may be pre-
sented, too, made of three very thin
slices of bread, spreading the cheese
between the first.two slices, and then
between the next two or upper and mid-
dle slices a filling of minced green pep-
pers, or of thinly-sliced olives, or water-
cress, or lettuce-leaves with mayonnaise
dressing.

AS TO “SWEETS."”

For “sweets’ at the veranda luncheon
may be suggested raspberry cream and
macaroons, cafe parfait, small musk-
melons cut in half and served with a fill-
ing of ice cream, cherry bounce sherbet,
pineapple tart with vanilla cream, fruit
salad, pineapple scooped out and filled
with shredded pineapple and thinly-
sliced bananas, peaches, oranges, grapes,
a few candied chesries, some cut-up pre-
served ginger, and a few whole, canned
or preéerved raspberries or strawberries.
Wt;i‘fped cream, flavored and sweetened,
piled high over the fruit in the pineap-
ple shell, makes an attractive finish, or
these same fruits served on slices of ice
cream constitute an inviting dessert. Or
again, this macedoine of fruits may be
served In little baskets made from scoop-
ed-out oran, There are knives
specially made for preparing these little
baskets.

Beverages to be served are iced tea
(which to be perfect must be made care-
fully in the beginning according to the
simple but imperative rules which go
with brewiog a perfect cup of hot tea),
tea punch, iced coffee with whipped
cream, orangeade, claret cup, raspberry
shrub, ginger ale, carbonated waters,
ete.

FIVE O'CLOCK TEA.

For the five o'clock tea there may be
recommended, in addition to the sand-
wiches given above, very thin buttered
bread and dainty sandwiches of all sorts.
Jellied chicken with gluten bread makes
delicious sandwiches; so do the potted
meats and poultry of good brands, as
also crisp cucumbers thinly sliced with
appropriate seasoning, minced sardines
with lemon juice and paprika, also sand-
wiches of orange or pineapple marma-
lade. Very thin guts of ice cream may
be offered between slices of pound cake.

Dr. Wada, Stafl Surgeon of the Japs-
nese Navy, has given a co! ent
the following details in ,
mose, the secret explosive used by the
Japanese. Dr. Wada had twenty-four of
the worst cases after they had been
aboard the Pascal for four days and
where most of the fragments had already
been extracted. He extracted some
more f ts, all of which he sald
were ‘“‘undoubtedly parts of high ex-
plosive shells.”

The doctor showed a parcel containing.
fragments extracted by one man. The
largest piece was two inches long and
half an inch wide at the greatest point.
It was shaped like an arrow. The next

nuts, The other fragments, numbering
120, ranged imsize from a pin head to a
full grown .

An examination of the t plece
showed that the outer walls of the shell
were not more than t hts of an
inch, and that it was fired from nothing
smaller than a 6-inch gun. The infer-
ence is that nothing but the best of steel
can be used to stand the pressure on the
bore of the gun. Nothibg but a high ex-
plosive could smash a strong steel shell
into such minute fragments.

He described how

on decks made all%%ery with blood he
saw small bits of bone scattered every-
where, He stumbled over an arm here
and a leg there.

Nothing but a
high explosive shell, he said, could have
caused such effects.

The wounds caused by such a shell
were no worse than those resulting from
old-fashioned shells or shrapnel. If a
man was lucky enough not to be killed
lie had a very good chance of getting off
unhurt or with very slight wounds, but
they were meant to kill. The doctor
continued:

““T'wo sailors gtood on the bridge with
Capt. Rudineff, Count Nirod and a petty
lofficer. One of the new shells struck the
petty officer. The new shells are pro-
vided with fuses and take effect not only
on contact. with water, but with parts of
the rigging, living men, even clothing—
in fact, wlerever the reaistance is suffi-
cient to alter the speed ever so little.
The shell referred to exploded and blew
the petty officer to atoms. There was
absolutely nothing found of him after-
ward. Count Nirod, who was stacding
next to him, was also blown to pieces,
only one arm being found afterward.
The two sailors stood a way off. The
explosion tore all the flesh from the
lower partsof their legs, which had to
be amputated afterward. .Capt. Rudi-
neff was still a little further off and es-
caped with slight wounds in the head.

In old shells the fragments are meant
to kill or wound. The explosive is there
merely to burst the shell and give addi-
tional impetus to the fragments. In
the new shells the explosive itself is
meant to kill. The function of the
shells is simply to convey the explosive
to the desired spot."

Dr. Wada said he did not know the
limits in which the shell kills or wounds
seriously. But the instance descri
above proves that itis mot very large.
Referring to the numerous cases of sup-
puration of wounds caused by pieces of
clothing entering with the fragments of
ashell, Dr. Wada suggested that the
Government should make a new rule in
the navy that whenever a fight is expect-
ed every man shall have his body well
washed and his clothing disinfected.
He continued:

“Happily itis the rule of our men in
the army and navy always to go into
battle in the newest and cleanest uni-
form. This is not for sanitary considera-
tions, but it works the right way all the
same."’
