Section 20 of the highway law gives
the general duties of overseers of the
highway, or, as they are commonly call-
ed, pathmasters. Subdivision 3 of said
section in the highway law as originally
passed reads as follows: ‘‘Cause the
noxious weeds within the bounds of the
bighway within his district to be cut
down or destroyed twice ineach year,
once before the 1st day of July and again
before the 1st day of September: and the
requisite labor therefore shall be con-
sidered highway work.” Section 71 of
the highway law as amended by chapter
631 of the laws of 1589 reads as follows:

The overseer of every highway district,
or, if there is no such vverseer, the com-
missioner of highways, shall give writ-
ten notice to any owner or occupant of
the premises to eut all weeds, briers and
brush growing within the bounds of the
highways. If the owner of such lands
is a non-resident, such notice shall be
served personally upon the agent of
such non-resident owner residing in the
town, or if there is no such agent known
to the commissioner or overseer of high-

| ways, such notice shall be sent by mail

to the last known address of such non-
resident owner, and a copy thereof shall
be tiled in the office of the Town Clesk
or the town where the property is situ-
ated. If such owner or occupant shall
not et such weeds, briers and bush as
so required within ten days after receiv-
ing such notice, or within ten days after
such notice shall have been served or
filed as herein provided, such overseer

| or commissioner of highways shall do

sutch work, and make a report under
oath to the supervisor of the town of
the amount expended by him thereon,
ard the ownership and occupancy of the
several parcels of land against which
the labor was perforned, onor before
the 1st day of November in each year:
such supervisor shall certify these state-
meits to the board of supervisors at
annual meeting, and such
board shall include the amnounts includ-
ed in such statements in the taxes
assessed upon the lards upon or against
which the labor was performed, the
same to be collected with the other
taxes ard paid over upon the order of
the supervisor to the parties entitled
thereco.

Section 70 of the same law as amended
by chapter 61 of {the laws of 1809 re-
quires the owner or ocecupant to cut all
nuxious weeds, briers and bush along
the highways adjacent to the lands cwn-
ed or ocenpied, between June 13 and
July 1, and between August 15 and
September 1, in each year, under pe ralty

erein stated. The exact wordiog of

v section is unnecessary.

% is easily to be seen that there is al-
n *an apparent conflict between sec-
tiva 20 and section 71, as the latter part
of section 20 says that such requisite

' work shall be considered highway work,

but sectio1 70 compels the owner or oc-
cupant to do such work, and section 71
provides for the method of compelling
such owner or occupant to pay for such
work, ]If(l\’il't'll he does not do it him-
self ard it is done by others.

It seems to have been the custom in
many country districts that the path-
master directed the weeds to be cut and
the owner or occupant who dul such
work on his own farm had so much work
credited on his highway assessment of

| labor: or the pathmaster may have used

the labor of the district to cutthe weeds,
briers and bush in his district along the
highway. This would seem to be adlow-
able under section 20 of the highway
law. subdivision 3 of said section, al-
though at tiest sight, apparently, section
70 and section 71 might not allow such
procedure, But had all the labor assess-
ed in a certain district been worked out,
and the weeds, briers and bush not been

| cut, then, under sections 70 and 71, the

pathmaster could compel each owner or
secupant to cut such weeds, ete., or, if
such owner or occupant would not do so,
Liave others do such work, and compel
the owner or occupant to pay for the
sane, even though said owner or occu-
pant had already worked out all the
labor assessed against him in said dis-
trict. The above is intended to explain
under what construction of the law
pathmasters have allowed the work
done in cutting weeds, etc., along the
highway to be credited asa part of the
highway labor assessed aguinst each in-
dividual. However, chapter 136 of the
laws of 1903 amends the highway law
and provides as follows:

In towns where the money system of
taxation has been adopted for working
highways, it shall be the duty of each
owner of lands situated alonga high-
way to cut the noxious weeds and brush
growing along the sides of the highway
frouting his lands, at least twice in each
year, once before the first day of July,
and again before the first day of Septem-
ber. If the owner or occupant fails to
cut such weeds or brush, as provided in
this section, the commissioner of high-
ways of the town in which such lands
are sitnated shall canse the same to be
done, and shall give such owner notice
in writing, served personally or by mail-
ing to his postoffice address, if the com-
missioner can, with due diligence, ascer-
tain the same, stating that at a specified
time and place the commissioner will
assess the cost thereof against such
owner so neglecting, and return the
same to the town board of his town at
the meeting held on Thursday next pre-
ceding the annual meeting of the Board
of Supervisors, stating the name of each
owner and the amount assessed against
him. The time so fixed shall not be less
than eight days after the personal ser-
vice or the mailing of such notice. The
town board shall certify the amount of
the assement made by the highway com-
missioner to the Board of Supervisors.
The Board of Supervisors shall cause the
amount so returned to them by the town
board to be levied against such delin-
quent owner and added to his higway
tax for the next ensuing year.

From the above, it would seem that
there is mo question that in towns
adopting the money system of taxation
the owners of land must cut the weeds
and biush in addition to paying the cash
tax assessed against them. Under the
old system, as has been before shown,
the pathmaster might so manage as to
credit work for cutting weeds, etc., as

may be. Some conclusions may be
drawn even at this early date in the sea-
son of the fruit growth, and certain
preparation made according as the ex-
tent of the crop may be. Of tree fruits
the interest here in Maineis chieflyin
apples. The bloom was general and
full not only here in New England but
throughout the entire frait growing
country. Reliable information from
abroad is to the effect that also in Euro-
pean countries, where the crop was so
short last season, the same early prom-
ise is general. It is a fact that when
there is a general bloom there is always.
at the least, a fairly good crop of fruit.
Hence it is a safe conclusion, even at
this early time, that there will be a gen-
eral and widespread crop of apples the
present year. Information in regard to
to the “setting’’ of fruit in all parts of
the country confirms such a conclusion.
In view of the situation, therefore,
the guestion of packages in which to
handle this fruit is already up for con-
sideration. Dealers all around are
liustling to secure a supply in advance
of their need. Every flour barrel is
being picked up in town and city as fast
asit is emptied. Prices are high, as
was the case a year ago. It is not prac-
ticable to manufacture large quantities
of barrels in advance of their use, and
cannot be furnished any way al less
prices than a year ago. With apples
low in selling price and barrels at forty
cents each there is little left to the
srower for bis frait.
The recommendation of the Farmer
is that boxes be provided for handling
the fruit. The trade has got to come to
their use. There are not second hand
barrels enough for the demand, and new
hardwood barrels cost too much. Box-
es had to be used last year in consider-
able numbers, and while dealers did not
favor them, yet they sold well and re-
turned as much to the shipper for the
fruit as when forwarded in barrels.
tirowers will do well to attend to this
matter of packages early, for there is
certain to be a lack of second hand bar-
rels available at any price.—Maine
Farmer.

Foreign Crop Prospects.
The following is a condensation of
foreign crop conditions as published in

Broomhall's Liverpool *“Corn Trade
News:"
Conditions in Eastern Europe are

slightly improved, but in the western
half there are increasing complaints of
drouth.

United Kingdom—Wheat is looking
rather better.

France—There are some complaints
of the wheat plant being thin and of
damage to the crop by storms, but asa
whole the condition has not been seri-
ous'y lowered.

Germany—Complaints of drouth are
increasing, affecting rye and oats par-
ticularly.

Russia—Reports from the southern
districts are most favorable.
Rumania—Crop reports continue pes-
simistic.

Hungary—The weather during the
last week Pas improved and farmers are
luui“u hopeful regarding the crop out
look.

Bulgaria—The weather is now favor-
able.

Italy—During the week there has
been some complaints of drouth.
Spain—The weather continues drouthy,
ard in some sections the crop will be
poor. In the largest wheat districts,
however, a fair yield is expected.

(iood Horse Sense.

The more good horses raised in a sec-
tion the better trade and prices will be
vealized. Never commit the blunder of |
breeding a good horse to a poor one.

The service fee is a small item in the|
selling value of a colt, yet theservice of

a good horse marks the distinction be-

Orange Hawk Weed.
The question of noxions weeds should
absorb the attention of all farmers.
For several years I have not allowed
the orange hawk weed to go to seed, and
dug aud hoed up the roots, but still it
spreads. It appears here and there at
will. Even on a two-year-old strawberry
bed whicl bad been under cultivation
before the plants were set it appears.
As there was no seed inthe vicinity to
fall I think that birds must have carried
the seed. If such is the case nothing
short of a wholesale slaughter will stop
its spread.
A pasture which adjoins my land,
until recently owned by a non-resident,
I thouglt I had exterminated, but this
season there is more than ever. An-
other vine bearing a small yellow flower
known as bridal wreath spreads rapidly,
and bars everything. This was intro-
duced as a en ornament, and now it
is spreading rapidly. Some measures
will bave to be taken 'ere lonﬁ to eradi-
cate these pests. Look at the by-ways
and hedges, the docks, the nettles and
all manner of these allowed to seed.—
G. Tilton.

Affer a very brief illness Hon. George
F. Emery, one of the best known citi-
zens of Portland and dean of Cumber
land Bar, died early Friday morning at
his apartments at The Sherwood. No
longer ago than Wednesday he visited
his office in the Clapp Block.

For some time Mr. Emery has com-
plained about pains about his heart and
on Thursday bad a severe attack. But
when he retired that evening, he said he
was feeling better. The physicians pro-
nounced the cause of the death to be
heart disease.

Almost to the last he kept up his lit-
erary work and a few days ago wrote an
obitaary of the late Samnel A. True, one
of his life-long friends,

George F. Emery was born on Paris
Hill, Nov. 10, 1817. His father was
Judge Stephen Emery of Paris. Two of
his sisters were the first and second
wives of Vice-President Hannibal Ham-
lin and were richly endowed with fem-
inine graces as was their husband with
masculine virtues, His brother Stephen,
who died some years ago, wWas & pro-
fessor of music in the New England
Conservatory.

Mr. Emery began his preparation for
college at a private school in Andover,
taught by Rev. Thomas T, Stone, Among
his fellow pupils were George H. Shir-
ley, Henry B, Poor and the late Judge
Virgin. He also attended Thornton
Academy at Saco and the Farmington
Normal School, and entered Bowdoin
College at the age of 15 years in the
class of "36.  After graduating he stud-
ied law in his fathers’s office and in 1837,
though not yet admitted to the bar and
only 20 years of age, took charge, for
six months, of the office of a Waterford
lawyer who was prostrated by illness,
He was admitted to the Oxford Bar on
the day he was 21 years old and entered
into partnership with his father, the firm

Dinners for the Convalescent.
Cookery is the art of pre food
for the nourishment of the h:;nﬂnﬁody
It is the effect produced on food by the
plication of heat, air and moisture.
“Uncivilized man takes his nourishment
like animals, as it is offered by nature;
civilized man prepares his food before
eating, and in ways which are in general
the more perfect the higher his culture.
The art of cookery when not allied with
a degenerate taste or with glutony is
one of the criteria of a people's civiliza-
tion.”

There are comparatively few foods that
are at their best when taken in the raw
state; they neither taste so good, nor are
they so easily digested as when subject-
ed to some kind of cooking. ‘‘Food
well cooked is partially digested.”

materials, accurate measurements, care
in combining ingredients, and a knowl-
edge of the object to be obtained, are
essentials; the effect of heat at different
temperatures, and the time of exposure
of different foods to such temperature,
must be thoroughly understood.

Measuring cups of glass, granite or
tinware, divided into tﬁirdn or quarters,
should be used. Tea and tablespoons of
regulation sizes and a case knife are in-
dispensables. To insure uniformly good
results, level measurements have been
adopted by the leading teachers of cook-
ery, which seem at the present time the
best guide that can be given to the aver-
age cook.

In planning the dinner menus we must
for a-time go without oysters on the
half-shell, though in their season they
are very easily digested, and offer a
pleasing variety to the diet on account
of their delicious flavor.

Stock soups are valuable chiefly for
their extractives, When taken as the
first course at dinner they stimulate
gastric juice to such an extent that the
solid foods which follow are much more
readily digested than they otherwise
would be.

Cream soups havea food value, largely
due to the milk and butter they contain,
vegetables being added for the purpose
of giving flavor, with the exception of
peas and beans, which increase nutritive
value.

Considering meats, we find mutton is
commonly ranked next to beef in nutri-
tive value and consumption, but the fat
of mutton is more difficult of digestion
than the fat of beef. A lamb one year
old is called a yearling, and furnishes

|lamb, while an older animal furnishes

mutton. Lamb chops may be readily
distinguished from mutton chops by the
red color of the bome. As the creature
grows old the blood recedes from the
bone, therefore in mutton the bone is
white. The meat of young animals
(veal excepted) is more easily digested,
but less nutritious, than the meat of
older animals, as the walls of the mus-
cle tubes are more delicate and there is
less connective tissue.

Chicken, fowl, turkey, squab and
quail are allowed in the dietary of the
sick, Chicken breast is one of the most
easily digested cuts of meat. Squab
and quail are likewise easily digested,
and may be introduced into the dietary
of a convalescent quite as easily as
chicken.

Sweetbreads are the most easily di-
gested of all meats, with but one ex-
ception; namely, calf’s brains, which are
very poorly absorbed. Sweetbreads are
in season during the late spring and
early summer; while they are obtainable
thronghout the year, they are very ex-
pensive in city markets when out of sea-
son,

A sweetbread is the thymus gland of
the calf, and consists of two parts con-
nected by tubing and membrane. The
round, compact part is called the heart-
sweetbread, the other portion the throat-
sweetbread. They should never be
bought disconnected, as the heart-sweet-
bread is the more desirable.

The so-called vegetables, with the ex-
ception of peas and beans, contain a
small amount of nutriment, but are
valuable, nevertheless, for the large
amount of water and the mineral mat-
ter they contain. Vegetables are neces-
sary for the body’s needs, as they give
bulk to the food and possess especial
antiscorbutic properties.

To be easily digested they should be
thoroughly cooked, usually in freshly
boiling salted water.

Potatoes, if properly cooked, are more
casily digested than most of the vege-
table foods, as they contain but a com-
paratively small quantity of cellulose.
Their digestibility is increased by being
mashed.

The method preferred for cooking po-
tatoes, when to be served to a young
child or convalescent, is baking in a hot
oven, which changes some of the starch
to dextrin, thus increasing its digesti-
bility. If baked inan oven at alow
temperature, they have no advantage
over boiled or steamed potatoes.

Salads find no place in cookery for the
sick except during the advanced stages
of convalescence, in chronic and wasting
diseases, or after a surgical operation,

Salad greens have but little food value,
but are useful for the water and potash
salts they contain, besides being cooling,
refreshing and stimulating to the appe-
tite. In &electing salad greens choose
only those that are fresh and crisp, and
see to it that they are thoroughly wash-
ed and drained before serving. French
dressing greatly increases their nutritive
value, as pure olive oil is most beneficial
to the system. Cream and mayonnaise
dressings, although highly bputritious,
are so complex as to render them difhi-
cult of digestion.

Frozen desserts, whether in the form
of ices or creams, are of inestimable
value in the sick-room, if given at the
proper time and under favorable condi-
tions.

If eggs and cream enter into their
composition, especially if the cream be
of good quality, they have a high food
value; care must be taken that they are
not too rich or too sweet,

For individual recipes of ices and ice
creams, an ice cream freezer of ordinary
capacity proves impracticable. A baby
ice cream freezer is om the market,
which answers the purpose, but as these
are owned by few, a freezer may be im-
provised which does the work to the
satisfaction of the nurse. A five pound
lard pail, one pound baking-powder can,
silver-plated knife and apoon complete
the outfit.—Home Science Magazine.

Etiquette of the Table.

If the function be luncheon or dinner,
the napkins, which are placed upon the
plates, hold the dinner rolls or the slices
of bread. Remove the bread as soon as
seated, and place it at the left of the
plate. Then unfold the napkin to half
its amplitude, and lay it across the lap.
Gentlemen do not tuck their napkins in
their waistcoats, no matter how con-
venient they may find such an arran
ment. Nor is the napkin used as if it
were a big cloth, the end being all-suffi-
cient for touching the lips, At the end
of the meal the napkin is left unfolded at
the left side of the plate.

Bread is always broken in small pieces,
never cut, and never crumbled into soup
or sauce.

Soup is taken from the side of the
spoon, which is filled by drawing it up
from the opposite edge of the soup plate.
Souf. of course, must be taken noise-
lessly. No one takes the second help-
ing, or tips the plate to secure the last
mounthful.

Fish in days past was taken with a

fork supplemented by a bit of bread,
nowadays, a silver knife is allowable;
forks and knives for fish being made of
a special pattern. All vegetables are
eaten with a fork; asparagus with a
knife and fork, although it may be taken
up with the fingers if one prefers to do
so. A saferuleis never to touch any
bit of food with the fingers if possible.
Peaches and pears are peeled, cut in
balf, and then broken by the fork and
thus eaten. An orange may be cut in
half, and lthan eaten with an oran
spoon, or it may be peeled. entire, then
?Iv{ded into sections and eamm;dthn
ork.
All pies are eaten witha fork only,
and most puddings, except 8,
which require a spoon. Soft cakes are
eaten with a fork, while jellies, no mat-
ter how hard, are eaten with a spoon.

Entire Wheat Flour.

BULLETIN OF THE MAINE AGRICUL-
TURAL EXPERIMENT STATION.

The modern methods of flour maou-
facture have given usa flour yieldiog a
light white loaf, pleasing to the eye and
acceptable to the mrcrqfe palate. In the
milling process generally employed, the
erm and the coatings of the wheat
ernels are almost entirely excluded,
the offals being used as food for stock.
It has long been known that these coarse
by-products are more highly nitrog-
enous than the flours reserved for the
use of man. A knowledge of this fact
suggested a return to the primitive
methods of milling, which consisted in
grinding the entire kernel. The product
thus obtained is known as graham fiour
and meets with a steady though sume-
what limited demand.

A study of graham flour and its ef-
fects soon showed that it does not pus-

examination of several samples of these
flours shows that the claims of the
manufacturers are not substantiated.
While it is true that the entire wheat
flours contain more of the wheat cov-
erings that the patent flour and less
than the graham, there seems to be lit-
tle or no difference between that por-
tion of the coverings excluded and that
retained in the flour.

We do not think that na-
ture should have the responsibility, but
that in places like this, man should see
to establishing the beauty of trimness
and neatness. Still, there are miles of
country road, byways through forests,
and even generally traveled highways
apart from the villages, where for the
sake of beauty it would be a real pity to
take trimness as the standard. In those
places where the enthusiasm for so-called
neat roadsides has been unduly fostered
the first result has been a gaunt deform-
ity. The space between roadway and
field has been turned into a barren waste
of stumps and stalks and stubble, look-
ing more like a bungled shave than like
the face of nature. It has often been a
real joy to see in the spring time that
the enthusiasm for neatness in these
spots has waned or has been forgotten,
and that the verdure is covering the
desolation made by hoe and hatchet.
There is no need of deliberate untidiness
which man makes with malice afore-
thought—but there is actual crime in
destroying the beautiful abandon of
nature when she seeks to cover am un-
used corner with shrub and vine.
