| Experiments at the Territorial Col-
lege of Agriculture.

Few people realize how extensive the
stock raising industry has become in
New Mexico. According to the Twelfth
United States Census there were 1,054,022
catile, 54,192 horses and 1,225,022 sheep
lin New Mexico in 1900, valued at $31,-
| 727,40, The increase in value of the
| livestock in the Territory during the ten
1900 was a little

| more than $6,500,000.

| The stock raising industry is the
source of no inconsiderable portion of
| the income of the people of the Terri-
|tory. The industry is surrounded by
| conditions peculiar to those of the arid
i West. Most of the livestock must find
Iu market wholly ouatside of our bor-
| ders. Not infrequently a light rainfall
| on the ranges farther north, a short
| erop in the corn belt, or other influences
cause fluctuations in prices in the large
markets. These conditions naturally
react upon the industry within the Ter-
ritory, since all who handle range grown
stock are affected by depression in
prices.

Any means that will tend to counter-
act adverse intluences will be for the
interest and advancement of the indus-
try. Feeding is resorted to in some
parts of the Territory; in fact, not a few
ranchmen feed out their range grown
stock upon the valley ranches. Should
feeding become general, even to the ex-
tent of supplying the home demands,
fewer animals would have to be export-
ed, less meat imported and less alfalfa
sold in the form of hay.

In order to throw some light upon the
question of feeding in New Mexico, a
series of experiments has been inaugur-
ated by the Territorial Agricultural Ex-
periment Station. The results thus far
obtained from the investigations made
have just been published in Bulletin No.
30, entitled, “Steer and Lamb Feeding.”
A set of photographs and tables is in-
cluded in the balletin.

In these experiments it was found
that when the price of alfalfa dropped
below 30 a ton, baled, it could be profit-
ably fed to steers from the stack, and
when it dropped below £10 a ton, baled,
it could be profitably fed to lambs from
the stack. One lot of steers returned
$12.81 a ton for the alfalfa hay fed and
one lot of lambs returned 313.82 a ton
for the alfalfa hay consumed. The
lambs that paid the highest price for
thealfalfa bhay consumed were fed all
the cracked corn they would eat. This
corn cost £1.27 1-2 a hundred pounds.

In this brief article space will not
allow of a full discussion of the results,
but residents of the Territory who are
interested in feeding can secure a copy
of Bulletin No. 30 by writing to the
director of the agricultural experiment
station at Mesilla Park.—J. J. Vernon,
Mesilla Park, N. M.

New England Crop Report.

All interests considered, the past week
was probably the best of the present
season. Crops, almost without an ex-
ception, have made satisfactory growth,
and, in many instances, they have made
unusually rapid progress. In some of
the drought-stricken sections of the
porthern stat>s crops have been greatly
improved by the copious showers that
have fallen during the week. Crops, in
portions of Maine, are still greatly in
need of rain, but over the reit of the
| district they are in growing condition.
Corn has continued to improve, and,
| with slight exceptions, it isnow in a
| very promising condition, Some cor-
respondents report that ‘‘corn pever
looked better,”” and others that “it is
fully up to the average and growing
rapidly.””  Early sweet-corn is silking
and diling in southern and tasseling in
Rye is about ready
to cut in some sections, while the harvest
has already begun in others. According
t) estimations, the crop will be fully up
to the average. Oats are generally
good, beading well, and in fine condition
with prospects of a good yield.

A large amount of hay was cut and
housed during the week. In southern
sections the work wes retarded by
showery weather on from two to three
days, and from 30 to 40 per cent of the
erop is still outstanding. Haying, in
northetn poiidons of the district, isat
its height, and fully a half of the crop
has been securcd. Where there has
been @ scarcity of rain, generally in
porthern sections, the crop will be light,
bt over the remainder of the territory,
the yield will equal or exceed the aver-
age. Reporis indicate that grass that
was lodged by heavy wind and rain has,
owing to the favorable weather of the
past week, been secured in good con-
dition. Mown meadows and pastures
are now in need of rain in parts of
Maine, Vermont and Rhode Island.

There is considerable complaint of

apples dropping, but, in a number of
instances where this is the case, cor-
respondents report that enough are left
fora good crop. In some sections of
Connecticut and Rhode Island the out-
look is not favorable, bat elsewhere the
reports indicate a fair toa large crop of
all varieties of apples.
Almost without an exception, reports
are very favorable to vegetables. Pota
toes are especially prowmising, growing
fast and remarkably .ree from insect
pests. The early varieties are being
harvested in southern sections. Toma-
toes are very thrifty, setting full, and
give promise of a large crop. Gardens
and truck are generally in good condi-
tion. The outlook for the vegetable
crop could hardly be better.—New Eng-
land Farmer.

The Horn Fly.

The horn fly that so annoys cattle
while at pasture is an nnmirls:ud pest.
Insect pests of sweeping damage to
agriculture, appear, work their mischief
for a time, and then through natural
enemies are destroyed, or so held at bay
by the intelligence of man that the dam-
age is not overpowering. The horn fly
Appears with the annnal advent of sum-
mer heat, works its mission of injury
through the season, to appear again in
the same role the next year. Thus far
no natural enemy has ap to inter-
fere with its multiplication nor has the
knowledge of man been equal to the
task of defeating its mission of damage
to the cattle industry. Repellants have
been compounded and offered to stock
owners that afford temporary relief
from their presence, but so far none of
them are a destructive agent. A repel-
lent that to be effective must be renew-
ed each day affords no relief to the cat-
tle running in distant pastures. It is
with cattle that cannot be returned to
the barn each night where this fly works
the most damage. There is no relief
from its presence during the night. As
the 1esult the growth of young cattle at
pasture is greatly retarded, and owners
are not now realizing anything like the
gain at pasture that was realized before
the appearance of this pest. Working
teams and cattle daily taken to the barn
may be ably well protected by a
daily application of these repelling
sprays, but nothing has yet been pro-
vided that is practicable for a protec-
tion to cattle at pasture.—Maine Farmer.

Pressing Work.

However important to push the hay-

ing to a finish in the shortest time pos-
sible the weeds in the corn, potatoes
and other crops must not be neglected.
There isa time when these enemies to
bountiful crops can be destroyed with
the least possible outlay of labor. If
that time is allowed to pass without the
work being attended to the cost of final-
Iy clearing the crops will be greatly in-
creased, or if the weeds are entirely
neglected the damage to the crops will
be far more than the cost of clearing, if
it had been done at the proper time.
Therefore, however much the haying
may drive, there will be less damage to
delay the cutting of the inus for a day
or two than to meglect the destruction
of the rapidly growing weeds at the
time when it could be done at least out-
lay. There is no middle ground for
compromise with the weeds. Wherever
they are found and whenever they appear
their destruction is of the first impor-
tance.
With the present popular cry for the
substitution of machine work on the
farm for hand labor we regret to see a
growing indifference to the presence of
weeds. When depending on the harrow,
the broadcast weeder and the cultivator
for the principal work of weed destruc-
tion, it appears to be an easy matter to
grow indifferent to the few weeds these
horse-power tools fail to destroy. But
clean culture should be the practice.
The hand hoe should still have a place
where needed. No farmer can afford to
divide his crops with the weeds.—Maine
Farmer.

Preparing for Fall Seeding.

It will soon be time to plow and pre-
pare ground for fall seeding. For the
past four years I have cut the hay on the
ground which I intended to seed the
first of haying. In that way I bave a
chance to use the team in dull or cloudy
days, plowing and harrowing. Some
may think it untimely to plow in July,
but so far since I commenced the prac-
tice of fall seeding 1 have found no
trouble in accomplishing the work.

On many farms there are moist piecesa
or back fields thatare hard to work in
the spring, but insome cases they are
the best grass land on the farm, when
properly worked. Any one who has
never tried it will be surprised to see
how quickly the old turf will decay and
how light and friable the soil will be-
come by frequent working.

The first of September isas late as I
think advisable to sow the seed, but if
the ground is not planted in the early
part of July there will not be time to
et it in proper condition, as the same
sumber of times over with the harrow,
if done all at one time just before seed-
ing, will not accomplish the good that
the same work will if repeated at inter-
vals through July and August.

Try a small piece, and puta part of
your dressing direct to the grass crop.
Ten good two-horse loads or fifteen
hundred pounds of high grade fertilizer
will give good results,.—Cor. in Maine
Farmer.

i!iz Missouri Corn Crop.

“You could almost hear the corn crop
grow this week. With a bit of rain now
and then, and the sun, the crops in
these parts will be along way ahead of
the average.” . -

This remark was made here recently

by J.C. Low, an elevator man whose
business requires him to be in close
touch with grain production. From
accounts from Northern Missouri the
corn will be up to standard, which is a
remarkable showing in view of the
tenacity with which the cold weather
clung to the skirts of spring. Oats,
timothy and clover never looked better
and are now several points above the
average.
J. G. Yetz, a real estate man, who
went through several northern counties
this week, said: *‘The people there
will have a corn crop that will beat any-
thing they have raised recently. It is
as high as your head and the stalks are
strong and maturing rapidly under the
torrid sun.”—Tribune Farmer.

To Protect Horses From Flies.

Helen M. Richardson, of Waltham,
Mass., makes this timely suggestion jn
Agricultural Epitomist:
Take two or three small handfuls of
walnut leaves, or pennyroyai, on which
pour two or three quarts of cold water;
let it infuse one night, pour the whole
next morning into a kettle, and boil for
fifteen minutes; when cold it is fit for
use. Moisten a sponge with it, and be-
fore the horse goes out of the stable, let
those parts which are most irritable be
smeared over with the liquid. Those
who are brutal enough to dock the tails
of their horses, should atleast be will-
ing to take a little pains to keep them
comfortable by protecting them from
those insects their tails were intended
to*brosh away, and even horses fortunate
enough to remain as nature intended
they should be fashioned, will greatly
appreciate this thoughtful care.

The Wheat Crop.

“The Daily Trade Bulletin" to-day
credits the United States with a wheat
crop of 610,000,000 bushels and asserts
that, reducing supplies to a minimum,
the surplus for export may be 142,000,000
bushels. Exports last year were 121,-
02,000 bushels and the average for the
last fifteed years 170,000,000 bushels.
Supplies of flour and wheat in America
are about 1,700,000 bushels less than
last year, while the amount of wheat in
farmers’ hands is 6,000,000 bushels less.
Stocks in Europe, Argentina and afloat
are 22,500,000 els more.—Tribune

Rooseveit Notified.

The formal notification of President
Roosevelt that he had been nominated
by the Republican convention was made
at his summer home at Oyster Bay omn
Wednesday. The address of notification
was given by Speaker Joseph G. Cannon
of the National House of Representa-
tives. Both his address and the re-
sponse of President Roosevelt are well-
prepared documents, moderate in ex-
pression, and they give about as clear
and concise a summary as possible of
what Republican administration has
done for the country, and what it may
reasonably be expected to do in the
future. From the president’s response
a few stray sentences are given below:

L L] L] - .

A party is of worth only in so far as it
promotes the national interest, and
every official, high or low, can serve his
party best by remharll:lﬁ1 to the people
the best service of which he is capable.
. . - - .
We are more fortunate than our op-
ponents, who now appeal for confidence
on the ground, which some express and
some seek to have cgnfidentially under-
stood, that if trinmphant they may be
trusted to prove false to every principle
which in the last eight years they have
laid down as vital, and to leave undis-
turbed those very acts of the administra-
tion because of which they ask that the
administration itself be driven from
power. Seemingly their present atti-
tude as to their past record is that some
of them were mistaken and others in-
sincere. We make our appeal in a
wholly different spirit. We are not con-
strained to keep silent on any vital
question; we are divided on no vital
question; our policy is continuous, and
is the same for all sections and localities.
There is nothing experimental about the
government we ask the people to con-
tinue in power, for our performance in
the past, our proved governmental effi-
ciency, Is a guarantee as to our promises
for the future.

We believe in reciprocity with foreign
nations on the terms outlined in Presi-
dent McKinley's last speech, which urg-
ed the extension of our foreign markets
by reciprocal agreements whenever they
could be made without injury to Ameri-
can industry and labor, It is a singular
fact that the only great reciprocity
treaty recently adopted—that with Cuba
—was finally opposed almost alone by
the representatives of the very party
which now states that it favors reciproc-
ity. And here again we ask that the
worth of our words be judged by com-
paring their deeds with ours. On this
Cuban reciprocity treaty there were at
the outset grave differences of opinion
among ourselyes, and the notable thing
in the negotlation and ratification of the
treaty, and in the legislation which car-
ried it into effect, was the Lighly practi-
cal manner in which without sacrifice of
principle these differences of opinion
were reconciled. There was no rupture
of a great party, but an excellent practi-
cal outcome, the result of the harmoni-
ous co-operation of two successive Presi-
dents and two successive Congresses.
This is an illustration of the governing
capacity which entitles us to the confi-
dence of the people not only in our pur-
poses but in our practical ability to
achieve those purposes. Judging by the
history of the last twelve years, down
to this very month, is there justification
for believing that under similar circum-
stances and with similar intial differ-
ences of opinion, our opponents would
have achieved any practical result?

He does considerable work on
the pipe lines of the company, and is
known to many of the people in the two
villages.

After supper, about 8 o'clock, Gam-
mon and Judkins took a row boat and
went up the lake.

The Pike is the side-show department
of the fair. It takes the place of what
has been known as the ‘‘Midway'’ from
the days of the Chicago fair of '03, and
bearing its title of Missouri origin, it is
likely to change the nomenclature of
that part of our fairs, from the greatest
even to the least, forsome years to come.
Not long before the fair opened, some
enterprising reporter visiting it made
the interesting discovery and published
it to the world, that the Pike was to be
the whole show, just as some traveling
circuses put most of their attractions in
the side-show; that the fair was to be
run for the benefit of the Pike, instead

subsidiary to the fair.

The discovery was incorrect.
Pike is here, and extends for a mile
right alongside a central portion of the
exhibition grounds. It contains forty
or fifty different shows, on which in all
some  $5,000,000 bas been expended.
For all this, the Pike does not obtrude
itself upon the attention of the visitor,
He need not go pear it if he does not
wish, But he will wish, and he will
find a rest to both body and brain, and
a source of profit as well, to spend some
time there.

For the Pike in its different feutures
will be found educational as well as
amusing. To be sure, the spirit of
commercialism is rampant, but for all
that there is much to learn.

spicuons features of the fair, both to
sight and to sound. The Intramural
Railroad makes two stops at the gates
of the Boer War, and at certain hours of
the afternoon and evgning, if you are
anywhere within two or three miles, the
rattle of rifle fire, the bark of machine
guns, and the booming of cannon, will
announce to you that “the Boer War is
on."”

In the performance various bodies of
troops and individuals are introduced,
many of whom actually took part in the
South African Boer War, the crowning
feature being Gen. Cronje himself.
Then after several minor features, some
of the battles of the war are reproduced.
From a kopje or a block house in the
distance comes a rattling fire, answered
by the skirmishers. Reinforcements
come up, the machine guns come into
action, cannon boom, men fall, and
horses die or hobble off the field. Itis
all sham, yet it isall very exciting.

In the grand finale, a cavalryman
escapes by jumping his horse off a
precipice into the river, while a search-
light keeps its rays on him. On the
night we were there, the frightened
horse refused to jump, and after several
unsuccessful attempts had been made to
force him over, the platform on which
he stood was tipped down suddenly and
he was dumped off sideways into the
water, from which he presently emerged
limping. The act, as it was done that
time, ought to be cut out, for two rea-
sons: first, because it is cruel, and sec-
ond, because it is a most inartistic finish
to a good spectacle, which has no other
feature open to criticism.

An elaborate construction to be found
in the middle of the grounds is a repro-
duction in wood and staff, on a small
scale, of Jerusalem. Eleven acres are
covered by it, and representations of the
Mosque of Omar, the Church of the Holy
Sepulchre, the Jews' Wailing Place, and
the Via Dolorosa are special features.
There are the inevitable patient camels,
kneeling ready for riders, and the in-
evitable row of shops, with their quanti-
ties of sandal wood and olive wood arti-
cles, rich fabrics, and all sorts of Orien-
tal goods, which the swarthy salesmen
will try to sell you with all the impor-
tunity of their race. Native guides start
on a tour of the city at ten-minute inter-
vals. You follow one of them, and he
explains the sights in quaint and inter-
esting broken English. In the course of
the tour he takes the party into an as-
sembly room, and after they are seated,
explains that the only way of receiving
compensation which the guides have is
by receiving voluntary contributions,
which he is now ready to do. Sohe
passes a basket, and you putin your
money justas cheerfully as you buya
second razor of a street faker after he
has sold you one. This ceremony com-
leted, he requests the party to follow
1im again, and when you get outside he
politely informs you that the tour is
finished.

Three features on the Pike which are
owned by one company are The Galves-
ton Flood, From New York to the North
Pole, and Battle Abbey. The first two
are spectacles, one portraying the disas-
ter which only a few years since destroy-
td 8o much of the city on the gulf, the
other representing a voyage of Arctic
discovery from New York harbor to the
pole. Both show remarkable mechanical
effects—impossible except with the
present use of electricity—and are very
realistic. In Bartle Abbey is presented
the *‘battle history of our nation." Bat-
tle scenes from every war in our history
are pictured, but the crowning features
are vivid cycloramas of the second bat-
tle of Manassas and the battle of Gettys-
burg, which are fully explained f
lecturers. A museaum contains a col-
lection of war relics, which are of much
interest.

Of course there is a Wild West show,
or Indian Congress, no fair would be
complete without it, and a good display
of painted braves was there, though they
failed to infuse the same realism into
their performances that is shown in some
similar exhibitions.

The exhibit of Baby Incubators shows
a number of minute infants untimely
thrust into this cold world who are
being nursed to normal strength in that
modern device which does so important
a part of the work of nature,

If now you are feeling the need of a
laugh, drop into Cairo, orinto Mysterious
Asia, and after you have examined the
bazars, seen the jugglers and tumblers,
and had a cigarette with the dark-eyed
houris in the smoking parlor, ridea
camel, That is an unfailing recipe for
making everybody laugh—more espe-
The motion of a camel,
whether getting up off his knees, travel-
ing, or getting down again, is like noth-
ing else on earth, but it is invariably
provocative of mirth. If you can’t get a
camel, ride a donkey. Itis almostas
funny, and scares you almost as much.
Continning now among the more
strictly educational features of the Pike,
you may visit the Esquimauox village,
and see those small people, clad in skins,
manipulate the dog whip and the kyak,
and stooping down and lnnkinﬁ into the
interior of one of their skin huts, may
sen the anomaly of an electric fan run-
ning full speed in the midst of this
Arctic scene. Or in Fair Japan you may
drink tea in the garden or go into the
theatre and watch the Geisha girls go
through their interesting but monoto-
nous chanting and gesturing.  Or in the
Tyrolean Alps you may sitin the shadow
of snow-capped mountains, and drink
German beer to your heart's content,
while the band plays and Tyroleans in
their native costume do some of their
prettiest yodeling,

And if at any time during your tour of
the Pike you should be hungry—or
thirsty—all you need to do is to take
six steps in any direction and sit down.
You can't get farther than that from a
gable. It must be that patrons of the
Pike eat all the time. Eating places
are more than numerous all over the
grounds, but on the Pike every individual
show has an eating annex which in some
cases is larger than the show. Even the
Baby Incubators has its restaurant con-
nected.

Of course I have mentioned only a
small number of the Pike features.
There are many more, but these that I
have named [ saw and can recommend,
1f you would see the Pike deliberately
and ‘without fear of crowds, go in the
afternoon: but to see it in all its glory,
go in the evening. The main exhibition
buildings close at dark, and a great por-
tion of the throng flows into the Pike,
The exposition does not close till half
past eleven, and the crowd is not per-
ceptibly diminished till after ten. The
barkers shout, bands play at the gates
all up and down the street, and the
throng of hapry, careless sight-seers
surges back and forth. You can not but
catch the spirit of merry making which
is in the air, and as you wend your way
to your lodgings in a very docile frame
of mind, you find yourself humming that
execrable “‘popular song" with the re-
frain,

“Oh, meet me on the Pike!"

Deep Breathing.
Deep breathing can be learned by
everybody. It is difficult at first, but
becomes second nature after a while,
And it should be practiced constantly,
for it plays a very important part in
beaunty’s programme.
It is claimed that le who breathe
naturally always b e deeply. The
Indian squaw who has mever knowna
band around her waist breathes deeply.
So does the little baby whose lungs have
never been cramped. So does every
buman being until the time comes when
the waist is compressed and the body
dwarfed.
Deep breathing will reduce the weight
if one is fat and it will add flesh if one is
thin. It is thegreatest known equalizer.
It puts one in prime condition and one
will- soon be developed normally. Ina
short time one will be of correct weight
for one’s height and one's complexion
will be improved.

Before trying deep breathing be sure
that the atmosphere is good. The air
should be free and pure all the time.
There should be no useless bric-a-brac
around., There should be no velvet or
moth-producing hangings. Thereshould
be nothing in the room, specially the
sleeping room, that cannot be shaken
out every day, or at least once a week.

The result of sleeping in a room free
of small articles soon becomes apparent
in the health and complexion of the oc-
cupant. The lungs breathe good air
free from microbes and there is plenty
of breathing space. The rooms are not
cluttered up.

To get the best results, sleeping or
waking, have good clear, pure air, and
learn to breathe deeply.

To breathe deeply study the art of fill-
ing the lungs with fresh air full. Stand
erect.~ Place the hands upon the hips,
throw back the shoulders and breathe.
The process is called abdominal breath-
in% and is taught inall the gymnasiums.

n walking be sure to practice deep
breathing. Draw in a long, deep breath.
Exbale slowly while walking. One ¢an
walk four or five steps while one is ex-
haling, and four or five steps more while
one is drawing in the breath. Practice
this and it will become second nature.

Practice deep breathing every day.
Loosen the clothing, stand erect, throw
back the shoulders and inhale a full
deep breath. Try to take ten deep
breaths or long breaths as they are called.

Here are the three positions for prac-
ticing deep breathing. Stand erect with
both heels together. Place one hand
upon the chest and the other hand upon
the middle of the back. Take a long
deep breath.

Stand ercot with both heels together
and place both hands low upon the chest.
Draw ten long, deep breaths.

The third position is this. Stand erect
with both hands upon the hips, throw
back the shoulders and take ten long
deep breaths, Begin at the beginning
and try deep breathing over again, going
through with the three positions, one
after the other, breathing deeply all the
while.

When deep breathing is painful, as
often happens, then there is some
trouble. It may be organic trouble or it
may be merely a muscular difficulty. In
either case it should be treated.—Mc-
Call’s,

Something About Belts.

As for leather girdles to go with all
sorts of gowns they may be said to be
one of the fads of the moment. They
are usually from three to five inches
broad and perfectly soft and flexible.
They are, in fact, constructed in kid,
calf or suede, and when drawn tightly
around the waist form natural folds.

Others are covered with a series of
very narrow stitched tucks standing up-
right or not. Toward their closing point,
which is indiscriminately back or front,
the belt by means of a few folds becoines
narrower and is joined on toa piece of
stiff leather having metallic eyelet holes,
the other end being armed with a pronf.
This sort of fastening replaces the buck
for leather belts.

Another type of belt is of plaited leath-
er of two or more colors cut in narrow
strips and passed in and out of one an-
other., This is of the same width (about
three inches) all around and has the
same sort of fastening.

Washable duck belts are this season
embroidered in most beautiful designs
and combinations of colorings. And 8o
surprisingly cheap some of them are,
too. Asan example, there is one kind
which measures two inches in back, is
embroidered in assorted colors of silk
and oramented with a gilt harness
buckle, yet can be bought for twenty-
five cents.

At the same price come bound white
Madras belts with wide borders of con-
trasting color. These are made in
various widths, the widest ones costing
fifty cents.

In the higher grades of summer belts,
however, the popular material is warp
prints in Dresden and pompadour de-
signs. Some of these girdles are as wide
as ten inches, but will crush into soft
folds to fit the form. This is one of the
most swagger summer belts imaginable,
yet it is by no means high priced, as its
appearance would lead one to suppose.
1t is ornamented with a beautiful oblong
buckle of colonial design and costs less
than two dollars.

In these warp prints, too, there are a
number of crush belts, ranging in width
from four to six inches, that can be
found at from fifty cents to one dollar.
All these are lined and have gilt harness
buckle.

Another popular novelty is the gold
belt, and the fact that many cheap gold
belts are worn does not seem in any way
to interfere with the more elegant arti-
cle. The very wide military gilt braids
are also used sometimes in two rows
stitched together and fastened by gilt or
jeweled buckles.—Ex.

Fruits for Winter.

Do you want to be able to serve fresh
fruit at your Christmas or New Year's
dinner and do it without taxing the
family purse?

Watermelons in the middle of the
winter when the ground is coated with
snow; plums, pears, grapes and a variety
of other fruits—wouldn't they prove a
delightful surprise to the guests who
will gather with you? And you can give
them the pleasure with but little
labor or expense.

Dip melons in a wax preparation and
coat the stem with sealing wax. Then
cover them with a thick coat of shellac,
and bury them in a box of sawdust to
keep them from rubbing together and
freezing.

wax coating. All must be carefully
packed in sawdust.—Philadelphia Press.
