The Source of Fat in Milk.

A series of experiments at the New
York station to ascertain the source of
fat in milk resulted in the following con-

| elusions:

1. A cow fed during 95 days on a ration

| from which the fat had been nearly all

| extracted continued to secrete milk simi-
lar to that produced when fed on the

| same kinds of hay and grain-in their nor-

| mal condition.

| 2. The yield of milk fat during the 95

| days was 62 0 pounds. The food fat eat-

| en during this time was 11.6 pounds, 5.7

| only of which was digested, consequently
|at least 57.2 pounds of the milk fat

' must have bad some other source than
| the food fat.
| 3. The milk fat could not have come
| from previously stored body fat. This
| assertion is supported by three consider-
| tions. (1) The cow's body could have
contained scarcely more than 60 pounds
| of fat at the beginning of the experiment:

(2) she gained 47 pounds in E weight
| during this period of time with no in-
crease of body nitrogen, and was judged
to be a much fatter cow at the end; (3)
the formation of this quantity of milk fat
would have caused a marked condition
of emaciation which, because of an in-
crease in the body weight, would bave

uired the improbable increase in the
body of 104 pounds of water and intest-
inal contents.

4. During 59 consecutive days 38.8
pounds of milk fat were secreted, and
the urine nitrogen was equivalent to33.3
pounds of protein. According to any
accepted method of in tion, not
over 17 pounds of fat could have been
produced from this amount of metab-

KANSAS STEER FEEDING.

Grain Mized With Rouzhage—Minor
Poimts of Comfort.

The stockman who is feeding his fat-
tening stee~s grain and roughage thor-
oughly uixed fAnds that, with ordinary
¢« In feeding. his steers not only do
pot have the scours, but that an animal
is seldom off feed. The farm depart-
went of the Kansas experiment station
makes this assertion in a recent bulle-
tin und glves the following reasous for
It

Avepage corn contains T2 per cent of
starch. Starch In feed is not absorbed
fnte the system and used In building
up the body and sustaining life until It
is changed to sagar. When changed to
sugar. it Is readily absorbed and used
in the body. The saliva of the mouth
has the power to make this change,

while the julces of the stomach do not.
1t follows, then, that the method of pre-
paring the feed that will induce the
steer to chew it the most thoroughly
and for the longest time will secure the
greatest amount of saliva mixed with
the feed and the greatest amount of
starch changed to a form that will build
up the steer's body.

When grain and roughage are mixed
together, the steer eats slowly, giving
muck time for the food to becowe sat-
urated with the saliva and for the
sallva to gct ou the starch. When the
food is swallowed, it goes from the
mouth to the paunch. When the food
reaches the paunch, the finer portions,
such as gruin fed aloune, are forced di-
rectly iuto the third stomach and on-
ward. The course food nud the grain
mixed with it, when tle grain is thor-
oughly mixed with the roughage, ure
held for quite awhile in the paunch,
where the saliva and the water which
the steer drinks make them soft and
moist and the saliva continues to
change the starch to sugar. After the
coarse feed has remained in the pauuch
until it is thoroughly softened it is
brought back into the wouth and re-
chewed as the cud. This allows more
saliva to be mixed with it, which in
turn changes more starch into sugar,
and the fechewing reduces the food to
a greater fineness. The second time
the food is &waullowed it pusses to the
paunch, and the tine particles o to the
third aud fourth stomachs, where the
action of saliva ceases.

When the grain is fed separately from
the roughage, the animal chews it but
little, swallpws it quickly, it stays but
a short time in the paunch, and but a
small portion or none is brougzht up
with the cud and remasticated.  This
allows for slight action ouly of the sa-
liva. ‘The starch, which forms 72 per
cent of corn, I8 not acted on by the
gastric juice of the stowich, and ihe
lurge proportion, which has uot been
chunged by the saliva, passes to the
jutestines undigested. Some of  the
juices of the intestines chauge the
starch to sugar, but what rewmains un-
changed irritates the intestines, pro-
duciug looseness and scouring.

The boxes used in a test of mixed
feeding at the Kansas station were 16
feet long, 3ty feet wide at the top, 2
feet wide at the bottom, 1! feet In
depth and were 20 feet frowm ground
to top. They were made tizht and
were portable, so that they could be
kept in the driest part of the yard
The steers were fed in the open air
One feed box was required for each ten
steers, and the grain and roughagze
were mixed and fed together in the
sume feed box. The feeds were mixed
and ted dry. Subsequent experience
indicates that it would have paid to
dumpen the hay before wmixing it with
the roughage,

When the steers began to shed their
hair In the spring, they threatened to
rub the sheds and fences down. Trees
twenty-five to thirty feet In length

RUBBING POLE
were cut and taken to the feed lota.
One end of the tree was set in the
ground, and the other end was raised
above the ground so that It just
cleared the back of the tallest steer.
The tree was held in place by being
bolted to well set and anchored posts.
The steers seemed to know what these
trees were for before the work of set-
ting out wus completed. They spent
hours of enjoyment In rubbing them-
selves on these trees.

It becomes quite a different
matter to take upon one's self the detalls
of preserving and ""“"ﬂ' the putﬁna;

In connection with preserving, it must
be remembered that sound fruit of fine
quality alone should be used. One can-
not expect s rich fruity flavor in pre-
serves when such essence is not a part of
the fruit itself in the original state. Per-
fection of appearance also is most de-
sirable for canning or preserving fruits.
For jellies, fruit must be underripe
rather than ovarri:‘; Pectose, the jelly-
ing or solidifying factor in fruits, always
diminishes in strength as the froit ad-
vanoes in maturity. This is the explana-
tion of the injunction that *“‘currant jelly
must always be made previous to, or, at
least, neverafter the Fourth of J uiy." as
cursants are likély to have passed the
ot B o i
nly the very o of granulat
sugar should be ulodg;:d putting up pre-
serves, etc.; and, too, sugar should al-
ways be heated well before adding it to
the boiling fruit juice. The sugar
should be spread on a large, broad pan,
and then placed in an oven of moderate
heat, or else with the door partly open-
ed, while the fruit juice is cooking.

The best brand of preserving-jar is to
be urgently recommended. Safe-guard
against fermentation is wholly dependent
upon air-tight conditions after properly
pre and cooked preserves are once
within the jars. The loss of evena
small number of jars Is very dishearten-
ing, considering the time, labor and ex-
pense entailed in putting up the fruit.
With ordinary care these preserving-jars
will do service for several succeeding

ears, with a renewal only of fresh rub-

rs for each season. Therefore, the

best jars will constitute a wise economy
in the end.

Jars should be always sterilized before
being used. Wash them well, rinse, and
put both jars and covers into a boiler or
kettle of water over the fire, allowing
the water to come gradually toa boil.
Then leave until the moment of fllling
them with the hot fruit or syrup. The
rubbers should also stand in heated
water until they are adjusted to the jars,
just before pouring in the fruit.

Always fill the jars to overflowing.
Then pass a silver knife or spoon handle
all around within the jar, close to the
sides, for the purpose of breaking up
any air bubbles which have forred here
and there, and which, if not destroyed,
will cause fermentation and ruin to the

reserves. The covers must next be put
possible,

nd the jars left in the kitchen or butler’s
pantry out of all draughts until the fol-
lowing day. Then the covers are to be
tested and screwed on to the last possible
turn, and the jars put away in a cool but
not damp store-closet.

At the end of a week or ten days
examine the jars well, handling them
v?'y carefully so as not to disturb the
contents unnecessarily. If there are no

L | signs of air bubbles, and the frait seems

to have settled satisfactorily, the jars
may be returned to the store closet.
Opposite conditions will indicate fermen-
tation, and in order to guard against the
Ecsuible bursting of the jars, they should

e opened at once, and the contents re-
cooked and used as soon as possible. It
will not be prudent to re-can such fruit
for future consumption,

A broad-bottomed, porcelain-lined
kettle should always be used for pre-
serving, and a wooden spoon for stirring
the fruit.

On paring apples, quinces, pears, etc.,
put them at once into cold water to pre-
vent discoloration. Do not leave them
here longer than necessary, however, or
much of the valuable flavor, becoming
soluble in water, will pass away and be
lost to the preserve. 1t is better, there-
fure, to peel and cook afew at a time,
enough to fill three or four jars, before
paring the rest. If preserved according
to old-fashioned methods, the pound for
pound formula—that is, an equal or
sometimes even a greater weight of
sugar than fruit—the preserves may be
kept in quantity in a farge stone crock
with a close-fitting cover, instead of in
glass jars.

In canning, & much smaller proportion
of su is used, and a more ided
fruity flavor is always obtained than in
preserving.

Whatever may be the process of put-
ting up preserves, the work should be
done as soon as possible after the fruits
are purchased. Never use soft or de-
csﬁu fruits for any purpose whatever.

tlett pears are to be recommended
for canning, as are Crawford peaches.
For brandied peaches use Morris Whites.
Wild plums make an excelfent preserve,
and wild grapes the most perfect jelly.

Blackberries should be put ng before
the end of August, apricots and plums
toward the middle of September, pears
and peaches by the last of September, or
the early part of October, quinces before
the end of October, apples toward the
middle of Novémber. Tomatoes should
be canned before October 10th. Field
mushrooms to be had in September
make a delicious catsup.

In making fruit jelly, the fruit should
be well washed off and cut into pieces
without paring or nmovinﬁ the seeds,
laid in a covered porcelain kettle with
just enough cold water to cover, cooked
until tender, and the juice allowed to
drip or drain thro:&‘h a jelly-bag of flan-
pel or coarse muslin. Never press or
squeeze the bag. Let the juice ooze
slowly through, or you will not have a
clear jelly. Measure the liquid, allowiog
a pound of sugar to every pint of juice,
which is to be put down ina broad-bot-
tomed porcelain ing kettle, Bring
quickly to a boll, and when bubbles a)
pear over the entire surface, gradually
add the heated sugar as directed above.
Let it boil for twenty minutes, skimming
off all rising scum. It will take a longer
time for some fruits to jelly than others.
To test the arrival of this stage, use the
following precaution: Take out a spoon-
ful of the jellying liquid, put on a saucer
and let stand in a cool place; then with
a spoon gather or scrape it together in a
small mass. If the surface does not be-
come solid or firm, the boiling must con-
tinue further. Test again until a thicker
or more condensed condition is apparent,
then fill at once the jars or tumblers
which have been standing in hot water.
Place in a cool spot until perfectly firm,
then set away in a dark, cool, but not
damp, storage closet. If the jelly seems
thinner than desired, let the tumblers
stand in the sun for a few hours.

Some authorities contend that more
expeditious and satisfactory results may
be obtained by allowing the juice of the
fruit to boil alone for twenty minutes
before adding the heated sugar, and
commenving to test after the sugar has
completely dissolved. Thif method is
suggested on the principle that the water
contained in the fruits is more likely to
evaporate to better ‘Enrpolo while cooking
alone than after adding the sugar; and

the sugar through extended cook-
ery will make the jelly of darker color.
The process of evaporation will also be-
come more expeditious in a broad-bot-
tomed kettle, this extending the surface,
and the more shallow the depth of the
wid' the more quickly will evaporation
e place. Therefore it is advisable to
cook a few gquarts only at a time,

Wonderful “Crater- Lake.

(New York Tribune)
When Congresa set aside Crater Lake.
and its surrounding natural wonders of

oua, bods'ot e, 4o matchlees forets

many rivals the far-famed Yellow-
stone.

Crater Lake Park and its two hundred
and forty-nine square miles of territory
is located in Klamath county, southern

. The lake itself is the great
futuntﬂt the Dmk. :hhon h .Itlun ﬁ
many others. ng the
Crater Lake did not exist. What ﬂow
the majestic sheet of water was once
filled with the towering peak of Mount
Mazama, the highest mountain of all the
high mountains of the Cascade Range.
Mazama a‘r:shd regularly its fire, ashes
and lava, like & spendthrift became
a hollow, a mere shell of a mountain.
The fires of youth died away, and after-
ward came the chill of old age; then on
the fatal day, when the ‘‘Bridge of the
Gods" fell in, the old hollow mountain
also fell into itself. Nothing remains of
the once lofty mounfhin but the base,
which forms the rim of Crater Lake,
How this became filled with water, and
remains so year after year, is a mystery
that none can solve.

Generally Crater Lake Is described
when it is said that it Is a body of fresh
water six miles long and three miles
wide, with almost sheer precipices for
shores, varying from one to two thou-
sand feet, with seven points rilln%aight
thousand feet, and with & cone-shaped
island in the centre that risea eight
hundred forty-five feet above the water.
Tongue cannot portray it. At the point
where the road brings you to a view of
the lake is a broad plateau. This breaks
off atthe rim, and a narrow trail leads
down the steep incline to the water.
The water is cold and pure, and the
slight breeze that fans the lake kee
the little waves splashing against the
rocks. Aside from this there are mo
other sounds. -Once ina while a snow
white pelican flies slowly along the
border of the lake, then settlea and
lights on the blue surface, a mere speck.
An occasional hawk soars past and cir-
cles about in search of prey. Quietude,
peace, reign supreme. Miles and miles
through the park one may go and see no
human belni.

About a half-mile from the western
shore is Wizard Island, circular in form
and cone-shaped. Wizard Island is cov-
ered with straggling pines, and in its top
is a depression, or crater, called the
Witches' Cauldron. This is one hundred
feet deep and nearly five hundred feet in
diameter. Wizard Island was undoubt-
edly the last smoking chimmney of old
Mazama. The base of the island is
covered with sharp, and as yet, unworn
rocks.

The government this summer will
make several improvements about the
lake and within the limits of the park in
the way of building better roads and
bridges; also placing a launch on the
lake, and erecting lookouts at favorable
points on the precipices overlooking
the water.
