Sheep For New England. 

: N'KEDS OF ROTATION IS Κ Α Κ MIΝ Ο METH- 

ODS— AllVAXTAGES OF SHEEP. 

The New Hampshire Farmer says there 
are tuauy tdone under the head of 
"improvements"' which are so only for a 

time or as they briug tome new thought, 
i view or sensatiou to the persons most 
concerned. A man niay cut away a tree 

: from his grounds υΓ jig out and throw 

j away a clump of shubbery, and the 
I usual expression is, "It looks better." 

j l.et another mau come into possession of 
the same property and plant a tree in 

I the old spot and replace the shrubbery, 
: and be aud his friends will say, "It 
looks Jet ter." Customs and methods of 

j labor may be chauged to couform to the 
changing demands of the people, but the 
pendulum must swing back in time or 
the needs of rotation in methods will 
assert themselves. We cannot expect to 

go back to the spinning wheel and hand 
loom for the manufacture of the domes- 
tic tleece into clothing for the family, 
but we have gone so far in the direction 
of special farming, dairying and forage 
crops that we have introduced and fos- 
tered a horde of weeds not palatable for 
neat cattle, and are so careful to have 
the bay in the barn or when carried 
to market, look clean that we let 
weeds and shrubbery staud around the 
edges of the fields if not about the 
rocks and stone piles, and even in the 

pastures which are kept clear of bushes 
the ground is gradually being appro- 
priated by plants unfit for cattle food. 
The most rational way to get out of this 
is to keep a Hock of sheep on the farm 
to cleau out the weeds aud promote the 
growth of pasture grasses. 

People cannot be induced to invest 
much in sheep while the game laws ami 
the practice· of hunters remain as ai 

present, but such things are diguing 
their own graves at a satisfactory rate, 

aud the time is coming when farmers 
and their families can again enjoy some 

of the pleasures of country life which 
ai*» uow reserved for transient visitors 
and irresponsible trespassers. 

The thick, tine turf in the pastures 
which covered our hillsides 40 years ago 
is seldom found now, and the hoofs of 
the cattle have cut paths around the 
faces of the slopes like spiral staircases, 
and the most of the grass is fouud where 
the wash from these paths reaches a few 
feet down the slope. With sheep many 
things may be done which are uot desir- 
able with large animals. 

The mowing lields may be pastured 
in the fall without injury to the roi*s 

by the hoofs of the animals; orchards 
can be pastured without iujury to the 
branches of the trees, aud many weeds 
cau in that way be destroyed and re- 

placed by desirable grasses. With the 

pasture divided iuto three uearly equal 
parts, aud sheep kept in one two years 
aud cattle occupyiug the other two by- 
being changed each week, the pastures 
may b«? greatly improved and in a few 
years as many cattle can be kept under 
that system as can be now roaming over 

the whole territory every day and crop- 
ping here and there, and leaving the 

poorest plants to mature seed and prop- 
agate. 

People have been invited to believe 
that the Angora goat would eat brush 
in preference to grass, and kill out 

bushes, and woodlots if they had a 

chance, and we can remember when the 
same claim was made fur a certain breed 
of sheep, and farmers were told that 

they could keep as many sheep as cows 

iu the same pasture without reducing 
the supply of grass for the cows, but the 
fact is that neither sheep nor goats will 
feed exclusively on bushes if they can 

get grass, but sheep like a change and 
will browse leaves more than cattle, as 

they often depend on getting their sup- 
ply of water by eatiug large leaves early 
in the morning when the dew is on them. 
It is also a fact that they prefer certaiu 
tiavors found in plants which cattle re- 

ject, not because the plants are weeds 
or have leaves, but because they relish 
them.—New England Farmer. 

Cull the Herd. 

Probably no more important matter 

preseuts itself to the farmer who keeps 
stock for dairy or other purposes than 
that of keeping the best and disposing 
of the inferior animals. The preseut 
seems to be an opportune time for do- 

ing this for it is at this season of the 

year that purchasers are more numerous 

and the opportunity to purchase more 

friquent than at any other. As soon 

as farmers appreciate the difference be- 

tween a good and an inferior animal 
there will be more attention given to 

this matter aud more thought devoted 
to culliug the herd. 

In farmiug as in other kinds of busi- 
ness it is the net rather than the gross 
receipts that constitute the prolit. The 

magnitude to which the operations of a 

farmer can be extended depeuds upon 
the ability of the farmer himself to con- 

duct a large enterprise. A person may 
make a success of manufacturing in a 

small factory but when the same person 
undertakes to manage a great manu- 

facturing plaut he may make a failure of 
it. The same principle holds true in 

farming. A person may be able to man- 

age a small farm well but not able to 

show as good results when his efforts 
are applied to extensive farming opera- 
tions. 

The important matter in farming as 

iu other matters is preventing waste. 

The protils depend upon utilizing aud 

turning into cash waste material that 

almost seems worthless. The farmer's 
most important duty, if he keeps stock 
of any kind, lies in culling the herd by 
disposing of inferior animals and replac- 
ing them with better auimals. it is better 
to keep ten cows that yield a profit on 

the feed consumed thau to keep fifteen 
cows five of which are kept at a loss. 

It would be better still to keep fifteen 

cows that yielded a profit. It may re- 

quire decision to part with animals that 

have beeu bred and reared on the farm 
towards which the farmer has looked 
with great anticipation but if the test 

indicates that they are not up to the 
standard they should be disposed of at 

once. We again assert the fact that 
there is no part of farm managment that 

is so tremendously important to the 

profitableness of the business as judi- 
cious culling of the herd.—Mirror and 
Farmer. 

A New Slock Farm. 
The press reports the resignation of 

Dr. J. A. Ness as Superintendent of 
Elm wood Stock Farm, Lewiston Junc- 
tion, after seven years service, and it is 
understood that he has purchased Maple 
Grove Farm, Auburn, the home of the 
late Hon. B. F. Briggs, where he will 
establish an Avrshire stock farm and 
take up tho breeding of Clydesdales and 

Hackneys. Dr. Ness has had thorough 
training from early boyhood in these 

lines, his father being one of the best 
stock breeders in Canada, and with an 

instinctive love for Rood hor«.ee and cat- 
tle this farm is sure to be one of the cen 

tree of interest to the agricultural work- 
ers of New England. The Farmer ex- 

! tends its best wishes to Dr. Ness and 
; the hope that his present expectations 
may all be realized.—Maine Farmer.

Close Stabling Dairy Cows. 
There was a time, not so very long 

ago, when farmers were practical ex- 

ponents of the "toughening process" 
for dairy cows—that is, they adopted 
the exposure plan to a very literal de- 
gree. They kept cows outdoors in sea- 
son and out of season. Fair weather or 

foul, the stock was out browsing around, 
standing or shivering upon the lee side 
of a fence or hay etack. Happily, we 
are getting over this folly; we are find- 
ing out that it takes food to keep cows 

warm, and hay and grain are expensive 
fuel to burn in cows simply to maintain 
temperature. 

All this is very well indeed, but the 
tendency is always to run to extremes, 
and some cow owners are giving the 
other extreme, and adopting an irrational 
system of close stabling—that is, keeping 
the cows closely con lined from fall to 
spriug. I am fully satisfied that this is 
entirely wrong. 

I beliove in warm, sunny barns, keep- 
ing cows confiued during storms and 
very inclement winter weather; but we 

have many days in winter when, from 10 
Λ. m. to 2 p. m., the sun is bright and 
the air clear and health-giviug. Make 
the most of this time by turning out the 
cows into ihe barnyard, which should 
fact south and be tightly boarded on the 
cold north and west sides. A sun bath, 
coupled with exercise in the open air, is 
just as essential for cows as for men. 
The animal organism in either case re- 

quires the bracing, life-imparting in- 
fluences of atmospheric oxygen, and it 
is folly to deny it. 

We want healthy herds, free from all 
tendency to tuberculosis or any other 
disease, and to obtain these we must 
follow simple natural laws, which are 
immutable. How can any man expect 
to maintain vigor and constitution 
among his dairy animals, to rear hardy, 
protitable calves, without a reasonable 
allowance of fresh air, exercise and sun- 

shine? It cannot be done. How some 
so-called progressive dairymen could 
ever become advocates of this "shutting 
up" of cows for the winter I certainly 
cannot understand. You can never 
cheat nature. Her laws must be respect- 
ed. What we sow, we shall reap. Sow 
disease-producing conditions and en- 

vironments, and we shall reap disease as 
a legitimate outcome. No stable can be 
kept so clean or ventilated so well that 
its air is as pure and health-giving as 

that outside. If we are to maintain 
vigorous herds, we must have the 
assistance of fresh air and sunshine.— 
M. S. Perkins in Country Gentleman. 

Farm Teams. 
It is a disgrace to see a poor, crippled, 

inferior team on a farm, says Colman's 
Kural World. The farm is the place 
above all others to have the very best of 
all kinds of animals. The farm grows 
the feed and the hay to make tine ani- 
mals. and to keep them in the best pos- 
sible condition. It is the first duty that 
tbe farmer owes to see that his teams 

are well fed and well cared for. With- 
out these faithful servants there would 
be no vrops to harvest. They are fur- 
nishing the power that tills the soil, they 
make it possible for the earth to produce 
the great crops that are adding millions 
jf dollars to the wealth of the land own- 

ers of the country. The work teams of 
the farm should be the best of animals 
*nd provided with the first and best of 
the produce of the fields When the 
farmer commences to realize that the 
liorse is his best friend, and commences 
to manifest this appreciation by provid- 
ing better care, better stables, better 
harness and better treatment generally, 
there will be a decided improvement 
noticeable in agriculture on the farm, 
ûnd the farm profits will be immeasur- 
ably increased. The keeping of a better 
L'lass of horses on the farm for farm uses 

is in the interest of better farming, bet- 
ter farming is in the line of larger 
profits, larger profits lead to improve- 
ments and developments in property 
values, which makes our farm homes 
the ideal of agricultural ambition.

turned tines up, and will prevent its 
being knocked down and broken.

"The year that has closed h«s been one of 
peace within our own [«orders as well as tietween 
us anil all other nations The harvests have 
been abuudant, an 1 those wh > work, whether 
with hand or brain, are prospering greatly. Re- 
ward has willed upon honest tffort. We have 
been enabled to do our duty to ourselves and to 
other·.

Roosevelt and Fairbanks will have 335 < 

electoral votes, against 133 for Parker 1 

and Davis, with the 8 votes of Maryland [ 
in doubt. The plurality for Roosevelt h 
on the popular vote is over 2,000,000— ] 

the largest ever given an American ! 

candidate.

Full returns indicate that there is no 

uncertain state except Maryland. The I 
plurality there is very small, probably I 
less than 100, and the official count will I 
be necessary to determine the result. I 
It is probable that seven electors will be I 
chosen from one party and one from I 
the other, but which way the vote will I 
go is yet uncertain. Happily, nothing 
hinges on it. 

The Republican state tickets were not I 
successful in all the northern states. I 
In fact, Roosevelt everywhere ran ahead I 
of the Republican state tickets. Several I 
statee which gave large majorities to the I 
Republican national tickot elected 
Democratic governors. The most not- 

able instance of this is Massachusette, I 
where, with a plurality for the Repub- 
lican national ticket of 80,000, William 
L. Douglas, the Democratic candidate I 
for governor, is elected by a plurality of 

35,000 over John-L. Bates, the present I 
Republican governor and candidate for 

re-election. The veto by Governor I 
Bates of certain labor ̂ legislation, and I 
the personal popularity of Douglas, are I 
the special causes of this result. 

Other states which chose Democratic I 
governors are Minnesota, Missouri, and I 
probably Colorado. ; 

The Republicans will have an incroas-1 
ed majority in the house of representa-1 
tives, tho latest returns indicating the I 
election of 240 Republicans and 140 

Democrats. 
In Maine, on a smaller vote than in I 

September, there is a Republican plu-1 
rality of about 37,700, as against 28,600 
four years ago and 20,800 at the state 

election this year. j 
The Oxford County vote, so far as ob-1 

tainable, is given elsewhere. ; 
President Roosevelt's first act, upon J 

receiving definite news of his election, I 
was to make a public statement that I 
under no circumstances would he be a 

candidate for re-election. 

A Lesson of the Election. 
(New York Tribune.) 

If tbere had been somewhat less to 

applaud in the Republican administra- 
tion and considerably more to admire in 
the Democratic candidate, the practical 
result would doubtless have been the 
same. A few faults of official conduct 
on the part of President Roosevelt would 
not have offset in the deliberate judg- 
ment of the voters a shining record of 
achievements conducing to the perma- 
nent honor and welfare of the country. 
But they were not compelled to make al- 
lowances which still left a conclusive 
balance on the right side. Under the 
searchlights of a long campaign, the 
President's administration has been 
vindicated at every point. It was be- 
cause every legitimate argument of the 

opposition failed that his opponents re- 

sorted at last in desperation to the base 

weapons of intrigue and slander. It is 

deplorable that their candidate wax 

found to be capable not merely of con- 

senting to such warfare, but of leading 
the venomous attack. 

And yet if the lessou which was taught 
yesterday has been thoroughly learned, 
there will be great compensations for all 
that was involved in the process of in- 
struction. Gentlemen of "The New 
York World," "The New York Times" 
and "The Brooklyn Eagle," with your 
mentors and your pupils, you know this 
morning what it means to assail the 
President of the United States with ma- 

lignant defamation. It means that the 
American people will rush to the polls in 
overwhelming numbers to stamp the 
slanders back into the mire from which 
they sprang. You know this morning, 
Mr. Parker, what drastic punishment 
awaits a judicial candidate who stoops 
from the bench to make such methods of 

campaigning his own. Never again, we 

may reasonably hope, will it be neces- 

sary to administer such a rebuke at an 

American election.

Winter is upon Us.

An American Delicacy. 
"The peanut has aa many valuable 

qualities aa there are days In the week. 
The demand for it haa doubled within 
the last five years and the supply does 
not yet hardly fill the demand." These 
statements from good authority show 
that the peanut is rapidly coming to the 
front as an article of commerce, for it is 
cheap and highly nutritioue. 

The peanut, known also as the goober 
or ground pea, is a leguminous plant, 
probably a native of America and grown 
largely in our Southern states and in 
Africa and Spain. After the peanut 
vines have blossomed and the flower has 
fallen, the spike elongates, bends and 
pushes itself itto the ground, where the 
seed develops. 

One curious fact about the peanut 
is the help it derives from the tubercles 
on its roots, which have the power of 
absorbing nitrogen from the air and 
transmitting it to the plant. Thus a 
total amount of nitrogen is obtained by 
the plant far in excess of that present in 
the soil in which it grows. Because of 
this peculiarity the soil is not exhausted 
but improved when the plant is cultivat- 
ed for that purpose and the green tops 
turned under to decay in the earth. 

In the fall the peanuts are dug and 
sent to large factories^ while the pigs 
are turned into the fields to thrive on 

what is left. In the factories the work 
of cleaning and sorting is carried on by 
the aid of machinery. Norfolk, Va., 
has been called the peanut center of the 
world because of the vast amount of 
peanuts supplied to wholesale dealers 
everywhere from its factories. Like 
everything else, there are many gradée 
of peanuts sent out from the factories. 

The Spanish peanut stands at the 
head because of its delicate flavor; next 
comes the Virginia variety, while those 
grown in some other regions are less 
delicate in tlavor, coarser in texture and 
larger in size. The African peanut yields 
more oil than some other varieties. 

The average peanut contains about 
fifty per cent oil and from twenty to 
thirty per cent of nitrogenous matter; 
thus it presents a very concentrated 
form of food. It contains so little starch 
or sugar that it is a valuable article of 
diet for those who cannot assimilate 
starch. 

It is only since the war that the pea- 
nut crop has become important. The 
rapid increase in peauut culture between 
1805 and 1870 probably was due to the 
acquaintance individual soldiers from 
different sections of the country made 
with this product while stationed in 
Virginia. 

In the Old World the peanut is used 
largely for the production of oil, which 
is regarded as equal to that which is 
obtained from the olive. Peanut oil was 

extensively manufactured in the South- 
ern States between 18C1 and 1865, and 
used for shortening in food as well as by 
machinists. The cake remaining after 
the oil is expressed is a valuable food for 
animals and may be used by man. Even 
for the vines and shells uses have been 
found. 

Though the American people have 
long considered the peanut an indispen- 
sable accessory to the proper celebration 
of a fair or a circus, and thus consume 

about four million bushels annually, as 

yet they do not count it a regular article 
of food. That the munching of peanuts 
on festal occasions is almost exclusively 
an American custom was discovered by 
a young man who expected to make his 
fortune by securing the exclusive right 
for such sales at the Antwerp fair in 
18i>4. But the people did not find the 

peanuts to their taste, and the young 
man returned to America, poorer though 
wiser.

nut meal and biscuits as food for the 
German army, and though it has not yet 
been adopted as a part of the standard 
rations, its high nutritive value was con- 

clusively proved. Professor Koenig's 
analysis and comparison shows that the 
nutritive units per pound in the peanut 
were nearly double those of the pea and 

considerably higher than either butter 
or bacon, though at much lower price. 
Thus the peanut may be ranked as one 

of the cheapest and most nutritive food 
materials. 

The peanut so closely resembles the 
bean, pea and lentil in its composition, 
that it may be used like these other 
leguminous seeds in soups, or like the 
chestnuts for croquettes or for stuffing 
poultry. The peanuts are roasted and 

ground, or boiled in soft water until 

sufficiently tender for a puree. Miss 
Juliet Corson was one of the first 
teachers of cooking to use the peanut, 
and even constructed a menu for an 

entire dinner from the possibilities in 
this little underground seed. 

Freeh roasted nuts will usually yield 
one-third their bulk in meats. To com- 

bine them with other foods, they should 
be pounded in a mortar or chopped very 
fine. For decorating and candy making 
they may be chopped or shaved with a 

sharp knife. 
As the peanut is probably an Ameri- 

can, like the potato and Indian corn, it 
should be accorded a prominent place in 
the celebration of national holidays. 

A peanut hunt is a popular amuse- 
ment. The nuts are tucked in all odd 
corners possible and each gueet is pro- 
vided with a little basket in which to 
gather them. A specially marked or 

colored nut may be the prize winner, 
but usually that person secures the prize 
who holds the greatest number of nuts. 
The prizes may be some of the quaint 
dolls and owls which skillful fingers 
make from peanuts for many uses. 

Another game for such occasions re- 

sembles jack straws. A heap of nuts is 

placed on the table and by help of candy 
tongs they are to be jerked away one by 
one without disturbing the others. For 
such parties the following recipes will 

supply suitable refreshments. 
PEANUT DATES. 

Remove the stones from dates and in- 
sert peanuts instead. Press together 
and roll lightly in sugar. 

SALTED PEANUTS. 

Melt a tabiespoonful of butter in a pan 
and stir into it a cupful of peanuts. 
Shake until they are hot and slightly 
colored, or bake in the oven. Remove 
to eheete of paper, sprinkle with salt 
and dry in a warm place. 

PEANUT COOKIES. 

Poui.d or chop one cupful of peanuts, 
reserving a few whole ones for decora- 
tion. Prepare a dough of one table- 

spoonful of butter, one-half cupful of 

sugar, one egg, two tableepoonfuls of 

milk, one cup of flour, one teaspoonful 
of salt. Add the peanuts and mould 
with a teaspoon into two dozen balls. 
Put half peanuts on the tops, and bake 
about fifteen minutes. 

PEANUT FBITTER8. 

One egg, one tabiespoonful of sugar, 
one-half cup of milk, one cup of flour, 
one level teaspoonful of baking powder, 
one ealtspoonful salt, one teaspoonful 
melted butter, one-half cupful of peanuts, 
finely chopped. Fry bv spoonfuls in hot 
fat and duet with powdered sugar. 

PEANUT SANDWICHES. 

Moisten some chopped peanuts with 
thick cream and season with salt. Spread 
this mixture between thin slices of 
bread and cut in fancy shapes. 

PEANUT CARAMELS. 

Boil together one cup of molasses, 
one cup of sugar, one-half cup of butter 
and one-half cup of milk, stirring con- 

stantly to prevent burning. When the 

candy is brittle In cold water, pour into 
a well-greased tin containing one cup of 
peanuts. 

PEANUT CBISP, 

Melt ode cup of sugar, stirring all the 
time. Have ready a cupful of chopped 
peanuts, and as soon as the sugar be- 
comes caramel stir them into it. Pour 
into buttered tins to cool.—Home 
Science Magazine.
