The Pines Dairy. 

HOW B. WALKEK M'KEES IS Alil.K TO 

KEEO AS MANY CATTLE A9 HE HAS 

ACKES ΓΧΜΕΗ CULTIVATION. 

The Pines Dairy, owned by B. Walker 
McKeen, and located in the town of 
Fryeburg, Me., is one of the up-to-date 
dairy farms of that state. It is pleasant- 
ly situated on the main road running 
from the New Hampshire White Moun- 
tain region to Bethel and other town of 
interest to summer pleasure seekers. 
The farm was originally settled by an 

Englishman in the year 1700, and was 

purchased by the father of the present 
owner in 1805. 

From the first ownership of the farm, 
the keeping of cows was made an im- 
portant feature, the cows and a small 
part of the young stock running in a 

fifty acre upland lot, and the thirty-tive 
acre intervale being wholly devoted to 
the growing of hay, grain and hoed 
crops. Under this management from 
ten to fifteen head of cattle and the farm 
team were kept. This continued till 
about the year 1830. At this time efforts 
were made to increase the stock carry- 
ing capacity of the farm, and to make 
really a dairy farm. The pasture was 

continually growing up to pines; the 
amount of feed to be obtained was con- 

stantly growing smaller, and all of the 
droppings of the animals in summer 

went to fertilize forest growth, rather 
than the growth of stock fodders. This 
pasture problem was at once solved by 
abandoning the pasture, giving it back 
to nature, whose hand, ever busy, has 
in the years since past grown some 

sturdy pines, which the present owner 

hopes and expects to live long enough 
to see reach the full size for a harvest. 

The first thing, then, to do was to 

plan for something to take the place of 
the upland pasture. To do this it was 

arranged to take up a five year rotation; 
and to include the pasture in this rota- 
tion. This rotation was and has remain- 
ed as follows: Pasture, hoed crops, 
oats, land seeded to grass and clover, 
two years in grass. By this plan the 
farm has had seven acres in pasture, 
seven acres in hoed crops, seven acres in 
oats and fourteen acres in grass each 
year. Λ portion of the section devoted 
to hoed crops has been used for a suc- 

cession of soiling crops. These have 
been grown, as far as possible, near the 
pasture, and are cut and fed there, thus 
saving quite an amount of labor. 

In 181·2 a silo was built and has proved 
χ great help in securing fodder for fall 
Mid winter use. The gaiu in fodder 
production was direct, and by better 
tillage, more thorough working of the 
toils and the extension of the farm ma- 

nure over a larger area, thus getting 
>ver the farm ofteuer—working, as it is 
L-laimed, nearer the capital—the capacity 
>f the farm was increased, until in 1900 
it produced coarse fodders enough, in- 
cluding pasturage, to carry an animal 
to the acre. It will be seen that the in- 
crease was rapid, indeed, as in 1880, 
with eighty-live acres in use, only fifteen 
mimais were kept, while in twenty 
rears, with the fifty acre pasture out of 
the farm, thirty-tive animals found food 
enough to keep them the entire year. 

At this time more land was obtained, 
ind the same system of rotation was 

continued, and it ie confidently expected 
that in the near future theanimal-to-the- 
icre mark will again be reached. 

When asked what were the principal 
features of his work that he considered 
■f most value, Mr. McKeen named the 
saving of all fertilizing material by con-

purchased a three-horsepower gasolene 
engine. The engine is used for sawing 
wood, thrashing grain and cutting silage. 
Much work has been done for neighbors 
with it. Last spring it sawed 630 cords 
of wood, besides that used at the farm. 

Mr. McKeen was born in 1S49 in the 
turc where he now lives. His fathei 
was an active Free Soiler and one of the 
founders of the Republican party in 
Maine. Hie earliest recollections ol 
public matters are of the stirring times 
immediately preceding the Civil War, 
at which time The Tribune was the one 
paper must followed and prized. In 
1887 he began speaking at farmers' in- 
stitutes, and has been actively engaged 
in that work until within the last two 
years. During the time he was secre- 
tary of the Maine Board of Agriculture 
for ten years, and also spoke in institutes 
in New Hampshire, Rhode Island and 
Minnesota. Ab near as he can recall, 
he has spoken at six hundred of these 
meetings. He is now devoting his time 
to the management of the farm. His 
two boys, aged twenty and fifteen years, 
are interested with him, and apparently 
have no- thought of any other business 
for their life work. The younger is an 
expert~in growing and training young 
animals. He is fitting himself for a 

course at the State University. Mr. 
McKeen is superintendent of schools in 
his town, secretary of the West Oxford 
Agricultural Society and master of the 
local grange.—New York Tribune 
Farmer. 

The Pig on the Farm. 
Pork production should form an im- 

portant industry upon our Maine farms. 
It can be made profitable, not only in 
connection with the dairy, but as a lead- 
ing feature of the farm work. I have 
no sympathy with the system of keeping 
swine as it is conducted upon some 
farms. The hog is entitled to a good, 
comfortable, clean home. He is never 
at his best in any other place. When he 
is kept simply to work over the manure 
of other animals, he is not in his proper 
place. I would never keep hogs on the 
manure pile; keep the manure from 
heating in some other way and give the 
hog a home so arranged that be can have 
opportunity to exercise his natural in- 
stinct of cleanliness. He will then be 
at his best and will make the most pos- 
sible growth out of every pound of food 
consumed, and at the same time will 
produce a product in pork that cannot 
be excelled. A roomy, light and warm 

place in winter and a pasture with mov- 
able sheds for summer make the best 
possible places for carrying the hog 
through the year. If the pasture is not 
available, the pen can be used instead, 
but by all means avoid the filth and 
«tench of the manure pile. The matter 
at breed is of secondary importance, 
unless the raising of pigs for sale is to 
be made a feature of the business. If 
it is, the breed selected should be the 
one best adapted to the locality and with 
which the buyers are most familiar. I 
think the Chester as bred in Maine will 
please a larger proportion of buyers than 
iny other, and hogs of that breed, either 
pure or grade, respond readily to feed 
ind are easily managed. The hog is 
naturally a grazing animal. I have ob- 
served that when our brood sows and 
ihoats were at pasture they fed as many 
hours a day as did our cows. The pas· 
:ure, the green crop, with roots, and 
;orn to finish the fattening, afford the 
cheapest sources for pork production, 
ind if they can be used in connection 
with the wastes from the dairy, the re- 
mits will be still more satisfactory. We 
have never figured the exact cost of 
pork as produced at The Pines, but 
careful accounts have shown that our 
skim milk fed to pigs, the pigs fattened 
ind put upon the market when they 
iress 200 pounds, will net us 2 1-2 cents 

per quart; this when the pigs were in 
pasture. In winter I should be well 
pleased to net two cents per quart for 
:he milk.—B. W. McKeen, Fryeburg, 
Me.. in State Bulletin. 

Dairying In Canada.

country, and statesmanship over there 
s in the main directed to exploit agri- 
:ulture and the dairy especially. When

the dominion from governor-general 
lown to the post-master, in attendance 
ind working to promote the industry. 
The position of chief dairy commissioner 
it minister of agriculture is second only 
to that of administration leader. The 

government of Canada is very paternal 
η regard to the dairy. Its laws are all 
η its favor. Adulteration in any form, 
ind substitutes, were made illegal with 

leavy penalties, from the start. No 

jogus produce is made iu the Dominion. 
X. factory must make either whole milk 
:heese or butter, never both in the same 

actory at the same time, government 
nspection and assistance in instruction 
were always abundant and practically 
ree. Dairy schools abound. Factories 
were grouped in districts, and an in- 
itructor appointed for each district. 
The government supervised the shipping 
ines, and put the refrigerating lines 
mder the direction of the commissioner. 
„ater on, the curing of cheese by cold 
itorage processes caused the government 
ο build six or more of these plants to 
ihow their superiority in curing ex- 

>ort cheese, and now these are to be 
ised with a great number of private 
oncerns, the cheese factories and buy- 
irs paying a certain sum for storage. 
The result has been that in a few years 
;anada has increased its cheese exports 
rom three million to twenty-six million 
lollars per annum, is extending its dairy 
erritory at a rapid rate, and has invaded 
be great northwmt. Manitoba and the 
erritoriee made three million dollars' 
vorth of butter and cheese last year. 

The Canadian cow looks very much 
ike her rival over here. Some of .the 
•reeds are prominent in certain sections 
>ut the greater half of the Canadian 
ows have been related to all the breeds 
rom the advent of the tlrst settlers. In 
he Quebec district, a breed known as 

French Canadian cows, not unlike the 
lersey, is almost universal, and they are 
amous as cheese and butter producers.— 
few England Farmer. 

The work now being done by the 
tate is good work, to be commended 
ind surely to be iucreaeed. It is good 
«rvice when one helps another to help 
limself and is just what we of the state

Let'» Think about It. 

The tire which wrecked the Wesibrook 
Opera House on the night of Nov. liUh 
was different from any before reported, 
and points out a source of danger which 
it is well to consider seriously. An 
audience of about 200 were in the hall— 
which was on the second door of the 
building—in attendance on a moving 
picture show. The machine was natural- 
ly set up in the rear of the hall, directly 
in front of the entrance. During the ex- 
hibition a bliftt was started in the 
machine by some defect in the electrical 
apparatus, aud the celluloid tilm carry- 
ing the pictures caught fire. Several 
thousand feet of this celluloid ribbon are 
used for a full evening's entertainment, 
and, as every one knows, it is fiercely in- 
flammable. In a few seconds such a 

blaze was raging as to be entirely beyond 
control, and as it was in front of the en- 

trance, exit by that way was impossible. 
Fortunately there was a stage entrance 

of good capacity, and by the energetic 
efforts of the corps of ushers, this was 

opened, and the people in the compara- 
tively small audience were directed to it, 
and got out safely without serious panic. 

The affair sho.ldlead us to consider 
whether any of fir public halls would 
become fatal tra in case of a similar 
accident. IIow many assembly rooms 
have we in our country towns, on the 
second door, where, in case of exit being 
cut off at the entrance end, a safe exit 
for an audience would" be afforded by 
stairways at the other end of the build- 
ing? There are certainly some halls 
where the cutting off of the main en- 
trance would compel the audience to 

leave by a narrow stairway, and some 
even where the only means of escape 
would be the good and sufficient fire 
escape required by law—generally con- 

sisting of a wire ladder, very slow at 

best in discharging a stream of people, 
and impracticable for more or less of 
those slightly infirm people to be found 
in an ordinary audience. 

It may be seriously questioned whether 
people should be allowed to assemble in 
any hall which is not provided with good 
wide stairways at both ends of the build- 
ing. 

It costs money, of course, to build 
halls that way, or to remodel existing 
buildings to make them perfectly safe, 
and the risk may be very slight, but no 
amount of money can repair the damage 
done by a fatal accident due to unsafe 
conditions.

Leslie F. Ireland, a grain mill owner 
of Corinna, was drowned in hie mill 
pond Monday while attempting to raise 
the Rate at his dam. 

Harry I. Katen, conductor of Maine 
Central freight train 2S, was killed at 
the Pittsfield station Wednesday by be- 
ing crushed to death between a car and 
the freight platform. Mr. Katen was a 

native of Guilford where his relatives 
now reside. 

Henry McCormick is held in Lewiston 
on the charge of shooting John Riléy, a 

farm hand, with a revolver, on Sunday, 
the :!Oth. It was stated by McCormick 
that it was an accident, but after Riley 
had recovered consciousness be said that 
McCormick deliberately shot him. Hiley 
may recover. 

Dr. C. W. A. Veditz, now professor of 
history and economics at Bates College, 
has just accepted an appointment as 

professor of economics in George Wash- 
ington (formerly Columbian) University 
at Washingtou, D. C. lie will take up 
the duties of the new position this win- 
ter, and will have charge of the project- 
ed reorganization of the department of 
economics at the Washington university. 

Mrs. Hermine Caron of Brunswick, 
70 years of age and the mother of ten 

children, was ground to death under a 

trolley car Monday evening. Mrs. Caron 
had been calling on a friend near Har- 
ding's station, four miles from town. 
Hearing a car approaching, she hurried 
out of the house and ran toward the 
street. The car, in charge of Motorman 
Fred Sails, was an unusually heavy one, 
used for carrying ice, and just as the 
forwaid part of the vehicle passed Mrs. 
Caron, her feet slipped on tbe icy pave- 
ment, and more than half of her body 
was carried under the car directly be- 
tween the first and second sets of trucks. 
Before the car could be brought to a 
standstill, tbe rear truck passed over the 
prostrate body and cut it in two. 

Here and There. 

The football season is over, but its 
effects still linger in the newspaper offi- 
ces. Most of the papers speak of the 
linemen who are repairing the telephone 
and telegraph systems as "linesmen." 

The record of mistaken-for-a-deer 
cases in Maine during the present hunt- 
ing season is bad enough at best, but as 

published it is made worse than tbe 
reality by an error. The list as publish- 
ed gives four fatal cases, one being the 
shooting of Edward Cobb by Alexander 
Bergeron, "near Bemis," on the 22d of 
October. The Bemis near which this 
accident occurred was Bemis, X. H. 

That is a remarkable engine which has 
been designed for the Southern Pacific 
Railroad, according to current report. 
It is capable of making 100 to 120 miles 
an hour, and is "tireless, smokeless and 
waterless." Its power 'is obtained from 
a dynamo fed by an engine run by a 
combination of compressed air power and 
fuel oil power." It will carry fuel for 
3,000 miles, and theoretically can be run 
that distance without stopping. Now 
wouldn't that make you laugh? What 
do you suppose the man who put 
together that string of statements knows 
about machinery? Evidently he is un- 
familiar with some of the simplest 
principles of mechanics, or else he wrote 
the paragraph just to see how great an 

absurdity would obtain circulation in 
the newspapers. 

The Natioa's Problem. 
In a startling article on "The Increase 

of Lawlessness in the United Stated," 
S. S. McClure, in McClure's Magazine for 
December, shows that the percentage of 
murders in this country is larger than in 
any other civilized nation except Russia. 

Facing this problem of prevailing law- 
lessness, he writes: "It is easy to gener- 
alize and to turn your back and say, Ί 
am an optimist/ or, 'after all, this is the 
best country in the world.' But a man 
is not necessarily an optimist who, if his 
bouse is on fire, refuses to look, and 
says, Ί am an optimist, I don't believe 
it's on fire after all.' Nor shonld we 
take all the credit for the enormous nat- 
natural wealth of this great new conti- 
nent—this wealth of soil and forest and 
mine that this people inherited in a day. 
We hare the great task of digesting this 
enormous wealth, of making a great and 
law-abiding people"

CRANBERRY Β SOWN BETTY. 

Stew a pint of cranberries in a granite 
saucepan and when tender sweeten with 
a teacupful of light-brown sugar and 
flavor with a little grated nutmeg. Ar- 
range in the bottom of an earthenware 
pudding-dish toasted fingers of graham 
bread; pour over this a layer of the pre- 
pared cranberries and continue with al· 

S?}?*?». y2!Vi toast and cranberries 
until the dish is nearly filled. Place 
around the edge of the dish triangles of 
toast to form a border and bake in a mod- 
erate oven for one hour. Serve in the 
dish in which it was baked with a hot, 
foamy sauce. 

CRANBEBRY SAVARIX8. 

Butter small timbale molds and sprln- 
™em wjîi> chopped almonds, half-fill- 

ing them with brioche paste; allow the 
paste to nee even with the top of the 
molds and bake twenty minutes in a hot 
oven. Cutoff the top of each savarin 
and pour over a thick cranberry sirup, 
letting the cakcs absorb sufficient sirup 
to moisten them well and yet not enough 
to lose their shape. Serve hot with 
sweetened whipped cream. 

cranbebby fbappe. 

Boil one quart of cranberries in suffi- 
cient water to prevent burning; when 
tender removo from fire and stir in a 

pinch of baking-soda and a cup of granu- 
lated sugar; strain the cranberries 
through a fruit sieve into the freezer, 
and when cool add the well-beaten whitei 
of two eggs sweetened with two table- 
spoonfuls of powered sugar. Freeze to 
the consistency of mush, and then pour 
in one cupful of whipped cream and half 
a, pint of chopped hickory-nuts; continue 
the freezing until very stiff and pack in 
the usual manner. At serving time un-

CBANBEBBY FRITTEBS. 

Place in a large mixing-bowl a cupful 
of sugar, add one well-beaten egg, a 

tablespoonful of melted butter, a pinch 
of powdered cinnamon and allspice and 
beat to a cream ; then stir in gradually a 

pint of sifted flour that has been onixed 
with a heaping teaspoonful of baking- 
powder, moistening with a little ice-water 
to form a stiff batter; when thoroughly 
blanded add a pint of large cranberries 
that have been cut in two and well sugar- 
ed. Drop by the spoonful into hot fat 
and fry a golden brown; roll in confec- 
tioner's sugar and serve immediately on 

a folded napkin, accompanied with a hard 
sauce flavored with kirch. 

CBAXBEBRY ΒΟΜΙΝΥ CREAMS. 

Boil a cupful of "small" hominy in 
sufficient boiling salted water to cover- 

when cooked (in about an hour) remove 
froni the fire, add a tablespoonful of but- 
ter, half a tablespoonful of sugar, a small 
cupful of thick cream, a few drops of va- 

nilla and a pinch of powdered cinnamon. 
Turn at once into a large shallow baking- 
pan and allow it to become cold and firm 
then with a round cutter stamp it into' 
neat circles; arrange these on buttered 
layer-cake pans, heaping in the center of 
each a tablespoonful of thick cranberry 
sauce; cover with a meringue made from 
the whites of two eggs whipped with two 
tablespoonfuls of powdered sugar, and 
bake for five minutes in a quick oven, 
serve with a rich custard sauce. 

CRANUERRY WATEH-ICE. 

Boil a cupful of water and a cupful of 

sugar to the soft-ball stage, then pour it 

slowly on the stiffly beaten whites of 
three'eggs, stirring constantly. Add a 

pint of cranberry sirup, to which has 
been added a tablespoonfyl of gelatine 
dissolved in a little cold water. Turn 
into the freezer and when cold freeze in 
the usual manner, repacking in ice and 
rock salt for two hours before using. 
Serve in small sherbet glasses and gar- 
nish with a few candied cherries. 

CRANBERRY SANDWICHES. 

Butter thin slices of whole-wheat bread 
and spread with the following: Turn a 

glass of cranberry jelly into a bowl and 
beat with a silver fork, adding a table- 
spoonful of minced celery, a cupful of 
chopped chicken and a little orange-juice; 
cover with another slice of bread and with 
a sharp knife cut into triangles. Arrange 
them on a platter covered with a hem- 
stitched doily, garnishing with bunches 
of crisp watercress.—New Idea. 

Honey Recipes. 
Honey should be kept in a warm, dry 

place. A good hot temperature will not 
hurt it. Where salt will keep dry in the 
kitchen cupboard or up in the hot attic 
next' the roof are excellent places, and if 
it gets enough heat through the summer 

it will stand the freezing of winter. Dur- 

ing cold weather, honey has a tendency 
to change from its original beautiful 
liquid transparency to a white, half solid, 
granular condition. When it reaches this 
state bee-keepers call it "candied.*1 Its 
candied conditioned is not an evidence 
against its purity, but rather the con- 

trary, for adulterated honey is far less 
likely to candy or granulate. Some peo- 
ple, however, prefer the honey in its 
more liquid state, and if this is desired 
set the bowl of honey in a pan of hot 
water. If heated above 160 degrees 
there is danger of spoiling the color and 
of ruining the delicate flavor. 

If the nujritive qualities of honey were 

better known, it would be used oftener 
than it is, in its various dainty dishes. It 
is a well-known fact that starch and 
sugar must undergo a digestive change 
before they can be assimilated, but in 
honey this change, to a considerable ex- 

tent, bas been made by the bees, and for 
that reason honey is easy to assimilate, 
is concentrated and furnishes the same 

elements of nutrition as starch and 
sugar, imparting warmth and energy. 

HONEY CUSTARD. 

Beat up two eggs and add while beating 
four tablespoonfuls of strained honey. 
Over this pour a pint of hot milk, fill wet 
custard cups two-thirds full and bake in 
the oven for thirty minutes. When cold 
turn the custards out on pretty glass 
dishes, and surround with whipped 
cream. For a touch of color fleck with 
bits of red jelly. This custard mixture 
is suitable for a pie filling. Use with 
puff paste, sprinkle with browned chop- 
ped almonde, then top with a meringue. 
HONEY SANDWICHES FOR AFTERNOON 

TEAS. 

These are in vogue as something new. 

Butter three slices of white bread, two 

of graham. Lay light then dark on top 
«f one another alternately. Press care- 

fully together. Then cut in pieces, slic- 

ing it down as you would layer-cake, 
half an inch wide. Separate the sand- 
wich and drop in a little honey between 
slices and press together again. The 

honey should not ooze out. 

SOUTHERN RICE CAKES WITH HONEY. 

Boil a cupful of rice till soft and flaky; 
mix with half a cupful of flour, a little 
salt, a tableepoonful of melted butter, 
two eggs well beaten, tbrfce tablespoon- 
fuls of toney, and enough milk to make 
a thick batter. Beat until light, bake 
on the gridle or drop on tin sheets and 
bake in the oven. Serve honey with 
these cakes. 

HONEY ICE-CREAM. 

To three well-beaten eggs add a cup- 
ful of hon»y and a teaspoonful of butter; 
pour over this two-thirds of a quart of 
hot milk, stirring constantly; cook till it 
coats the spoon, and beat until cool; add 
a cupfnl of cream whipped stiff and 
freeze until nearly stiff. When serving 
the cream, pass not honey with finely 
chopped nut meat in it. 

HONKY ANGEL CAKE. 

Beat op the yolks of five eggs and a 

capful of honey, then whip the whites 

stiffly and fold in one cupful of flour. 
Combine the two sections as lightly as 

possible, using a wire spoon for tne mix- 
ing, and flavor with a teaspoonful of 
vanilla. The cake should be baked 
quickly in a hotpyen—ten minâtes Is 
tne time allowed.—New Idea.

Color Senaatfona. 
The three primary color sensations 

are considered to 1κ> red, green and vio- 

let. Certain mixtures of violet and 

green produce a blue. Ited and green 
alsu give a yellow, but It Is im- 

portant to observe that these are pri- 
mary color Herniations and not primary 
colors, though the expression "lights of 

primary colors" is admissible, for it is 

commonly imagined that the blue and 

yellow mixed in certain proportions 
produce various kinds of green. If 

yellow and blue pigments be mixed to- 

gether with water, the green color 

produced Is not a mixture of blue and 

yellow colors. It is the one color which 

Is not freely absorbed either by the 

yellow or by the blue pigment. The 

yellow pigment removes the greater 
part of the blue. Indigo and violet rays; 
the blue pigment removes the greater 
part of the red. orange and yellow. 
Thus the light that finally escapes Is 

mainly green.—Longman's Magazine. 

Clothe· tod Heat. 

When we speak of warm or cool 

clothing we use as absolute a metaphor 
as when we talk of the huu going down 
or the "rosy lingered tlawn." Clothes 
can communicate neither heat nor cold 

to the body. Fur is not wnrm nor lin- 

en cool, except as they serre as con- 

ductors for the heat generated by the 
body itself. Fur and wool are excel- 
lent nonconductors of heat—that Is, 
they do not allow the heat of the body 
to escape'so easily as some other mate- 

rials—and the reason why fur is one 

of the poorest conductors of heat is 

not, as might be supposed, so much be- 

cause of its thickness and weight as 

because of the air which is mingled 
with or confined between its fibers, 
confined air being one of the most ef- 
fectual nonconductors of heat known.
