The National Grange.

IN SESSION IN NOVEMBER AT PORTLAND,
OREGON—AN INTERESTING REPFORT.

The national grange met in 35th an-
nual session at Portland, Ore., Nov. 16.
were
held was elaborately decorated and a
notable feature was the fruit exhibit
from Oregon and Washington. At the
evening public sessipd Augustus High,
past master of the Washington state
grange, presided. Gov. Chamberlain of
the state of Washington delivered the
address of welcome and National Master
Jones responded in  his characteristic
vein. Mayor Williams of Portland ex-
tended the hospitalities of the city and
Gov. Bachelder of New Hampshire re-
sponded to his words of welcome.
Speeches were also made_by B. G. Lee-
dy, master of the Oregon state grange,
and by Hon. E. B. Norris, master of the
New York state grange.
National Master Jones delivered an ad-
dress which was an exhaustive treat-
ment of the various subjects that present
themselves for the consideration of the
national body. Twenty-five thousand
copies of the address were ordered
printed.
Abernethy grange of Oregon present-
ed the presiding officer with a gavel
made from the wood of two historic
cherry trees. The seed of atree from
which the gavel was produced was plant-
ed by Rev. A.F. Waller, a Methodist
minister, who went to Oregon in the
early 40's as a missionary. The tree
grew on the main street of Portland un-
disturbed for 60 years, being removed
only four years ago.
At the second day's session the na-
tional officers made their reports. Na-
tional Treasurer, Mrs. E. S. McDowell
of Rome, N. Y., reported balances and
receipts for the year to be $32,716.85,
expenses $19,513.10, leaving a balance on
hand of §33,205.75.
The roll call of states showed the
grange to be in tlourishing condition
everywhere. New Hampshire reports
266 subordinate and 19 Pomona granges
and a grange fire insurance organization
having mere than $7,000,000 in policies.
More than 100 members of the order
have just been elected to servein the
New Hampshire legislature and a grange
school law will probably be enacted this
winter. Cobpecticut reported 121
granges and a growth in membership.
Minuesota reported gains duriog the
year. Ohio has organized 25 new granges
and traveling libraries are a grange fea-
ture there. Pennsylvania reports 7,000
new members this year and grange life
insurance is becoming a feature of the
order in that state. South Carolina re-
ported the order in a tlourishing con-
dition. In Wisconsin the grange has forg-
ed ahead. Maine makes a banver repurt.
That state has now 24 Pomona grahges
and 374 granges all old in the state. It
has organized 23 subordinate grauges
the past year and the total state mem-
bership is 47,772, Thirteen new grange
halls were dedicated the past year and
the cost, on the average, was 4,700 al-
though one cost $14,5 One grange
has a membership of 784 with a possi-
bility of making it 830 before the end
of the year,
Ilinois reported an increase of about
90 per cent in membership. Delaware
reported that field work during the past
year had received more attention with
good results. In [llinois prizes were
offered by the state grange for increased
membership and seven members of the
grange in that state were recently elect-
ed to the state legislature. The insur-
ance feature is prosperous in that state.
Vermont has added 13 new granges the
past year with a net membership of
about 1000, Worthy Master Norris of
the New York state grange said that the
past year had been a very prosperous one
for the order in the state, 32 new granges
having been organized, three Pomoras
and seven halls dedicated. The gain in
membership the past year is between
5,000 and 6,000. He recounted the work
done during the summer months at the
field meectings, state fair, Chautauqua
and Thousand Islands, inall of which
much interest was taken. The state of
Washington reported 15 granges organ-
ized, one Pomona, a net gain in member-
ship of 36 per cent.
Kansas has added 6,000 to the mem-
bership during the past year. One fire
insurance company carries risks to the
value of more than $3,200,000. Rhode
Island reported fair prosperity for the
grange. Mutual fire insurance com-
panies report a saving of 50 per cent un
the cost of insurance. Maryland report-
ed good progress. Michigan has added
31 granges the past year, making T19
granges in the state with 44,013 mem-
bers. There are about 20 county and
distriet fire insurance companies in the
state, the average costof insurance on
each thousand being $1.25 per annum.
They have $20,000 in the state treasury.
Four hundred grange halls are owned
by subordinate granges. There are 24
in one county. West Virginia is rapid-
Iy coming to the front. There is about
100 granges in good standing. New Jer-
sey has incrensed its membership about
2000 the past year. There are about
3,000,000 worth of property insurance
in grange fire insurance companies
which have been in existence 25 years.
The executive committee's report
showed that the property of the national
grange consists of 20 farm mortgages
amounting to $46,306, deposits in sav-
ings banks $12,712, amount in fiscal
agency $20,490, a total investment of
260,199, or a total of $80,600, which
shows an increase during the year of
0,208 367,
A strong resolution was adopted in
favor of the parcels post. The com-
mittee emphasized the fact that the rural
mail service now has the machinery for
a most efficient parcels post system aund
that the rural free delivery system is in-
complete without the addition of pro-
visions for the delivery of parcels. The
committee did mot advocate a parcels
rate that would drive the express com-
panies into bankruptey but thou ht that
the people had aright to demand of con-
an extension of the usefulness of
the system of parcels delivery. On the
question of public highways the com-
mittee presented a strong resolution
favoring the of house bill 10,765
for national aid for highways and they
urged the state masters to take these
matters up immediately in their several

Fertilizers and Cover Crops,

V. P. DeCoster, of Buckfield, raises his
own trees from seed, his staple dressing
being barnyard manure. He had an
orchard where sheep had run, and there
was not one apple in ten that was nota
perfect specimen. S. H. Dawes said his
orchard is in grass land, as three-quar-
ters of the orchards of Maine are, and
never had he raised so large a crop of
grass as the present year; the aftermath
formed so soft a carpet that apples
dropped from the trees without injury.
He allows sheep to run in the orch
part of the time. He raised 948 barrels
of apples and seventy of pears, and his
apples took first prize in the state ex-
hibit. Mr. Dawes stated that he bought
three tons of chemicals and mixed them
himself. This is his formula and method
of application: Nitrate of soda, 350
pounds; sulphate of ammonia, 150
pounds; sulphate of potash, 230 pounds;
acid phosphate, 220 pounds; keiseret 50
pounds. All are thoroughly mixed and
sown on the surface under the tree, out
a little farther than the limbs extend,
at the rate of ten pounds to a medium
sized tree, from May 1 to 10, or assoon
as the blossom buds begin to open.
Professor Munson, in histall)z of ex-
periments and results, favored cover
crops, cultivation and high grade fertil-
izer, his formula being 3 per cent nitro-
gen, 8 per cent potash and 6 per cent
phosphoric acid.—Tribune Farmer.

Marketing the Crop.

Dr. Twitchell, in an able paper on
“Our Markets,” took the ground that
fewer varieties of apples should be plant-
ed in Maine, and that more attention
should be paid to bhaving good color,
backed by :rmlity, together with a bet-
ter size and shape. The box he con-
sidered preferable to the barrel as a
package, and he would use only the best
apples put up attractively.

In regard to the extermination of the
gypsy and brown tailed moths, he
thought it obligatory upon the state to
take the financial part of the matter in
charge, and discussion by the society
should be followed by some organized
movenent to this end, else it were well
nigh useless.

He said that there should bea fruit
marks act whereby the correct branding
of fruit would be assured, which, to be
thoroughly effective should be national;
legislation in this direction he consider-
ed desirable. He read the requirements
of a similar act in Canada and spoke of
the excellent results therefrom.

Taking up the subject of fairs he spoke
of the large premiums awarded in the
races and of the small amounts offered
for fruits and flowers. He advised that
the matter be taken up by the society.
Prrsuant to the suggestions offered,
committees were appointed before the
close of the session to look after the
points in question.

Professor Munson urged upon the
assembly the importance of a broad
agricultural education, as working in the
old ruts is largely responsible for the
young men of the rural communities
leaving the farm for other employments.
—Tribune Farmer.

Jerseys For Profit.

While the experts are figuring out all
the details of the great dairy demon-
stration held at St. Louis last summer,
which takes time, that part of the pub-
lic interested are eagerly awaiting the
official results. Some figures are already
at hand, however, from reliable sources.
In Test *A"—herds and individual cows
entered for demonstrating the economic
production of butterfat and butter—the
Jersey herd is far in the lead, with
the Holsteins second. As there were 25
Jerseys and but 15 Holsteins entered in
this test, it is necessary, for comparison,
to take the average net profit per cow.
The Jersey herd yielded during the one
hundred aud twenty days, 124,524.2 lbs.
milk, containing 5,810.69 1bs. fat, equiva-
lent to 6,844.99 1bs. butter, which, valued
at 25 cents per pound, amounts to $1,-
711.25. The feed consumed cost $722.40,
leaving a net profit to the credit of the
Jersey herd of $088.85, or a profit of
39,55 per cow for the 120 days.

The net profit of the Holstein herd is
2438, or $20 per cow. Thus the Jerseys
have surp 1 the Holsteins as profit-
able buttermakers by $10 per head.

In regard to the relative standing of
individual cows, four Jerseys lead all the
lierds in npet profit, while the best Hol-
stein comes fifth, followed by ten Jer-
seys. In tho best fifteen cows there is
but one Holstein; in the twenty leading
cows there are but three Holsteins.

The figures given may be somewhat
modified by the final official computa-
tions, but no material alteration is like-
ly. What has been demonstrated in
Test “A" is plainly—'‘Jerseys for
profit.""—Cor. in Maine Farmer.

The Golden Corn,

The National grange led by that loyal
friend of agriculture, Gov. Bachelder of
New Hampshire, wisely, we think,
adopted for its national floral emblem
the Indian coro, thus recognizing the
supreme value of this important article
of food for man and beast and also set-
ting its mark of approval ou that which
comes only as the result of the skill and
labor of the farmers. A few years ago
and even the members of the granges
were led to endorse the goldenrod asa
state emblem and in some sections the
field daisy was advocited. That such
movements resulted from impulse was
readily to be seen and because the weed
solected was without intrinsic worth
and did not represent thouglht, purpose
or labor -on the part of any one, it was
soon forgotten. Now the patrons will
bave a floral emblem which has some
significance. It speaks not alone of the
results of honest labor but of life for the
masses as well as animals. No more
appropriate emblem could have been
selected and the members of the National
grange proved their loyalty to the in-
dustry which called the order into ex:
istence, by promptly adopting the gold-
en corn.—Maine Farmer.

To Relieve a Choking Cow.

A writer in Farming World gives the
following method to relieve a choking

COwW:

Take a piece of round stick about 12
inches long, about as large around asa
pitchfork handle, open the cow's mouth,
put the piece of wood crosswise as a
bit in a horse’s mouth, with a piece of
small cord reaching round the head to
keep it in place as bit and bridle inan
animal’s moatb. The work is done,
and you need give the animal no more
attention.

It is the great flow of saliva from the
irritation of the throat which causes
the bloating, which soon proves fatal,
and also swells whatever may be lodged
in the throat until suffocation takes
place. T have stood by an animal dan-
gerously bloated, and after this treat-
ment in a few minutes bave witnessed
at least a gallon of alimy saliva dis-
charged from the mouth, and the swell-
ing entirely gone. The animal can
cough the offending obstruction out
with very little effort, when the throat
is entirely free from saliva.—New Eng-
land Farmer.

Law Court .Decislon.

A decision has been returned by the
law court on three cases reported from
Oxford County. The three cases were
brought by J. B. Stevenson, trustee in
bankruptey of Voter & Wing, formerly
in the business at Rumford
Falls, against the three Portland firms of
Milliken, Tomlinson Co., Twitchell-
Champlin Co., and J. H. Fletcher & Co.
They were brought to recover considera-
tion paid to the defendanta in settlement
of their bills, shortly before the petition
in bankruptey of Voter & Wing was
filed. The proceedings at that period
were rapid and somewhat complicated,
but the argument of the plaintiff was
that the defendant had reason to believe
Voter & Wing insolvent at the time of
the settlement, so that the settlement
constituted a preference and the con-
sideration paid should be recovered.
Judgment is ordered for the defend-
ants in all three cases. The rescript,
which is by Judge Whitehouse, is quite
long.

The worst accident in the history of

®|the Portland Railroad Co. occurred Fri-

day night at Woodfords. A car loaded
with people returning from a dance at
Hoegg Hall was struck at the Lincoln
Street crossing by a Boston and Maine
special freight engine of the Worcester
division. The electric car was struck at
the forward truck, and was completely
demolished. Twenty or thirty people
were injured, but strangely enough only
three were seriously injured, and none
fatally. The motorman of the electric
car was Oscar F. Bowker, formerly of
South Paris. His nose was broken and
he was otherwise severely bruised, The
responsibility for the accident has not
yet been placed. There are gates at the
crossing, but no gateman is kept there
after 8 o'clock in the evening. The train
crew say the engine was not running
over eight miles an hour, but no one on
the electric car seems to have had any
ic!lloa of its approach until it was right on
them,

Eugene P. Fairbanks, 65 years old, a
well known resident of Bangor, is
thought to have been drowned in South
Twin Lake some time recently. He was
alone in a camp at the head of the lake,
On the 3d he was to have met his son at
Norcross, Not being there an investi-

tion was made and his coat and pad-

le were found frozen in the ice near
the camp. [t is supposed that he either
tried to push his boat through the thin
jce and was upset or broke through
while walking on the ice. He has a
wife and five grown up children.

Handcar Accident at Oxford.

CLYDE BEDARD OF NORWAY KILLED,
AND EUGENE HODGDON OF BRYANT'S
POND SERIOUSLY INJURED,

In an accident Friday morning, about
balf u mile south of Oxford station on
the Grand Trunk, Clyde Bedard of Nor-
way, aged about 24 years, was instantly
killed, and Eugene Hodgdon of Bryant's
Pond received injuries the outcome of
which is as yet uncertain.

Some extra work was to be done on
the frack below Oxford, and track crews
from South Paris, West Paris and Bry-|
ant's Pond had been called to assist the
OxTord crew, together with some extra
men. Some of them went to Oxford on
the early train, but the South Paris men
went down on their handcar. At the
Oxford station the force of teen
men got aboard two handcars and start-
ed out about T o'clock. There were
eight men on the first car and ten on the
second.

About half a mile below the Oxford
station, ou a little down grade, the cars
were running some thirty or forty feet
apart, and at a speed of eight or ten
miles an hour. The middle man of the
three on the back end of the first car
was Clyde Bedard of Norway. Sudden-
ly he fell off backwaid, alrlkilﬁ between
the rails. No cause for his falling was
discovered, nor did any of the men who
were looking in his direction see him
make apy movement after striking the
track.

The men on the second car who were
looking forward and saw the man fall
shouted for the brake. Charles A.
Walker, foreman of the South Paris
crew, had his foot on the brake, and
jammed it on as hard as possible, but
loaded as heavily as the car was, and on
a down grade, it could not be stopped
quickly emough. When it struck the
prostrate man, the men on the car were
thrown off, and one of them, Eugene
Hodgdon of Bryant’s Pond, was serious-
ly injured.

The body of Bedard was found behind
the car, which had evidently passed over
it. The skull was crushed in, and he
had evidently been instantly killed.
Coroner Albert P. Bassett of Norway
was notified and came down on the next
train. He empaneled a jury consisting
of Roscoe F.Staples, foreman, Stephen
D. Jellison, John J. MecNeil, Leander T.
Wardwell, A. Lincoln Chaplin, and
Frank A. Paine. The inquest was de-
ferred until after the arrival of the after-
noon trains, in order to wait for E. C.
Park, the county attorney, and Mr.
Hight, the Grand Trunk's attorney.
The evidence was then heard, and a ver-
¢.ct was returned, which simply recites
the facts, stating that Bedard was killed
by being struck by one car after falling
off the other.

Hodgdon's skull is fractured, but be
is thought to stand a fair chance for
recovery.

Roast Ducks and Qeese.

1n selecting ducks or geese observe
that they have soft, fat, smooth, pliant
yellow feet and tender wings. The
meat should be thick on the breast bone,
and the windpipe break easlly when
pressed with the thamb and fi . The
feet of wild ducks are of a reddish color,
while those of tame ducks are thicker
and of a yellowish color. To purm
the duck for roasting, pick, si raw
and wipe thoroughly; then sprinkle with
salt, rubbing it in with the hands. Stuff
the duck and place in a baking-pan with
the bottom well covered with hot water
in which a teaspoonful of salt has been
dissolved. The oven should be very hot.
Baste and bake for one hour if the duck
is young, or one hour and a half if old.
One rule for sauce will answer for all
baked poultry. Remove the bird and
pour from the all the fat except four
tablespoonfuls. To this add two table-
spoonfuls of flour, Stir till smooth.
Chop the giblets fine—which should be
previously boiled in a pint of water till
tender—and add to the flour. Then add
the water they were cooked in. Season
with salt and pepper and a teaspoonful
of kitchen bouquet. Stir constantly
until the mixtare boils and is smooth.
Turn at once into a sauceboat. Ducks
aré rarely carved at table as there is
such a small portion of meat on the
back. The duck is placed on the platter
in the same positionas turkey. Insert
the fork firmly across the bridge of the
breast-bone; begin at the wing and cut
down to the bonein long, thin slices
parallel with the breast-bone; remove
slices from the bone.

BALMI OF DUCK WITH OLIVES.
Prepare a duck as for roasting. - Then
cut the meat away from the bones in
small pieces. Place them in a sancepan,
with two tablespoonfuls of butter,
brown all over for ten minutes, remove
and put into the butter one tablespoon-
ful of flour. Cook till smooth, stirring
constantly. When it is brown, put the
duck back in it, stir all together and
pour over it a half-pint of ordinary red
or white wine. The wine should not be
sweet. Add one pint of good broth, sea-
son with a level teaspoonful of salt, one-
quarter the quantity of black pepper,
two medium-sized white onions, one
bouguet of two sprigs of parsley, one
clove, and a bay-leaf. Cook for an hour
slowly but constantiy in a covered sauce-

pan.
WILD DUCK FILLETS.

Prepare wild duck for roasfing in the
same manner, roast, and when done re-
move the fillets from the breast and trim
neatly into shape, Cut as many heart-
shaped croutons as there are fillets, fry
them in butter until a golden brown.
Chop the ducks’ livers fine, season with
salt pepper and finely chopped parsley.
Adda small quantity of butter to the
mixture and a tablespoonful of flour and
stir to a smooth paste. Spread the
croutons liberally with this and place
them in a hot oven until browned. Then
arrange the fillets, one on each crouton,
place on a platter in a circle. Fill in the
center with the rest of the sauce, to
which may be added half a cupful of
chopped olives, or serve with orange
sauce.

ORANGE BAUCE.

Shave off the yellow peel of the
oranges thinly, leaving the white, and
cat into fancy shapes with small French
vegetable cutters. Brown together a
tablespoonful each of flour and butter,
rubbed smooth; add to it gradually a
.ap of brown stock and seasoning of salt,
paprika and a pinch of cayenne. Just
before serving add the juice of two
oranges, the rind shapes, and a dash of
nutmeg if desired.

DRESSING FOR DUCKS.

Turkey dressings are excellent with
ducks, and hominy is largely used. A
nice stufling is made with two cupfuls of
mashed potatocs, mixed with one cupful
of English walnuts chopped fine and
seasoned with salt and pepper.

SELECTION OF FOWLS.

Geese are found in the market through-
out the year. A goose twelve weeks old
is called a ‘‘green goose. These may
be found in the market from May to

hatched in May and June, are fattened
for the fall market, appeariug in Septem-
ber and continuing through January,
are called ‘‘goslings."” hese young
choice birds are often roasted without
stuffing.

Geese need to be thoroughly scrubbed
on the outside, because they are so in-
filtrated with fat, which oozes out of
every pore and becomes mixed with dust
and dirt. These birds are no more clean-
ly in their habits than are hogs, so that
they need a good bath with even soap
and water, given with a brush. This
scrubbing must be done before the bird
is drawn. They should also be singed
before their ablutions. Draw them,
wipe and rub inside with half an onion,
sprinkle lightly on the inside with salt,
pepper and sage. If the prune orother
dressing is used, omit the onion and
sage. Truss peatly and place goose on
rack in dripping-pan. If the goose is
extremely fat it is better to baste it with
boiling water instead of dripping. Some-
times it is necessary to dredge the bird
with flour after each basting, during the
last half of the cooking process. Cook
from one and one-half to three hours, or
until the joints will separate easily.
STUFFED APPLES FOR ROAST GOOSE.

These are especially nice. Pare and
core the number of large tart apples re-
quired and place them in the bottom of
a large pan. To two cupfuls of white
stock add a bay-leaf, a teaspoonful of
minced onion, and salt and pepper to
taste. Simmer for twenty minutes,
strain and pour over the apples in the

n. Cover and simmer until they can

pierced with a fork. Carefully re-
move from the stock and set aside to
cool., Blanch two cupfuls of chestnut
meats. Slice and cover with the stock;
add four teaspoonfuls of currant or
green-grape jelly and a little salt and
paprika. Arrange the apple asa gar-
nish around the goose on the platter.
Serve with the sauce,
PRUNE DRESSING FOR ROAST GOOSE.

Soak one-quarter of a pound of choice
prunes for two hours, drain, add boilin
water to cover, and partially cook. Boﬁ
one cupful of rice for five minutes, drain,
and add it to the prune water and as
much more water as is needed to cook
the rice until nearly done. Season with
salt to taste. Stone the prunes and cut
in small pieces; add half a cupful of
blanched chopped almonds. Mix two
tablespoonfuls of melted butter with the
rice and add the nuts and prunes, with a
sprinkling of paprika, and, if desired,
grate in some nutmeg. Mix thoroughly
and stuff the goose with it.—Ex.

Harnessing The Sun.

THE ENGINEERING PROBLEM OF
MORROW.

(Presldent Pritchett In Youth's Companion.)
Hand tools still remain, as they always
will remaln, but take asecond place
in the world’s work. The toolsof to-
day and the tools of the future are the
great machines which can most skillfally
and most economically barness the sun's
energy to the world’s work. The man
who thus harnesses the sun, the work-
man of the future, is mno longer the
worker with hand tools, but the engi-
neer.

But while this may be accepted with
certainty, it is not so easy to predict the
method the engineer wll{luo to harness
his sun power. For, although the engi-
neer of to-day realizes as the workman
of a century ago did not, that the sun is
his sole source of power, all the ma-
chines which he employs are most waste-
ful in their use of this power. And what
is still more carious, the engineer still
takes his power second hand, instead of
using it directly as it reaches us in the
sun's rays.

When the sun is nearly overhead, he
delivers power at the surface of the earth
at the rate of more than two horse-
power for each square yard of surface,
Even after we deduct the loss occasioned
bz the absorption of the earth's atmos-
P

TO-

ere, it is still true that each square
yard receives, when the sun is shining,
the equivalent of one horse-power work-
ing continuously. This meansthat there
is delivered on each square yard an
energy able to lift a weight of 33,000
pounds one foot in onq minute, and this
power is continuous. Almost all this
energy at the present time goes to waste,
or, as the scientific men say, is ‘‘dissipat-
ed.” A little of it is nsed in warming
the air, evaporating the water, and in
other ways, but the greater part is
radiated into space.

Think what could be done with this
power if the engineer could turn it to
man's use. What power goes to waste
in your back yard! The sun delivers on
Boston Common, free of charge, four
times enough energy to warm and Iifht
Boston and supply all its manufactories,
street railroads and other consumers of
mechanical power. Why did not some
engineer suggest the use of it when the
coal strike made the ordinary means of
warmth and light so xpensive?

On the broad sunlit plains of Arizona
the sun delivers an equivalent of me-
chanical energy which, expressed in
horse-power, would seem almost infinite.
A small part of it would suflice for the
whole world’s work. Why is it not set
to doing this work?

This is the problem of to-morrow. The
engineer has made great progress in its
solution; he has enormously improved
the means by which indirect sun energy
is used; he transforms heat energy into
mechanical energy and this again into
e'ectric energy; he has even devised a
golar engine which will take up the
energy as the sun delivers it and convert
that energy—wastefully, to be sure—into
a form suitable for use; but the problem
of storing this power and applying it
when and where man may need it, that
problem is the problem of the future,
and the machines which will do this—
for it will be done—are the great tools
of humanity by which men are to work
their way to a higher step of safety and
comfort and of enjoyment.

This does not mean that the skill of
the individual worker will ever cease to
be valued. The time can never come
when the skilled hand and the fitting
tool will not be eagerly sought by the

The Eskimo's-lungs are
pure white, the Londoner's lungs are a
dirty brown, and the coal miner’s lungs
are jet black. The Eskimo had kept
his lungs clean not because he knew
more about breathing than the Lon-
doner or the coal miner, but because
he lived in a land of snow flelds and
spent his time In the open air.

In Germany and Austria the custom
still prevails among the upper classes
of soclety of the men kissing the
hands of the ladies, slthough the prac-
tice has been abandoned in England,
Sceandinavia, Spain, etc., as well as in
France, except among certain of the
members of the anclent regime in the
Faubourg Bt.
