Corn Crop Worth $10,000,000.

DISCOVERIES WHICH SHOW THAT THE
YIELD CAN BE DOUBLED,

L4

Ifa gold field could be discovered
which in one year would turn out ten
times the value of all the gold and silver
now annually mined in the United States
it would set our nation crazy and excije
the world. Such a gold tield has been
discovered, within the past four years,
in the great corn belt of the United
States, says Frank G. Carpeoter in the
Boston Sunday Globe. Our corn crop
vow amounts in round numbers to more
than 2,000,000,000 bushels and is annual-
ly worth in the neighborhood ot
$1,000,000,000. Al the gold and silver
mived in this country amounts to but
little more than $100,000,000, so that the
corn crop is worth 10 times as much.

Now, the discoveries of the last four
years have shown that this great crop
can be doubled, without adding one acre
to the land cultivated or one cent to the
cost of cultivation. This means in time
a possible cultivation increase of 81,000,-
000,000 annually in our national wealth.

CORN 1S KING.

These are big figures, but corn is
mighty. It is Uncle Sam’s biggest crop.
It is the greatest crop of the world, and
weo bave the monopoly of it. How great
it is few people realize. The figures are
s0 vast one's mind cannot grasp them.
In 192 we raised more than 2,500,000,000
bushels of corn, and in 1903 the product
was more than 2,200,000,000 bushels.

Let me put those figures into concrete
shape. Suppose all the corn raised last
year could be gathered into ope pile and
lvaded on twu-horse wagons., Let each
wagon, withits team and driver, take
up 30 feet of roadway and start the pro-
cession eastward, loading wagon after
wagon, as the corn crop moves on.  Put
the noses of the horses at the tailboards
of the wagons in front, and how far
away do you thivk the first wagon would
be when the last wagon was loaded?
Suppose them to start at the Mississippi
river, would it be down in Ohio? No, In
New York? No. Out in the Atlantic?
Over in Europe? Away off in Asia? In
the middle of the Pacific ocean? No.
It would be thousands upon thousands
of miles further on. It would reach not
once, but 12 times around the world, a
distance of more than 300,000 miles.

Oune year's corn crop at 40 bushels of
shelled corn to the wagon would make
S8 continuous lines of wagon loads from
Boston o San Francisco.

If you could bridge the skies and start
it toward the moon it would make a
solid wagon train which would reach to
that dead planet and go on for 060,000
miles beyond.

If you could load it on cars in 500
bushel lots at 40 feet to the car, includ-
ing platforms, and start them on a
double track the two first cars would bave
gone from the Mississippi to New York,
across the Atlantic, across Europe and
almost across Asia before the last two
cars were loaded.

And this mighty crop can be doubled
as 1 bave said before, without adding
one cent to the cost of production or
one acre to the area now used. It not
only can be done, but is being one. The
discovery was made about four years
ago that the right kind of seed has
everything to do with the yield of the
corn crop, that there is fine blooded
corn as there is tine blooded stock, and
that corn can be bred up like a high
strain of Jersey cattle or a pedigreed
trotter.—Tuarf, Farm and Home.

Feeding Millet to Horses.
Caution should be observed and horses
should not be fed all they will eat of
millet hay, says Dr. Michener in Farm
Journal., ‘"Tis better to use it in con-
Jjunction with some other coarse*fodder.
I'nsatisfactory and sometimes fatal re-
sults have followed a disregard of this
rule; heuce millet bay or fodder is not
favorably regarded by many farmers.
The injurious portion of millet bay
seems to be in the seed, causing under
certain conditions a sort of kidoey
trouble which may be more or less
serious and which is sometimes compli-
cated with other disorders. Much of
this danger can be doneaway with, how-
ever, by using a little care to cut the
hay soon after blossoming time and be-
fure the seeds are fully matare. This
simple precaution, in connection with
wise feeding methods, should make mil-
let a safe and desirable addition to the
horse’s diet,

Choosing a Brood Sow.
When selecting the brood sow go to

a pen where a number of :ilts are kept,
and the fattest and best developed ones

‘| will always come to the trough first,

writes a Missouri farmer in American
Agriculturist. From these select a
brood sow. The gilt selected should
come from a large litter and from a sow
that is a good feeder, gentle and easy to

a good feeder she will usually be a good
milker, a very essential point in a brood
sow. One cannot judge accurately of
the milking qualities in a gilt, but a
chunky, heavy boned, short legged sow
is not as good a milker as one with a
longer body and legs and less rounded
sides. Under all circumstances avoid
one that is wild or nervous or has a low
back. The legs must be strong and
straight. The sow must stand entirely
on her toes and show ten or twelve teats.
Sheep Feeding,
Concentrated and stimulating foods
are unsuited to sheep. A very little
corn will do with other grains, says
Farm Jourpal. Oats are the best single
grain to give sheep eitber for fattening
them or putting breeding ewes in good
shape to have their lambs and to suckle
them. Corn makes the sheep feverish,
inflames the udders of the ewes and
makes a big show of milk, which is
actually inHammation and swelling It
also makes the lambs weak, The fever-
ish condition dries the wool, makes it
brittle and checks its growth. Oats,
linseed meal. wheat bran and roots is
the proper ration. The fodder should
be of good quality. Good straw with a
little more grain is better than hay of
poor quality.
Repair the Farm Tools.

Repair all tools and give them a coat
of paint if they need it. Sharpen culti-
vator teeth, spades, hoes, trowels, prun-
ing saws, shears and knives. “The con-
dition of the tool proclaimeth the man.”
Dull tools and tools in need of repair
will not be tolerated by the hustling
gardener at the beginning of the season.
tools if you peed them, and
their use will more than save the interest
on the investment, but if you don't ex-
pect to shelter and take care of them
leave them in the store.

Pruning Fruit Trees.

Fruit trves may be pruned aoy time
from now until growth begins in the
spring, according to advice from the
department of agriculture. It may be
better to leave the pruning of the peach
until spring to avoid the necessity of a
second pruning to remove winter killed
parts. he apple and pear may be
pruned whenever time is plenty and the
weather favorable. Grapevines should
be pruned before the sap starts in the
spring, generally not later than Feb-
ruary.—Mountaineer.

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TO BE MET.

The Rhode lsland Poultry Association
recently sent a committee of eight of its
members to visit the Rhode Is Col-
lege of Agriculture and Mechanic Arts
for the purpose of inspecting its poultry
plant. They found that, while the ex-
periment station has a fair equipment
for the pu of experimentation
with poultry, the college has practicall
no equipment for the modern practica
teaching of poultry keeping.

As a result of this visit, and after a
careful survey of the needs of the col-
lege in this respect by an expert practi-
cal poultryman, the poultry association

a resolution stating it to be its
belief that the college should have at
least $7,500 in order to provide proper
facilities for instruction. The board
of managers is in hearty sympathy with
this matter, but in view of the need of a
new greenhouse, especially, voted te ask
the legislature for £5,000 for the poultry
buildings.

The six weeks' poultry school does a

great deal of good, meeting the needs of
those who bave bad practical experience,
but it does not continue long enough to
give younger students sufficient practi-
cal experience to fit them for positions.
The college has scores of requests from
farm owners who want to secure the
services of practical_ poultrymen, but
the college has been unable thus far to
fill many of these positions simply be-
cause it not the equipment sufficient
to train men properly.
It is hoped that the legislature will
see its way clear to grant appropriations
for both the ﬁreenlmuae and the poultry
plant, as both of these needs are abso-
lutely necessary if the college is to in-
crease its agricultural students.—Trib-
une Farmer.

Is Tuberculosis on_-:he Increase?

From the reading of the annual report
of the Cattle Commission one might
readily conclude that tuberculosis among
the cattle of the state was greatly om
the increase. This may or may not be
the case, and we know of no authority
among us who can confidently maintain
either the affirmative or negative of the
question. Certain it is that there is too
much of the disease among our cattle
and every possible effort should be put
forth to stay its extension.

The report of the Commission shows
that the number of cattle destroyed and
paid for by the state has increased from
year to year. for several years past, but
those who have been familiar with the |
situation well understand that this fact
does not necessarily show a like increase
of the disease among the stock of the
state. When the fact of the presence
of this disease among the cattle of our
state was first made public it was under
circumstances that caused an unforter-
nate scare among the people that greatly
stood in the way of learning actual con-

Gradually this scare
and the secrecy going with it have worn
off, and at the same time a more genenl1
knowledge of the disease obtains among |
stock owners, so that more cattle from
year to year have recently been reported,
and have been destroyed and paid for
by the state. This of itself is enough Lo
account for the increased destruction
reported and the enlarged demand upon |
the state for appropriations. Cattle |
owners now without hesitation, whether
their herds are large or small, promptly
report suspicious cases and they are at |
once attended to by the proper author-,
ities. Hence more diseased cattle are now |
found and publicly known than was the
aase years ago under the ban of secrecy. |
On account of the recent development
of the disease in several large herds in
our state the question of the predispos- |
ing causes is receiving, as well it may, |
wide consideration and close study by
stockmen. So far pure airis the only |
curative agency, if there be any such,
known in paihulogy. Ex-Governor
Bachelder of New Hampshire relates an |
experiment on trial with a diseased
herd, when he was ome of the Cattle
Commission of his state, which was |
taken in charge, given exposure in
plenty of pure air and finally cured. If;
it be a fact that exposure in pure air is;
curative it must be preventive in its
tendency.

The question is arising in the minds
of stockmen with large herds in their
charge whether we have not been con-
fining our stock in too close quarters |
for their health and vigor. Conditions
that have been encountered call for a
thorough study by competent and ex-
perienced men. We have for a good
wany years had means of knowledge of
herds of cattle at public institutions
throughout New England, where public
funds enable what was intended to be
“ideal” barns to be provided, and we
believe we are not mistaken in saying
that in every case, sooner or later they
have been cleaned out by tuberculosis.
These results were npot accidental.
What, then, is the cause of conditions
we know are abroad? It is not enough to
cull out and destroy, we want to prevent
these losses. Will not our stockmen
give to their associates their conclusions
on these matters through the columns
of the Farmer.—Maine Farmer.
Seasonable Dairy Suggestions.

A self-sucking cow may be prevented
from milking herself by enveloping the
udder in a strong sack.

Avoid dust in the stable while milking.
Never throw down the hay just before
you sit down to milk.

Gutters and mangers of the cow stable
must be cleaned dally and plaster or
clean bedding spread over the floor if
you purpose making sanitary milk.

It is cruel to keep the cows tied up
by the neck all winter. Let them out
for two or three hours in the middle of
each suony day, but not where the wind
blows.—Cor. in New Eugland Farmer.

Fence Posts.

We have learned through experience
that it pays us doubly to cut our posts
right out of green timber at this time
of the year, says a Farm Journal cor-
respondent. Remove all bark und then
stack them up on the barn floor orin
the loft and let them dry out thorough-
ly before setting them in the fence row.

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The South Paris Lighting Bill.

OF THE MEASUKE PASSED
THE LEGISLATURE.

TEXT
BY

FULL

Following is the full textof the bill re
cently passed by the legislature permit-
ting South Paris to establish a lighting
plant

Secrion 1. The South Paris Village
Corporation, created by law and duly
organized, in the town ol Paris, in addi
tion to the powers already granted it, is
hereby authorized and empowered to in
stall a plant fur the purpose of making
generating and supplyiog gas or electric
ity, or both, for the purpose of lighting
its streets and public buildings, also for
the purpose of selling, distribating and
supplying gas or electricity, or both, for
lighting houses, stores and other build

ngs. and lurnishing beat and power for

any other purpose to its citizens and in
habitants, withiu its corporate limits
SECTION ¥ For the purpose of carry
ing i the provisions of this act said
south FParis Village Corporation shall
have power to purchase, or lease for a
term f vears, and control, anv waler
power or privilege, within the limits of

the town of I"aris. or it may furnish such
necessary power by the establishment of
a sieam plant, or may lease or purchase
the necessary power to carry out the
provisions of this act, as it may here-
after determine, from any corporation,
person or firm, owning or cowotrolling
any such power. Said village corpora-
tion shall have the authority to lay its
pipes and wires and construct and main-
tain its lines in, upon, along, over, across
and under the roads and streets within
its corporate limits, or within the said
town of Paris, subject, however, to the
conditions and restrictions hereinafter
]-rn\'idvd.

SecTioN 3. Said village corporation
shall ot lay its pipes or bury its wires
in any road or street, or dig up or open
the ground in any road or street, or
erectits poles and string its wires and
cables within the said town of Paris or
within its corporate limits, without first
obtaining permit from the municipal
officers of said town in the same manner
as provided for corporations organized
under chapter 102 of the Public Laws of
1545,

SecTioN 4. Saud village corporation is
hereby authorized to construct and
maintain its poles, lines, tixtures and ap-
pliances upon, along, over and across the
roads and streets of the town of Paris,
upon the conditions and under the re-
strictions provided by section S of
chapter 102 of the Public Laws of 1805,

SEcTIoN 5. Said village corporation,
for the purpose of carrying into full
effect the provisions of this act in the
establishing, coostructing, furnishiog,
equipping and fully maintaining its
works, may, at any legal meeting of said
corporation, called for that purpose,
raise money, and issue bonds registered,
or with interest coupons, in such de-
nominations, and on such time and rate
of interest, as may be determined at such
meeting, to an amount necessary for said
purpose, which, taken in connection with
any other indebtedness of said village
corporation, will not exceed five per
centum of the last regular valuation
thereof. Said bonds shall be signed by
the assessors and treasurer of said vil-
lage corporation, but the coupons need
be signed by the treasurer only

SEcTiox 8. The care and management
of said lighting system, and regalation
of charges for lighting of bouses, stores
and other buildings, shall be under the
control of the assessors of said village
corporation; or, if the corporation so
vote, said duties sball be placed in the
hands of a commission who shall be
chosen at its first meeting after this act
shall be accepted. Said commission
shall cousist of three legal voters, one t
be chosen for one year, one for two
years, and one for three years, and after
said tirst meeting one shall be chosen an
pually for three years. In case of va
cancy on said board the assessors may
fill the same by appointment ustil the
next annual election,

Secriox 7. Sald village corporation
shall uot proceed under the provisions of
this act until after the same shall be ac
cepted by a majority of the voters pres-
ent at & meeting of said corporation
called for that purpose. And there may
be beld not exceeding four such meet
ings within two years from the date of
approval of this act for said purpose of
acceptance—the first one to be held
within four monshs from said date of
approval, and no subsequent meetings
for that purpose to be held within four
months of the next previous meeting.

SkctioN 8. Said South Paris Village
Corporation shall be further required to
purchase at a fair cash value of the Nor-
way and Paris Street Railway Company,
after this act shall have been legally ac-
cepted, all its poles set in the ground,
cross arms and insulators thereon, wires
strung, and transformers, pnow in use
within the limits of said South Paris
Village Corporation, which were former-
ly owned by the Oxford Light Company,
but wo other property; provided said
Norway and Paris Street Railway Com-
pany desires to dispose of the same and
will deliver the same free of incumbran-
ces; but said purchase shall not include
any part of the property as above de-
scribed not heretofore used and owned
by said Oxfurd Light Company.

SEcTioN 9. In case said village cor-
poration fails to agree with said Norway
and Paris Street Railway Company as
the present owners of said property,
upon the terms of purchase and value of
the property above mentioned within
three months after this act shall have
been accepted by said village corpora-
tion, then the value of said property
shall be determined by appraisal by three
disinterested men, one to be designated
by said Norway and Paris Street Railway
Company, another by said village cor-
poration, and the third to be chosen by
the two thus designated. Each party
shall notify the other in writing of the
name of the person so chosen by it, and
all subsequeat pi gs in arriving at
a hearing shall be under the direction of
said appraisers, the award of whom, or a
majority of whom, made in writing to
each party sball be binding on both
parties and shall be carried out within
sixty days after such award is made. On
payment, or tender, within said time by
said village corporation of the amount so
fixed, said property hereinbefore desig-
nated shall become vested in said Sou
Faris Village Corporation and be free
from all liens, mortgages, and incum-
brances theretofore created by the Ox-
ford Light Company, or the Norway and
Paris Street Railway Company.

SEcTiox 10.  This act shall take effect

when approved.

In some of the Massachusetts
towns this has had a depressing effect
upon real estate values, and it is difficult
to rent houses in the infested areas.
The question: “Do ion have caterpil-
lars?” is one of the first the would-be
tenant asks.

There is no likelihood that the state
will give much help; each town and in
fact each citizen must undertake to
keep his place clean from the pest. This
can be dope if all the nests are gathered
and burned in & given locality. On an
average each nest contains 200 or more
caterpillars. Give the small boy one
cent a dozen nests. and in the badly in-
fested districts he will make a good
thing of it. When you have paid him
one dollar, and have burped the nests

On the night in question,: there were
present in Mrs. Lodi's house Mrs. Lodi,
Fred Masse and Rosie, his wife, Nicola
Apa, who lived in one of the shacks in
the Italian settlement, and two or three
other boarders or visitors, There was
talk about going to a show at the village,
but as they could not get a public car-
riage, Fred Masse did not want to go if
he had to walk. His wife urged him a
little, when Nic Apa spoke up and said
he would go with Ler if her husband
wouldo’t. His remark was translated
into French by Mrs. Lodi, and there was
a general langh. Soon after Fred
Masse and his wife and Nicol Ardengh,
another boarder, started for the show,
going up the path to where it crossed
the railroad, and thence up the track.
Up to this puint there is no disagree-
ment of testimony.

According to the story of those who
started for the show, when they got ncar-
ly to the railroad they heard a sound
from the house, and looking back, saw
Nic Apa coming out of the house.
When they had reached a point on the
railroad about 117 feet from the crossing,
they heard a shot, the bullet striking
behind them, and lovking around, saw a
man standing at the crossing, whom
Fred Masse and his wife assert they
recognized as Nic Apa. A second shot
passed between them, and a third went
through Fred Masse's left leg about mid-
way of the thigh. A fourth shot was
fired without effect.

| HOMEMAKERS' COLUMN.

An Ounce of Prevention.

An elderly laid down a late -
zine with an exclamation of delight. But

uW is that?” I asked, womanly
curious.

“Why, these articles on the caré of
the feet; little, growing feet, not de-
formed ones like mine. Ab, how much
1 bave needed exercise, afid how I would
have loved walking had not every step
hurt because of these cruelly tortured
feet!" Then, more to herself than to me,
she went on:

“Ag a rule, I think mothers are care-
ful in buying shoes for babies or small
children to get them quite large enough;
[the mischief is wrought later when
j children begin to have some say in the

matter—American children have too
much of it entirely too soon—in regard
to their clothes and footwear.

“Boys are impatient of anything that
binds, and rather pride themselves on
large feet because men have them, and
because they consider that it means they
are going to be tall, so they usually
eacape, literally, foot-free. »

“But a girl, with her innate love of
things trim and neat, invariably chooses
a shoe as small as she can cram her soft,
flexible foot into, and declares it is ‘all
right.” If her father has gone to the
shoe store with her, the phrase satisfies
him, he pays the bill, and exclaims, ‘Well,
that's done!’

“But it has only begun. [f the shoea
are exceptionally pretty and cost more
than she has been paying, the poor child
will suffer tortures rather than confess
her mistaken judgment, She keeps
thinking they will ‘soon be broken in,’'
and bravely sticks to her bad bargain,
little dreaming that she is making a life-
long trouble for herself.

“] have never walked with any comfort
since ] was a girl of twelve, because of
a pair of handsome shoes given me at
that time by a wealthy relative. Mother
was too much occupied with sickness in
the family to notice my mincing, half-
limping gait. I thought we were too
poor to throw away such expensive
shoes, and wore them a full year. Be-
sides, they were such beauties! But
their shortness crowded back my big
toes, causing permanvent enl ent of
the joints which no r:himp:Fi‘:[tncould
remedy; and their narrowness made my
toes overlap one another like poor little
shingles of flesh instead of the sensitive
foot-fingers they should be. And in-
stead of its being a temporary burt as I
thought it, it was the beginning of a
life-long pain.

1t is because young, growing girls do
not know the consequences of these
seemingly trivial acts that such articles
as this need to be written. After one
learns for herself, it is too late to help
matters. How I wish I could cry it
upon the housetops! As a matter of fact,
it is no extravagance, if one can afford it,
to pay a high price to get well-cut shoes;
for, besides beiug part of the finishing
in dress that gives tone to the whole
costume, they are as wise a purchase as
good, nourishing food, as they help di-
rectly toward good health, and facilitate
activity in almost every way. If expen-
sive shoes cannot be bought, very care-
ful choosing of moderate-priced ones
will go a long way toward accomplish-
ing the same object, provided room is
allowed for the spreading of the foot in
walking.

“Another thing!" continued this sadly
wise woman. ‘‘Children do not value
their teeth because many of them do not
know what toothache is.

“When my brothers and I were little,
we had the wretched habit of chewing
all sorts of hard things.

Some Bonbons.

FRENCH NOUGAT.

To make French nougat, boil one
pound of granulated sugar and one tea-
cupful of water over a sharp fire until
the sirup begins to turn yellow. Do not
stir while boiling. Have ready one-half
pound of almonds blanched and dried.
Put them in the oven and leave the door
open; when they begin to look yellow
add to the candy as it reaches the turn-
ing point described above, and quickly
ponr intoa well-oiled tin or iron pan
about one-half an inch thick, Mark
with a sharp knife into bars before it
cools. By bending the tins between the
hands slightly the candy will come out
easily.

ALMOND ROCK.

To make almond rock, cook one
pound of brown sugar and a teacupful
of water until the thormometer shows
290 degrees, or until when dropped in
water and taken between the fingers it
will crack like an eggshell. Flavor with
lemon. Clean one-half pound of al-
monds by rubbing in a cloth, but do not
blanch. Slightly warm the nuts and
pour a8 many into the candy as it will
take, then pour into oiled pan two
inches thick. Cut with oiled sharp knife
into bars before it is cold. Both of the
abave candies will burn if left for a mo-
ment on the fire after they are ready, so
great care must be taken.

PAN CREAMS,

Delicious pan creams may be made by
bolling three pounds of sugar, one pint
of water and one teaspoonful of cream of
tartar till it will roll into a soft ball.
Let it cool, and then add a little orange
flower water and stir until white, Pour
intoa pan and when cool 1aark into
squares and break apart.- Other flavors
and colors may be used.—Ex.
