Maine Dairy Laws. 
The Maine legislature, which has re- 

cently adjourned, liait not been unmind- 
ful ■ »f the dairy interests of the state, 
wys B. Walker McKeen in Hoard's Dairy- 
man. 

It passed four acts which pertain to 
che production, manufacture and sale of 
dairy products and their imitations. 
The act to regulate the sale of imita- 
tion dairy products fixes a heavier 
penalty for the manufacturing or selling 
of oleomargarine, colored to resemble 
butter, and provides that no hotel, res- 
taur tut, boarding house or lunch coun- 
ter shall furnish oleomargariue to its 
guests without displaying notices that 
'he substance so furnished is not butter. 
It also provides that no person sliall 
sell, or furnish for sale, to another who 
asks for butter or cheese, any substance 
or compound made in imitation. 

These two last clauses are expected to 
be of χι eat service in stopping the illegal 
use of these goods. Under the old law, 
there was no penalty whatever for any 
hotel or restaurant using these goods, 
and they were at perfect liberty to serve 

'hem on their tables if they chose to do 
so. The uew law also provides that no 

person shall sell, or expose for sale, any 
renovated butler without the words, 
••renovated butter," being conspicuously 
and plainly stamped on the top and side 
of every original package, and that 
« ht tie ver it is soldat retail from the 

original package, it shall be labelled 
plainly with the words, "renovated but- 
ter." 

It is thought that quite large quan 
titles of these goods have been sold in 
the state, and it is hoped this law may 
>eive to stop their sale, except to 
those who may desire to purchase iheiu, 
and at prices that will correspond with 
the quality of the gotnls. It is also pro- 
vided that the commissioner of agricul- 
ture shall inquire into the methods of 
making butter and cheese iu the fac- 
•ories of the stale, and the methods of 1 

taking, preserving and testing samples 
of milk and cream, also that lie shall in 

vestigate all dairy products and the pro- I 

duel ion thereof, and shall disseminate 
such information as may tend to iin- 1 

prove the quality thereof. Ue is also 
ίο act for the si aie iu the euforcemeut of | 
the dairy laws. 

The law iu relation to th>· total solids 
of milk has beeu changed, ami the re- 

quiremeut uow is that milk shall contain 

per cent of fat and 1* per cent of solids 
nut fat, ami the words "kuowiugly" and | 
willfully" are stricken out of the 

clause prohibiting the sale of adulierat- 
ed milk. It had beeu fourni to be piac- 
t;c»lly impossible to convict under the j 
old law as it was easy for the offender to 

hide behind this clause, and uo one 

could prove his actual knowledge oi 
adulterations. 

The law also provides that after July ; 

l, ΙΙΧή, all milk or cream purchased by 
creameries shall be weighed and tested 

by the Babcock method and the value 
determined by the amount of but'er fat 
thus found. If 1 mistake not, the 
writer was the first one to advocate this 

method from the institute platform 
several years ago. It is eminently fair 
and just to all parties interested. 

Auother most important requirement 
is that all samples of cream treated by 
the Babcock test shall be weighed in- 
stead of being measured by the pipette, 
and that the standard uuit of testing 
shall be IS grams. It has been abun- 

dantly proven that there is quite an 

appreciable divergence in the weight of 
a given quantity of light and of heavy 
cream, and by the use of scales for 
tua.illlili- ηα·ιΐ|Ίνα iw. vmv 

this error ami element of unfairness will 
be overcome. 

The law also takes up the matter of 

testing, and provides that when 25 per 
cent or if there are more than 10*) patrons, 
when :J0 per cent of them in any one fac- 

tory shall petition the commissioner of 

agriculture, he shall make one or more 

tests of the samples of that factory. 
This is certainly a good step to take, as 

it will tend to maintain or restore con- 

fidence in creamery management. All 
of these acts are for the purpose of pro- 
tecting the houest producer and the 
honest creamery manager, or for over- 

coming uatural conditions, aud putting 
all upon an equal basis. 

State Dairy Instructor Thompson re- 

ports that there has been a great re- 

duction in the amount of defective 
cream delivered at Maine creameries 

during the last year, and that this re- 

duction was reported from every factory 
in the state. 

He also says that from returns made 
to him, he has been able to tlgure the 
increase in value of cream so delivered 
duiiug the year, and places it at ·$.')(),<XK). 
This sum represents the amount of 

money which the iarmers have earned 

by adoption of improved methods. It 
would also seem that the value of the 
result ;ts an object lesson and as a stim- 
ulus for still better work in future, 
would be greater even than the increase 
in the income for the year. 

Improved highways. 
lioads are a necessity. Good roads 

are greatly to be desired. Attention is 

being centered on the state, and directed 
to the general Government, for aid in 

providing improved roads. Are the 

people to be tooetited manifesting a dis- 

position to come out in the lead of so 

important a movement? Where has the 
determined stand been takeu to provide 
better roads this opeuing summer sea- 

son than last year? When a people really 
feel that they must have better com- 

munication for business purposes it will 

begin to manifest itself in an effort to 

provide it. So long as the effort is 

directed alone to the public treasury for 

aid, progress will be slow. The old 

story of the lark and the reapers finds 
au application to the improved roads 
movement. Is your road master mak- 

ing better highways in your town than 
ever before? Why not? 

Keep on the Calf Flesh. 

Now is the time to take a little extra 

care of the young cattle, suggests a suc- 

cessful cattle feeder. The experience of 
all our best stockmen proves beyond a 

peradventure that if there is any profit 
in the stock business at all, it can be 
made only by keeping the animals grow- 
ing from birth until they go to the sham- 
bles. The younger the animal, the 

greater the gain for food consumed. On 
the other hand, if a young animal is 
checked in his growth by injudicious 
feeding or care, he gets a set-back from 
which he never afterwards wholly re- 

covers. The secret of successful cattle 

feediug is largely told in this: "Keep 
on the calf flesh." 

Now that spruce is getting scarce they 
are talking corn stalks for paper. Ma- 

chinery is now perfected which insures 
a superior quality at low cost and in 
Illinois these machines are successfully 
operated. Every vestige of the stalks is 
utilized in some manner. In preparing 
cellulose, gun cotton, smokeless powder, 
varnish, artificial leather, rubber sub- 
stitutes, insulating materials, electrical 
apparatus, linoleum and floor covering, 
lubricants, golf balls and sundry other 

products, different parts of the stalk are 

said to be available. The development 
of this industry will mean much to the 
corn-producer of the Middle Wast Its 
progress will be watched with Intense 
interest.—Maine Parmer. 

The sheep that will meet the demand 
I of the future must have a fleece and 

carcass of equal merit—that is, a fine 
and heavy fleece on a large, straight 
body.—Live Stock Journal. 

Mr. Howland's Driver. 
The announcement of J. Jay Harville'· 

engagement at Mountain View Farm a* 

trainer and driver, recalls the fact that 
Mr. llarville comes from good reliable 
trotting bred stock. He is a son of 
Keuben llarville of East Madison, the 
man who sold the first horse to leave 
Maine for *1,000. This was a son of 
tue Crawford Horse, and was called 
Larrupty. In those days entries did 
not clone for racee until the horaes were 

given their position in the race. It was 

like this, a contest took place on the 
fourth of July at the old Skowhegan 
track, and the sulky especially construct-1 
ed for the meeting was quite a wonderful 
affair, but according to the description 
we have of it it must have weighed over 
200 pounds. The quite liberal purses 
offered for the races drew two fast 
horses from Bangor, and with them 
came the regular following of colored!

The Dual-Purpose Cow. 
It seems strange that dairy writers 

ind dairy papers so persistently, and 
with apparent intent, ignore the claims 
made for the dual-purpose cow by her 
ulvocates and breeders. Universally 
these dairy writers set up a man of straw 

ind take delight in bowling him over. 

So advocate of the dual-purpose cow 

aver laid much stress on the beef capac- 
ity of the cow herself. It is of some 

value in case of accident, but it is trivial 
in comparison with her true functions, 
fliese are to milk profitably, and to pro- 
duce a calf that will feed profitably for 
beef. 

In all our stock shows and expo- 
sitions, including the great World's 
Pairs at Chicago and at St. Louis, there 
lias been but one class ever established 
which illustrates dual qualities adequate- 
ly, or intelligently. That was the 
"Farmer's Cow" Class at the Inter- 
national. In this class the increase in 

weight of the cow under test was wholly 
ignored, as it should be. What counted 
in the result, and all that counted, was 

the milk and butter record of the cow, 
the character and feeding capacity of 
her calf for beef, and her own individual 
merit as a typical representative of her 
breed. 

In the last show of this class, in 190:), 
two Red Poll cows, under the official 
supervision of the experiment stations 
in Wisconsin and Ohio, showed records 
uf over 400 pounds of butter each with- 
in the year, and steer calves that weigh- 
ed respectively 790 pounds at 315 days 
uld, and 757 pounds at 325 days. The 
cows were good enough individuals to 
head the list—first and second—in the 

general class of their breed; and one of 
the calves was good enough to head the 

general class of steers of the breed un- 

der one year. Both these calves were 

shown again at the International last 
December as yearlings. The smaller 
one in 1903 now weighed 1,335 pounds, a 

gain of 578 pounds in the year, and was 

second in his class; the other weighed 
1,245 pounds, a gain of 455 pounds. 
The qualjiy of these steers was of the 

best; and their gaine show feeding 
capacity equal to any. 

This is not au isolated or exceptional 
case. In England Red Poll cows, al- 
most without exception are kept for 

practical use in the dairy, and the calves 
are hand fed. The average yield of 
milk from many large herds there is 
oVer 0,000 pounds per cow, yet the 
steers and heifers fed for beef have made 

very creditable records.—Cor. in Maine 
Farmer. 

We do not like that term "special- 
purpose" as applied to a dairy cow, nor 

do we like "general-purpose" as applied 
to anything. There are three kinds of 

special-purpose cows—the special-pur- 
pose dairy cow, the special-purpose beef 
cow, and the special purpose Patron's 
cow. This last is generally called "dual- 

purpose," but is in reality as truly a 

special-purpose cow as any of the rest. 
The special purpose of this cow is not to 

furnish the liighest possible amount of 
milk or butter, nor the greatest possible 
amount of beef, but a paying amouut of 
butter and a good quality of beef, and 
her place is on the farm where the 
farmer cannot put all liis feed into dairy 
cows, and cannot keep a cow for the 
chance of a calf. Be must, therefore, 
utilize the calves for the marketing of 
the roughness which otherwise has little 
value, and make the milk of the cow 

pay for all expenses, thua having the 
calf for profit.—Maine Parmer. 

The moth bill before the Massachu- 
setts Legislature carries an appropri- 
ation of $300,000 for the destruction of 
the gypey and brown-tall moth, with 
$10,000 to be expended by an expert in 
the development of parasites to kill the 
moths. This is the way our sister state 
sets to work to rid herself of these two 

pests and no one expects that this will 
do more than make a beginning.— 
Maine Fanner.

Miss Tar bell on Rockefeller, the Man. 
McClukk's foi June says, editorially, 

that Ida M. Tarbell's story of "John D. 
Rockefeller, the Man," will be in the 
July and August numbers of the maga- 
zine—together with a great gallery of 
portraits. 

This is the first extended word upon 
Rockefeller's personality from the his- 
torian of Standard Oil. It is to be a 

full character-sketch of the man whom 
one great American newspaper recently 
called "the most important man in the 
world." 

McClvkk's sums up his importance 
in the commonwealth in the foreword 
printed this month : 

"We believe this analysis of Mr. 
Rockefeller's character is particularly 
important at this juncture. It is not 
too much to say that he is the founder 
of a School of Business which is on triai 
to-day by the people.

Mr. Rockefeller is 
not only the founder and the chief bene- 
ficiary of this powerful commercial sys- 
tem, he is our present most liberal sup- 
porter of Christian Education, Christian 
Charity, the Christian Church. His con- 
tributions cannot but be a powerful 
defense of his business school. For the 
works of a man's life stand together. 
They cannot be separated. It is the 
intimate and intricate relation of the 
Rockefeller Business Code with the 
Rockefeller Religious Code that makes 
it imperative that the public study the 
man and his influence. We publieh 
Jfias Tarbell's character-sketch because 
we believe it will materially aid our 
readers to form a clear opinion of the 
ethical influence of the kind of man of 
which John D. Rockefeller is our most 
illustrious type." 

The wealthy New York colony at

Spraying for the Brown-Tall Moth. 

Trees from which the winter nests of 
the brown-tail moth have been removed 
will need no further protection against 
this pest during the spring or early sum- 
mer. The remedy of cutting and burn- 
ing the winter nests, if thoroughly car- 
ried out, is sufficient. 

Carefully as the work of nest de- 
struction has been done in most localities 
this spring, it is, however, highly im- 
probable that every nest will be discov- 
ered before the leaves start. In some 

places owners have been away for the 
winter and the trees remained unsearch- 
ed; and all along the border line of the 
infestation, where nests are perhaps four 
or five miles apart, there is naturally a 

danger that people will feel that the 
brown-tail moth has not yet reached 
their vicinity and neglect, through 
ignorance of their presence, the few 
scattered nests which are there as entrees 
of a greater trouble another year. 

In such cases it is still not too late to 
combat the pest. Arsenical poisons, 
such as Paris green or arsenate of lead, 
will kill the caterpillars feeding upon 
sprayed leaves. Arsenate of lead is 
much to be preferred because the most 
delicate foliage is not injured by its 
presence and also because it remains 
longer upon the leaves, lessening the 
need of frequent spraying. Wherever 
the winter remedy has been neglected, it 
is urged that a constant watch be kept 
this spring for the caterpillars in order 
that they may still be killed by spraying. 

There are many species of caterpillars 
which will be found all over the state 
this spring which are likely to be con- 
fused with those of the brown-tail moth. 
It is important, in any case of doubt, 
that such caterpillars, carefully packed, 
should be sent to the Maine Agricultural 
Experiment Station for identification. 
In this way much needless alarm may be 
avoided and at the same time valuable 
information concerning the distribution 
and extent of injury of various other 
caterpillars of economic importance can 
be ascertained.

Rev. Frank W. Sandford will not bo 
tried again in Franklin County. A 
change of venue to Androscoggin Coun- 

ty has been granted. The case was first 
tried in Androscoggin, and the jury dis- 
agreed. On the petition of Sandford's 
counsel, who represented that it was im- 
possible to secure an unprejudiced jury 
in Androscoggin County, it was trans- 
ferred to Franklin County. The Frank- 
lin County trial resulted in a verdict of 

guilty, but a new trial was ordered on a 

question of law. The county attorney 
of Franklin County objects to that coun- 

ty having the expense of another trial, 
and the case is transferred back to An- 
droscoggin without objection. It will 
be in order at the September term. 

Considerable interest was excited in | 
Brunswick Wednesday by the attempt 
of a contractor to move a house, pur-1 
chased for a chapter house by one of 
the Bowdoin College fraternities, across 

the Maine Central tracks at the Maine 
Street croesing. The railroad objected 
to this being done during the day, and j 
the contractor would not undertake it in j 
the night. The contractor obstructed j 
the tracks with blockings, and the rail- J 
road obstructed the crossing with shift- j 
ing engines. The war continued for 
several hours, and was watched by a 

crowd of 500 people. At night a truce 
was arranged, and the next morning the 
house was moved across the rails in an 

hour and ten minutes, without inter- 
ference with traffic.

One of the most remarkable inventions 
of the age has been adopted by the 
street railway company of Cleveland. 
It consists of a rail so placed that 
women dismounting from a car are com- 

pelled to face the front, instead of facing 
backward as they seem to have an in-

Whence the Name? 

Editor Democrat : 
Whence did the town of Paris get its 

name? Ε. E. Field, in your issue of 

April 4th, asked whether it was not 
named for one of its early settlers, but 
no one has answered his question. Lap- 
ham and Maxim's history of the town 
has nothing as to the origin of its name. 

Several towns in Oxford County were 

named for foreign countries (Norway, 
Sweden, Denmark, Mexico, etc.,) and it 
would not be surprising to know that 
Paris was so named for the capital and 
chief city of another foreign country, 
France. The fact, however, that the 
name of the town is "Paris'1 instead of 
"Parris" does not prove that the town 
was not named for one of its early set- 
tlers, for the surname was formerly 
sometimes spelled with one "r." 

Querist. 
[The Democrat is no better informed 

than the above correspondent as to the 

origin of the town's name. The weight 
of evidence, however, is against the 
theory of its being named for an early 
settler, of whatever spelling. The town 
has had some distinguished citizens by 
the name of Parris, but they do not be- 

long to the early days. The town was 

incorporated under the name of Paris in 
1793. The first resident by the name of 

Parris, so far as the records show, was 

Albion K. Parris, the second governor 
of Maine. He was the son of Judge 
Samuel Parris of Hebron, and did not 
settle in Paris until after his admission 
to tho bar in 1809, sixteen years after 
the incorporation of the town.]

Deacon Stephen R. Parsons. 
Deacon Stephen Robinson Pare ο ne died 

at his residence at South Paris on the 
1 morning of May 18th, after a severe ill- 

ness of several weeks. Mr. Parsons was 

born in Norway, Maine, Angnst 15,1830, 
> the only child of John and Apphia (Rob- 
1 inson) Parsons. The history of the 
1 Parsons family in England can be traced 

to the fourteenth century, its first known 
1 ancestor being the Earl of Rose. Its first 
■ American ancestor was Jeffrey Parsons, 

a native of Ashprington County, of 
Devon, England, who emigrated first to 
the Island of Barbadoee, and from there 
to Gloucester, Mass., where he settled 
permanently. He married Sarah Vin- 
son. The line t)f descent continues 
through their son, John, Sr., and Isa- 
bella (Haines) Parsons; John, Jr., and 
Elizabeth (Haekell) Parsons; William 
and Sarah (Rust) Parsons; to John, 
third, and Dorothy (Stevens) Parsons 
who were Stephen Robinson Parsons' 
grandparents. 

From Gloucester, Mass., some of the 
family removed to New Gloucester, Cum- 
berland County, Maine, where they were 

among the early settlers. Horse Hill, 
near Norway, derives its name from an 

incident which occurred during the 
pioneer days of John Parsons in Oxford 
County. SVith a companion, he had 
come oue spring day on horseback from 
New Gloucester to what was then known 
as Rustfield (now Norway) to push the 
work of clearing bis land. The horses 
were secured to treos, but at night, 
when sought, it was found that they nad 
broken their halters and fled, probably 
from having been frightened by bears. 
No trace of them was found until the 
next fall ; then a narrow pathway lead- 
ing up the hillside led to their discovery 
on the summit, where they went at night 
to rid themselves of mosquitoes, coming 
down in the daytime to feed. 

On the maternal side, Mr. Parsons is 
descended from Stephen Robinson, who 
married Jemima, daughter of Nathaniel 
Haskell of New Gloucester, April 4, 

j 1792, and settled on the lots now includ- 
I ed in the Parsons farm. His first dwell- 
ing was a log cabin, but in 1802 he began 
erecting the largo bouse, now over one 

hundred and two years old, still occu- 

pied by the Parsons family. The house 
is one of the oldest in South Paris, and 
contains nine fireplaces and a large hall. 

Mr. Parsons was educated at Norway 
! Liberal Institute, and also attended 
school in Portland. At the age of four- 
teen (1844) his parents moved from Nor- 
way to the Robinson farm in South Paris, 
the property of hiB mother's father. This 

I farm Mr. Parsons inherited on the death 
of his father in April, 1808, and has since 
cultivated it successfully. It contains 
two hundred and fifty acres and is de- 

sirably located. 
Though often urged to accept public 

office he steadily refused, believing that 
only the best results could be obtained 
by devoting his entire energies to the 
cultivation of his large farm. He was 

progressive, and always one of the first 
to try any new invention that would 
facilitate farm labor. It was through 
his efforts that last year the rural mail 
delivery was secured for the Parsons 
neighborhood. In politics he was a Re- 
publican. In religious belief he was a 

Congregationalist, having been deacon 
of the First Congregationalist church, 
South Paris, since July, 1807, and officiat- 
ing at the last communion service on 

March 12th. Mr. Parsons was a man of 
sterling character and absolutely un- 
selfish aims, deeply religious and sincere 
in every word and act. 

On January 3d, 1805, he married Mary 
C., daughter of George W. and Margaret 
Aun (Blankenburg) Thomas, who sur- 

vives him together with six children: 
Apphia Jane (now Mrs. W. K. Clifford), 
John Thomas, Annie Isabel, Dora Alice, 
Mary Francis (now Mrs. F. A. Shurtleff) 
and Oscar Wallace. 

At the funeral were many beautiful 
floral tributes, among them a bouquet of 
white roses from President and Mrs. 
Chase of Bates College; a magnificent 
bouquet of pink roses from the teachers 
and students of Hebron Academy, where 
Mr. John T. Parsons is attending school; 
a large bunch of callas from the First 
Congregationalist church, South Paris, 
and a bouquet of carnations from the 
Christian Endeavor Society.

Strawberries in Many Ways. j 
At this season of the year fresh straw· 

berries should be served just as often as 

the household finances admit These 
t>erries are richer than most fruits in 

potaeh and lime salts, especially soda 
talts. This fact adds to their value as a 
Food to follow a rich winter diet. They 
contain a large percentage of water,1 
which recommends them for spring and 
tiot weather diet. The combination of | 
vegetable acids with alkalies, which are ! 
converted into carbonates in the system, 
is useful as a corrective article of diet 
irhen there are gouty tendencies. 

Some people declare that they cannot 
sat strawberries on account of a cuta- 
neous eruption which follows their con- ( 

lumption. This fault lies in the un- 

healthy state of the victim's system 
rather than in the berry, which should 
be harmful to no one in ordinary health, ι 
»nd is often recommended for invalids, ι 

There are many ways of serving straw- 
berries, although everybody admits that 
the best method is to serve them fresh 
Mid uncooked, as heat injures the deli· 
L'a to flavor of this most delicious of 
fruits. The English way is a delightful 
way for breakfast, and is worth record- 
ing here for the benefit of American 
readers, unfamiliar with it. Large, 
perfect fruit is selected, the hulle being 
left on, which gives a graceful and in- 
viting aspect to the fruit. Six, or, if 

very large, less, are placed about a little 
mound of powdered sugar on individual 
plates; and, in eating, the berries are 

picked up by the hulls, dipped into the 
sugar and bitten off. Never soak berries 
in water, as this is eupposed to destroy 
the perfection and delicacy of the flavor. 
To cleanse them of sand and dust, turn 
into a colander, then dip up and down in 
it deep pan full of cold water; let stand 
in a dish to drain; then hull, if wanted | 
to serve with cream. The operation of 
cleansing should be performed as quick- 
ly as possible, as contact with water at 
all does not tend to improve the flavor. 
The inferior berries are better to sorve 
in any of the following methods: 

oranduother's short-cake. 

One pint of flour sifted with a heaping 
leaspoonful of baking powder; one-half 
teaspoonful salt; put in a bowl and rub 
a level tablespoonful of butter into it 
until the mixture is of the consistency 
of corn meal; then add sufficient sweet 
milk to make a soft dough. Roll out 
into an inch-thick sheet to fit an oblong 
pan, brush with milk and bake fifteen 
minutes in a quick oven. Have a box of 
berries cleansed and hulled, then crush 
and sweeten. When the cake Is done, 
break it in halves; butter and fill with 
the crushed fruit; place one-half on the 
other, heaping the top with the fruit. 
Cream and sugar should be served in 
separate dishes. If preferred, the cream 

may be whipped and piled on top of the 
berries. This makes a very pretty and

STRAWBERRY CHARLOTTE. 

Soak one-half box of gelatiu in one- 

half cupful of cold water until softened. 
Mash and strain enough strawberries to 
make one pint of juice. ^tandt,'e(J'8.h „f gelatin in boiling water until melted, 
then add the fruit juice and one cupful 
sugar, stirring until dissolved; remove 
and stand in crushed ice etirring slow y 
until it begins to congeal; then fold into 
it one pint of whipped cream. Line the 
sidee of a mold or basin wlth eponge 
cake or lady fingers; turn the charlotte 
into it and set on ice until firm. When 
ready to serve, dip mold an ,n8t*nt. !" 
warm water, invert on to a cold dmh, 
and it will slip out unbroken. Garnish 
with whole fruit. The vines also may 
be used if desired. Pass cream with tlie 
cliarlotte. 

STRAWBERRY JELLY. 

Dissolve two tablespoonfuls of gelatin 
in one cupful cold water and add to one 

pint strawberry juice. One cupful e"Ç»r 
as for charlotte; when the gelatin is dis- 
solved add juice of one-half lemon and 
one orange, which give a delicious com- 

posite flavor to the jelly; set in pan of 
ice, and wheu just beginning to congeal 
(ill a mold with alternate layere of straw- 
berries and jelly; set on ice. UnmoM as 

for charlotte, when firm, and garnish 
with fruit. 

STRAWBERRY BARED DUMPLINGS. 

One pint of flour, one-half teaepoonful 
baking powder; one-fourth teaspoonfu 
salt; one tablespoonful butter; rub all 
together thoroughly, then "dd "*?€î 
milk to make into an easily handled 
dough; roll into a sheet one-fourth of an 
inch thick; cut into large disks and 
place four or five large bernes m the 
center; wet edges of dough; fold over 

and pinch together, then set on greased 
baking-dish; brush with milk; bake for 
fifteen minutes in hot oven, kerve with 
cream and sugar or strawberry butter, or 

one of the hot seasoned sauces used witu 

steamed puddings. 
STRAWBERRY BUTTER. 

Cream two tablespoonfuls butter, then 
add one cupful powdered sugar,,add six 

large berries one at a time, mixing th 
ouehly with the butter and sugar be- 
t wfen the additions. Pour into a mound 
and harden on ice. Serve with dump- 
lings or any hot strawberry pudding. 

STRAWBERRY CROWN. 

To two rounded tablespoonfuls corn- 
starch add four tablespoonfuls cold 
water, then turn it into one-half pint of 
hot strawberry juice, to which add pinch 
of salt and two tablespoonfuls sugar ; stir 
until It is clear, then turn while hot into 
two stiffly beaten whites W» }J whioh add juice of one-half lemon, fold 
the mixture thoroughly, then turn into a 

fancy-border mold or into cups; set on 

ice and when serving fill center with 
hulled fruit. Garnish the platter with 
whole berries and vines. Serve with 
cream aud suRar or vanilla custard 
sauce. 

STRAWBERRY TART. 

Une a deep dish with a pie-crust and 
bake; when cold, slip on to a napkin 
folded on a pretty dish ; heap with straw- 
berries and sugar; then cover with 
whipped cream. Serve at the table by 
cutting into sections.
