Observations of a Maine Farmer.

The cool, dry weather of April and the
tirst bhalf of May afforded a grand oppor-
tunity for the early work of the spring
season. As a result we find a larger
acreage of land than usual well fitted for
the planting, and much more grain
sown early. This insuresa good stand
of grass and will bring the grain forward
umﬁ_v for harvesting. The low price of
potatoes will have a somewhat depress-
ing iotluence upon the acreage in the
state this season, but many—in fact
most—of those who make potato grow-
iug the principal business of the farm
will plant about the usual amount, ex-
pecting the market to re-adjust itself
during the season. If this depression
has a tendency to check the speculation
disposition, and leads to a general and
uniform disposal of the crop, it will have
served a good purpose.

The sweet corn growers are planning
for more than their usual acreage, and
as a rule the ground is being better pre-
pared aud the planting will average
earlier than for several years. The
price remains the same, two cents a
pound for the cut corn, and its being
tixed by contract before the planting is
done eliminates the element of specu-
lation.

MAINE'S PURE FOOD LAW.

The new pure food law as enacted by
the last legisiature is attracting much
favorable comment among those who
are familiar with the food adulterations
as too often practiced by manufacturers,
and by Director Woods of the Maive
Experiment Station.

While the law is designed to give the
people of Maine pure fuod, it does not
prevent them from purchasing the
adulterated, if they wish todo so. It
does say, however, that they must know
what they are buying. Knowing this,
they can blame no one but themselves
for the results, Since the passage of
the law Director Wouods has confined his
attention mostly to the analyzing of
various baking powders. He finds that
a greater part of these do not comply
with the new law, in that their contents
are not plainly stated upon the labels.
While nothing which the director cares
to eall dapgerous has as yet been found,
it would seem that an exploiting of
these adulterations would lead to larger
sales of the pure article.

The matter of vinegar will be taken
up next, and samples will be analyzed
for their content of acld. It is expected
that quite large quantities of vinegar on
sale In the state will be found below the
legal standard: this may apply to cider
vinegar as well as to that made from
other sources. This new law will have
the effect of putting purer foods upon
the market in Maine, and means that
the life and health of the people will be
better protected. It is a move in the
right direction.

COMMERCIAL FEEDS,

Bulletin No. 15, just issued from the
Maine Experiment Station, treats ex-
clusively of these goods. Maine dairy-
men are large feeders of concentrated
proteine feeds, and consequently their
purity becomes of much importance to
them.

Tue different brands of cottonseed
mea! have been found to be fairly uni-
form in their content of proteine and
well up to the manufacturer's guarantee.
This does not hold true, however, of the
glutens. Many of the different brands
have been found to be much below the
euarantee of proteine, and samples of
the same brands have run very uneven.
This seems unfortuvate, as the glutens
form a very valuable addition to the
farmer's proteine feeds. It is much to
be hoped that the difficulty will soon be
fully overcome, and that these goods
may be made to correspond fully to
their guarantee.

The Horse is Still Ahead.

There is considerable talk about the
liorse going out of style on the farm dur-
ing the next few years, and the substitu-
tion of other motive power, preferably
the wasoline engine or the electric
muotor.

Uuntil about twenty-five years ago the
only motive power on the farm was the
ox and the horse. Since then, and
especially during the last decade, other
motive powers have been perfected and
utilized, especially in those sections
devoted to live stock growing and dairy-
ing: but the horse is the most general
and the best motive power on the farm.
He has been in the past, and I believe
will be foralong time to come, man's
best friend and assistant in farm life
and practice. The horse can be utilized
where no other power can be safely and
economically relied upon. There is a
constant demand for good horses in this
section of the country at the present
time, and it seems as though it would
pay some of our brother farmers to raise
a colt or two each year of the general
purpose variety.

Nothing ever pleased me more than to
hold the lines attached to a good three-
Lorse team, each animal weighing in the
peighborbood of twelve hundred pounds.
1 spent many long hours when a small
boy driving some horses that were old
and lazy and one or two “things” that
were balky. Later on it seemed fine
when we got some good horses to work
with. It really does not pay a farmer
to keep a poor, lazy, old or broken down
borse. But a good horse that has out-
lived its usefulness and become a
favorite in the family should be puton
the retired list in its old and be
given the best there is. Allow it to
roam the pastures atits own sweet will
during pleasant weather, and provide a
comfortable stall for its shelter when-
over needed. Never allow such a horse
to be sold, loaned for use or given away.
If you caunot afford to keep it on the
farm then hire some neighbor to shoot
and bury it in one of the back fields,
witkout any of the children knowing
about the time or details.

A poor, lazy, balky horse costs more
than it is worth, and it eventually de-
teriorates the morals of the owner or
driver thereof, even though he be an
“gotive member'” of his church and in
vgood standing.” If we farmers wish
to keep our boys on the farm and interest
them in farming, good horses will accom-
plish more to make the daily routine at-
tractive than anything else in the way of
farm equipment. Ask your boys if that
isn’t true.

Other powers are valuable on the farm,
and the windmill will in all probability
never go out of style for pumping water.
We have two of them, one being an im-
mense power mill witha 16-foot steel
wheel. This mill is 60 feet from the
ground and 27 1-2 feet above the ridge of
the barn. It will develop eight horse-
power in agood wind, and has been
used for cutting fodder, grinding feed,
shelling corn, elevating both ground
and unground feed into bins, etc. We
have also used a two-horse tread power
for running the cream separator, churn
und butter worker in our farm creamery.
in fact, we have had eperience with 3]
kinds of farm wmotive power, and think
the gasoline engine the best for many
purposes. But the horse will still re-
main the farmer’s best friend and
motive power for many years to come.—
J. H. Brown in Tribune Farmer.

The Weekly Crop Bulletin.

CONDITIONS THROUGHOUT THE UNITED
STATES MUCH IMPROVED.

Washington, June 6,.—Crop conditions
are summarized as follows in the weekly
bulletin issued by the Weather Bureau:

The week ending June 5 was the most
favorable of the season in the Rocky
Mountain region and over the western
portions of the Central valleys. General-
ly favorable conditions also prevailed in
the Middle and Southern Atlantic
States, but in New Eogland low temper-
ature, with light frosts and lack of
rainfall, have prevented growth. Por-
tions of the Ohio Valley, upper lake
region, Oklahoma and Southern Texas
have suifered from excessive moisture.
On the Pacific Coast the conditions were
generally favorable, although portions
of California and Oregon experienced
temperature too low.

In the states in the Missouri and Cen-
tral Mississippi valleys, corn is much
improved and good progress with cul-
tivation has been made. In the Upper
Ohio Valley much planting remains to
be done, and in-the Middle Atlantic
Statese considerable replanting will be
necessary on account of cutworms. In
the Southern States early corn is being
laid by in good condition.

Winter wheat has advanced favorably,
fewer reports of injury from rust being
received from the greater part of the
area previously affected. In Ohio and
Nebraska, however, although in promis-
ing condition, damage from rust and
iusects has increased somewhbat. Win-
ter wheat harvestis in progress in the
Southern states, and is beginning in
Oklahoma and extreme Southern Kan-
sas, and wheat is ripening in the Lower
Ohio and Central Mississippi valleys.
Harvest has also begun in California,
where wheat is maturing rapidly. Oa
the North Pacific coast winter wheat is
in promising condition, having experienc-
ed decided improvement in Washington.
Under decidedly better temperature
conditions in the spring wheat region,
spring” wheat has made good progress
and is stouling well. In portions of the
Dakotas, however, the crop is thin and
weedy in localities. In Washiogton
spring wheat is in splendid condition,
and has made rapid growth and while
the outlook in Oregon is favorable, low
temperatures have been detrimental.

The general condition of the oat crop
is very promising, an improvement be-
ing reported from the Middle Atlantic
States and Missouri Valley. Oats are
heading as far north as Kansas, Missouri
and Central 1llinois, and harvesting is in
progress in the Sonth Atlantic and East
Gulf States.

A general improvement in the con-
dition of cotton is indicated. With the
exception of Southern Texas and por-
tions of the East Gulf and South At-
lantic States, where heavy rains have
fallen, the weather has afforded op-
portunity for much needed cultiva-
tion, which has been actively carried on
although a large part of the crop is still
in grass, with insufficient labor. Cool
nights over the northern portion of the
central districts bave checked the ad-
vance of cotton, but, as a whole, growth
has been satisfactory, especially in the
Eastern districts, Some plantiog re-
mains unfinished in portions of Arkansas,
Louisiana and Texas.

Our Way.

I was interested in reading the article
in the Farmer of the doings on the edi-
tor's farm up to May 10 and as he
tonches on the manner of applying
dressing, etc., it leads me to say by
being backed up by so good authority, a
word about my way of applying it. As
I have “the stout team and heavy mare,”
I commence this way. As soon as the
hay is removed from the ground intend-
od to plant the following year, I hitch
cnto the harrow, cutaway or wheel, and
twice or three times a week through the
hot weather go over the ground until
all grass roots are dead and brown. If
the ground is full of witchgrass, as most
of mine is, it will kill a large part of it
and the top will be well mulched and
mellow. Then when cooler weather
comes, turn it in and apply the dressing
and you will have a mellow seed bed;
mellow enough for carrots or roots, corn
or potatoes. I think the nearer the sur-
face we apply the dressing, well worked
in, the better, for as the editor says, the
strength works down fast enough, and
plowing in manure under a thick sward
of grass roots looks to me like planting
cropson a board with the fertilizer un-
der it. This is Nature’s way of fertil-
izing and the nearer we pattern from her
the better. I admit that good crops can
be, and are raised by plowing in the
dressing, but I have tried both ways, and
until converted to other methods shall
eontinue as above. Don’t fail to harrow
lewo or three times after it is harrowed
very mellow for you cannot work the
soil too much.—Subscriber in Maine
Farmer.

Better Outlook for Beef.

Present conditions of the beef trade,
both cattle and meat, bear 3 measure of
encouragement to the industry of beef
growing. Whether the recent enhanced
price of meat to the consuming public
was the cause of an advance in the
value of cattle here in the East, or
whether the reverse is true, certain it is
that the price of good dressing steers,
and other fat cattle, at slaughtering
points is such at the present time as to
hold out a measure of encouragement to
growers. [Five to six cents a pound, live
weight, at market points, for fair to
choice steers two or three years of age
leaves a margin to the grower that will
compare favorably with the profits of
the dairy.

Skim milk, hay and pasture are the
chief factors involved in the raising and
growing of steers, all of which are plen-
ty on most farms and not costly feeds on
any. Judging from the past few years’
experience, of course, no one can tell
how long present prices of cattle and
their meat will continue, but at present
there is pretty good money in well bred
steers and a brighter outlook ahead than
has been the lot of growers in the past
few years.—Maine Farmer.

The Fruit (Garden in June.

Cultivate trees and bushes and apply
wood ashes.

Cut out old and dead wood of bushes,
train the rest and pinch outtips of
young shoots when two and a half feet
high, so that they will make compact
bushes next year.

Jar plum and cherry trees in the mls
morning when the curculios are torpi
and let the chickens eat them, or you
will have wormy fruit.

Spray all fruit trees and berry bushes
once or twice in June with the Bordeaux-
arsenic compound—never while trees are
in bloom.

If a straw plant collapses dig
up the hill and kill the white grubs.

Pinch off suckers from fruit and or-
pamental trees.

Pinch out lateral growths of grape-
vines to ome or two eyes, so that all
clusters will have a chance at the
light.

If you see gum or sawdust near the
baue of peach or plum trees dig out the
borers, or they will kill your trees.

The things that do the most for us
we do the least for—eapecially trees and
shrubs. As fast as they .flower we
ouﬁht to prune, cultivate, fertilize and
mulch every ome. The mulch may
save watering them in drought. For
example, we ought to cultivate, feed
and mulch as strawberries,
roses and lilies-of-the-valley as soon
as they have borne their crops for us.—
Garden Magazine,

It possible, stew the piece In stock,
enough to cover the chicken, but if this
{s not at hand put an oniom, & cacrot
and a few pleces of bacon rind iuto the
water to give It flavor. Dring the
liquid to the boll, put In the plece of
ehicken, boil for a minute and then
pull back the pan off the fire and slm-
mer gently nuth the chicken Is tender.

When it Is done take it out and make
a gauce by adding to one cupftul of the
stock In which 1t was bolled four table-
spoonfuls of milk and a benten egg.
Stir this over the fire for a minute or
two, but do not let it boll, and serve
while hot.

The Making of Ices.
Though the humorists would have us
believe that the great A merican dessert
is pie, there is no disputing the fact
that, during the summer months at
least, this confection is outrivaled by
ice-cream. Whatever the faults laid to
the door of the American cook, it must
be admitted that she is an adept at mak-
ing frozen dainties. Beside them, the
ices one gets in England and om the con-
tinent are tasteless and insipid.
Most of the freezers on the market
are so simple in their construction that
it is child’s play to use them, but, since
the success of the cream depends upon
the freezing, it may not be amiss to re-
peat the rules here.
Before pouring the mixture into the
can, put the freezer together and see
that every part works properly. Crush
the ice by placing it in a coarse sack and
poundiog it with a wooden mallet. Rinse
out the can with ice-cold water and set it
in place in the bucket. Fill the space
between with alternate layers of ice and
rock-salt, using one part of salt to three
of ice. Pound it down with a stick and
pack solid. Remove the cross-bar and
cover from the can, taking cage that no
salt gets inside, and pour in the mixture
to be frozen. Remember that cream
swells with the freezing and beating,
and allow room for the swelling in the
freezer. Replace the cover and cross-
bar. Turn slowly at first, gradually in-
creasing the speed until the turning be-
comes difficult; this indicates that the
‘contents are freezing. Turn for a few
moments longer, then remove the paddle.
As the cream freezes fastest around the
sides of the can, it should be scraped
down and stirred thoroughly with a wood-
en spatula. This prevents the forming
of ice-slivers and gives it a velvoty
texture.
Now replace the cover and turn rapidly
for atleast fifteen minutes. Drain off
the water through the hole in the side
of the bucket, repack with ice and salt—
using one part salt to four of ice—cover
with a blanket, and let it stand for at
least an hour before serving. The cream
may be packed in molds, and these pack-
ed in salt and ice.

If one has no other shapes at hand,
baking-powder cans may be used. Just
before serving set the cans in hot water
for a second. This will loosen the con-
tents and enable one to turn out a solid
column of cream, which may then be cut
in slices. By using two freezers and
tinting the cream with frait juices,
charming effects may be produced with
these simple little molds.

VANILLA ICE-CREAM.

Whip one quart of cream; add to ita
pint of milk, two cupfuls of sugar, a
tablespoonful and a half of vanilla, and,
lastly, the whites of five eggs beaten to a
stiff froth. With this as a foundation,
an infinite variety of creams may be
made by adding fruit juices. Almonds
blanched and chopped make a pleasing
variation, as do also candied cherries
and preserved ginger. Or, if one desires,
the following sirup may be poured over
each serving of cream:

CHOCOLATE SAUCE.

Mix two ounces of chocolate, grated,
with two cupfuls of sugar; add two
tablespoonfuls of butter, half a cupful
of water, and a small piece of cinnamon
bark. Cook until it hardens in water,
then remove the cinnamon and pour hot
over each dish of cream.

i MAPLE MOUSSE,

Beat the yolks of four eggs until light,
then add a copful of maple sirup which
has been boiled until itis thick and light.
Cook with the eggs until it thickens,
stirring coostantly. Beat until cold,
then add a pint of whipped cream. Pack
in the freezer. Let it stand without
stirring until frozen. It will require
about three hours.

FEACH ICE-CREAM.

Pare and mash a dozen ripe, juicy
peaches, add two cupfuls of sugar,
let the mixture stand for half an hour.
Then add a pint of milk, a quart of
cream, and, just before freezing, the
whites of two eggs beaten to a stiff
froth.

CHOCOLATE ICE-CREAM.

Heat a pint of milk, them pour in
slowly two eggs beaten light, two cup-
fuls of sugar and five tablespoonfuls of
grated chocolate rubbed smooth in a lit-
tle milk. Cook until it thickens, stirring
constantly. Cool, beat in a quart of
cream, and freeze.

AFRICOT PUDDING.

Scald a quart of cream, add the yolks
of four eggs, well beaten, and one and
one-half cupfuls of sugar; when cold,
freeze partly; then stir in twelve apri-
cots cut in small pieces. Stir well and
freeze hard.

FROZEN BANANAS,

Boil a pound of sugar and a pint of
water together for five minutes; strain,
and, when cool, add the juice of three
oranges, and a dozen bananas, pounded
to a paste. Pour into the freezer, and,
when partially -frozen, add a pintof
whipped cream.

PINEATPLE SHERBET.

To a pint of grated pineapple add an
equal amount of sugar, the juice of two
lemons, a pint of water, the juice and
grated rind of two oranges, half a box of
gelatin dissolved in a little hot water
and a cupful of cream whipped stiff with
half a cupful of sugar. Mix thoroughly
and freeze.

MILK SHERBET.

Squeeze the juice from four oranges
and three lemons, add a little of the
grated rind (too much will make it bit-
ter), a pint of sugar and a quart of milk,
When partially frozen, beat in the
whi;las of three eggs beaten to a stiff
froth,

. RABPBERRY BHERBET.

Dissoive a tablespoonful of gelatin in
one-fourth of a cupful of water. Pour
over it two cupfuls of boiling water and
stir thoroughly. Add two cupfuls of
sugar, two cupfuls of red raspberry
juice and the strained juice of two
lemons. Cool and freeze. When partial-
lyfrozen, stir in the beaten whites of two

oggs.
ORANGE SHERBET.

To make orange sherbet, squeeze the
juice from six oranges and three lemons
and add a little of the grated rind; let it
stand for about half an hour, then strain
through a soft cloth and pour into the
freezer. Now add four cupfuls of sugar
dissolved in a pint of water; when thor-
oughly chilled, pour in two quartsof
milk and freeze.—Ex.

Household Hints.
To bloew out a candle hold it aloft and
blow upwards. This will prevent scat-
tering of the grease.
An envelope closed with the white of
an eg§ cannot be opened by the steam
of boiling water, as the heat only adds
to its firmness.
After the water has been strained from
boiled potatoes, they are very much im-
proved by being well shaken. This
gives them a white, floury ap ce.
The accumulation of dust behind
picture frames can be prevented to a
great extent by putting two small plecea
of cork at the bottom of the picture
frame, thus holding the frame slightly
out from the wall.
Glasses that have been used for milk
should be well rinsed in cold water be-
fore being washed in the usual way; if
put at once into warm water the milk
will harden on the glass and be difficult
o remove.
An egg that has been boiled soft and
becomes cold cannot be cooked again
and made bard, but a soft-boiled egg
that bas not had the shell broken may
be re-heated by cooking three minutes
in boiling water, and it will taste as well
as if fres I{ boiled.
