A Dairy Sermon.

FPREEACHED BY JOHN GOULD, THE VET-
ERAN DAIRY FARMER.

Recent years have developed a number
of problems for the dairy farmer to
study out, says Jobn Gould in the Ohio
Farmer. They have shown him some
things he needed to know. One has
only to talk with a dozen different dairy-
men and get their opinions, to realize
the “drifting,” the vagueness of thought,
and the lack of solid intelligence that
_prevail:t, The majority persistently
ignore the helpful side, believing that
outside of themselves there is little
worth seeking, and that dairying at the
best is a game of luck and chance.
When one finds a man who is making
a success with his dairy, making an
actual profit, he finds one who seeks
after knowledge continually. He is al-
ways on the alert for information that
will apply to his business. He knows
what he don’t know, and seeks for the
information needed. This leads to the
question, “What should a dairyman
know in these fast passing years?" No
business on earth needs a wiser, more
calculating head than dairying does.
We brietly group some of the essential
things to know in future dairying.

The dairyman must, first of all, be
intelligent, must be of an inquiring
mind, active in seeking out facts in-
stead of evidence to coonfirm pet notions
or hobbies. A collection of errors al-
ways brings waste and luss, The owoer
of a dairy must read, think, plan and
marshal all the forces at his command.
He must spend time, and money some-
times, to get the knowledge needed.
What father knew is no more applicable
to dairying to-day, than the methods of
iron mills in 1860 are to the processes in
vogue now. Duirying is nota business
governed by a few cast-iron rules. Itis
a constant evolution, and the dairyman
must meet the new conditions and en
virouments that arise and surround him.
One of the greatest uneeds is better
“cow-judgment.” Seven dairies out of
ten are mixtures of all breeds and quali-
ties, under the shadow of “poor rela-
tions.” No dairy of mixed breeding ever
gained high prominence, nor did the
crossing of two dairy breeds ever pro-
duce the excellent qualities of both, or
either, for that matter, and the second
cross deteriorated in production and
breed characteristics. ‘“‘Sports™ may,
aund do, crop out, by reversion, and may
be of astonishing excellence, but are of
little value as foundation stock. A dairy-
man may be a good judge of cows, able
to pick the best out of his neighbors’
herds, but his success contributes to the
failure of all the herds he draws from.
The dairyman must be well grounded in
breeding, mating, “nicking’. IHe must
believe that the dairy cow of the future
is to be an animal of home-farm pro-
duction. He must be the moulder of his
herd and know how to do it.

The farmer was pever brought ‘up
against” the feed question as he is to-day.
Rapidly increasing values of grain, the
mixing of feeds, the balanced ration, and
the cheapest feed, are some of the things
that perplex him. Ignoraot of what a
good dairy ration is, he often gets the
most worthless feeds in seeking for the
cheapest. Ina season of cheap wheat
and bigh corn a farmer who saw the sign
out, “Hominy $25," said: That settles it;
I'll buy 63-cent wheat, grind it, and
stiffen up its protein with oil meal at
$25  Mill sweepings, screenings and
oat hulls ground to-gether and sold at
$28 (probably worth $7), would not
tempt this man. This is one thing to
know—what are cheap feeds and what
are dear omes. A man can easily de-
nounce “balanced rations” as ‘“‘cow
bosh,” but it is costly to buy feeds and
guess at results.

Closely akin to this is the question—
what can the farm produce for the dairy?
It is time for the farmer to find out how
he may be independent of the grain pits
of Chicago. It has been said that *‘the
wheat pit of Chicago is only 30 feet
across but it isas deep as hell.” Dairymen
must shun these pits and buy and pro-
duce on the farm with more understand-
ing. ‘This leads to the question of rais-
ing protein on the farm, Will alfalfa
grow? Can clover be made jo catch with
more certainty, and how? Can the silo
be made to play a greater part in feed-
ing? Isit the solution of the summer
soiling business? Will a bushel of en-
silage take the place of a grain ration in
July? Will succulent food benefit cows
more than the same food dried? Will
roots added to silage make a better ra-
tion than either alone? What is the limit
of feeding for profit? All these are
questions for study and solution.

What about soils, tillage, fertility?
How are these to be made to work to-
gether for protit? What is humus?
What is “virgin fertility” and how can
the cow man restore it? What about the
barn, and sanitation? In the northern
states cows are housed in good stables
22 hours a day for four or five months.
What about light, ventilation and health?
There are plenty of cow stables, but how
many have '‘comfort” written on every

tion for much study, with all notions and
prejudice put aside. Cow comfort is cow
protit. The cow can’t talk but the scales,
used 365 days in the year, talk for her.
If any oue thing calls for greater study
in dairy management it is ventilation—
not the wind blowing through the stables
as it listeth, but real, proper, sanitary
ventilation.

We have given only a few hints.

A bet-
ter cow must be secured and she must
be fed with better understandivg and
care. The dairy retlects the handiwork
of its owner. If the majority of dairies
fall below the requirements of the times,
it is because such sermons as this are
really needed.

Twice or Thrice per Day Cow Feeding.
Prof. J. H. Grisdale, before the agri-
cultural committee of the house of com-
mons, reported an experiment to ascer-
tain whether cows should be fed two or
three times a day. The latter was the
custom among the majority of farmers,
but at the Experiment farm only two
feeds a day were given. Mr. Grisdale
said that practice at the farm was to
feed the cows in the morning, about 5:30,
with ensilage and roots, meal and a
small amount of hay. The same ration
was given again about 3:30 in the after-
poon. During the past winter, an exper-
iment was conducted to flnd out whether
it would be more profitable to give three
meals a day. A pumber of cows were
given two meals a day, and another lot
three meals. At the close of the experi-
ment the following conclusion was
drawn: That there is practically no dif-
ference in the amount of feed consumed
or in the amount of milk produced be-
tween two or three feeds a day. The
former is the more profitable way, how-
ever, on account of involving less labor
and time.—The Farmer's Advocate.

thick growth of grass. If the field ia
one which can be used in growing other
crops, the best plan is to break the sod
when the grass has reached the stage
described, and seed new fields to grass.
If it is desirable, however, to continue
the use of the meadow or pasture, a
new growth may be secured with some
grasses b{‘thumughly disking and har-
rowing the sod early in the spriog.
This will have the effect of destroying
part of the grass plants, whose roots
will soon decay, furnishing plant food
for the growth of new grass. The disk-
ing also breaks up the compact comn-
dition caused by the tramping of the
stock, and aerates the soil, and the
mulch of mellow earth acts to conserve
the soil moisture, thus favoring the
growth of grass,

Now, if with the above treatment

fertilizers be applied the yield of grass
may be profitably increased. No better
fertilizer can be applied to grass than
barnyard manure. The top dressing
applied in the fall or early winter serves
during the winter asa ccver to protect
the roots from the extremes of
temperature. As spring opens the rain
carries the nutriment from the manure
down to the roots of the grass, stimu-
lating an early strong growth which
continues throughout the season. Dar-
ing the summer the manure acts asa
mulch to keep the water on the soil,
thus protecting the plants more or less
from the influence of drouth.
There is no more convenient place to
haul the manure than on the grass land,
and there is no crop which responds
more rapidly and gives more profitable
results than does grass, and it is not
necessary to wait until the pasture or
meadow is old and worn out before mak-
ing liberal applications of manure.
When the purpose is to plow up the sod,
the manure should be applied a year
previous to breaking. This will not
only cause a larger growth of grass dur-
ing the season following the manuring,
but by increasing the root growth and
adding to the humus of the soil the land
will be left more fertile for seeding
crops.—A. M. Ten Eyck, Kansas Experi-
ment Station.

Bits of Barnyard Sense.

When the cattle are through the bars
put them up, and put them all up. Do
pot leave one or two down and then
drive stock that way. Lots of cattle,
eapecially youog stock, are made unruly
just that way. Muke them jump over
one bar to-day and to-morrow they are
ready to go over two and so on until no
bars, however high, will stop them.
There is more human nature about cat-
tle than you and 1 imagine.

Every living thing needs exercise;
cows are no exception. I think of this
when I see some folks advise keeping
the cows in the stable the year round.
It is not the natural thing to do. You
would not be at your best shut up that
way; neither is the cow. Takes fresh
air and sunshine to make a cow kick up
her heels, and it is the cow that does
kick up her heels that gives good,
healthy milk.

Now, this does not mean that the
cows should be driven off a mile or two
through howling winds and storms to
get what water they want to drink.
This is the way more than one man does,
though, and it is going to the other
extreme. The middle of the highway is
the best place for you and me to do our
traveling.

I know of men who are in the habit of
currying off their cows with the milkiog
stool. That is not the best way. The
teeth are too far apart to do good work.
The cows know it, too, and sit down on
every man who treats them that way.—
Farmer Vincent, in The Farm Journal,

Poultry Pointers.

It is too much to ask a chick to fur-
nish enough blood for its own growth
and that of a colony of lice. Rout the
vermin and give chickie a show.

A surplus rooster is an expensive orna-
ment in the poultry yard. Eat or sell
the surplus roosters before they eat dou-
ble their value.

Time spent in learning to prevent
poultry diseases will be less than that
spent in trying to effect cures.

Don't wait for mites to appear before
beginning to fight them. Whitewash
the house twice a summer, and kerosene
the perches every week or two.

For confined chickens an excellent
green food is ovion tops chopped fine
and mixed in the mash twice a week.

A noted breeder says whenever he
hears much complaint of eggs not hatch-
ing, he is pretty sure the layers were
croupy the winter before.

It bardly pays to starve chicks into
eating what they do not like. Cut it out
of the diet, and find other things.

The cost of food to increase the live
weight of chickens 100 1bs., is from $3
to 85 less when the birds are fed in
crates, than when fed in yards. When a
fowl is at rest, and food is turned into
flesh instead of energy, it is evident the
same amount of food will lay more
weight on the carcass than when the
fowl is exercising, though confinement
can only be brief, or health will finally
suffer. Skim milk with ground grains
is a good fattening ration.

Dry bread crumbs, mixed with one-
uarter their weight of raw egg, then
dried until not sticky, is a fine food for
young chicks or poults.

If you wish to build up a good trade,
stamp your eggs and label your boxes
of carcasses, that he who eats may know
their source. But don’t put your address
on addled eggs or consignments of old
roosters.

The man who thinks a few mongrels,
any old shed, a bag of musty corn, and a
il of stagnant water, are going to en-
rich his farm, will get left.

Poultry culture used to be thought fit
for women onl{, to make their ‘‘pin
money.” But it must be thought men’s
business now, so many men are editing
poultry papers. Anyway, raising 20th
century poultry takes brains, whether
masculine or feminine.

Curing diseased fowls is rarely worth
while, because they are not likely to be
uiaq good as new.” They are likely to
become diseased again, and to perpetu-
ate the same sort of sickness in their
offspring.

Whitewashing poultry houses two or
three times a year, with a little carbolic
acid and coal oil in the wash, will large-
ly {Immt mites and lice. Let the wash
be hot and thin, and put into all cracks.
The chick does not come from the
shell with 13““‘ in its crop. Fine
gravel should be furnished in the shape
of sharp sand and powdered bone.

Quality Wins in Eggs.

The grocer soon learns that he must
send to his customers or he
will not have them long, and the farmer
who is progressive will soon learn that
he must do the same, says Farm and
Live Stock Journal. The word *‘fresh™

Occasionally the caller substitutes for
some man who is tired or can't dance
the two-step, and when he calls ‘‘Dan
Tucker” there is always a shout, “It's
not fair to wait until you get the partner
you want and then call ‘Dan Tucker!’ or

Dan Tucker has enmough variety to
keep all the dancers interested, and is
frequently danced for an hour at a time.
It is an especially good dance to have at
a summer resort where there are many
strangers, for after *“Dan Tucker" every-
body feels acquainted.

How Dew Forms.

Dew was formerly supposed to fall
softly from the heavens, aud to this
belief may be ascribed many current
and poetical phrases; but cew does
pot fall In the exact meaning of the
term. The condensation of watery
vapor follows upon the chilling of the
alr. This I8 seen as the earth cools
toward night, and it takes place most
rapilly near the ground. Grass and
other vegetation cools more rapidly
than the alr above It. The air in con-
tact with plants is thus chilled and de-
posits Its moisture upon the leaves of
the plants In dew. Wheh the chilling
of the alr proceeds further, the mois-
ture may be precipitated to a consider
able Lieight above the earth's surfuce,
and It then becomes what we call fog.
