In arecent discussion of the currant
as a garden crop I said that it was not
found in nearly as many farmers’ gar-
deos as it should be. This statement
would be equally true in regard to other
small fruits. The consumption of
fruits of all kinds has greatly increased
within the past few years, especially in
cities and towns where the people buy
most of the food they consume, but
there is room for a still greater increase,
and particularly on farms where it could
be grown so easily and cheaply if the
proper attention were given to the
plants. Among American farmers there
is still too much dependence upon the
frequent visits of the butcher’s cart and
to the pork barrel in the cellar. Com-
pared with vegetable food and fruits the
meats are expensive and growing more
s0 as population increases in this coun-
try. Bread is truly the staff of life, but
it is relished a great deal better when
there is plenty of fruit to go with it.
Not only the currant but the raspberry,
gooseberry and strawberry should be
grown in abundance for family use on
every farm in New England. If these
fruits are planted and well cared for it
will not require a large amount of land
to grow a full supply for an ordinary
family. The fruit garden ought not to
be so far away as to be inconvenient
gathering the fruit as needed for the
table, but it should be so planted that
most of the cultivation may be done
with horse power implements. Small
fruits may be grown on as great variety
of soils as can most other crops, but they
all do best on a deep, loamy soil that
will not suffer unduly ina dry season.
Dry, gravelly knolls and low lands
where the subsoil is constantly wet
should be avoided, but wet land after
thorough underdraining may make an
ideal location, as it will for almost any
crop. Raspberries and blackberries I
would prefer to set in the early fall as
they start so early in the spring that
purchased plants are apt to have lost
some vitality by early growth before
they reach the hands of the planter.
Like the strawberry these should never
be allowed to bear fruit the first year
after planting. As the fruit of the
blackberry and raspberry is always
borue on wood of the previous year's
growth one need not care much for the
size of the part above ground when buy-
ing, but there should be a good root
growth and a healthy crown from which
the new canes are to push out. If canes
of any size are received from the nursery
they should be cut back to a few inches.
Both these fruits should have abundant
room. Five feet for raspberries and
seven for blackberries is little enough
space between the rows while three to
four feet apartin the rows is not too
much. For blackberries I like a single
row long enough to give a full supply of
fruit, and with a strong post set at each
end with a single wire running from one
to the other to which the canes may be
tied at the tops to keep them in piace
and make it easier gathering the fruit.
Kaspberrics do not root deeply and the
cultivation should be shallow, but fre-
queut enough to keep the ground clean.
I'be red varieties that multiply by
sprouts from the roots ure sure to get
too thick unless many of the sprouts
are treated as weeds which they really
are. A few strong, healthy canes to
cach plant are far better than a multi-
tude. Blackberries root deeper and
there is less danger from deeper cultiva-
tion. All suckers between the rows
should be destroyed as fast as they
appear. No crops can be expected to
pay for growing unless the land is kept
sufficiently fertile. An application of
fertilizer rich in potash and phosphoric
acid should be made annually. Perhaps
there is no better time than in the fall
before the ground freezes up for the
winter. It is my practice to mulch the
berry patches with any waste rubbish
from the garden, as potato and tomato
vines, cornstalks not uneeded elsewhere,
indeed anything that will help keep the
ground moist. Unless the canes are tied
up to the wire or to stakes a muleh is
often needed to keep the fruit clean as
its weight brings it down near the earth.
As to varieties, 1 know of no blackberry
that I can recommend as superior to the
Snyder for New England planting. 1
have tried several other kinds but with-
out finding its equal for the home gar-
den ora near market. Itis very pro-
lifie, of good quality and the hardiest of
all. I have grown it thirty years with-
out losing a single crop by winter kill-
ing, while some varielies never went
throngh a winter unharmed. Of rasp-
berries the Cuthbert is called the best.
The Columbia, a hybrid between the
red and a blackcap, is new to me but is
quite promising. Itisa good bearer of
berries that some admire while others
object to the color. It never spreads
from the rvots as do the reds, butis
easily multiplied by rooting at the tips.
In windy weather it may be necessary to
pin the ends of the new grow th down to
the ground to hold them in place. A
plantation of blackberries may lasta
good many years. I know ofone that
was set out more than 25 years ago that
is still healthy and productive. Few
insects trouble this fruit, but my rasp-
berries were so badly infested last year
with a gall growth on the stalks that I
bad to dig out and burn most of the
stock and set out in a new spot.

Different members of a family do not
always fancy the same fruit which is
one reason why a good variety should be
planted. Some who are not partial to a
variety at the time of picking always
give it a welcome in winter when cook-
ed and preserved. The raspberry is
always in demand to go with currants in

0Old Apple Orchards.

THEY MAY EASILY BE RENOVATED AND
KEPT IN BEARING CONDITION.

In the older parts of the country I
have noticed many neglected apple or-
chards, some of them wing in grass,
and some of them ahng;l:g in ﬂelgs an-
nually turned by the plough for the use
of corn and other farm crops. The own-
ers had evidently come to the conclusion
that the orchards had passed their time
of usefulness, and were thenceforth to be
neglected, with the idea that they would
in time disappear and leave the ground
free for other crops. The possibilities
in such orchards are lost sight of by
their owners. Orchards may be kept in
bearing almost from generation to gener-
ation, if they are taken care of. This
summer I visited an apple orchard in
New England that was in full bearing
forty years ago, and from which Ihave
many times picked the apples. It is still
thrifty, and produces as good a crop as
it did forty yearsago. Not atree has
disappeared.

It is easy enough to lkeep an apple
orchard from showing its ageif itis
taken care of from year to year. Where
an orchard has been neglected, the first
thing that should be done with it is to
give it a general renovation. Where
trees have disappeared, new trees should
be set out, and every tree of the old stock

usefulness. Every tree that is badly
crippled should be cut out and a new
tree put in its place. Also, in these old
orchards there are many trees that are
bearing poor varieties of apples. These
should be top-grafted with the best
varieties. It is astonishing how some of
these old seedling trees have been retain-
od in the orchards from generation to
generation. Some of the grafted trees,
too, have been found to be fop-worked
with varieties of no value, the fruit being
both small and sour and only fit to be
made into vinegar. They would not
even make good cider. There is no rea-
son why all of these poor trees should
not have been regrafted years ago and
have been producing good fruit since.
As man has in his ianda this power of
grafting, why should even our old or-
chards be allowed to produce inferior
fruit? The scions from the most profit-
able trees cost practically nothing, and
if the farmer has in his orchard a tree
that comes up to his ideals the scions
will cost absolutely nothing.

The renovation of old orchards and
the planting of new trees must be modi-
fied a great deal by the locality. In
many parts of the western states the root
gall bas gained an entrance into the or-
chards and has infected the soil around
the old trees. If new trees are planted
in these places the galls will have form-
ed before the tree is two years of age,
and will quickly destroy it. In a case
of this kind, either the old orchard trees
should be abandoned altogether, or else
new trees should be planted midway
between the old rows, and the old trees
gradually worked out as the new trees
come into bearing.

Pruning and cultivation are two other
things that are absolutely necessary for
the renovation of the old orchard. In
looking at theold trees we find that they
are very largely overgrown with water-
sprouts, which receive much of the sub-
stance passing into the roots. The old
trees should be pruned severely, but not
all at one time. A little of the work
should be done each year, because prun-
ing is a tax on the vitality of the tree.—
Cor. in Tribune Farmer.

Harvesting on a Large Scale.

Ou all sides the prairie runs to the
horizon. Away in the distance there is
a low line of green, which stands for
trees, and a splotch or two of brown for
houses. For the rest everything is gold
and blue—gold below by virtue of twen-
ty thousand ripening acres of wheat,
blue above because it is late summer on
the wide plains.

Nothing in sight except that shimmer-
ing, whispering ocean of grain and the
little island around the farmhouse. It
seems as lifeless as the desert. Under-
neath, down by the roots, the world is
trembling with life. Here and there,
rattlesnakes or lazy, gorged gopher-
snakes bask and broil in the heat, The
gophers are taking toll of grains which
have ripened over-early and [fallen from
the husk. Field mice are squeaking
over their little families. All this wiil
come to light when the reaper has pass

ed, but it is hidden down as by a screen.
So it stands one day.

With the dawn of another morning an
army of men and a regular artillery
corps of binders come down a road
which winds through these tields and
which one caunot see for the ocean of
wheat. First come the binders, each
drawn by its four or six mules. Then
there are half a dozen wagons loaded
down with “hands,” gathered from the
four corners of the world by promise of
high harvest wages. They work early
and late in these busy times, because all
that twelve thousand acres must be har-
vested and in stack within the fortnight.
Else the grain will begin to drop, und
that would be serious thing ona farm
which boasts the value and the gross
yearly return of many a city corporation.
a%ha leading machine makes its turn
into the field. The driver and his
helper do something with the machinery.
‘The mules start with a jerk, the sickle
buzzes, and the great canvas arms
which sweep the grain into sheaves for
binding begin to whirl. Behind it as it
runs lies along swath of brown stub-
ble from which field mice and quail are
scurrying. The muchine coug and
out tumble four sheaves. Behind walk
the harvesters, setting up the sheaves
in shocks, each with its cap, a water-
shed against the rains.

Another binder has fallen in and is
following, then comes another and yet
another, until six are traveling forward
in a zigzag line .oward the horizon. Be-
hind them the men move like a company
of skirmishéra. It will be hours before
that line has cireled the field, and is
back again to its starting point to cut
out another swath.

A man's world is this. The wife of
the gentleman farmer who owns these
fields may be on the ranch in the busy
days, but she ia more likely to be sum-
mering at a watering place.” If she is on
the farm at all, she is trying to keep
cool on the piazza. The gentleman
farmer himself, dressed in outing clothes
of London cut, is driving from gang to
keeping watch over the foreman
or stopping now and then to pluck an
ear and sample the condition of his
ripening fields. He knows soils aod
fertilizers with the exact knowledge of
a savant, and he reckons profit and loss
on his season’s work by the tens of
thousands of dollars.

The binders rattle on and the men
skirmish behind while there is light by
which to work. No wasting daylight
with twelve or fifteen or twenty thou-
sand acres to be harvested in a fortnight.
When they quit at last, the mice and
gophers and all other people of the
ground are going to bed in the wreckage
of their homes, and there is a brown

Sixty-third Fair of

Gloom marked the face of nature, and
cast a deep shadow over the faces of
fair managers early last week. All day
Monday it poured. The roads were
ribbons of mud; the cattle on a thousand
or less of the Oxford hills conld not be

ot to the fair to take partin the first

ay's events; the busy grange members
were unable to bring in their products
and arrange them; although the hor'es
were on hand, the track held about all
the water it would absorb; and even the
jovial fakirs, with their tents pitched
and the frames of their booths half built,
were a moist and bedraggled lot.

So, when the trustees of the Oxford
County Agricultural Society met at the
grounds on the morning of Tuesday,
which should have been the first day of
the county fair, they decided to set the
fair ahead one day, and word was im-
mediately sent out that Wednesday
would be the first day, Any other
course was hardly practicable. Nothing
was ready, nothing could be ready, and
though the sun had made attempts to
struggle through, they bad been futile,
and the pall of clouds enveloped the
earth. All day it continued, warm and
still, hardly a flutter of the flags, com-
fortable but hopelessly dull weather,

Tuesday wasa day of busy prepara-
tion, with everybody hustling, and at
night, though confusivon may have seem-
ed in some quarters to reign supreme,
there was really a very respectable
amount of stock and other products on
band.

If things could have been ready for it,
Tuesday, as it proved, would have been
a very good day to open the fair. The
track was in fair condition and the
weather was mild though threatening.
As it was, the day was one of busy prep-
aration.

As far as weather was concerned,
Wednesday was almost a duplicate of
Tuesday. Clouds lowered all day and
threatened instant and copious rain, but
it held off until about four o'clock, and
then only a little fell, The crowd was
larger than is usually seen the first day
of the fair.

SUNSHINE AT LAST.
In the evening of Wednesday the
clouds disappeared and the stars came
out, and the sun rose Thursday morning
on as beautiful a September day as ever
delighted the hearts of fair managers.
The fair grounds was the objective point
of many converging streams of people.
From all directions and by all means of
conveyance they came, The special
trains brought about twelve bundred.
There has been considerable speculation
as to the effect upon the attendance
which the rise of general admission
tickets from 25 to 35 cents would have,
Apparently it had po effect whatever.
If there was any one in this part of the
state who wasn't on the fair grounds, it
was because he couldn’t get there,
Friday was another perfect day,
another big crowd gathered.

The feature which would unquestion-
ably have pleased the president was the
baby show Wednesday afternoon, when
about forty of the infants under two
years old, in charge of their muthers,
were seated on the platform in the
society’s meeting room. This platform
was built this season, and makes an
improvement in getting the babies to-
gother where they can be seen.

A Few Desserts.
Apples which are now gathered
l‘nrnl;fh us with a multitude of most deli-
cious and healthful dishes. The follow-
ing recipes may be found useful.
RICE WITH FRUIT,

Boil some well-washed rice in salted
water for ten minutes. Drain off the
water and pour on a quart of milk, add-
ing vanilla extract. Let the rice simmer
until it has absorbed about half of the
milk. Add about a large tablespoonful
of gelatine which has been soaked a few
minutes in a very little cold water. Al-
low the rice to become cool and then add
a gill of whipped cream. Pour this into
amold and set on ice to become firm.
When it is to be used turn out on a glass
dish and decorate the top with canned
cherries, plums or any fruit desired.

BANANA BLANC-MANGE.

Rub two ounces of corn starch to a
smooth paste with a little cold milk.
Boil one quartof rich milk with two
ounces of sugar and a teaspoonful of va-
nilla extract; when it comes to a boil
add the cornstarch stirring eonltan:lg.
Beat up the yolks of two eggs and add
to the boiling mixture, ocontinuing the
stirring forabout six minutes. Peel two
bananas, cut in thin slices and mix with
the other ingredients. Pour into fwo
molds onesmaller than the other. When
served put the contentsof the smaller
mold on top of the other. Decorate
with mounds of whipped cream topped
off with a bit of jelly.

LITTLE FRUIT PUDDINGS.

Dissolve two heaping tablespoonfuls of
corn starch in a little milk. Takea lit-
tle less than one pint of milk and three
tablespoonfuls of sugar and heat, when
it comes to the boiling point add the
cornstarch. Stir until it begins to thick-
en then beat in the whites of three eggs
and cook a few minutes longer. Allow
it to cool slightly then add half a pint of
any kind of fruit pulp. Mix thoroughly
and pour into little molds. When serv-
ed turn out carefully on a dish. Top
them with chocolate icing put on in
fancy shapes and pour fruit juice around
them.

ITALIAN APPLES.

Peel some good cooking apples, re-
moving the cores. Stew gently in
syrup, (allow eight ounces of sugar to a
pint of water and color red with strong
currant juice) until they are tender.
Place them ona dish and allow to get
cool. Add a little gelatine, about two
tablespoonfuls to half a pintof the syrup
in which the apples were cooked. When
the apples are cold, glaze them with it
and fill the hollow in the middle of
each with whipped cream. The remain-
der of the syrup should be boiled up and
strained around the dish containing the
apples.

APPLE TORY.

Peel some firm cooking apples and
simmer gently until tender in a little
water with a strip of lemon peel, a couple
of cloves and a little sugar. Set aside to
cool. Cut some small rounds of sponge
cake, Arrange in a dish and place an
apple on each; sprinkle chopped nuts
on the cake around the apples. Set
away in a cold place until wanted. Then
decorate with whipped cream and bits
of jelly.

CHATSWORTH PUDDING.

Peel, core and quarter enough apples
to form about a pound when stewed and
beaten to a puree. Beat to a cream two
ounces of butter and two tablespoonfuls
of powdered sugar, stir in the well-beat-
en yolks of two eggs, two ounces of
bread crumbs and mix with the apple
puree. Lightly stir in the well-beaten
whites of the eggs and bake slowly in a
buttered pie dish until firm. Whip stiffly
some cream and mix it lightly witha
little apricot or other jam that {nas been
passed through a sieve. Heap this
mixture on the pudding and serve im-
mediately.

APPLE CHARLOTTE.

Peel, core and slice two pounds of ap-
ples and stew them to a pulp, with half
a pound of sugar, the rind of alemon
and a little water. Line a pie dish or
mold with slices of bread and butter,
putting the buttered side next the dish.
Half fill the dish with stewed apples,
then put in a layer of bread and butter,
fill up the dish with more apples. Cover
the top with slices of bread and butter
and bake the pudding in a moderate
oven for about one hour.

CIDER SPONGE.

Take one ounce of gelatine and cover
it with half a cupful of cold water and
soak for half an hour, then dissolve it
over boiling water. Add one cupful of
granulated sugar, stirring until it melts.
Pour in three and a half cupfuls of cider
and one and a half teaspoonfuls of va-
nilla. Stand the mixture on ice and stir
occasionally until somewhat thickened.
Beat the whites of four eggs stiff, add to
the mixture and beat all together until it
becomes very light and stiff enough to
retain shape. Turn into a mold. Chill
for several hours before using. Serve
with soft custard or cream.

APPLE BNOW,

This delicate dessert can be made at
all seasons, but is especially welcome
after a hearty dinner. Choose six good
sized tart apples. Peel and grate them,
adding three cupfuls of sugar and the
whites of three eggs, with lemon juice to
taste. Beat all together until white as
snow, then stand on ice until very cold.
Serve in small glasses with a little
cream. If the cream is whipped it is an
improvement.

APPLE FILLING FOR LAYER CAKE.

Grate a large sour apple and beat it
with the white of an egg and a cupful of
sugar until the mixture looks like
whipped cream and all traces of apple
have disappeared. A spoon.is best to
beat with., Time and patience are re-
quired in preparing this dish. As soon
as it begins to thicken add a tablespoon-
ful of any light-colored jelly. Ground
nuts may be used, if deasired.

APPLE DUMPLINGS.

Make a rich biscuit paste and separate
into as many parts as there are dump-
lings to be made. Two cupfuls of flour
will make six dumplings. Roll each
piece into a round, big enough to cover
anrggple, and put into it & peeled and
cored apple. In the hole left by taking
the core out fill with raisins, nuts and a
little jelly, or simply put in sugar with
cinnamon or nutmeg. Bring the sides
of the paste around the apple, pinch
them into shape and steam or o.

APPLE BALAD,

Wash and polish red apples of a uni-
form size and scoop out each center to
make a cup. Heap the cavity with a
mixture of equal parts of apple, celery
and nuts moistened with mayonnaise
dressing. Stick a sprig of celery into
the top of each and stand the apple on a
lettuce leaf.

APPLE PIE TURNED OVER.

Pare and slice into an empty plate as
for an ordinary ngpla pie. Cover with
an upper crust and bake, and when done
turn upside down on a fresh plate.
Smooth the apple with a knife and
spread over it thickly a hard sauce.
Sprinkle with a dash of nutmeg and
serve warm, If preferred, omit the
sauce, but butter the apple and sprinkle
with sugar.

PEACH BPONGE. :

Canned peaches canbe nsed for this
dainty. Strain the juice from one can
and press the fruit through a fine sieve,
then beatit up with the juice and a
small quantity of sugar. Put one ounce
of gelatine in & basin with one-half of a
pint of cream. Let it soak for some
time, then put it in a double boller over
the fire an
