Bread Loaf Stock farms have taken
first premiums in the Morgan class at
the three world’s expositions—Chicago,
Buffalo and St. Louis. At the world's
fair, Chicago, the sweepstakes for Mor-
gan stallions was awarded to Denniog
Allen, and the sweepstakes for mares
was given to Columbian Jessie. At the
St. Louis exposition, the 10 animals ex-
hibited by the Bread Loaf farms took 23
premiums in the Morgan classes.

Mr. Battell is the author of a history
of the Morgan horse and is the registrar
of the American Morgan Horse Register.

Look Aiter the Pigs.

Frosty weather is coming. Cold, wet
days aod chilling nights are about due.
How about your pigs’ sleeping quarters?
Are you going to let them sleep in the
corner of the fence? Do you know that a
pig can take cold? He can, and he feels
just as bad about it as you do when you
take cold. Your sickness costs you a
doctor’s bill. Your pig's sickness costs
you at least a feed bill and means delay
in getting him to market. And the pig
may die, There is lots of straw on the
farm. Domn’t burn it up. It makes a
good bed for the pigs and other stock
and costs you nothing. Have some kind
of a roof that doun’t leak and besides that
do not let rain and wind blow through.
Put straw in for a warm, dry bed. The
pig pays good prices for his lodgiongs
every time. Did you say lumber is ex-
pensive? So are sick pigs. But did you
aver see such a thing as a straw shed?
W hat about that straw shed? Is it all
right to let the pigs dig holes in it and
sleep there? No, it is not all right. Your
pigs will pile up in their self-made hole
some cold fall night. The next morn-
ing you will find one or two smothered.
The rest come out steaming bot intv a
chill air and the first thing you know
your pigs have colds, are sick and off
feed and some of them may die with
influenza. No, it don’t pay to lodge the
pig in the fence coroer, ina mud hole,
or in a sweat box. Even a man would
not pay for such lodgings.

Do you know whether your pigs bave
worms or not? Keep watch and if you
see that they have, mix a little copperas,
or ferrous sulphate, with their salt and
let them cat that for a few days. One
part of copperas to ten parts of saltis
about right.—Western Farmer and
Dairyman.

Effect of Corn Silage on Milk Flavor.
In order to test the eilect of corn
silage on the flavor of milk, says W. J.
Fraser in lllinois State Bulletin, 101, the
Illinois university herd was divided into
two lots, one of which was fed 40 pounds
of corn silage per cow per day, while
the other lot was fed only clover hay and
rain.

The milk from each lot was standard-
ized to 4 per cent and otherwise cared
for in exactly the same manner. Inall
377 sampies from each lot were submit-
ted to ladies, men of the faculty, and
men students for an opiniou as to any
difference in tae flavor of the two sam-
ples. anything objectionable  about
either, and auy preference. The results
showed that 60 per cent preferred siluge
milk, 20 per cent non s lage milk, and 11
per cent had oo choice.  When the silage
was fed at the time of milkiog, the per-
centage in faver of silage milk was
much ligher when the silage was fed
one hour befure milking or after milk-
s

Five ramples of each lot were sent to
wilk vxperts in different cities, three of
whom preferred silage wilk, one non-
silage, and vne had wo choice. No com-
plaint was received from a hotel 1o
which silage milk was delivered for &
period of one month. On the whole, it
was apparent that the greater number of
people were able to distinguish betwecn
the two kinds of milk, but found nothing
objectionable about either kind. Itis

| suggested that only good silage should

be used for dairy cows and that all foods
of this nature should be fed after milk-
ing in order to avoid any unpleasant
flavor in the milk.

Some *‘Patent” Cow Milkers.

A city newspaper recently gave the
following description of a new milkioy
device: ‘“An ecceutric three inches in
diameter is attached to the cow's jaw.
From this leads a wire conpection with
elastic nipple vn tbe udder, each of
which is fitted with u valve makiug it an
air pamp when in motion. When the
cow chews her cud the eccentric revolves
and the wire is worked back and forth
like & piston, creating suctionin the
pipples. The milk as it is drawn runs
in & bucket suspended below. The
invention will relieve the dairymen of
much labor.” Commenting on this
uwonderful apparatus,” which exists in
the mind of our metropolitan friend,
the Creamery Journal adds: ‘“‘We have
just succeeded in getting a pateat on an
improvement of the above. It is an
electric motor fastened on the rump of
the cow, the electricity being generated
by a small dynamo attached to Ler tail.
She switches her tail, dynamo starts,
motor charged. It unhooks the pail,
straios the milk, hangs up the pail and
strainer. A small phonograph accom-
panies the outfit which yells, ‘so’ every
time she moves. If she lifts her footto
kick, a little dingus slips over a con-
divias and the phonograph says ‘dam-
mett,” and if she continues to kicka
hinged arm catches the milk stool and
lams her on the back till it loosens a
patch of bair as big asa dust pan, A
patent churn goes with the outfit that
works the butter over and puts the but-
ter in one dish and the bair in another.”

EACH FAMILY POBSSESSING DISTINCT
CHARACTERISTICE—LESBSONS IN BREED-
ING.

Each family of hogs has certain char-
acteristics that in moce or less pro-
nounced degree distinguish the family
from other families or berds, Itis well
to be posted on what these character-
istics are. Much of the secret of success
in mating comes from an intelligent
study of blood lines, with a view to get-
ting the desired improvement. To use
the language of a well known breeder,
‘“‘there are some kinds of blood that is
‘pizen’ to other kinds.” What was
meant by this was that the mating of
even first class animals where the blood
lines are not all suited will produce
disastrous results. It is frequently the
case that where the male is from a cer-
tain other family the results will be in
every way satisfactory, but when the
female is from the family to which the
male belonged in the first case, and the
male from the other family, the results
are never what they should be. So it is
well to know whether you can add a
sow or a boar from a certain family to
the best advantage.

Then we have boars that are great
“gow sires” and are pretty nearly fail-
ures as sires of boars. And sometimes,
but much more rarely, we have sires
that are guod boar sires and not so goud
as sires of sows. Many persons sup-
pose that if the sweepstakes boar and
the sweepstakes sow at some of our big
state fairs could be mated together the
results would always be at least more
than ordinarily successful. In a ma-
jority of instances these animals—pre-
sumably the best of their sexes—are nut
suited for mating, either in form or in
blood lines, and it is more likely to be
the latter that will be the controlling
cause in the failure. Itis well to study
this feature of the breeding question, as
familiarity with the peculiarities, the
strong points and the weak points, of
the different strains and families, can
hardly fail to be of material benefit.
To get the best results a breeder would
go to one family of hogs if mellowness
and feeding qualities wero the principal
things desired, to another if color and
coat were most waanted, to still another
family if head, ears and finish were the
main considerations. I am speaking, of
course, of the breeder who has not gone
pedigree crazy, and who is therefore
breeding hogs and not pedigrees.—
American Swineherd.

Horse Notes.
Never allow a borse that has become
heated by driving to stand unblanketed
even at this season.
One of the best ways to incroase the
appetite of a horse, if such a thing is
necessary, is to change his diet fre-
quently.
A colt’s inherited predisposition to
trot can be developed into its fullest
activity only by early, patieut and in-
telligent training.
In training a horse to walk fast, he
is not injured in the least for any other
gait and can be taught to trot aud gal-
lop just as well as before.
Fancy prices are only obtained for
fancy horses. If you expect to get the
top of the market you must bave the
best kind of horses to offer.
As far as is ible, the situation of
the stable should be dry and sunny, and
openiogs for light and air be on the
sunny side of the building.
Feed the colts bone and muscle pro-
ducing food in sufficient quantity to
keep them growing; never allow them to
go backwards or stand still.
It is not the greatest amovunt of feed
which puts and keeps the work horses
or driving horses in the finest condition.
It is more in the manner and time of
feeding and giving water to drink.
If thereis any defect in the dam, a
lack of size or color, a bad disposition,
any weakness of bone or tendons, want
of vigorous constitution, in short, any
defect, it should condemn her as a
foundation on which to rear an ideal
horse.
What the growing colt wants is con-
centrated food, rich in phosphates, to
build up the bones and tendons. Oat
and wheat bran contain the elements
needed with a little hay to distend the
bowels. He should have plenty of
opportunity to exercise.—Live Stock
Journal.

Breeding-Stock for the Future.
The foundation of success in the poul-
try business is good breeding-stock,
that from which the future layers are to
come. In selecting and saving breeding-
stock for next year, keep the old geese,
turkeys and ducks, also all hens, that
have done good service. It is quile
probable that they may have fallen be-
hind those that are young as egg pro-
dueers, but it is arule that the strongest
young stock are procured from the ma-
tured birds, The bundreds of chicks
that, as a rule, fall by the wayside and
perish from no apparent cause are the
uffspring of pullets. Breeding from the
younger stock every year destroys the
turkeys. This fault is not so frequent
with geese, as the old ones ure not
sulable in the market, the youog ones
only being sold, and the result is that
grese give less trouble in raising than
uny othe- class of poultry. There isa
tendency to place too much reliance upon
young ducks for breeding purposes, re-
sulting in anincreased loss of ducklings
every year. When the old ducks only
are used, and breeders select the best
and most vigorous for breeding pur-
poses, the difficulty of weak offspring
will be overcome.

We suggest that the place for farmers
to emigrate to is Ohio, New York and
other eastern states, where the marketa
are the best in the world, and but little
expense for buildings.

Mauy of those fine old farms oan be
bought to-day at $30 to $50 an acre.
Thirty years ago they were bringing
$£100 to $130 ao acre. All they require
to come back to their original produc-
tiveness is a little good scientific farming
for five years. ;

The sire is receiving more atten-
tion now t ever before, but be is not
recoiving the attention that he deserves,
says the Farmer's Review. The sire for
the imprprlngh of the dairy herd is the
bull that has had great female anceators,
judged from the milk giving standpoint.
Not till recent years has a milk record
been kept of cows, and so it has been
difficult to get the infurmation of the
milking qualities of the dams of the
males we wish to buy, but in the future
the information will be more easily
obtained on account of the records that
are now bel-f kept. The dairy sire
should be well known by the perfurm-
ances of his ancestors before he is used
on the herd. A mistake in this matter
means a loss of money.

Last Week's Elections.

Elections were held last Tuesday in
several states of the Union, and the re-
sults show a rather mixed condition of
things, as is apt to be the case in an “off
year,” though things are perhaps more
mixed than usual this year, and the re-
sults may be regarded as having special
signiticance.

In the New York city election perhaps
the greatest interest centered., The
candidates for mayor were George B.
McClellan, the present mayor, candidate
of Tammany; William R. Hearst, candi-
date of the Municipal Ownership party;
and William M. Ivins, Republican. The
result as declared is a plurality for
McClellan over Hearst of 3,485, Ivins
having a mach smaller vote than either
of the other two candidates. This is
the closest vote ever given in the city,
and Hearst claims much frandulent
voting, and has appealed to the courts.
It is likely to take some time to straight-
en out the snarl.

The most significant thing about the
New York election is the re-election of
William Travers Jerome as district
attorney. Mr. Jerome as district attor-
ney has by his absolutely independent,
fearless and vigorous action done more
for the cause of civic righteousness than
was ever accomplished by any other in-
cumbent of the office. His name went
on the ballot as an independent candi-
date, and he received the nomination of
no party, except a sort of second-hand
nomination from the Republicans after
their candidate had withdrawn, and the
courts then decided that his name could
pot be printed on the official ballot
in the Republican column. Therefore
every man who voted for Jerome was
obliged to split his ballot, a thing which
it is extremely troublesome to do with
the cumbersome form of ballot used in
New York state. In spite of all this,
Jerome was re-elected by a plurality of
about 2000. The result is to be regarded
as a distinet triumph for clean politics.

In Massachusetts the Republican state
ticket was elected, in spite of a strong
campaign made by the Democrats, as
the result of which they expressed
Ept confidence of electing their candi-

te for lieutenant-governor directly on
the issue of tariff revision.

In Philadelphia Mayor Weaver, the
reform mayor of the city, was re-elected
by a large plurality, and the reform
movement carried with it the defeat of
the Republican candidate for state
treasurer. Philadelphia has for years
been in the control of a political organ-
ization which, under the name of Re-
publican, has been as strongly intrenched
and as corrupt as Tammany in New
York. The upsetting of this carried
with it the defeat of the Republican
state ticket.

In Obio also the large Republican
plurality of last year disappeared, and
the Democratic candidate for governor
was elected. This result also may be
interpreted as a revolt againsta “ring"
and a “‘bad boss.”

Maryland, although Democratic by a
few thousand, has done herself credit by
defeating the proposed amendment to
the state constitution, designed to pre-

vent Ni from voting, the plunlallx
against it being between 28,000
20,000

In the other states the election went
about as usual and as expected, and
there is little of special interest in the
results. Two other city elections are of
interest, that in San isco, a town
already dominated by the labor unions,
where the Union Labor cand for
mayor was elected, and that in Salt Lake
City, where an anti-Mormon candidate
was elected after a lively fight.

Mr. Cole
stopping the feed, reached over the feed
gear to straighten the stick, when the
sleeve of his frock caught in the gear
and drew him in. He had presence of
mind to kick off the feed belt, which
was within his reach, but before the gear
stopped, he was drawn into it so far that
the flesh of the under side of his arm,
and of the body below the arm, was fear-
fully mangled and torn. Even after the
machine was stopped, it was necessary
to wait for the foreman to come before
he could be released, the other men not
knowing how to do it. It was after-
wards said by the physicians that the
wain artery of the arm having been cut,
he would have bled to death even before
be could have been released, if the grind-
ing action of the machine bad not so im-
bedded the severed artery in the flesh as
to check the bleeding. As it was, he
bled but little.

Physicians were at once summoned
and he was taken to Dr, Stewart's office
aud attention given his injuries, and on
the afternoon train, which left about an
hour and a half after the accident, he
was taken to the Maine General Hospital
in Portland.

At the hospital it was deemed neces-
sary to amputate the arm at the shoulder,
which was accordingly done. He stood
the operation well, and came out in as
good shape as could be expected, con-
sidering the severity of his injuries.

There is some danger of blood poisoning
from the quantity of foreign substance—
clothing fabric, dirtand grease—which
was ground into the wounds on his
body. If this danger can be got over,

he may be expected to make a good re-
covery.

Cole of Paris Hill, and is 22 years of age.

He has been employed by the Paris
Manufacturing Co. most of the time for
a pumber of years, and bas been very

industrious and prudent. Heis of rather
a quiet disposition, but of good char-

acter, and his full recovery, even with

the loss of an arm, is hoped for by many

friends, who extend to him their fullest

sympathy.

“Well, I learned it from my mother
many years ago,” began: Mrs, Colller.
uShe was a splendid housekeeper and
trained her dnughun wisely in the art;

that women should rest as much as
possible while doing their work. So her
kitchen contained many labor saving de-
vices, and among them was a table
of convenient height for washing dishes
sitting down. She taught us first to
clear the plates and other dishes of all
particles of food, arrange them neatly in
piles, have everything ready, soap, water
and towels, then sit down until the last
one is washed and dried.

Sunlight and Fresh Air Necessitles
of a Healthy Home.

The late Dr. S. Oakley Vanderpoel,
who was a most efficieet health officer,

disinfectants for an infected ship, replied
that he was always satisfled when he
could allow the fresh winds of the bay
to sweep through the cabins, and the
sunshine to paralyze and kill the noxious
~gents, This was before the days of
germs and before bacteriology bad prov-
ed that these are even mow the main
means of overcoming unsanitary condi-
tions from any cause.

The same doctrine applies as much to
our homes as to our ships. The thou-
sands who are at this time putting their
houses in order have abundant oppor-
tunities of proving the practical value of
this very simple method of disease pre-
vention.

Clean and well ventilated apartments
.re always safe habitations in all weath-
ers, in all seasons, and are the main
factors in reducing sickness and mor-
tality in any community.

The great consideration is not only to
make them so but to keep them so. It
is a question of ceaseless detail and the
constant care of little things. The sani-
tary arrangements of the modern domi-
cile are growing more and more compli-
cated. In most well regulated and well
appointed houses the number of servants
far exceeds that of the family. It re-
quires no small executive ability on the
part of the Lousewife in any station to
have all the necessary work run
smoothly.

Unfortunately the things most neglect-
ed are often those of greatest sanitary
importance. The cellars and drains, for
instance, are striking examples in point.
What should be the cleanest part of the
house is often the receptacle of every
kind of rubbish that can be hidden and
E:cksd in the dark corners. The cellar

ing out of sight is usually out of mind.

The hot air furnace that is to supply
the heat for the coming winter may still
hold the cinders of the last fire, its flues
may be choked with the accumulated
soot of months and the registers filled
with the dust from the sweepings of
spring and summer. How much these
conditions may have to do with the
stuffy character of heat supplied to the
family during the long winter months to
come needs hardly to be mentioned.

The dust problem is one that must ap-
peal to all, particularly to such as must
live in closely packed rooms for months
ata time, We aretold that these sus-
pended particles of dirt carry the germs
of tuberculosis, of cerebo-spinal fever, of
poeumonia and other infectious diseases,
and yet the thoughtless housekeeper is
apparently unconscious of their multi-
ple and threatening dangers.

Cleanliness and ventilation instead of
being considered guarantees of safety
n.galmt disease are almost entirely ignor-
ed, and windows are very often kept
closed during the entire winter for fear
of wasting heat. The exact contrar
should be the case, as the most benefi-
cial warmth is obtained by the daily air-
ing of all rooms and the systematic heat-
ing of the changed atmosphere. The
neglect of such precaution explains why
apartments are generally overheated and
winter colds are so frequent.

It is not generally appreciated asa
fact that the dryer the air the more
heat is required to make the atmosphere
sensibly warmer to the body. Healthy
air must have its normal ratio of
humidity, and vapor added to a dried
and ventilated atmosphere always makes
the latter more comfortable, even though
it marks corresponding lower tempera-
ture on the thermometer. But to make
the proper balance between indoor and
outdoor air we must admit enough of
the latter to make superheated atmos-
phere impossible night or day.

It may be surpris nf to many to learn
during even the colder months how
much such a custom will conduce to the
health and welfare of the family. At
all events it is worth while to start well
and do the ‘‘cleaning” in the proper and
rational way while we are about it.

Last winter there was an alarming
epidemic of spotted fever, due, it is
claimed, to unhygienic homes. Are we
to repeat these sad experiences by any
neglect of duty to ourselves and others?
If we must meet any new epidemic we
should at least fo into the fight with
clean decks and clear conscience.—Ex.
