Wealth of Our Farms. 
Id view of the vast increase that has 

taken place during the past decade in 
the number and wealth of our industrial 
establishments and in the value of our 
manufactured product·, it will be sur- 

prising to many people to learn that our 
farms still greatly exceed in value and as 
a source of revenue every other source 
of wealth, not even excluding oar great 
manufacturing enterprises. The wealth 
production of the farms of the United 
States reached in 1905 the highest 
amount ever attained in this or any other 
country, the total figure being nearly six 
and one-half billiou dollars. Pour of the 
crops reached new records as to value, 
namely, corn, hay, wheat and rice. 
Corn exceeds previous yields both in 
amount and in price, and hav, wheat and 
rice reached new figures as to vslue only. 
The general average of production was 

high in the case of every crop, and the 
prices ran higher still. The secretary of 
agriculture estimate· that in addition to 
the enormous yield of wealth, the farms 
of the country have themselves increas- 
ed in value during the past five years by 
over six billions of dollars; and he puts 
the matter dramatically when he states 
that with every going down of the sun 

during the past five years, there has 
been registered an increase of three mil- 
lion four hundred thousand dollars in 
the value of the farms of the country. 
An analysis of the principal crops for 
the year shows that corn reached its 
highest production with 2,708,000,000 
bushels, a clear gain of 42,000,000 bush- 
els over the very profitable year of 1899. 
The hay crop is valued at 006 million 
dollars; cotton at 575 millions; wheat at 
525 millions: oats, 282 millions; potatoes, 
138 millions; barley, 58 millions, and to- 
bacco at 52 million dollars. Very re- 

markable is the increase of 54 million 
dollars in the value of dairy products, 
which reached the total valuation of 665 
million dollars. The farmer's hen, says 
the secretary, is becoming s worthy 
companion to the cow, the annual pro- 
duction of eggs being now 20 billions. 
Poultry products have climbed to a value 
of over half a billion dollars, so that 
poultry competes with wheat for prece- 
dence. The total value of horses is 
estimated at 91,200,000,000. There are 

over 17 1-2 million milch cows, valued at 

nearly half a billion dollars. During 
the year farm produce to the value of 
827 million dollars was exported. Dur- 
ing the last sixteen years the domestic 
exports of farm products have amount- 
ed to 12 billion dollars, or one billion 
dollars more than enough to buy all the 
railroads of the country at their com- 

mercial valuation. Clear evidence of 
the prosperity of the farmer is seen in 
the fact that under a recent amendment 
of the national banking law, allowing 
the establishment of banks with a capi- 
talization of less than $50,000, there have 
been 1,754 such banks established in the 
last year, nearly every one of which, 
says the secretary, is located in a rural 
community and the capital furnished by 
farmers. For the first time in the finan- 
cial history of the South, the deposits 
in that region exceed one billion dol- 
lars. Should there be no relapse from 
his present position as a wealth pro- 
ducer, three years hence the farmer will 
tind tuat the farming element, which 
forms thirty-live per cent of the popula- 
tion, has produced an amount of wealth 
within the preceding ten years equal to 

oue-lialf of the entire national wealth 
produced in three centuries.—Scientific 
American. 

What Modern Implements Have 
Done for the Farmer. 

The American farmer is leading the 
world to-day because he has a vast do- 
main of rich soil and because conditions 
have forced him to adopt machinée to 

help him in his work. In some parts 
of the world, agriculture is still de- 

pendent on hand labor, and the returns 

from the land are small. The farm 
laborer is poorly paid because he is able 
to produce little. After all, it is what 
a man produces that counts, and prices 
gradually come to that basis. Uad the 
American farmer refused to adopt new 

machines, as have the farmers of some 
other lands, we would still be a poor 
nation, and the farmer would be hardly 
more than the peasant be is in other 
lands. 

But the American farmer has had the 
genius of his race and has been forward 
to try every new thing. He has been 
so forward that the confidence man has 
fouud him an easy being to fleece; but it 
is better to be fleeced once in a while 
than to make no progress at all. Every 
new machine that appear· on the mar- 

ket should be thoroughly investigated 
before purchase or rejection. Happily 
at this lime we have sixty experiment 
stations, at each one of which are men 

that understand farm machinery. At 
some of these statious are large collec- 
tions of farm machiuery, and in several 
instances agricultural schools have 
courses, including the study of farm ma- 

chinery. Any farmer that wants in- 
formation concerning a new or an old 
machine can get it by writing to the ex- 

periment station of his state. The ex- 

perimenters are a little backward about 
condemning or approving machines, be- 
cause they do not care to have their re- 

ports used as advertisement*, but the 

inquirer that is playing fair can usually 
find out what he wants to about the 

quality of a machine. This is especial- 
ly true of machines that have little or 

no merit. 
The American farmer has made prog- 

ress by this readiness to use farm ma- 

chinery, and he will make further prog- 
ress in the same way. Good farm ma- 

chinery is more abundant to-day than 
ever before, and we believe that there 
are fewer poor machines on the market 
than ever before. This is a cause for 

congratulation on the part of the Ameri- 
can farmer.—Farmer's Review. 

Handling Farm Manures. 

Daily removing manure and spreading 
it on the land is a practice often recom- 

mended, aud I do not condemn if a per- 
son wants and can afford to do it that 

way. But the timo taken up in harness- 
inir and unharnessing for one load when 
it would take no longer to do it for 

twenty loads, and the more or less 
wasteful practice of applying manure at 

times when it cannot readily be in- 

corporated with the soil, but must be 

subject, for a greater or less period, to 
the wasting influence of washing from 
rain and melting snow and drying by 
sun and wind, do not commend it as a 

practical method of handling farm ma- 

nure to the best advantage. The old- 
time barn-cellar, if properly cared for, 
is still the most economical place in 
which to temporarily care for manure, 
and if the stable floor ia tight and the 
cellar properly ventilated, there need 
be no more contamination of milk from 
it than If the manure were in South 
Africa.—P. M. Harwood, Suffolk Co., 
Mass.

One Somerset County Orchard. 
An orchard consisting of 1,300 trees, 

owned by Sheldon H. Beat of Cornville, 
» situated on the northern slope of » 

high hill of rooky soil. Nine hundred 
of these trees produced 2,100 bushels of 
marketable apple· last season. The 
other four hundred are Ben Davia, set 
seven years ago. They have made re- 
markable growth, and are thrifty look- 
ing trees. Three hundred bushels were 

picked from them this year. 
The principal varieties are Baldwin, 

Ben Davis, and Northern Spy, with a 
few Stark and some small fruit. Part 
of these trees were native grown, and 
part from New York nurseries. The 
first setting was sixteen by twenty feet, 
but the later ones were twenty-seven 
feet apart, each way. The orchard has 
been fertilized with commercial fertil- 
izers and barnyard dressing. 

Corn was planted the first five years; 
grain was raised two years, then the hay 
was cut for two years, and since that 
time, it has been pastured to sheep and 
hogs. The owner prefers the hogs, for 
they not only get their own living and 
eat all the wormy apples, but their nat- 
ural propensity to root the soil, takes 
the place of the plow, to a great ex- 
tent. He haa pastured twenty with 
good results. The only attention they 
received was to have water given them. 

For the last few years, he has shipped 
his apples to England, through an Eng- 
lish agent in Boston, and feels satisfied 
that he gets better results than to sell 
at home. 

In the foregoing facts, so simply set 
forth, there is a weight of argument 
favorable to apple growing in Maine, 
that should encourage thousands of our 
readers to go to work systematically 
to enlarge their orchard operations. 
Nothing in the nature of indiscriminate 
planting is advised, but there should be 
a general advance in area devoted to 
orcharding, and in conjunction, a de- 
termination to treat the trees set, to 
generous care and feeding, which prac- 
tice is demonstrating in hundreds of 
cases to win gratifying success.—Maine 
Parmer. 

Maine Barns and Barn Cellars.. 
The winter season affords time for the 

study of farm problème that easily get 
overlooked during the busy months of 
Held work on the farm. Much of the 
winter work is with the stock at the 
barns. The health and thrift of the stock 
in hand, therefore, comes up as the first 
thing, in order for observation and 
studv. A common plan characterizes 
nearly all modern Maine barns. No- 
where in the broad country is there to 

be found such a succession of uniformly 
large, well-built and nicely finished 
barns as in the farming towus of Maine. 
The typical Maine barn has a cellar or 

basement, opening on one side, on a 

level with the surrounding lot, and 
iffording an entrance at the other end, 
an an easy incline, to the main floor. 
The feeding floor extends through the 
middle of the barn, with room for the 
storage of hay and for the silos on one 

side, and the tie-up for cattle on the 
other. The droppings of the cattle are 

passed through scuttles in the floor to 
the cellar or basement beneath. The 
front of the tie-up next the feeding floor 
is left open to the main part of the barn, 
it if sheathed up, has wide and con- 

tinuous traps through which the cattle 
ue fed. The whole barn, including the 

tie-up, is ventilated through ventilators, 
opening out of the apex of the roof. 

Farmers here in Maine believe that a 

barn constructed after the plan out- 
lined, is well suited to the purposes for 
which it is designed. But the plan does 
not seem to meet the approval of theo- 
rists and specialists who pose as repre- 
sentatives of the advanced knowledge of 
the day in sanitation, as connected with 
iomestic animals. The depositing of 
the manure in the cellar beneath the 
:attle is condemned, while the opening 
jf the cattle quarters to the main barn 
contaminates the fodders stored therein 
ind damages them for use as stock food. 
—Maine Farmer. 

Crop Rotation the Order of Nature. 
It is the process of uature, says Prof. 

J. W. Sanborn, to succeed oue forest 
jtop or vegetable growth with another. 
Timothy grass, sown by the farmer, is 
ιοοη succeeded by red top and so on. 

Rotation is the order of nature, and the 
Farmer in order to get the best results 
must adopt this system. Even in 
mediaeval times the farmers followed 
tome kind of rotation. Here iu New 
Kngland, in the earlier days, corn, oats, 
bay was the ordinary rotation. At the 
present time we must guard against the 
idea that science has made rotation un- 

necessary with a varying root develop- 
ment. No two kinds of plants operate 
in the same soil strata, or take from 
the soil the same elements in food. ▲ 
well ordered rotation also distribute· 
the labor on the farm and it is a well 
sstablished principle that the best sys- 
tem of farming is that which employs 
jrour team and men to the best advan- 
tage every day in the year. 

Prof. Sanborn gives as the rotation 
tie has adopted and in the carrying out 
of which he keeps 50 per cent of his 
land under the plow, one covering eight 
fears as follows: First, oorn; second, 
MU ana peu; taira, ciover; louriu, μν- 
tatoee; tiftb, Hungarian; sixth, timo- 
thy; eeventb, also timothy; eighth, pas- 
ture. 

Till b oadly aod fertilize freely, 
should be the rule of the American 
farmer; always remembering that till- 
»ge itself is manuring in a measure, 
rhere is no spot on earth where the 
aatural productions of the soil will sup- 
port a civilization; and the most thor- 

)ugh cultivation of the soil is the in- 
ivi table accompaniment of the highest 
jiviliaation. 

Brains I· Farming. 
The New England Farmer never loses 

in opportunity to say a good word for 
the men and women who are indus- 
triously engaged in solving by practical 
experience the many intricate problems 
of the eastern farm. It is especially 
pleMed to quote and endorse the follow- 
ing written by C. E. Wheeler of Mllford, 
Mass., and printed in the Boston Globe : 

"There is no section of country where 
farmers' brains are more actively em- 

ployed than in New England, and the 
mental activity of these up-to-date New 

England fanners is shown, not only in 
the quantity and quality of their crops, 
but in the snug bank accounts which our 

brainy farmers can show. There are 

drones in the east and there are drones 
in the west, but these are not reckoned 
with. In this town I can show a little 
"farm" of less than five acre· which un- 
der the direction of competent brains 
produces probably, more than double 
in quantity, quality and value, the crops 
of any similar-sized tract in the entire 
northwest, and this can be duplicated in 
hundreds of instances in this bleak, bar- 
ren New England. The owners of these 
farms keep books, too; they read books 
also, and work understanding^ and 
successfully." 

PoUto Feed Value. 

One thousand pounds of po tatoes un- 
der average conditions will oontain 210 
pound· of dry matter if the moisture be 
removed, according to Professor G. 8. 
Plumb of Ohio Agricultural oollege. Of 
the nutrition· digestible material there 
are about 9 pound· of protein, 163 
pound· of carbo-hydrates, which is 
mainly starch, and 1 pound of fat or 
similar substance. 

Compared with most other roots, the 

potato is of higher feeding vain·. The 
artichoke surpasses it somewhat Pota- 
toes have their greatest feeding vahie 
for pig·. The Danee have shown that four 
pounds of cooked potatoes are equal to 
one pound of train for pigs. 

Profeaeor Henry at the Wisconsin sta- 
tion found that 780 pounds of oooked 
potatoes, when fed with oarnmeal to 
pigs, caused a saving of 178 pounds of 
meal.

Electrification of St. Clair Tunnel. 
The announcement has been given out 

by the Grand Trunk Railway System that 
arrangements have been made for the 
adoption of electric traction jp the St. 
Clair Tunnel, the contract for which has 
been awarded to the Westinghouse Elec- 
tric and Manufacturing Company; the 
work to be started at once ana brought 
to completion as quiokly as possible. 
The system that will be adopted is known 
as the alternating carrent system with 
overhead conductor·—the conductors in 
the interior of the tunnel being placed 
upon the walla, and in the railway yards 
they will be supported by steel bridges. 
The trains will be operated by alternat- 
ing carrent looomotives, capable of haul- 
ing a passenger train on the grade at the 
rate of 20 to 25 miles an hour, and a 

freight train of 1000 tons at the rate of 
ten miles an boar. The interior of the 
tannel and the yards on both the United 
State· and Canada side· of the St. Clair 
River will be lighted by electricity from 
the power that will be generated in the 
extensive power house that it will be 
necessary to erect 

The length of the tunnel proper is 
6,025 feet, and of the open portals or 

approaches, 6,603 feet additional, or 

more than two mile· in all, one of the 
longeât sab-marine taonela in the world. 
It la a continuous iron tube, nineteen 

fèet, ten inohee in diameter, pat togeth- 
er In sections as the work of Wing pro· 
oeeded, and finally bolted together, the 
total weight of the iron aggregating 
66,000,000 pounds. 

The work was commenced In Septem- 
ber, 1888, and It waa opened for freight 
traffic in Ootober. 1891; a little more 

than three years befog required for Its 

oompletion. Paaienger trains began 
running through It Deoember 7, 1891.

Capt John P. Dnrbora. 
Capt. John F. Dearborn, aged 71, died 

at hi· home at Bryant'· Pond, Monday, 
after an illneee of aeveral month·. Cant 
Dearborn oatno of one of the old famille· 
of Boston, where he waa born March 27, 
1834. He received a common school 
education, and at the age of 14 yean 
entered a buaineu home in Boeton. 
Here he remained for aix years, and then 
went to sea, starting in before the mast 
on a three year·' voyage around the 
world. He loved the sea, and rose to 
the highest rank in the ship. 

The breaking out of the civil war 
found him in Liverpool, England, when 
he hastened home to take up arms in 
defence of the Union. He was commis· 
missioned acting master in the United 
State· Navy Dec. 27,1861, serving until 
March 22, 1864, when on account of poor 
health he was ordered to the command 
of Boston navy yard, where he remained 
until mustered out, March 17, 1866. He 
was proud indeed of his service in the 
navy. He was with Admiral Farragut 
up and down the Mississippi, at Port 
Hudson, Vicksburg and other noted en- 

gagements, and was an able commander, 
as is substantiated by testimonials from 
naval officers now on file at his late 
residence. 

After being mustered out Capt. Dear- 
born came to Locke's Mills. He built a 

spool mill and taught the operatives to 
make spools himself. So many men 
fiockcd to the town to engage in the 
business that there were not rents 
enough to supply the demand and new 
houses had to be built. 

He continued a very successful busi- 
ness there until 187l>, when his mill was 
burned. At a town meeting held at 
Bryant's Pond, it was voted to build a 
mill for Capt. Dearborn and exempt it 
from taxation for 10 years. The follow- 
ing year a large mill was built for him, 
and he again employed the men who had 
worked for him at Locke's Mills. 

In 1884, while some men from Port- 
land were testing the boiler, it exploded 
and killed two men who had just step- 
ped into the boiler room. The mill was a 

total wreck, but it was at once rebuilt 
and Mr. Dearborn had carried on a pros- 
perous business since. He always paid 
high wages, and it is understood that he 
had so left the business that it will be 
continued. Frank P. Cole has been 
foreman of the mill since it was built 
lud will remain in that position. 

Capt. Dearborn was a man of integrity 
rod honor. At one time financial re- 

verses compelled him to make a settle- 
ment with his creditors at a percentage, ! 

but he remembered his moral obligation, 
Mid when prosperity came to him again, 1 

he voluntarily sent every creditor a < 

-•heck for the balance of the amount due 1 

»t the time of the settlement. For his 
workmen he was always thoughtful, and 
ready to render them any assistance or 
favor that was needed. 
*Capt. Dearborn married twice and I 

lurvived both of his wives. His nearest 1 
relatives are cousins, one of whom is ι 

the postmaster at Wakefield, Mass. He 
s supposed to have left a considerable 
istate. 

The funeral was held on Wednesday.

Rev. Jabez £. Budden died at. his ( 

lome in Norway Monday forenoon, Jan. 
il», at the age of 73 years, from the effects 
>f a paralytic shock sustained last April. 
Though he had been so he could be 
wheeled about the streets in pleasant, 
warm weather during a portion of the 
time since Buffering the shock, he had 1 

t>een unable during all the time to move 
kbout without assistance, and for some 

time bad been gradually growing 
iveaker. 

Mr. Budden was born in Swansea, Eng- 
land, July 14, 1832, and came to this ( 

country when 9 years of age. making his \ 
borne in Portland. He learned the 
tailor's trade in Portland and worked at ] 
it several years. Meanwhile he was pre- | 
paring himself for the ministry, and at 
the age of 34 was admitted to the Maine 
Methodist Conference. In this con- i 
Ference he served about a dozen different ] 
charges, his last pastoral work being at 
North Norway. His health proved to be 
unequal to the exacting duties of pastoral 
work, and about fifteen years ago he ( 

moved to Norway village and went to ( 

work at his trade, being in the employ of 
the F. H. Noyes Co. For a number of 
rears he did all the cutting, until ad- ι 

rancing years prevented his taking the 
-esponsibility, and after that he was re- j 
tained as assistant until the paralytic ι 
ihock prevented further labor. , 

Mr. Budden was a member of Oxford j 

Lodge, F. and A. M., and of Oxford , 

Royal Arch Chapter, and for many years | 
lerved as chaplain of those bodies, and , 
liad also served as chaplain of the grand ] 
)odies. He was also a member of Nor- j 
way Lodge. I. O. O. F., and of the 
Rebekahs, and had served as chaplain | 
for the Odd Fellows. In his work as ι 

chaplain for these bodies he manifested 
the same spirit of earnest devotion , 

which he showed in his church work ] 
rod in his daily life. 

The funeral was held at the Norway ] 
Methodist church Wednosday afternoon, , 

in charge of Oxford Lodge of Masons. 
Rev. C. A. Brooks, the pastor of the ] 
:hurcb, conducted the church service, 
rod there also participated in the service ; 
Rev. B. S. Rideout of the Norway Con- 
gregational church, Rev. E. S. Cotton of ,

Sir. Budden. At the close of the church 
service the Masonic funeral service was 

conducted by Oxford Lodge, and the 
remains were taken to Norway Pine 
Grove Cemetery for interment. 

Norway Lodge of Odd Fellows and Mt. 
Hope Rebekah Lodge attended the 
funeral in a body, ana there was a large 
attendance of personal friends. 

Mr. Budden was married three times, 
and leaves a widow but no children. His 
nearest relative is a sister living in Port- 
land. 

Management of Private Theatricals. 
"The inborn craving for the dramatic 

is satisfied in a mild way by the ama- 

teur as by the professional. This is 

why the home play is continually pro- 
duced. Such reasons as its educational 
and philanthropic uses are merely sec- 

ondary," says Norah Anderson in an 

article on "The Management of Private 
Theatricals" in the February New Idea 
Woman's Magazine. The writer gives 
many helpful suggestions to smooth 

away the difficulties which perplex the 
amateur manager who has been fortu- 
nate or unfortunate enough to discover 
dramatic talent among bis acquaint- 
ances. The question of time is taken up 
first, "four weeks, at an average of three 

weekly rehearsals being just long 
enough. There are dangers in stretch- 

ing out the time too long, the danger of 

wearying of the play itself and the still 
more insidious danger, that of wearying 
of one's fellow actors." The choice of 
the play should be determined by the 
amount of stage action, for although it 
is more work to rehearse, the play's suc- 

cess depends on it. How the novice 
oompletes his own "make up," where to 

purchase costumes at the least possible 
expense, stage carpentering, and the 
collecting of stage properties are all 
commented upon. Above all, the neces- 

sity of a stage manager in the person of 
some competent man or woman who 
will assume all responsibility and who.is 
able to conduct the affair in a systematic, 
businesslike way, is emphasised. Other 
subjects touohed upon la this compre- 
hensive article are the value of theat- 
rical performances in schools, flower 

plays for children, and the good work 
done by permanent private dramatic 
societies.

Dainties for Sunday Night Tes. 
The Sunday night tea, inmost house- 

holds at least, to apt to be a very monoto- 
nous (east Week after week the family 
site down to cakes and preserves and 
perhaps cold meat or potato salad, with 
only once in a white a change in the 
menu. Now, when there are so many 
comparatively Inexpensive, delioions ana 

easily made dishes appropriate for this 
meal, it is a pity not to have a more 
varied fare, for variety, after all, is the 
spice of life. The following exoellent 
recipes will therefore fill a long-felt 
want 

1UB80LETTE8 OP CHICKEN. 
Pill one cap with chopped oold chick- 

en. Cook two onnoes of rice in one-half 
pint of weak stock nntil the rioe has ab- 
sorbed the liquid; then cook a slice of 
onion in two ounces of butter without 
allowing it to brown, add one ounce of 
flour and a saltspoonful of salt Cook 
until well blended and pour In one-half 
pint of milk, or good stock or tomato 
puree as may be most convenient. Stir 
until it boils, then remove the onion and 
add one-half cupful of this sauce to the 
ohopped chicken. Into the rest of the 
sauce stir the rice or sufficient of it to 
make it possible to form it into balls. 
Add the beaten yolk of an egg. Turn 
both the rice mixture and ohicken out on 

plates and set aside to coo); then form 
the rice into balls with the hands, in the 

top of each make a hollow and fill with 
the chicken, covering with the rice. Roll 
twice in fine sifted bread crumbs and 
beaten egg and allow to stan<Hor a time. 
Fry in deep fat and decorate with a sprig 
of celery. 

TURKEY OB CHICKEN NE8T8. 

Cook one tablespoonful of minced 
onion in two tablespoonfuls of butter for 
Ave minutes, then add two tablespoonfuls 
of flour and one cupful of gravy or stock. 
Simmer fora few minutes until quite 
thick and smooth and season to taste. 
Strain and add two cupfuls of turkey or 

chicken, cut in small pieces. Set aside 
where it will keep hot for a few minutes, 
ι ht η turn out on a buttered platter. 
Make a few nest-like depressions in it, 
drop in each two or three oysters, season 
with salt and pepper and sprinkle bread 
crumbs over all. Place in a hot oven 
until the oysters begin to curl. 

ENGLISH CHICKEN SALAD. 

Use individual dishes like small china 
saucers or glass sauce plates, and in them 
put first some pieces of broken lettuce, 
very highly dressed with oil, vinegar, 
pepper and salt. Next a slice of tomato 
(either fresh or canned.) On this place 
a little heap of chopped cold chicken, 
just the white meat if you have enough, 
if not add the dark. Make some mayon- 
noise sauce and pour over all. Garnish 
with olives cut in half with the pit re- 

moved._ 
STUFFED POTATOES. 

Choose half a dozen round potatoes of 
equal size, wash them perfeotly, clean 
and bake in the oven until sufficiently 
cooked. Cut each one in two, scoop out 
the interior carefully so as not to break 
the skin; beat it very smooth and light 
with salt and pepper and one ounce of 
butter, also the yolk of an egg to every 
three potatoes; so if you take six pota- 
toes use the yolks of two eggs. If you 
have any cold meat on hand (cold veal, 
pork or lamb is the best) mince it finely 
and season. Into the empty potato 
shells, put first a spoonful of the pre- 
pared potato, then a spoonful of the 
minced meat and then pile up with the 
potato, put a tiny bit of butter on top. 
Place in the oven and brown. Serve im- 
mediately with parsley on top. 

BABDINE TOAST. 

Remove the bone and skin from some 
sardines and rub to a smooth paste with 
the yolks-of hard-boiled eggs. Season 
with lemon juice. Just before supper 
toast some elices of white bread, butter 
and spread with the sardine mixture. 
Add a bit of lettuce or sprig of water- 
cress if you can. 

BSCALLOPED FISH. 

Make a sauce of two tablespoonfuls of 
flour and one cupful of scalded milk, 
stir all together over the fire and when it 
thickens add one well-beaten egg. Sepa- 
rate into small pieces or flakes the cold 
fleh; putting a thin layer of buttered 
crumbs in the bottom of a baking dish, 
cover tbem with the pieces of cold fish 
and season with salt, pepper and a little 
nutmeg. Pour in a layer of sauce and 
then fish again, alternating until the dish 
is filled, and then cover with bread 
crumbs and little pieces of butter scat- 
tered over the top. Bake for twenty 
minutes. 

CBEAMBD LOBSTER. 

Melt four tablespoonfuls of butter 
with three tablespoonfuls of flour and 
add salt and pepper. Pour in one and 
one-half cupfuls of milk and stir until 
creamy, then add one cupful of lobster 
meat and one cupful of canned peas from 
which every drop of liquor has been 
drained. Bring this just to the boiling 
point and serve. 

BANANA BLANC-MANGE. 

Rub two ounces of corn starch to a 
smooth paste with a little cold milk. 
Boil not quite one quart of milk and two 
ounces of sugar together, flavoring with 
a teaspoonful of vanilla. Add the corn- 
starch stirring all the time, and the 
yolks of two eggs. Cook this for five or 
ten minutes, not neglecting to stir. Cut 
two bananas in thin slices and mix with 
the other ingredients. Cool this slightly 
and pour into a mould. When ready to 
serve turn from the mould and decorate 
with halves of bananas and candied cher- 
ries. 

FRUIT MEBINOUE. 

For this attractive dish any kind of 
stewed fruit may be used. Heap it into 
the center of the dish and cover it with a 

meringue. Oranges are particularly nice 
served in this way. Cut up the oranges 
and free them from the pith and skin 
and seeds, sweeten with sugar, and mix 
one or two bananas with them. Make a 

meringue with the stiffly beaten white of 
an egg and a tablespoonful of powdered 
■agar. If a large quantity of fruit is 
used you will need an extra egg and 
sugar. Cook the meringue on a slightly 
buttered plate for a moment and then 
place it over the fruit. Decorate the 
dish with sections of oranges around the 
base of the meringue. 

OATMEAL MACAROONS. 

Mix two and one-half oupfuls of rolled 
oats, one cupful of sugar, two eggs, 
(yolks and whites beaten separately), 
one tablespoonful of melted butter, two 

teaspoonfuls of baking powder, a level 
saltspoonful of salt, and one teaspoonful 
of vanilla. Drop on buttered baking- 
pans, leaving space between the little 
cakes to allow for running, and bake. 

BANANA SOUFFLE. 

Line a glass dish with macaroons 

(either the nut or oatmeal kind). Whip 
some oream ver? stiff. Take two or 
three bananas and push them through a 

fine sieve, and without delay mix them 
with the cream. There should be an 

equal quantity of banana pulp and cream 

(before it is whipped.) For a cupful of 
each a quarter of a cupful of sugar will 
be needed. Heap this in the center of 
the dish and garnish the top with can- 
died cherries and halves of blanched 
klmonds. 

APPLE FLOAT. 

Peel six big apples and slice them. 
Put them in a saucepan with jast enough 
•rater to oover them and cook until 
tender. Then pat them through a colan- 
ier and add the grated rind and juice of 
balf a lemon, sweeten to taste, and stir 
>p a trace of nutmeg. Fold in the stiffly 
beaten whites of four ego, and put the 
iish on ice. Serve witn whipped or 

plain oream. 

APPLES A LA PARISIENNE. 

Pare several sour apples, ont them in 
lalves crosswise and remove the cores. 
3ook them with one oapfnl of sngar to

known. Here too, the great dangers of 
road and track raoing are entirely elimi- 
nated and man can never build a road as 

hard and smooth. Repairs are unneces- 

sary, as twice each 24 houra the beach ia 

entirely rebuilt by the tides. Immense 
holes may be dug, but the next tide 
hides every trace. 

Being almost level and with an average 
rise ana fall of only two feet nine inches 
at extreme low tides, this beach is from 
300 to 500 feet wide, and can be used 
from two hours after until two hours 
before high tide, thus Riving an average 
of seven to eight hours for automobiling 
some part of each day.
