Ci rowing Hay for the Market. 

KEEPING CP FERTILITY OF THE HAY 

FAKM—qi'ESTlOS OF THE PRICE. 

Have you succeeded in keeping up 
:he fertility of the farm while selling 
lay for a term of years? is an inquiry 
»y the editor of noteworthy impor- 
:ance. In the earlier days of my insti- 
tute work in New Hampshire and New 
England the opinion was universal in 
:he above sections that good farming 
required the consumption on the farm 
>f its crop products, especially the hay 
:rop. This opinion is still generally 
prevalent, but not to its former degree. 

Hay very largely was sold on my farm 
luring most of the active business man- 

iement of it by my father and heavily 
luring that portion of my ownership 
prior to my return to the farm after an 
tbseuce of 18 years. This is material 
is it shows a long series of years of ex- 
haustive hay sales. 

During the past twelve years the farm 
las been under my direct management; 
!iay sales have continued on a large scale 
tnd have become a part of the fixed 
policy of the farm. Notwithstanding 
ibis the farm crops have increased 
teveral fold, and are still rapidly moving 
tp, aud are likely to so continue. The 
act that one field from which hay has 
Men sold for 28 years is yet cutting 2 to 
I 1-2 tons per acre is an evidence that 
he policy now pursued may succeed for 
tn indefinite period. 

I desire to treat the question beyond 
:he confines of its direct inquiry as it is 
>f unusual importance. It is equivalent to 
;he inquiry whether New England farm- 
ng is virtually to remain cramped and 
>n a low dead level whose horizon is 
>ounded by the plant food made by 
lome consumption of crops. 

Conditions have so changed during 
:he last three decades that our farmers 
nay sell any crop that they choose to 
>eil. Each must determine for himself 
what that crop shall be. The opinion 
nay be tentatively held that all of the 
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:ious system of crop xotation is main- 
lined. Such a system of farming 
would do doubt be an unwise one for 
:he vast majority of our farmers. 

It is not implied above that plant food 
« not to be applied to the soil in some 

rorm. It must be applied and far more 

xeely than it is now applied. The 
sources may be tillage, rotation, muck, 
rrigatien, leguminous crops, the feed- 

ng of grain crops to hogs and cattle, or 

:hemical fertilization. I use all of 
hese various plant foods, the latter 
leavily. 

The sale of hay is that of the least of 
abor and the most of fertility for dollar 
>1 returus. Is is adapted to our scarcity 
>f labor, and thin is what makes it a 

popular sale but not to the state of our 
M>il fertility. A ton of hay at present 
prices of chemical fertilizers takes away 
jf nitrogen, potash and phosphoric acid 
ι value of §0.TO, while a ton of potatoes 
removes but $1 97; and yet the ton of 

potatoes will sell for fully as much or 

really more than the ton of hay. The 
fertility value of hay prohibits its wise 
tale in regions where it will not com- 

mand 910 or more per ton at the barn, 
inless in a wise rotation it appears that 
$12 at the bam should be the minimum 
price at which a New England farmer 
should cousent to sell hay. 

Returning to the problem of the main- 
enance of fertility under hay sales it 
nay be said in answer to that school of 
:hinkers who hold that chemical fertil- 
zation fails to restore the organic mat- 

er and the humus from it, that is carried 
>(f in crop sales, that such a loss is large- 
y dependent upon wisdom of the system 
>f cropping or of crop rotation. In 
round numbers 93 to 95 per cent of the 
ireight of farm crops is gathered from 
;he atmosphere either directly or in- 
directly. The roots and stubble of these 
:rops in weight are 50 to 100 per cent of 
:heirtop8. It follows that so far as the 
:rop is concerned it may leave the soil 
uore organic matter than it takes from 
t. A destructive tillage system might 
result in oxidation and other losses to a 

rery heavy degree. This would not 
jeeur uuder continuous grass crops as 

shown for over a half century of trial by 
Sir John B. I.awes. His land under 
shemicals increased its contents of or- 

jauic matter. Hay sales then are con- 

«istent with increased soil fertility. 
Whether they are consistent with the 
farm treasury is dependent upon the 
prices. It appears that those sections 
if New England whose hay nets less 
than 910 per ton, and the sections that 
thus sell hay are extensive, are pursuing 
in unwise course.—J. W. Sanborn in

Working for Posterity. 
X.'ue of uh but are enjoyiDg the fruits 

>i the labors of others who have gone 
before us. They planted trees for our 

twoetit; many of thoee trees have matur- 

ed their growth and are now decaying 
from the effects of old ageaud soon they 
will be of no value except for fuel. 
.Vow then is it not clcarly the duty of 
avery one of us to plant trees for those 
who are to eome after us? It matters not 

whether we think we will ever receive 
beuedt from them or not; we should 

plant trees just so long as we are able to 
do so. We will certainly enjoy seeing 
them grow, and there is a good deal of 

pleasure in this; and then again you 
may live to fruit from trees set by 
jrou even now, you never can tell, you 
know, and the experiment is worth try- 
ing anyhow. 

There are a good many farm homes 
where shade and ornamental trees need 
to be set out about the home to add to 
the attractiveness of the place. Better 
ttet out some this spring and see them 

grow. I was just noticing an elm tree 
that I set out some twenty-five years 
ago, that was then about as large as a 

pitchfork handle; the location is high, 
dry and rocky. The tree is now 45 
inches in circumference two feet from 
the ground and at least 50 feet tall. A 
red acorn, planted one or two years 
earlier, germinated and has grown to be 
about 35 feet tall and is 34 inches in 
circumference, two feet from the 

ground. 
The common hemlock when planted 

out on the lawn and properly pruned 
makes one of the most beautiful ever- 

green tree· that can be found. Never 
cut the lower limbs from an evergreen 
tTee, but prune in pyramidal form by 
shortening back the limbs and top.—F. 
H. Dow in New England Farmer. 

Oat Straw for Pis Bedding. 
A. W. M., Sheffield, Mass.: Is there 

anything in the statement that oat straw 
as bedding for pigs cause* scurvy? 

Pigs, from the lack of good, bright 
oat straw for abed, frequently get tilthy, 
scurvy skins—from lack of straw, not by 
reason of it. It la true that where pigs 
seek a bed under the edge of a straw- 

stack where the straw la wet they get 
steaming hot, and then come ont in the 
oold to eat, and the akin becomes scurvy 
from the cold air striking it I have a 

Plymouth Rock rooster to give the man 

who can prove that dry. clean oat straw 

ever caused a scurvy akla oa a porker.—

Many a good horse, or other farm ani- 

mal, has been lost because of getting 
loose in the night and gaining access to 

the grain room or grain chest. Inside 
doors will be left open sometimes even 

if great care la taken. Fit them to cloae 
aatomatlcally, and there will be no risk 
nor need for care. 

Clark Cites Vital Facto. 
From a lecture of George M. Clark, 

of bay-making fame, the Farmer ie 
glad to give oar readers the following 
extracts: 

What we most need i· to abow the 
young men and women, the boys and 
girls, that they bad belter stay upon the 
farms, that tbey can make money there, 
and when they find that fact tbey will 
stay there. But first, I want to tell you 
more of tbe reasons why eastern farmers, 
or others, should stay here, and learn to 
make their farms pay. To start with, 
one-third of this country is a dry, barren 
waste, 1,400 miles wide in the South, 500 
miles in the North, and 1,700 miles from 
South to North, an immense desert, cen- 
tral in which we find the great D«ath 
Valley, so-called, where so many have 
perished for want of food and water. 
Hundreds of families have sold them- 
selves out of a good house, home and 
farm, leaving schools, churches and 
everything behind that makes life desir- 
able in this Eisteru country, and loaded 
all their effects into a wagon to cross the 
plains; a little later we fiod them in a 

dug-out, 7x9, made of brush, four feet 
above ground, and three feet below, 
eking out a miserable existence. 

Λ short time since, there was a great 
cry made about tbe good government 
land», which were to be obtaioed along 
the Colorado river; it was said to be a 

fine clean section for irrigation. But 
few will tell you the facts about the far 
West. There is little or no chance for 
the poor man there; the horse has the 
first chance, and the laborer tbe second 
chance in the barn. I only wish you to 
get some of these facts in your mind be- 
fore you sell out. 1 know what I am 

talking about, bave often been there, 
have traveled over seven hundred thou- 
sand miles on thfs continent to learn of 
the soil, climate and surroundings, and 
I want to tell you for a fact that I never 

saw or found any spot equal to this well- 
watered, good Easteru country. I do 
not think you can find any better. I 
would advise you not to try. Why not 
let "well enough" alone? you have "well 
enough" right here. Tou have a well- 
watered country, perfect drainage, good 
air, climate correct; it will produce tbe 
best health and greatest activity for man 

or beast. 
Our markets are world-wide. All we 

want is tu avail ourselves of our oppor- 
tunity. The "get rich quick" theory 
won't do, we must be content to do what 
past generatious have done. We must 

begin at the bottom and build up. As a 

rule, those who commence at the top 
build down and out. Economy is 
wealth. We must live within our means. 

It is not the amount we get, it is the 
amount we save. The hundred thou- 
sand dollars that the fathers now have 
was the work of a lifetime. We must 
learn to work, not all work and no play, 
but work with body and soul, in reason. 

That is what will make us happy, and 
nothing else will. Life is too ehort to 
do any fooling. I do not suppose tbe 

day of the millennium is at hand yet, or 

that all will learn to love work, mental 
or physical, or that all will save money. 
Many are not built that way, very many 
want always to be, not on the move, but 
moving from one section to auotner. 
We do not find a great many moving 
North, East, West and South. AH the 
good land is taken in the West, it is held 
at high prices, $50 to $100, per acre, or 

more, with a market a thousand miles 
away, while in the East, with a market 
at our door, and with land not one-tenth 
as high, is there any sense in saying we 

cannot make money here on the farms? 
No! 

There is no such thing as worn-out 
land. Sunshine and air will work won- 
ders. Now tbat I know what to do, I 
can take almost any kind of land, and in 
twelve months from the start produce 
four to six tons of well-dried hay to the 
acre; that is what 1 am here to tell you, 
tu tell you how to make money on the 
farm. I have experimented for twenty 
years, and more, and know more than 
when I started. I would not believe 
what I am telling you to-day if I did not 
know it to be true. I do not blame 
people for taking my statements with a 

grain of doubt; they often refer me to 
Ânanias, but I am here with the facts, 
and have come to stay and teach others. 
Intense cultivation is the watchword. 
I invite my friends to come and see the 
field and its surroundings, and eee for 
themselves. Thousands of them have. 
Your farms can be made to pay, and 
when they do, the boys and girls will 
stay on the farms. 

There is something in this intense cul- 
tivation—in my method. With it many 
a farmer can start with his first crop, 
and commence to make money. Why 
uot get out of the old rut? Take a small 
section of land, give it the higher cul- 
tivation and care, and commence mak- 
ing the farm pay. Why not? 

Λ few things better not be done. 
Never dig ditches to fill with rocks in a 

grass field. Never underdrain your 
grass field until you find it necessary. 
Never pasture or make a roadbed of 

your grass field, or let animals stand, 
stamp or otherwise kill the grass roots. 
Timothy or red top seed, sown on an 

old field, will not renew the stand. Use 
no coarse manure on grass field after 
seeding. An old field cau be reseeded 
ia a month, but it is better to take a 

year, and get one crop of oats for hay. 
Mow your grass field close just before 
frost, and rake. Fertilize every crop a 

little more than needed for each crop. 
Don't undertake to steal anything from 
the soil. Bear in mind your grass field 
will never winterkill or die as long as it 
has anything to live for. This is all I 
care to say in relation to this subject at 

present. Tou may think of many other 
things that you would like to inquire 
about. For that reason, if you desire to 
ask any questions, I am now ready to 

give you the fullest information possible 
in relation to this subject—Maine 
Vovmar 

What the Farmer Is Doing. 
The New England Farmer has no un- 

tried théorie· to promulgate. It advo- 
cates scientific methods only when they 
are known to be practical on the farm. 
It prefers to give experience and con- 

clusions of successful working farmers, 
experimenters and experts who write 
of things as they are, rather than the 

opinions of theorists who tell of things 
as they ought to be. In fact the Rev. 
Sam Jones voices our sentiments in the 

following: 
"The older I grow, the more I care 

for facts, and the less I care about theo- 
ries. I love to walk with a good old 
farmer through the magnificent growing 
orops, look at the fat cattle, horses and 
hogs; and see his full granaries. There 
is something charming about that to me. 

I always did despise theology and 
botany, I always did love religion and 
flowers.1' 

Uncle Solon's Opinion. 
There la nothing that adds to the value 

of a farm like a well-cared for apple 
orchard. Suoh farms are not in the 
market. A young, thrifty orchard, not 
old enough to bear, adds to the value of 
the farm twice as much as the orchard 
oost. You can't drive a boy off a farm 
where there la a food orchard, and he 
will take care of it. The "harrer," the 
hoe, the hand saw and the jaokknife, 
will give new life to an old, half-starved 
orchard.—Solon Chase, Androsooggin 
County, Me. 

It is believed by many sensible per- 
sons, perhaps with good reason, that 
Secretary Wilson's enormous off-hand 
crop aggregates have had a tendoncy 
to aid the speculators in bearing down 
the prices of farm produota.

Express: 

"There was a decrease of 18 per cent 
in the number of arrests for the year 
1905 from that of 1!»04 according to the 
annual report of George W. Sylvester, 
city marshal for those years, which was 
submitted to Mayor Clifford this morn- 

ing. The following abstract from this 
report shows many interesting things in 
regard to the arrests for intoxication 
and other crimes for which intoxication 
was responsible: 

The arrests for the year have shown a 
marked decrease both as to the total 
number made and particularly so as to 
the number arrested for intoxication. 
The total arrests for 1905 are 2,025 as 

compared with 3,189 for the preceding 
year, a falling off in round numbers of 
18 per cent. 

The number placed under arrest for 
intoxication being 1,523 as compared 
with 2,15*2 for the preceding year, a de- 
crease of 29 per cent. 

In the classified list of the number of 
arrests for the year, the following are 

noted in the report: Assault, 68; assault 
with intent to kill, 3; breaking and en- 

tering, 24; bigamy, 1 ; common drunkard, 
1; drunkenness and disorderly, 850; 
drunkenness, 074; deserting from the 
army and navy, 30; evading fare, 12; em- 

bezzlement, 2; forgery, 3; insane, 36; 
larceny, 193; malicious mischief, 43; 
murder, 3; running away from home, 
40; safe keeping, 201; truancy, 12; un- 

registered apothecary, 2; vagrants, 3$. 
In an article in the Christian Herald 

upon dangerous indulgences in intoxi- 
cants, we read: "It is in the beginning 
that the danger lies. No one who be- 
gins the habit expects to become a 
drunkard. He can stop when he likee, 
he avers. It ia seldom that he indulges. 
He has full control over himself. It ie 
perhaps after long years that he discovers 
that he is tied and bound, unable to ab- 
stain. It is a wise saying that he who 
caree little for intoxicants should ab- 
stain for the sake of others; and he who 
doe· care for them should abstain for 
bis own sake. It is the most gigantic 
evil of our day, and the only remedy 
for it is resolute and entire abstention 
from the first indulgence." 

A story is told of an English school· 
master, who offered a prize to the boy 
who would write the beat composition 
in five minutes on "How to Overcome a 
Habit."

Having lait spring expreued mysel 

quite freely is regard to school matters 
and having advanced opinions whicl 
now seem to me to be erroneous, I wisl 
through the columns of the DemocAt fc 
state my views of the school question a 

; the present time. Not being eeolistica 
enough to think that this will causi 
many voters in town to change theli 
views necessarily, I stili wish to exprew 
them in order to acoount for my seeminf 
inconsistency in my action at the towr 
meeting last spring and this, if I am 
permitted to attend, and also hope thai 
this expression of my views may at least 
cause others to examine into this mattei 
more deeply and possibly arrive at the 
same conclusions. 

Last spring I stated that I thought 
twenty or twenty-two weeks of schooling 
was sufficient for a school year. I have 
modified my views so that I thoroughly 
believe that although twenty or twenty- 
two weeks a year may be sufficient for 
farmers' children, yet for children in our 

villages thirty weeks is none too much, 
as then they find quite enough time to 
idle around the stores, post office, rail- 
road station or in the streets. 

Now this lack in our villages, in two 
of them at least, has been supplemented 
by terms of private school, yet this is an 

unsatisfactory arrangement, because 
there are in every village poor people 
who can perhaps ill afford to pay the 
tuition, at the same time wishing to have 
their scholars enjoy the same privileges 
that the children of wealthier parents 
have, and which In the matter of school- 
ing should be theirs. 

1 am convinced that the town should 
support at least 30 weeks of school in 
our villages—perhaps others may think 
in our rural districts as well; this of 
course is a matter for the town to decide 
at the annual town meeting, and which- 
ever way it decides will be perfectly 
satisfactory to me. 

I wish also to express a desire on the 
part of the people in this section of the 
town to have at least one term of high 
school held at West Paris this year. 
Now as a matter of justice and equity 
we think this should be done, as there 
are quite a large number of high school 
scholars in and around West Paris who 
would be accommodated by a term of 
high school here, and if $1500 is raised 
for high school in tov^n, we think $400 
or $500 could be profitably expended 
here at West Paris, and should be done. 
We only ask to have what is fair and just, 
and all fairminded citizens must allow 
that this should be granted us. It is 
quite a saving to parents who wish their 
children to attend high school to have 
the cStance to board them at home, be- 
sides being much more convenient. So 
we hope the voters of the good town of 
Paris will accord us that right. 

oe ore closing wo wisu iu a 

word of praise for our very efficient 
school board, and particularly School 
Superintendent Alton C. Wheeler, who 
as we understand refuses to serve the 
town in that capacity any longer. 

He has served the town faithfully for 
several years as superintendent, and it is 
a pleasant duty to commend, and we 

gladly do it. It seems to be quite a fad 
with some to find fault with the select- 
men and school officers, but we think 
this is a bad mietake. If we would 
show our appreciation of their faithful 
efforts and zeal to serve the beet in- 
terests of the town it would give them a 

greater incentive to do their best by 
which we would profit. Faultfinding 
will not do it, and we should censure 

wbeu we have a proved wrong intent, 
and only then.

NOBODY HURT, BUT CONSIDERABLE

Fortunate investments 
in real estate brought him a fortune. 
Since bis retirement he has spent much 
of his time at bis old home in Mon- 
mouth. 

Jamos Roundy, aged 45, of Fairfield, 
was shot in the back Monday night, 
while attempting to gain an entrance to 
the home of Elmer J. Hallett in the town 
af Sidney. He is expected to recover al- 
though blood poisoning is feared. Hal- 
lett admitted he fired the shot from a re- 
volver of 32 calibre, but did so in self· 
defence, and the officers who investigat- 
ed decided not to arrest him. It appears 
that Roundy, accompanied by a man 
named Ames, also a resident of Fairfield, 
irove to the Hallett house. Hallett's 
wife bas been divorced from both Roundy

)f his 14-year-old son, the mother of 
whom is Mrs. Hallett.

Uses of Riper. 
In these days the model housewife ia 

tot the one who strive· every moment 
>f her-life to see how muoh work she 
an do, bat the wise womtn who seeks 
η every way to save work, so that the 
«tuai amonnt of labor she is obliged to 
*rform is made as small as possible. 
To this end the use of old newspapers 

η the saving of work is not half appro- 
bated, for, If it were, one wonld see 

hem used to a far greater extent than 
hey now are. 
In this article are given a few of the 

vays in which old newspapers may be 
ised to lighten labor, but even with this 
ist the half hath not been told, and it 
«mains for each housewife to see just 
low they may be put to particularly 
food use in her own domain. 

In the early summer mornings, when 
wuquets are brought in from the garden 
;o be arranged, all the work of picking 
ip the dropped leaves and stems will be 

mnecessary if a newspaper is spread out 

poo the table before the flowers are laid 
lown to be arranged. 

This is also true when preparing 
regetables or paring apples or other 
ruit. The newspaper, spread upon the 
able or at the side of the sink, catches 
:he parings and all refuse bits, and one 

ias only to roil up the paper and din- 
lose of it in the garbage. No table or 

ihelf to wipe off, and no pieces to be 

picked up and disposed of after the 
work is done. 

Whenever a scrap bag or a piece box 
β to be sorted in the effort to find some 

irticle in its depths, lay a newspaper on 

:he floor and turn the contents out upon 
t. One can find the sought for article 
it a glance; the others are soon slipped 
jack into the box or bag and the threads 
tnd snips are rolled up in the paper and 
burned instead of being strewn over the 

:arpet for some one to pick up. The 

pièces are also lees likely to be soiled in 
;his way than if they are turned out on 

to the carpet. 
A newspaper tucked inside the belt of 

the kitchen apron when obliged to per- 
form rough work, like washing dishes or 

leaning a stove, will catch much of the 
just and dirt, and, even though tbo 
apron becomes too so'led to wear in 
Jther places, there is still less dirt to be 
removed from the front of it, and less 
wear and tear in the washtub. Ofttimes 
this folded paper will prevent the work 
fipron from becoming soiled for a long 
time. 

When frying liam or pork, or any ιοοα 

that in apt to spatter, a few newspapers 
spread around the stove upon the floor 
will prevent the tiny but unsightly 
grease spots that sink into the wood and 
-ue so very difficult to remove. News- 
papers tacked to the wall back of the 

range and spread around on the door be- 
fore commencing to blacken the stove 
will catch all the dust and black lead 
that is so apt to lodge on the woodwork 
and floor, and whioh means an extra 
hour of work scrubbing it off. These 

papers should be rolled up tightly and 
burned at once, since black lead is a 

most disagreeable thing to have lying 
about loose. 

When cooking, upon the bread shelf 
in the pantry or upon a table in the 
kitchen epread a newspaper underneath 
the cake board, and then place several 
on the door in the path between the stove 
and the pantry; these will do away with 

quite a little after cleaning up, which 
most housewives dread. > 

When dressing a turkey, chicken or 

other fowl, place a folded newspaper 
uear at hand and throw on to it all the 
parts that are discarded, and there will 
be less cleaning up to do after the fowl 
is dressed. 

When stitching at the sewing machine, 
npread a newspaper on the floor at the 
right side and place the waste basket 
upon it; any threade or clippings that 
are thrown towards the waste basket will 
fall upon the floor if they fail to reach 
the receptacle, and when gathered on 

the paper one does not have to stoop to 

pick up snips afterward. When mend- 
ing clothes or darning stockings, place a 

sheet of newspaper on the floor and let 
all the threade and snips fall upon it, in- 
stead of allowing them to fall upon the 
carpet to be picked up afterward or to 
litter the work basket. 

When the machine has been newly 
oiled it is wise to place a folded news- 

paper underneath the treadle in order to 
catch any drops of oil that may fall and 
which would otherwise stain the rug or 

carpet. 
When one's home is heated by stoves, 

every piece of thick wrapping paper 
should be carefully saved to spread upon 
the floor before the stove whenever the 
ashes are to be removed; then the ashes 
that fall are caught upon the paper in- 
stead of falling upon the carpet or rug to 
make dust and work, or to burn a hole 
through the fabric. When the empty 
pan is replaced and the stove is wiped 
down, the newspaper can be rolled up 
and carried away, and the work is finish- 
ed. 

Many people spread a sheet of soft pa- 
per over the dresser and sideboard at 

night to keep the cover and the articles 
on it free from dust. In the morning it 
is removed the first thing, and certainly 
all the articles on these pieces of furni- 
ture keep clean for a longer time when 
this is done. When ripping up an old 
garment spread several sheets of paper 
on the door around the chair, and then, 
as each part is ripped and the threads 
removed, place it on one sheet by itself. 
The bite of thread and scraps can go 
in one place, trimmings in another, 
shields, waist steols, taffeta binding and 
the pieces of dress goods themselves 
can go into eeparate heaps; afterward, 
each pile can be looked over and made 
into bundles and put away, then the 

papers can be rolled up and disposed of, 
and none of the litter that usuallv fol- 
lows the ripping of a garment remains 
to bo cleared away. 

À thickly folded newspaper kept near 

the sink is most convenient for placing 
underneath an iron kettle before setting 
it down on the shelf or in the eink, keep- 
ing the black on the bottom of the ket- 
tle from smudging the iron sink. For 
the same reason folded newspaper should 
be placed on the bottom of cloeets where 
kettles are placed when they are washed 
and put away. 

▲ rug made from several thickneç «β 

of newspapers laid one over the other 
and stitched together on the machine, 
using a long stitch, is very convenient to 

place before the ironing board or in 
front of the eink when one is obliged to 
stand in that position for some time 
while at work. This rug will keep the 
door clean in front of the sink, saving it 
from many a spot and splatter, while the 

rug used before the ironing board will 
make the work of ironing less hard on 

the feet. 
A piece of paraffin paper placed tightly 

over a piece of cold meat will keep it 
from becoming dry before it is used, and 
any article of food that is likely to cause 

an unpleasant odor in the refrigerator 
will not do so if it is first wrapped in 
the paper that is used to line cracker 
boxes; a small piece of It placed over 

the top of cream or milk will keep it 
from becoming contaminated by other 
foods, and these are only a few of the 
way· in which paper may be used around 
a house, both to prevent work and to 

keep things in condition. 
The best of it is, when one once begins 

to employ papers in the saving of labor 
there are countless new ways in which 
they may be used which are cropping up 
all the time as one goes on her daily way, 
and in every family there are ways pe- 
culiar to that home in which they may 
be used to good advantage, and the 
housewife who once uses them will 

readily discover just what these ways 
may be in her own particular case. 

It is not generally known that newspa- 
pers are the best moth preventive one 

can use. There is something about the 
odor of printers1 ink that most bun 
detest, and moths in particular. The 
winter flannels and woolen blouses that 
are wrapped in several thicknesses of 
newspaper and tied with a string will 
emerge the .next fall without a trace of 
moths. The boxes, barrels and trunks 
in which winter clothing is packed 
should be lined with several thlokneases 
of newspaper before anything is put in- 
side; then, after the reoeptaoTe has been 
packed, a piece of cotton saturated with 
turpentine may be placed in each corner 
between the newspaper lining and the 
outside of the box as a farther prevent- 
ive,—Table Talk.
