AMONG THE FARMERS.

Aroostook a One-Crop County. 
We are all eo accustomed not only to 

refer to Aroostook County as the land ol 
fertility and plenty that it is really an 
effort to try to think of it in any other 
way than as a great fertile garden, 
where all manner of good things grow 
in great abundance and lavishness. 

Now, I am not going to discuss the 
much mooted question of whether or 
not the present three-year rotation of 
crops is sufficient to keep up the fertility 
of the soil, for the very good reason that 
I do not know, and I suspect that there 
are others who are in the same con- 
dition, but there are, to say the least, 
two sides to the question. Columbus 
Ilayford, who has cultivated a good 
farm in the very heart of the couuty, 
tells us that he has made a thorough 
study of the situation, and he is con 
fident that the soils on the farms that 
bave practiced the three-year rotation, 
viz : tiret potatoes, then oats or wheat, 
then clover and then potatoes again the 
fourth year, or clover two years and po- 
tatoes the fifth year, are all right, the 
clover crop restoring the elements of 
fertility taken out in great quantities by 
the potato crop. It is only fair to say 
that in the opinion of some of the best 
known authorities who have given the 
subject earful consideration this is only 
a partially correct theory. But, be that 
as it may, as long as Aroostook farms 
coutinue to sell at the preseut skyward 
prices it is difficult to get any one to 

give the matter serious consideration. 
It is tike talking to a hungry man about 
the probable scarcity of toothpics before 
this country again celebrates its next 
centennial. As one man said to me re- 

cently: "If I can get the old farm to do 
as well for me for just ten years longer 
I do not care if it won't grow sorrel 
even, for it won't have to." This re- 
mark exactly shows the feeling in a 

great majority of instances, and no 

amount of argument or philosophy will 
shake their faith; no, never, as long as 

they can figure a clear profit of eight 
cents on every bushel of potatoes that 
sells for 20 cents even. If this is correct 
—and it seems to be about the average 
that they all figure—what percentage of 

profit is it when they sell, as they have 
sold this year, all the way from 40 to 85 
cents'.' Will some one figure it up and 
tell us what a six hundred acre farm is 
worth that will grow five hundred bush- 
els to the acre? 

But I have got led off my subject. 
The peculiar thing about Aroostook 
agriculture is not what they raise, but 
what they neither raise nor buy, for buy 
it is if you have it. For, notwitestan l- 
ing the fact that the soil is such as to 

produce practically every kind of veget- 
able that can be successfully raised in 
New England, you see but few gardens, 
it..I fliu 111.14k of tlié* vegetable* Consum- 

ed are raised i>d poor soil, and a» a rule 
under adverse conditions, and shipped 
to the garden spot for consumption. 
The same is true of fruit, which is pro- 
duced very sparingly. 

But the greatest lack is Keen in dairy 
aud poultry products. The visitor to 
Aroostook County at most any season of 
the year must go prepared to put up 
with case eggs and store butter, even at 

the best hotels; while the dressed poul- 
try, if any such there be, will come 

either from Bangor, or more likely Bos- 
ton. Standing on the platform at the 
station of Easton, where potatoes by the 
hundreds of carloads had been shipped, 
a farmer addressed the workers on the 
Farming Special recently. The speaker, 
a well-to-do farmer said: "You gentle- 
men have told us a good many interesting 
things; perhaps I can tell you some. 

For instance," he said, "you see our po- 
tatoes, houses and our farms, and good, 
comfortable buildings, and good, thrifty 
looking farm teams; but would it sur- 

prise you if I should toll you that not 10 

per cent of us raise our own butter, 
eggs, poultry, Hour or even pork'.' As 
for horses, that could be and should bo 
raised right here, we hardly think of 
raising them, and they are growing 
scarcer every year, and now if we want a 

really good team we have to give up 
from $000 to $800 for it, and only this 

morning one of my neighbors started 
down river with $1,000 in hie pocket to 

get a good When the speaker 
was asked why there was so much oppo- 
sition to diversity of crops, be turned a 

disgusted look upon his inquirer and 
asked. "Do you know the price of per- 
tater»:'" 

That question was the key to the 
whole situation. Potatoes had just gone 
up to Ϋ- a barrel. Who, with potatoes 
at ■?_' a barrel, would stoop to milk a 

cow or bother with a fussy hen, not to 

say weed an onion bed, or feed a squeal- 
ing pig? "Guess not, not at least, until 
the price of potatoes drops very decided- 
ly several years in succession, and keeps 
dropped." 

"But," says some one, "supposing 
from all over Maine and New England 
the potato raising habit should become 
a fad, how long can Aroostook County 
keep up her present style of agriculture, 
not to say her royal manner of living'.'" 

Said a care'ul observer of events to 
the writer recently: "If people could 
conduct dairying, gardening and fruit 

growing, and could tend hens seated on 

a handsomely painted farm implement, 
to which was hitched a pair of 1,700- 
pound horses, they would go into these 
lines of business on at least a small 
scale, but to desert that team with its 
brand new harness and the improved 
farm implement for a milk stool, a trap 
nest or a pruning knif»—well, rather not, 
just yet." 

We are content to leave the result to 

some one who is wiser and can see fur- 
ther ahead than the writer.—Cor. in 

New York Tribune. 

Advancing Maine Agriculture. 
The usual promptness oo the part of 

the Maine department of agriculture 
is again evinced by the fourth annual 

report of Commissioner A. W. Gilman. 
This is a substantial publication of over 

400 pages, and is now being miiled. 
Among other things, Commissioner 
Gilman calls attention to the following 
points: We are gratified to be able to 

state that a good degree of success has 
attended the efforts of the farmers of 
Maine during the year 100ό, and the 
work of this department in their behalf. 
Maine is undoubtedly destined to be the 

great agricultural section of the east, 
lier soil and her climate are in her favor. 

Farmers are becoming awakened to the 

possibilities of our agriculture. There 
never has been λ time in the history of 
the state when the agricultural people 
were so thoroughly alive to the develop- 
ment of our agricultural resource· as at 

present. 
Many factors are at work along the 

line of the development of agriculture 
in Maine. The experiment station 
stands ever ready to explain any new 

proposition and also aims to assist the 
farmers in every way possible. The 

grange, too, has done a great deal to- 
wards the advancement of agriculture. 
The methods em ployed by farmers are 

changing somewhat to suit the demands 
of the times. More extensive and inten- 
sive cultivation is being practiced 
More land is under the plow than five 

years ago and the farmers are tilling 
more intensively. This annual volume 
of the department of Maine agriculture, 
also include extensive reports of the 

•tate dairymen's association and the 
state pomological society. Full ac- 

counts of their meetings, together with 

the principal addresses are inoluded.— 
New England Homestead.

The Hay Crop. 
Few farmer* in New England realize 

the capacity of their lands to produce 
this most important and profitable of all 
farm crops. One of the chief reasons 
for this prevalent, non-realizing state of 
mind is found in the fact (which is 
pounded into the heads of eaoh succeed- 
ing generation of farmers) that New 
England soil has long been shorn of its 
virgin fertility and is consequently worn- 

out, hence their energies are weakened 
and delusion controls their acts. 

The dawn of science has begun to 
illuminate the farmers' horizon and 
those of us who begin to barken to its 
unmistakable teachings hate clearly 
demonstrated that the old-time theory 
of exhausted soils is but a delusion. 

To raise profitable crops of hay, a 

heavy yield per acre must be produced 
of tho very best quality and kind de- 
manded for the market or feeding pur- 
pose# Having tirst settled the purpose 
for which you are raising hay, then 
direct your energies to growing the 
most of the very best varieties desired. 
What are these varieties and how shall 
we obtain them? are questions that are 
asked all along the line. Here allow me 

to emphasize what I tried to impress up- 
on the minds of the farmers of Maine 
when on my pleasant sojourn with A. 
W. Oilman, your efficient Commissioner 
of Agriculture, that the clovers for dairy 
feed are by far the most satisfactory and 
profitable crop to raise. But to success- 

fully grow clover it is necessary to ob- 
serve and practice some well defined 
rules, some scientific methods relating 
to fitting soils and correcting certain 
hindrances to clover growth. First, it 
is of great importance to thoroughly 
prepare the soil. A mellow, deep, fine 
seed bed is indispensable. Intense 
cultivation is the watchword. It un- 
locks the latent fertility of the soil, it 
conserves moisture and enables the plant 
to feed where plant food was never be- 
fore liberated. 

Another hindrance to clover growing 
prevails to «juito an extent on New Eng- 
laud soil. By long continued use in 
pasture or meadow, land becomes more 

or less acid. The presence of acidity in 
soil may be discovered in several ways. 
The land will become moss grown or 

perhaps covered with a growth of sorrel; 
or if either of these are not apparent the 
use of iitiuus paper placed in the soil 
will detect the presence of acidity. 
Surely clover will not thrive upon such 
soils. Hardwood ashes or rock lime will 
correct this evil. In Vermont ashes is 
the most economical remedy. 

Intelligent fertilization is an impor- 
tant factor in producing any crop, and 

grass is no exception to the rule. Years 
of experience, observation, study and 

practice have confirmed me in the belief 
that a great waste of stable manure, 
which is in its truest sense the farmer's 
bank, has been going on among New 
England farmers by the application of 
too large quantities of it to the acre, 
half mixed with the soil. Ten good 
loads of manure to the acre, or its equiv- 
alent in th« best commercial fertilizers, 
thoroughly mixed with the soil, are all 
and in many cases more than it is profi- 
able to use. Keally it is all tue crop re- 

quires or can economically utilize. 
More frequent application in smaller 
quantities will result in better profits. 

One other point I cannot pass without 
mention, namely, the inclination of 
farmers to apply too little seed to the 
acre, aud the persistent purchase of a 

cheap quality of seed. The best is none 

too good and is by far the cheapest in 
the end. Recent analyses by our experi- 
ment stations have shown an immense 

quantity of obnoxious weed seed in the 
cheap seed supply. Seedsmen will fur- 
nish it as long as farmers create a de- 
mand for it. Demand good seed and 
pay for it and there will be a marked 
difference in the stand and vigor of the 

plant growth. Remember that "like 

produces like," and use nothing but the 
best. 

Never allow your clover to go to seed 
before cutting. Its destruction will fol- 
low if you do, and besides, you will lose 
much of its feeding value. Clover is it- 
self a soil reclaimer. It feeds upon the 
free air of Heaven and carries its en- 

richment to the earth from which it 

springs. See to it, brother farmers of 
the l'ine Tree State, that your fields 
blossom with the red clovers of the land, 
and farming will prove more profitable 
and life will be laden with more bless- 

ings aud greater joys will attend the 
humble farmer's home.—Maine Bulletin 
of Agriculture.

Condition of grass, compared with 
I.ist season, 03 per cent. Acreage of 

grain, as compared with average, 97 per 
cent. Trees have wintered well; but 

very little injury from mice is reported. 
Varieties of apple trees which are being 
most generally planted, Baldwin and 
Ben Davis. Blossoms of fruit, as com- 

pared with average, 02 per cent. Jap- 
anese millet is not grown to any extent. 
One trial is reported, with good results. 
The raising of colts is increasing in most 
sections of the county. The number of 
sheep will uot be increased. 

CUMBERLAND COUNTY. 

Condition of grass, 90 per cent. Acre- 
age of grain, SO per cent. Trees have 
wintered well. Some injury to nursery 
trees from mice is reported. Baldwin, 
Mcintosh, Wealthy and Ben Davis are 

the varieties of apple trees most general- 
ly planted. Blossom of fruit trees, 90 

per cent. Japanese millet has been rais- 
ed in some localities, with very satis- 

factory results. The raising of colts is 
increasing slightly in most sections. No 
increase in the number of sheep is re- 

ported. 
FRANKLIN COUNTY. 

Condition of grass, as compared with 
last season, 90 per cent. Acreage of 
grain, as compared with average, 98 per 
cent. Trees have wintered well. No 
material injury from mice is reported. 
Varieties of apple trees most generally 
planted, Baldwin and Ben Davis. Blos- 
som of fruits, 73 per cent. One corres- 

pondent reports fine results from the 
raisin? of Jananese millet, large yields 
having been obtained. The raising of 
colt» is increasing to quite an extent in 
some parte. There will be bat little in- 
crease in the number of sheep. 

OX FOB l) COUNTY. 

Condition of grass, 82 per cent. Acre- 

age of grain, 101 per cent. Trees have 
wintered well in most sections. Quite 
extensive damage to small trees by mice 
is reported from a few localities. Varie- 
ties of apple trees most generally plant- 
ed, Baldwin and Ben Davis. Blossom of 
fruits, 100 per cent. The raising of 
colts is increasing in many localities. 
The number of sheep will not be ma- 

terially increased. 

Orchard Cultivation. 
The department of agrioulture has 

been gathering some information on re- 

sults of different treatments of orchards, 
i. e., cultivating vs. cropping.· The de- 
ductions to be drawn seem to be that 

trees in clean cultivated ground suffer 
less from drought and hot winds than do 
those in pasture or grass lands; that the 
fruit from cultivated orchards is larger 
than that from trees in grass and that 
tree roots extend more rapidly than may 
be generally supposed. Instances are 

cited of trees five years old with roots 

extending in various directions 10 feet 
from the trunk. The roots of trees 

which have stood in sod since planting 
were found just beneath the surface of 
the soil, while the roots of those in cul- 
tivated soil were nowhere less than 
eight inches from the surface. This 
makes it clear that if orchards are to be 
cultivated from at all they should be 
cultivated from the first; otherwise even 

shallow plowing will seriously injure the 
roots.

Probably several events occurred pre- 

ious to July 4th. 177»), when our country 
lotif.ed John Bull that henceforth she 
troposed to paddle her own canoe; and 
bat she has done so ever since with fairly 
;ood success is a matter of history which 
re think needs no argument to prove. 
Ind now, since 130 years have rolled in 
tnd out since that noted day took placo, 
oppose we notice a few that have tran- 
spired within our own memory, going 
to further back than 1848. 

On the 4th of July, of that year, we 
attended a temperance celebration at 
rurner village, the oration being de- 
ivered by the late Rev. Nathaniel Butler, 
J. D. The children were out in full 
;orce, and on their banner were inscribed 
;he words: "The Youth, the Hope of the 
SVorld." There was a free dinner, every- 
thing was first class and the celebration 
ias ever been remembered as one of the 
aest we ever attended. 

On the 4th of July, 1851, it rained near- 

y all day quite eimilar to the present 
time; and whether there was to be a 

:elebration anywhere in the vicinity, is 
now uncertain. We were then at work 
[or Capt. James Staples, of Canton, and 
taring the day a Mr. Abbott came thero, 
who had circumnavigated the globe, 
been in the Mexican war, and the stories 
lie related were about equal to those told 
by Sinbad the Sailor. 

In 1S52 we worked for John B. Nash 
of Winthrop, and in the afternoon of the 
1th of July, in company with hundreds 
of others, wout to Watorville to see the 
fireworks the following evening. It was 

a good show and well worth the time 
and expense. 

During the summer of 1850 we were 
on the Newfoundland Banks, catchiug 
cod and halibut. When called to dinner 
the cook remarked that since it was the 
4th of July, and the facilities rather poor 
for celebrating, he concluded to have 
some new potatoes for a sort of luxury. 
The potatoes were stowed away near the 
forecastle and the heat of the fire used in 
cooKiDg. causcu toe new potatoes 10 grow 
to the size of acorns. Of course they 
were not eatable and wore cooked merely 
for a joke, for which purpose they an- 
swered very well. 

In 181)0 Sylvester Cole lived on Howe 
Hill, and on tho 4th of July, of that year, 
his oldest daughter, Birdie, was married 
to Samuel W. Cummings. The knot was 
tied by Rev. Mr. Smith, and we were in- 
vited there to see that everything was 

done decently and in order. It was, and 
passed off as a red letter day. The mar- 

riage was blessed with a son and daugh- 
ter, and when the latter was hardly more 

than au infant, the mother was left a 
widow. Later she married Charles 
Swan of Milan, Ν. H., where they have 
resided when not running the boarding 
camp for Frank Willis. The marriage 
lias resulted in the same number of chil- 
dren as the first, and of the same kind. 

There are two other 4th of July eveuts 
which may be briefly noticed next week.

Some eix years ago Mr. Lewis buried his 
wife, since which all the relative he has 
had, nearer than one nephew and two 
nieces, is his grandson.

"William was a very mischievous boy 
η school", she says, "as the brightest 
joys are apt to be. But he was always 
to cute that 1 couldn't catch him at his 
lidoee. He would enap paper balls at 
ihe girls and when I looked up he would 
ilways be demurely studying his lesson. 
But under all his mischief were the same 

cindliness and honest courtesy that have 
narked his character all through life. I 
lever knew him to fail to take off his 
hat and say 'Good morning', when we 

Iret met for the day. He was the only 
!>oy in school who observed this custom 
in punctilious manner. A few years ago 
[ met him up at a lawn party at Frank 

Brings' and he asked me, 'Why do you 
;all me Senator or Mister nowadays? 
Why don't you call me William or Bill 
ω you used to do?' I have never had the 
beart to call him Senator since". 

The biographer of Mr. Frye will not 
find a wealth of material among bis 

private papers. Many men in public life 
treasure letters and memorials from dis- 

tinguished persons, no doubt feeling 
that these will shed lustre on them, the 

possessors. Mr. Frye has received 
thousands of letters, the ownership of 
which would have flattered most men. 

He has not saved them. 
But he guards a few priceless me- 

morials. Chief among them is the 

magnificently wrought silver and gold 
loving cup presented to him by the 
United Statee Senate and inscribed as 

follows: "Presented to Hon. William P. 

Frye at the close of the Fifty-sixth Con- 

gress by all the Senators, in token of 
their high appreciation of the ability 
and impartiality with which he lias dis- 
charged the duties of president pro 
tempore of the Senate, and of tbelr en- 

teem and personal regard for him." 
Senator Hoar in making the presenta- 

tion speech in the presence of all the 
Senators said that the suggestion of the 
presentation had come from the Demo- 
cratic side of the chamber, from a politi- 
can opponent of Senator Frye. Ile added 
that Mr. Frye's administration of the 
rules of the Senate had been rather an 

administration of the laws of courtesy 
than of statutory enactments. 

It would be a work of supererogation 
to ko into the details of the high and 
codial esteem in which our Maine "grand 
old man" is held by his fellows in Wash- 

ington. The people at home in Maine 
have had repeated evidence of the high 
honor in which he is held. For more 

than a third of a century he has been in 
the fiercest limelight, in the fore-front of 
the battle for the right things, brilliant 
orator and far-seeing statesman, and 
stands to-day, even in these troublous 
times when reputations are assailed, as 

a true gentleman and honest patriot, 
without spot or smirch. Henry McFar- 
land has voiced the sentiment of Wash- 
ington in the following writing : 

"Senator Frye has certainly been an 

honest, faithful, industrious and success- 

ful legislator and well deserves the 
steadfast confidence of the people of his 
state, lie is not like many men of hie 
temperament, who, having the oratorical 

gift, content themselves with exercising 
it occasionally and spend the rest of the 
time in idleness or worse, but he is as 

hard-working and ρ s business-like as any 
silent and methodical man of affairs. 
He has served on some of the most im- 

portant committees in both housee and 
always most acceptably and with great 
influence on legislation, although no 

particular piece of it is called by his 
name. But that signifies nothing, for, 
like many other forms of fame it is apt 
to be largely an accident if a man be- 
comes known as the author of one par- 
ticular measure, and it indicate· nothing 
as to the man's real character or value as 

a legislator. Certainly Senator Frye has 
looked out for all interests of hie state 
and of bis section wi»'u the greatest 
fidelity, which is more than some of the 
men whose names have been linked with 
particular bills have done. He is per- 
sonally popular on both sides of the 
Senate because of the respect for his 
ability and his attainments and the re- 

gard for his character and because, too, 
of his agreeable manners and the kindli- 
ness of a warm heart." 

It is well known that Senator Frye, 
though in comfortable circumstances 
financially, is yet a poor man judged by 
the ordinary standards now extant. He 
gave up a law practice that was netting 
him $10,000 to 912,000 a year when he 
entered public life, and of course the 
same assiduity and abilities that have 
made him pre-eminent at Washington 
would have made him a very rich man 

years ago. 
Some one a little while ago asked him 

if he did not regret this financial sacri- 
fice. 

He said, and Maine will heartily amen 
the sanity of his utterance: 

"I would not exchange my life for any 
monetary consideration. If I could go 
back and know that a fortune awaita me 
at the law I should do just as I have 
done. I could have made money, where- 
as I am poor, but I have lived my life in 

pleasant surroundings and have found 
infinite satisfaction in the honors and 
confidence which my state has given 
me."

I The 8 o'clock parade was finally 

organized, what was left of it, about 1 
o'clock, in Printing House Square. Th< 

* Norway Band ana the Berlin Band lec 
the respective sections of the parade 
though there was hardly enough of it tc 

( divide in two sections. Co. D, N. 6. S 
M., and the two bands, with fine disre 
gard for the three inches of mud and 
water in the street, marched to the fail 

I grounds, and the horribles fell in behind. 
A take-off on the Norway Band, made 

up of "kids," took the first prize in th< 
, horribles. Besides this there was a good 

hit on the long-deferred "Waterford 
electrics," and two or three minor af- 
fairs. An independent company ol 
colored riders from Paris Hill whooped 
into town a little late and went back 
again. Some thirty decorated teams 
were got ready by the merchants and 
others, but none of them started in the 
mud, and it did not take the procession 
long to pass a given point, unless the 
point was moving in the same direction. 

At the fair grounds the base ball 
tournament simmered down to two 
games—if they were entitled to the term 
—which are reported elesewhere. The 
sky cleared in the middle of the day, but 
a little before 2 o'clock a tempest of a 
shower beat through the grand stand, 
moistening somewhat the large crowd 
assembled there, and making the track a 
sea of mud, so that no races could be 
run. Co. D gave quite a pretty exhibi- 
tion drill soon afterward, with soldierly 
disregard for wet grass and things, and 
the ball ground dried out so as to allow 
the game to be started about 3 o'clock— 
and contrary to the expectations of the 
spectators, it was finished before dark. 

A potato race was run off duting the 
day, the first prize of $2 going to 
Thomas Leonard, and the second of $ 1 to 
Frank LaFrance. 

In the evening there was a band con- 
cert at Withereil Park, and a good dis- 
play of fireworks near the residence of 
C. W. Home on Elm Street. There was 
also roller skating at Central Park, 
which was opened for the season that 
evening. 
Independence Day at South ParLs. 

The Glorious Fourth was unmarked 
by anything sensational or even unduly 
excitiug here. There was an average 
amouut of noise, or perhaps a little 
more, in the hours following midnight. 
The authorities at the Methodist church 
had decided not to allow that bell to be 
rung on account of the risk to the clock, 
and posted watchmen there to see the 
decision was carried out. Therefore the

pair of pole climbers, anil attempted to 
scale three several corners of the build- 
ing, punching holes in the finish and 
splitting some of the clapboards. Uow 
they thought they were going to get 
over the wide jet at the eaves of the 

building is something that no one has 
found out, but at any rate they got only 
a few feet above the ground. The other 
bells were rung, and a fair amount of 
powder burned. 

During the day there was the Grand 
Army picnic, which the weather drove 
into the hall. Dinner was eerved there, 
and in the afternoon an address on the 
Declaration of Independence was given 
by Kev. J. II. Little. 

There being nothing in the nature of a 

genera! programme here, a good num· ι 
ber of the people took in the Norway , 
celebration, both in the forenoon and 
afternoon, but the weather and other : 
considerations took the heart out of so 

many of the features of that that what 
was left was rather tame.

The Corn Bin Broke Down. 

CKASHKD THROUGH TWO FI.OOKS AT 

shvbtlkff's chain mill. 

There was a crash and a smash at the 

grain mill of A. E. Shurtleff Friday fore- 

noon, fortunately without injury to any 
one, though Κ. N. Hall, who was just 
ctwuing through the outside door of the 
mill, was within six feet of the wreckage 
which would have buried him if it had J 
struck him. 

The corn bin on the second floor of 
the building is a square bin, half the 
width of the building.

Democratic County Convention. 

CANDIDATES NOMINATED, INCLUDING 

ON· BEPUBLICAN, AND AN ADDBE88 

• BY CANDIDATE M'GILUCUDDY. 

It wu the largest Democratic county 
convention in tome jean that met at 
Soath Pari· last Tuesday. There was a 

fnll representation of the 74 delegates 
entitled to seats nnder the call, although 

> it was apparent that the list was made 
: full by filling vacancies from numerous 

towns. And it was a fairly representa- 
tive body of men, its Democracy ap- 
parently not being in anv way disturbed 
by the fact that a number of delegates 
honked into town at a merry clip in their 
own automobiles. 

Like most bodies of size, it was a little 
slow about getting started, and it was 

10:40 when the assembly was called to 

order in the court room by Chairman B. 
O. Mclntire of the county committee. 
He read the call, and stated that the 
county committee bad invited Hon. ▲. 
S. Kimball of Norway to act as tempo- 
rary chairman of the convention. 

In taking the chair Mr. Kimball spoke 
briefly, expressing his appreciation of 
the honor and his pride in the gathering 
and in the old county of Oxford, and say- 
ing that the Democratic party has al- 

ways been and is to-day the party which 
is nearest to the people and dearest to 
their hearts. 

Ralph I. Trask of Norway and Good- 
win R. Wiley of Bethel were chosen 
secretaries by nomination from the floor. 

The county committee was made com- 

mittee on credentials, and retired to pre- 
pare its report. As this occupied a lit- 
tle time, the chairman invited Col. A. W. 

Bradbury of Buckfield to address the 
convention during the wait. Col. Brad- 
bury responded, saying that the plain 
people had in the past had little to do 
with the management of state affairs, 
that having been attended to principally 
by a little coterie of Republicans at the 
state house. Now the people are getting 
roused, and he urged that they take 
interest enough not only to talk about it, 
but to get out to vote in September, em- 

phasizing the need of organization to 

accomplish that end. 
The committee on credentials reported 

that 74 delegate* were entitled to seats, 
and that 74 were present, and read a list 
of the delegates, without specifying the 
towns which they represented. The 
announcement was received with ap- 
plause. 

The temporary organization was then 
made permanent.

We believe the citizens of Oxford County are 

fully competent to govern themselves; anil we 

rc^eut all attempt* to control or coerce our 

home administration by outside commission or 

otherwise. 
We pledge our beet efforts to elect the candi- 

date* named by this convention, having full 
conddence In their ability and honesty. 

Profoundly Impressed by tho Important prin- 
ciple* of the Initiative and referendum, we 

miopias our war cry for this campaign the In 

Bplrlng words of our candidate for Governor:. 
"Back to the People!" 

Nominations for the several offices 

being then in order, W. L. Farrar of ; 
Paris moved that a committee be ap·, 
pointed to present a list of candidates 
for the consideration of tbe convention. 
This motion was opposed by M. L. Kim- 
ball of Norway and T. S. Bridgham of 

Buckiield, and was lost on a show of I 
hands. 

B. 6. Mclntire of Waterford then 
nominated for Senator Dr. Frank W. J 
Morse of Canton, and it was voted that 
one of the secretaries cast the vote of 
the convention for him. 

For Clerk of Courte M. L. Kimball 
nominated A. M. Edwards of Bethel, and 
he was made the candidate by acclama-1 
tion. 

For County Treasurer W. L. Farrar 
nominated William O. Frothingbam of 
Paris, and the nomination was made by 
acclamation. 

Chairman Kimball at this point called 
Mr. Wiley to the chair for a few mo- 

ments, and taking the floor placed in 
nomination for County Attorney Mat- 

thew} McCarthy of Rumford. Mr. Mc- 
Carthy was also nominated by acclama- 
tion. 

The nomination next in oroer oemg 
that for Register of Deeds, M. L. Kim- 
ball took the Hoor and asked the conven- 

tion to make an exception to its usual 

practice, in giving the nomination to one 

who was not a member of the party, but 
an exceedingly efficient and courteous 
officer. He asked it, "not because we 

expect him ever to become a Democrat, 
but to show the Republican voters that 
we appreciate the policy of continuing 
an exceptionally good man in office, and 
that we are not afraid to do what we are 

going to ask them to do.1' Ile then 
nominated J. Hastings Bean of Paris, 
the present incumbent, a Republican. 
The nomination was seconded bv W. L. 

Farrar, and was made unanimously. 
For Register of Deeds in the Western 

District, A. A. Hartford of Hiram nomi- 
nated Norman Charles of Fryeburg, and 
the nomination was made by acclama- 
tion. 

For County Commissioner Fred L. 
Edwards of Bethel nominated Young 
America Thurston of Andover, and the 
nomination was made by acclamation. 

The nomination for sheriff being the 
last on the list, T. S. Bridgham of Buck- 
field expressed his pleasure at nominat- 

ing Bertrand G. Mclntire of Waterford, 
the present sheriff. The nomination 
was instantly seconded by at least two 
other delegates simultaneously, and was 

carried with enthusiasm. 
Mr. Mclntire thanked the convention, 

and stated that whether he was suc- 

cessful or not in this campaign, he should 
not be a candidate again two years hence. 

Mr. McCarthy, who had been nomi- 
nated for county attorney, was called 
upon, and spoke briefly, predicting 
Democratic success in the fall elections 
in state, congressional district and 
county. 

The ohairman then introduced Hon. 
D. J. MoGilHcuddy of Lewiston, the 
Democratic candidate for congress in 
this district, who bad arrived on the 
forenoon train and had been present dur- 

ing the convention. Mr. McGillicuddy 
spoke about forty minutes in clear and 
vigorous style. He said the Democrats 
of the country ought to take off their 
hata to the Democrats of Oxford Connty, 
who had done the work of the party for 
so many years entirely without hope of 
reward. He saw an awakening of the 

people this year, and was satisfied that 

many Republicans will vote the Demo- 
cratic ticket, because It is the only way 
to redeem the state from the domination 
of a political machine. 

Turning from general principles to 

particular matters, he took up the 
Sturgls law, which he pronounced a dis- 

honest law from the start, and as dis- 
honestly enforced a« any law that was 

ever on the statute book, quoting at 
some length from the Lewiston Journal's 
summary of liquor conditions in Maine 
in support of his contention. In regard 

to resubmission, he declared that "th< 
people" wanted a chance to Tote on tbi 
prohibitory amendment, and scored tb< 
Republican party for denying them the! 
right 

Taking up the matter of taxation, hi 
declared that taxes bad been very in 
equitable under Republican administra 
tlon, and for special illustration citec 
the law passed in 1891 by which tlu 
Bangor and Aroostook Railroad, which 
had not then been built, was to have 
ninety-five per cent of its taxes returned 
to it by the state, in return for the fre« 
transportation of troops in time of war, 
and gave figures to show what the cost 
had been to the state. He closed with 
an exhortation to the Democrats to get 
out their vote. 

The convention closed a few minutei 
after 1 o'clock. 

While appreciating fully the compli- 
ment paid him by the nomination, Mr. 
Bean, the Register of Deeds, does not 
think advisable for him as a Republican 
to accept the nomination of the Demo- 
cratic convention, and it is understood 
that he will not sign the nomination 
papers.

How to Treat Servants. 
The reason the majority of women 

lave a difficulty in keeping servante is 
>ecauee they have acquired the habit of 
ooking upon maids as a separate and 
listinct species of human beings, who 
>ould not be expected to respond to con· 

liderations which govern the life of their 
nietresses, and who are almost, if not 
luite, incapable of feeling. "Only begin 
ο show you are interested in your serv- 
mts and you simply can't keep them in 
heir place," you hear women say. That 
nay be, but, after all, is it not a thous- 
and times better to win the lovo and 
-espect of your dependents rather than 
teep them at arm's length by assuming 
ι spurious sort of superiority? Try for a 

noment to put yourself in their place, 
tnd look at life from their point of view. 
This ie absolutely essential if you wish 
& understand the life of a servant, and 
iow different it may be under a mistress 
who really tries to treat her maids as 

fellow creatures. Here is a series of 
■ules to practice which will do much to 
keep servants contented aud happy: 

Always pay your servants as much 
money as you can atford as a compensa- 
:ion for the services they render you, 
tnd always pay them regularly. So far 
is you can without offending, take an 

nterest in the way they use their wages, 
tnd help them to be economical. 

Always state your orders pleasantly, 
briefly and clearly. Maids, as a rule, 
ire not mind-readers, neither are they 
responsible for a mistress's poor memory. 

Have the kitchen and the servant's 
room or rooms cleau and cozy. Pictures 
tre not necessary, but comfortable beds, 
chairs, and sunshine are. 

Do not assume a superior tone in 

jpeaking to servants. It makes them 
either servile or resentful, while the 
qualities you should seek to cultivate in 
them are self-respect, honesty aud af- 
fection. 

Never permit children to be dis- 
respectful to a maid; this rule is as 

necessary for tho proper bringing up of 
the children as for the comfort of the 
maid. 

Remember that she needs rest and 
fresh air and sunshine; that social re- 

lationships are as essential to her as to 

you; that her life is brighter and her 
work better for her afternoons and even- 

ings off; that sorrow depresses her and 
pain hurts her even as tbey do you and 
yours.—Ex. 

To Preserve the Complexion. 
Eat plenty of spinach. It acte as a 

tonic and a beautitior. 
Good soap, soft water, plenty of fruit, 

early hours, and a daily walk in all 
weathers. 

Bathe the face every night with equal 
quantities of warm milk and water. It 
keeps the skin fair and smooth. 

Tu preeervo a good complexion, never 
wash the face with hard water. If 
natural soft water cannot be obtained, 
throw a little oatmeal in the water used. 

Anyone can have a clear complexion. 
There is a simple remedy at hand, and it 
is water which should be drunk freely, 
but not at meals. The water taken must 
not be too cold. 

Madame Patti's Recipe. Take one 

cupful of hot mutton fat, into it stir as 

much glycerine, adding a few drops of 
perfume. Stir until this begins to hard- 
en, and then place iu jars. Massage 
with this cream every night, and rub oil 
in the morning. 

Avoid tbe use of highly scented and 
highly colored soaps. Wash the face in 
hot water, using a free lather of mild 
soap. Rinse in clear cold water and rub 
with a moderately rough towel. When 
east winds are blowing, dab a little 

glycerine mixed with an equal quantity 
of rose water on the face after drying it. 
Eat plenty of fruit and green vegetables. 

To proveut sunburn after a long walk 
or ride in the hot sun, rub your face with 
a little almond oil instead of washing it. 
Almond oil is excellent for the skin, 
and used in this way will prevent that 
burned, uucomfortable feeling that so 

often follows exposure to the sun. 

Leave on the oil for ten minutes, and 
then wipe off with a soft rag. The oil 
will remove any dirt there may be as 

well as washing would do. 
Careful ablution and the use of a good 

soap, strict attention to diet, plenty of 
outdoor exercise, an occasional mild 
aperient, and a little cold cream rubbed 
well into the face on a windy day, also 
on retiring. Those little attentions will 
secure for anyone a complexion to be 
envied. 

Abstain from tea and coffee. Eat 
plenty of fruit. Go to bed early, Bleep 
with the window open, and rise early. 
Don't use cosmetics. Nothing should be 
put on the face but soap and water and 
a little cold cieam. Don't worry. Be- 
ware of constipation. Don't stay indoors 
to<> much, but take plenty of exercise. 

Procure half a pound of mutton fat, 
render down gently in a stone jar. Strain 
through a hair sieve, then add the same 

quantity of glycerine as of fat. Mix well 
and it will form a white cream. Wash 
the face in hot water every night, and 
rub in the cream. This will prevent 
wrinkles, and make tbe skin beautifully 
soft. 

Health is the best cosmetic. To be in 
health one must to some extent learn its 
laws and conform to theiu. By living 
on plain, wholesome food, taking due 
exercise (both indoors and out), and by 
keeping the entire skin of the body 
in active condition by means of thorough 
cleanliness, we will, uever doubt it, im- 
prove our complexions. For the most 
part a complexion maybe impaired or 

improved according to the foods one eats. 
Indigestible dishes render it thick and 
dull. Avoid pastry, too much tea and 
candy, and laziness. These are all foes 
to the possession of a fair face. A dis- 
ordered condition of the stomach, 
biliousness, constipation, and a fretting, 
anxious temper, all tend to render the 
complexion muddy-looking and thick. 
Simple health rules, conscientiously fol- 
lowed, will beat any cosmetic on the 
market.—McCall's. 

Hints. 
A daiup pantry and warm cupboard 

are both bad places in which to keep 
bread. 

To beep brown shoes clean and new 

looking, rub well first witb a piece of cut 
lemon and then with a little salad oil, 
milk, vaseline or boot polish. 

To clean raisins and currants, roll in 
flour and then pick off all the large 
stalks. If currants are washed, they 
must be dried before being added to 

cakee. 
A strip of carpet glued to a piece of 

wood wjll remove mud from boots quick- 
ly and without the slightest injury to 
leather, and is far better than the usual 
brush. 

When pouring hot fat into a glass dish, 
place the latter on a wet cloth. This 
prevents any chance of the glass crack- 
ing, which would otherwise bo very 
likely to happen. 

When bottling pickles or catsup it is a 

good plan to boil the corks, and while 
hot press them tightly into the bottles 
so that when they are cold they are 

tightly sealed. 
When lighting a gas stove it will often 

give a slight explosion and light wrong, 
thus giving no heat. Turn the gas off 
very quickly and on again. It will then 
light properly without any farther 
trouble. 

It is not generally known that eggs 
covered with boiling water and allowed 
to stand for five minutes are more nour- 

ishing and easier digested than eggs 
placed in boiling water and allowed to 
boil furiously for three and half minutes. 

To prevent thread from knotting al- 
ways thread your needle at the end of 
the cotton at you undo it from the spool, 
and make the knot at the end that is out 
off. If this is done your thread will 
never knot. 

Although this is a great white season, 
many colored wash dresses are seen, 
particularly for morning wear. Cbam- 
bray, linen, gingham and fancy lawns 
ire being largely used.

The figures 3 and 
7 occasionally fall into odd combina- 
tions, but neither of them has ever yet 
served for α longer period than 100 
consecutive years in our calendar since 
the present mode of calculating time 
was established. It is also clear that 
from thoir relative positions among the 
numerals it is an Impossibility for 
either of them to appear in date reck- 
onings continuously for a longer period 
than a century.
