A Chapter on Sheep. 
The follow.ng practical experience 

from a successful sheep grower, E. Nord- 
man, wait recently given in the Wiscon- 
sin Agriculturist. It is so applicable to 
Maine conditions, we reproduce the prin- 
cipal parts of it entire: 

While sheep require very little work 
and attention as compared with other 
lines of live stock, that little they must 
have with regularity and precision, 
otherwise the business is sure to be a 
failure. 

Sheep respond to good feed and careful 
treatment more readily than any other 
animal on the farm, but on the other 
hand, they are the first to get out of con- 
dition and become unprofitable, if neg- 
lected. This matter of care antl feed is 
really of the greatest importance, for it 
is money thrown away to invest in tine 
breeding stock, unless one lias the facili- 
ties aud the disposition to keep that 
stock in a thriving coudition. 

My advice to beginners would be, to 
look lirst to their facilities for caring for 
sheep. These being in a satisfactory 
condition, they should theu get the very 
best foundation tlock that can be afford- 
ed, aud in addition, the kind of ram 
should be kept that conforms most 
nearly to the type of sheep which in the 
locality are likely to be the most profit- 
able. As regards the housing of sheep, 
their quarters need uot be an expensive 
affair. They should, however, be con- 
structed in such a way that the sheep 
may be kept dry under foot and well 
sheltered from storm overhead. If it is 
the plan to raise lambs for the early 
spring market, then the stable must be 
so built that the temperature can be kept 
under control. A necessary arrange- 
ment in a sheep stable is an opportunity 
for placing a row of pens about four feet 
square around the outer edge of the 
stable next to the wall. These are for 
the purpose of confining each of the 
ewes with their newborn lambs for a 
short time, or until the mother takes 
readily to the lambs, and the lambs are 

strong enough to get along without as- 
sistance.

the fall season, it should be the sheep 
raiser's aiiu tu net his Hock into winter 
quarters in good condition. To this end 
the lambs should be weaned at least one 
month before ^rass stops growing. Dur- 
ing this period the dock should be pro- 
vided with good pasture and when the 
frost begius to affect the quality of the 
grass, the other feed should be provided 
to give the ewes the proper nourishment, 
and to keep their system in good condi- 
tion. For winter feed, there is nothing 
better for a tiock of breeding ewes than 
early cut and well cured clover hay, sup- 
plemented with good corn silage. If the 
lambing season occurs before the sheep 
get out to pasture, the ewes should be 
fed bran about three weeks before the 
lambs begin to arrive. Thi.« is to induce 
a good milk How, and generally to get 
the ewes in the proper condition for 
maternity. 

Sheep should have access to water, 
and some salt every day in the year. If 
salt is fed at irregular intervals, the 
sheep will frequently eat too much and 
get out of condition as a result. Breed- 
ing ewes should be fed and managed in 
such a way that they will take plenty of 
exercise during the period of gestation. 

It' the Hock be large and of uneven size 
and strength, it is necessary that it be 
divided, the strong and the weak ones 

each beiug kept in separate quarters, 
and each bunch handled according to its 
needs. This way of caring for the ewes 
insures a crop of strong, healthy lambs 
that are easy to raise. It is, neverthe- 
less, necessary to keep close watch over 

the Hock at lambing time, for there are 

always some lambs that require assist- 
ance, no matter how well the old ewes 

have been cared for. It is always well 
when the lambs are dropped in cold 
weather, to confine the old and young 
together for a few days, and for this 
1 kuow of nothing handier than the pens 
already referred to. Usually if the lambs 
are assisted in getting their Hrst meal, 
they are ready after that to help them- 
selves, aud in a few days Ht to run in the 
stable or yard by the side of their 
mother with the other sheep. Some- 
times it happens that the old ewe refuses 
to own her little one, and in that case, 
as also where we wish to get the ewe to 
adopt a lamb, the ewe aud the lamb are 

confined in a pen together. The lamb is 
helped to get nourishment four or Hve 
times daily, aud it has never taken rne 

longer than four days to completely rec- 

oncile the old ewe to the lamb. In every 
well ordered Hock, a place should be pro- 
vided where lambs can help themselves 
to oats or grain of some kind from which 
the old ones are excluded. 

There is no animal on the farm that 
will pay a better price fcr oats than a 

suckling lamb. I believe that after 
lambs are strong enough to get along 
without help tlie sooner they are docked 
and castrated the better. If these opera- 
tions are performed afti-r the blowllies 
are out, the wound should be thoroughly 
saturated with powdereu Diuestone. 

Sheep ticks and other vermin should not 
be permitted to iufest the dock, as they 
are liable to take most of the proiitH 
wheu they get numerous. They can 

easily be kept under control by dipping 
the lambs in seine of the patent sheep 
dips a few days after the old ones are 

shorn, lu my tiock 1 tiud that this is 
all that is uecessary to keep the ticks 
down, but if dipping the lambs alone 
does iiot suffice, it does uot cost much to 

extend the operation to the whole Hock. 
Iu my experience I have fouud that a 

shearing machine is greatly to be pre- 
ferred to the old method of hand shear- 
ing. The operator may find some diffi- 

culty in gettiug started, but if he will 
have a little patience and carefully fol- 
low directious that como with each 
machine, he will soon be able to do bet- 
ter and quicker, work than he can do 
with his hand shears. 

Water for Cows. 
It is urged very properly by Hoard's 

Dairymau that inasmuch as it has been 

proved by actual experiment that the 

average cow will drink 1,600 pounds of 
water a month, great care should be ex- 

ercised to provide her with water. This 
is true enough, but there are two other 

points that need to be included. 
1. The water should be pure. Impure 

water is just as hurtful to the health 
and vigor of a cow as it is to a human 
being. It induces disease just the same. 

It reduces the amount of milk the cow 

would naturally give. Where it is im- 

possible to have springe or pure running 
water, a good substitute is a well, wind- 
mill and tank, with a float which throws 
the mill out of gear when the water in 
the tank rises to a certain height. 

2. The water should be easy of access 

for the cow, both in the pasture and the 
barnyard. With a large herd of cows, 

say .'50 to 50, it is a good plan to have 
two or three watering tanks in the yard, 
where the cows are watered out of doors, 
it is worth while also to have a man re- 

main in the yaid while they are drinking, 
to drive the master cows away from the 
tank· m soon as they have drunk their 
fill. In turning oows out to drink, it is 
a good plan to first turn out the under- 

lings and most timid ones, giving them 

plenty of time to get what water they 
want undisturbed. Lots of money can 

be lost with a herd of cows by being in- 
different or careless on this water ques- 
tion. 

Tuberculosis is frequently caused by 
damp filthy quarters. Your barn must 
be kept clean, dry and light, with a good 

I supply of fresh air, and above all pure 
drinking water. The tuberculosis test 
should be made at least once a year, 
and all cows so affected should be 
thrown out. 

Do You See the Difference? 
A short time ago a neighbor asked me 

how it was that some farmers received 6, 
8 and 12 cents for their milk, while oth- 
ers, who fed liberally and whose milk 
tested well, were able to get only 2, 3 
and perhaps 4 cents. 

It's the same principle that makes one 

shop a great success and another, where 
the name things are sold, a failure. The 
chap who goes in for dairying because he 
loves it, is fond of animals, is clean and 
neat by instinct, and has business ability, 
will be the one who will get from 6 to 12 
cents for his milk. The writer has in 
mind two farms where milk is sold as 

the main product. Perhaps by describ- 
ing these farms I will answer my neigh- 
bor's question. 

Some twenty miles from Philadelphia, 
near a good macadam pike, stands a 

large, old-fashioned farmhouse, sur- 
rounded by some 200 fertile acres. Here 
two young men are engaged in dairying 
as a source of livelihood. Personally 
they are kindly, honest fellows who are 
not in the least afraid of work. The 
farm, however, has a neglected air, and 
the barn whore all the live-stock is 
housed is much in need of paint and re 

pairs. The herd consists of 18 mixed 
cows and a grade bull. The basement is 
used for the live-stock, the cows being 
tied in two rows, one of ten cows and 
the other of eight. There are four small 
windows, covered for the most part with 
dust, and three dooro. The door is of 
clay; the ceiling and walls are unwhite- 
waslied and festooned with cobwebs. 
The manure is taken out once a day in 
summer and twice in winter, and piled 
in the cow-yard, in which a large pool of 
water stands most of the time. The live- 
stock is fed liberally and the cows look 
healthy, but dirty. The milk is shipped 
in cans to town every morning, and the 
price received is 3 cents in summer and 
4 in winter. The men milk in their over- 

alls, and never think of washing either 
themselves or the cows. 

The other farm is situated some two 
miles from a town of 25,000 inhabitants 
in Connecticut. The house is built on a 

knoll, is modern and surrounded with 
Howers and trees; at the entrance are 
two fine eate-Doste. from the tops of 
which nasturtiums grow in summer. 
The drive to the house is kept hard and 
free from weeds, shrubs abound, and the 
grass near the buildings is kept mowed. 

The barn where the cows are housed is 
a modern structure, shingled and partly 
covered with vines. The first floor is de- 
voted to the cattle, of which there are 

thirty. The floor is cemented, except 
where the cattle stand, and the ceiling 
and walls are finished in hard wood. 
There are plenty of large windows. Each 
two stalls are provided with water, aud 
the cows are fastened in swing stanch- 
ions. The manure is carried out twice 
a day in summer and three times in win- 
ter, and is taken directly to the fields or 

composted under a shed. The barn con- 

tains a neat milk and refrigerator room, 
and a wash room. 

The men are obliged to wash and put 
on white clothes before milking. The 
cows are curried every day, and their 
udders washed before milking. The 
milk is cooled and bottled, and delivered 
to the customers in the town by the man 
who owns the farm. Everything looks 
clean and attractive, and customers are 
invited to visit the farm at any time. 
The milk sells for 8 cents the year 
round. 

Neighbor, do you see the difference ? 
It cost more to produce certified milk, 
but it brings twice as much.—Ε. K. P. in 
Country Gentleman. 

The Question of the Hour. 
The ever-wasting effects of constant 

and unwise tillage on our soils should 
call for a reading, studious farmer who 
makes changes for the better as fast as 

conditions tend to the worse. The conn- 

try and its future needs better educated 
farmers, men of brain and thought, 
more than it needs better lawyers. But 
of all classes of society the farmer seems 
to be, as a class, the least affected by the 
desire for improvement. lie is so con- 

servative, so fearful of any change of 
methods or of judgments, that he does 
not see the fearful stream of waste— 
wasted labor, wasted soil, wasted time— 
that is going on all about him. There 
seems to be a tendency in farm life to 

accept the motto of the unchanging 
Arab: "As it was, is now, and ever shall 
be, world without end." We believe 
this is due to the fact that the business 
of farming has been turned over for ages 
to a class of men who did not believe 
that there was any particular value in 
mental traiuing, study and special edu- 
cation for them and their calling. 

They did not think schools, teachers, 
books, in a word, science, could help 
them auy. And so, for that reason, all 
the forces of education have done less 
for the farm and the farmer than for any 
other pursuit. For this reason, the cul- 
tivated classes of society have looked 
down on the farmer as a mudsill of the 
social fabric. One of the grandest things 
for the country, and its future, is the 
breaking up of this crust of intellectual 
indifference. This has come within the 
last quarter of a century. "Farming is 
a work of brains," says one. "Educa- 
tion aud a knowledge of what science 
can do is the only thing that will save 

the farm from destruction," says an- 
other. "Why should not the farmer be 
a mau of as well trained brain power as 

the lawyers or editors or clergymen?" 
asks a third. Aud so it goes everywhere, 
schools are being organized, text ooukh 

are prepared, teachers are being trained, 
books are printed, agricultural papers are 

compelled to take a more intelligent view 
of topics they discuss. Society in gen- 
eral bas stopped to listen. Congress and 
State Legislatures are busy enacting laws 
for the prutec'ion of agriculture and tbe 
promotion of tbe knowledge that shall 
make it more effective. Scientists are 

turning their attention to tbe farm as a 

rich field for investigation and study. 
Iuventors aud mechanicians are hard at 
work to lighten aud make more perfect 
its labor. All tbis great awakening of 
mind, thought and intelligent purpose 
has come to tbe American farmer chiefly 
in the last quarter of a century. How 
does he face the light ? What hope and 
purpose does all this inspire in him? 
These are the questions every farmer in 
the land ehould ask himself.—Hoard's 
Dairyman. 

The Points of a Good Horse. 

The following suggestions are from a 

Canadian bulletin, giving the points of 
a good reliable horse: 

If a horse is short-ribbed he is light in 
bis middle and is nearly always a poor 
feeder. He has not the stomach to con- 
tain succulent food to serve him from 
one meal to another. 

A light-centered horse seldom weighs 
well, and weight in a draft horse, if it 
comes from bone, sinew and muscle, 
goes a long way to determine his com- 
mercial value. 

A stallion whose feet are contracted 
and brittle, and whose bocks are puffy 
and flosby looking should be avoided, 
as such hocks are generally associated 
with a coarseness throughout his whole 
conformation and a general lack of 
quality. 

When a horse is well coupled together 
on top, and has a short back, he must 
have the length below from the point of 
tbe shoulder to the back of the thigh. 
When so built be will stand the strain of 
drawing heavy loads much better tban 
if he has a long, loose back. 

The front feet and hocks are the 
parts of either a draft or a driving horse 
that come directly in contact with the 
hard work, and unless they are sound 
and good, a horse's usefulness will be 
very muob impaired, and bis commercial 
value very much lessened. 

A prime qualification of the hired man 
should be his gentleness with animals, 
especially with work horses and dairy 
cows. The man defloient in this re- 

spect can do more damage to tbe stock 
than he can make np by oeing otherwise 
irreproachable.

Id catting «boat for » campaign lain· 

vhlob might appeal to "th· peepul" the ! 
Democratic manager* In Maine made a 

liaooTery. For half a century, with one 

>rief exception, the government of this 
itate had been in the hand· of the Re- 
publican party, and it would be passing 
itrange if there were not in their record 
something which would give a atriking 
revelation of their indifference to the 
ntereeta of the people. 

They found it—a great, big, juicy, 
rioh iHue, which woola show the people 
low they were paying taxea to support 
ι great corporation. The firat time the 
Democrat heard of it was at the Oxford 
Democratic county convention, when 
Kr. McOiUicuddy brought to bear on it ! 
his notable powers of oratory and 
sarcasm, but since that time every 
Democratic orator who has spoken has 
worked it to its full capacity. 

In brief, the Democrats discovered a 

(act which had apparently been buried 
in the archives of the state for years. 
They didn't label it "the crime of '91" 
and allege that it was surreptitiously 
smuggled through, but tbey did intimate 
that the people never had been told 
about what an iniquitous measure it was. 

The disoovery was that away back in 
1891 the legislature of Maine—a Republi- 
can legislature, of course—authorized a 

contract between the state of Maine and 
the Bangor and Aroostook Railroad by 
which the said railroad was to receive 
back from the atate, for a term of twenty 
yeara, ninety-five per cent of the taxes 
which it paid to the state, and in con- 

sideration therefor waa to carry free the 
troops in time of war. 

And then they made another discovery, 
that not only had that outrage been per- 
petrated on the people in 1891, but later 
another Republican legislature authoriz- 
ed a similar contract with the Washing- 
ton County Railroad, and even as late as 

1903 a similar contract with the Somerset 
Railroad was authorised. 

Pretty good point, wasn't it? Whether 
considered from the standpoint of show- 
ing the people the huge gift which 
Republican legislatures bad made to 
rich railroad corporations—"profitable 
roads," as Candidate Davis has the cool 
assurance to term them—or from the 
humorous standpoint of preparing in 
time of profound peace, for protection 
of our Aroostook border against an in- 
vasion of the Pulajanes or some other 
tribe. No wonder Democratic spell- 
binders hailed it with delight. 

Now the trouble with all this argument 
as put forth by the Democratic orators 
is that it tells a form of half-truth. It 
is indeed true that Republican legis- 
latures made just such contracts as have 
been specified. It is however a fact that 
these contracts were authorized before 
the road· were constructed, and that 
they were in their essence limply a form 
of exempting from taxation for a term of 

year· a new enterprise not then existing, 
in order to encourage the building of 
that enterprise, indeed, perhaps to fur- 
nish the inducement which will insure 
the building of the enterprise. 

Towns have done the same thing 
numerous times, with manufacturing 
enterprises, and while the act is criticised 
by some, there is no doubt that in many 
cases it haa led to the establishment of 
enterprises which have been of great 
permanent benefit to the municipality. 
If so in the case of towns, certainly it is 
much more so in the case of the state 
and new railroad·, for a railroad once 

built is a permanent affair, which can 

not be moved to some other place, and 
iu new territory it open» up for develop- 
ment new resources, and not only adds 
to the value of the state its own value, 
but increases largely the value of the 
property lu its vicinity. 

That is just what has happened in the 
case of these roads. Since the building 
of the Bangor and Aroostook, the assess- 
ed valuation of the county of Aroostook 
has increased from $15,182,157 to 
123,598,602, largely as the direct result 
of opening up that county to develop- 
ment by the railroad. Also there has 
been an investment of several millions in 
the remarkable development of Milli- 
nocket, on that road, as well as other in- 
direct present and future benefits from 
the building of the road which it is im- 
possible to estimate accurately. 

And please do not forget that the con- 
tracts were authorized before the roads 
were built. No taxes have been abated 
on any property that existed at the time 
the contracts were authorized. The 
state has not abated one cent of taxes 
which it had been receiving before the 
abatement. 

Also bear in mind that when the 
twenty years' exemption expiree, in 
about five years, the Bangor and Aroos- 
took Railroad will pay to the state an 
annual tax of probably $60,000 from 
property which did not exist at the 
time of the abatement. 

But good or bad, fair or unfair, these 
were Republican measuree, passed by 
Republican legislatures, and the Repub- 
licans are responsible for them. So say 
the Democratic orators. And they say 
the measures are absurd in form, in- 
equitable, outrageous. And they are 

Republican measures. Well, we are 

glad to accept the responsibility, and 
would be glad to take the sole credit, If 
any. But let us see. 

In all these legislatures which passed 
these acts there has been a minority of 
Democrats. And as they were a minori- 
ty, and sometimes a rather small 
minority, it could not be expected that 
they would accomplish much in con- 
structive legislation along the lines of 
their distinctive party principles. 
Rather it has been their function to 
watch carefully the legislation of the 
party in power, and see that no vicious 
acts are passed. 

And as the Democratic party is dis- 
tinctively the party of the people,—we 
know it is, for they say so themselves— 
any legislation which was calculated to 
enrich the corporations out of the tax- 
payers would be their particular abhor- 
rence. 

υι course, men, wueu wieso raiiiuam 

acts to which reference ia made came up 
before the legislature, the Democratic 
leaders exhausted their powers of 
rhetoric ia opposing them at the com- 
mittee hearings, and when it came to a 
rote in the respective houses, of course 

they demanded a roll call and placed 
themselves forever on record as opposed 
to the iniquitous scheme. 

Why, certainly, of course they did. 
The idea! 

But interested parties have unkindly 
looked up the matter, and the revelation 
is surprising. Not only was the Bangor

Cyrus W. Davis, the Democratic candi- 
date for governor, who is working this 
issue so hard, was a prominent and 
active member, in fact, the moat promi- 
nent member on the Democratic aide. 
Yet it ia not recorded that Mr. Davia 
raiaed bia voice in opposition to the 
meaaure, or voted againat it. 

In fact, all tbeae meaaurea of abate- 
ment aeera to have been approved by 
Republicana and Democrats both aa 
calculated to prove of benefit to the 
state, until the Democrats, seeking an 
issue in this campaign, succeeded in dis- 
covering the absurdity and Inequity of 
the Bangor and Aroostook contract 
through the dust of fifteen years. 

So if there is any credit to be attached 
to the passage of these measures, we 
are sorry to say the Democrats must be 
entitled to a modicum of it, and if there 
is odium attaching to it, the Democrats 
must have a larger share of it for not 
raising their voices, like the watch-dogs 
of legislation which they should have 
been, to tell the people at the time of It 
what wicked act· were going through 
the legislature assembled in the state 
house at Augusta.

Some beautiful September days last 
week—quite a contrast with the weather 
i>f a month preceding. There was just 
a coloring of frost in tender places on 

one or two mornings, but not enough to 

The above does not 
apply to the last three days, Saturday to 
Monday, during which we have had a 

relapse of the hot weather to about the 
worst condition vet. Sunday was some-

The elevation marks made by the sur-

Sturtevant's is 994 feet, and at the high- 
est poiut ou the top of the ridge it is 
1147 feet. As the elevation of the bridge 
across the river in this village, which is 
the lowest point of the road, is 348 feet, 
the tigures show that in going the ten 
miles from here to Bucktield we lack 
only one foot of rising 800 feet, in 
adaitioc to the numerous ups and downs 
of the road.

Old Oxford. Mountain, lake and forest 
scenery that characterizes our county 
and makes it a favorite spot for the 
tourist and summer visitor, is found here 
in lavish abundance. 

After passing Sebago Lake station we 
come to the town of Hiram, thirty-seven 
tuiles from Portland, named in lufnor of 
Hiram, Kins of Tyre.

at the present time. There are many j 
fine intervale farms and nice residences 
in town, and the people generally are in- 
telligent, refined and prosperous. A 
fine place for summer visitors who de- 
light in fine rural scenery and good j 
healthful mountain breezes. Unfor-1 
tunately for the rail tourist the village ; 
cannot be seen from the station, but the 
approach thereto is pleasant and agree- 
able.

Delightful as it is for a young man to 

feel his bank account growing, his wife's 
satisfaction should increase in fair pro- 
portion in her accumulation of house- 
hold goods. 

When there is an easy time buy a 

tablecloth or napkins, or towels, to 

strengthen the stock before those in 

daily wear fail. Mercerized cotton 
for table-cloths can be bought at half the 

price of linen; it wears and washes well; 
with a little starching, pasees for good 
linen.

Recipes. 

ONION SALAD. 

Take the large Spanish onions, have 
them chopped but not minced, dress 
them with salt and mayonnaise dressing 
and then freeze slightly, not solidly, but 

just enough so that they will be perfect- 
ly cold and delightfully crisp. 

LYONNAISE KGGS. 

Chop tine one small onion and cook it, 
without browning, in butter for ten 

minutes; then stir in a tablespoonful of 
dour and cook until it froths up. Add 
one and one-half cupfuls of milk and stir 
while cooking three minutes. Season 
with half a teaspoonful of salt and two 

dashes of pepper. When sauce is thick 
and smooth pour it into a deep, hot 

plate and carefully break in six eggs; 
sprinkle buttered bread-crumbs over 

the eggs, set dish in oven and bake until 

eggs are set. Serve at once. 

TOTATOES AU FROUAOE. 

To one pint of mashed potatoes add 
half a teaspoonful of salt and half a cup- 
ful of sweet milk. Mix in one table- 
spoonful of grated cheese, place in a 

buttered baking dish, grate cheese over 

them (a scant tablespoonful), dot with a 

teaspoonful of butter and bake brown. 
This is a good way to utilize left-over 
mashed potatoes. 

SCALLOPED FISH. 

Two cupfuls of cooked fish, half a cup- 
ful of mashed potatoes, two cupfuls of 
cream or milk, one tablespoonful of 
Parmesan cheese, three tabiespoonfula 
of butter, one tablespoonful of corn- 

atarch, yolks of two eggs, teaspoonful of 
salt and half aa much pepper. Beat the 
potato until light and creamy, adding 
the yolk of one egg; melt two table- 
spoonfuls of butter, add the corn starch, 
atir until smooth, add the cream, stir 
antil sauce thickens, take from the fire, 
add the remaining yolk, fish and season- 

ing. Fill a greased baking dish with 
alternate layers of potatoes and fish; 
cover the top with bread crumbs mixed 
with the cheese and the remaining table· 
apoonful of butter melted. Bake for 

twenty minutes in a moderate oven or 

until nice and brown. 

GINGER SNAPS. 

Beat one cupful of molaasee and pour 
over half a oupful of sugar, add half a 

cupful of soft butter, one tablespoonful 
of Ringer, a teaapoonful of soda, and 
flour sufficient to roll very thin. Cut, 
and bake in a quick oven, being careful 
not to let them get too brown. 

WHITE CAKE. 

A fine recipe for a large white cake 
calls for one .cupful of butter creamed 
with two and one-half cupfuls of sugar. 
Add alternately, in small quantities, one 

cupful of milk with three cupfuls of 
flour, keeping the batter very smooth. 
With the fourth cup of flour sift four 
teaspoonfuls of baking powder, add to 

the mixture, then fold in quickly the 
stiffly beaten whites of ten eggs, and 
flavor to taste. This will make fonr 
generous layers. 

HERMITS. 

Three eggs, one and one-half cupfuls 
of brown sugar, half a teaapoonful of 
soda dissolved in one tablespoonful of 
hot water, one teaspoonful of baking 
powder sifted with two and one-half 
cupfuls of flour, one teaapoonfnl each of 
clove·, cinnamon and nutmeg, with one 

and one-half cupfuls of seeded raisins or 

currants. Drop from a spoon on to a 

buttered tin. 

CORNSTARCH PUFFS. 

Cream together half a oupful of butter 
and one cupful of sugar, add the well- 
beaten yolk· of four eggs, a plnoh of 
•alt, and one teaapoonful of flavoring, 
preferably vanilla extract Add alter- 
nately to this mixture the stiffly whipped 
whites of the four eggs, and one cupful 
of oornstarch with which two teaepoon- 
(ala of baking powder have been sifted. 
Bake in a quick oven and when cool 
cover thickly with icing.—The Pilgrim. 

To remove ink-stains from furniture, 
put some lemon juice on the ink-spot 
and rnb in with the finger. Then wipe 
it off with a cloth, and if the stain baa
