Harvests in the Northwest. 

THE YIELD OF WHEAT EXPECTED TO 

BE VERY LARGE—AN ARMY OF WORK- 

ERS TRAVELLING FROM THE SOUTH— 

WOMEN AND GIRLS IN THE FIELDS. 

With South and North Dakota smiling 
under the greatest wheat crops in their 
respective histories, a cry of lament has 
emanate·! from each state because of the 
great paucity of farm laborers to aid in 
the gathering of the wheat. Early in 
the summer a call was sent out to all 
the big ceutres of the country warning 
agents of labor bureaus that thousands 
of men would be needed to assist in 

garnering the crops of these two states, 
and the call was answered in a way, but 
the way was far too small. The few 
men in these sta'es cannot cope with the 
i;reat fields, and much grain may be 
wasted before it is safely within the 
giant elevators of the northwest. 

At Scotland, S. D., the women and 
girls went to the fields with a will and 
assisted their fathers and brothers in 

reaping the year's harvest. The popula- 
tion there is largely Russian-American, 
and all the farmers are prosperous. But 
the methods of the east are used in their 

style of farming and the women are call- 
ed upon to help in the fields, and often 
work as hard as the men. The women 

labor in the field from early in the morn- 

ing until nightfall, and though they do 
the lighter labor they often drop from 
sheer exhaustion in their seats on the 
reapers or in tho headerbeds. The girls 
as a general rule do all the driving, and 
many are so expert that they can man- 

age four and six horse or mule teams 
with all the skill of a western stage- 
coach driver. The older women and the 
wives tamp the heads in the headerbeds 
and set up shocks of wheat, though the 
majority of the wheat fields are thrash- 
ed out as soon as cut. 

In Brown County, S. D., the mer- 

chants, following the lead of a little 
town in Kansas, closed their doors and 
hied to the fields, where for three days 
they labored side by side with the farm- 
ers and their wives and daughters and 
sous, and from Thursday morning until 
Saturday evening not a pound of sugar 
or a drop of vinegar was sold in the 
town of Moren. S. D. Then, on Sunday, 
when the great fields of wheat had been 
laid low or thrashed out and the grain 
sacked the merchants, smilingly, though 
sore in every muscle, opened their stores 
and enjoyed the busiest day iu the his- 

tory of the business in South Dakota. 
All eyes are now turned toward the 

south, where from Kansas and Nebraska, 
the drift of the farm laborers is headed 
northward. This is the case every year. 
Wheu the wheat fields of Kansas and 
then Nebraska have been harvested the 
men out of work hear the call to the 
fields of the uorthern states and hie 

away to that part of the country at once. 

This is the wave of laborers expected to 
aid in saviug the wheat of North Dakota 
and part of South Dakota. The men 

travel by train, rarely paying car fare, 
but stealing rides iu freight cars or on 

the baggage coaches. The train men of 
the west live in mortal fear of these fel- 
lows, who are on the way to the harvest 
fields, uud do not molest theiu lest they 
should turn on them and endanger their 
lives. But the records of the past show 

very few cases where a harvest hand, 
however rough in appearance, has maim- 
ed a train man, and not a few instances 
are recorded where the train men them- 
selves forsake the long shambling 
freight trains for a summer's work in 
harvest and thrashing operations of the 
uorthern states.

the various railroads waiting the coming 
of each train. The fellows are im- 

mediately engaged, little being said as 

to the wages, for the laborer knows he 
will be paid the highest there is ie the 
laud, without the slightest trouble in 

collecting the same. 

Every tuan is well fed and sent to the 
tields every morning in tho piuk of con- 

dition. Every comfort known among 
the farms of the northwest is given to 
the harvesters, who work with a will. 
When the grain of a certain section is in 
the sack or stack they move on north- 
ward, where the crop is ripeuing a little 
later because of the climate. Thus, as 

soou as the harvest in South Dakota has 
been gathered the one in North Dakota 
is ready. The army of hardened men 

close in on it, and lo! in a few days the 
tields lie bare. 

Then the smiling farmers of Southern 
Canada seud forth a call and the great 
horde of harvesters arrive in Manitoba, 
where until the snow tlies the great har- 
vest of the King's legion is gathered. 

Tho harvest of the northwest this year 
will be immense. The wealth that will 
How into the pockets of the farmers will 
be great. There will no doubt be a 

scarcity of elevator space to accommo- 

date all the wheat which cannot be 

shipped immediately to market or sea- 

board, and as is the custom in this re- 

gion, the great piles of sacks will be 
stacked on the bare ground and covered 
with tarpaulins. The giant elevators of 
the northwest will bulge out this fall as 

never before.—Cor. in Tribune Farmer. 

The drain Crop. 
In the face of the perplexities peculiar 

to the season, the grain crop on the 
farm of the associate editor of the 
Farmer has gone steadily on to a finish 
and ripened oil bright and clean from 
rust. Hardly was the haying over when 
the men had to skip to the oat fields. 
The entire crop was harvested without 
a drop of rain to increase the labor or 

damage the straw, and now is safely in 
store in the barn built expressly for that 

purpose, where the separator and engine 
■ are in wailing for the lesser pressure of 

work after the harvest. On reviewing 
; the crop, it is surprising how little of 

ί labor, and especially of man labor, has 
: been involved in its production. 
; As our readers know, the Farmer be- 
> lieves in and advocates the growing of 
t grain on the farm, where it is needed, 
' and the writer practices what he urges 

other farmers to do. In his granary is 
ί still a generous crib of oats of the last 

[ year's crop. Dairymen are claiming 
> that after the grain bills are paid, little 

Î returns from the creamery are left for 
the benefit of the owner and operator.

Certain Feeding Stuffs. 
The Rhode Island Agricultural Ex- 

periment Station bulletin No. 112, on 

commercial feeding atnffa, contains the 

analysée of such commercial feeding 
stuffs as have been sampled during the 
autumn of 1905 and the winter and 
spring of 1Θ06. 

In several cases goods that should be 
accompanied by guarantees were found 
on sale without them. In every such 
case the matter was at once taken up 
with the local dealer and with the manu- 

facturer, or "importer," and guarantee 
tags were supplied in most cases without 
delay. Some of these omissions were 

through accident and in some cases 

through the negligence of the local 
deale.-s to whom guarantee tags had 
been forwarded. 

Consumers are again cautioned to be- 
ware of ground feeds other than genuine 
cornmeal, wheat middlings, bran and 
mixtures of the last two, unless they 
are guaranteed. The law does not re- 

quire that these be sold under a guaran- 
tee. Consumers are equally cautioned 
to read the guarantees, for cottonseed 
meal containing only about 23 to 24 per 
cent of proteine is guaranteed, as is also 
that containing from 38 to 43 per cent. 
Adulterated "mixed feed" is also on the 
market containing only from 12 to 13 

per cent proteine, while the genuine 
mixed feed, composed of pure wheat 
bran and middlings, usually contains 
from 15 to 18 per cent of proteine. Stop, 
look and read! It will save dollars! 

Why farmers who can readily grow or. 
buy corn stover and cow hay at low cost 
continue to purchase some of the low 
grade oat and other feeds which are 

little richer in proteine than oat straw 

they only can answer. 

COTTONSEED MEAL AND FEED. 

There has been generally supposed to 
be some distinction between cottonseed 
"meal" and "feed." Good cottonseed 
meal for many years has contained, 
when pure, from 40 to 44 per cent of 
proteine, and in some cases even more. 

Gradually the standard has been lower- 
ed, and it is said that a guarantee of 
about 38 per cent of proteine is now to 

replace all of the higher ones heretofore 
used, and that a lowering of the grade 
of the cottonseed meal is to be brought 
about. 

Attention has been called repeatedly 
to the fact that the mere presence of a 

guarantee tag attached to a lot of feed is 
no assurance of high quality, and hence 
one should read the guarantees. To 
illustrate, sample No. 737 was sold as 

cottonseed meal, the guarantee tag was 

attached as required by law, and tho an- 

alysis showed that the goods were essen- 

tially equal to the guarantee, yet one 

should observe that the material was only 
a little over half as valuable as another 
lot sold with a tag in the same manner, 
but bearing a high guarantee. In the 
latter case a guarantee of 41 per cent of 

proteine was given and the goods were 

found actually to contain 43.63 per cent. 

Farmer "A," buying the first without 
reference to the guarantee at a reduc- 
tion of a dollar or two a ton, may havo 
thought that he was getting a good bar- 
gain; but Farmer "B," who purchased 
the latter lot with reference to the 
guarantee, and at the full price, made 
the better bargain by several dolllars a 

ton. The station is therefore continual- 

ly striving to aid the intelligent pur- 
chaser by forcing the dealers and manu- 

facturers to state what they sell and to 
ηθΙΙ what they state. 

LINSEED AND GLUTEN MEAL. 

The old and new process linseed 
meals have usually been found to be 
sold honestly, and the five samples re- 

ported in this bulletin are no exception 
in this particular. The manufacturers 
set a worthy example to the managers 
of the glucose factories. 

In tho case of some gluten meal and 
feed the discrepancies between tbe 
guarantees and the actual composition 
have been found to be so great as to con- 

stitute a tremendous fraud upon the 
farmer. Indeed, they were so great in a 

few cases as to seem to render proeecu- 
tion the only alternative. It was found, 
however, that a re-organization of the 
business was in progress, owing to the 

absorption of all of the factories by one 

large interest. It now remains to follow 
up the mattor later in the year, when 
extreme measures may be necessitated 
unless an improved condition is found. 

York County, Me., Farm News. 

The vexing bay question bas been de- 

cided, and the bay is packed away in 
tbe mows for next winter's use. 

The little sunshine we have bad dur- 
ing the season has caused much to be 
put iu not well made, but very little has 
been really damaged. 

In tields that were early cut the later 

crop has started finely, and tbe recent 

heavy showers will keep it going in 

good shape. The prospect now is for a 

good second cutting. On late cut pieces 
the grasshoppers are getting in their 
work, which gives the fields a bare 
look. The hoppers are very plenty, and 
the hot, dry spell we have been having 
gave them the best of chances to do 
damage. 

Grain is very light, but tbe fodder is 

away above tbe average, weeds and 
grass taking the place of the grain 
where it was drowned out, making good 
feed after it is threshed. 

Corn is making very rapid growth; 
the terrible heat we have had, with 
some tine showers, has given it a won- 

derful chance. If the season holds out, 
the crop must be a good one. 

Potatoes are rusting badly, and it has 
come too early for them to mature, so 

the tubers must be small. This, with 
the drowning in the spring, must make 
the harvest light. 

Apples are light and winter varieties 
must be scarce and high. Fall ones are 

plenty, selling rather hard and low. 
Butter is scarce and high, eggs the same.

975.20; eggs, 951, making a total ol 
$126.20. My cash outlay for feed, etc. 
amounted to just $24.88, leaving a ne 

profit of $101.22 for the year's work 
My hatches were all made by hens, bu 
as soon as chicks got beyond the nurser] 
stage, I combined several broods witl 
one mother, thereby getting my sitting 
hens back to the laying ranks as soon ai 

possible. I kept no account of whai 
chicks and eggs were used for domestic 
purposes. The fiock was given fre< 
range, coupled with good care and at 
tention.—Cor. in New England Home 
stead.

No matter how bad the roads 

or how bard the bill· had been Calloc 

forgot It all during those ten delightful 
minute· when, with his heart beating 
time to the rat-tat-tat of the snare 

drum, be swung prancingly around the 

yellow arena. 

It all began In the dressing tent with

To the dappled grays used by Mile 
Zaretti, who was a top liner on thi 
bills, fell the lot of pulling the tlcke 

wagon, tills being the lightest work 
It was Mile. Zaretti's Iwbit to ride ou< 

at the afternoon show, the other In tin 

evening.

Daniel Webster was delivered by Mr. 
Lewis at a celebration of the 100th an- 

niversary of the coming of Webster to 

Fryeburg in 1802 to take charge of the 

academy. A pamphlet of 90 pages con- 

taining the proceedings of this anniver- 

sary celebration was published by Mr. 
Lewis in 1902. In New Church Hall, on 

the evening of August 9,1904, thirteen 
residents of the vicinity who were born in 
1&34 held a joint celebration in com- 

memoration of the 70th anniversary of 
their natal year. The proceedings of 
this celebration, which was initiated by 
Mr. Lewis, and practically all the labor 
of making arrangements for which Mr. 
Lewis took upon himself, were embodied 
in a pamphlet of 140 pages which was 

published by him in 1904. 
Of late years Mr. Lewie spent his win- 

ters in Florida, Cuba or Washington, in 
which latter place he delivered addresses 
before the Society of the Sons and 

Daughters of Maine and before the So- 

ciety of the Sons and Daughters of New 

Hampshire. He spent much time in 

tracing the genealogy of his family on 

both the paternal and the maternal side, 
and after his injury at the fire and while 
the contlagration was still raging and it 
was uncertain whether his building 
would bo saved, he expressed himself as 

prizing this collection of genealogical 
data above anything else among his 
effects and as being desirous that the 
collection should be rescued from de- 
struction in preference to anything else. 

At a public meeting of the people of 

Fryeburg he pronounced a eulogy upon 
the late President McKinley, and he de- 
livered an address at the dedication of 

the Woman's Library Club of Fryeburg. 
He was prominent in the Chautauqua 
course reading circle, and contributed 
not a little to the success of the circle. 
He was a member of the Maine Histori- 
cal Society, and was an honorary mem- 

ber of the Webster Historical Society of 
Boston and of the Columbia Institute of 
Tennessee. 

Mr. Lewie ever took a deep interest in 
the cause of education in general and a 

special interest in the prosperity of 

Fryeburg Academy in particular. At 
the time of his death and for many 

years previous thereto he was one of the 
trustees of the academy, at the same 

time serving as vice-president and secre- 

I tary of the board of trustees. 
At all social gatherings he was a wel- 

come guest, being a good conversational- 
ist and being well fitted to contribute 
from his fund of information, anecdote 
and reminiscence to the enjoyment of 
such occasions. Music was one of his 

delights, and he was himself a good 
singer. It was through his initiative 

f that in 1872 a delegation from Fryeburg 
ι went to the Peace Jubilee held in that 

[ year in Boston. 
t He was a Republican in politics, but 
1 was of broad views as to one's civic 

duties, never allowing a difference in 
: political sentiments to affect his social 
1 relatione with those from whose viewi 
> on politics he dissented. He always felt 

an interest in political affairs, and 

though he never sought office and nevet 

aspired to prominence, be was in 1884 

ι chosen as an alternate delegate to thf 

8 Republican National Convention whicb 
nominated James G. Blaine for president 

In religion he was broad and tolerant 

t For many years he was a member of tb< 
■ Congregational church, but, when

Oxford Baptist Association. 

On Wednesday and Thursday of the 

past week representatives of the Bap- 
tist churches of Oxford County mot in 
their annual association with the South 
Paris church. The weather on the first 
day was exceedingly hot, but this was 

rather a help than a hindrance to an un- 

usually large attendance. At the hour 
of the opening service there was a good 
audience gathered in the auditorium 
which was opened for the first time since 
its renovation. 

The first half hour was spent in a 

prayer service conducted by Rev. E. A. 
Davis, who has been laboring for several 
months in Caribou, helping in the great 
revival in progress there. 

At 11:30 the association was called to- 

gether by the clerk and Rev. E. S. Cotton 
was chosen moderator, and Rev. W. D. 
Athearn clerk and treasurer for the 
coming year.

land ahead of the immediate demand 
Before that date, those who intended ti 
purchase had selected their lands al 

) most anywhere they wished. This lef 
irregularly shaped pieoes of the less de 

t sirable land, and was a prolific source oi 
■ disputes over boundary lines, becausi 

nearly all tried to hold more than wai 
theirs by right. The eastward flow 
ing tide of settlement, which followec 
the close of the Revolutionary War, bac 
caused a demand for "states land" whicl 
made it desirable to know more accurate 
ly the amount of land conveyed. 

Townships A, B, and C were surveyed 
in 1702 by John Peabody; but they were 
measured again, and sold to entirely 
different parties from those who paid 
for Peaboay's survey. Township A was 
bounded on the east, and on the south, 
by land already granted ; on the west by 
New Hampshire line; on the north by 
Township B. It was so large that it was 
divided later into three parts, known as 

Al, A2, and A3, being Riley Plantation, 
Grafton, and nearly all of Newry. In 
the same year, Peabody surveyed a tract 
represented very nearly by Roxbury and 
Byron, but this survey was never used, 
the land being included in Townships 1 
to 8, laid out for the state by Samuel 
TitC'imb in 1793. Temple, Avon, 
Phillips, Carthage, Weld, No. β, Rox- 
bury and Byron, now represent this 
group very nearly, except that the east- 

erly part of No. 0 is included (with the 
larger part of No. 3,) in Phillips, while 
tho easterly part of No. 4 is not included 
in Carthage. 

Township No. 3 of this group was sold 
Feb. 15, 1704, to Jacob Abbott. He hav- 
ing petitioned tho legislature of Massa- 
chusetts for the opening of a road from 
the Kenncbec River to the "Upper 
Cohoae on the Connecticut River,1' a re- 
solve was passed June 20, 1704, granting 
him four thousand acres of land in 
Township No. 0, to be laid out in one 
tract adjoining one of the sides of the 
township, on condition that he open 
such a road from Farmington or "Tyngs- 
town," (Wilton), to the New Hampshire 
line "toward the Upper Cohoae." It 
was to be a "sufficient passable road" for 
teims and carriages, to be twenty feet 
wide and to extend north of Weld Pond. 
On its completion "to the satisfaction of 
the committee on the Sale of Eastern 
Lands," he was to receive a deed of the 
four thousand acres. The road was 

finished late in 1797, and the deed of 
the land made Feb. 7, 1800, the tract be- 
ing laid out next to his previous pur- 

Unless land would yield a large 
amount of pine timber and was near the 

large streams, profit could be made only 
by finally selling it in small quantities 
to actual settlers. It will be seen that 
most of the land in these two groups of 
townships could be made of value only 
by attracting settlers; also that this road 
was made through them in such a way 
as would pass through as much as possi- 
ble of the land where it would be needed 
for that purpose, with the already well 
started settlement at Andover as a half 
way station. If the real object of the 
road had been to reach the navigable 
part of the Kennebec from northern 
New Hampshire, the natural route after 
reaching Andover would have been 
along the Ellis and Androscoggin Rivers 
to Jay, or it might have been through 
Koxbury and Carthage. But the two 

townships just named were better 
situated to attract settlers without the 
road than Weld and Byron. This seems 

to have been the reason for the proviso 
that the road must pass north of Weld 
Pond. In like manner, from their near- 

ness to previously made settlements, 
Temple, Avon, and Phillips could do 
without it, so Wilton, instead of Farm- 

ington, was made the eastern end. Possi- 
bly, too, this turning further south, 
would make the talk of its being an im- 

portant through route, seem more 

plausible to the people who were eagerly 
seeking to better their condition by 
making new homes in the wilderness. 
If more is needed to show that the sale 
of Maine land was the chief reason for 
the outlay made by the state, it only 
needs to be remembered that Massachu- 
setts invariably looked out first for self 
even at the expense of others. "The 
Coos Road to Hallowell" served simply 
as a taking phrase, no matter how sin- 
cere Jacob Abbott or any other promoter 
of the idea may have been. 

Probably a sufficient passable road 
then was no better than a logging road 
for winter use must be now. The trees 
would be cut as low as possible; and, 
with so much wood to be removed, some 

corduroy would be natural, both as a 

part of the rude leveling and in boggy 
places. Bridges may have been few and 
fords many, as was the rule on the early 
roads; but, if so, an exception must have 
been made at Swift River in Byron 
where the name, "Coos Bridge," will 
probably stick forever, though its origin 
may be forgotten. The narrowness of 
the river channel here, with its almost 

Qendicular walls perhaps thirty feet 
for some distance, furnished a 

cheap and fairly safe location for a 

bridge which was reached by a consider- 
able curve to the south from the most 
direct route between the mountain gaps 
leading to the valleys of Ellis and of 
Webb's Rivers. 

From what follows, it is not likely 
that the state expended any more on the 
road. As soon as any considerable num- 

ber of people were settled in a township, 
they seem to have assumed the burden 
of its support. It was easier to repair 
this road than build new, so changes of 
location on its eastern part were few and 
not important. For some reason (prob- 
ably to reach other territory in northern 
New Hampshire) a road was located 
from Andover through townships C and 
B, passing near Umbagog Lake, in 1810, 
to New Hampshire line. This more 

northerly route seems to have been a 

successful rival of the westerly part ol 
the older road which amounted to very 
little after this date if it bad been of any 
importance before. The petition ol 
William Poor and others in 1809, stated 
that the inhabitants of northern Ne* 
Hampshire had "long been seeking as 

avenue to the seaboard in the District ol 
Maine, through their own towns ol 
Colebrook, Dixville, Errol and Cam 
bridge, and through B, C, and East An 
dover in Oxford County; that New 

1 Hampshire citizens have opened a roac 

for that purpose through Errol." Thej 
asked for a location from the house 0: 

I Luther Rice in Andover to meet thii 
1 New Hampshire road, and that a tax bi 

granted on Β and C. 
The eastern end of "The Coos Road' 

seems to have played a more importan 
part. Here people settled along or nea: 

the road wherever the land was decentl] 
fit for cultivation. In No. 5 (Weld) ant 

in No. 8 (Byron), the settlers were di 
rectly interested in the road; but in No 
4 most of them lived in the westeri 

part while the road passed through thi 
eastern; in No. β they were nearly all ii 
the east, and far from the road in thi 
south-westerly corner. So we find thi 
people of No. 8 asking, in 1810, for a ta: 
on No. β, to repair the road through tha 
township. A tax of two cents per acn 

ι was granted », pyently without oppo 
ι sition; bat, In 1822, when a simila 

petition was presented from Weld abou 
ι the road in No. 4, the wild land ownen 

• objected on the ground that the roac 

s was not "laid out or established" io No 
4 "by virtue of any authority derive* 
from any Court of Sessions'." The oonr 

granted the tax because the road "wi 
ι, cut out by authority of the Leglslatun 
t of Massachusetts and has been travele< 
f {through aaid township for more thai 

ι twenty-one yean lait past." In thi 

meantime No. β had beeD sold for non- 

payment of the previously named tax, 
and the money expended on the road in 
1822. The principal owner, Benjamin 
Joy, petitioned for repayment of the 
money he paid to redeem his land; this 
request was refused. He brought an 
action against the county for money had 
and received, which went to the law 
court on a case stated by the parties. 
The plaintiff claimed that the road was 

laid out by the state, to be kept in re- 

pair by the state alone. The court held 
the tax illegal, and that the plaintiff was 

entitled to recover, because the road was 

not laid out by any court of sessions, 
"but merely by an individual acting 
under contract," thus disregarding the 
fact that the "individual*1 derived his 
authority from the same source as the 
court of sessions, also the fact that the 
road had been a public highway for 
more than twenty years. 

This technical victory of the wild land 
owners was immediately followed by a 

petition headed by Enoch Lincoln, then 
a member of Congress, and a resident of 
Paris Hill, asking for a location begin- 
ning at the east line of No. 4 "on the 
Coos Road so-called" thence through 
No. 4, Weld, Berlin, No. 8, Andover, 
Andover Surplus, C and Β "to New 
Hampshire line where the Coos Road 
so-called now strikes the same." It 
will be seen that the petitioners living 
at the county seat far away from the 
road, made some mistakes. The Coos 
Road did not pass through Berlin (the 
easterly part of No. β), C nor B. The 
court determined to have the road locat- 
ed from the east line of No. 4 to An- 
dover, leaving out the part through No. 
0. The reason for this omission does 
not appear. The standing committee 
for making locations, surveyed the part 
of the road through No. β, and reported 
it with the rest; its location was secured 
in 1827 by another petition. A tax of 
ten cents per acre on No. 0 to build the 
road throjigh that township, was grant- 
ed the same year on a petition beaded by 
Joseph 0. Cole, who had then been a 

practicing attorney in Paris about a 

year. This last petition was evidently 
a county seat supplement to the local 
|/OVIVIUU« 

Here ended the history of the road in 
its' original character of a state institu- 
tion. Its western end bad passed into 
oblivion, and the eastern division was 

now merged in the system of county 
roads. Its original purpose and its 
establishing engaged the attention of 
some of the most prominent public men 

of Massachusetts. Its standing bad to 
be determined by the highest court of 
Maine. It was no slight factor in the 
early history of its section, still, though 
well known seventy years ago, it is now 

almost forgotten. If the travel from 
northern New Hampshire ever used the 
road, it was early diverted; the part 
which went through the northern part of 
Oxford County, passed from one route 
to another till the railroad came with its 
radical changes in transportation con- 

ditions. 
A few words in conclusion about points 

of interest in connection with my sub- 
ject. In the language of the Indians 
living in the northern part of the Con- 
necticut River valley, the name Coos is 
said to mean The Pines. They gave 
this name to the great meadows "below 
the fifteen-mile falls, above Newbury, 
Vermont, also to similar meadows above 
those fall· about Lunenburg," on ac- 

count of the great number of pine trees 
there. The former place came to be 
known as Lower Coos; the latter as 

Upper Coos. The history of Coos Coun- 
ty says the principal way to reach the 
Upper Coos was the Connecticut River, 
another was the valley of the Am- 
monoosuc River. 

The Indians are said to have bad a 

trail from Canada to the Penobscot 
River. By this they went from Lake 

Memphremagog up the Clyde River to 
Island Pond, Vermont; then crossed to 
the Nulhegan River; down this and the 
Connecticut to the Upper Ammonoosuc, 
up which they followed to Milan, where 
they crossed to the Androscoggin valley. 

The Upper Coos Meadows Γη Lancas- 
ter, New Hampshire, were permanently 
settled in 1764. Northumberland, where 
the Upper Ammonoosuc enters the Con- 
necticut, was incorporated Nov. 16, 177Θ. 
Other towns near by are of about the 
same date, but the settlements were 

very slow about getting across to the 
Androscoggin. 

Therefore it would seem that the pro- 
moters of our Maine "Coos Road" may 
have thought a route from the Kenne- 
bec, by the way of the Upper Am· 
monooLuc valley, to the northern part of 
the Connecticut valley, practicable.

Recipes. 

WHOLE WHEAT MUFFINS. 
Grease tin pan·, or if iron ones are 

need, do not grease them, but both the 
tin and iron pans moat be put into the 
oven to become very hot before tbe 
dough mixture is pat in. Separate two 
eggs and beat the yolks, adding one-half 
pint of milk, one and one-half capful· 
of entire wheat floor, one tablespoonful 
melted batter, one-half teaspoorful salt, 
one rounding teaspoonful of baking 
powder and beat for one minute; then 
fold in carefully the beaten whites of the 
eggs; fill each pan two-thirds fall and 
bake in quick oven for aboat twenty 
minutes. By adding a little fruit to 
these a delicious breakfast dish is se- 
cured. 

STUFFED DATES. 

Remove the pit from large dates and 
in their place put shelled, roasted pea- 
nuts; roll in granulated sugar. 

JELLIED BOULLIOX. 

To each one-half pound of beef and 
veal ueed, add one and on' half pints of 
cold water, if thero are no bones; if 
bones, then ase oae pint of water and 
crack all bones into small pieces. Let 
the meat simmer until it is in rags; 
then strain off the liquid and to each 
quart of broth allow one teaspoonfal of 
celery salt, ooe teaspoonful minced 
herbs, one tablespoonful chopped carrot, 
onion and tomato and four peppercorns. 
Let this simmer again for twenty min- 
utes; then strain into a bowl and when 
cool set in the refrigerator for twelve 
hours to jelly. When serving break the 
jellied stock into particles with a fork 
and dip into chilled glasses or fancy 
cups. An olive, pimolaa or a slice of 
lemon on top makes a dainty decoration. 

PBESSED MEAT. 

Take the soup meat and put through 
a meat mincer with the vegetables which 
were cooked in the soup and a couple of 
sprays of fresh parslev; season with 
celery, pepper, salt and enough of the 
soup stock to just moisten it, then pack 
in a basin or fancy mold and set on ice. 
When ready to serve dip the basin in hot 
water an instant, when the meat will 
slip out unbroken. Then it can be gar- 
nished as preferred. 

ESCALLOPED TOMATOES. 

Slice onions thin and saute brown and 
tender in a little hot butter; then place 
in alternate layers in a buttered rjate 
dish with pared, thinly sliced tomatoes, 
pepper and salt and cracker crumbs; dot 
with butter, having the last laye.· 
crumbs; then bake threr fourths of an 
hour in a hot oven. 

APBICOT TART. 

At this time of the year in many loca 
tions this fruit is in its prime. In place? 
where the apricot cannot be obtained 
tbe cannriones will make a good sub- 
stitute, or punches can be us* 1. Make a 

dough of one pint of flour, one helping 
teaspoonful baking powder, one-fourth 
teaspoonful salt, one rounding tabl' 
spoonful of buttor; work all together 
until the consistency of meal; then add 
just enough milk to make a dough ersily 
handled. Pat out into a layer one-half 
inch thick; spread the bottem of a 

granite br <in with halved and pitted 
fruit, sprinkle generously with sugar 
and add one-fourth cup of water; put 
the dough on top; prick with a fork and 
bake about twenty minutes in a moder- 
ate oven. When done place a large plate 
over the top and turo upside dowa; this 
brings the fruit on top; heap with 
whipped cream and decorate with some 
of the uncooked fruit. 

CRACKED WHEAT. 

Let one pint of water come to the 
boiling point, salt, and add onr half cup 
cracked wheat and one-half cup of 
raisins and simmer until thoroughly 
done, thon thin with hot milk. 

SCRAMBLED BOOS. 

For each person allow one egg. Put 
all the eggs in a bowl and beat until 
bto'ien, then add one tablespoonful cold 
water for each two eggs used. Mince 
left-over cooked bacon and strew over 
the eggs after they have been placod in 
the frying-pan, which has been greasrd 
with butter. With a fork turn lightly 
and stir until the eggs are set but not 
dry. Scram bird eggs and omelet should 
be creamy. 

POTATO AND CHEESE LOAF. 

Take hot mashed potato moistened 
with milk and seasoned with pepper and 
salt; stir in one beaten egg to a pint of 
the potato; turn into a buttered loaf tin 
and cover with a half-inch-thick layer of 
grated or thinly sliced cheese; bake in 
moderate oven until the potato is puff/ 
and the cheese melted and browned. 

DKIKD HERRINO. 

Use the boneless variety that comes in 
bottles and costs ten ceut3. Place the 
fish in a dish, cover with hot water and 
simmer ten minutes; drain and put one 
level tablr tpoonful butter in a hot frying 
pan and when it is melted stir in one 

tablespoonful of flour, incorporating it 
thoroughly with the butter, then add 
one half pint of sweet milk and stir until 
creamy ; then add the herrings and sim- 
mer again. 

TAPIOCA FRUIT PUDDING, 

Cook three-fourths cup tapioca until 
transparent in four cupfuls of hot milk. 
Beat three eggs slightly, add to them 
one teaspoonful salt, one Hblespoonful 
melted butter and one cupful sugar and 
one teaspoonful vanilla extract; then 
add the hot mixture. Put a layer of 

quartered pears, corcd and pared, 
peaches or apples, into a buttered dish, 
sprinkle with lemon juice, turn in the 
custard and bake thirty minutei in a 

slow oven. Seive either hot or cold.— 
Ex.

WORTH TRYING. 

When you put your bread to rise on a 
cold night, try placing the dish on a 
warm soapstone, and the yeast will keep 
warm all night. 

Try putting horseradish through a 
meat-cutter instead of grating it. 

When eggs are scarce, try putting a 

dessertspoonful of corrstirch for every 
egg in your rice pudding. 

Try putting a teaspoonful of baking 
powder in your buckwheat batter. 

In baking juicy pies, try putting in 
each pie a teaspoonful of fine tapioca. 
It prevents the juice from running over 
and alto imparts a rich flavor to the pie. 

To open a fruit jar, try placing a 
warm flat-iron on the cover for a few 
moment*. 

AN EASY WAY TO CAN FRUIT. 

I always had a dread of the canning 
season until I learned of the following 
process, which is not only the easiest 
but the best one I have ever found. The 
fruit retains its shape and has very near- 

ly the flavor of freshly-pioked fru't: Fill 
the cans with raw fruit; shake the can 

occasionally, so as to have the can as full 
as possible, but do not crowd the fruit. 
Make a syrup, allowing one cupful tfl 
sugar and one-half cupful of water for 
each can. Divide this syrup equally 
among the oons and if It does not fill 
them, fill up each can with hot water 
(put the syrup in while hot, after hav- 
ing placed the can· in hot water.) Place 
the covers on the cans, but do not tight- 
en. Plaoe the cans in some deep dish (I 
usually use a dishpan.) Pill the dish to 
within an inch or so of the can-cover 
with hot water. Cover all with some 

heavy cloth which will exclude the light 
and prevent the steam from escaping. 
▲How them to remain covered until the 
water is perfectly oold, the cans will 
then be ready to tighten and put away. 
I generally get mine ready right after 
breakfast, and set them out on the back 
stoop to cool. By the time the morn- 

ing's work was done, the oans were 

ready to be tightened and put away. 
After one has trsted the frnit put up in 
this way, I do not think they will want 
to try any other way.
