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Poultry as a Business in California.

Soutbern California is noted as a
country of large enterprises in agricul-
tural and horticultural lives and it is
not strange that the poultry business
should be developed on a large scale
under the favorable climatic conditions of
the land of sunshine.

Starting with only a trio of standard
fowls, Mrs. O. H. Burbridge of Los
Angeles, California, has developed and
exploited a poultry enterprise with an
anoual income greater than many large
mercantile enterprises and requiring
business skill and execative ability
equal to many of the largest business
undertakiogs on the Pacific coast. Mrs.
Burbridge commenced breeding poul-
try as a recreation and healthful out-
door occupation, but soon found that
the possibilities in this field offered
opportunity for building up a large and
payiog business and therefore went to
work on it with that object in view.
The business, however, grew at easy
stl‘fes and many years of experimenting
and buying of eggs and stock intervened
before the plant reached its present
large capacity. Believing that the
general purpose fowl was the all around
money maker, and after experimenting
with a number of varieties of standard
poultry, she decided that the Orpington
fowl originated and bred extensively in
England, was the bird par excellence
for her purpose. This fact having been
established, she at once sent a com-
mission to a large English poultry
breeder to buy the best birds in buff,
white and black Orpingtons to be found
in England. With this stock reinforced
by the best Orpingtons to be had in the
United States, she built up some of the
finest strains to be found in the world.
The birds on the Orpington Ranch have
been bred along lines that have develop-
ed them as utility and money making
fowls and at the same time brought out
the standard requirements, which is
proven by the hundreds of prizes they
have taken at leading poultry shows all
over the country.

Some idea can be gathered of the ex-
tent and profits from this great poultry
plant, when we say that during the past
season on the old Orpington Ranch,
which comprises less than two acres of
land, Mrs. Burbridge has sold over three
thousand dollars worth of eggs for hatch-
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ing purposes, and $4,000 worth of breed-
ing stock. Her eggs bring from $2.50
to $20.00 per dozen, and at this writiog
the eggs are ordered to the full limit
that can be produced on both the old
and the mew Orpington Raoch. Stock
for breeding purposes is shipped every
month in the year, and so well known
has this ranch become that orders are
received from the eastern states and
many birds are exported each year to
New Zealand, Australia and other for-
eign countries.

Mrs. Burbridge believes that the
poultry industry in Southern Califoroia
is still very much in its infancy, and
never loses a chance to say a good word
for the advantages in raising poultry in
this beautiful country. With her very
valuable training in all of the branches
of profitable poultry raisiur, she has
been able, and is always ready and will-
ing to assist any one interested in en-
gaging in the poultry breeding, but who
has not had experience necessary for
the raising of poultry as a business.
she looks at the poultry business asa
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a lover of standard poultry, and the
highest type of what is commonly term-
od a fancier, she believes that poultry
raising is far more than a fad, which
some people think itis. She has dem-
onstrated the correctness of this theory
by bringing her own plant to its present
standing as a money making enterprise
and at the same time retaining all of the
features so dear to the hearts of the
fanciers.

After exploiting the great possibilities
in the standard poultry branch of her
business, Mrs. Burbridge took up the
more commercial branch of the poultry
b a8, that of supplying the large
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hotels and families in Los Angeles and
vicinity with first class dressed fowls
for their tables. Before this plant was
established, it was difficult to procure
any but cold storage eastern poultry,
nnﬁ as this is bardly fit to place on mar-
ket after being shipped across the con-
tinent, buyers requiring first class dress-
ed poultry gladly welcomed the mew
enterprise, and the plant was soon
erowded with orders to its full capacity.

If a manure cellar is used should
be taken to see that it is well ventilated
and no pools of liqguid manure or im-
pure water should beallowed to stand
in it. The barnyard also should be well
drained.

The milking should be done as quick-
ly as possible, and the milk should not
be allowed to stand in the stable after it
is drawn, or to come in contact with
odors from ensilage or any other source.
It should be immediately removed toa
clean, cool place anl cooled as quickly
as possible. Cleanliness and cold are
two important factors in preventiog the
growth of bacteria and keeping the milk
sweet.

Another important point ia the oare of
the milk utensils. Pails, strainers and
cans should first be rinsed in cold water,
then washed with boiling water or
steam and then exposed to the purify-
ing influences of the sunlight, when
possible.

We believe more care in these details
would repay the average farmer, and we
trust that our readers will be stimulated
by this bulletin to more carelulness in
these lines.

Amount of
the apple crop, as compared with last
year, 70 per cent. Asa rule, the potato
crop is mot suffering very extensively
from rust or blight, although in nearl
every county some rust is reported.
But very few of the potatoes reported as
affected with rust were properly sprayed
wilh Bordeaux mixture. Condition of
the corn crop, 89 per cent. The amount
of grain raised is not increasing to any
extent. Farmers are not generally be-
coming more interested in sheep hus-
bandry. A slight increase in this
branch of farming is reported from some
localities.

Apple Crop Juggling.
Metropolitan and other trade papers
have been working overtime ever since
the *“June drop” concluded, discussing
the magnitude of the apple crop which
grew from week to week in conjunction
with the enlargiog of the fruit, until the
uninitiated would be led to believe that
every apple growing section of the coun-
try except his own, was literally break-
ing down the trees with the load. Now
these journals are beginning to publish
the reports of apple dealers and growers
who are giving another phase of the
situation,

In a recent issue of the Fruitman's
Guide, a well known New York apple
operator continues to maguify the tre-
mendous crop of the West and cites sta-
tistics of the crop and dealers’ opinions
to prove that New York growers need
look for nothing above $1.30 per barrel
at the highest for their selected fruit.
In the same issue of the journal named,
an interview with a Spriogfield, Mo.,
grower, is published, who has evidently
gone carefully into the matter of the
present year's apple crop throughout
the country. The various sections of
the middle West, Michigan, New York,
Ohio, Pennsylvania, etc., are successive-
ly taken up and from his standpoint
proved to have only a medium or scant
crop. He confidently expects prices to
gradually increase until the $3.00 or
£3.50 mark is reached by Christmas.
The fruit journals are already begin-
ning to hedge by calling attention to re-
ports of windfalls of fruit that are de-
creasing the promise of orchards in
some sections. Fortunately growers
are taking less and less stock in the
anoually repeated juggled early reports
published in the interests of dealers
who formerly were better able to ‘‘bear”
the market to their financial advantage.
Those Maine apple growers who will
carefully select, grade and store their
standard winter varieties need have
little fear for an outlet at a paying price
after the western product is out of the
race.—Maine Farmer.

The value of food when used in fat-
tening cannot always be accurately es-
timated from the increase directly re-
sulting from it.

fattening method on all birds killed and

Milk and cream are among the most
important of food products, and the
production of these articles is oue of our
leading branches of industry. A large
majority of our farmers depend upon the
dairy cow for quite a portion of their
income. In the raising of a horse, three
or four years are required to bring it to
maturity, but the dairy cow does some-
thing towards contributing to our sup-
port almost every day in the year, fur-
nishing a steady cash revenue for the
farmer.

Notwith-
standing there may be profit from feed-
ing it, as the finish resulting may be
superior and consequently may com-
mand & higher price. Thus in an ex-
periment in feeding steers in Nebraska,
while making oil cake 10 per cent of the
grain ration did not cheapen the pro-
duction secured, the finished product
sold at an advance of 15 cents per 100
pounds live weight. Corn is considered
to be worth 8 Eer cent more in making
increase of pork than barley, and yet in
growing high quality bacon, it is possi-
ble so to feed barley thata higher re-
turn relatively will be obtained from it
than from feeding corn.

Any owner of a good colt intended
for sale can ipcrease the selling value
of the animal to the extent of $25 or
uver by training him to be fearless of
automobiles. With the majority of
colts this money can be easily made if
good judgment is used in the training.
The mistake most often made is in try-
ing to do the trick too quick. A colt
when first being trained is inclived to
be less suspicions of objeots than later.
His mind is then occupied with the
feeling of the harness and bits, the rat-
tle of the wheels and feel of the shafta.
By letting him see it at a distance first
and gradually learn that it is' nolsy but
barmless, only a few lessons will be
needed to have a safe colt by the time
he is ready for work.—Maine Farmer.

Old Silver

Here and There.

The course of the administration in
the Cuban troubles is such as to com-
mend it to every ome, except those on
the one band who want to see the island
become American territory at the first
excuse, and those on the other band who
don’t like it because it doesn’t give them
a chance to find fault. There is no doubt
that action by this governmeut was not
only justified but demanded by the con-

dition of affairs in Cuba. There is also | M

little doubt that the action taken has
been as wisely and judiciously done as
possible. Cuba is to be given a chance
to reorganize ber government and con-
tinue bher independent existence, and
those of our patriots who can never con-
sent to see the American flag hauled
down will not be offended, because the
Cuban and not the American tlag still
floats over the island.

Opportunity is nevertheless afforded
the kickers to denounce the Platt amend-
ment, by virtue of which we have any
authority to intervene in the affairs of
Cuba. They declare that it was a breach
of faith with Cuba, and so on. It is
doubtful if much of this criticism is made
in good faith. We bad at large cost re-
moved the intolerable disturbance which
existed in our island neighbor. The
Platt amendment was a wise measure
designed to protect this country against
any possible danserous consequences to
our own interes's resulting from that
action. Under it Cuba can maintain her
independence as long as she does not
produce another condition of intolerable
disturbance such as existed there before
our war with Spain.

Nor is it perhaps entirely seemly for
us to declare, as some do, that the
Cubans bave in these few weeks con-
clusively demonstrated themselves unfit
for self-government. We have only to
go back a generation and a half to reach
a time when the nations of Europe were
beginning to doubt whether the United
States had not made a failure after
seventy years of trial. And it took us
four years to settle the matter by force
of arms,

The Cuban incident has again demon-
strated the value of Secretary Taft. If
any particularly delicate piece of work is
to be done anywhere within the Ameri-
can sphere of influence, on one side of
the world or the other, Taft is the man
to do it. He is big enough in every way
to be president.

CHICKEN WITH MAYONNAISE.

Use little china dishes or cases
and break into them small pieces of let-
e o e, pompes oad sl
oll, v » pepper
Add aslice of tomato, and on this place
a little heap of chopped cold chicken.
Cover the top witha , thick mayon-
naise sance and in the middle place a
large olive. Serve inthe casea placed
on a deasert plate.

CHICEEN BOUFFLE.

With two tablespoonfuls of butter, the
same amount of flour, one teaspoonful of
salt, a sprinkling of pepper and two cup-
fuls of scalded milk make & white sance,
add half a ocupful of stale breadorumbs
and cook until quite thick. When taken
from the fire beat into it two cupluls of
cold chicken cut finely, one tablespoon-
ful of chopped parsley and the yolks of
three egge beaten until very thick. Stiffly
whip the whites and fold in gently. Pour
all this in & buttered dish and set ina
pan of hot water and bake in a hot oven
about thirty-tive minntes,

LUNCHEON BARDINES.

Buy one can of mustard sardines and
split open each fish carofully and remove
the long bone. Make a cream sauce by
ltirrlng two tablespoonfuls of butter and
two tablespoonfuls of flour and adding &
cupful of milk when the batter and flour
are well blended. Stir until thick, then
pour in slowly two well-beaten
Cook three minutes and then carefully
lay in the fish. When thoroughly heated
serve on slices of toast.

SPANISH EGGS.

Take firm, fresh tomatoes of good
size, cut off the topand scoop out enongh
of the inside to contain an egg. Crack
an egg carefully into a cup withoul
breaking the yolk and then pour it into
the tomato. Season with salt and pep-
per and a morsel of butter and put in the
oven. When the eggis covked the to-
mato will be just right also.

BANANA FRITTERS.
Cut the bananas in long slices after
peeling, and soak them a few minutes in
a little lemon juice and sugar. Makea
batter with four ounces of flour, a pinch
of salt, one tablespoonful of melted but-
ter and a teacupful of warm water. Stir
and avoid lumps. Make this batter an
bour or two before you want it and let
it stand. Just before you use it, stirin
the stifily beaten whites of three eggs.
Dry your slices of bananas if you bave
soaked them (the soaking is not necessary
though it improves the taste somewhat)
and dip them in the batler and fry in
deep, hot fat. Sprinkle powdered sugar
over each piece and serve bot.

ANGEL CHARLOTTE.

Beat the whites of eleven eggs until
very stiff. Sift one and one-half cupfuls
of granulated sugar four times; the last
time sift in one teaspoonful of cream of
tartar; add the sugar gradually to the
beaten whites, beating constantly until it
is all mixed in, then add half a teaspoun-
ful of vanilla. Sift one cupful of flour
four times and stir in very lightly. Be
sure not to beat the mixture after adding
the flour. Do not butter the pan, which
should have a tube in the center. Bake

and if too soft let it remain a few minutes
longer. Turn the pan upside down on a
plate and let it stand an hour, then run
a knife lightly around the edge and
tube, until the cake will slip out. Ice
when cold.

BOILED ICING FOR CHARLOTTE.

Put a cupful of granulated sugar into
& saucepan, moisten it with four table-
spoonfuls of water and stir only until
the sugar has melted; then let it boil
without stirriog until the syrup forms
fine threads when a little is lifted on a
fork. Have ready the well-beaten white
of an egg to which bas been added a
good pinch of cream of tartar and one
teaspoonful of vanilla, Pour the syrup
in a thin stream over the white of the
egg, beating steadily until the icing is
thick emough to pour over the cake
without mnnlnE. After the cake is
quite cold and the icing is set, make the
hole in the center & little larger and fill
with whipped cream dotted on the sur-
face with raspberries. Cut slices of pine-

MARGUERITES,

Beat together until creamy two ounces
of butter and six ounces of sugar. Add
half a teacupfulof milk and six onnces
of pastry flour with two teaspoonfuls of
baking powder sifted in it. Last of all
beat in lightly the stiffly whlgpod whites
of three eggs and tlavor with vanilla or
almond. Bake for thirty minutes ina
large shallow tin. When done cut in
rounds and ice each one. Ornament the
tops with slices of almonds previously
blanched and browned in the oven and
arranged to represent the petalsof a
marguerite. For the centers of the
flowers use some of the almonds, very

finely chopped.

BOUR CHERRY TOABT.

Toast several slices of bread, then but-
ter. Stew two cupfuls of stoned cher-
ries, without any water If possible, and
sugar enough to sweeten well. When
cold pour over the toast, set on individual
plates and ou each put a spoonful of
whipped cream. This can be made with
slices of stale sponge cake If preferred.

FRUIT BPONGES.

Cook cherries, apricots, or other fruits
und pass the pulp through a strainer,
then stir in sugar enough to sweeten
well, and gelatine previously soaked In
cold water. Bring this to a boil and
set aside in a deep basin tocool. When
stiff, beat in with a wire mixer the
whites of two or three eggs which
previously were beaten stiff, (Instead
of egg whites whipped cream can be nsed
if liked.) The important part with
these sponges is not to begin blending
fruit and meriogue until the jelly is
firm, The sponge should be of uniform
texture throughout, not a separation of
jelly and streaks of white.

FANCY LEMONADE.

Cut & neat slice from the top of as
many lemons as are required, allowing
one for each person. Sooont out the
pulp, takiog care not to break the skin,
and with a lemon squeezer extract the
juice. For each large lemon allow half
a pint of water and sweeten to taste with
syrup made from granulated sugar and
water cooked together until thick. Fill
the lemon skins with the lemonade, re-
place the slice taken from the top after
making a neat, round hole in It
Through the hole stick two straws with
which todrink or suck up the liguid.
Keep on the ice what Is left of the
lemonade to replenish the lemon cups.

CHOCOLATE JELLY.

Dissolve half a box of gelatine in one
quart of milk, and when fully dissolved,
strain it, and then add four heapin
tablespoonfuls of grated chocolate an
one cupful of sugar. Boll ai%ht
minutes, stirriog all the time. When
almost oold, beat five minutes with an
egg beater, flavor with vanilla and pour
into a mold. Let it stand all day or
over night. When ready to serve place
in s ilm dish and cover with half a
pint of stiffly whipped cream.

COFFEE MOUBBE.

Beat the yolks of three eggs with a
balf cupful of & and pour over them
balf a cupful of hot, strong coffee.
