Improved Dairy Methods.

Sueccess in dairying depends largely
upon the ability of the o] l.ortorgw-
duce a product of the finest quality.
Good milk, good butter and good cheese
are always in demand at profitable
prices, while the poorer grades are al-
ways a drug on the market. Many
dairymen follow along in the paths of
their fathers, probably by force of habit,
without keeping pace with the improve-
ment which is necessary for the greatest
profits and most satisfactory results.
Undoubtedly, it costs more to produce
the higher grades than those of poorer
quality, but if the consumers can only
be sure of the quality, the extra cosat of
production is more than offset by the
increase in prices received. Poor mar-
ket milk, poor butter and poor cheese
can usually be traced to the improper
handling and caring for the milk during
the first twenty-four hours after it is
drawn. Besides the indirect loss to the
producer resulting from the poor quality
of the product caused by negligence or
lack of knowledge, a direct loss is liable
to be incurred, for only by the best and
most scientific methods can the fullest
production be had.

Milk is susceptible to many changes,
as we all know. The most easily recog-
nized, perbaps, is souring; though we
often find a bitter milk, a cowy milk or
milk poor in flavor, and every condition
bas a cause. We know that milk and
cream can be produced and kept for
many days with the flavor and appear-
ance as good as when it was freshly
drawn from the cow.

The experiment stations and dairy
departments. of the different states, as
well as the Federal Government, bave
made investigations as to the cause, and
suggest remedies. The following dairy
rules published by the Dairy Division of
the U. S. Dept. of Agriculture will bring
good results, if carefully followed.
TWENTY-TWO DAIRY RULES.
(The Owoer and his Helpers.)

1. Read current dairy literature and
keep posted on new ideas.
2. Observe and enforce the utmost
cleanliness about the cattie, their attend-
a_:;u, the stable, the dairy, and all uten-
sils.
3. A person suffering from any dis-
ease, or who has been exposed to a con-
tagious disease, must remain away from
the cows and the milk.

(The Stable.)
4. Keep dairy cattle in a room or
building by themselves. It is preferable
to have no cellar below and no storage
loft above.
5. Stables should be_ well ventilated,
lighted, and drained; should have tight
floors and walls and be plainly con-
structed.
6. Never use musty or dirty litter.
7. Allow no strong smelling material
in the stable for any length of time.
Store the manure under cover outside
the cow stable ansl remove it to a dis-
tance as often as practicable.
8. Whitewash the stable once or
twice a year; use land plaster in the
manure gutters daily.
9. Use nodry, dusty feed just pre-
vious to milking; if fodder is dusty,
sprinkle it before it is fed.
10. Clean and thoroughly air the
stable before milking; in hot weather
sprinkle the tloor.
11. Keep the stable and dairy room
in good condition, and then insist that
the dairy, factory, or place where the
milk goes be kept equally well.

(The Cows.)
12. Have the herd examined at least
twice a year by a skilled veterinarian.
13. Promptly remove from the herd
any animal suspected to be in bad bealth,
and reject her milk. Never add an ani-
mal to the herd until certain it is free
from disease, especially tuberculosis.
14. Do not move cows faster thana
comfortable walk while on the way to
place of milking or feeding.
15. Never allow the cowsto be ex-
cited by hard driving, abuse, loud talk-
ing, or unnecessary disturbance; do not
expose them to cold or storms.
16. Do not change the feed suddenly.
17. Feed liberally, and use only
fresh, palatable feed stuffs; in no case
should decomposed or moldy material
be used.
18. Provide water in abundance, easy
of access, and always pure; fresh but not
too cold.
18. Salt should always be accessible.
20. Do not allow any strong flavored
food, like garlic, cabbage, and turnips,
to be eaten, except immediately after
milking.
21. Clean the entire body of the cow
daily. 1f hair in the region of the
udder is not easily kept clean it should
be clipped.
22. Do not use the milk within twen-
ty days before calving, nor for three to
tive days afterwards.

Humanity in the Poultry Yard.

There is perhaps nothing that pays
as well in the poultry bll..l‘lllll or in
any other line of live stock business as
humanity. It is the best investment
that you can make; good feed and plenty
of water are of little avail when birds
are frightened at each approach of the
owner, or left panting in the sun without
a sign of shelter, or in parched yards
without a spear of grass. Treat your
fowls or your stock with the same con-
sideration as you would a member of
your family. ile we do not believe
it necessary to ralse a little umbrella
over each chicken and follow it around
while it is eating bugs, yet you can fur-
nish a shade for them to come into after
they have been out in the sun. Itis
easier to drive a flock of chickens away
from a forbidden path by using gentle-
neas than it is to frighten them a by
throwing rocks or clods and yelling like
a Comanche Indian, which will serve
as a nervous shock to them and lessen
the egg produdtion. The more humane
you are with your animals the better re-
sults you will get from them, and this
means dollars and cents.—Northwest
Poultry Journal.

Sunny days are the beat possible medi-
cine for fowls, the tonic that most quick-
ly and effectually restores the system to
its proper tone, says American Stock-
keeper. During the wet weather, such
as is prevalent in the antumn, many
fowls will take cold, and the first stages
of roup may then be observed. Poultry-
men have been despondent, for we know
of nothing that will more quickly chill
the fine enthusiasm of a breeder than a
flock that is sneezing and running at
the nostrils and showing here and there
a closed or swollen eye. Roup is right-
ly to be dreaded—not that if taken
promptly in hand it cannot be cured,
but because it entails a vast amount of
disagreeable work and puts the flock for
the time being in an unsalable condition.
But when the sun comes out, and the
skies are clear, and there is a dryness in
the atmosphere, the fowls quickly re-
spoud to the change and rapidly improve
in condition.

horns have almost universally

proved themselves the egg producers
par excellence in the hands of poultry
keepers of only ordin interest in

poultry and ordinary skill in handling
fowls. The Leghorn combination of
vharacteristics is the best antidote that
has yet been found for the errors of peo-
ple who cannot or will not exercise
proper judgment in regard to and give
proper attention to their fowls.—Farm
Poultry.

The poultrymen of the country took
a long step in advance when they dis-
carded wet, sloppy feeds and took to
the dry feeds. Ouly occasionally do we
hear of a back number *‘poultryman'
who clings to the sloppy feed, and the
only time he is heard from is when he is
cursing his luck because 8o many of his
chickens are dying off. It takes some
folks a long time to wake ap. Dry feed-
ing is the thing nowadays.—Commercial
Poultry.

Proper Feeding.

A PROMINENT BREEDER GIVES HIS
VIEWS ON AN IMPORTANT MATTER.

E. B. Thompson, the noted Barred
Rock breeder, says in the Reliable
Poultry Journal:

[ have found the best way to get the
most eggs from laying hens is to have
plenty of litter in the pens, (either straw
or leaves) and to scatter the dry feed in-
to it to make them work. Wheat, crack-
ed corn and clipped oats, the same that
we feed horses, are the best dry grains
for me. These grains I feed in this way
every day, morning and night., At noon
it is'a good planto throw a handful or
two of scratching food to keep the hens
exercising more.

“Every day or every alternate day I
substitute a mash for the morniog dry
feed. This is made of hominy or corn
meal, wheat bran, ground oats, white
wheat middlings and beef scraps, all
scalded with milk or water and mixed
so the mash will crumble. Twice a
week a little powdered charcoal is Eut
in the mash. This charcoal is and has
been for twenty-five years a favorite
conditioner with me. I value the white
flour middlings, as they keep the bowels
in fine condition. Laying Lens must be
well fed, but must be made to work, so
as not to get too fat.

*] feed cockerels wheat, whole corn
instead of cracked corn, and the same
mash does for them once every day or
two. In each of my hmdinﬁ pens is a
pint cup fastened high enough up so the
cockerel can eat at any time, but at the
right distance from the floor so the hens
cannot reach it."

Officlal Tests of Dairy Apparatus.
There is at our experiment stations
and dairy schools a mnot unreasonable
fear of testing dairy and farm ma-
chinery. We esay ‘“not unreasonable’
because the spirit of commercialism is
so strong and so general that the pro-
fessor who tests and reports on any ap-
tus, is likely to be suspected of be-
ing financlally interested, more or less,
in the said machine.

But this is all wrong. We deem it
coe of the important duties of our ex-
periment station to test the various ma-
chines and report facts in order to save
our farmers and dairymer from wasting
their money on inferior machines which
may be pushed through extra advertis-
iog and extra energetic agents.

This field has to a great extent been
neslectad by our experiment stations,
and the thought has occurred to us
that perhaps the cost of exhaustive
comparative tests may be another reason
why it has not been done. This leads
us to the thought as to whether it is not
possible for several stations to co-oper-
ate and take the matter up, say on four
or flve stations only.

We do not by any means want such
experiments to be followed by any en-
dorsement, but aimgly a publication of
facts as to the work done, the power re-
quired and possibly an expression as to
the durability.

These tests are becoming all the more
needed when we consider the millions of
dollars now being invested in band sep-
arators, and remember the enormous
loss caused by cheap and inferior ma-
chines that may leave an extra 2 per cent
fat in the skim milk, and which wear out
in a few years.

By all means let us have official tests
of farm and dairy machinery.—N. Y.
Produce Review.

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Chieftain
A Story of the Heavy
Droft Service

E was a three-quarter blood
Norman, was Chieftain. You
(AR would bave known that by
his deep, powerful chest, his
ehunky neck, his substantinl, shaggy
fetlocked legs. He had a family tree—
registered sires, you know—and bad he
wished could have read you a pedigree
reaching back to SBir Navarre (6893).

Despite all this, Chieftaln was guilty
of no undue pride. Eight years In the
trucking business takes out of one all
such nonsense, True, as a three-year-
old he had given himself some airs.

To a younger horse
the loug ride In the partly open stock
car migkt have been a novelty, but
to Chieftain, accustomed to ferries and
the sight of all manner of wheeled
things, It wns without new sensations.

When the mantle has been re-
baoved the heart, shaped like a cres-
cent or horned moon, Is laid to the
diew.  The oyster's heart 18 made up
f two parts, just like that of a hu-
ann being, one of which recelves the
Jood from the gills, and the other
Jrives it out through the arterles, The
sver Is found in the immediate vicln-
ty of the heart and stomach and Is a
aueer shaped little organ, which I8
~upposed to perform all the functions
af 1 Dlood filter, Every oyster has a
south, n henrt, a liver, n stomach and
other necessary internal organs, In-
cinding a set of cunuingly devised In-
‘ostines. The mouth is at the small
wl of the oyster's body, uear the
Jinge of the shell. It is oval In shape,
amd, though not readily discovered by
an unpracticed eye, it may be easlly
locuted by gently pushing a blunt bod-
kin or similar Instrument along the
folds of the surface of the body at the
place mentioned. Connected with the
mouth Is the canal which the oyster
uses in convering food to the stomach,
from whence It passes into the curlous
little set of netted and twisted Intes-
tines referred to.—Santa Fe New Mex-
ican,

deep. The divers are mostly Tamils and
Moormen and display marvelous en-
duranee 2nd pleck.

Lovewell’s Fight.

A BOSTON NEWSPAPER SAYS THAT IT
WAS FOUGHT AT OSSIPEE, N, H.
“ e thought he saw a buffalo
l-’ln-u the chimpey-plece ;
He looked n, anid found It was
His sister’s husband's nlece.""

Last Thursday the young lady who.
under the pseudonymous name of
“Penelope Penfeatber,” edits a depart-
ment of the editorial page of the Boston
Evening Herald, devoted a portion of
her space to some observations evoked
by a view of a bandful of sand which
was taken from the mound at Ossipee,
N. H., and which is now carefally pre-
served in an ancient sugar bowl; and in
the course of her observations she
ascribed to Ossipee the glory of being
the scene of the memorable battle,
known as Lovewell's Fight, which at
Fryeburg, Me., Capt. John Lovewell
fought with the Indiansin May, 1725,
and she stated that the mound at Ossipee
is the grave of the Indians slain in that
battle. ‘‘Penelope’s” ideas concerning
Lovewell's Fight are so jumbled and con:
fused as to call to mind the description
which an ancient veteran who had
“fought at Bunker Hill” gave of his
experiences in connection with that bat-
tle: “We marched over Chatterton Hill
and through the woods back of Ticon-
deroga until we came out on the York
River, where the British gunboats lay in
front of Charlestown, and, following
Old Put through the swamp, we drove
the redcoats from Bunker Hill into the
Pedee." Lovewell's Fight was the most
important battle ever fought on the soil
of Maive, and it is strange that so ac-
complished a writer as ‘‘Penelope Pen-
feather” should know so little about
that desperate and sanguinary encounter
as to think that it took place at Ossipee,
N. H,, and that the mound which is at
Ossipee is the grave in which the In-
dians buried their warriors who were
slain in that battle.

P.S. 1seeby this eveniong's Herald
that “‘Penelope,” her attention having
been called to the fact that Lovewell's
Fight took place at Fryeburg, makes an
attempt to correct her error of last
Tharsday, but she does not fully suc-
ceed in doing so. While she now states
that Capt. Lovewell fought his last bat-
tle in Fryeburg, she says that a battle
with the Indians was fought at Ossipee
“prior to the one at Fryeburg,” and she
thinks, evidently, that the mound at
QOuasipee is the grave of the Indians slain
in the battle which she speaks of as
fought at that place. As a matter of
fact, however, no battle with Indians
was ever fought at Ossipee, and there is
no evidence that the Ossipee mound is
the grave of Indians slain in a battle
fought anywhere; indeed, many think
that the mound is the work of pature
rather than of man, and, if that is the
case, the mound is npeither an Indian
grave nor an Indian mound of any other
kind. ‘“Penelope” should make herself
more familiar with the colonial history
of Massachusetts (of which Maine was,
at the time of Lovewell's Fight, a part,)
and should, when convenient to do so,
make “a sentimental journey' to the
scene of the battle, where she will find a
monument which the Massachusetts So-
ciety of Colonial Wars erected in honor
of Capt. Lovewell and his fellow heroes,
and which, with ceremonies appropriate
to the occasion, was dedicated on June
17, 1904.
