We have three fire in- 
surance companies representing a busi- 
ness of $25,000,000, furnishing protec- 
tion at a cost of une-fourth of one per 
cent. Our membership represents one- 

twelfth of the population of the state." 
Connecticut reported 126 granges in 

fair working order. Ten circulating li- 

braries have been supplied to granges 
not having access to public libraries. 

The subject of parcel post came to the 
front early in the session.

i It is easy to figure oat profits on paper, 
t The trick is how to get them in practice. 

Some of us have discovered the truth of 
this in growing onions, in raising poul- 
try, in the ginseng business, in breeding 
Belgian hares, and one man, at least, has 
found this out in raising skunks. If re- 

ports are true, this man, who lives in 

Chautauqua County, New York, stocked 
his "skunkery" with about forty of the 
malodorous animals, expecting to in- 

crease the number by natural propaga- 
tion to about three hundred within the 

year and sell about $900 worth of hides 
and oil. The story goes that the original 
forty skunks soon got into a big nght, 

, and had it out until only one was left, 
and it orawled into a hole and died. In 
most of these produots, odd or regular, 
it will not do to depend too much on 

the profits that can be figured out on 

fpeper. 

May Have a Feast of Raaaon. 
The following foreword In relation to 

the lecture coarse prepared bj the Uni- 
versity of Maine along agricultural lines 
for the present winter shonld be read by 
every member of the Grange and other 
farmers' organizations, after which in- 
fluence should be exerted to secure some 

of the lectures to be given before meet- 
ings of the body of which he or she is a 

member. The long and comprehensive 
list of lecture subjects and speakers em- 
braced in the faculty of the University 
and Experiment Station, may be had up- 
on application to Arthur W. Gilbert, 
supervisor of Extension Work, Uni- 
versity of Maine, Orono, Me. 
To the Officers of Granges and Farmers' 

Clubs: 
It is the duty of a State University or 

State College of Agriculture to provide 
nome means by which its teachings can 
be carried out over the state and be 
made of some benefit to the hundreds of 
people who cannot come to the college 
for any length of time. Realizing thin 
obligation to the agricultural interests 
of the state, tbe College of Agriculture 
of the University of Maine offers to the 

people of the state the opportunity of 

obtaining information along the lines of 

practical agriculture and rural better- 
ment in the form of Exteusion Lectures. 
It is to be hoped that grange lecturers 
and those in charge of the programmes 
of other organizations will take advan- 

tage of this opportunity and that there 
will be a great demand for this kind of 

teaching. 

The Farmer's apple export corre- 

spondents give a hopeful view of the out- 
look for high quality American and 
Canadian apples. The total exports to 

English ports for the week just past ex- 

ceed those for the corresponding week 
last year by some 15.000 barrels, and for 
the season nearly 50,000barrels, yet with 
an active and good demand continuing; 
nets are being returned of $2.50 to $3 for 
best red varieties, with Greenings, Spys 
and Golden Russets bringing about the 
same figures.

amply able to give their sons at least a 

short course at the College of Agricul- 
ture who are making no plans to do so. 

The boy will need the equipment thus 
afforded. Give him the chance. 

The Individual Cow. 
In an address before the Massachusetts 

Creamerymen's Association, C. W. Frv- 
hofer of the Amherst Dairy School said : 

"It is absurd to think of a farmer giv- 
ing a cow that produces only 75 pounds 
of butter fat a year the same feed and 
attention as to the cow by her side pro- 
ducing 200 to 300 pounds, yet how many 
there are that are doing that very thing. 
The Babcock test and milk record is a 

business proposition. No business will 
be profitable that is without system. 
The dairyman must know what he is do- 

ing and what each of his cows is doing. 
It is not enough that the entire herd is 

bringing a profit. We must go back of 
tbe entire returns to that of the in- 
dividual cow. Simply because a cow 

shows good dairy type is not proof of 
her ability to produce a profitable re- 

turn; simply because a farmer has secur- 

ed pedigreed animals of a dairy type or 

breed he need not rest assured that he 
has securcd large producers. It may be 
a delusion and a costly one at that. The 
same farmer's despised "grades" may be 
even more profitable. Not that the 
average "scrub" or "grade" is in any 
way equal to the average pure-bred 
dairy cow, but the variations in individ- 
ual production are very great and there 
are poor producers in every herd. What 
the dairyman wants to do is to find tbem 
out and got rid of them. The only way 
to know them is by the yearly record. 
One cow may give 30 pounds of milk 
when fresh and then run down rapidly 
and be dry in eight months; another may 
not give over 20 pounds at any one time, 
but may be constant in production 
throughout the year, and thus be more 

profitable. 
"One may give 40 pounds of three per 

cent milk and consume a large quantity 
of feed; another may give 20 pounds of 
six per cent milk and consume less feed. 
It is a business proposition of profit and 
loss, and guesswork will not suffice. We 
must know whether or not we are keep- 
ing cows that are "thieves" and "rob- 
bers" in our herds, and once knowing 
'»'»« ♦Κλπγ» nnr tn thft butcher's 
block. It is unfortunate that there is 
so much inferior dairy stock changing 
hands among dairy farmers. It is detri- 
mental to the industry and discourage- 
ment to the owner who finds he has 
secured worthless cows. One should 
never purchase a cow without knowing 
what her past record as a producer has 
been." 

The Magic in "Dry Farming." 
Another factor which is doing won- 

ders not only for this region, but west- 
ern Kansas and Nebraska as well, is the 
Campbell system of "dry farming1' as it 
is called. It is the result of deep study 
for twenty years on the part of Prof. 
H. W. Campbell. In a nutshell, the 
idea is but a recognition of tbe princi- 
ple that if the soils and sub-soils are 

properly cultivated and loosened, 14 
inches of rain can be made to go as far 
as 25 or 30 under the ordinary condi- 
tions of agriculture. As Mr. Campbell 
explains, "it is simply a question of the 

thorough working of the soil.'1 To 
much of this vast territory, where tbe 
rainfall is entirely inadequate and irri- 

gation out of the queetlon, such a dis- 

covery, if practicable, and it has already 
been shown to be, will mean Its com- 

plete redemption. Mr. Campbell la not 

opposed to irrigation. He regarda it, 
however, as unnecesaary where there is 
a rainfall of anything above 14 inches. 
Under hia management model farma 
have been made to raiae 50 boahela of 

wheat, 60 bushels of corn and 142 bush- 
ela of potatoes to the acre, when jnst 
across tbe fence the crop baa been either 
an entire failure or about one-fourth 
that of the "model farm."—Cor. in New 

England Parmer. 

hint* on Pruning the Apple Orchard. 
There la a diversity of ideas about 

pruning the trees. I And that when an 

orchard ia severely pruned in winter, 
with wounda left unprotected, they are 

aure to be injured. Doubtless the re- 

maining limbe will push with more 

vigor, and tbe tree will make an effort 
to recover ita balance. The wound, 
nevertheleaa is a grievous exposure. 
Not only does tbe system of the tree re- 

ceive a shock from this exposure, but 
also the albumens and whole surface of 
the wound is killed to a greater or lesa 

depth, according to the severity of the 
season, thns it becomes very difficult for 
the tree to cover the wound, and prevent 
further decay. As a consequence, it Is 
seldom the case that large limb· ever do 
heal over. They become almost a sore 

source of decay. As a rule, large limba 
should not be cut from the trees unless 

protected from the oold with care. 
What lots of old apple trees are decaying 
and rotting, and being stove down by 
the winds, due to the ontting off of the 

big limbs, letting in the water and caus- 

ing them to rot.—Cor. in Maine Parmer. 

Sheep pens should now be put in con- 

dition for winter occupation. They 
need not be olose or warm, bat should 
be dry, well Teatilàted and free from 
drafts. Sheep, aa a rale, do better when 

they grind their own grain. A foot and 
a half to two feet of rack, runnins 
lengthwise, is sufficient for ewe· of ISC 
to 200 pounds.

At a Hag-raising at Mount Pleasant, 
May Day, 1S61, it was resolved to ad- 
journ the meeting till tbe rebellion was 
crushed. Upon the fall of Richmond the 
chairman gave notice of said adjourn- 
ment. Upon Mount Pleasant on May 
Day morn the stars and stripes were for 
the tiret time dung to the breeze. Four 
years ago May Day was so cold and 
blustering the dag was raised at the foot 
of the mountain, now at the top, emblem- 
atical of the advancement of Freedom. 
When at the base there was a dark stain 

upon its (olds, now it was made white 
by the blood of thousands of good citi- 
zens, from the most obscure individual 
to him whose death caused the great 
heart of the nation to sigh.

MinotSt. Clair Francis, the mulatto 
who made such a daring escape from the 
state prison at Thomaston, Nov. 12th, 
was finally captured by the officers at 
Olenburn, a few miles northwest of Ban- 

gor, last Wednesday morning. He was 

utterly exhausted and footsore, and was 

easily taken. About seven o'clock that 
morning be called at a house in Glen- 
burn, admitted his identity, and asked 
for something to eat. He was fed and 

given permission to sleep in the bay in 
the barn. The woman of the house then 
sent word to the officers, who were fol- 
lowing bis trail in that vicinity, and in a

If it 
had been comfortable weather it is doubt- 
ful whether he would ever have been 
taken.

Itnown to every garden lover. When- 
ever there Is a shower the creature 
leaves its cool retreat under the plazsa 
Dr shed and stauds as far as Its fore 

legs will let it, erect in the rain, ap- 

parently enjoying to the utmost the 

shower bath. 
Whenever they are near the water 

at breeding time they deposit long, 
slimy strings of eggs, and the young 
toad has to go through the tadpole 
Btage in common wlth'hls brother frog. 
But when they are wholly excluded by 
distance from the water they seem to 

hnve the power of being viviparous, 
or bringing forth their young alive. 

In the water fertilization Is effected 
in the same manner us in fishes, but 

the method In the land life career is 

not known. About all that is known 
is that routined toads are found with 
little toads, 110 larger than house flies, 
about them after a time, and in walled 

gardens and places far removed from 

water little toads, no larger than peas, 
wanderiug around on their own re- 

sources and which could uever have 

been tadpoles, are within common ex- 

perience.

This is particularly true of Chinese 

carpenters. While most of their com 

mouer.t tools differ in some radical

product. Their small ax, for example, 
is a beautifully bulauced tool, and they 
are remarkably adept In the use of it. 

being able to work as true a surface 
Therewith as cuu be obtaiued with an 

adz iu the hands of the white man. 

On heavy work It Is customary for 
two to hew together on opposlto sides, 

(striking alternate blows. Both hands 
are used, and the recover Is over the 
tshouhler, alternate right and left.

A Zero Weather Fire. 

I'PPKB PAKT or COLBY HOUSE BUBNED 

SUNDAY.—THBBE TENANTS BATE MOST 

OF TUE1B GOODS. 

The South Pari· fire department 
*u called not bj an alarm Sunday 
aiternooo, and for two bonrs fought a 

persistent fire under most uncomfort- 
able conditions. 

The alarm was given bj the Methodist 
bell at 3:15 Sunday, for a fire in the up- 

Ser part of the Colby house on Pleasant 
treet nearly opposite the Grand Trnnk 

station. The house is a little Irregular 
in its architecture, comprising in all 
three stories and a basement. The fire 
evidently started in the southwestern 
end, bnt at the time it was discovered 
smoke was pouring out of the whole 
roof. The blaze bad not broken 
through. 

rnose tiret on tne scene pruiujjuj uo- 

gan to carry out the furniture. There 
were three tenements in the house, occu- 

pied by George A. Huasey, Charles A. 
Hersey and Edward D. Slattery. The 
Husseys also bad several boarders. 
Most of the furniture belonging to all 
the tenants was carried out, without 
more than the usual damage in such 
cases, but a portion of it was lost. Sev- 
eral stoves with fires in them were taken 
into the street, and proved quite useful 
for warming the hands of the firemen at 
intervale. 

As soon as the hose companies reach- 
ed the scene, lines were laid from the 
hydrants at the corner of Shillings 
Avenue and at the railroad crossing, and 
three streams were put on. They didn't 
look very powerful, and the old Pacific 
hand tub was brought up and stationed 
by the reservoir in front of R. N. Hall's. 
There was no lack of men for the brakes, 
but the valves refused to soak up and 
get in condition to work. For three- 

quarters of an hour the men on the noz- 

zle held themselves in readiness. Atone 
time a little stream trickled through, 
but they "couldn't get any suction," and 
finally the attempt to use the engine was 

abandoned, and the work was left to the 

hydrant streams. 
It was bitter work fighting fire that 

afternoon. The temperature was near 

the zero mark, and a lively breeze was 

blowing. Every drop of water that fell 
outside the building froze the instant it 
struck, and coats, hats and gloves wero 

quickly frozen stiff, while both firemen 
and spectators had hard work to main- 
tain any degree of comfort. 

At first the fire was very difficult to 
get at, being inside and in the roof of 
the building, but this condition was 

soon changed by the blaze breaking 
through the roof in numerous places. It 
burn*! persistently but slowly. While 
the firemen seemed at an early stage of 
the fight to be gaining the advantage, 
there was fire all over the roof for a 

long time, and it was two hours after 
the alarm when the last epark was dis- 

posed of. 
Most of the roof was burned off and 

the upper story was pretty thoroughly 
burned out, as well as a portion of the 
second story in the part where the fire 
started, and in two or three places it 
ate down through the walls nearly to 
the bottom, and the building was pretty 
well flooded with water. 

The origin of the fire is not known. It 

apparentlv started near the roof, in that 

part of the house occupied by the Slat- 
terys, who were away for the day. 

The building was owned by C. C Colby 
of Berlin, Ν. H., and was insured In the 

agency of W. J. Wheeler & Co. for 
$2500. There was also insurance on the 
furniture of Mr. Hersey and Mr. Hussey. 

Fortunately the wind, though high, 
was blowing directly across the street, 
and the only bouse which was in line 
with the sparks and near enough to be 
in anv danger was that of George I. 
Burnham on the cross street, which wae 

carefully watched. The stable of Frank 
B. Fogg on one side, and the house of 
Frank E. Barrows on the other, are quite 
near to the burned building, Mr. Bar- 
rows' house being only a few feet dis- 
tant. The fire caught on the roof of this 
from sparks once or twice, but was 

quickly taken care of by a hydrant 
stream. Part of the furniture was car- 

ried out of the house, but soon went

A Norse on Meuto·. 
Meatle· is an acute febrile disease, af- 

fecting in a access I re stages the ma cous 
membranes and the skin. Characterised 
by catarrhal symptoms from the begin- 
ning, it is highly contagions, and occurs, 
as a rale, but once in the same person. 

Until about the eighteenth oentury 
measles was not clearly distinguished 
from small pox, of which it was general- 
ly regarded as a peculiar and benign 
manifestation. 

It is widely prevalent and chiefly af- 
fects children. It is rare among adults, 
but when it attacks them is usually 
severe. 

The incubation period lasts from 
twelve to fourteen days. The invasion 
period is marked by symptoms of a cold 
in the head and some feverishness. 
There is sneezing, running at the eyes 
and nose of watery mucus, a patchy 
redness of the mouth and fauces, and 
perhaps an irritable cough. On the 
fourth day the eruption begins to ap- 
pear about the neck, behind the ears, on 
the forehead, and then on the chest, 
gradually invading the rest of the body 
and extremities. When the eruption is 
severe, there is commonly more or less 
swelling of the skin, especially of the 
face, disfiguring and changing the ex- 

pression, also the backs of the bands 
swell. It attains its height in from two 
to three days, then gradually declines. 

The rash consists of small red papules 
which increase in size and form crescents 
or irregular circles. There is some 

branny desquamation for a week after- 
wards. The complications likely to oc- 
cur in measles are those affecting the 
longs, inflammation of the ear and ear- 

ache, or conjunctivitis may supervene. 
Diarrhœa is an ordinary complica- 
tion, therefore aperients should, 
if possible, be avoided, as the subse- 
quent diarrhœa may prove troublesome. 
In more severe cases delirium and great 
prostration is present, and gangrene of 
the cheek or vulva in delicate, feeble 
children is sometimes a fatal event. 

The contagion of measles is very active 
at an early period before the appearance 
of the rash, when the catarrh is present. 
The child should be placed in bed, and 
remain there until all fever has subsided. 
The temperature of the room should bo 
OS degrees—72 degrees—even in a mild 
case. The room should be slightly dark- 
ened but not absolutely so, the edge of 
the eyelids ought to be once or twice a 

day lightly smeared with freeh cold 
cream or with vaseline, or borated vase- 

line; the throat and nasal passages may 
bo advantageously sprayed as in scarlet 
fever. Sponge with lukewarm water, 
with baking soda or boracic acid to re- 
lieve itching. 

The child should not leave the room 
till one week after the disappearance of 
fever. He should not leave the bouee 
for three weeks. 

Every care should be exercised to pre- 
vent chilling of the enrface during con- 

valescence, for some of the most obsti- 
nate chronic diarrhœa and lung catarrhs 
may be easily perpetuated; especially in 
those of tubercular taint precautions 
against cold are necessary. Also avoid 
anything tending to aggravate the cough 
or produce pulmonary complications. 
If these occur they will require special 
management. Attention should be paid 
to complaints of earache in children and 
any discharge noticed. The greatest 
caution is required with feeding during 
this dieease. It is the old story of chil- 
dren's dietetics—the avoidance of excess 
of food and especially of fermenting sub- 
stances (starches, sugars.) A conva- 
lescent stomach, pancreas, and duodenum 
must be fed with small quantities, and 
not too frequently, so as not to tax their 
still small powers. 

In all cases, many of the complications, 
and many serious results are caused by 
neglect, or the physician's orders not 
being carefully carried oat.—Ex.

you. 

Don't sit on the ragged edge of things. 
Be seated squarely. 

When you walk consider the style of 

your dress. 
If you are dragging a train don't for- 

get it. The longer and heavier the gown 
the slower you must walk. 

And first, last, and at all times, be 

dignified. 
An ungraceful walk will spoil the most 

elegant gown that the dressmaker's art 
can design. 

Hints. 

There is nothing more soothing in a 

case of nervous restlessness than a hot 
salt bath just before retiring. 

Never be alarmed if an insect enters 
the ear. Pouring warm water into the 
canal will drown it, when it will general- 
ly come to the surface and can be easily 
removed by the fingers. 

Por brittle finger nails anoint the nails 
at the roots every night with vaseline or 

dip them in warm sweet oil. This will 
cause them to grow better, and they will 
not split. 

Ad excellent remedy for sprains is to 
boll wormwood in vinegar and apply it 
hot to the injured part, with a sufficient 
wrapping of cloths to keep the sprain 
moist, renewing the lotion occasionally. 

Every morning before dressing sponge 
the neck, throat and chest with cold 
water, and rub dry with a large bath 
towel; not only will this make you less 
liable to take cold, but it will broaden 
the chest and fill out the uusightly little 
hollow·. The throat also will soon be- 
come round and firm. 

If you shut your finger in a door or 

bruise it in any way, put it in water as 

hot as you can bear; in a few minutes 
change it for hotter, and keep it in 
water at least fifteen minutes. If the 
foot is bruised, take off the shoe and 
stocking and Immerse itJn hot water 
from fifteen to thirty minutes, adding 
hot water often. 

Any one suffering from rheumatism 
should wear woolen clothing always 
next the skin, and be very careful never 

to get the feet wet or ait in damp 
clothes. If very thirsty—which is some- 
time· the case with rheumatism—drink 
only milk and soda—no stimulants. Try 
rubbing the body night and morning 
with a rouçh towel. 

Thirst and great dryness of the mouth 
in sickness is often relieved by a tea- 
spoonful of powdered gnm arable, beaten 
thoroughly with a couple of teaspoon-

The mixture may be taken freely, with 
great relief to the dryneas of the mouth 
and thirat

Soak the feet in 
it when they are tired. Soak the hands 
In it before manicuring. 

A drop of oil will prevent door hinges 
creaking, and it will cause locks and 
bolta to move easily.
