Bountiful Crops in New England. 

Λ 8KKUINOLY POOR PROMISE FOLLOW- 

Kt> BY Ι.ΛΒΟΚ YI ΚΙ.I). 

The growing season in Northern New 

England has passed and the harréate 
have been gathered. In many respects 
the season of 11)06 will pass into history 
as exceptional. In early spring the 

prospects for all crops were very poor. 
Incessant rains delayed planting and 
sowing until very late, and even after 
the seed was in the ground it germinat- 
ed very slowly. I looked over our sweet 
corn fields on July laud found it hard 
to tind stalks six inches high. The 
same condition prevailed in potatoes 
and grain. But at about that time the 
weather changed for the better and all 

vegetation began to grow. From then 
on the coutiuuous beat forced everything 
ahead, and the harvests began earlier 
than for many previous seasons. 

With the harvest there came an abund- 
ance, taking all crops into consideration, 
hardly ever before equalled. Sweet corn 

gave a yield which fully satisfied every 
grower. The potato fields have turned 
out an abundance, the only trouble now 

being to get cars to ship them. Grain 
bins are full, and there will be less call 
for Western feed than usual. The hay- 
mows will feed a large amount of stock, 
which, as a rule, returns a good profit. 
Along with this abundance there is a 

prevalence of good prices. A good ani- 
mal of any kind brings good money, aud 
there is a steady demand. 

Twenty-eight cents a pound for but- 
ter fat is the latest return from the 
creameries, and that puts a good margin 
of profit into the pocket of the pro- 
gressive dairyman. 

t ARM LAliOB VS. MACHIXKBY. 

I have often noted the cry for more 

farm labor from agricultural writers. 
This is a conditiou not peculiar to any 
state or locality, but is practically uni- 
versal. It is a condition that comes 

with prosperity. With wheels turning, 
spindles humming, the products of the 
soil, the mine, the factory and the manu- 

factory continually on the move, our 

capable young men and women are get- 
ting busy at work that pays. In this 

way there comes a scarcity of farm labor 
and an increased demand for farm prod- 
ucts. It is a condition of the times, and 
I do not sympathize with those who de- 

cry it or see evil in it. Stop the march 
of progress, close the doors of factory 
and school, then will come an abundance 
of cheap labor, with a lessened demand 
for all finished products of the farm, 
and the world will have dropped back a 

good long period of time! 
Let us rather encourage advancement 

in every direction and prepare ourselves 
to cope with the new problems which it 
briugs. Less manual labor and more 

machines is the watchword. This course 

brings a demand for the ski'l of the 
farmer boy—yes, and girl, too—who 
have fitted themselves for the intelligent 
mastering of nature's forces. This 
course turns the faces of our youth to- 

ward the soil and tends to rehabilitate 
and increase our New England farms 
and beautify our homes. 

The horse planters, the riding culti- 
vators, hay loaders, harvesters and pota- 
to diggers are to-day with us, doing the 
work that formerly was being done by 
the tirod and overworked farmer's boy 
and the cheap farm laborer. As we im- 
tirnv» imr methods, as we appreciate 
our advantages, educationally and com- 

mercially, these machines will become 
mure common, until the necessity for 

cheap farm labor shall have become 

practically a thing of the past. 
Let us therefore encourage every in- 

dustry that employs labor and puts 
money out among the people and so plan 
our farm operations that we may keep 
fully abreast of the times. 

Agriculture is the foundation of all 
wealth, all prosperity. It must there- 
fore have intelligence for its motive 

power and high ideals for its full fru- 
ition.— B. Walker McKeen in Tribune 
Farmer. 

Don't! 

I am 44 years old; employed as a clerk 
where I draw more than the average 
wage and have more than average 
responsibility. I have had opportunity 
to note the vast difference between the 

prices paid for farm produce and the 

figures received for it by the farmer. I 
have a family of three boys and wife, 
and it takes every cont I can raise to live 
and pay rent. Still, I have about $0000 
at command; but as my boys grow older, 
I shall have to spend that, in addition to 

my wages, to do for them what I wish. 
Can I put my $5000 into a farm, and 
make a living and more? I can sell much 
of my produce at an advance over whole- 
sale prices. I wan born and brought up 
in the city; so was my wife; and we are 

as "grevn as grass*' regarding what to 
do on a farm; never owned anything 
alive but a dog. Μ. T. A. [We really 
do not see how any man of our corre- 

spondent's age, or eveu a dozen years 
younger, could expect any result but 
iuin from investing his whole capital in 
a business of which he knows nothing. 
There would be some chance of success, 

perhaps, if he could form a partnership 
with a thoroughly trained farmer, 

though the utmost care would need to 

be exercised in choosing the man and 

making the bargain. It might end in 

our correspondent's getting tho experi- 
ence and the other man's getting the 

capital.] 

Feeding Run Down Sows. 

Among the many sows that have but 
recently weaned their pigs, there are 

doubtless some that show signs of the 

great drain that has been made upon 
their system They are perhaps thin 
and weak and they need attention, but 

they do not need attention in the whole- 
sale fashion some men give it. It is 

a big mistake to immediately begin 
stuffing them with corn, which in a 

short time will make them masses of 
waddling fat. Their deterioration was 

slow; they did not lose their fleeh and 

strength in a day nor week, no more 

should they acquire it on that scale. 
The best thing to do with the run-down 
aow is in a sense to put ber off feed; 
turn her out to pasture; and if that does 

not provide sufficient sustenance, fur- 
nish a little milk, bran or other light 
feed. This will put the sow into a laxa- 
tive condition and flush out her system. 
Later on some corn may, of course, be 
fed to advantage, but it must be borne 
in mind that the object is not to fatten 
the aow, but simply to get her up to 
normal condition by farrowing· time in 
the spring. Much better results would 
be secured each spring, if more wisdom 
were shown in the matter of feeding. 

I Bringing Up Cows. 

Cows, like men, are good or bad, often- 
times because of their environment, 
bringing up and education. We look 
for ana expect men to be good if 

brought up In good and religions fami- 
lies and communities. I have often 
heard it said, "give me the first six 

years of a child's life, and I will tell you 
with a great deal of certainty what the 
future of that child's life will be." So 1 

believe that the conditions under which 
an animal is reared determine, in a large 
measure, her future usefulness or use- 

lessness. As with men, the parentage is 
of great value, and we look for and have 

good reasons to expect cows to be better 
cows from a long line of productive an- 

cestry; so this, then, is the stepping- 
stone in the development of a dairy cow.

Potato Orowlng Ια Maine. 

HOW THE AROOSTOOK FARMERS PRC- 

PARK THK GROUND, PLANT, FERTIL- 

IZK AND CULTIVATE· 

D. E. 8.. Mohawk, Ν. T.: Will some farmer 
familiar with the method· used In Aroostook 
County, Me., pleaae answer through The Trib- 
une farmer, tiia following questions? How deep 
Uo you ploufb your Iíbui aoü do you tell or 

spring plough? Do you plant In rows both ways 
or In anile one way; If the latter, h >w far apart 
each way? Do vou plant In a deep furrow or 
on the surface? Do you use commercial fer- 
tilizer of any kind; U so, what kind Is It? 

REPLY HY H. WALKER MCKEEN, FRYE- 

BURG, ME. 

Answering the question· of D. E. S., 
in their order, I will say that land for 

potatoes is usually ploughed from six to 

eight inches deep. By far the larger 
part of the land is ploughed ίη the fall, 
many farmers beginning their ploughing 
very soon after the haying season is 
past. 

The potatoes are planted in drill*; 
these drills are from thirty inches ti» 

three feet apart; the potatoes are placed 
from twelve to eighteen inches apart in 
the drills. These distances vary accord- 
ing to the variety of seed used and the 

fertility of the land. 
Horse planters are used entirely. 

These machines drop the seed in a fur- 
row from three to four inches below the 
eurfaco. Potatoes are usually planted in 
a three or four year rotation, clover and 
oats, or wheat, occupying the land the 
remainder of the period. Little barn 
manure is used, but commercial fertil- 
izers are used liberally. These fertil- 
izers are made up to contain from 1 to 2 
per cent of nitrogen, 4 to 6 per cent of 
phosphoric acid, and 10 per cent of 
potash. The quantity used varies from 
one-half a ton to one ton an acre. This 
will cover the extremes used by differ- 
ent farmers, I thiuk. I know one man 

who used the latter amount on an area 

of one hundred acres last season. 
It uiav be of interest to D. E. S. and 

other Tribune Farmer readers to know 
something of the method of culture. 
The potatoes are planted as early as 

possible; then as soon as they begin to 
break the ground, a ridge of earth is 
thrown over them with a horse hoe. 
This serves to kill the small weeds and 
to protect the potatoes from late frosts. 
As soon as the tope break the ground 
again the earth is removed and the 
ground is levelled by being thoroughly 
worked over with weeder or light har- 
row. Next, the horse cultivators are 

started, aud, as a rule, are kept going 
as long as the tops stand erect. Then 
the hiller is used to ridge them up. 
This, with the active spraying to kill the 
beetles and prevent blight, constitutes 
the season's work in the ñelds till time 
to dig the potatoes. 

Farm Wealth. 

FARMERS AS BANKERS, DEPOSITORS IN 

BANKS AND LANDOWNERS. 

According to Secretary Wilson in his 

summing up of agricultural matters 
for 1905, one of the most notable out- 

growths of savings by farmers is the 

great multiplication of small national 
banks in recent years. As many as 

1,754 banks, each with a capital of 
less than $50,000, were organized from 
March, 1900, to October, 1905. These 
were distributee! mostly throughout the 
south and the north central states in 
rural regions. In the south 633 of 
these banks were organized and in the 
north central states 792. The capital 
of these banks has come from the farm- 
ers. The increase of bank deposits in 

agricultural states is most extraordi- 
nary. The increase during the year 
which ended June 30 in Iowa and South 
Dakota was 14.9 per cent, in Nebraska 
13 5 per cent, in Kansas 9.7 per cent and 
in North Dakota 25 per cent. During 
the same time bank deposits in Massa- 
chusetts increased 9.1 per cent. But 
still more remarkable is the bank state- 
ment for the eouth central states. 

s « skni 
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division the increase was 22.8 per cent, 
while the general average increase for 
the United States was but 13.5 per cent. 
For tbe first time in the financial history 
of the south deposits in the banks of 
that region now exceed $1,000,000,000. 

VALUATION OF FABM9. 

During the past five years the value 
of medium farms in this country has in- 
creased 33.5 per cent as compared with 
an increase of 25 per cent for the ten 

years preceding. 
Figured in dollars of gain per acre, 

the increases during tbe five years past 
of medium farms were, in tbe north cen- 

tral division, $11.25; in the western 

division, 95.30; in the north Atlantic, 
$5.20; in tbe south Atlantic division, 
$4.03, and in the south central division, 
$4.0(5. The average increase for tbe 
United States was $7.31. Tbe returns 
showed that farms of less intensive cul- 
ture and crop have increased in value 
less than the farms having more valu- 
able crops and receiving high culture. 

Everywhere is revealed a more intelli- 
gent agriculture. Farmers are improv- 
ing their cultural methods and changing 
from lees to more profitable crops. 
Other causes for higher values are bet- 
ter buildings, better fences, tile drain- 

ing, new facilities for transportation, 
more railroads and better wagon roads. 

Salt for Cows. 
Professor Babcock of the Wisconsin 

station has been experimenting to ascer- 

tain what influence salt has upon tbe 
health and milk-producing ability of 
cows, says an exchange. He found that 
in every case where cows had been de- 

prived of salt they exhibited au abnor- 
mal appetite for, it, but in no case did 
tbe health of tbe animal, as shown by 
the general appearance, the live weight 
or tbe yield of milk, appear to be affect- 
ed until after tbey bad been deprived of 
ealt longer than two or three weeks. 
The period of immunity oarriod with 
individual cows, from less than one 

month to more than a year. 
In every case where salt was withheld 

a condition of low vitality was finally 
reached, in which a sudden and complete 
breakdown occurred, from which recov- 

ery was rapid if salt was supplied. 
This stage was marked by loss of appe- 
tite, a general haggard appearance, 
lustreless eyes, a rough coat and a very 
rapid decline in both live weight and 

yield of milk. 

Deg-proof Fencing Not Practical. 
The Inquiry of "Ε. E. S." as to 

whether any fence could be constructed 
to keep dogs away from sheep, muet 

necessarily receive a negative reply, as 

any dog would in a few moments bur- 
row beoeath it. 

There Is in tbe town of Denmark a 

hostelry full every summer to overflow- 
ing where the most superbly cooked 
country dinners can be obtained. In 
late summer and early fall, tbe most 
delioious native lamb is served in a 

manner which takes one back to the 

days before western products filled our 

m.irkets. Now for two months they 
have been unable to obtain any lamb or 

mutton, showing how scarce it is right 
in the country, where hindreds of sbeep 
should be grown upon tbe most ideal 
pasture lands.—Cor. in Maine Farmer. 

Mange in bogs is not difficult to oure 

and seldom causes death. It is oaused 
by a parasite under tbe surface of tbe 
skin, which produces irritation and later 
a scab. This is contagious. The best 
treatment is to wash the pigs in soft 
water and soap, then rub in dry sul- 

phur. Repeat in a week. A third treat- 
ment is seldom necessary. 

It is said that the cow is a milking 
machine. All concede that a machine 
of any kind must be kept in the best 
possible condition if it is to bring good 
results. 

Do not allow tbe dairy cow to be 
chased by a dog or to be subjected to 

unnecessary disturbance.

The President's Message. 
President Roosevelt's message, de- 

livered to congress on the opening of 
the session last week, is a character- 
istically able ami frank document, 
recommending and suggesting progress- 
ive legislation, yet urging the utmost 
care to see that no hasty or ill-advised 
action is taken, and that every man shall 
have what he lias expressively termed 
"a fair deal." In length it follows the 
tendency of the times with the increas- 
ing size of the country, and there is 
more of it thau ever before. If given in 
full it would till more than two pages of 
the Democrat. The following is a brief 
summary of its most important points: 

Let us prohibit in effective fashion all 
corporations from making contributions 
for any political purpose directly or in- 
directly. 

The government should be given the 
right of appeal on questions of law in 
criminal cases. * * * It seems an 

absurdity to permit a single district 
judge to declare a law solemnly enacted 
by the Congress unconstitutional, and 
then to deny to the government the 
right to havo the supreme court definite- 
ly decide the question. 

No judgment should be set aside or 

new trial grauted for auy cause on the 
ground of misdirection of the jury or 
the improper admission or rejection of 
evidence « · · unless in the opinion 
of the court to which the application is 
made it shall appear that the error has 
resulted in a miscarriage of justice. 

It would be wrong altogether to pro- 
hibit the use of injunctions, but so far 
as posssible their abuse should be pro- 
vided against. 

Every col > red man shonld realize that 
the worst enemy of his race is the negro 
criminal, and above all the negro crimi- 
nal who commits the dreadful crime of 
rape. · · · The members of the 
white race should understand that every 
lynching represents by just so much the 
loosening of the bonds of civilization. 
Let justice be both sure and swift, but 
let it be justice under the law and not 
the wild and crooked savagery of a mob. 
* · There is no question of "social 
equality" or "negro domination" involv- 
ed; only the question of punishing bad 
men and of securing to the good man 
the right to his life, his liberty and tho 
pursuit of happiness. 

To preach hatred of the rich man as 

such, to carry on a campaign of slander 
and invective agaiust him, to seek to 
mislead and intl.tme to maduess honest 
men whose lives are hard · · · is 
to commit a crime against the body 
puiiuc. iuo ιπυωμιι ui iuc 

mob is just as evil a thing a* the triumph 
of the plutocracy. If we ever let this 
government fall into the hand* of men 

of either pf these two classes we shall 
show ourselves false to America's past. 

It should be our object to do what we 
can in the direction of securing the 
eight-hour law. 

The horrors incident to the employ- 
ment of young children in factories or 
at work anywhere are a blot on our 
civilization. A drastic and thorough 
child labor law should be enacted for 
the District of Columbia and the terri- 
tories. 

The federal employers' liability law 
should apply to government navy yards, 
arsenals and the like. 

A national labor body of conciliation 
and arbitration should be given thorough 
test. 

Remaining coal lands should be treat- 
ed as property of public and so con- 

served. 
We must exercise a far greater control 

than at present over the great corpora- 
tions, not so much to prevent consolida- 
tion as such, but to so supervise and 
control it as to see that no harm results 
to the people. 

The national government should im- 
pose a graduated inheritance tax, and, 
if possible, a graduated income tax. 
• · The pro rata of the tax should 
increase very heavily with the increase 
of the amount left to any one individual 
after a certain point has been reaohed. 

We should have the wisest and most 
advanced industrial training. 

The forests should be preserved and 
national irrigation plans broadened. 

The whole matter of marriage and 
divorce should be relegated to the 
national Congress. It is neither safe 
nor proper to leave polygamy to be dealt 
with by the several states. Wilful 
sterility is the one sin for which the 
penalty is national death, race death. 

Favors wise ship subsidy bill. 
Our currency law should be reformed; 

there should be an increase in bills of 
small denominations. 

I earnestly hope the bill to provide a 
lower tariff or else free trade with the 
Philippines will become a law. 

American citizenship should be con- 
ferred on the citizens of 1'orto Rico. 
Hawaii should be developed. In Alaska 
there should be a complete reorganiza- 
tion of the governmental system. 

I recommend to Congress that an act 
be passed specifically providing for the 
naturalization of Japanese who come 
here intending to become American 
citizens. 

If Cuba's elections become a farce, 
and if the insurrectionary uabit becomes 
confirmed, it is absolutely out of the 
question that the island should continue 
iudependent; and the United States 
would again have to intervene to see 
that the government was managed in an 

orderly fashion. 
The Mooroe doctrine is the traditional 

policy of the United States, which with- 
out accentuatiug superiority or seeking 
preponderance, condemned the oppres- 
sion of the nations of South and Central 
America and the control of their des- 
tinies by the great powers of Bnrop«. 

We have not relaxed our efforts to 
secure adequate protection of the seal 
herd·. 

The United States navy is the surest 

guarantor of peace which this country 
possesses; it should be maintained at 
its present strength. 

In both array and navy there is urgent 
need that everything possible should be 
done to maintain the highest standard 
lor the personnel. 

Governor Cobb on Friday nominated 
Justice L. A. Kmery of Ellsworth chief 
justice ia place of Judge Wlawell, de- 
ceased, and nominated Charles F. Wood- 
ward of Bangor aa associate justice of 
the Supreme Judicial Court to fill Iks 
vacancy thus created.

giving 27 or 28 pounds of milk per day, 
nine months after oalving, that would 
produce three inches of cream. She 
dropped a calf Nov. 9, '06, and is now 

giving over 40 pounds of milk per day, 
that will produce four and ooe-half 
inches of cream on one feed of sweet 
corn fodder, balance of roughage, red- 
top and timothy hay; with two qnarts 
of bran and one quart of corn meal night 
and morning, which I call light feed for 
a six-foot heifer. I have twelve other 
thoroughbred Holsteins.

The Wiscasset, Waterville A Farming- 
ton narrow gauge railroad, which is 43

day to Carson C. Peck of New York, the 
highest bidder, for 903,000. The sale was 

held by Receiver Wm. D. Patterson of 
Wiscasset by order of a decree of the 
court.

bonds of tbe road, and made the purchase 
to protect his holdings.

The people of Maine were shocked on 

Tuesday to hear of the sudden death in 
Boston that morning of Hon. Andrew P. 
Wiswell of Ellsworth, chief justice of the 
Maine Supreme Court. Judge Wiswell 
was only 54 years of age, and had a 

brilliant career. He served in the Maine 
legislature several terms and was speaker 
of the house in 1801. In 1803 he was ap- 
pointed to the bench, and was made chief 

justice in 1000. As a trial lawyer he had 

groat success, and as a judge be was able 
and impartial, combining with his other 

qualifications a clear headedness and a 

sound common sense which made him 
an especially valuable man on the bench. 
He leaves a widow but no other family. 

The worst freight wreck in the history 
of tbe Maine Central Railroad occurred 
about two miles from Monmouth about 
midnight Thursday night, when a regu- 
lar freight going west and a special go- 
ing east met head on. Four men were 

kiled: Forrest Fletcher of South Port- 
land, engineer on the regular train; A. 
R. Harriman, Portland, engineer of tbe 
extra train; S. H. Hodges, Portland, 
fireman of the extra train; I. E. Lowe, 
Lewiston, brakeman on tbe regular 
train. Three others were more or lees 
injured, none fatally. The accident was 

due to tbe conductor of the special train 
making a mistake of an hour in reading 
his train schedule, as to the time the 

regular train was due.

WITHOUT PAYING ΚΟΚ IT. 

Uncle Sam is rather a fussy sort of 

¡creditor, but he is business-like. The 
box rents have heretofore been due on 

the first day of each quarter in advance, 
anil ten days has been allowed patrons in 

which to pay them. According to the 
amended regulations of the department, 
this ten days of grace is now to be abol- 
ished, or rather, set forward into the 

preceding quarter, the regulation regard- 
ing it reading as follows: 

"Box rents must be collected at the 

beginuiug of each quarter for the entire 

quarter, but no longer. Ten days before 
the last day of each quarter postmasters 
are required to place a bill (on Form 
153$ or 1538 1-2) bearing the date of the 
last day of the quarter in each rented 
box. If a box holder fails to renew his 

right to his box on or before the last day 
of a quarter the box shall then be closed 
and offered for rent and the mail will be 

placed in the general delivery."

WILLIAM F. JONKS OF NORWAY NAMED 

FOR TUAT POSITION. 

Among the nominations made last 
week by Governor Cobb was that of 
William F. Jones of Norway as judge of 
the Norway Municipal Court. Mr. 
Jones had the unanimous support of the 

attorneys for the position, and the nomi- 
nation will undoubtedly be confirmed at 
the next sessiou of the council. 

Mr. Jones was born in Boston in 1S72, 
and graduated from the Boston Latin 
School and Harvard University, receiv- 

ing tbe degree of A. B. from tbe latter 
institution in 1892. In 1894 be came to 

Norway, which was the home of his 

grandfather, William Frost, and where 
he bad spent several summers. Here 
he read law in the office of Charlee E. 

Holt, and in May, 1898, wan admitted to 
the Oxford bar. He has since been in 

practice in Norway. 
Mr. Jones is a member of tbe Norway 

school committee, as he has been for 
several years, and he served two years as 

superintendent of schools. He is a 

member of the Republican town com- 

mittee of Norway. He is a man of high 
character, and hie appointment to this 
position is very gratifying to his many 
friends. 

He married Miss Elinor F. Hunt of 

Bath, and they have several children. 

Judge Herrick C. Davis, the present 
judge of the court, will retire at the 
close of the present term, on account ol 
bis age and the condition of bis health. 
He has held the position for two terms 

of six yean each. 
Judge Davis was born in Woodstock 

in 1833, studied law with Hon. John J 

Perrv, and was admitted to tbe bar in 

1802. For a number of years ho piactic 
ed at Bryant's Pond. Besides holding 
various municipal offices, he represent 
ed bis district in the legislature in 1864 
In 1872 be was elected Register of Pro 
bate for Oxford County, and removed t( 
Paris Hill, then tbe county seat. Foi

Cooking and Serving Fish. 
When a housewife explains tbe absence 

of fish from ber menus by saying, "My 
family does not like fish," the inference 
is that elie does not know how to cook 
and serve it properly, for tisb more than 
most foods, needs careful preparation 
for the table. 

The Qrst necessity is the selection of 
the fish, and if the housewife cannot 
trust hor marketman to deliver freab 
goods, tben she must learn what consti- 
tutes a fresh fish and do ber marketing 
personally. This may seem an unneces- 

sary trouble, with the telephone in the 
house, but it will pay better in the table 
service. When the fish is in steaks it 
will have a glittering, fine, clear skin and 
firm fiesh. These same rules apply to 
the smaller fish, only tbey will aleo have 
clear eyes, red gills and bright, shiny 
scales. 

One of the most economical although 
expensive fish is the halibut, for there is 
almost no waste about it and it is equally 
fine for frying or boiling. 

The following table will be a guide to 
tbe housekeeper in selecting her fish for 
cooking, and if it is pasted in the cook 
book it will save many a minute in plan- 
ning ber dinners beforehand: 

For Broiling—Bluefisb, large eels, 
split, shag, whitefiah, trout, fresh sal- 
mon, Spanish mackerel, weakfish, sea 

trout, shoal halibut, chicken halibut, 
cod Bcrod, bonito mackerel, fresh mack- 
erel. 

For Baking—Bluefish, shad, fresh 
mackerel, haddock, halibut, striped bass, 
whitefisb, lake trout, large oysters, 
quahog clams, lobsters. 

For Frying—Butterfisb, shad, cod 
steaks, swordfish, bluefisb, porgles, 
bonito mackerel, pickerel, ciscoes, yel- 
low perch, brook trout, smelts, bad- 
dock, halibut, salmon, eels, tinker 
mackerel, bullheads, white perch, white- 
fish, soft shell crabs, live lobsters, long- 
neck clams, scallops, large oysters. 

Sauteing—Cod steak, yellow perch, 
brook trout, smelts, haddock, halibut, 
eels, bullheads, white perch, whitefisb, 
scallops, large oysters, clams, ehrimps, 
lake trout. 

For Stewing— Lobster, cod, oysters, 
shrimps, quahog clams, chopped scal- 
lops. 

Beet for Boiling—Salmon, cod, sword- 
fish, haddock, black bass, sturgeon, red 
snapper, halibut. 

For Chowders—Cod and halibut mix- 
ed, halibut, haddock, eels, little-neck 
clams, long-neck clams, quahog clams, 
nvntn ra 

'lo this table it will be noticed that 
both frying and aanteing are mentioned, 
and a word may be added for the benefit 
of the young housekeeper who has not 
yet learned to distinguish between theae 
two methods. Frving is coating the fish 
with beaten egg, then with fine bread or 
cracker crumbs or cornmeal, and im- 
mersing the fish in smoking hot fat to 
cook until done; and this is considered 
by most cook· as the proper way to serve 
certain kinds of fish. All fish croquettes 
should be cooked after this fashion, and 
oysters done in this way are as nearly 
perfect as one can expeot them. Care 
must be exercised io the coating process 
so that the fish will not part and the dish 
be made massy for serving. Others pre- 
fer the sauteing process, and when this 
is done well the results will be very 
satisfactory. Pork drippings make the 
best foundation for the sauteing, as but- 
ter burns rapidly, and too often the fish 
is scorched before the flesh has become 
done. By adding a little butter to the 
pan a few minutes before the fish is 
finished, it will impart a flavor and aid 
in browning the flesh and skin. The fat 
must be placed in a hot frying pan be- 
fore the fish is added; then the fish plac- 
ed flesh side down and cooked until it 
can be separated. 

The fish Is then turned with a broad- 
bladed knife and the skin allowed to 
brown. Never let the fish simmer in the 
fat after it ia ready to serve. If it must 
stand, lav it on several thicknesses of 
oloth and place In a warming oven. If 
the cloth is not convenient, then nse 

plain paper. 
It will be found better to have the 

market man clean the flah, and ask him 
to split It down the back instead of the 
belly, aa is too often done, especially In 
small towns. The fish will lie In fryer 
or broiler much better If the former 
method ia pursued. Some families al- 
ways have the heads left,ou the fish, and 
In the ease of cod there are tld bits over 
the nose and the cheeka that are always 
sought for by the epicure. Smelts 
should have the heads left on, as the 
fish is so small that the shape will be 
spoiled if the heads are removed. 

▲11 the fine cooking will be lost if the 
fish is not well served, and this need 
take buta moment of the housekeeper's 
time. Oreen parsley and water orees 
can be bought nearly all the year around, 
even in the small towns and cities, and 
lamons are always to be had. ▲ tnftof 
parsley or crass and a alios of the lemon 
will do wonders foe the appetite. 

A few novel recipes which may be 
useful to some housekeepers: 

HOTCnPOTCII. 

Place in a stewpan three tablespoon- 
(uls of butter and a medium-sized onion, 
el iced; fry to Rolden brown, then add to 
it enough bullheads cleancd and cut into 
small pieces to cover the bottom of the 
pan; poiir over hot water enough to 

cover, allowing for each pound of fish 
one teaspoonful of salt, juice of one 

lemon, five tablespoonfuls of cauned to- 
mato; cover and simmer for half an 

hour; tbeu add a teaspoonful of minced 
parsley, a pinch of paprika and serve 
with toasted bread. 

EXOLI8B FISH SOUP. 

Place three tablespoonfuls of butter in 
a saucepan and when hot add one 
medium-sized carrot, eliced, one small 
onion, sliced, a tablespoonful of minced 

Íarsley, two cloves. When the onion is 
rowned, add two quarts of water, and 

when it comes to a boil add enough fish, 
preferably haddock, turbot, cod or whit- 
ing. Cover and simmer for an hour, 
using the bones of the fish. At the end 
of this time strain the fish through a 
coarse sieve so that the flesh will go 
through and leave the bones; then sea- 
son with pepper and salt, and thicken 
with a little flour mixed with cold water; 
then add a cupful of cream if you may be 
a little extravagant; otherwise milk will 
do. 

FIBH KING. 

For luncheon or supper this is an at- 
tractive dish. Take mashed potatoes 
and season with butter, salt and pepper; 
then mound upon a hot dish, sprinkle 
with paprika and fill the center, which 
has been left hollow, with creamed cod- 
fish, either salted or fresh. The addition 
of minced parsley to the potatoes will 
give a fine flavor to the fish. 

FISH IX SOUTHERN STYLK. 

Black bass, salmon or bluefish can be 
used for this dish. Wipe the cleaned 
fish inside and out with molted butter, 
salt and pepper. Make a stuffing of 
boiled rice, small oysters, minced parsley 
and scraped onion; fill the fish and then 
sew it up, and wind it with a cord so as 
to keep its shape; place on a trivet or 

rack, dredge with flour and cover the 
top with thin slices of fat salt pork. 
Cover the bottom of the pan with hot 
water and place in a moderate oven to 
bake for tho first hour; then increase the 
heat, until the oven becomes very hot, 
to brown tho pork aod fish. Baste the 
fish with the drippings every fifteeu 
minutes and after each basting dredge 
with a little flour. A good-sized fish 
will take fifteen minutes to the pound 
for cooking. Remove from the pan and 
cut off the strings, laying the fish on a 

hot platter and garnishing with sliced 
lemon and parsley. The drippings in 
the pan inay form the foundation for a 
sauce made by adding hot water, if 
needed, thickening with flour, and sea- 

soning with tomato catsup. Strain into 
α hot dish. 

E8CALL0PED FISH. 

Pick over halibut or any left over fUh. 
Place it in layers in a deep dish with 
crumbled bread, butter, pepper and salt. 
Thon add κ layer of eauce made as fol- 
lows: Heat one pint of milk; wet three 

tablespoonfuls of flour with a little of 
the cold milk, and when the milk is hot 
stir In the flour and continue nntll a 
smooth sauce is formed, then add two 
tablespoonfuls of butter. Alternate 
layers of the flab, crumbs and sauce are 

used, the crumbs being placed as the 
last layer and dotted with butter.—Ex.
