One Cornfield.

If you had visited Odebolt, Iowa, last
month, you might have seen what it
is worth going across the continent to
see. Fifteen thousand acres of land all
covered with corn and such corn as only
lIowa can produce! This, the largest
cornfield in the world, was planted last
spring with best tested seed obtainable
and is expected to produce an average
of thirty-five bushels an acre. Here in
one bunch is raised more than half a
million of the 400,000,000 bushels of corn
which Iowa this season contributes to
the wealth of the Union. All farmers
may study with advaotage the methods
pursued on this vast estate, as they
prove that farming can be managed as
systematically and under as strict disci-
pline as a manufacturing plant or any
other business. The routine is regu-
larity itself and nothing slipshod, no
carel , Do te, no disorder goes
on or about this wammoth field of
maize. Every year more than a huodred
men are employed all the year through,
with an extra hundred or two for the
barvest. More than two hundred start-
ed the harvesting in the early part of
last month and thirty-seven double stalk-
cutters were employed binding the corn
in the field. Over two hundred mules
are used to do the heavy draft work and
that many are kept there constantly.
In summer the regular force tend the
corn and in winter they husk and feed it
to the bundreds of cattle and other
stock gathered there to eat it, this being
considered the most profitable method
of marketing the product of the big
ranch. The corn is all husked from the
shock and the stalks shredded for cattle
feed.

With the exception of a large number
of feeders which are purchased every
fall, no cattle are raised on this vast
farm except enough cows to keep the
help supplied with milk. Usually 6,000
sheep are brought in to be fed and this
number will be fattened for the markets
during the present winter. At the high
prices l)revai]iug. a large sum will be
realized from the roasts, chops and
other tidbits from these fat wethers and
the lambs, to say nothing of the wool
clip. Still mocre interesting than the
vastness of the crop and the model
mapagement are the hygienic, ornament-
al and educational features of this farm.
Not only is it the largest but it is the
most ideal in all respecis in the whole
world. All the houses of the employes
are located in one place near the center
of the farm, making asmall town, and
obviating all the disadvantages arising
from isolation and lack of accommoda-
tions which marred the old system of
scattered tenant residences. A school
house, up to date in every respect, is
erected there for the children of the
workers. The proprietor being an en-
thusiast for good roads, bas built hand-
some driveways all through the place.
In fact nearly every convenience of cities
is accessible to the denizens of this rural
domain, which by wise and liberal man-
agement is made a delightful place for
residence.

With telephones, rural delivery, fine
roads for driving and trolleys near by,
this extensive cornfield would seem to
be a mighty mice place to live at, aside
from the commercial features which
make it so notable and instructive to all
persons engaged in agricnlture. There
is a main office and headquarters where
the manager of the farm has his desk.
The proprietor spends a large part of his
time here in summer. The farm is
divided into many sections, each part
being under the direction of a sub-fore-
man and worked by his force of men.
By telephone all parts of the farm are
readily reached at all times during work-
ing hours and every detail is so system-
atized as to proceed like clock work.
We would seem to have in all this the
typical farm of the future, an example of
how all agriculture will be managed dur-
ing duriog the coming century. Noth-
ing but intelligence, scientific education
and systematic business management
ded to make farming the most

Kent's Hill’s New Barn.

The founder of the Maine Wesleyan
Seminary and Woman's College, to
start the enterprise, gave a farm with
b;:t:ldi hnd stock, and followed :]:.Il
gift with cash in to after
needs of the school. lm:l:d has been
added to the original gift until the
school now has a farm of nearly four
hundred acres of excellent land, which
:ncn:iud- woodland, pastaure and tillage
and.

For years the farm has largely fur-
nished the school with vegetables, milk,
pork and some veal and beef. Butter
and grain for the stock has been largely
purchased.

One pair of horses, up to last year,
did most of the farm work, and hauled
coal and supplies from the station four
miles away.

The school furnishes a good market
for what the farm produces and much
that it does not produce. It was de-
termined last ‘yoar to imcrease the pro-
ductiveness of the farm to meet as
largely as possible the demands of the
school. Two spans of fine work lLorses
with needed barnesses, carts, sleds, etc.,
were purchased, and plans made to
double the farm products. The crops
of last year were seventy tons of hay,
six acres of oats, seven hundred bushels
of potatoes, besides garden vegetables
for the boarding house and roots for the
stock.

Some years ago a modern piggery
was built, and this year will see the
completion of a modern hay and cow
barn which will be ome of the best, if
uot the best in the state for purposes of
utility.

The building committee are H. H.
Shaw of Portland and G. A. Russell and
L. H. McKinney of Readfield.

Io planning for the increased pro-
ductivenes of the farm, Mr. Shaw
secured the consent of Rutillus Alden,
one of Winthrop's most succeasful
farmers, to accept a place on the board
of trustees, and to give the school the
benefit of his experience and wisdom in
the management of the farm.

Twenty acres, nearly all of which
have been ploughed, will be planted to
corn, potatoes, grain and other crops
next spring.

The new barn will make possible the
effective working of these plans. Itisa
double structure, baving a hay barn
filty fest wide, seventy-five feet long,
and twenty feet posted, and a cow barn
extending south from the hay barn at
right angles thirty-eight feet wide,
seventy-five feet long and nine feet post-
ed with a monitor roof.

The entire structure is bailt in the
most thorough and substantial manner.
The underpinning is first class, the cel-
lars are large, high posted and well
drained. The walls of the entire build-
ing are clapboarded and will be painted
In the main hay barn there isa root
cellar with a capacity of 1000 bushels,
a room for the men, a milk room, feed
room and hospital for sick animals, a
silo with a capacity of 100 tons, and
storage room for 10 tons of loose hay.
The cow barn has a tieup for forty
cows, and room for forty head of young
stock. This part of the structure is
abuodantly lighted and thoroughly
veuntilated. It is entirely separated by
partitions and doors from the main part,
so that no odor can be absorbed by the
hay. The latest and most improved
arrangements for feeding and watering,
hitching and caring for the stock will
be installed, such as automatic hay and
feed carriers, and individual automatic
watering troughs.

The new barn will not only greatly
enlarge the earning capacity of the
plant, and contribute an abundant sup-
ply of pure milk and fresh butter for
school needs; but it will also be an
educational factor in teaching the pro
er and wise care of cows kept for milk
purposes.—Turf, Farm and Home.

Fatten When Young.

F. B. Mumford, professor of animal
husbandry in the University of Mis-
sourl, writes:

It requires about half as much grain
to produce 100 pounds of gain on calves
as on two-year-olds. The work of the
Missouri Agricultural College has
definitely demonstrated that the most
profitable age to fatten cattle is while
they are still young. The older the
animal the more food is required to pro-
duce a given gain. Other stations have
also lnvutiﬁaud this question and have
arrived al the same results.

The Central experiment station farm
at Ottawa, Can,, found by comparing
1000 pounds live weight in the case of
calves, vearlings, 2 and 3 year olds, that
the profit for each 1000 pounds was:
Calves, $31; yearlings, $27; 2-year-olds,
$9 10; 3-year-olds, $12.80.

When all of the cattle of all ages
were purchased at 4 cents a pound and
sold at 5 cents a pound the profit on
$1000 iovested in feeding cattle was:
Calves, $557.50; yearlings, $284;2-year-
olds, $198.75; 3-year-olds, $177 50.
Nive-tenths of all the cattle fed in
the middle west are 2-year-olds at the
beginning of the feeding period. When
these cattle are in thin condition at the
beginoing of the experiment they are
often fed with profit; but, starting with
calves in the same condition, it is un-
questionably true that the calves return
mure profit for each $1000 invested than
the older cattle.—New England Farmer,

Keeping Squashes.

Apswering the query of a Spring-
fiold, Mass., correspondent as to how
squashes may be best kept over winter
the Country Gentleman says: Winter
varieties should be taken from the field
when fully ripe, but before the slightest
frost has touched them. Select a
dry day, and use every possible care not
to bruise them or to break off the
stems, as the slightest bruise will cause
rot. Some extensive growers on Long
Island have buidings expressly for
them, the temperature in which is kept
as near 50 degrees as possible. Racks
about four feet in width are put next
to the sides of the building, and eight
feet in width through the center of the
building. The bottoms of the racks are
of narrow boards, which are left about
an inch apart, to admit free circulation
of air between the squashes. The racks
are sufficiently far apart for a single
layer, as when piled one upon another
th:{ will be very aptto rot. Give as
little light as posaible, and free ventila-
tion overhead to carry off all moisture.
How to Winter Cabbage.

The Farmer's Advocate thus answers
a subscriber who asks how cabbage may
be wintered: Cabbage does not kee
well in a cellar, but has been kept wit
much success in trenches out of doors.
Select a place where the drainage is
good, and dig a trench two feet wide,
and deep enough so that the tops of the
heads will come even with the surface
when standing on thelr roots in the bot-
tom of the trench. Place the cabbage
in a double row in the trench, with the
heads up, and put a little earth aronnd
the roots. Over this, build a roof by
first laying a ridge pole over the center,
then putting old boards along to make a
long gable roof. On this, place six
inches of straw, and then six inches of
earth, Leave a small opening at each
end for ventilation. The heads may be
taken out a few at a time during the
winter when needed. Cabbages should
be trenched belore frozen, but as late in
the fall as possible,

A rescript deciding that a bill for
liguors is uncollectable in this atate
whether the seller knows or does not
know that the goodsare to be sold in
violation of the prohibitory law was
handed down from the Supreme Court
Wednesday. The case is that of Samuel
C. Boehm and others in New York
against Calvin W, Allen of Brunswick.
This rescript affirms the decision, drawn
by the late Chief Justice Wiswell in
which the seller of the liguors knew the
goods were to be sold contrary to law.

The law court has handed down & re-
soript in the Androscoggin case of State
versus intoxicating liguors, the Grand
Trunk Railway Company of Canada,
claimant. The decision, which is one of
the most important runtiarod in relation
to the prohibitory liquor law in this
state for some time, rules that liquors
cannot be seized in transit and that the
transit does not end until after the goods
leave & car. Theseizure in question was
made by deputy enforcement commis-
sioners working under the Sturgis law
passed at the last session of the Legisla-
ture, at the Grand Trunk station at Lew-
iston last apring. The rescript was
drawn by Justice Savage.

Commander Robert E. Peary, together
with fifty other persons, members of the
Peary Arctic Club and intimate friends,
were guests ata dinner given by Morria
K. Jesup at the University Club in New
York Wednesday night, in honor of the
explorer's return from the Arctic. The
dinner was described as ‘‘a family af-
fair,” and the speecties delivered were of
an informal character, nothing belng
given out for publication. Commander
Peary in response to the congratulations
of Mr. Jesup is said to have told his
friends that if he conld get the right sort
of ship for another ‘‘dash to the North
Pole” he believed he could accomplish
his object in a year. It is said thatas-
surances were given him at the dinner
that the kind of ship he wanted would
be provided whenever he is ready to
undertake another voyage.

A petition for a 145 mile branch of the
Bangor and Aroostook railroad, which
if built will open up a big lumbering and

communication in practically a direct
line from the St. John river on the
northwestern boundary of Maine to the
Atlantic seaboard at Stockton Springs,
has been filed with the State Board of
Railroad commissioners by the Bangor
and Aroostook railroad company.

What Not to Say.

An article by Bertha Gaus in the New
Idea Woman's Magazine for January
takes up the polite art of conversation
from a negative point of view. The
“dont’s" enumerated by the writer for
those wishing to be good talkers, are
“Don't tell long stories of personal ex-
periences. Don’t ask trifling questions.
Don’t air gour prejudices. Don't talk
of melancholy or gruesome matters.
Don't speak in a low, monotonous tone.
Don't ride conversation too hard. Don't
hioder the conversation by trying to be
too accurate over details, Don't go
back and add appendices to a subject
after you have left it. Don't run one
story into another. Don't stop a dis-
cussion by the ulinchlnf use of a proverb.
Don't make a point of always agreeing

It is thus beyond question that this
dreaded insect has entered the town of
Paris; and the place where it was found
is notin the thickly settled portiom of
the town, but near the middle of the
town, on a farm several miles from any
of the villages, and near tracts of forest
land, where its spread can not be watch-
ed and checked as readily as it might in
some places.

Readers of the Democrat know, or
ahould know by this time, that the
brown-tail moth is more to be feared
than any of the insect pests which have
ever secured a foothold here. The ap-
ple tree caterpillar, which invades our
orchards in armies at intervals, and is
then overcome by its own insect enemies,
and the once-dreaded potato beetle, now
successfully kept in subjection by the
use of poisons, are utterly insignificant
beside this new danger. The gypsy moth
is worse, but that is not yet with us.

In Europe, where the brown-tail is
native, it is kept within bounds by its
patural insect enemies; but those are
not native bere, and though an effort is
being made to breed them here, it is not
yet known whether they will live and
accomplish their purpose in any degree.
As yet the only method of checking
them koownto us is the slow and de-
tailed process of destruction by the hand
of man. Every possible effort should be
made to exterminate them at the first
appearance. An ounce of prevention
may be worth many pounds of cure.

A Big Fire Loss at Bethel.

THREE STORES AND MABONIC LODGE
BURNED OUT THE NINTH INST.

Bethel village suffered a bad fire on
the night of Sunday, the th inst. The
fire was discovered about 10 o'clock, in
the Cross building, occupied ' by the
store of G. M. Forbush on the lower
floor, and on the second floor by the
hall of Bethel Lodge of Masons.

Oyster and Fish Daintles for En-
tertainments.

One of the most difficult tasks of the
woman who entertaing in a simple way
is to decide what to serve at the various
supper parties, luncheons, evening card
parties, etc., of the winter. The follow-
ing recipes for oyster and fish dainties
certainly fill a lung-felt want as most of
the dishes are novel as well as appetizing
and are not at all extravagant to make:

LOBSTER A LA ROUEN.

Slightly brown in a saucepan one small
cut up onion with alittle butter. If you
have a little clear meat gravy add it to
the onion and enough flour to make the
consistency of cream, add one bay leaf,
one saltspoonful of salt, half as much
pepper, also one saltspoonful of celery
seed. Let this come to & boil, then sim-
mer gently for ten minutes, strain and
add half a pound of fresh mushrooms,
or one can of mushrooms if you have no
fresh ones; simmer ten minutes longer.
If you have a boiled lobster cut it up in
good-sized pieces (or canned lobster will
do), put it into the sauce, cover the pan
closely and stand it over hot water for
ten minutes. Fill pate shells with this,
place on toast and serve.

LOBSTER CHOPS.

Cut half a pound of boiled lobster into
amall pieces. Put about two ounces of
butter in & pan and when it bubbles
sprinkle in one tablespoonful of flour,
cook it and then pour in a capful of boil-
jog cream and the cut-up lobster. Stir
it until it is boiling hot, take from the
fire, and when slightly cooled stir in the
beaten yolks of three eggs, a very little
grated nutmeg, alzo a mite of cayenne
pepper, and salt to taste. Put on the fire
again just long enough to set the eggs.
Turn the mixture out ona buttered plat-
ter. When cold, form into chops abont
half an inch thick, pointed at one end.
Dip them in bread crumbs and egg and
fry in boiling lard. Stick a lobster claw
into the end of each chop after it 1s covk-
od. Decorate the dish by putting the
tail of the lobater in the center with the
head and long horns on the tail and the
chops arranged around the dish.

BROILED LOBSTER.

to have a live lubster. In order to kill
the fish at once insert a shar
its back between the body and tail shells,
severing the spinal cord. Split the shell
the entire length of the back, remove the
stomach and the long vein, which is the
intestinal canal, crack the large claws
and lay the fish as flat as possible. Brush
it over with melted butter, season with
salt and pepper, place on & broiler with
the flesh side down aud broll slowly
until a delicate brown. Twenty minutes
is usually enough. Turn over the broil-
er and cook for ten minutes longer.
Serve hot with melted butter. This is
considered a great delicacy by lovers of
this shell fish.
LOBSTER BALAD.

This is very simple and easily made.
Either canned or freshly boiled lobater
can be used. Chop up or cut finely all
the meat, reserving the coral for decora-
tion. Spread on lettuce leaves and cover
with a rich mayonnaise dressing.

SCALLOP BALAD.

Put one pint of scallops into a sauce-
pan of salted water and cook slowly for
an hour. Rinse in cold water and again
boil slowly for twenty minutes, then
plunge in cold water, drain and cut in
slices, mixing with the same quantity of
chopped celery. Putin salad bowl and
cover with mayonnaise dressing. Garn-
ish with slices of lemon and celery
leaves.

BAKED BCALLOPS.

Fill a buttered pudding dish with al-
ternate layers of cracker crumbs and
scallops, moisten with milk, season with
bits of butter, salt and pepper, cover
with crumbs mized with melted butter
and bake until brown, from twenty to
thirty minates. Individualshells can be
filled with the mixture, which ls a more
ornamental way of serving them.

CELERIED OYSTERS,

This is a very good recipe for the
chafing dish. Drain the juice from one
quart of oysters, put in the pan alump
of butter and a small cup of rich milk;
when this becomes hot add the oysters,
and a large cupful of chopped celery.
Serve these on hot toast.

OYSTERS IN A LOAF.

Take a long, thin loaf of stale bread,
cut a deep slice from thetop and scoop
out the soft part from the inside, which
leaves a wall all around. Fill this
cavity with oysters, season them with a
very little salt, pepper and tomato catsup,
put plenty of little pieces of butter over
the top and replace the slice of crust.
Pat this in a biscuit tin and pour over
the loaf two spoonfuls of the oyster
liquor. Have a brisk oven and bake
from twenty to twenty-five minutes,
basting with some of the oyster liquor
from time to time. Serve very hot.
This is exceedingly nice prepared in in-
dividual rolls, serving one to each
person,

OYSTER BALAD,

Heat onequart of oysters in their own
liguor to the boiling point, drain them
and mix with dressing made as follows:
To four well beaten eggs add one gill of
cream, one teaspoonful of mustard, one
teaspoonful of salt, a pinch of cayenne
pespnr. two tablespoonfuls of butter
and a gill of vinegar. Put this ina
double boiler, and when it becomes
heated, cook about five minutes, stirriog
all the time; it will then be of the con-

PANNED OYSTERS,

Take the oysters, one pint, from the
liguor and strain it. Put one table-
spoonful of butter in a pan and as soon
as melted add the oysters, shaking them

SBALMON BOUFFLES,

Pound to paste half a pound of cooked
salmon, then add the yelks of two hard-
boiled eggs, and also the whites after
chopping and rubbing through a sieve.
Now add a little salt and pinch of cayenne
peﬂpor. Dissolve a quarter ounce of
gelatine and add to the rest. Mix very
thoroughly and heat through, and when
cold mixin a half pint of whipped
cream. Pin narrow strips of paper
round the top of some small souflle
cases, fill these an inch or so above the
edge with the mixture. Decorate with
hard-boiled egg and chopped watercress.
Set on ice until served, and then care-
fully remove Lhe papers.—Ex.
