That Economic Problem.

“Could four adults, sccustomed to a
bountiful table, live 6n an income of
$500 per year in New England; walki
distance of a country town; provid
they bave enongh for a little home free
and clear, with furniture emough? And
would such persons be cordially re-
celved?"

As I understund the above proposition
from “A Subscriber” $500is to be the
total income, and must provide food,
heat, lighting, oloth and all inci-
dental expenses including medical at-
tendance, etc. Tak this as a basis,
one is on the same level as though living
in town provided he owned his home
there, except that taxes might be a little
less outside corporate limita.

By dividing $500 by four we have $125
for each adult to cover all his share of
expenses for a year or $2.40 a week.

The writer once had experience ina
boarding club of eight members, where
the central idea was to get along as
cheaply as possible not once dreaming
of a sumptuous table, but sufficient
good, plain nourishing food for bodily
needs, without any frills. My recollec-
tion is that our food cost per week for
each person av just about $1.50,
that is for the raw material with sea-
soning, lard, etc., to cook the food.
This was in school days, in a city of
20,000 or 30,000 inbabitants, where there
were good stores, and some discount
allowed to “‘clubbers.”

1 judge from the above that it would
be out of the question to live bountiful-
ly from $500 comsidering food only.
Living very plainly as our club did, and
deducting the $1.50 from $2.40 one
would bave only 90 cents per week to
pay for heat, light, clothing, etc., none
of which was included in our expenses
of §1.50.

It would be possible, barring extra-
ordinary illness, necessitating large bills
for medical attendance, to live on $500
per year, but one would have to live
something afier the bill of fare of the
colored poor of the south, viz.: on hog,
hominy and molasses. There is only
one way in which four could live com-
fortably on $500 a year—that is havea
place where a splendid cow could be
kept to furnish milk, cream and butter,
and the skim milk grow a good porker,
for hams, shoulders and bacon, with
enough salt pork for the bean pot; chance
for a flock of hens to furnish eggs for
cooking and food for the table. Then
with a few good fruit trees and a good-
sized, well-kept garden where the need-
ed vegetables could be raised I could
thiok of four aduits faring well on $500
& year.

As to their reception in the village,
that depends a good deal on the ‘‘four
adults.” The way to the best people
in any place is through the church. If
one attends church regularly and lives
up to its teachings and Is personally
agreeable to those he meets, he need
have little fear of being treated other
than cordially. Those who snub you
because you live outside the village are
“seodfish aristocracy” and hardly worth
being on terms of intimacy with.—D. J.
Ryther, West Pownal, Me.

Building a Sheep Barn.
In answer to & query from a Connee-
ticut man to the Country Gentleman as
to building a sheep barn with hillside
entrances, Dr. C. D. Smead replied:

All I can give is a few generalities on
building a sheep barn. The first ia that
unless the barn can be bullt in the hill-
side so that it has an eastern frontage,
I would mot build it in the billside.
Again, if the hillside were so steep that
I could evep then have windows on the
north and south, I would not build it on
that site, Sunlight and pure air must
be got into practically eur{ bit of space
used for the penning of sheep, or the
building will become unhealthful. This
can't be done well with a western front-
sg: or a northern; with a southern, and
the western slope, 80 that windows can
be placed also in the east end of the
basement, a !alrl{ good one can be bailt,
providing the location is where the
south wind does nmot blow much. As
a general rule, sheep barns wholly above
ground, with doors to drive thwngh,
are the best and most convenient, when
built on comparatively level ground.
The needed |hu{yndl can be made on
either side, and the sheep in small flocks
can be let ont into them. They can be
more easily entered with the manure
wagon, and when bat 50 feet wide, every
part of the s can be so arranged as

35| to allow some sunlight to enter at some

time in the day.

1f winter lamb raising is to be engaged
in, the barn must be so constructed as
to close tightly. If the proposition is to
have the lambs dropped after the
weather becomes quite warm, the closed
doors will not be needed. The feeding
racks when possible should be construct-
ed in the center, or so that the flock will
not crowd, as they will when the racks
are round the outside. Arrangements
should also be made so that hay can be
gnt into them without carrying it over
the backs of thesheep; in short, gotto
the rack in such a way that the aheep
cannot get on to it, and the racks so
made that neither sheep nor the little
lambs get into them and soil the bay.
Again, they should be so constructed
that the flock can get the hay without
having to more than put their noses be-
tween the slats in the rack.

In conclusion, I may say that con-
struction of the barn is not so important
as the arrangement of the space in it
afterit has been built; so that the food
and water can be got to the flock ocon-
veniently and in the best possible con-
dition. E

I %ww
a great many early apples, so begin to
feed them to the oxen by the bushel in
September and October. They bad two
bushels each per day along with Stowell
Evergreen with some corn on the
stalk. November 1 [ took them to the
barn, giving them about two quarts cob
meal each. December 15 I began to
feed for beef. I gave each about six
quarts of cob meal with one-balf bushal
oats to one barrel of corn. This 1]

nd twice a day, morning and sven-
og. Atnoon lfed aboutl dozen ears
sweet corn, busks and all.

The oxen enjnnd good pasture and
all the nice bay they would eat. I kept
them ten and one-half months and in
that time they gained 1300 pounds.
They carted mavure and hay, probably
100 tons of bay, 25 tons rowen, 10
tons of oats and also performed many
other jobs about the farm as well as

The farmer of to-day that will purchase
2 small flock of good grade sheep with
28 good a male as he can obtain, will
find that with good care and a small
expenditure he oan derive returns sec-
ond to those from no other farm anl-

I have been in the dairy business for
the past 15 years. I started with two
good e Jersey cowsand bave used
bulls of the best blood and never have
raised a scrub heifer. I have ralsed my
own cows and met with fair success.
They are fed three times a day with hay
or cornstalks, twice a day with cotton-
seed meal and bran or corn or cob meal.
I believe cattle should have at least15
minates' exercise every day.—C. M.
Vaughban, Franklin County, Me.

We have been most successful with
dairy cows. In winter they are fed
good, early cut hay three times aday,
given all they will clean out. .For grain
ration they receive four quarts of a
mixture consisting of equal parts cotton-
seed meal, bran, Ajax flakes and oats
and corn meal. The grain is fed in one
ration in the morning after feeding hay.
We do not find it best to feed cows beets
and turnips but consider carrots, apples,
squash and pumpkins better for milk
and butter. We always plant a large
piece of sweet corn for fall feed and
when the ears are well filled up it is cut
and fed out to stock.—J. L. Simmons,
Lincoln County, Me., in New England
Homestead.

The alarm occasioned by Vermont's
big spruce timber cut of nearly omne
hundred and twelve million feet is
groundless. It is like the question that
arose in a Vermont city on the question
of water. The city council was cutting
off a meter here, a motor th asprink-
ling house somewhere else, devoting
all its time to restricting the consump-
tion of the liguid life. A plain man got
up and sald: ‘‘Gentlemen, we don't
want more meters; we want more
water,” Andso itls In Vermont. We
don’t want to restrict the spruce out;
we want more spruces, And intelligent
forestry, a start for which was made
by the recent legisiature, will do It.

There are too many land-owners who
look askance at the re-foresting propo-
sition and ask suspiclously:

“What'm I golng to get out of it?
Won't never live to see them spruces
big enough to cut, ner them seedlings
b!ﬁlemugh to count.”

his is true, There must be some-
thing approaching a public spirit in the
owner’s attitude toward this question.
He must do something with no immedi-
ate return in view. He will probably
never sell a foot of the timber he sets
out in seedlings,

But his boys may get the benefit.
His land will be constantly incressing
in value.

The greatest needs of this state to-day
are more boys and more trees. Let us
raise the boys and trees together.

For every boy that is born to the for-
tunate Vermont farmer let his father
set out a thousand or two seedlings in
some waste land or unprofitable pasture.
Let him renew them year by m—the
cost is small, and by the time t boys
are grown to manhood and ready to go
into forestry on their own account, they
will bave a little property that will re-
pay the thoughtful labor.

Shouldn’t the meanest, most hand-to-
mouth, back-lot farmer in the atate
take enough pride in his heirs to do as
much as this for them? He wouldn’t
get the benefit himself, perhaps, but it
would be all in the family.

Certainly the renewal of this enor-
mous draft on our state forests, repre-
sented by 111,054,000 feet of timber
cut last year must be replaced by some
means. And the small landowner can
do his share and benefit his kin at the
same time.—Montpelier (Vt.) Journal.

What Cow-Testing Did.

A few years ago a creamery started o
a certain locality. The milk was
bought by test. One farmer didn't have
enough milk to interest the manager,
and what he had was a poor quality,
three per cent or lower, He was pretty
sore because, you ses, he wanted to be
“our influential citizen.” It was like
being slapped in the face to be told his
milk was no good. Finally he con-
cluded it was useless to buck ocapital,
He begao to wake up and use the part
of his anatomy that he carried under his
hat. He improved his herd. If he sus-
pected a cow wasn't up to par he took a
sample of her milk to be tested. He
fed better and gave better care. His
last check for 15 days wasa fow cents
over $60. Enow what your cows are

Although the past week in the legisla-
tore has not been largely productive in
the matter of final action in important
matters of legislation, it has included
hearings on several of the most inter-
esting measures before the legislature.
No seesion for many years has had be-
fore it s0 many important matters
affecting the people generally by new
legislation, and most of these have now
had their hearing in committee and are
ready for action, though the committee
reports have as yet been made on none
of them.

Last week's hearings included resub-
mission, the repeal of the Sturgis law,
the state house removal, etc.

An order haviog been adopted fixing
Feb. 19 as the time limit for the recep-
tion of matters of special legislation, one
of the first things in order this week
will be to extend that time limit. But
as this legislature is running things cn a
little stricter lines than some previous
ones, the limit will probably not be ex-
tended more than twice, and perhaps
not but once.

The resunbmission hearing was beld in
the senate chamber Wednesday after-
noon, having been drivem out of the
house by the state house removal hear-
ing, which had a much larger attend-
ance. Speakers in behalf of resumission
were Sepator Staples of Knox, Sheriff
Pennell of Cumberland County, Hon.
William T. Haines of Waterville, and
others. While the other speakers are
opponents of prohibition, Mr. Haines,
who is an avowed candidate for the
gubernatorial nomination by the Repub-
lican party on & resubmission platform,
declares that he favors resubmission for
the purpose of reaffirming prohibition.
The leading speaker in opposition to
resubmission was Mrs. Stevens, president
of the National Woman's Christian
Temperance Union. No really new

ments were advanced on either side.
It seems to be generally understood
that resubmission is dead for this ses-
§i0D.

The hearing which drew the big crowd
for the week was that on the removal of
the state capital, held on Wednesday
according to a contiouance from an
earlier date. At the hearing last week
Augusta put in the rest of its case, Hon.
Forrest Goodwin of Skowhegan opening
and Hon Herbert M. Heath of Augusta
closing for the present capital. Gen. C.
P. Mattocks of Portland closed in behalf
of the advocates of removal to Portland.
Mr. Hichborn of Augusta explained the
new hotel proposition which is expected
to solve the problem of hotel accommo-
dations at Augusta. There were several
other speakers on both sidea of the
question, one of the opponents of re-
moval being Hon. John P. Swasey of
Canton. The hearing extended through
the afternoon and evening.

To a certain extent the%minm of the
legislature gave way on Tuesday to the
governor's reception at the state house
in the afternoon, and the reception and
ball in the evening given by the citizena
of Augusta at the city ball. These
biennial affairs were largely attended
and much enjoyed.

Tuesday afternoon there was a hearing
in which Oxford County is considerably
interested, on the bill giving the Union
Water Power Co. the right to deepen
the outlets to the Rangeley Lakes so as
to draw the water down about six feet
lower than at present in winter. A
number of prominent lawyers appeared
on each side of the question, Judge
Foster being one of the attoroeys for the
opponeats of the bill, who are headed
by the Rickers of Poland Spring.

The petition for the closing of
Twitchell and Round Ponds in Green-
wood and North Pond in Greenwood and
Woodstock to ice fishing drew out a re-
monstrance with numerous signers,
which was presented last week.

The judiciary committee reported
“ought not to pass’’ on the woman
suffrage amendment, and the report was
accepted in the house without a ripple.

Although the flood bas been past for
some time, yet there is not a day that
there are not a number of new measures
presented, to say nothing of cords of
petitions and remonstrances relating to
matters now before the legislature.

One of the warmest hearings of the
session was that on the bill to repeal the
Sturgis law, on Thursday, although it
did not attract so an audience as
many of the others. The principal

in favor of repeal were Senator
Staples of Knox, the old Democratic war
horse, and Hon. H. M. Heath of Au-
gusta. Ex-Senator Sturgis, the father
of the bill, spoke in opposition to repeal,
a8 did Mrs. I.. M. N. Stevens, Rev. C. E.
Owen, Rev. H. N. Pringle, Judge Na-
thaniel P. Hobbs of North Berwick, and
several others.

The Willey Slide.

Since writing the article on *“The Wil-
ley Slide,”” which was in the Democrat
of Feb. 12, I have casually come upon
another account of that catastrophe of
which I will make mention. This ac-
count of the Slide is in one of those an-
nuals which used to be so common, but
which now have gone out of fashion,
The annual containing this account was

ublished at 126 Nassau Street, New

ork City, its title is "The Parlor An-
nual and Christian Family Casket,” it
was ‘‘Edited by an Association of Clergy-
men,” it was ‘“‘Published by J. E. D.
Comstock,”” and it bears date 1846. The
article on the Slide Is on pages 207 300,
and is headed “‘The Fatal Avalanche.
Scene at the White Mountains. By the
Editor.” In the volume's table of con.-
tents, *‘D. Newell” is given as the au-
thor of the article, and this **D. Newell,"
the editor of the annual and the writer
of this account of the Slide, was Rev.
Daniel Newell, who atthe time when the
Slide ocourred was uupIIylng pulpits in
Brownfield, Hiram and Denmark. In
the account which Benjamin Glazier
Willey gives of the Slide in his book on
the White Mountains, he says: “I was
away from home on an exchange the
Babbath previous, and remember well
all the circumstances and events of the
gathering storm;” and it seems that it
was with this Mr. Newell that Mr. Willey
exchanged pulpits on that Sunday pre-
ceding the Monday night in which the
Slide occurred, for in Mr, Newell's ac-
count of the catastrophe he says that
“The Sabbath previous the writer was
invited to occupy the pulpit of the Rev.
B. G. Willey of Conway, near the scene
of the Slide.”” Mr. Newell intended to
go to the White Mountains the early part
of the week the first day of which he
preached in Mr, Willey's church, but
was prevented from dolog so by the un-
favorable weather conditions, as is
shown by this t from his account
of the 8lide: ‘*‘At an early partof the
week we contemplated visiting the
mountains, but, by a change of weather
and [rom the fear that the prospect from
Mount Washington would not favor-
able, our plans were defeated. Such
continued the state of the atmosphere
that we did not start on our contemplated
trip to the mountains until Rumor with
ber thousand tongues had told the tale
of the sad catastrophe through the
neighboring towns,"

But to re
malo content with bad food, wieen a
little more thonght or carefulness or
criticism would procure it in o state fit
to be enten. ls only what Scotchmen
used to describe us *a wasting of the
malreles.”— London Spectator.

Take six large apples, core and cut in
halves. Place them in a buttered pie
dish, and sprinkle over them sugar and a
little cinnamon. Place a plece of butter
the size of a walnut on each apple.
Bake till the apples are tender.

APPLE BNOWBALL.

Take some buttered apples, cooked in
the manner just described. Pile in the
cgnur ofa dl':ld Beat up th:u whitea of
three eggs, ing gradually some
powdered sugar. Cover the apples with
this snow. Sprinkle over first ebogped
almonds and then white sugar. Bake
until the meringue is colored pale brown.

APPLE MERINGUE.

Two cupfuls of strained apple sauce,
four eggs, four tablespoonfuls of sugar
for the sauce, one for the meringue;
a tablespoonful of butter, stirred in the
sauce while hot; some good pie crust;
grated lemon peel for seasoning. Beat
four yolks and two whites light with the
sugar and whip with the sauce. Have
ready a pie-plate lined with nice crust
baked; fill with the mixture; lpmé
with a meringue made of the remaining
whites and sugar; brown lightly and
quickly in ahot oven. Serve cold.

DEVILED EGGS.

Carefu'ly remove the shells of six
hard-boiled Take a sharp knifed
and cut them In half. Collect in a bowl,
and add to them a tablespoonful of olive
oll, a teaspoonful of vinegar, a saltapoon-
ful of salt, a dash of geppor and a
scant [jealtspoonful fof dry ‘mustard.
With a silver fork beat this well togeth-
er until it is thoroughly blended. It too
thick add a little more oil. [f liked add
4 teaspoonful of grated onion. Cut a
tiny slice from bottom of each half of
the white of the eggz so that they will
stand up, and fill them with the mixture
just prepared. Serve on lettuce leaves.
This dish is suitable for luncheon or
supper.

8NOW EGES.

This is an entirely mew sort of break-
fast dish that is greatly appreciated by
most people, and that can be especially
recommended to invalids or those whose
digestion is not strong. Butter thor-
oughly the iuside of as many custard
cups as the eggs you wish to use, which
wre best prepared separately. Separate
the white from the yolk of the egg and
beat the white to a very stiff froth, Pour
this into the buttered cup, making a
liole in the middle in which to patthe
volk, which is not beaten but left un-
broken as it comes from the egg.
Squeeze on top of this about three drops
of lemon juice. Three or four other
eggs can be quickly prepared in the
same way, and when all are ready the
cups should be set in saucepans of boil-
ing water, letting the water come about
half way up the onﬁ, and cook thus until
the white is set firm. The heat will
make the froth riseso as to nearly fill
the cup. Invert a warm plate over each
cop and turn out each egg. Sprinkle
chopped parsley on top and serve at
unoe.

BCALLOPED EGGS,

Butter the bottom of a baking dish
and sprinkle cver it a layer of stale
bread crumbs and pour in enough sweet
milk to moisten them thoroughly. Slice
a dozen or so—according to the size of
your dish—hard-boiled eggs across and
put in a layer of these. Season with
salt and pepper, and sprinkle over with
tiny pieces of butter, and continue to
alternate layers of eggs and bread crumba
nntil the dish is full, putting a layer of
crumbs on last, Place tiny bits of butter
here and there on top and set in the
oven to bake.

Spring Waists and Such.

The spring shirt waists are prettier
than ever. In the styles being present-
¢d this season the use of heavy patterns
in embroideries is apparent. Comntrasts
in trimming have been the feature of the
fashions this winter, and this Idea is
belng very strongly introduced in spring
lines of waists.
