Cause of Calf Cholera.

A DISEASE ALMOST SURELY FATAL,
BUT EASILY PREVENTED.

C. J. W., Charles River, Mass., writes:
“I would like to ask you if you can tell
us what is the matter with our calves.
We have had three die in the last three
weeks. They die in from twenty-four
hours to three days after they are born,
and while with the cow, from bowel
trouble. Last winter we lost some in
the same way in one certain calving pen,
although we cleaned the pen thoroughly
and disinfected after each death. This
season we have had one die in a new
shed built last summer, s0 we are in-
clined to think it must be in the con-
dition of the cow. One of our barn fore-
men says he can tell when a calf is first
born, by the peculiar look of its nose,
that it will die. We shall take the next
one born away from the cow at once and
feed another cow’s milk. I hope you

The
primary cause is a bacterial organism
that invades and iofects tbe milk of the
mother and makes of it a poison instead
of a food. There are cases where this
poisoned milk undoubtedly is taken in-
to the blood of the mother and thus
carried to the unborn calf, and it is born
diseased, as the dairyman told you. 1
have learned two facts regarding it; one
is that when cows are milked daily up to
the time of parturition their calves do
not have the disease, as there is no ac-
cumaulation in the udder; second, I have
learned that cow owners should, from
time to time, examine the udders of the
cows when they are not producing milk,
and see if there has or has not been a
little milk secreted whick has come
down into the milk cistern at the base
of the tear, and there by bacterial action
become a stringy or cheesy deposit. If
found miik it out of the udder, but do
pot milk the cow a particle more than is
necessary to milk away this deposit.
Then the chances are the calf will not
inherit or nurse poisoa into its system.
:h also advise the giving of allli no;u from
ree-quarters to ovne pound of epsom
salts, and a balf ounce of povs::od
gentian, about two weeks before calving,
and repeat weekly until they give bi
to their calves. With these two pre-
cautions the disease can be prevented,
but when the calf once haa it its evacu-
ations may, if they come in contact with
the fresh navel cord of other calves, con-
vey the disease to them or infect stables.

BIG CARNATIONS.

T''ey Were Cultivated In England In
Bhakespeare’s Time.

A tlorist suys that we pride ourselves
nowadays on the size of our carna-
tions. but the florists of 300 years ago
grew carnations three to four lnches
Across, as large as any that we see,
und thought nothing of it.

“All through Spain, southern France
and Italy the earnation Is the favorite
fiower aud bas been for hundreds of
years, but along the Mediterranean
there are few gluss houses, for In pro-
tected situations and on southern
slopes of hills even dellcate flowers
grow outdoors all winter loug and
bloom as freely at Christmas as In
July.

“The big carnations, however, were
not grown in Spain or Italy, but In
England outdoors during the summer
time and before glass houses were
known. They may bave grown just
as lurge carnation flowers (n Spain as
in England at that time, but In Eng-
land there was record made of the
fact and also of the size, while In Spain
there wus not. Shakespeare mentions
carnantions and gillytiowers, or July
flowers, together as blooming at the
same season, which shows that the
carnation was then a summer flower,
whereas In our greenhiouses It Is now
a winter bloomer. How the florists of
those days treated the plants to ob-
tnin blooms of such size nohady knows,
for old time tlorists grew flowers In-
gtead of writing books nbout them. Bo
all we know is that they had very
large c#rnations In Queen Elizabeth's
time without knowing how they were
grown.”—g&t. Lonis Globe-Democrat.

HIDDEN TREASURE.

New Zealanders Dig For Kauri Gum
In the Ground.

Many New Zealanders find it profit-

able to dig for hidden treasure. That
for which they dig, however, Is not
gold or Captain Kidd's 1l gotten
wealth, though it has a dull yellow
color. It is kaurl gum, a resinous sub-
stance which |s the product of the
kaurl pine tree. The gum can be se-
cured from the trunks of trees while
they are ualive, for It protrudes In
lumps, but It Is especially profitable
to dig for It in the soil about the
stumps remaining after the trees bave
been cut down. Sometimes chunks
welghing as much as 100 pounds are
taken up from the ground,

Digging for knurl gum s profitable,
for the gum Is used in the manufacture
of varnish, and apparently it 1: one of
those products of nature whose place
cannot be filled by anything else which
bas yet begn discovered. It hus Leen
found that it can be used In certalu
ennmel pnints, and this has had the
effect of bringing the demand up to a
polnt above the supply.

The kanrl pine is a magnificent tree.
It rises as straight as a needle to a
height of from 150 to 200 feet and
attains at times a diameter of fifteen
feet. It Is noted for Its dark, dense
follage and Is much used for asts
for vessels constructed for the British
navy.

The Moth Pest Law.

(The moth pest law, as it 1a best known,
ed by this bﬂm was approved by Gov.
ernor Cobb Feb. 15, and 's now the law of the
state. It 1s of rather too much len to give In
full at this time, and of It w! refers to
the machlnery of sdminlstration by the agricul-
tural department and the shipment of Infested

nursery, stnck 18 pot of so much geoeral ln-

terest as other seetions. We give below the
which are of most general lnterest, an
applying to the action of towns and Individuals.)

Sect. 7. Should any person in the
state suspect the pr of the brown-
tail moth or San Jose scale preying up-
on trees, shrubs or vines in his posses-
sion or within his knowledge he shall
forthwith notify the Commissioner of
Agriculture to that effect; and it shall
be the duty of said Commissioner to
cause the said trees, shrubs or vinea to
be inspected. If sufficient cause be
found the Commissioner of Agriculture
shall forthwith potify the municipal
officers of the city or town where such
pests have been found. Municipal
officers thus notified shall immediately
cause to be destroyed such of the above
named insects in their different stages as
may be found within the limits of public
streets and parks. Should such munici-
pal officers neglect or fail within a
reasonable time to perform the duties
herein imposed upon them then the
Commissioner of Agriculture, with the
advice and consent of the Governcr and
Council, shall order such city or town to
proceed to destroy the above named
insects in accordance with methods to
be prescribed by him and to spend such
an amount in the above named work as
he shall deem necessary, not exceeding,
however, during any one full year, one
twentieth of one per centof the tax valu-
ation of said city or town for the pre-
ceding year.

Any city or town failing to comply
with the directions of said Commis-
gioner in the performance of said work
and the expendituré of such money
within the time spec fied by bhim, then
the Commissioner of Agriculture shall
cause the said work to be dome and
shall charge the actual expense of the
same to said city or town; the amount,
however, not to exceed one-twentieth of
one per cent of the total valuation of
such city or town, such amount to be
collected as a state tax.

Whenever a city or town is notified by
the Commissioner of Agriculture of the
presence of the brown-tail moth or San
Jose scale, the mayor of each city and
the selectmen of each town shall notify
each owner of real estate located therein.
requiring him to destroy the above nam-
ed insects on his orchard and shade
trees within a specified time. If the
owner fails to destroy the above named
insects before the specified time, then
the city or town, subject to the approval
of the Commissivner of Agriculture,
shall destroy them, and shall assess up-
on such aforesaid real estate the actual
cost of so doing, to an amount, however,
not exceeding one-tenth of one per cent
of the assessed valuation of the above
pamed property. The amount so assess-
ed shall be collected in the form of

taxes.

It shall be the duty of the Commis-
sioner of Agriculture to disseminate in-
formation concerning the brown-tail and
gipsy moths, San Jose scale and other
injurious insects or plant diseases.

Cities and towns may raise the sums
necessary to carry out the provisions of
this section in the same manuner in which
money is raised for other necessary
municipal purposes.

Sect. 11. When any city or town shall
have expended in any one calendar year
within its limits, its funds to an amount
equal to one-twentieth of one per ceat
of its assessed valuation of the previous

ear in destroying or suppressing the
rown-tail moth, San Jose scale and

similar insects, but not including the
pey moth in any of their stages, as
rein provided, it shall recive reim-

bursements from the state as follows:

Cities or towns having a total assessed
valuation of $750,000 or less shall receive
such sums as may in the judgment of
the Commissioner of Agriculture have
been necessarily expended by them in
excess of one-twentieth of one per cent
of such valuation.

Cities or towns having a total assessed
valuation of more thao $750 000 and not
exceeding $1.500,000 assessed valuation,
shall receive 75 per cent of such sum as
may have been expended by them in
excess of one-twentieth of ome per cent
of such valuation.

Cities or towns having an assessed
valuation of more than $1,500,000 shall
receive 50 per cent of such sum as may
bhave been expended by them in excess
of one-twentieth of one per cent uf such
valuation.

Agriculture.

t. 12. Whenever any city or town
shall appropriate or raise a sum of
money and shall pay the same over to
the State Treasurer for the purpose of
exterminating the gipsy moth within its
borders the Commissioner of Agriculture
shall cause such sum to be expended in
such city or town as herein provided, to-

ther with an equivalent amount from

appropriation hereafter made. Pro-
vided, bowever, if it be found by the
Commissioner of Agriculture unneces-
sary or impracticable to expend such
entire amount during the year following
such payment to the State Treasurer,
_ one-half of the amount so remaining
unexpended shall be reimbursed to such
city or town.

Round all the walls they are ranged

soldiers. How many millions of metal
goldiers have marched away from the
Troede' market not even the rusty old
man could tell you—mighty articles of
pewter and tin,

Hundreds of regiments, of battalious,
of divisions, are druyn up on the
ghelves, waiting for the day when they
shall be sent out into hattle. And
with a kind of pride the rusty old man
suys, “They are edifying soldiers.”

That is the German way of putting
it.

Onions keep best on
shelves or in open baskets. uashes
and pumpkins should be laid lightly to-
gether, as there ought to be no pressure
on them. Keep potatoes in barrels or
bins. Do not permit sprouts to grow on
tatoes in the spring.

It living at s distance from market in
a cold country where there is much
snow, a ohill room in which to keep
meat and poultry can be made from a
large clean box. At the beginning of
winter set the box convenlently near the
house, in a spot where the snow patural-
ly accumulates, if possible. Have the
north side, or Eorﬂan of side, arranged
as a door with lnr. In.llr and padlock.
Put nails and hooks Iinside on which to
hang meat and poultry. If box is kept
well covered with snow, meat may not
freeze, 1f it ahould, draw frost out by
placing in cold water a few hours. Meat
once frozen should not be thawed until
needed for use.

An easy way to hug tomatoes fer win-
ter use is to gather firm green ones be-
fore frost, wipe them dry and place on
frames covered with atraw, in the cellar
or some oool place where they will get
fresh air, but will not freeze. k
them over frequently, throwing away all
soft ones, and removing them for use as
they ripen. The skins will not become
80 dark as when ri in the sun, but
if they are wl no ome can tell the
difference. e often keep them for
table nuse aslate as the middle of Jan-

uAry.
If eggs are bought In the early fall
when cheap and each one well-greased
with a cloth saturated with lard, then
stood small end down so as not to touch
each other, covered over with bran, and
each layer treated in the same manner
until the box s filled, they will keep in
a dry cellar, and will be found as fresh
apparently, as when packed. They will
be ready for Christmas baking or for
later in the winter. This method never
fails as the grease excludes all air.

Sweet potatoes will keep perfectly if
wiped dry, all the grit removed from
them and ked so as not to touch gach
other, in the dry chaff left from thfesh-
ing wheat or rye.

To keep winter pears, wrap each one
carefully in brown paper lace in
bampers. Stand ina cool, dark place,
and only take out as many as are to be
used each time.

To save string beans, string them,
wash olean and boil &1l tender; drain,

lace in flat pans in the oven till dry.

Il paper with them, tle tigh .5
and bang in & dry place. When need
for use boll them in water to which has
been added a generous plece of fat, salt-
od pork, and they will be as palatable as
if just gathered.

To enjoy ulerf when the ground is
frozen, place a , deep box in the
cellar; in thllgok the celery, heads up;
cover well with dry dirt. It will keep
its flavor, bleach If it has not already
done so, and above all be within easy
reach at all times regardiess of the
weather, for owing to the frequent
frecezes and thaws there are many days
when it would be impossible to open it
out-of-doors.

Among the things kept in the kitchen
pantry, sugarand salt are best keptin
round wooden boxes, with closely fit-
ting Ildn.h‘stlftodi ﬁuulr for llmmlol:ilnut;
use may eptin a tin pail, &
all should be provided w.ilﬁlo 1 scoops
and kept in a dry place. Spices and
dried herbs—sage, thyme, otc.—are best
kept in tight tin boxes, and should have
labels written and pasted on them. Tea
and coffee for immediate use keep their
flavor well in tight tin canisters; in the
absence of these preserving jars ml be

reased into service. Cereals should be
ept well covered In a cool, dry place, as
they sometimes become infested with
worms in warm, damp weather.
