The Season.

This twenty-first day of March appar-
ently makes the dividing line between
winter and spring, this being the
d‘f indicating a break in the continuous
cold that has held northern New Eng-
land in its grasp since the frost sealed up
the outside farm work and covered the
face of the land with snow the closing
days of last November. While extreme
and continuous c¢-ld has characterized
the winter, yet otherwise the season has

a large amount of which bas been car-
ried on. Snow came on early and storms
bave been frequent, yet in every case
they have been light and with a single
exception _no serious obstruction to
regular business. There has been but
one windy day for the winter, and but
one day of blockade of the highways
from drifted snow. Otherwise continu-
ous, good sleighing bas favored business
activity and contributed to the pleasure
of travel up to the present time.

Another marked characteristic of the
winter, unusual for Maine, bas been the

entire time since the first snow fall of
the season. With the exception of a
light sprinkle for a few hours in the
early winter, there has not been a drop
of rainfall for the entire winter up to
date, throughout all central and north-
ern Maine, and the present covering of
snow has not yet made even a start
towards giving way to the approaching
spring. Yet there has been no general
complaint of a shortage of water for any
purpose. This can only be accounted
fer on account of the complete and con-
tinuous covering of snow, and from the
fact there is absolutely no frost in the
ground under this covering.

Maioe farms are all provided with
comfortable shelter for stock, and in
these quarters the stock has come
through the long winter housing in good
condition, sleek and thrifty. The cows
bave continued their usual flow of milk,
and bave kept the butter factories and
the cream trade supplied with an amount
of business that will compare well with
former and less severely cold winters.
The comfortable housing of cows tones
down the rigors of our cold winters in a
marked degree. Butter and cream have
sold unusually high all through the win-
ter, thus more than making up for the
bigh cost of grain feed, and serving to
keep up an encouraging outlook to the
dairy business.

There is some complaint heard that
hay fodders have not spent this winter
as well as usual, and as a consequence,
while there is plenty of h within
reach, in many barns the supply will be
well cleaned out by the time grass
grows againo.

On the whole, prices of stock of all
kinds—dairy products, pork, and in fact
everything farmers have for sale, have
been well up and quick of sale during
the winter. As a result, farmers are in
good spirits and wide-awake to grapple
in earnest with the work of the coming
seeding time as soon as the grasp of
winter is past and nature is again
awakened to life.—Maine Farmer.

The several varieties of apples named
are among the later introductions which
one after another have been introduced
to tree planters with a blazon of paint
and a skillful play of advertising. There
is a nursery firm in a distant state that
seems to make a specialty of introducing
new varieties of apple trees, of the mer-
its of which little is known only throngh
the extravagant representations sent
broadcast over the country by the firm
growing the trees for sale. So extrava-
gant are the merits set forth of these
new varieties, as they come along, that
fruit growers may well conclude that a
new competitor for appreciation, need-
ing such a representation to make it
take, must be in a measure a humbug.
All of the varieties named above are of
this class, and not ome of them has
sufficient merit to recommend it above a
double score of the varieties of accepted
and widely knmown value now being
grown among us. We kmow a com-
munity of fruit growers who are con-
tinually running after everything that is
new till they have filled their orchards
with such a multiplicity of varieties,
none of which have merit sufficient to
recommend them to the attention of
buyers, as to render them unprofitable
to the owners. Better to plant varieties
of established merit, of which there are
plenty, and let the Delicions, King
David and Seedless apples alone. New
varieties better than the Baldwin, Bell-
flower, Greening and Gravenstein do not
come aloog often. If fruit growers will
but remember that, it would save them
a waste of both time and money.—Maine

The Dairy Barn and Its Care.

The barn and its care have an impor-
tant influence in the production of pure
milk. As it is impossible to secure this
in a dirty, dark barn, reeking with
odors of manure, its construction must
be taken into account. Plenty of air
space must be provided in order to in-

Anyone contemplating a new barn or
the reconstruction of an old barn to con-
form with the ideas here mentioned
should secure some good treatise on barn
construction and ventilation. [Supplied
by Orange Judd Company of New
York.] It is evident to any observer
that one of the d:fficulties in securin
milk is the dark, poorly ventil
and constructed barns, containing rot-
ten wooden floors that cannot be clean-
ed. Concrete is the best material for
floors. It is economical and can easily
be kept clean. If wood is used in floor
construction, it should be closely laid in
pitch and kept in perfect repair. The
interior of the barn shounld be kept well
covered with whitewasb, which acts as a
purifier and makes the rooms much
lighter. Stalls and feed boxes should be
simple in construction and easily
cleaned.

As a usual thing bank barns are not
dairy barns, unless the stalls are
placed on the floors entirely above
ground and the basement is used for
storage of implements or purposes of a
similar pature. A basement as or-
dinarily constructed is dark and damp
and has low ceilings. Itis difficult to
ventilate and entirely unfit for housing
animals. The drainage of the yards
around the barns is very important.
Yards must be dry and firm. An accu-
mulation of manure in the yards is very
objectionable. The dairyman who com-
pels his cows to wade knee-deep in ma-
nure before they can get into the barn,
can never expect to secure good milk.
All dairy barns should be light and airy,
admitting lots of sunshine when needed,
and be kept in good sanitary condition.

Cows not dn it with Hens.

I see that you invite those interested
in poultry to write their experience for
your paper. I have been a poultry lover
all my life, and except the few years I
was away from the farm, have always
kept them.

I bave been keeping 50 bens for the
last few years and have kept an account
of eggs laid and how much I have sold
from them. In 1905 I sold an average of
#3.85 per hen in poultry and eggs; no
account was kept of what was used in a
family of two, nor of eggs set. In 1008
sold $3.65 per Lan, an account being kept
of eggs used and set and poultry eaten.
I should have sold more, but hawks and
foxes got after my pullets, and I had to
keep them confined till October, and as
I was very busy did not get them to lay-
ing till the last of November. My hens
averaged in 1906, 134 eggs each in 0 1-2
months besides hatching and raising 110
chicks. In January, 1907, they laid 776
eggs, in February, 883, on several days
laying 36, and in March I expect to get
1000. 'This record is from 49 pullets.

Their feed has been as follows: In
the morning a mash of corn meal, bran
and animal meal, what they will eat
clean in a fow minutes. At noon oals
and buckwheat thrown in the litter. At
night all the corn they will eat up clean
in five or ten minutes. Grit, oyster
shells, charcoal and water has been kept
by them all the time. At noon they
have also had a pan of skimmilk.

Not over flfteen minutes a day has
been spent caring for this flock. They
have no extra chance, running at larﬁe
in barn and sheep barns, but at night
have a warm place to roost.

My hens are pure-bred Buff Wyan-
dottes, and I have spared no pains to
get the best. I keep both cows and
sheep, which pay me well, but they
are not in it with the hems. At local
prices I can clear $2 per hen above all
expense. I believe in pure bloods, for
the poultry and eggs are more uniform.
A man will take pride in them, and care
for them better.—Fred W. Allen in
Maine Farmer.

Bucket Covers Essential in Sugaring.

When tapping my sugar busb I am
very careful not to tap near any old hole
or defect in the tree. I manage to keep
the sap gathered up very eloulf. also
keep the spouts clean so they will not
sour. Keep the sap as cool as possible
and do not let it stand. I use an im-
proved evaporator as well as other
modern conveniences. With these later
evaporators one can boil sap much
faster and with less wood than in the
old way.

I would not make su without
covers for the buckets. ey Are a
great saving and will pay for themselves
in one spring. I get rid of the malate
of lime by settling the syrup and then
putting the settlings in the sugaring off
pan and run off to 11 pounds to the gal-
lon. I dash in cold sap and strain again.
The cold sap seems to crystallize the
malate of lime and you will find itin
your felt strainer.

Plan to get the sap boiled down just
as soon as possible if you want good re-
sults. In dealing with my customers I
give them to understand that the first
one to order is the first one served. If
they want sugar that is what they get
and if on the other hand they want
syrup they can have that. Give them
good measure every time.—Cor. in New
England Homestead.

Manurial Value of Clover.

There is $8.79 fartlllsinf value ina
ton of clover hay and $5.21 Ina ton of
timothy ba{. at present prices of nitro-
gen, phosphoric acid and potash. A
ton of clover and timothy hay contains
the following amounts of each of these

three elements: ’

By feeding these to live stock and
saving all the manure, liquid and solid,
one can get back 80 per cent of this total
fertilizing value. Thus, he can get
back $7 from the ton of clover and $4.16
from the timothy. We bave seen farm-
ers sell clover hay for §7 per ton. By
the ordinary method on a great majority
of farms, balf the fertilizing value, or
more, is lost.—Ohio Farmer.

The agricultural committee of the
Massachusetts legislature has agreed up-
on a bill establishing a new standard for
milk in Massacbusetts, which according
to the omniscient newspaper, is exactly
what the farmers want. Perbaps it is;
but if a0, it 1s because the farmers are
reasoning from a mistaken standpoint.
No clean, healthful milk should de-
barred from the markets by law. But
it should be sold on test and paid for
according to ita value on the baais of fat
content. This arrangement would be
absolutely just, both to producer and
consumer, enabling the former to get for
his product exactly what it is worth and
the latter to get milk of such quality as
he prefors at its exact value.—New Eng-
1 Farmer. ’

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End of the Seveaty-Third Legislature.
The seventy-third legisiature ad journed
finally a little before 11 o'clock Thurs-
day night, after a session covering prac-
ticaliy the whole of thirteen weeks.
Few legisiatures have had so many wat-
ters of importance to act upon. A sum-
mary of the most important matters is
as follows—we are indebted to a con-
temporary for the compilation:

The resolve to provide for legislation
throagh initiative by petition and an
optional referendum stands at the head
of the list of more important bills pass-
ed during the three months’ biennial
session of the 734 Maine Legislature.
The bill applies only to statute laws. It
standa practically alone as a measure
making a radical change in the maouer
of guvernment,

Two laws treating of public morals
have been passed. The first is the bill
to prohibit the operation of bucket
shops and the second an act raising box-
ing contests from a misdemeanor toa
lawful pastime. The boxing bill is very
similar to the ordinance in force in
Philadelphia, which allows six round
bouts without decisions.

The bills granting the Somerset, the
Moosehead & Sebasticook and the Port-
land & Rumford Falls railroads the right
to extend their lines to the Canadian
boundary and the bill merging under the
head of the Lewiston, Augusta & Water-
ville Stredt Railway all the important
street railway lines in central Maine
are the important pablic service corpora-
tion bills.

As regards measures for the public
improvements the Sargent good roads
bill stands in a class by itself. This
measure, which is supposed to be a com-
bination of the poiots of all the
billa in force in this couuntry, will place
about $133,000 in the bhaunds of State
Highway Commissioner Sargent for dis-
tribution among the small towns in the
improvement of their highways.

There have been two laws
much sought for by the labor element,
the first raising the minimum age at
which minors can be regularly employed
in mills or factories from 12 to 14 years,
the second establisbing more sanitary
conditions in workshops and factories.

Under the head of charities comes the
bill to provide for the support of the
pauper insane by the state which takes
effect in 1910; the resolve providing for
the erection of a workshop where the
adult blind may learn trades and become
ulf—suﬁmrting and the $30,000 home for
the feeble-minded.

A pure food law closely following the
pational law was without much
The ject of fres railway
passes was & bone of conteation between
certain factions for several weeks and a
bill finally was passed prohibiting all
state officials from using them. The
pay of the legislators was increased from
$150 to $300.

The bill amending the laws relating to
extradition was and has been in-
voked once since the session began. It
gives the governor alone discretionary
power in such cases.

Hereafter the people of the state will
observe the 19th day of April as Patriots’
day, instead of the time honored Fast
day, so long a relic of Puritanism. A
large number of measures relating to
miscellaneous subjects have become law.
The sums of $130,000 for maintenance
for two years and $90,000 for new build-
ings were voted to the University of
Maine. Legislation was
ing the office of State Binder and direct-
ing that competitive bids be received for
state binding.

Two of the most important legislative
measures which failed of a passage were
the bills for removal of the state capital
to Portland and for the resubmission to
the people of the amendment to the con-
stitution prohibiting the manufacture
and sale of liquors.

A bill repealizg the Sturgis law was
passed by both houses in the very last of
the session, but Governor Cobb, as was
was to be expected, vetoed it, and
though a majority voted to pass the bill
over the veto, the two-thirds
was lacking, and the Sturgis law still
stands.

Numerous measures affecting the pro-
hibitory law and its enforcement were
before the legislature, and some of them
were productive of a great amount of
debate, but without exception the im-
portant ones of these measures were de-
feated, so that the status of the liquor
laws now is practically the same as be-
fore the legislature met.

Judge Chapman of the Bangor Mu-
picipal Court, who was tried on ¢ o8
of failure to do bis duty in the trial of
liguor cases, was acquitted on every

by a good vote in each house.

With this issue the Democrat puts out
a bulky sheet giving the public laws
rnad y the legislature.

EGG8 AU GRATIN.

Drop six into boiling water and
let them cook for thirty mingtes. Drop
into cold water, shell them and cut in
quarters. Prepare a sauce as follows:
Heat two anIu]s of milk. Cream to-
gether one tablespoonful of butter and
two tablespoonfuls of flour; pour the
hot milk slowly over the mixture and
cook to a smooth cream. Season with
one-half teaspoonful of salt and one-
quarter teaspoonful of white pepper.
Chop two large cold boiled onions, add
them to the sauce and poaor it over the
eggs. Sprinkle the top thickly with soft
bread crumbs, moistened slightly with
melted butter, and bake in & hot oven
for about fifteen minutes, or until the
crumbs are crisp and brown.

EGG BASKETS.

Shell and cut in halves the required
number of hard-boiled eggs. Remove
the yolks and mix to a smooth paste
with melted butter, allowing half a tea-
spoonful to each egg yolk; season with
salt, pepper and chopped parsley at dis-
cretion. Fill the whites with the mixt-
ure, arrange them on hot boiled maca-
roni, and pour over all a well-seasoned
tomato sauce. 5

QUAKING OMELET.

Beat the yolks of three eggs, one and
one-half tablespoonfuls of cornstarch,
and half a teaspoonful of salt well to-
gether. Put a pan, with a close-fitting
cover, to heat, while the whites of the
egge are being whisked toa stiff froth.
Add half a cupful of milk to the egg-and-
cornstarch mixture, mix well together,
lightly fold in the whites, and turn the
whole into the omelet pan, which has
been very slightly greased with butter.
Cover and place on the stove where it
will brown but not burn. Cook about
seven minutes, fold, turn on to a hot
dish, and serve with a white sauce made
as follows: Put one tablespoonful of
butter in & small pan, snd, when itis
hot, add one teaspoonful of flour; stir
until smooth, then gradually pour in one
cupful of hot milk; let it LJ“ up once,
season with salt, pepper and chopped
chives, and serve at once, g

SWISS EGGS.

Cover the bottom of a fire-proof por-
celain serving dish with a thick layer of
grated cheese, sprinkle it with a tea-
spoonful of mustard and half a salt-
spoonful of paprika, and pour over it half
a gapful of thin cream. Break in the
required number of eggs, and pour over
them another half-cupful of cream.
Dust sparingly with salt and set in the
oven until the eggs are cooked.

EGGS EN SURTOUT.

Take small ‘‘finger” rolls, cut off the
tops and remove the crumbs. Brush
the rolls inside amd out with melted but-
ter, and set ina quick oven to become
crisp. Break into a bowl five eggs, beat
just anﬁh to mix, add half a cupful of
cream, half a teaspoonful of salt, a sglt-
anontul of white pepper, two sardines,
skinoed, boned, and minced fine, and
two tablespoonfals of melted butter.
Stir over the fire to the consistency of a
soft scramble, fill the finger roll cases
with the mixture and serve on a heated
plate.—Ex,
