cal laboratory. It was here to give the
training to poultry men and was part of
the college equipment. Then he stated
that the cost per hen when everything
was bought amounted to $1.45 and the
average yield per hen 14 From
this he pointed out what the value toa
family would be with 100 hens and the
improved manner of living that might
result therefrom, besides the advantage
of the same line of work on a more ex-
tended scale for the youth, both boys
and girls, on our farms.

The gentleman traced the work of the
college from low to high production,
experience with warm housing and the
present plan of bhandy bandling; of
quarters allowing larger floor space and
the smaller rooms now used and referred
to experiments now going on looking to
still more economy in this respect.

Touching food he said that where an
appetizing bran mash was once given
hot and the hens gorged on it, became
fat, Taid soft shelled eggs and learned to
eat them ug.e now the same mpaterials
were kept before them all the time in
dry form and while they ate what they
needed and used the time bpecessary to
grind coarser feed in making eggs they
were not over fed. This combination ia
200 pounds wheat bran, 100 each of corn
meal, linseed, gluten, middlings and
meat scrap. Eight quarts whole grains
are given daily.

The hens are kept in pens with three
sides built of double walls filled with
sawdust, fourth facing thesouth having
two windows and a space ten by three
feet is open all day and closed at night
by canvas door. Ventilators at the top
furnish air. Conditions arq ideal, no
dampness anywhere and the hens have
vigor and vitality. Eggs are more meaty
and hatch better. Chicks are fed grit
first then small hard grains and a dry
mash very similar to that furnished the
hens. Cockerels are separated at ten
weeks, fed a moist appetizing mash and
are ready for market at 12 weeks. Pul-
lets are then accustomed to their brood-
er houses and then let out on the range,
troughs of the dry grain being always
near, clean water also available.—Turf,
Farm, and Home.

Occasional Loss of Fowls.

B. F. B, Greenmount, Penn., writes:
“Please tell me why chickens die from
apparently no cause. I lose about six
every year. They just get bowel trouble
and their droppings are of a yellowish
or white color. Their heads have the
patural color. There are no symptoms
of cholera; they lose their appetite, pine
away and live for months, but I general-
1y have to kill them, as all remedies that
I bave tried fail. Please give remedy.
I will appreciate it very much.”

Unfortunately man does not hold the
position of Creator toward his stock but
only that of overseer and caretaker.
Hence, he is limited in power over it.
This is one of the places where he is
limited, that is, it is hardly possible to
imagine conditions so good that one
could say that there would be no danger
of occasional losses. The very fact that
these losses touch only here and there
one points to individual resistant power
below the average. The question then.
is, “How did these occasional birds be-
come less resistant to disease than the
other members of the flock.” Whatever
theory might say as to this, experience
shows that it usually goes back to the
parents. That is, the chief reason for
losses of the kind you mention lies ina
failure to select the most vigorous and
well matured birds for breeding. The
breeding in average farm flocks is al-
most entirely a matter of haphazard.
You may say, with truth, perhaps, that
a farmer cannot spend time fussing with
small or special lots. But if he cannot
do this, he can at least see that imma-
ture specimens, or those that do not
show a lively interest in life, are put out
of the flock before the breeding season
comes round. Only by this method can
he avoid the losses of adult stock to
such a degree that these shall not be
worth mentioning. These troubles are
usually matters of poor digestion. They
sometimes come from attacks of indiges-
tion in chickhvod, which may be a
hereditary tendency, or may be nothing
more than lack of water during extreme
hot weather.—Cor. in Tribune Farmer.

Change in Dairy Officials.

The Farmer learned with real regret
of the resignation of S. C. Thompson of
Winterport from the office of state dairy
jnstructor and inspector after his four
years of most acceptable service for the
advancement of Maine's dairy interests.
His successor, Leon S. Merrill of Solon,
has had a number of years of the most
practical kind of experience as manager
of the Solon creamery and as president
of the State Creamery Association. Mr.
Merrill was educated for a physician at
Bowdoin College, but later chose the
work of the dairy expert, and now after
years of preparation and experience
comes thoroughly well fitted for the
exacting and importan: problems which
the state will give him to work out.

Mr. Thompson requests his resigna-
tion to take effect April first, when be
will accept an imporrant position with
the Home Dairy Company of Portland
to take charge of its plant, where the
business of the concern is to be conduct-
ed according to the best modern ideas
of sapitary procedure in handliog all its
products. This ¢ompany will sell milk
strictly certified at uine cents per quart.

Thia should be fed three times a da
at regular intervals. Never give a
an ovef feed if it has been forced to go
beyond its regular feeding time as in-
digestion will the resalt and this
means a stunted calf. If you, find it
impossible at times to feed at the
regular hour, I would advise waiting
until the next feeding time rather tban
over feeding. Either of 'these ways,
however, should be atrictly avoided.
When the calf is about ten days old
begin adding a little skim milk to the
whole milk, increasing the amount of
skim milk each day for ten dl{!. After
this it will be safe to feed all skim milk,
being very careful to have it the same
temperature as that which comes from
the cow. Strictly avoid feeding calves
cold milk, unless you want your calves
to have the scours.
As soon as the whole milk has been
done away with begin using oil meal.
Cover the oil meal with boiling water
and allow it to stand until it mes
like jelly. A teaspoonful of this prep-
aration to each calf, thoroughly stir-
red in the milk, is a sufficient amount to
begin with and the limit should not be
over a half teacupful, increased very slow-
ly and ually until this amount is
reached. A little wheat bran fed dry will
keep the bowels in good condition.
Whole oats, corn and oats ohopped to-
gether and anything that will put flesh
vn the calf should be fed.
Some advise keeping the calf stabled
all summer and turning out to grass in
the fall, but I find that better results are
obtained by keeping the calf in the
stable all the time, as a calf turned out
after several months’ confinement will
run more flesh off in one day than is
possible to put on again in ten.
The stable must be kept dry and clean
and each calf (if more than one are be-
ing fed) with a stall to itself.
By following these suggestions any
one can produce baby beef of a high
quality and can feel assured that the
price at selling time will pay them well
for their labor.—Turf, Farm and Home,

The Ever Popular Oats Crop.

A piece of ground thatis foul can be
cleaned in no easier manner than to sow
oats and clover early in the spring.
During the growing season, oats and
clover get abead of the weeds and
smother them out. The crop is cut be-
fore those weeds which do develop ma-
ture seed. If the oats are removed at
once and the land pastured, there is not
much danger of weeds developing freely.
1f, however, the weeds do get a start,
the field can be mowed before the seed
matures and the clover allowed to pro-
duce a crop the next year.

In many cases it may be desirable to
plow the land as soon as the oats are
barvested, turning under the weeds.
When they start again, a few weeks
later, the ground may be disked and any
development prevented. This can be
repeated as often as necessary until cold
weather arrives. The following year
the field can be planted to corn and
thoroughly cultivated, or, if in a winter
wheat region, can be seeded to that
grain the same autumn, By the end of
the second year, a fleld treated in this
way, no matter how foul, will be prac-
tically free from all annuals.

IMPROVES MECHANICAL CONDITION OF
BOIL.

Another important item is the effect
of the oata crop on the mechanical con-
dition of the soil. This, of course, will
depend somewhat upon the condition of
the ground and when the seeds are put
in. If the work started early, before
the ground dried out, the mechanical
condition of the soil is not improved, as
the tendency would be to cause caking.
However, good farmers nowadays do
not work their land when it contains
an excess of moisture. Consequently,
as a rule, the land speedily works up
fine and mellow. Then the roots of the
oats supply considerable humus, so that
it is usually more friable and more
easily worked than it was before the
crop waa grown upon it. If, as should
be done when the price of seed is reason-
able, clover is put in with the oats, the
nitrogen content of the soil will be in-
creased and also the supply of vegetable
matter. This being true, the growing
of the oats crop is an exceedingly im-
portant item in crop rotation.—New
England Homestead.

Rebate on Tuberculous Cattle.

The new law passed by the present
legislature which allows a rebate on the
value of cattle condemned and sent to
the Brighton quarantine station is of
much importance to shippers to that
market since it places them on more of
an equality with cattle shippers of Ver-
mont, who for some years bave been
allowed by that state a rebate of 80 per
cent of the value of their cattle con-
demned by Massachusetts officials as
tuberculous. The ;;:)vl-lon of the
Maine law allows a rebate of 50 per cent
which is not reckoned on a valuation of
over $50 per head. Although the re-
bate is not so lario as Vermont's, cat-
tlemen consider the law as most bene-
ficial, since it takes away the element
of chance in a degree which has hereto-
fore existed in every shipment. At the
Brighton quarantine station recently the
inspectors of tne Massachusetts cattle
bureau examined cows, of which 115
came from Maine, 20 from New Hamp-
shire, 118 from Vermont and 20 from
New York. They condemned five, held
four for a retest and released the bal-
ance.—Maine Farmer.

Are the Apple Trees Winter Killed?

During a conversation with Charles 8.
Pope of Manchester recently we were
informed that when he attempted to cut
scions from his King trees to fill an or-
der, he found the growth made last year
quite brown and dl‘L and appareuntly
badly winter killed, the same being true
to a less extent with Baldwins. As some
of our readers kmow, Mr. Pope's or-
chard is located on land elevated above
the surrounding fields, thus affording
what is considered a desirablesite. Itis
to be devoutly hoped that the damage
from winter killinpg is not gemeral
throughout New  England.—Maine
Farmer.

The So-Called Woll Teeth.

R. E. J., Corinna, Me., writes: I have
a four-year-old colt that has a tooth on
each side of the upper jaw in front of
the jaw teeth, called a wolf tooth. [am
advised to pull them. What would you
recommend?"’

The so-called wolf tooth in horses is a
supernumerary that never, as a
rule, does harm, only as they sometimes
come in crooked and injure the cheeks
or the tongue of the animal, or may in
some cases interfere with the bit, and
thus cause the animal to become irri-
table when being driven. They never
cause blinduess, as is quite a ppular
belief with some. It they are thought
to be injurious, then have them drawn—
pever knooked out with a hammer and
punch; broken off is the better name,
as it is only In rare instanoces thbat they
are knocked out.—C. D. Smead in Trib-
une Farmer.

With one of these the pryamid bnlld-
ers could have raised large stones step
by step, which was doubtless (heir
wethml. We ean Imazine we see the
sreat A frame leaning over nn incline
of perhaps fifty degvess with n block
of stone tied en, Then a great erowd
of men get Lold of the rope on the
opposite side, perhnps nssisted by some
dinft oxen, and all strain and pull until
the A frame stands erect and the stone
{8 swung up Into the alr, where it can

Le pushed into the desired place.

Such a contrivance could be used to
lirt stones six or elght feet, which was
sufficlent for the construction of the
first pyramid. Donbtless better holst-
ing devices were constructed as more
pyramids were bullt.—Circle Magazine,

STUFFED POTATOES.

Wash and scrub some large-aized pota-
toes and bake untll nearly donme; take
from the oven and cut a plece from one
side and with a small, blunt spoon re-
move the underdone bheart, ﬁllinf the
hollow thus made with a thin shaving of
bacon pe
being sprinkled with finely minced chives
and parsley; put vn the lid and finish
the baking. An uysier prapped in the
bacup, umitting the berbs, is a delicivus
addition, The underdone portluns m
boe at voce covered with milk, stewed,
and put away to be heated for a break-
fast dish.

CARROTS A LA FLAMANDE,

CARROT BSAUCE.

two of cream or of drawn-butter sauce.

CARROT FRITTERS.
These are excellent served as an en-
tree, or with broiled ham. To one cup-
ful of boiled and mashed carrot add two
tablespoonfuls of cream, two beaten
eggs and enough fine fresh bread crumbs
to make a batter that will drop from the
point of your spoon, with a spoonful of
sifted flour stirred in last. Cold boiled
carrots may also be cut in, thick slices
dipped in egg and bread crumbs and
fried; serve with a cream sauce.

TURNIPS A LA FRANCAISE.

Peel and slice half a dozen turnips.
It tho{ghsre been kept in a barrel of
earth they will be orisp; boil them with
a small potato, also sliced, in salted boil-
ing water. When tender, drain; simmer
a cupful of bread crumba for five minutes
ina cupful of the water in which the
turnips were boiled, add the latter, salt,
pepper, butter, two tables nls of
milk or cream and when very hot the
beaten yolk of an egg.

TURNIP BALLS.

Cut the turnips into tiny balls with a
vegetable cutter; parboil for five min-
utes; drain and throw for a moment into
a spoonful of hot butter which must not
be allowed to brown; cover with stock
and cook till tender when remove the lid
and reduce the stock by rapid boiling.

Turnips boiled more than bhalf done
may be sliced, breaded, fried quickly in
boiling drippings, and served at lunch or
dinner as an appetizing accompaniment
to mutton chops or cutlets. Or, melt
two tablespoonfuls of butter in a sauce-
pan, steam in this a tablespoonful of
minced onion; add the sliced turnips,
season with salt and pap?er and steam
antil tender, adding a little cream if
they become too drg. Any of these
:liinh]:a of turnips are delicious with roast

uck.

Tu:gr. carrots and onions may all be
rend more delicate by having the
first water poured off and fresh added
during the boiling, and it the two former
are inclined to be bitter, add a cube of
sugar to the second water.

BAKED ONIONS.

Bermuda or Spanish onions are excel-
lent at this season and may be so hand-
led as to give almost the freshness of a
green vegetable. Peel and parboil until
about half done; drain and throw in
salted water till firm and cold; drain
again and slice balf an inch thick; place
in a well-buttered baking dish witha
seasoning of salt and pepgar and baste
with melted butter several times while
baking. As soon as they are tender,
serve. Or, slice the onions raw and boil
till tender, pouring off the water once;
place in a buttered baking dish with
alternate layers of cracker, seasoning
each layer with salt, peprr and butter;
cover with milk and bake covered for
balf an hour, uncover and brown slightly.

SPANISH ONIONS WITH EIDNEYS.

Peel as many large onions as you have
mutton or lamb kidneys; parboil the lat-
ter in salted boiling water for ten min-
utes and meantime scoop out the centers
of the onions till you have a cavity la
enough to receive the kidney; setside
by alﬁe in a saucepan and partly cover
with broth, stock or diluted gravy; sim-
mer till the onions are tender; thicken
the sauce and pour around.

MUTTON WITH SOUBISE BAUCE.

This sauce will make the second day's
mutton delicious. Boil a pint of sliced
onions, Bermuda or Spanish, in salted
water for ten minutes; drain and return
to the saucepan with two ounces of but-
ter, salt, pepper and a dash of grated
nntmeg; keep covered and If it gets too
dry, add a very little chicken broth or
milk; when tender add half a pint of
either chicken or veal broth or cream

GROWING NUT TREES.

In Planting Follow Nature's Own Way
&8s Much as Possible.

The age at which any nut trees come
Inte bearing depends on the care given
to the trees., Some authoritles state
that fiftcen or twenty years are neces-
gary to Lring them iuto full bearing
from the thue the nut Is planted. This
is n mistake, as trees that have been
well eared for should bear a bushel of
nuts In ten years, and the quantity
will Increave rapldly each year after
that time.

Some persons may enjoy ralsing
these trees from seed. To De sure, it
Is rather a slow process, ut It 18 In-
teresting work. When plantlng the
nuts, if they have thin ghells Le per-
fectly sure that they have not drled
out at all. The Lest plan I8 to pget
them as scon a3 they ripen and plant
them nt once. When this I3 not possi-
Lle, keep them In moist sand or In
sawdnst until they can be started.
Putteinuts, walnnts, hickory nuts and
flberts, belpg hard shelied, will keep
In growing condition much longer, but
shonld be planted in the fall, ns they
germiinate better when allowed to
freeze, as that eracks the shell,

The fall planting I3 nature’s own
plan, und the nearer we foilow her
ways the better results we may ex-
pect.  Auother thirg, do not plant the
puts deep. Nature drops them on the
surface and glves them a thick cover-
ing of leaves, In which the dirt eatches
as It blows about; then the snow cov-
ers all and helps the lenves to decay
and form a covering of leaf mold for
the tree to grow In.—Exchange.

ROMANCE OF A NAME.

Hugh Williams and a Remarkable
Series of Coincidences.

Names have figured frequently in co-
Incldences, one of the most remarkable
cases beiug that recorded of a serles of
men named Hugh Willlams, whose es-
eapes from shipwreck are recorded by
an English chronicler,

On Dee. 5, 1004, according to this au-
thority, the English ship Menin was
crosging the struit of Dover and cap-
sized In o gale. Of the elghty-one pas-
sengers on board one was saved. His
name was Hugh Willlams.

On the same day of the same month
In 1785 a pleasure bont was wrecked
on the Isle of Man. There were sixty
persons on the boat, among them one
Hugh Willlams and his family. Of the
threescore none but old Hugh Willlam:.
survived the shock.

On Aug. 5, 1820, a plenicking party
on the Thnmes was run down by a
conl barge, There were twenty-five of
the plenickers, mostly children under
twelve years of age. Little Hugh Wil-
llams, a visitor from Liverpool, only
five years old, was the only one who
-was saved,

Now comes the most singular part of
this singular story. On Aug. 19, 1889, &
coal laden craft, with nine men, foun-
dered In the North sea. Two of the
men, each of whom was named Hugh
Willlams, an uncle and nephew, were
rescued by some fishermen and were
the only men of the crew who lived to
tell of the calamity,—Scrap Book.
