Cloudburst at Andover.

THOUSANDS OF DOLLARS DAMAGE TO
BRIDGES AND FARMS,

A terrific thunder shower passed over
North Andover late Wednesday after-
noon, and the flood of water did damage
to the amount of thousands of dollars.
A correspondent of the Lewiston Journal
thus describes it:

The thunder was something fierce and
the play of the lightning was something
never to be forgotten. Two buildings
were struck as far as reported but trees
in all directions were shattered.

At about 5:30 ¢, ., a cloud burst upon
Sawyer Notch so-called, and this water
poured down the mountain at a fearful
rate carrying huge rocks weighing tons,
and with a deafening roar submerging
the valley.

In less than thirty minutes the water
rose ten feet, carrying away everything
in its path. Eight bridges have been
swept away and hundreds of acres of
land and crops injured. Families living
on the low land were obliged to take to
the upper story, and some were convey-
ed to their houses in boats. No fatali-
ties yet are reported, but the damage can
hardly be estimated at this time; it will
reach thousands of dollars.

The mill at Damon’s was expected to
go down every moment. It was cleared
of everything movable, the water en-
tirely surrounding it. It's a sickening
sight to see the many acres of growin
crops and fine gardens swept away. The
water rose three feet higher than in the
great freshet of '69.

Frozen desserts are most aoceptable
during the heated term, and the prepara-
tion of them is not greater than for des-

the results are much more satisfactory
on a hot day. Nowadays there is such a
variety of frozen dishes that a classifica-
tion msi assist the housewife.

French ice creams are custards of
different degrees of richness. Philadel-
phia ice creams are made from plain
cream, sweetened and flavored. Mousses,
parfaits and biscuits are whipped cream
with or without egge, fiavored and
sweetened. Water lces are the juices of
fruits sweetened and frozen. Sorbets,
punches and sherbets are fruit juices
with lignor added or omitted, or with
plain cream added when partially frozen.
[talian meringue is a water ice frozen,
with the stifiy beaten whites of eggs
added. By the addition of various col-
orings, flavorings and fruit, either fresh,
canoed or candied, an infinite variety of
hot day desserts can be secured.

Cream for frozen dishes should be

gives a better texture and taste to the
frozen mixture than when it is nsed in
its raw state. Place the cream in a pail
which is to be set ina kettle of warm
water, and when this comes to the boil-
ing-point the cream is scalded. The
cream should never be allowed to come
to the boiling-point, as this prevents its
increasiog In bulk when the cream is
frozen. For the custard creams, milk
is generally used, and when scalded the
yolks of s beaten with the sugar are
added, and cooked until the mixture
coats a spoon when dipped into it and
withdrawn; the flavoring is added, and
the custard cooled before freezing.
When eggs are expensive, flour can be
used to assist in thickening the milk, or
corn starch can be used instead of the
flonr if the flavor is liked. The propor-
tions for a custard cream are three egge
to a quart of milk, or if the flour is used
two eggs will be all that is necessary.
The more eggs used, the richer the
cream. When using flour always mix it
with the sugar, which will prevent ita
lumping in the milk; four tablespoonfuls
to a quart is sufficient. When addivg
the sugar and flour to the milk, stir con-
stantly until it thickens.

Cooling beverages can be had ata
moment’s notice if a botttle of unfer-
mented grape juice and a few lemons
are kept at hand. If orushed ice is too
much of a luxury, then keep the grape
juice and a bottle of water on the ice,
and by adding the juice of two lemons to
the quart of grape juice, seasoning with
sugar to suit the taste, a delicious drink
in secured; if the grape juice is home-
made, water may be added to reduce it.
A novelty in the way of beverages is
called “‘anowball,” and is made by shav-
ing ice, then pressing it into balls and
placing one in each glass which will hold
the lemonade; the lemonade should be
quite strong, as the snowball will melt
and weaken it; cherry juice or ginger
beer is often added to the lemonade,
giving it a fine flavor.

RICE ICE CREAM,

Cook one cupful of rice after washing
it in several waters to remove all flour.
Take the juico of one lemon, one level
teaspoonful of salt and two quarts of
water to cook this amount of rice, and
when the kernels can be easily crushed
draip off the water, and to the rice add
double its- bulk, when measured, of
thick maple syrup; let this stand over
night in a cool place. Next day beat
the rice to a smooth paste; add one quar!
of cream, scalded +nd cooied. and freeze.
Serve in fancy cups and decorate with
strawberries, cherries or citron ocut into
strips. i

NEAPOLITAN LOAF.

Take vanilla and pistachio ice cream
and pack intoe layers in s leaf mold,
using strawberry or raspberry ice for
the alternate layers. Cover the top with
buttered paper; then place the lid on the
mold and pour melted suet around the
joinings to keep out the salt and water;
pack in crushed ice and salt for four
hours. When ready to serve, wipe ofl

move cover and paper; run a warm knife
around the edge and invert on to a dish.
The dish can be made doubly attractive
by decorating with a few berries and
foliage.

PHILADELPHIA ICE CREAM.

Mix one quart of single cream and
one-half pound of sugar; put into a
double boiler and scald the cream, Add
the flavoring when the mixture is cool,
then freeze. To this foundation can be
added any coloring paste, flavorings,
fruits or nuts. “

MAPLE ICE.

To one pint of maple sirup add juice
of one lemon and three oranges; freez:
to a mush, then add one-half pint of
sweet cream and continue freezing.

PEACH MOUSSE.

To one pint sweet whipped cream add
one cup of sugar and one can of peaches
or the same amount of fresh peaches cut
into small pieces; add also a quarter of
a box of gelatine dissolved in as little
water as posaible, beat well, then put in
a mold and pack in salt and ice two and
a half hours.

PEACH ICE CREAM,

Put enough ripe, peeled and stoned
peaches through a sieve to make one
pint of pulp; sweeten Lo taste. Add one
pint of thick cream to one pint of sweet
milk, sweeten and mix thoroughly, pour
intoa freezer and add the peaches as
soon as it sets. Freeze five minutes and
add the well beaten whites of two eggs.
Stir all well and freeze hard.

AMERICAN ICE CREAM,

Scald one quart of milk. Beat three
whole with one-half pound of sugar
and stir slowly Into the hot milk, stir-
ring constantly until the mixture coats a
spoon. When cold, add the flavoring
and {reeze.

FRENCH ICE CREAM.

Beat three egg yolks with one-half
pound of sugar and one-fourth teaspoon-
ful of salt; atir this into one-balf pint
soalding ‘hot milk and cook in double
boller until mixture coatsa s ; then
remove from fire when cool, add two
drops of almond extract and one table-
spoonful of vanilla extract, folding in
the whip from one quart of cream. Do
not use the liqguid from the whip, bat
the froth only. Freeze, and let ripen
for three hours.

BOSTON BHERBET.

Boll one quart of water, the rind of
one lemon and two and one-half cupfuls
sugar, (using half-pint cups for measur-
ing) for ten minutes; add juloe of three
lemons, lift out the rind, cool and freeze
the liquid to a mush; then add one-balf
pint of cream and continue freezing the
mixtare till solid.

ground were also nsed. The stimulat-
Ine effect was lacking, but it was all

the better for our nerves. For tea,
young rnspberry leaves dried were
used,

Sugar was a serions problem, and
molisses was as precious as sugar,

“What shall we do when the present
supply of Lonisiann molasses gives
out?" was a burning question, and the
only answer was, “Do without.”

Grits were enten for rice. When
we wanted soda we swept the fireplace
elean and burned corncobs,

Mustard and pepper were made of
home grown products, Salt was cost-
ly. Every bit was shaken off dry
pork and used. Al brine was bolled
down and dried. Still the supply grew
lower nud lower, Some one discovered
that the dirt floors of the old smoke-
houses were salt mines, so to speik.
The dirt was put in hoppers and run
down, the brine bolled and drled.

All new cloth had to be manufactur-
ed at home from raw materinl. The
dyestuffs were made from roots, bark,
walnuts and Indigo.

Bhoes were rough affalrs made from
the hides of beeves, cured by the ne-
groes, Buttons were made of coarse
thread or persimmon seeds. Caps were
cut out of cloth and hats plaited from
palmetto.

Letters were written on the blank
leaves of hooks, the wrong slde of wall
scraps or old envelopes turned and
pasted tegether.
