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AMONG THE FARMERS.

"“SPEED THE PLOW."

Seecing Farms from the Train.

A GOOD WAY TO LEARN REAL CON-
DITIONS AND TO REFLECT ON CAUSES
—B0ME FARMERS SOMEWHAT INDE-
PENDENT oF THE WEATHER.

It seems to me there is no more accu-
rate method of estimating general farm
counditions throughout any section of
country than through keeping one’s eyes
and thoughts well occupied while travel-
ing by train, for in the final summing up
we will ordinarily be more certain of
right conclusions than if we trust to re-
ports from those most directly interest-
ed—the farmers themselves.

There is perhaps much truth in the
oft repeated charge that the farmer isa
chronic grumbler, while in the case of
some we must always reckon with their
babit of boasting over what they claim
to be doing. But when we see the
growing crops, the orchard, the dairy
cows and other livestock on the farm we
have the truth concerning the whole
matter.

It must be admitted by all that the
present season is an unusual one, the
mild winter being followed by a cold,
backward spring, in which the climax
was reached ina June snowstorm; but,
unfavorable as weather conditions have
been the present season, they are no
worse than we bave experienced in other
years, and still good crops were grown
When 1 began business on my own
account T commenced keeping a daily
record of trapsactions and events, in-
cluding weather, and in late years when
things occasionally seemed to me to be
going to the bad I bave often found en-
couragement in reading over records of
other seasons where conditions were
found to be still more unfavorable and
yet we were rewarded by abundant har-
vests. Weather conditions seem to be
one of the cases where ‘‘distance lends
enchantment” and we are too prone to
think the present is more unfavorable
than any other season we have ever ex-
perienced,

Under present unfavorable conditions
there are still many farms where the out-
look is good for maximum crops of most
kinds, and, as a rule, the results of the
year in growth of crops will be just
what the man in charge is capable of
making them; and his ability in over-
coming adverse conditions will be the
gauge by which the year's income will be
measured. So [ like to study on the
train, to look over farm after farm as we
ride along, until we hear that pleasant-
est of all sounds as the trainman calls
out the name of our own home town.

The “squire’’ came over after tea, and
as | was talking of our own individual
responsibility in making crops grow un-
der unfavorable conditions, be said he
thought that I was unfair, and that a
fellow ought not to be blamed because
corn was yellow and rickly when he was
obliged to plant the second or third time
and when the ground was so wet that
cultivation was impossible. When 1
asked him where he found his seed corn
this spring he put on his hat without
any reply and went down to the store to
tind more sympathetic company. He
knew [ understood all about his baving
picked his seed corn from a neighbor’s
crib the day before he planted it. “‘As
ye sow so shall ye reap.”

On the train recently I saw corn ten
inches high, a good even stand and well
cultivated, while in tields adjoining corn
was small, sickly and there was not
enough standing to justify the use of the
land or the expense of cultivation, and 1
saw a score of such varieties. What
made the difference? Figuratively, it
was the difference in calibre of two
different wen. One took things as the
came and cursed the weather; the other
made things as he wanted them, and
grew corn.

The man who carefully selects seed
corn at husking time and hangs the
braided ears in the attic or other dry
place of even temperature through the
winter is rarely obliged to plant a second
time. Our latter day habit of depend-
ing on the hardware merchant or the
miller for our seed corn is a tremendous
handicap. Another thing is impressed
upon me more and more, and that is the
need of tile draining if we are to get best
results from our farms.

Those best crops [ saw from the car
windows recently had not suffered from
excessive moisture. The land had been
in a condition to insure a healthy
growth, while other flelds were flooded.
The tile drained fields had been in a con-
dition in which cultivation of the grow-
ing crops could be carried on and weeds
could be eradicated, and in this way
such conditions as would tend to
hasten growth and early maturity could
be secured. Not only is the tile drain
of untold benefit in wet seasons, but in
time of extreme drouth the benefit to
the growing crops from a thorough sys-
tem of drainage is greater than is or-
diparily believed, frequently great
envugh to repay many times over the io-
terest on the original investment. Too
many of us own more land than we can
peoperly care for, and [ believe thatin
future the class of farms that will pay
most satisfactory returns will be the
smaller farms that are cared for in a
better manoer.

All I have said in regard to the corn
crop will hold as true in the case of
wheat. Some fields promise an abun-
dant harvest, and certain portions of
other fields make agood showing for a
thirty-bushel-an-acre yield, while in
other parts of the same field the amount
barvested will not exceed that of the

The condition of old meadows is a

| strong argumeant in favor of a short rota-

tion of crops, as the only flelds that now
give promise of even a fair crop are
those newly seeded, and the last week
of June is altogether too late in the
growing season to justify the hope of
any marked improvement in conditions
of old meadows. In these fields the
weeds have made an excellent growth,
in many cases the weeds constitating
the greater part of the whole, with the
white daisy entirely in the lead, some
fields looking as if this vile weed were
the only thing growing in them. When
I was a boy I spent many & loog, weary
pu w daisies

-

innocent (?) white daisy by. I rarely
see yellow daisies now, while the white
onea are everywhere present. Was my
early trainfng defective?

The most economical, as well as the

.| certain method of eradicating this, as
*| well as other weeds, is by the keeping

of a fair sized flock of sheep on every
farm. With wool around the 30-cents-a-
pound mark, and fat lambe selling at
over $0 a hundred weight in carload lots,
there should be no need of argument to
show the bepefits of keeping a flock of
sheep, and thus cleaning a farm by turn-
ing objectionable weeds into high priced
wool and mutton.

I am surprised that people are so slow
to appreciate the value of alsike clover.
In several flields I saw from the train
there were low places where the medium
clover had winter killed, and every such
spot is not only a cause of loss in the
meadow, bat also encourages the growth
of weeds whose seeds are scattered over
other portions of the field to the injury
of future crops. In some fields there
had been sown a mixture of medium
clover and alsike, and with this mixture
there were no waste places, as the alsike
is naturally at home under conditions in
which medium clover will not thrive;
and with the combination a much more
certain growth may be secured. Not
only this, but I think experience in feed-
ing the two varieties, mixed, will con-
vince any observing feeder of the greater
value of the mixed clovers.

Evidently our experiment station
bulletinge do not find a place in every
farmhouse, or else they are not read as
they should be, for I never saw a better
showing for a full crop of wild muatard
than on this trip. It almost makes my
back ache now when I think of the days
I spent as a boy in pulling mustard
growing in grain crops. With a single
exception, I believe it is the worst weed
we have on the farms; but, thanks to
our station investigators, backs need not
ache now in ridding our flelds of this
troublesome weed, for a good spraying
machine drawn by a horse, and a solu-
tion of copper sulphate, will entirely de-
stroy the mustard, while it does not in-
jure the growing grain.

The “Squire” was going to town this
morning, and drove in to finish up the
argument we were having last evening
when he lost his temper. He said it
was impossible to get the help he needs
to work his farm now, and wanted me
to tell him how he could do the extra
work of laying tile drains, spraying po-
tatoes for blight, his growing grain crops
to kill the mustard, and a lot of other
newfangled notions farmers are getting
into. He is one of the best meighbors
I've got, and I like to argue with him;
but it's a case of a one hundred acre
man on & two hundred acre farm, and
this combination never works well.
It's always safe to be a little bigger than
your business.—Frank D. Ward in
Tribune Farmer,

Sheep Versus Dogs.

CONTROL LOGB AT NIGHT.

In connection with the present agita-
tion of the dog and sheep question, the
accompanyiog ideas from R, S. Hinman
of Connecticut are interesting. At one
time Mr. Hinman was a large sheep
owner, but dogs cleaned out his flock
and he has never re-stocked his farm
with them. He is also ex-president of
the Connecticut sheep breeders’ associa-
tion. His ideas follow:

The only practical solution of the dog
question is that every dog owner, unless
the dog be a foxhound or coon dog out
on legitimate business, be required to
care for his dog from sunset to sunrise.
I know it is a lot to ask of a man that he
shall spend two minutes every night
chaining or shutting up a dog that isn’t
worth the price of a chain. The dog
that kills sheap or poultry almost in-

¥ | variably does his work at night. If

occasionally some fool dog started out
on a daylight raid there would be a
chance of getting him or finding his
owner.

The advantage that would result from
the keeping of sheep on Connecticut
farms can hardly be overestimated and
the benefit would be universal. There
are thousands of acres growing up to
brush and valueless for taxation that if
they could be sheep pastures would add
to the grand list and correspondingly
reduce the rates, while the flock master
was more directly benefitted.

The dairyman that wants to market
his products in our cities, manufactur-
ing towns and villages would benefit by
less competition, as there are hundreds
of farmers forced into dairying that
would gladly keep sheep if they were let
alone. The competition of this class of
dairymen, that make milk and butter
because they must, is disastrous in two
ways. Directly, and because the man
that makes butter only because be must
is apt to make an inferior article, sell it
for what be can get aud give consumers
a bad opinion of “'dairy butter.”

There is still anotger class, by no
means small, to be benefited. Connec-
ticut's pastures will grow as fine mutton
and lamb as any connoisseur in these
wholesome meats need ask for, and our
markets might sell such meat if dogs
could be cared for during the night sea-
son. A sensible bill containing such a
provision would be indorsed by all own-
ers of valuable dogs. A majority of the
doctors in the general assembly, know-
ing that they are powerless in a case of
rabies, would vote for it. Every lawyer,
realizing that one farmer has as good a
right to ku{ sheep on his farm in Con-
necticat as his neighbor has to keep a
dog, and that it is up to the dog owner
not to allow his dog to worry the sheep,
would vote for it. The city merchants,
manufacturers and professional men,
with an appetite for good mutton, would
vote for it. It would be opposed by
men keeping dogs too worthless to be
cared for, and unfortunately there are a
lot of them.—New England Homestead.

Coru Conditions.

The forthcoming government report
on corn will show acreage planted and
condition. The area promises to be
large, the condition quite irregular and
on the whole backward. There has
been excellent growing weather in the
last week, but farmers’ sales have drop-
ped off freely enough to indicate that
the grower is by no means assured of
his crop pmmt.

There has been a very marked broad-
ening of speculation in oorn and itap-
pears to be fast becoming a public fa-
.vorite. The unseasonable spring and
the replanting necessary have impaired
the stand very materially in some im-
portant sections, notably Iowa.

Recently there has a little de-
cline from the large daily total of ship-
ping sales to the east and for expork,
but the supplies east are low and the
demand is likely to start at any time.
Meanwhile the supply here is not bur-
densome and its quality is good. Corn
prices made a net Iﬁl.ln recently of
1 1-3131. 2 1-4 cents.—Chlcago Live Stock
World.

as published in The Watchman, which
of special interest to the writer and
ought to be to everybody else. We
trust therefore the Democrat will give
us the foll text, since mone of it should
be omitted.

SIMPLIFIED SPELLING.

By Rev. George E. Tufts.
The efforts of Mr. Carnegie to improve
the barbarous spelling of the English
language are truly commendable. Some
who object to reform think that if any
change in spelling is to be made, it must
be purely phonetic, and that many new
letters must be added to the uﬁ.m
Why not make the spelling of lish
as phonetic as the Latin and Greek, or
the German with tbe alphabet we now
have? Would not such a ch: be an
improvement? When twenty-eight emi-
nent scholars, such as now compose the
Siroplified Spelling Board, say that a
word should be spelled thus and so,
their authority carries weight, and even
if they make radical changee persons
who adopt them cannot be accused of
illiteracy.
The members of the board are: Prof.
Brander Matthews, Columbia university;
E. B. Andrews, chancellor of the uni-
veraity of Nebraska, and formerly presi-
dent of Brown; N. M. Butler, president
of Columbia; D. 8. Jordan, president of
Leland Stanford; Wm. James, professor
in Harvard; T. R. Lounsbury, professor
in Yale; Calvin Thomas, professor in
Columbia; H. L. Seeley, president [owa
State Normal School; Geo. Hempel,
professor in University of Michigan; Da-
vid Brewer, justice of the supreme court
of the United States; [. K. Funk, editor
of Standard Dictionary; B. E. Smith,
editor of Century Dictionary; R. W.
Gilder, editor of Century Magazine;
W. H. Ward, editor of Independent; W.
F. Harris, commissioner of education,
Washington; R. 8. Woodward, president
of Carnegie institnte; Samuel L. Clem-
ens, Thos. W. Higginson, Henry Holt,
Lyman J. Gage and other men of note.

There is a tendency however to cling
to the antiquated forms, which Lord
Lytton calls “Our accursed spal]luf,"
and no one wishes to be the first to lay
aside the old, and adopt the new.
Alexander Pope well says:

“In words as fashion the same rule will hold,
Allke fantastie If new or old;

Be oot the first by wi the new Is tried,
Nor yet the last to lay the old astde.”

At present English speaking children
are compelled to undergo years of use-
less drudgery memoriz nf long lists of
peculiar combinations of letters without
reference to sound or analogy. There is
no reason for this waste.

The expungiug of silent letters is one
step in making the change; as, for
example, “a” from breath, breakfast,
deaf, endeavor, instead, meadow,
spread; *b"” from crnmb, dumb, debt,
doubt; *¢" from abscess, sceptre, scis-
sors, scent, victuals; ‘" from hearken,
hearth, forfeit, luncheon, puncheon;
“i" from bruise, cruise, friend, heifer,
juice, sluice; “‘o"’ from flourish, journey,
leopard, yeoman, young, emough; “a”
from guard, gauge, build, built, smould-
er, victuals; *1" from salmon, solder;
“n' from solemn, autumo, colomn, con-
demn; “h" from rhetoric, rhubarb,
rhyme, catarrh, gherkin, ghoul, aghast;
“k* from knee, knock, knit, knife; ‘g"
from gnat, gnaw, goarl, goeiss, gnostics,
gonowon, phlegm; “gh" from cau ht,
taught, thigh, slough, sigh, haughty,
slaughter; “ugh’ from bought, thought,
wrought, fought; “s” from aisle, isle,
puisne, viscount; ‘ch” from drachm,
schism; “w" from wrap, wrinkle, wrig-
gle, wreath, sword, whoop, toward;
change “ph" to “f" in such words as
diphtheria, hyphen, siphon, mephew,
trophy, phlegm, graphic, pamphlet,
blaspheme, paragraph; omit *m" or ‘n"
in words bhaviog short vowels, as, e. g.,
flannel, channel, pommel, to correspond
with panel, camel, level, etc. Such
changes as the above would simplify the
spelling.

There are about 1500 words of ex-
treme difficulty, not spelled according
to any analogy; and the child is com-
pelled to memorize hundreds of these
peculiar combinations of letters. Then
there are about 1200 words, some of the
letters of which have irregolar or un-
usual sounds, causing difficulty to the
young learner. The removal of silent or
redundant letters from most of these
words would make the spelling virtually
phonetic, or as phooetic as the German.

There are about 600 words differing in
meaning that are now fortunately spell-
ed alike, e. g., August, the eighth
month; angust, majestic; club, a stick;
club, a society. Then there are about
800 words prononnced alike, having
different meanings and spelled different-
ly, as, e. g., avger, a tool for boring;
augur, a soothsayer; bury, to inhume;
berry, fruit; ode, a poem; owed, indebt-
ed. These 800 should be brought into
accord with the above 600. That is,
words prononnced alike should be spell-
ed alike, as the 600 above mentioned.
Such would canse no confusion; for we
are not confused with the spelling of
such words as ‘‘angle,”" a point where
two lines meet; “‘angle,” to fish with
hook and line; “‘base,” mean; ‘‘base,’
foundation. The French are not con-
fused with ‘“‘ete,”” been, and ‘“‘ete,” sum-
mer, thongh spelled and accented alike.

The letters “‘ea’ occurring in scores
of words, and having various sounds
are a trouble to children. In heart,
‘‘ea’’ has the broad sound of “a" in
father; in great, the sound “a” in fate;
in near, the sound of long ‘‘e;" in death,
the sound of short “e;" in learn, the
sound of *u” in fur, etc. Slight changes
wounld remedy this confusion.

If the Simplified Spelling Board
would issue a small dictionary, embody-
ing a change in the spelling of ten or
twenty thousand words, their form
would gradually be adopted and the end
desired attained.

HOMEMARERS' COLUMN.

CoLuMy, Oxford Democrat, South Parls,

Frozen Daintles for Hot Weather.

SuLTAaNA Rorr makess most attrac-
tive frozen dainty to serve with refresh-
ments or dinpers. It should be made in
plain round molds. Baking-powder
canp, the largest size, are gxcellent re-
ceptacles to use, and if a larger quantity
is made, two-quart Jard palls are nice to
use. Teat these cans before using them,
as the smallest pinhole will allow suffici-
ent water to eater to spoil the contents
of the can.

Cover a cuplful of sultanas with the
juilce of four oranges two hours before
they are needed. Add a cupful of sugar
to a pint of rich cream and let heat suffl-
ciently to melt the li:fll’. Remove from
the fire and when perfectly oold add an-
other pint of cream, balf a teaspoonful
of bitter almond extract and three drops
of “oreme de menthe' coloring, to give
the cream a delicate apple-green tint.
Freeze the cream, then stir in half & cup-
ful of blanched almonds chopped fine.
The sultanas are drained from the
orange juice and stirred into a stiff froth
of cream—one pint—that has been aweet-
ened to taste with powdered sugar and
tinted a lovely rose-pink with cochineal
or fruit paste coloring. Mix carefully.
Line the molds on sides and bottom an
inch deep with the frozen almond cream
and fill in the center with pink sultana
mixture. Cover the top with paraffin
paper before fittiog on the lid and. pack

slice the roll in half-inch slices aod
serve with a pink or green tinted sance,
strawberry juice giving the desired pink
tint. Boil together half a cuplul of wa-
ter with a cupful of sugar until it spins
a thread. Remove from the fire, add
the juice of two lemons and a pint of the
strawberry juice. Mix well and serve
hot or cold. +

When ready to unmold the cream,
plunge the cans Tn cold water, take off
the covers and run a silver knife quickly
around between thes cream and can.
This will loosen the rolls so they will
turn out smoothly. If there are several
small rolls place them in a row in the
center of a silver or glass dish and gar-
nish with roses, serving one to each
guest, placiog it on the plate beside the
cream.

These pretty rolls of frozen cream may
be made in many different combinations:
as violet centers, obtained with grape
juice to tint; stir in violet petals and use
plain vanilla cream for the ountside.
Have a violet-tinted sauce.

CoxEgs of caramel ice-oream with nuts
are made as follows: Stir a cupful of
sugar over the fire until it browns richly,
than add a capful of boiling water and
let cook to a sirup. Smooth a table-
spoorfof corn-starch in a little cold milk
and add to the sirnp with a quart of rich
milk. Let the whole scald thorothly,
stirring it to blend smoothly until the
corn-starch is cooked, when the yolks
of four eggs beaten light and balf a cup-
ful more of sugar are added. Stir con-
stantly for five minutes, then remove
from the fire and add a cupful of double
cream. Mix in well and pour into the
can of the freezer after the mixture has
become cold. Vanilla flavoring is added
the last thing—one tablespoonful.

T'o serve, take a large-size tablespoon
and with a dexterons twist of the wrist,
slide it around the frozen cream, lifting
out spoonful. The result will be per-
fect little cones of cream. After placing
each one on its serving dish, pour over
it a spoonful of plain sirup made as for
the sance, in which are finely chopped
almonds and pecans. Chopped candied
o:ia;%e peel and cherries may also be
added.

SweeTr CoMPoTES make pretty deserts
served in water-ice borders. Fill a rim
or mold with orange, strawberry or pine-
apple ice and freeze quite hard. Shred
fine the tender part of a medium-sized
pineapple and remove the pits from a
pound of white grapes. Stem a pint of
strawberries and scoop the pulp from
a small grapefruit. A couple of sliced
bananas may also be added. All kinds
of fruit are used that blend well in
flavor. Toa quart of the mixed fruits
allow two tablespoonfuls of gelatin dis-
solved in water to cover. Add half a cap-
ful of boiling water to it and five table-
spoonfuls of granulated sugar. Stir to
dissolve the sugar and strain over fruit.
Mix thoroughly and set aside on ice to
become firm. When ready to serve, un-
mold the ice on a flat glass dish and fill
in the center with the fruit jelly, Gar-
nish with flowers or fine greens, to make
a pretty contrast,

All sorts of combinations may be
made with compotes, as with sultana
rolls. If your fruit mixture is composed
of bananas, oranges and pineapples with
a border ice flavored with lemon, rich
tints in yellow will make a lovely gar-
nish, and for this use a length of nas-
turtium vine with its glowing blossoms.
Or, Bride roses if the occasion is suit-
able, as a shower luncheon or wedding
menn,

MACAROONS give a rich flavor to forz-
en desserts. For a macaroon glace mix
a pint of cream with a cupful of sugar
and the beaten yolks of five eggs. Fla-
vor with a teaspoonful of vanilla and
heat until the custard begins to thicken,
then strain through a fine sieve. Turn
into the freezer and when half frozen
mix in half a pound of crisp macaroons
pounded to a dust. Finish freezing.

For a mousse, acald a dozen macaroons
in a cup of milk and pour over them the
beaten yolks of three eggs. Cook over
hot water until slightly thickened.
When almost cold fold into the mixture
the stiffly whipped whites of the eggs,
adding gndan1]¥ half a cupful of pow-
dered sugar while beating, Add balf a
pint of whipped cream, mix well and
turn into a brick mold. Freeze by cov-
ering with ice and roek salt, In serving,
arrange around the monsse on the dis
roses of whipped cream pressed through
the pastry tube. Inthe center of each,
place a piece of French candied fruit.

VANILLA IceE-CREAM served in musk-
melons is a pleasing dish. The melons
are seleoted of uniform size, halved, and
tl;?}}:ulp scooped out, then set away to
chill.

Make a plain vanilla ice-cream and let
it stand an hour after freezing to ripen.
When ready to serve fill the melon hal-
ves with the cream, and for seeds cut
unblanched almonds into thin slices and
press them in {o look as realistic as pos-
sible. Peach ice-cream is excellent to
fill the melon dishes with, as it has just
the right tint of pinkish-yellow of the
melon pulp. To make it, use good-sized
mellow peaches. Pare and remove the
pita from twelve. Press through a col-
ander to a pulp. Heata pint of cream
in a double boiler, adding a cup and a
half of sugar, stirring until the sugar is
dissolved. Set aside to cool, then flavor
with six drops of bitter almonds and
turn into the freezer. Turn slowly at
firat, then more rapidly, until the mix-
ture is frozen, Remove the cover and
stir in the chilled peaches. Cover and
tarn the handle of the freezer until the
cream is again frozen. Leave in the
freezer with the top well covered with
brown paper and a blanket, to ripen for
an hour.

Other fresh fruits, or even canned and
preserved fruits, may be used in ice-
cream if the sirup be carefully drained
off, and the same rule of preparing it
observed as in the peach cream.

PrAiNLY FLAVORED ice-creams have
an added deliciousness if served with a
hot sauce, or cold, if preferred. But the
blending of hot and cold has a decided
cbarm for those who wish a new sensa-
tion in taste. ‘‘Sunrise Sauce'' may be
served either hot or cold. Heat a pint
of cream or rich milk in the double boil-
er and add tha‘ﬁolh of three eggs well
beaten with half a capful of sugar. Cook
until thick and creamy. Remove from
the fire and add a tablespoonful of gala-
tin that has been softened in cold milk,
gttnin and add It?. grated rind and {iuluo

" Largest Spriag In the World.
REMARKABLE UNDERGEOUND LAKE IN
OREGON COUNTY, MO.

Month after month papers and

zines publish glowing accounats om
beauty ur of the lakes of
Switzerland, the rivers of or
the glaciers of Greenland, writes Elmer
T. , In The Southwest Tourlsts and
globe-trotters have stood on the Al
“‘gondolated” in Venice or climbed
tterhorn, but how many American
totrists know anything of the wonders
of their native land outside the old school
book wonders of Niagara, Yellowstone,
and Yosemite?

In Oregon county, Mo., and Fulton
county, Ark., are gro Grand Gulf,
Mammoth Spring and Spring River,
natural curiosities so wonderful, so beau-
tiful and furnishing so mlni openiogs
for investors that, were they hid in the
forests of Africa, or within the shadow
of the mountain peaks of southern Eu-
rope, artists would haunt them with
their sketch-books and poets would rave
of their soul-inspiring beauty.

The Grand Gulf is the crowning won-
der of the group. Two shallow streams
about one-fourth of a mile distant from
each other, flowing in the same direction
over an elevated plateau, suddenly drop
into canyons 500 feet deep. These two
canyons form a junction a mile be-
low, where they strike a mountain lying
direotly across their path. This moun-
tain has been tunneled by the action of
the water, and the natural bridge thua
formed is no less a curiosity and almost
nal in size to the famous npatural
bridge of Virginia.

After passing through this mountain
the united stream strikes another mounn-
tain and tunnels it for several hundred
feet, and then spreads out into an im-
mense underground lake, the area of
which bas never been ascertained. Many
parties have entered-the tunnel and pic-
nics have been held by torchlight on the
margin of the lake, but still it remains a
mystery. No light can  exist long over
the bosom of the lake and nothing can
be heard save the far-away rumble of
the waters as they rush on.

This underground lake is the reservoir
which supplies Mammoth Spring, the
largest spring in the world, with its
60,000 cabic feet of water a minute,
The most surprising feature in connec-
tion with this extraordinary natural cur-
losity is the fact that when these great
canyons are filled with water, even to
the arch of the natural bridge, hundreds
of feet deep, the volume of water in
Mammoth Spring is not increased.

Mammoth Spring covers 18 acres of
ground 200 feet deep with orystal water.
