st of successes on small farms that
1 referred to last winter in my article
and also offers his services to assist the
negative side of the question by giving
some other instances of success on the
small farm. Then he seeks to knock the
props out of the whole fabric by stating
that these are only exceptional cases and
that the men who made these successes
would have made success anywhere. He
proceeds further to demolish the small
farm by citing a single instance where a
large farm was successfully run and the
laborers employed educated their chil-
dren and were contented and happy. He
describes his case as follows: “Of
twelve families on one farm having chil-
dren of school age there are two in
grammar grade, two in high school and
two in college; the other four children
are in primary departments. [ think the
percentage for high education is as favor-
able as is shown in sections made up
of small farms."” :

Now if any one will read Mr. Chand-

ler’s statement carefully he will find that
if it means anything it means that there
was not an average of one child to the
family in school at all. Twelve families
that bad children of school age and only
ten children in school of any kind. His
statement if applied to the average
small farmer in West Virginia would
mean that there were not half of the
children of school age in school. This
is not all: the instance he cites is evi-
dently the most successful venture of
the kind that he can find and is an ex-
ceptionally favorable one.
Probably the large farm wounld make
some money for the owners if it was
properly managed, but in many instances
the management would be bad. Again
is it fair to measure success by the stand-
ard of dollars and cents laid up for some
capitalist? Is it not better far for a
number of families to bave a home that
they can call their own, in which they
can exercise their energies in improving
and ma::ging to suit their individual
tastes, lay up enmough to support
them in old age rather than be dependent
on some large land-holder who may or
may not be considerate of the well being
of his hired help? The average Ameri-
can citizen loves independence, and he
can not be contented under, any system
that savors of landlordism.

Just across the river from where I
write there is a peighborhood of small
farmers nearly all of whom own less
than 50 acres each They are happy
and contented, all living well and have
some money laid up. They have good
churches that are well attended, good
school houses, and the schools are well
and regularly attended. A pumber of
young men have gone out frcm this
community of small farmers and have
made their mark in the world, If a
farmers’ institute is beld in this neigh
borhood thereis a large, well informed
attendance of farmers and their families.
All are interested in up-to-date methods
of improving their farms and getting
more out of their labor because they
own their homes and have the assurance
that they can reap the full benefit of
their labor. The labor agitators do not
disturb them because they do not desire
to hire out, neither do they employ hired
labor. Now, I ask Mr. Chandler if this
is not far better than for the people to
be dependent on a capitalist for their
living. The fact that a man owns the
land on which be labors is an incentive
to exertion and a satisfaction that the
hired man cannot enjoy. The large-land-
holder system has proved itself detri-
mental to the interests of the common
people in every country where it has
been tried. The past history of the
world proves this. Then why should
Mr. Chandler seek to build up a system
that has caused discontent, trouble,
bloodsbed and all manner of suffering
and oppression of the masses for the
benefit of the few in past ages of the
world?—A. J. Legg in The Country

It will be remembered that
Mr. Vanderbilt was one of the successful
exhibitors at the recent international
horse show, and his present scheme to
revive coaching is the natural outgrowth
of that success.

There is no doubt but that Mr. Van-
derbilt will have a Iarge immediate fol-
lowing, for the king himself and many
of the members of the English aristoc-
racy are boro horsemen and only need
gome one to lead them away from the
motor cars.

It goes without saying that if coachiog
is revived on a magnificent scale in Eng-
land, it will soon find followers in this
country with the means and disposition
to maintain the sport in grand style.
We have no end of horse lovers who
bave tired of the mechanics of motoring.
With them it has been a fad, followed
because of its novelty. These same men
long for the horse, the life and style
n?plmmblo interest a machine can-
not give, and as soon as there isa popu-
lar leader to take the field the friends of
the borse will not be slow to follow the
fashion thus created.

At the present time there is a good
demand for high class coach horses, at
good prices. "During the past few years
there has been something of a let-up in
breeding. With the revival of coaching
and a general restoration of the horse to
favor, we may expect to find the demand
for good mannered, stylish borses far io
excess of the supply. Breeders who are
far-sighted enought to forestall coming
fashions will reap a good profit on their
judgement. Itis well for breeders to
get ready for the growing demand for
good horses.—N. Y. Horseman.

These are the methods to breed for any
special purpose. Quality and service
reside in the blood of each and all of the
breeds, but without blood there cannot
be excellence.

Prac-
tical education is essential for all of the
mechanic arts, as well as for every spe-
cial business demand. Actual tests
prove the relative abilities for all kinds
of service of man or beast of every
nationality or breed. It is the ability to
render the best for any and every pur-

pose.
These tests are demanded of men and
women, then why not of horses? Qual-
ity is demanded in all of our animal
products of whatever kind. A 15-hand
horse of 1000 pounds that can render the
work demanded costs less to buy or
keep than the largest and heaviest horse
that costs more time and more money;
economy says use the best that renders
the best service. The quick enduring
service is the demand of horse fleah,
The horse that can do the work, go the
distance and last longest is the animal
that yields the service best and cheap-
est. By testing the breeds at draught,
at the plow, on the road, under the sad-
dle or harnessed to every kind of vehicle,
we will find the animal and breed that
answers the required demands.
The police and fire departments need
quick, efficient service of good blood
and proper size and weight in the horses
for their special line of service,
We need the best of every breed of
horses for each and every purpose. And
the tests will prove the most serviceable
animal and nothing else can.—Dr. A. S.
Heath in New England Farmer.

Feeding Summer Forage.

It pays to begin early to feed the cows
extra. Don't wait until the pasture is
gone, for then you will have to give them
most of what they get. It is much bet-
ter to supplement the pasture by begin-
oi ni to feed extra as soon as the height
of the grass season has passed. With a
dairy of ten or more cows that are
stabled at milking time, it is the best
way to feed them in the stable. They
should be given two or three quarts of
grain and then all they will eat of green
forage, which will depend on the season,
locality and other factors. Green clover
or alfalfa is unsurpassed for general
feeding and can be had by successive cut-
tings for several months. Sweet and
field corn are ready from the middle of
August until frost, when late sown bar-
ley is ready and lasts & month longer.
A small herd can be fed ‘‘over the
fence” in the pasture, small patches of
soiling crops being grown near by for
this purpose. Where this practice is
followed, the forage should be well
scattered on clean ground, so that every
cow bas a chance to get her share. With
herds of ten or more cows, it is general-
ly more satisfactory to feed them in the
barn.
A load of forage cut once a day will
generally make two feedings, although
it is a little more work to feed in the
stable than in the pasture, there is sav-
ing enough in forage to more than pay
for it and each cow gets her full share.
A large herd will run over and muss
up a lot of feed if it is scattered about
the fleld. There are always a few cows
in the herd that are easily frightened
and one or more cows that will race
about, taking a bite here and there,
driving away the timid ones, which will
get little to eat and shrink greatly in
;}mlr milk flow.—Cor. in Turf, Farm and
ome.

The Sexes in Pig Litters.
(George M, Rommel in Circular No. 112, Bureau
of Animal Industry, U. 8. Department of
Agriculture.) :

In response to requests, the animal
husbandry office of this bureau has re-
cently collected information regarding
the relative proportions of the two sexes
of pigs at birth, with quite interesting
results. This information is not to be
obtained from the herdbooks for the
reason that, while the total number of
pigs farrowed Is usually given, the
number of each sex is given only for the
pigs raised.

Reports were recédived from 82 breed-
ers, located in 23 states and 2 territories
(Indian Territory and Oklahoma). Eight
breeds were represented as follows:
Berkshire, Chester White, Duroc Jersey,
Hampshire, Large Yorkshire, Ohio Im-
proved Chester, Poland China, and Tam-
worth, Ina few cases the records of
litters of grade and mixed breeding are
given; these are included in the results.

The number of sows whose litters
were reported was 1,477. The number
of boar pigs was 6,660; the number of
sows 6,625; and the total 13,285, The
average per sow was as follows: boars
4.51, sows 4.48, total 8.90. The figures
are mainly for litters farrowed during
1006. In 49 cases second litters during
the year were reported for the same
sows, which somewhat raises the aver-
age per sow.

Boars are seen to be slightly more
numerous than sows, but for all practi-
cal purposes the sexes may be regarded
as equal in number at birth. 'The rela-
tive proportion was found to be 1,005
boars to 1,000 sows, Expressed in an-
other way, the proportion is 100.53 boars
to 100 sows, which in lowest terms of
whole figures is 201 boars to 200 sows.

L. S. Burwell of Elmwood Stock Farm,
Bridport, Vt., has about 30 merino sheep
among which are some very fine speci-
mens. Hesold two rams a few years
ago for $800 and $300 respectively and
his present stock ram, L. 8. B., 541, he
considers to be better than either of
those he sold. He has some ¥ fine
lambs, which were sired by this valuable
ram. In a recent letter to the American
Sheep Breeder, Mr. Burwell says: ‘“‘If I
have been successful as a breeder it is
because I would never let a good stock
ram go unless I had something as good
to take his place. I mever took any
stock in luck. Success comes by at-
tending to business. I bave had rams
that my neighbors have used aod I
could go into their flocks and pick out
every lamb he sired. I have.received
letters from men describing a perfect
sheep. I never owned or saw & perfect
sheep.” ‘

The sheep flocks will never be protect-
ed from worthless dogs by legislation.

But
why should it be anything less than the
maximum? The Standard is absolutely
without extenuation, and has notorious-
1y built up its monoply by that same
method. It is a problem how many
im it will be before the fine is paid,

ut for exemplary purposes it may well
be as large as the law will make it.

The Texas legislature wins the palm
for freak legislation this year. Forin-
stance, one of its laws against trusts
provides heavy penalties for any one who
sells the proguct of any trust—which of
course includea a number of the necessi-
ties of life such as are sold at every
grocery store—and another prescribes
the length of sheets that shall be furnish-
ed on the beds by hotels.

How many death scenes the
gray old world has witnessed since Time
was young—outward bound forever,
with but here and there a spiritual
visitant, and he usnally plans to turn up
in the dark of the moon and is seldom
warmly welcomed.

Ah, .yes! a good world to enter
and a good world to leave—excel-
lent world to leave, and we ought to
leave it in perfect trust, knowing that
the departure of our slight avoirdupois
will not cause the earth to cast her belt,
will not add to, nor detract from, that
everlasting one thousand miles an hour.
It will still go spinning around on its
own Invisible axis after we have become
invisible. It will still go fluking on its
high pathway round the sunm, with the
stars and stripes still snappiog in the
breezes, when our eyes are full of dark-
ness and our earsare dull of hearing,
Not a note is lost from the world's music
when we have ceased to sing in the land
of thellvingﬁ Our voice may make dis-
cord in the harmony, and the song will
still go on, better and sweeter, with one
more element of discord eliminated.

Maine News Notes.

September 2, 3, 4 and 5 are the dates
of the state fair at Lewiston. It is the
40th annual exhibition and will be bigger
and better than ever before.

Credit for marking the grave, as well
as for the appropriate and impressive
manner in which it was done, belongs
largely to Mrs, Flora E, Barry of Boston,
a great-granddaoghter of Isaac Thayer,
and one of New England’s noted singers.
Some years since Mrs, Barry began the
work of looking up facts regarding the
Revolutionary soldier. This required
much search among records in various
places, and it was not until within a few
months that she had secured enmough to
act upon. She then secured from the
government a marker such as is provid-
ed for soldiers’ gravee, and this was duly
set, and was unveiled on Thursday.

Beautiful for situation is the last rest-
ing place of the soldier. The farm is on
the east slope of the ridge of which
Streaked Mountain forms the southern
extremity. Near the crown of a gentle
slope is the grave, and standing at its
head one sees to the north, east and south
a magnificent panorama of that hill and
valley scenery for which Maine and
especially Oxford County is famed.

At this sightly spot, on a beantiful
August day, were gathered an assembly
of people from near and far to aid in the
impressive services of the day. Although
the place is several miles from any vil-
lage, at least two hundred were as-
sembled, many of them coming a num-
ber of miles to be present, and the pro-
gramme of the day was well carried out,
A shaded stand-had been erected for the
speakers, and chairs provided for those
who had a part in the exercises.

Professor Maynard Maxim of Newton-
ville, Mass., a great-great-grandson of
Isaac Thayer, was master of ceremonies,
and called the assembly to order at 3
o'clock, the hour set, and the audience
joined in singing America.

A prayer, earnest and appropriate, was
offered by Rev. Alexander Manno, D. D.,
rector of Trinity Church, Boston.

The headstone was then unveiled, the
flag with which it had been draped be-
ing removed by the great-grandsons, of

“The Sword of Bunker Hill" was sung
by request by Mrs. Barry, who is a mem-
ber of Old South Chapter, Daughters of
the American Revolution, of Boston.
Rev. Dr. Mann was then asked to
speak, and responded briefly. Dr. Mann,
although he did not publicly mention the
fact, is a descendant of a noted figure of
the Revolution, Gen. Schuyler. He com-
mended the work of the patriotic socle-
ties in preserving the early history of
our country, especially by such cere-
monies as this.

Capt. Charles H. Prince of Buckfield
was the next speaker. He paid a tribute
to the scene which was spread out be-
fore him, and then took up consideration
of the Revolutionary War. Although his
remarks were somewhat as he aaldg. “at
random,” yet he displayed an intimate
knowledge of the events of that war,
which he declared to be one of the great-
est wars, in its results to the race, that
the world has ever seen.

The dedication hymn, the words of
which were written by Miss Martha
Maxim and the music by Miss Mary
Maxim, was sung by them:

"Ts hol nnd whereon we

Charles F. Whitman, Esq.,, now of
Norway, but a native of Buckfleld and
co-laborer in the preparation of its his-
tory, randson of another Revo-
lutionary soldier, next responded to the
call for remarks. In the course of his
stirring address be called attention to
the large part which Revolutionary
soldiers have taken in the history of
Buckfield—a remarkable record. Over
one hundred soldiers of the Revolution
were among the early settlers of Buck-
field, Sixty-five died in town, and the
graves of muﬁ of them are unmarked
and some of them even nnkmown. He
urged that this occasion should be only
the beginning of an endeavor to find and
mark graves.

Alfred Cole, Esq., of Buckfield, was to
have spoken at this point, but he was
unable to be present by reason of ill-
ness, and a letter of regret was read from
him Instead. A letter of regret was also
read from J. W. Penney of Mechanic
Falls, who takes a deep interest in his-
torical matters, especially things relating
to the Revolution, and had been given a
special invitation to be present.

A metal marker, such as is used for
Revolutionary graves, and a flag, were
then placed on the grave by members of
Fessenden Post, G. A. R., of Buckfield,
in charge of T, S. Bridgham, Esq., who
spoke briefly in connection with the
ceremony. 1
“Nearer, My God, to Thee,” was sung
by the audience, the grave was decorated
with flowers by the descendants present,
and the ceremonies closed with the
sounding of taps — probably the first
time that this part of a soldier's funeral
was ever performed over this grave, made
more than a hundred years ago.

As has been already stated, most of
those who participated in the exercises
were descendants of Lieut. Isaac Thayer,
and a pumber more were there.

To give an accnrate account of the
service of Lieut, Thayer in the Revolu-
tion is difficult. He served as an officer
of the Massachusetts militia, which was
called out as it was required, and in con-
sidering its service, we must take ac-
count of the difference in conditions be-
tween that day and these times of quick
communication and transportation and
thorough organization,

Most of the information available on
this point is contained in papers on file
in the pension office at Washington, sent
there many years after the war, in an
endeavor to secure a pension for Lieut.
Thayer's widow, who outlived him some
time. (The pension, by the way, was not
granted before ber death.) These papers
are somewhat fragmentary, and complete
information can not be gained from
them.

Isaac Thayer was commissioned (by
the major part of the council of Massa-
chusetts Bay) second lientenant of *‘the
third company (commanded by Eliphalet
Sawin) in the fifth reg't of Militia in the
county of Suffolk, whereof Ebenezer
Thayer Jun. Esquire, is Colonel.” The
commission is dated Sept. 16, 1778, and
he took the oath on the 19th of October
of the same year.

1t was in the spring and summer fol-
lowing this that his service in Tiverton
was performed, during which he wrote
the letter which was read at the cere-
monies as given above. The document
ordering this service is as follows:

BrAINTREE, May 10th, 1779,
Lieut, Isaac Thayer:
Sir. You will take the Command of
the Detachment from the Regiment under
my Command Detached for the purpose
of Guarding the State of Rhode Island
until the firat Day of July Next, and
march them to Tiverton in the sd. State
immediately, then apply to Lieut Col.
Pierce for further Orders. You will re-
ceive these Orders from your
Humb, Serv't

EBeNER. THAYER junr, Col.

That the “round robin” is not entire-
ly an invention of the past decade ap-
pears from the following document,
which is interesting both for the matter
which it contains and for the quaintness
and formalness of its style:

TiverToN June 20th 1779
To the Honorable Council and House of
Representatives convened in the State
House in Boston from

Commissioned officers being detached
from the militia to do duty in Tiverton
until July next.

“We beg leave to acquaint your Honor
that wo sincerely regret our misfortune
in not being counted worthy to receive
from your honors g0 great a reward in
addition to the continental pay as the
privates we had the honor to command,
nor doth our misfortune end here. We
have not received any considerat’'on for
Transporting our baggage to or from the
place of our destination, a circumstance
which we look upon as somewhat singu-
lar. We therefore pray that your honors
would take our unhap‘i:ly fate into your
wise consideration and grant that relief
which in your great wisdom may seem
meet and your petitioners as in duty
bound shall ever pray."

This petition is headed by Lieut.-Col.
Pierce of Dorchester, and is signed by a
number of other officers, including Lieut.
Thayer of Braintree,

The record of service of Lieut. Thayer
which appears among the papers in the
pension office at Washington is as fol-
lows, but it is evidently incomplete:

There were speeches and processions
and Hlminations for the less Indus-
trious who were willing to give some-
thing more than the hour of noon to
the celebiration, but the most meinora-
ble observance of the day was that of
the Ilarvard students.

“Saying to ench other that it would
be disgraceful to pretend to honor
Washington with riot and disorder,
they retired to their chambers before 0
o'clock, and by the time the bells
censed ringing there was not a light to
be seen In any of the buildings."

This is equaled by the summing up
of the celebrations of Fourth of July
for the same year, a day observed with
great rejoiclugs. No accidents are re-
ported, and the editor concludes, “In
short, In every place we heard from
happiness was the order of the day,
tranquillity  of the night”—Youti's
Companion.

ARITHMETIC 1700 B. C.

Bums Over Which Egyptian Children
Puzzled Their Brains.

Probably the oldest copy book for
home lessons in arithmetic was un-
eurthed in Egypt. The papyrus, which
was found in excellent condition, dates
grom the period about 1700 B. C.—that
fs, ubout 100 years before the time of
Moses, or almost 3,600 years ago. It
proves that the Egyptians had a thor-
ough knowledge of elementary mathe-
maties almost to the extent of our
own. The papyrus has a long heading,
“Dirvection how to attain the knowl-
edge of all dark things,” etc. Numer-
ous examples show that their principal
operations with entire units and frac-
tions were made by means of addltion
and multiplication. Subtractions and
divisions were not known In their
present form, but correct results were
obtalned nevertheless.

Equations are also found In the
papyrus. Among the examples given
is this one: Ten measures of barley are
to Le divided among ten persons in
such a muanner that each subsequent
person receives one-elghth of a meas-
ure less than the one before him. An-
other example given Is: There are sev-
en men; each one has seven cats, each
¢t has eaten seven mice, ench mouse
has eaten reven grains of barley., Each
grain of barley would, if cultivated.
have yielded seven measures of parley.
How much barley has been lost in that
way? The papyrus also contains cal-
culations of aren, the calculation of the
area of a cirele and its transformation
into a square and finally calculations
of the cublec measurements of pyra-
mids.
