Raising or Buying Cows. 
Which is the more desirable, raising 

cows or buying them? 
The answer to this question must be 

to some extent conditional. There are 
farmers so situated that they need the 
full stock-carrying capacity of ther 
farms for cows in milk. Dairymen who 
have to furnish a given amount of milk 
to supply the daily needs of a retail 
trade which requires all, or more, than 
the farm can produce, are obliged to de- 
pend on the stock market for cows to 
keep up their herds. It is a case of 
necessity with them; they have to buy 
an<i take their chances, or raise the 
young stock at a loss. 

But these conditions are not genera) 
and do not apply to the general farmer 
or dairyman. For the man who is en- 

gaged in general farming there is do be*- 
ter course than to raise enough heifers 
to keep his own herd good and, also, 
some to sell to the milkman, who mast 

buy. It will be readily admitted that all 
farmers engaged in so-called mixed 
farming may find a good source of in- 
come in growing a few choice cows each 
year. Good young cows are always in 
demand at prices that leave a fair mar- 

gin of profit. 
But this question applies with especial 

force to the dairyman who does business 
under average farm conditions. Can 
these men who are making milk for the 
wholesale marker, or who sell cream, or 
make butter, afford to buy their cows? 
Asa rule, I do not think they can. 

We keep cows for a specific purpose. 
It is bard to find just what we want 
when we go into the market to buy. If 
we do find her, it takes big money to 
buy,—usually more than it wuuld have 
cost to raise one equally as good. 

In raising our cows we have a chance 
to breed for what we want. There is 
much satisfaction in a herd uniform in 
size, form and color; there is more in a 

herd in which all are good producers. 
By growing our heifers we stand a good 
chance of getting both of these satisfy 
ing qualities,—beauty and utility. 

The future usefulness of any cow de- 
pends largely upoo how she is brought 
up. By a right system of care, we can 
so develop the growing heifer that she 
will have an added value as a cow. 

There is much in breed and much in 

pedigree, but these are worthless unless 
the feeding and care are such as to de- 
velop the natural tendencies of the 
breed. You can not starve the calf and 
get a profitable cow. 

The supply of good cows is never 

equal to the demand. It is then, often a 

choice between growing a good one, buy- 
ing a poor one or going without. When 
it comes to this there should be no 

hesitation on our part, as we cannot go 
without nor afford to keep the poor 
cows. Raising them is a necessity if we 

are to get the most out of our herds and 
attain the highest success in our busi- 
ness. 

can be raided on the farm (or less than 
she will sell for when mature; the cost 
of growing is not, then, a deterrent, as 
we are reasonably sure of a profit on the 
heifer herself, besides the added value 
of the farm and dairy. 

Every young animal growing up on 

the farm returns to it a large part of its 
cost in the form of manure. Not one 

farm in a hundred is stocked up to its 
full carrying capacity; not one in a 

thousand but needs the manure from all 
the stock that could be kept. Here is a 

value not easily m-asured in dollars, ?et 
une, nevertheless, that is real and must 
not be lost sight of. 

Breeding and raising stock, especially 
the dairy cow, not only adds to the in- 
come and increases the value of the 
farm, but serves a much higher purpose 
than either of these—it develops the 
mau who dues the breediug and feeding. 
When we beuin to study the problems 
connected with the science of breeding, 
we begin to grow, and that is the real 
test of the value of any kind of work. 
When measuring any business, never for- 
get to ask. What is its effect on the man 

engaged in it? 
Breeding dairy cows is great work and 

develops great qualities in the man who 
does it. 

It is then desirable to raise our cows, 
for these reasons: We are abie to breed 
for what we want, and get a herd uni- 

form in size, color, condition and pro- 
ductiveness; we can so feed as to de- 
velop the heifer into a good c<iw; we can 

handle her so as to make her kind and 
gentle; we can grow her at a profit; we 

can add to the fertility and productive- 
ness of the farm; last, but not least, we 

make better farmers of ourselves by the 
study and research necessary to make us 

successful as breeders and feeders. Un- 
der such stimulus life looks bigger and 
broader, and the farm, while a money 
maker, has to us a value over and above 
that imparted to it by the dollars it can 

he made to pay.—K. C. Dow, Belfast, 
Maine, in Farm Journal. 

Keep the Young Stock Growing. 
Feed may be high this year and cattle, 

may be dull sale, but no matter how 

high feed may be it will not pay to allow 

y<>un£ stock to lose flesh during t*e win- 
ter eeason. » If the feed is not sufficient 
to keep young things growing at the 
rate of from half a pound to a pound a 

day from November till Juue, it will pay 
far better to sell part of them even at a 

considerable sacrifice. 
When young stock are kept growing 

even a little they go on grass in good 
condition, shed off early, and are able to 

make the best use of the luxuriant grass 
in May and June, making very rapid 
trains. If they are allowed to pass 
through λ period of s^mi-etarvatiou. 
wben growth is checked, Hesh l«»nt, the 
coat becomes staring aud skin harsh, it 
wiil take a month ou gr.^js to get them 
started and they will not make any very 
considerable gains eveu in the month of 
June. Flies come with July, and the 
result will be that they make no con- 

siderable gain during the entire season. 

More than this: The quality of the 
beef will deteriorate from the effects of 
this semi-starvation. Any butcher in 
cutting up the carcass of an animal can 

tell by the tickness of the coveriug of 
the muscular portions, that the animal 
has passed through a period of great 
hardship. In the animal that is kept 
growing continuously it is very thin 
You can pick it off with your Anger; but 
where it has gone through a period of 

hardship it becomes so thick, as we once 

heard John Cownie remark when dis- 

cussing this matter before a farmers' 

institute, that it would almost do for a 

pair of moccasins. 
We urged our farmers last September 

to tail up their herds, and in view of the 
certain high prices of feet! stuffs at that 

period to dispose in some way of all the 
animals that they could not carry 
through the winter in a condition ol 
thrift. A young animal that comes oui 

in the spring no heavier or not so heavy 
as he went into the winter quarters bai 
been during all these months simply a 

manure factory—a loaiug instead of a 

gaining proposition.—Turf, larm and 
Home. 

We often bear a good tempered bul 
called the "pet of the farm," and childret 
are allowed to play aroi nd him, anr 

even ride him around the yards. Thii 
is dangerous. Many have been injured 
by trnsting the bull too far. I hav« 
never yet seen a bull that I would trusl 

behind my back unless be was securely 
fastened.—Tribune Farmer.

Economical Production of Pork. 
The December number of the bulletin 

of the MaiDe department of agriculture 
carries very interesting data relative to 
swine growing. The introduction by A. 
W. Oilman, commissioner of agricul- 
ture, is especially noteworthy, and many 
statements be makes should be given 
wide publicity. Among other things, 
Mr. Gilman says: There seems to be an 
abundance of evidence to justify the 
statement that the greatest returns from 
the swine industry can be obtained only 
when during the early part of the season 
a large per cent of the feed of the pigs is 
furnished by pastures. 

Pigs need a variety of food and will 
thrive best on foods they relish. The 
palatable, succulent food of pastures, 
especially when sown with clover, rape 
or some of the small grains, will pro- 
duce an early, rapid growth. By divid- 
ing the pasture so that while one por- 
tion is being fed the other is growing a 

fresh supply, and then changing from 
one to the other, an abundant supply of 

green food can be furnished during the 
early growth of the pigs. In this way 
the farm is producing the greater part of 
the feed. Experience of many swine 
growers has shown that it then requires 
but very little concentrated food to 
tinisb them off for the market. These 
pastures should be changed from year to 
year. The pasturing of swine adds 
much to the fertility of the soil. 

FRESH WATER ESSENTIAL. 

When in pasture, pigs should be fur- 
nished with a good supply of fresh wa- 
ter. On our hillside farms which have 
small brooks or streams running through 
them, if they can be located so that the 
pigs will have access to them, much 
labor will be saved. 

SWINE IN WINTER QUARTERS. 
Continuing, Mr. Gilman says be has 

watched some farmers who have been 
raising swine in the winter season. 
Then the pigs must be contined to the 
stable during their entire growth, and 
they should have a warm, dry, clean, 
airy place in which to eat and sleep. 
An abundance of litter can be used and 
converted into manure. One of the 
problems to which the farmer should 
give his special attention is how to make 
the most of his stable manure and thus 
reduce the expense for commercial 
fertilizers. On those farms where barn 
cellars are in use, if the hogs can have 
access to the horse manure and be in- 
duced to work it over by occasionally 
dropping some corn upon it, much fer- 
tility will be added to the stable dress- 
ing from this source. 

The pigs should make growth every 
day, and should be ready to put on the 
market when six to seven months old. 
There is a greater profit under ordi- 
nary circumstances iu marketing them 
at this age than after a longer period 
of growth. Mr. Gilman says that since 
the advance in the price of meat prod- 
ucts, especially of pork and lard, he is 

' forced to the conclusion that Maine 
farmers have not given the subject of 
pork production the attention of which 
it is worthy. The pig will make more 
meat from the same quantity of food 
than any other animal, and when intelli- 
gently bandied can be made to return a 

handsome profit. Through the pig the 
waste products of the farm and dairy 
can be most economically utilized.—New 
England Homestead. 

Correct Pruning in Orcharding. 
Correct pruning is necessary when the 

tree is first planted in the orchard, and 
each succeeding year thereafter. It is 
essential to prune the young orchard in 
order to obtain a perfect shaped top 
and to form and encourage low-headed 
trees. It is essential to prune the or- 
chard regularly and quite severely each 
year. 

Prune the young tree to have some- 

thing of an open center. Start from 
three to five limbs as leaders. Keep 
these in open aud symmetrical form, 
free from limbs crossing or lapping. By 
pruning each year in the bearing peach 
aud apple orchard, the limbs in the top 
do not become so dense, nor crowd close 
together, besides keeping the tree down 
within easy reach. 

Prune the apple tree with much care 
and thought to keep the tops opened up 
and let in all the sunlight. Prune in 
such a manner so as to leave the top 
free from large limbs crossing each 
other. But do not prune to form long, 
bare limbs in the trees, cutting away the 
tiner limbs and fruit sprouts of an apple. 
The anuual and sometimes severe prun- 
ing of the apple has a tendency to pro- 
duce a much stronger growth of young 
wood on a bearing tree, giving larger 
and liner foliage. It produces stronger 
fruit buds, with a less profusion of 
bloom; an overabundance of blossoms 
serms to so exhaust the vitality that 
very little of the fruit sets properly. 

I at one time came into possession of 
an old apple orchard, consisting of Bald- 
win, Northern Spy and Greening, which 
had practically received no pruning for 
over 25 years. This orchard would 
bloom very full, but seldom bear a good 
or heavy crop of apples. The orchard 
was sprayed properly, but with no bene- 
tieial remits. As a last resort the trees 
received a heavy and most severe prun- 
ing of the top* early in the spring, tak- 
ing out as much as a good wagon load of 
brush from some of these trees. 

So I say, prune your large bearing 
apple orchards more thoroughly and in 
et urn receive more bountiful crops of 

fruit. Δη orchard thus pruned has a 

tendency to bear mote annually. And 
by the practice of proper pruning the 
largest and most highly colored fruit 
can be produced.—Benton Gebhart in 
New England Homestead. 

How to Select a Good Horse. 
If a horse is sound, he will etand firm- 

ly upon bis legs, with his feet flat on the 
ground. If the foot is lifted from the 

ground, or is thrown forward with toe 

pointing to the ground, and heel raised, 
be on the lookout for disease of the 
navicular bone. 

If toe is raised and the heel brought 
down, the horse has laminites, founder, 
or the back sinews have been sprained. 
If the horse stands with his feet drawn 
under him, he has weak muscles. 

If he stauds with hie feet spread apart 
or straddles with his hind legs, he has 
weak loins aud his kidueys are deranged. 

If the knees are bent or tremble, lie 
lia» been permanently injured by heavy 
pulling. 

If he has a bluixh or milky coat in his 
eyes, he will be liable to go blind at 

any time. A horse's mouth is not a 
sure index of his age, especially if he is 
over six or seven years old. 

If a horse's legs are scarred, look out 

for a kicker or a stumbler. 
If the respiratory organs are in any 

way impaired, I do not want him at any 
price. 1 want to impress on the mind 
of the reader the importance of buying 
good, sound, strong horses. A horse as 

described above would be mouey thrown 
away rather than invested.—R. B. Rush- 

ing in New England Uomestead. 

Fruit growing belongs to farming; in- 
deed the two should go band in hand. 
Both can be carried on with profit on 
the same farm. It ia indeed poor 
economy to attend to one interest to 

neglect the other. There are numerous 

places upon every farm which a fruit 
tree exactly fits, though, for that matter, 
we never saw one out of place anywhere. 
Space being all utilized, expenses are re- 

duced to the lowest limit, and a respect- 
able income is virtually assured. A 
farm without fruit is of little compara- 
tive value. Let our farmers ponder this 
these long evenings, and put it in opera- 
tion when tree planting time comes.—

Electric Lirht Bulbs. 
It has been remarked that the effec- 

tive life of Incandescent electric lamps 
Is much longer with clear than with 
ground glass bulbs. Ε. I'. Ilyde ex- 

plains this fact as follows: A thin de- 
posit of carbon Is formed on the In- 
terior surface of the bulbs, and tills 
absorbs a certain portion of the radia- 
tion from the tiluuieut. When the 
glass is clear the light passes straight 
through, suffering a definite loss from 
the carbon film. When the glass is 
frosted the light undergoes many re- 

flections In the Interior of the bulb 
from the innumerable facets, and at 

each reflection It loses something on 
accouut of the oistructing film. The 
consequence is that the total amount 
of loss is much greater with ground 
glass than with clear glass. Mr. 
Hyde's experiments show that the fila- 
ment lasts as long In the one kind of 
bulb as iu the other.—Youth's Com- 
panion.

iireatest Lumber Cut. 

More lumber was cut in the United 
States last year tban in any other year in 
it» history. The enormous amount of | 
:'.7.555,7:î0,000 board feet was produced, 
and its null value was $021,151,388. 
In addition, there were produced 11.858,-1 
200,000 shingle*. valued at $24,15.5,555, 
ami 3,812.S07,000 lath, valued at $11,490,- 
'•70. Ou the whole, it is safe to say that 
the present annual lumber cut of the 
United States approximates 40 billion 
feet, and that the total mill value of the 
lumber, lath, and shingles each year 
produced is not less than $700,000,000. 
These figures give some idea of how vast 
is the lumber industry and how great is 
the demand for its products. 

A glance at the kinds of lumber pro- 
duced shows very clearly the passing of 
white pine and oak, one the greatest soft- 
wood and the other the greatest hard 
wood which the forest has ever grown. 
Since 1899 the cut of white pine has 
fallen ο If more than 40 per cent, while 
that of white oak has fallen off more 

than :J0 per cent. To-day yellow pine 
leads all other woods in amount cut, 
while Douglas fir—and this will be a 

surprise to many—comes second. Since 
1891» the cut of Douglas fir has increased 
180 per cent. Louisiana is the foremost 
yellow pine State, with Texas, Missis- 

sippi, and Arkansas following in order. 
Washington produces by far the greatest 
amount of Douglas fir. 

A comparison of the lumber-producing 
States shows that since 1899 there have 
been many changes in their relative 
rank. Washington, which in 1899 stood 
sixth, now leads, while Wisconsin, 
which eight years ago led all others, is 
now third. In the same period Oregon 
Louisiana, Mississippi, Idaho, and Cali- 
fornia made great strides as lumber- 

producing states, though, on the other 
hand, the amount produced in Michigan, 
Wisconsin, Minnesota, Georgia, Ken- 
tucky, Tennessee, Missouri, Indiana, aud 
Ohio fell off anywhere from 29 to 54 per 
cent.

Earthquakes in divers places are being 
reported during the past few days, ac- 

companied by the crackingof the surface 
of the ground, and some people seem 

really to regard them as something seri- 
ous. It is altogether probable that they 
are not deep seismic disturbances, but 
simply the violent contraction of the sur- 
face by the intense cold we have had. 
The first one generally observed in the 
vicinity of South Paris was in the early 
morning of Keb. 1st, when there was a 

booming rumble, and the houses shook 
and loose articles rattled. Some observ- 
ers, however, bad noted smaller shocks 
of the same kind the preceding evening. 
The ground was at that time almost en- 

tirely bare, and the cold intense. Other 
shocks of a similar character have been 
reported from other places since, and 
seem to be a sort of basso profundo ac- 
companiment of the shrill music of the 
cold north wind. 

According to a current paragraph, it 
has been discovered that the laws of 
Maine "forbid the buying of coal to run 

the fires under the boilers in the State 
House heating plant." This is based on 
the ground that the law enacted in tbe 
early days of the state provides that the 
superintendent of public buildings and 
grounds shall procure "wood, lights 
and such things as are necessary for the 
comfort and convenience of the depart- 
ments." Another law forbids tbe incur- 
ring of any expenses other than those 
specifically authorized by statute. We 
have not yet heard that the state bouse 
had frozen up, and do not expect to hear 
it, as long m there is coal to be bought.

Quarter-Million Fire at Berlin. 

Berlin, Ν. H., suffered a Are Tuesday 
night which destroyed eight buildings 
in the business section, causing a prop- 
erty loss of something like 9250,000, and 
turning a number of families into the 
street. In the midst of fighting the 
first fire, a second one broke out, and a 
serious conflagration was threatened. 

The steam fire engine broke down 
early in the progress of the fire, and the 
hydrant streams were utterly inade- 
quate, but tbe powerful fire pumps of 
the paper mills were set to work pump- 
ing directly into tbe mains. 

It was one of the worst nights imagin- 
able to fight fire, the temperature being 
in the vicinity of thirty below zero, and 
efficient work was almost impossible. 

When the conflagration threatened, 
help was summoned from Portland and 
Lewiston, and an engine and men were 
sent from each city. When they arrived 
both engines were found to be frozen np 
and tbey had to be thawed ont* By 
that time the fire was fairly under con- 

trol, but in the forenoon of Wednesday 
one of tbem worked for several hours 
when a fresh blaze started up among 
the ruins. 

Tbe heaviest loser is the Berlin Na- 
tional Bank, which owned one of the 
burned buildings. Its loss is reckoned 
at $25,000. The other losses are of vari- 
ous business concerns large and small, 
and of families, tbe upper portions of 
most of the burned buildings being 
occupied as tenements. Tbe total in- 
surance is about $100,000, which is about 
two-fifths of tbe loss. 

Tbe burned district is nearlv the same 
that was burned over in the fire of Jan. 
4, 1Θ05, and most of the buildings burn- 
ed in this fire were erected since tbe 
former one.

OBSERVANCE OF EASTER. 

Discrepancy In Computing th· Oat· 
Not Corrected Until 1752. 

TIil* observance of Easter dates back 
to about tbe year G8, at which time 
there was much contention among the 
ïastern and western churches as to 
what day the festival should l>e ob- 
served. It was Anally ordalued at the 
council of Nice In the year 325 that it 
must be observed throughout the Chris- 
tian world on the same day. This de- 
cision settled that Easter should be 

kept upon the Sunday first after the 
fourteenth day of the first Jewish 
uioi'.th. but no general conclusion was 

arrived at as to the cycle by which 
the festival was to be regulated, and 
<ome churches adopted one rule and 
<ome another. This diversity of usage 
vas put an eud to, and the Komau 
aile making Easter the first Sunday 
ifter the fourteenth day of the calen- 
dar moon was established in England 
In <><59. After nine centuries a dis- 
crepancy In the keeping of Easter was 

caused by the authorities of the Eng- 
lish church declining to adopt the ref- 
ormation of the Gregorian calendar In 
15S2. The difference was settled in 
1752 by the adoption of the rule which 
makes Easter day always the first 
Sunday after the full moon which ap- 
pears on or next after the twenty-flrst 
day of March. If the full moon hap- 
pens upon a Sunday, Easter is the 

Sunday after.

A Dream of the Put. 
In looking backward it has all the 

semblance o? a dream. It comes back to 
me in all its vividness to-night, that early 
April morning when I started ont to seek 
my fortune in the great Southwest, and 
the disastrous results of that seeking. 

That one long year of languishing in 
I an uncongenial clime! Too proud to re- 

turn when return was possible. The 
long closed passages of that wonderful 

I and peculiar dream open up to me, one 

! by one, as I sit and muse in the gather- 
ing twilight of this chill December day. 

After the bills of my nativity bad 
been hidden by other hills, I recall noth- 
ing that was particularly noticeable and 
grand until I stood, an enchanted youth, 
in Portland harbor, and far the first 
time looked out upon the sea. Its vast- 
neee filled my soul completely. I think 
that my mind has not shrunk to ite 
earlier proportions since that first 
glimpse of the vasty deep. 

Took passage on the U. S. mail packet 
Chesapeake, that plied between Port- 
land and New York city in those days. 
Out on the ocean sailing! Jolly, isn't it? 
Only that heaviness that clogs your in- 
ternal contrivances, and will neither 
come up nor go down, will neither sink 
nor swim, detracts largely from your 
jollity. You also have an abiding con- 
viction that He who made the sea, who 
comprehended the dust of the earth in a 

measure, weighed the mountains in 
scalee and the hills in a balance, has you 
cornered where you can't run. This, 
also, curbs your jollity slightly. Should 
tbe bottom of the frail tub drop otit— 
why, there you are, a floating sucker- 
pot, a defunct meandering mariner, for- 
ever on the go, a rare and peculiar 
specimen from the "greatest show on 

earth," passing in eternal review before 
the fish-eyed monsters of the deep. 
You are on the ragged edge, over a hor- 
rible hole, and the determination flames 
up within you that, if permitted to set 

your "youthful brogans" on solid soil, 
from that time forth you will foot it in 
ways that are clean. You feel that you 
would pay boot for a "dry death." 

At 9 o'clock A. M., through a dense 
forest of shipping, we steamed into New 
York harbor after two nights and a day 
on the deep. Such a proceeding differs 
entirely from the Rchool-boy act of pol- 
ing your raft through cat-tails up the 
diminutive bay that makes out of "Low- 
ell's Brook." But for down-right com- 
fort give me the raft, the cat-taile, the 
little cove and the wonderful brook of 
my childhood. 

That morning brought to me the first 
glimpse of poverty and dirt, in the form 
and the performance of an old mother in 
Israel industriously winging flour from 
tbe filthy wharf'to a dingy pail. To be 
exact, she winged it with a knife. As 
it was before the days of microbes—or 
the baking cooked them into harmless- 
ness. 

A misty, moiety, drizzly day. Didn't 
give up the ship till the day was far 
spent, then took a hack, or rather a 
hack took me, to some station some- 

where. In the cars at last with a thank- 
ful heart and a ticket for I'arkersburg. 
Shall I ever forget that wild night ride 
of the past? that troubled dream of long 
ago, with the nightmares galloping by? 
Dying for a wink of sleep, but never a 

wink "wank" I. 
A hasty overflow from tbe cars at mid- 

night into a what-was-it. I did not 
realize at the time, but now I know we 

were merely crossing the Delaware—not 
as Washington crossed it, but on a 

bridge. Tramp, tramp, tramp. Hollow 
the echoes of hurrying feet. The air 
was chill. The passage was dimly 
lighted. On either hand, in black, these 
warning words: Look Out for Pick- 
pockets! ! ! A new experience that pro- 
duced new sensations. Had the atmos- 
phere been muggy and strongly im- 
pregnated with the fumes of burning 
brimstone, it would have been easy as 

sneezing to fancy that we were drawing 
fearfully near the everlasting bonfire, as 

Shakespeare burninglv remarks. 
At tbe mouth of tbe hole were car- 

riages in waiting. My first entrance in- 
to the city of Brotherly Love differed 
from that of Ben Franklin. Packed like 
Kardines in a box I looked out on broad 
and brightly illuminated streets, and 
tliat alone is my dream of Philadelphia. 

On the train airain, and ho! for Balti- 
more. Three o'clock in tbe chill, grey 
morning. Bobbing for a nod before a 

oarrooro lire m i>tn muiu. a nu una it 

como to this? Nodding has become a 

lost art to me. Nine o'clock, and the 
city of monuments is a thing of the past, 
md none too soon. My dream of Balti- 
more left the impression forever, when 
awake, that every other man you met 
would esteem it a privilege to cut your 
throat. (The murdorous spirit broke 
loose three Aprils later.) 

This train is an exasperatingly accom- 

modating train, stopping at every miser- 
able hovel the entire length of the 

ι "Mother of Presidents" to let off and to j 
let on humanity, and wait for the hens I 
to lay and the chickens to batch. 

Grafton. Here I slept the eleep of 
the just, which went far toward "knit- 
ting up the raveled sleeve of care." 

Parkersburg. Is there anything de- 
sirable about it? Not a thing as I dream 
of it. And this then is the Ohio, the,' 
placid, soft Ohio. All hail, river of my I 
dreams and my geography. The "Swal- ! 
low" is waiting to givo me pleasure on I 
its bosom—tawny as the Tiber. How 
gladly would I recall ihe oft-recurring 
changes in that wonderful dream as we 

went gliding down, but cannot now. I 
Nature was just as lavish on the Ken-1 
tucky shore as on the Ohio, but on the ! 
one side was the black rot of slavery, on I 
the other the bloom of freedom. I 

Left the steamer at Maysville, Ky.,1 
on the very spot where Daniel Boone 
first landed from Virginia, just 89 years 
before. I stood upon the green hills of 

Kentucky, that overlooked the city and 
a wide expanse of as delightful scenery 
as e'er the sun shone on. The grandest 
feature in the landscapo is the placid, ι 

soft Ohio, moving in grand and voiceless 

majesty to the warm waters of the Gulf. I 
I could but recall the words of Boone I 

and catch somewhat of his enthusiasm j 
as he stood there and viewed the land· 
scape o'er. But he saw not the cultivât- 
ed farms and the abodes of men except 
with prophetic eye.

But 'twill never do to linger here and 
break to pieces among strangers. Eight 

I days ?rom home with dry eyeballs, for- 
saken by sleep. The kith and kin are 

twelve miles away on the North Fork of 
the Licking River. What a dead-rat 
smell clings close to that same N. F., 
through evil report and through good 
report. There is no dream about that. 
'Tie a sober reality. Can smell it now 

as I snuff athwart the years.

The Qlove Qaestlon. 
It is often Mid that a woman la judged 

by her shoe· and glove·. Run-down 
heela are suppoaed to denote tbe poor 
housekeeper, and shabby gloves tbe 
woman who is indifferent to her appear- 
ance. Certainly both are telltale mark· 
of carelessness or downright ahlftleee- 
ness and should be conscientiously 
avoided. 

Just how many pairs of glovee a 

woman will need during tbe year ia 
really a question of how many she can 
afford. Many women would think that 
a dozen new pairs were not enough, 
while others can get through the year 
very comfortably with two or three. A; 

£air of heavy dogskin walking gloves is, 
owever, a necessity for every woman 

lor ordinary wear. These glovee can 

be bought for from one dollar up to 
three a pair, but those for a dollar meet 
every requirement of cut, wear and ap- 
pearance. In the colder sections of our 

country these gloves are lined for extra 
warmth witb silk or fur. Tbe silk-lined 
glovee cost a dollar and a half, and the 
fur.lined two dollars. Tbe latter is an 
excellent glove for winter driving or 

riding, but is rather clumsy for ordinary 
wear. Besides her walking-gloves a 

woman ehould have finer-grade, though 
not necessarily more expensive, glovee 
for Sundays and other occasions. Many 
women use white glovee entirely for 
such wear, and they are, of course, the 
correct dress glove. In buying white 
gloves it is wise to choose tbe dollar and 
a half or two dollar quality, as they have 
to be cleaned so often that it requires a 

good glove to stand the wear. Short 
glovee can be cleaned for five or ten 
ceuts a pair at a cleaning establishment, 
or they can be cleaned at home witb 
gaeolineor naphtha. 

For the spring and summer one sbbuld 
have either light-weight kid or silk 
gloves. The latter are now made with 
buttons or clasps and stitching like the 
kid glove, and are both good-looking 
and comfortable for warm weather. 

White chamoia gloves are excellent for 
summer wear. They are aln^ost as cool 
is ailk, aud while they do not keep clean 
very loug they can be readily washed 
with ordinary soap and warm water. 

While it is nice when possible to have 
your gloves match your suit, it must be 
remembered that green, purple, red and 
blue gloves are not in good taste. Black 
suede or undressed kid should be worn 
with suits of these colore. On the other 
hand, with evening gowns tbe light blue, 
pink, and green suede gloves are in ex- 
cellent style. Such gloves vary in cost 
with their length. The French long 
glovee are superior to any other and 
should be chosen in preference to glovee 
of domestic manufacture.—Ex. 

Cakes for all Uses. 

SPICED SNAPS. 

Heat one cupful of molasses, and half 
a cupful of brown sugar together, until 
the sugar is melted. Dissolve one tea- 

spoonful of soda in a little warm water 
xud siir it quickly into the hot mo jwses, aow add half a cupful of butter si ghtly 
warmed, and stir in slowly one P»"1"1 
flour, adding during the process one tea- 
spoonful of cinnamon, one of ginger and 
half a nutmeg. If needed add enough 
more Hour to roll out thin. Cut in 

shapes aud bake in quick oven. 

SOFT MOLASSES GINGERBREAD. 
Stir together one cupful of molasses, 

one teaspoonful of soda, oue teaspoonful 
of ginger and one tablespoonful of but- 
ter; then pour on this half a c"Pf" 
boiling water and flour enough to make Γ thin batter. Bake about one inch 
deep. This is very nice if pain» are 
aken to have the water boiling, and to 

beat it well when the flour is added. 

HARRISON CAKE. 

One cupful of butter, one cupful of 
sut-ar, one cupful of molasses, one cup· ÎK'mHk, two em*. "r of Hour, one pound of atoced raieina * 
ioss if desired), one teaspoonful each of 
cloves, cinnamon and nutmeg, one tea- 
spoonful of soda. 

DUTCH TEA CAKE. 

Quarter of a pound of butt®r,fhi)if * 

pound of sugar, half a pound of flour 
ind four well-beaten eggs; beat butter 
ind sugar together; beat the whites an 

yolks separately, stirring in the whites ?he last thing. Spread this mixture. on a 

pau, not having it quite so thin as for 
wafers. Cover tbe top with chopped 
almonds, ground cinoamon and a little 
sugar. Bake a light brown. 

POUND CAKE. 

One aud a half cupfuls of butter beaten 
to a cream with three cupfuls of eugar, 
ten esse (whites and yolks beaten sepa- rate!??, tour cupfuls of flour and one 

teaspoonful of mace. Bake in a rather 
quick oven forty minutes. 

LOAF CAKE. 

One cupful of butter rubbed with two 
and a half cupfuls of sugar, one cupful 
uf sour milk, three eggs, one "can* tea- 
spoonful of saleratus, four onpfuls of 
flour. Flavor to taste. This will make 
two large loaves. 

CHOCOLATE CREAM CAKE. 

Bake a cake in three round tine as for 
jelly cake. (Almost any plain cake rule 
will do) Frost two of the cakes with 
chocolate frosting and spread theι third 

Put the layers together with the cream 
in the middle. 

ORANGE CAKE. 

Half a cupful of butter rubbed with 
two cupfuls of sugar until creamy, ÎLee small cupfuls of ûour four eggs 
well beaten, one cupful of milk and two 
teaspoonfuls of baking powder sifted in 

the flour. Bake in three layers. 
filling for cake.

If preferred, two heaping 
teaspoonfuls of baking powder may be 
used instead of the soda and cream of 
tartar.—McCall s. 

The Sunday Night Supper.

antes, together with a required number

table, where each member of the family

Mount Katahdin Reservation. 
(Baogor ComiaercUl.) 

One of the moat gratifying thing· In 
connection with the new public spirit 
whiob baa been created in reoent year· 
in behalf of foreatry, the conservation 
and reforesting of wooded areaa, and the 
establishment of national foreat pre- 
•ervea In many atatea, la that the effort· 
now being made in a modeat way by the 
aaaociation or Federation of the 
Women's Clubs of the state for the 
preservation of Mount Katahdin as a 

publio forest park and State or National 
reservation for the use of the people, 
was first started by the Commercial 
more than ten years ago. To this plan, 
the women of the state—foremost in 
every good work—and also a few of the 
men of the State, are beginning to give 
earnest and aerioue attention; although 
when first started by the Commercial it 
met with little response. 

▲t the meeting of the women's clubs 
of Maine at Lewiston this week, the sub- 
ject of a Mount Katahdin State forest 
reserve formed one of the subjects of 

greatest interest. It was urged by Mr. 
John Appleton and Mrs. Grace H. 
Thompson of this city; by Mis· Elisa- 
beth K. Hobbe, by Mr·. George D. 
Armstrong and by other speakers. Mr. 

Appleton said the region of Mount 
Katahdin is ideal for the purpose· of a 

great state forest reservation and the 
way to mainfain its bevuty and value for 
the uses of the publio is to put it under 
forest management as the only way to 

preserve it from destruction by the axe. 

Miss Hobbe favored the creation of a 

State reserve of Mount Katahdin and 
the adjoining region. In the course of 
her address Mise liobbs said: 

"We have in Maine in tbe region of 
Mount Katahdin a tract of land wholly 
unsuited to farming, but well adapted to 
the growth of timber, a region, moreover, 
which is one of the pleasure grounds not 

only of tbe state but of the nation. Can 
tbie federation undertake any better 
work than that of agitation to make this 
territory including Mount Katahdin a 

•tate forest reserve, not only for tbe sake 
of its beauty, but as a source of timber 
supply for the state? I am told, the eye- 
•em of stripping so well known to u· all 
ia rapidly going on at Mount Katahdin. 
The Maine Federation of Women'· Clubs 
should give ite support to a movement 
for making Mount Katahdin and tbe ad- 
joining region a state forest reserve." 

We are glad to see this movement 

taking to itself greater unity, push, and 
spirit than has before beeD given to it. 
The state of New York is creating a 

magnificent forest reserve in the Adiron- 
dack region, and the general government 
is also establishing national forest park· 
throughout the Far West. Mount 
Katahdin, however, is more favorably 
located for such a great park, forest 
reservation, or pleasure ground for tbe 
people than can be any similar region in 
the country. No eastern state has the 

great area of natural forest, lake, mount- 
ain and wild wood scenery as is possessed 
by Maine. Mount Katahdin, although 
beautiful and wild in it· virgin condi- 
tion, is within easy reach of half a dozen 
of the largest cities of the Atlantic States 
whose residents can enjoy its delights 
as a natural park for the entire year; 
while the great national parks of tbe 
West are so far from the great cities as 
to be of little value to those who would 
most enjoy them—the people of tbe 
large cities. 

Mise Hobbs says the eystem of strip- 
ping the woods is going on rapidly at 
Mount Katahdin. There is nothing un- 

reasonable in this. Itg owners are sim- 
ply using their own property as they 
have a right. Being men of great 
wealth, however, and of large public 
spirit, and devoted to the welfare of our 

state, we believe they would welcome 
any substantial movement having for 
its object tbe purchase of one or two 

townships, including that of Mount 
Katahdin, for a public reservation to be 
kept for tbe benefit, pleasure and use of 
the people of tbe nation, forever.
