“SPEED THE PLOW."

A Tough Problem.

It is stated from France that a new
breed of cattle is in process of formation
in that conntry through the crossing of
the Holland and the Berton cattle, the
former, as is well known, famous for
their large flow of milk, and the latter
for the high per cent of butter fat.

That is just the problem the breeders
of the Island cattle have been laboring
over for the past twenty-five years, but
80 far with but very indifferent progress
with the combination. It is an enticing
theory to establish a race of cows that
will give a large flow of milk and at the
same time put a hiﬁh per cent of butter
fat into it. If this little trick could only
be played there would truly “‘be millions
in it.”" - Hundreds of breeders have been
at work along that line. They find it,
however, a tough problem. Breeders
have succeeded in breeding the cows
that will give a large flow of milk.
They bave also brought forth the cows
that will put a bigh per cent of butter
fat in the measure of milk they give.
They have not, however, succeeded in
bringing forth the cow that puts the
two bounties together. The phenom-
enal flow is thio milk; the extremely
rich milk is in restricted flow. When-
ever the breeding has led to richer milk
the flow has been reduced. Whenever
led to larger flow the richness has been
reduced.

While some progress is being made in
bringing out superior, all round cows,
yet it is a question whether any com-
bination of breeding has ever succeeded
in grafting any increased meuwsure of
richness on to a phenomenal milk flow.
Right there breeders bhave rumn up
against a limitation that present know-
ledge has not been able to overcome.

There is a limit to the powers of a
cow. So far as at present developed,
the cow is not equal to the demand on
her system of a large flow of milk that
is at the same time of exceptional rich
pess. She has been able to furnish the
one or the other but not the two com-
bined. To exact so much from the
same cow it becomes necessary to go to
work and build a new cow with powers
s0 increased as to enable her to secrete
the large How of milk and with it an in-
creased measura of batter fat. It has
been proved that the cow we now have
has not the pbysical power to do it.
The first step toward the object under-
taken by the French breeders, then, is
to build a race of cows capable of stand-
ing up under the demand of a large flow
of milk that is also rich in butter fat.
It is not a simple problem they bave
undertaken, nor one where progress can
be very rapid.—Maine Farmer.

A Fatal Foe to Poultry.

A short time agoa young farmer re-
marked in my hearing that he had re-
cently lost seven hens by their dying on
the roost. I suggested that they might
have eaten something harmful, but he
thought not. I then said that the hens
might have had sometbing on them be-
sides feathers. He replied that he had
made a thorough examination of his
flock of poultry and could find only a
very few lice, not even enough to make
the hens sick, to say nothing of killing
them.

I made one more suggestion, which

seemed to bit the mark. | said it might
be red lice, or red mites, as they were
sometimes called, that were causiog the
trouble. 1 explained that these %lule
pests worked only at night—because
their deeds were evil. They left their
hiding places when the hens went to
roost and returned when they became
gorged with blood drawp from the hens.
[ advised him to look on the under side
of the roosting poles and to examine any
boards that might be near where the
poles were attached to the hen house,
and he probably would find a quantity
of the red mites. He looked, and dis-
covered the cause of the death of bLis
heops.
The mites had collected in places in
such numbers that the boards looked as
though they had been sprinkled with
blood, and they bad—with the life blood
of his bhens incased within the trans-
parent forms of the mites. When be
saw this multitude of blood suckers he
got busy. He took boiling water and
threw it on every part of the hennery
where he thought any of the pests might
be hiding. Then he carefully painted
all the surface of the roosting poles with
kervsene and douched the fluid thor-
oughly where the poles met the sides of
the building. Now his hens are laying
instead of dying. “There is always a
reason’ and a remedy —A. B Katkamier,
Macedon, N. Y., in Tribune Farmer.

The Mix in the Apple Market.
Certainly the mix-up in the apple
mark et bas been bad enough. No one,
however, should charge up the unfor-
tunate conditions of the market, and the
ruinous prices that have characterized
the trade in the last few months, to the
commission men and the dealers. The
trouble bhas been the commission men
anid dealers bave had no market into
which they could disp we of their con-
signments. There bas been no demand,
no trade, and little consumption, If the
apples were disposed of, they had to be
crowded oo unwilling buyers, and at
extremely low prices in order to induce
them to buy. There was no other
course open to the commission men.
Growers continued to crowd their fruit
on to them and they were forced to
make an outlet. The dealers were not
at fanlt for this upfortunate condition
of the trade and the low prices they
were obliged to return to the producers.
No orgapization of the growers nor co-
operation of the sellers could have cor-
rected this condition of the market, but
something might have been accomplish-
ed in preventing the glat of inferior and
frosted fruit.—Maine Farmer.

A Plea for the Cow.

To demand of the cow a large flow
of milk from a small flow of feed is un-
just.

This demand has caused more failures
in the dairy business than any other
siogle cause. Cruel treatment stands
pext in line: what [ mean is rough band
ling of milk cows during milking, using
dogs to bring them to and from pasture.

1 bave handled from five to sixty milk
cows during a season and can safely say
that the cow that receives the kindest
treatment does the best and is the
easiest to get into the stall.

Of course there are poor cows, but if
you are using good judgment in feeding
and plenty of kindness in bhandlin
them, you will have no trouble in find-
ing the one that is not paying her way;
but, on the other band, poor feed,
irregular feeding, watering and milking
whenever you have time will show a
poor test from really good cows. While
wWe are prosecuting attoruey in tbis trial
of the cow, let us also be her defense.—
Successful Farming.

Time is well spent in making a good
friend of the young sow before the time
for her to farrow. If she is wild and
timid the chanoces are good for her to
injure or kill & good many of her litter
before she learns that your intentions

Eggs in Winter.

HOW A 600D SUPPLY WAS OBTAINED
IN THE COLDEST WEATHER.

We have been having some very cold

weather, and the complaint is that egg
production drop off in some cases as
much as one-half. The above condition
of affairs shows the necessity of warmly
bailt honses. Our h are all doubl
boarded, with tar paper between and
floors the same. By keeping the floors
well littered the hens can be kept very
comfortable, as the houses are wind
preof, and only so much air is admitted
as is needed for ventilating purposes.
Our flock of seventy-one averaged 45 per
cent egg production during Jaouary,
and bave shown no disposition to let up
on account of the cold; in fact, in the
week which was the coldeat of the win-
ter we had the heaviest egg production
of the winter. We aim to keep the hens
busy, and take some pains in feeding
and watering to overcome or offset the
cold. We know that eggs are about 65
per cent water. When a hen is cold she
will not eat sufficient smow or drink
enough ice water to keep up egg produc-
tion, but if the water is warmed a little
she will take about the normal quantity.
Again, I believe 8 warm, moist mash in
the morning is beneficial—not enoungh to
gorge them, but about two-thirds of a
feed, then wheat in the litter for them
to work for. If they are good, healthy
hens they will work, too.
_ Our seventy-one hens, notwithstand-
ing the excessively high price of grain,
gave us a profit of $20 during December
and January just past. Liberal feeding,
no matter what the price of grain, is the
only way to get a good profit.—D. J.
Ryther, West Pownal, Me., in Tribune
Farmer,

A Few Hog Dont’s.

Don't k“i diseased hogs with the
rest of the herd. Most diseases com-
mon to hogs are contagious, especially
cholera.

Don't let your feed lot get foul. A
hog as well as other animals does better
when he has a clean eating and sleeping
phs:e.

on't expect to raise thrifty pigs b

feeding the sows nothing byutp grn,;
Plenty of slops are essential to the
growth of the pigs.
Don't let your sows and pigs sleep at
old straw ricks unless ycu want them
to die with the cholera or some other
disease.

Don't let your shoats run all over
the farm. A few dollars spent in wire
will save you much worry and keep
your meadows and growing crops from
injury.

Don't let your pigs root up the mead-
ows and pastures. A few hog rings are
cheaper than a lot of timothy and blue
grass which would be destroyed.

Don't let your sows run together

until farrowing time. Cold nighta they
will pile up together and may cause the
loss of their pigs. It is best to separ-
ate them a month before.
Don’t fail to give your hogs plenty of
ashes and salt, If you have an old ash
bank about the place, throw it into the
pen_and salt it good. The hogs will
dispose of it to their advantage.—The
Farmers' Voice.

Keeping the Grindstone True.
The average grindstone on the farm
sees pretty tough times. The softer the
stone, the harder usage it receives. Its
lot is almost as hard as that of the “*boy
on the farm' who has to turn it by the
hour. The grinding surface of the stone
is more apt to be concave than it is to
have an even face, or slightly beveled
surface.

The concave condition comea from
grinding axes, scythes, machine knives,
etc., with their edges lengthwise of the
stone instead of across it. This can not
be helped in grinding some tools. But
when the stone does assume this shape,
making it impossible to grind a chisel,
or any flat-edged tool decently, itisa
good time to get a spade or two—spades
are usually dull—and hold them on the
stone until sharpened, when the irreg-
ularities in the surface of the stone will
have disappeared.

A grindstone, by the way, should
never be left exposed to the sun. The
weight of the bandle will always cause
one portion of the stone to remain up-
permost, and this from exposure will
reach a different degree of hardness
from the underside, so that after a
while the stone will be ground outofa
circle. If the stome has to stand in the
open, a flat box can easily be obtained to
serve a8 a cover.—G. E. M., in Prairie
Farmer.

Dual-Purpose Defined.
It may be said, in general, that all
cows utilize the feed which they eat,
over and above that required to main-
tain the funetions of life, for one of two
purposes, namely, for the production of
milk, or for increase in live weight.
Cows which throngh hereditary tend-
encies and environment have developed
a capacity for transformiog a large
quantity of feed into milk, instead of
utilizing the same for an increase in live
weight, are known as dairy cows.
Other cows, from influences of the
same character acting in the opposite
direction, have developed a capacity for
trapsforming their fesd largely into
flesh and fat on their bodies. The milk
produced by such cows is of minor im-
portance, being only sufficient for the
pourishment of their calves. These
cows are known as beef cows.
Between the two classes we find a
large number of cows combining the
characteristics of the dairy cow, in so
far as giving a legitimate amount of
milk is concerned, with those of the
beef cow, and also producing calves
which are profitable to the feeder for
the production of beef. Such cows are
usually spoken of as dual-purpose cows.
—Prof. Oscar Erf in New England
Farmer.

What Silage Will Do.

I have experimented a little with
silage, says R. W. Ellis of Somerset
County, Me. An acre of corn for the
factory will give from 10 to 12 toos of
silage, besides the larger corn yields of
from 12 to 30 toms to the acre. Six or
seven tons of ensilage will carry acow
for the winter. She will do well on 60
or 70 pounds of silage a day and 16 or 17
pounds of oats and pea hay, which can
be raised on the corn ground the next
year at the rate of two and one-half tons
to the acre, and the year following that
there will be a yield of clover which
shou'd be sowed with the oats and peas,
a ton and a half or two toms. KEvery
acre of tillable land will feed a cow 200
days, so that if you have 25 or 50 acres
of tillable land you know what you can
do if you follow this system. How
many bave done it, or even carried a cow
to two acres? It is one thing to know
that it can be done, and another thing to
do it.—New England Farmer.

Orchard Notes.

While the orchard trees are sleeping
is a good time to relive them of every
unnecessary burden. Nature will wake
them up and set them to work in a few
days. Like humans, they will do better
if they can conceantrate their efforts.
Take from them their superabundance
of brush; it is an unnecessary load for
them to carry.

Orchards that bave been heavily

runed this winter muost be watched

uring the early spring or sprouting
s-ason. The first act of the trees, like a
depleted army, is to call out the reserve
—to awaken the dormant buds and
throw oat inoumerable sprouts to ab-
sorb the material the cut-away branches
would have taken. These sprouts should
be rubbed off as fast as they appear,
until the exsra flow of sap is diverted to
the remainiog branches. Then the ob-

Hon. James 5. Wright stated that there
were certain times, such as the night be-
fore the Fourth of July, when it was ad-
visable to have special policemen on
duty, and he thought a small appropria-
tion should be made for that purpose.
Mr. Bowker suggested that the town had
in the past employed and paid such
policemen in other villages of the town,
and even here, but the corporation seem-
ad to feel that it wanted to take care of
its own police, as a motion to pass over
the article was defeated, and the ap-
propriation of $20.00 was made, with in-
structions to the assessors to employ
special police when considered neces-
BAry.

The report of the water committee be-
ing the next article in the warrant,
(Chairman George R. Morton of the com-
mittee made a brief report, stating that
the corporation having voted $1000 to
build a reservoir, the committee bought
the land the next morning, and the fol-
lowing Monday morning began work;
that $311.65 of the money had been ex-
pended, and the reservoir completed.
He gave a brief description of the reser-
voir, which is made with a dam 91 feet
long, and which is now full of water,
although it is all the time running out
through a six-inch pipe.

The treasurer was authorized to bor-
row 2500 if necessary as a temporary
loan.

In regard to taxes, a vote was passed
similar to that passed by the town meet-
ing—that poll taxes should be due im-
mediately upon commitment, one-half
the other taxes June 15, and the other
half Oct. 15, and that interest at the
legal rate should be charged after Jan.
1, 1909. The article relating to dis-
count on taxes was passed over.

There was another article in the war-
rant, “to transact any other business
that may come before the meeting,” and
under this William J. Wheeler spoke
strongly regarding our lack of protec-
tion against fire, and moved that a com-
mittee be appointed to confer with Nor-
way relative to the purchase of a steam
fire engine to be kept between the two
villages.

The point was raised that no legal or
binding action could be taken under the
article in the warrant.

Mr. Morton was called upon to report
further from the water committee, and
stated that the committee did not wish
to bring the matter up at the anoual
meeting, but at a special meeting later
would ask the corporation to censider
the question of constructing a pressure
reservoir near the vil]ape. and connect-
ing it with the reservoir already built,
s0 that if possible the water might be
brought into the village this season,
which he considered an important and
pecessary thing to do.

On acenunt of the point taken against
it, Mr. Wheeler withdrew his motion,
and after a little more informal dis-
cussion of the water question the meet-
ing adjourned. It was in session only a
little more than an hoar,

Tuesday morning the March term of
Supreme Judicial Court will open at the
court house at South Paris. The grand
jury is the one empaneled at the last
October term. The full list of traverse
jurors is given above. J. W. Crommett
of Norway, who is in this list, is ill and
will not be able to attend.

No definite forecast can be given of
the amount of business to be done at this
term. No cases are definitely continued
for trial at this term.

In the Everett murder case, the wit-
nesses for the state have been summoned

o0 | to be present on the 16th, which is Mon-

day of the second week. It is under-
stood, however, that they have been in-
formally told that if they are within call
they need not be in attendance on the
16th. No definite arrangements can be
made for the trial until after the grand
jury has finished its session, andif a
motion for chaoge of venue is to be
made as has been suggested, that also
will oot be in order until that time, It
is not impossible that the Everett case
may open some time next week.

A case entered at this term of con-
siderable interest locally is that of ethe
Norway Water Co. vs. Paris Manufactur-
ing Co. This is brought to recover
water rent which the Paris Manufactur-
ing Co. has refused to pay since the
price was increased, on the ground that
the rates were not reasonable. The
Norway  Water Co. notified the
Paris Manufacturing Co. some weeks
since that its service would be dis-
continued, and went to considerable ex-
pense to fix things so that that service
counld be cut off without affecting any of
the rest of its system, but when the day
set came, the water was not shut off but
this snit was brought. Aun interesting
feature of the case is that as soon as
service was made on the smit, the Paris
Manufacturing Co. immediately sum-
moned as witnesses the president of the
water company and the two men who
run thepump at the Norway shoe fac-
tory. Presumably this was done to se-
cure evidence regarding the alleger
pumping into the mains, on the 13th of
Aungust, of water from the shoe factory
brook.

Pensions.

On the 26th of February the pension
bill providing $1 per day for the ex-
soldiers of the civil war came up for con-
sideration in the National House of Rep-
resentatives, and was ably presented by
Gen. Sherwood, the author of the bill.
Petitions from all over the country in
behalf of the bill, some of them having
600 and 700 names signed to them, were
presented. Seven petitions or rolls of
petitions each 300 feet long, 3500 feet in
all, signed by old veterans, were present-
ed, besides hundreds of letters from ex-
soldiers and citizens, asking for the pass-
age of the bill, yet one thing which
seems unexplainable except on the
ground of political jealousy, (a spirit too
small and mean to be held by any truly
patriotic statesman) occurred. Nearly
all the Republican mambears of the house
left their post of duty, and were con-
spicuous by their absence, during the
presentation of this important subject,
this bill backed up by petitions from
scholars, and professora in our colleges,
and prominent citizens in all parts of
the country. We find these facts sub-
stantiated in the Congressional Record.
Why, we ask, did the Republican mem-
bers of the house vacate their seats and
leave the hall when this, one of the most
important subjects before Congress, was
being considered? Was it because the bill
was originated and is being ably advo-
cated by a Democrat? is that why the
Republicans are holding back their in-
fluence from the support of this bill? If
s0, they can count on a big landslide this
fall when thousands of Republican voters
will join the Democratic army.

We are coming to a period when our
politicians cannot juggle with the votes
ol their constituents, and count them
where they please. The voters of the
country are looking for men in office
who will endorse and support any good
measure, no matter what the political
complexion of the member who originat-
es or presents the bill. We old soldiers
of the Republican party would like to
see some reasonable explanation, if there
is any, Wwhy the Republican members of
the National House of Representatives
left their seats and vacated the hall,
when this important measure was boing
considered.

QGingerbread and Plain Cake.

Gingerbread 1s one of the old “stand-
bys" that most housekeepers like to
keep on hand. It is simple and yet
palatable enough to Ilun ohildren, and
is often called on to fill an “‘aching void”
when waiting for the heartier meal. The
lng:odiant;l ui'e a:lnnh the m:! Inth.“
recipes; o n the proportions do they
differ, and the addition of fruit. If the
cake is of a solid kind it must be baked
in a slow oven, while the molst ginger-
bread requires a hot oven to make it rise
thoroughly.

NEVADA GINGERBREAD,

This is a favorite cake used in the
family of a Western lady, who declares
it to be *‘delicions.” {\h one cupful
of New Orleans molasses and bring it to
the boiling point, then add one cupful of
brown sugar, one-half a cupful of butter,
two tablespoonfuls of gi and a very
scant teaspoonful each of ground cinoa-
mon and nutmeg; add also a small salt-
spoonful of salt. When this has boiled
nearly to the candying point, stir in one
teaspoonful of sodaand set it aside to
cool. When nearly cold add omne cupful
of buttermilk, the yolks of three eggs
beaten light and three cupfuls of flour.
Lastly fold in the whites of three eggs
whipped stiff. Put in your pans and
bake in a very moderate oven. Itde-
stroys the tlavor to hurry it. Sometimes
vary the recipe by adding one cupfal of
ralsins, seeded and dredged with flour.
SOFT GINGERBREAD WITHOUT EGES.

Stir together one cupful of sour milk,
one cupful of molasses and one cupful of
sugar; melt two tablespoonfuls of butter
and add also one teaspoonful each of
ground cinnamon, gi and soda, also
one-half a teaspoonful of salt. This
quantity will make one loal and perhaps
balf a dozen little cakes baked in patty
or gem pans. Sprinkle a little sugar
over the cake as it goes in the oven.

GINGERSNAPS.

Two cupfuls of sugar added to one
cupful of molasses; stir and add one and
a balf cupfuls of lard or two cupfuls
of butter, one-half a cupful of hot water
or sweet milk with one teaspoonful of
suda dissolved in it. Then add the
spices—one tablespoonful of ginger and
the same amount of cloves, two table-
spoonfuls of cinnamon and flour enough
to mix well. Roll thin, cut out and
bake.

BERMUDA GINGERBREAD,

Stir together one cupful of molasses,
one cupful of sugar and one cupful of
butter. Beat four eggs very light and
add to the mixture. Into one cupful of
milk dissolve one teaspoonful of soda
and stir in, and then add four cupfuls of
flour., At the last put in a little salt
(about a pinch) and one tablespoonful
each of ginger and cinnamon.

GOSSAMER GINGERBREAD.

Mix together one cupful of butter, two
cupfuls of sugar, one cupful of milk,
three and two-thirds cupfuls of flour and
one tablespoonful of ginger. Spread
this mixture as thinas possible on the
bottom of a baking tin. Bake In quick
oven. Cut insquares as soon as taken
from oven,

COOKIES,

Use one-half a cupful of butter and the
same amount of lard; one cupful of
sugar, one cupful of molasses, one scant
cupful of milk with one teaspoonful of
soda dissolved-in it, one teaspoonful of
ginger, the sawme of salt, and flour to roll
out as soft as possible.

HERMITS,

Stir together one and one-half cupfuls
of brown sugar, one-half a cupful of mo-
lasses, one cupful of butter, one-half a
cupful of milk in which has been dis-
solved one teaspoonful of soda, two well-
beaten eggs, one teaspoonful of cloves,
two teaspoonfuls of cinnamon, nutmeg
to taste, and three cupfuls of flour, or
stiff enough to drop from a spoon iuto
your baking pan. At the very last add
one cupful of stoned raisine which have
been rubbed in a little flour.

GINGER PUFFS.

These are very nice for the school
luncheon, Put intoa pan one cupful of
New Orleans molasses, one-half a cupful
of brown sugar, half a cupful of shorten-
ing (balf butter and half drippings.)
Dissolve one dessertspoonful of soda in
one cupful of sweet milk and add also &
large teaspoonful of gioger and a little
salt. Lastly fold in three cupfuls of
sifted flour and bake in a moderate oven.

VINEGAR COOKIES,

Put two cupfuls of molasses in your
mixing bowl and mix through it one cup-
ful of butter or lard; then add two well-
beaten eggs, two tablespoonfuls of vine-
gar, one tablespoonful of ginger, one of
soda or saleratus and flour envugh to
roll. Roll about half an inch thick, cut
into round cakes and bake in a quick
oven,

APPLE BAUCE CAKE.

Beat to a cream one cupful of sugar
with one-half a cupful of butter. Add
one cupful of apple sauce, which bas
been strained and had one teaspoonful
of soda stirred in it. Add one cupful of
sevded raisins, one teaspoonful of cinna-
mon, one-half teaspoonful each of cloves
and nutmeg and one and three-fourths
cupfuls of flonr. Bake in a moderate
oven.

HICKORY NUT MACAROONS.

Beat the whites of two eggs to a froth
and add slowly one cupful of pulverized
sugar and one cupful of nuts chopped
very fine; mix thoroughly and drop on
buttered tins. Bake slowly.

OLD-TIME CREULLERS.

Mix two cupfuls of sugar, four eggs
and one cupful of sweet milk tugether.
Use two scant teaspoonfuls of baking
powder sifted through enough flour to
make a smooth paste. Roll hard and
thin and cut into pieces about three
inches square. In each piece make four
incisions, Twist these into fancy
shapes, Fry in bot lard.

SPICE FINGERS.

Beat to a cream one heaping table-
spoonful of butter, one teaspoonful of
lard and a scant eupful of brown sugar,
adding one teaspoonful of powdered cin-
namon, half a teaspoonful each of grated
nutmeg and ground allspice, a saltspoon-
ful of ginger, one teaspoonful of soda
dissolved in a copful of sour milk (or
sour cream if you can get it) and enough
grabham and white flour mixed to form a
slack dough. Turn out on a floured
board and knead thoroughly, mixing in
two tablespoonfuls of chopped and seed-
ed raisins, three tablespoonfuls of cur-
rants and one tablespoonful each of mine-
ed citron and caudied orange peel.
Holl outas thin as possible, cutting into
strips three inches long and one finger in
width, Bake in a moderate oven until
brown and crisp.

COFFEE FRUIT CAKE.

Mix onecupful of brown sugar with
one egg, beat for a few minutes, tben
add one cupfnl of molasses and a table-
spounful each of cinnamon and grated
nutmeg. Take the seeds from one
ound of raisins and mix them in three
cupfuls of sifted flour, adding also one-
balf a pound of currants, one-quarter
pound of shredded citron. Add the
flourand fruit to the other ingredients,
alternately with one gupful of strong
coffee in which one-half a teaspoonful of
soda baa been dissolved. .

BOUTHERN GINGER POUND CAKE,

Mix together three-quarters of a
pound of butter with ome pound of
brown suogar. Put one teaspoonful of
soda in & cup and put on it a few
drops of hot water; then pour the water
off and add the soda to onme cupful of
cream. To the mixed sugar and butter
add six well-beaten eggs, one-quarter of
a pound of ginger, one ted nutmeg;
then add the cream and use as much
flour as would make a stiff sponge-cake
batter,
