Save Your Manure. 

IK PROPEKLY COMPOSED IT IS BETTKB 

THAN ANY PIBCHA3ED FKBT1L1/EB. 

It will be unnecessary for me to point 
out the high value of barnyard manure, 
and that a well kept manure pit may be 
taken as one of the surest indications of 1 
thrift and success in farming. But it is 
hard to persuade a man to abandon his 
time honored practice of storing tue 1 
barnyard manure under tho eaves of the I 
barn" and upon the steep hillside that I 
forme one border of the nearby brook. I 
Still, he should understand the idea that 
the manure must be as carefully pre- 
served from unnecessary waste as any I 
other product of the farm. I 

Decaying barnyard manure will be 
found the best method of replacing hu- 
mus (decaying vegetable matter) up°D I 
the laud. "AH the commercial fertilizer 
you can heap upon your land cannot | place a pound of humus, that valuable I 
constituent of every productive soil, in- 

to your land. And th© more decaying I 
vegetable matter is incorpoiated in your 
soil the better will it withstand a season 
of drouth, for the decaying vegetable 
matter holds particles of water aud gives 
it up slowly to the rootlets of the grow- 

sometimes it is possible to haul the 
manure from the stall and spread it on 
the tield without further handling. I 
This method, however, is often found 
impracticable, so that a suitable place 
should be prepared to store it for some I 
time before one is ready to spread it. 

The best method of controlling fer- 
mentation in the manure heap and at 

the same time prevent harmful "hre- 
fanging" is the supply of moisture. 
The addition of water lowers the tem-1 

perature and thus retards fermentation. 
The need of keeping moist manure is 

especially marked in the case of ^orse 
manure, which is naturally dry and de-1 
composes very rapidly. Hence it »s a wise 

policy to sprinkle or water the manure 

heap regularly with the leachiugs from I 
the manure. In France this method of 
preserving manure is generally practiced, I 
and the product is very highly esteemed I 
as a fertilizer. The manure is very dark 
colored, or even black, while the straw 
lose» its component parts and become» 
soft. 

.. I 
The way to make such a manure pit 1 

is as follows: To the depth of three 1 
feet dig out a sufficiently large space, 
sloping both p'.ats toward the centre. 
In the center dig out a trench two feet 
wide by one foot deep, so as to catch 
and hold the leaching· from both ma- 

nure piles. Cover the sloping parts and 
trench with cement, so that none of the 1 
teachings can escape iuto the ground. I 

The manure in- placed on the inclined 1 
plats, so arranged that the teachings I 
drain into the trench, from which they 
are pumped up and distributed over the 
manure heap. It is best to provide two 
manure heaps, so arranged that when 

one is full, six to eight feet high, it may 
be allowed to ferment undisturbed while 
the other is being filled. The sides of 
the heaps are kept intact with old I 
boards to prevent the too free access of I 

Some one may object to the cost of a 

few barrels of cement necessary to line 
the bottom and trench of this kind of 
manure pit. The small cost, however, 
should hinder no one from carrying out 
the above plau—for what are the bene- 
fits derived from such a method. 
placing a layer of straw between layers 
of manure you can make just twice as 
much well rotted barnyard manure as 

by any other way. And if you keep 
two to four head of horses and four to I 
six head of cattle, and faithfully carry 
out the above plao, it will not take many 
years before you can laugh at the hertil- 
izer Trust aud you can pity the man 

who is still in the deadly grasp of the 
Fertilizer Trust.-P. C. Henry, ton-1 
over, Ν.

Rural Schools. 
After the Pilgrim fathers had landed 

in lt>20, the very tirst act of the English 
colonists was to establish a high school, 
bat these were for very few people. In 

Harvard was founded, and soon 
after that Yale and Princeton. About 
150 or 160 years after that, Thomas 
Jefferson, who was the father of the 
country school system; Washington the 
great promoter, and Alexander Hamil- 
ton the great teacher, gave time and 
thought to this cause, and made it pos- 
sible for education to reach the masses 
of the people. Washington said, "Lay 
broad and deep then, the foundation of 
the general diffusion of knowldge." 1 

The old method of teaching is pretty 
nearly eliminated. The education of 
to-day has come to our homes through 
the rural schools. Much of the best 
work is done in rural schools. Very | 
often, the rural school children do not j 
go to high school or to college, there- , 
fore we must give our rural school chil- ] 
dren every advantage. 

I believe that the country schools are 

doing a great work, but we must add 
domestic science and agriculture. Good 
results will cume then through the little | 
school house in the country and it will , 

bring sunshine, prosperity and good 
citizenship into the future homes of 
these children.—Mary F. Rausch, pro- (

ping paper from grain straw. This was { 
much in evidence a generation ago, and | 
in some form straw paper is to-day very 
much used. Efforts are again being 
directed toward rice straw, and the 

press recently has reported that the tirst 

pulp mill for this purpose will be estab- 
lished near Lake Charles, La., the cen- 

ter of the rice industry. It is proposed 1 

to ship the product to Xew England 
paper mille to determine finally the 

practicability of the venture. Publish- 
ers and people generally would hail with 
satisfaction some process where a satis- 

factory print paper could be made from 
this cheap material.—New England 
Homestead. 

Sheep Outlook in Canada. 

The question of sheep and dog has 
assumed serious proportions in Canada. 
In several parts of the Dominion, ac- 

cording to an editorial in the Toronto 
Mail, a strong effort is underway for 
reviving the sheep raising industry, 
which in many quarters, has been aban- 
doned as uhprotitable. The paper men- 

tioned says: "Scores of farmers who no 

longer market the mutton and wool, 
declare that stray dogs drove them out 
of business. In view of the fact that 
sheep farming was general when lambs 
sold for a dollar and a half and wool for 
fourteen cents a pound, and is decreas- 

ing with lambs at three to four dollars, 
ami wool at thirty cents a pound, the 

sheep-killing dog may be considered a 

national menace.''—Maine Farmer. 

A gentleman who made the experi- 
ment tbe past season, recommend· mcth 
balls as an effective means of keeping 
the striped beetle off the cucumber, 
melon and squash vines. The remedy is 
not only inexpensive but easily applied, 
only one ball being retired for each 
hill.—Farm Journal. 

Ready for the Unexpected. 

GOOD FORTUNE THAT CAME TO TWO 

YOUNG MEN BECAUSE THET DESERV- 

ED IT. 

The unexpected happens so frequent- 
ly that it appears at times as though cal- 
culation had a very unequal chance in 
the farm affairs of men, but at the same 

time, if it is the well considered plan 
that is struck by good fortune, the two 
together make phenomenal achievement, 
and, in the long run, it is better to have 
the unexpected strike among the best 
efforts than to have it just miss because 
of ill executed plans and there being 
nothing worthy for it to strike. 

I am prompted to say this because of 
an incident that has occurred recently 
right in sight, and all the more an ob- 
ject lesson because of the preparedness 
for the unexpected. Two young men 
who did not drift to the city to get posi- 
tion took it into their heads to be dairy- 
men of the very best kind. One rented 
a farm; the other was heir to a farm, 
but rented for some years. They stock- 
ed with the beet breed of cows they 
thought adapted to their purpose, and 
resolved that it should be no mixed 
breed affair, but that each should have a 
herd of pure bloods, registered, and 
cows of great production. They reach- 
ed out for the beet breeding, and found 
that though they were renters the in- 
creased production of their dairies, the 
sales of their surplus stock at high 
prices, more than covered—yes, twice 
over—the disadvantages under which 
the common tenant on a dairy farm 
labors. Demands become more frequent 
for their stock and at fabulous prices, as 

compared with their neighbors1 sales. 
Buyers came from distant states to see 

their herds. Tbey joined the local and 
the national cattle associations, and 
looked up as well as others. Well, the 
unexpected came. A stranger came and 
looked over the two herds. He must 
have twenty head, cows, heifers, and 
two small bull calves from Wgh produc- 
ing cows. These young men asked 
prices that, locally, were simply astound- 
ing, at least. Tbey did not care to re- 
luce tbeir stock at present. The 
«ranger still insisted, and Anally a sale 
was made at very long prices. The cat- 
tle were taken to the train and billed to 

—Tokio, Japan. They had been pur- 
chased for the Japanese government to 

help stock the imperial stables. This 
last was later news to the boys, but 
made the sale none the less satisfactory. 
It had paid them to be prepared for the 
mexpected, whether it did or did not 
some. It paid them in another way, the 
latisfaction of knowing that tbey—if 
;hey did live far out in the country— 
lad' had their merits as breeders of tine 

producing dairy stock recognized, and 
ibat their cows were to go half round 
:he world to fill imperial stables and 
possibly avert the threatened Japanese 
war.

Understand Your Flock. 
Almost every breed of fowls have, be- 

tides the marked differences that are 

jenerally known, other smaller differ- 
ences that tbeir owner understands, if 
le has kept that breed some time. It 
would seem best, therefore, if one has 
lad a certain breed for a number of 
rears not to be too anxious to change, 
for the knowledge of these small 
peculiarities will have to be acquired 
with the new breed. 

A man always does best with what he 
thoroughly understands, and therefore, 
cnowing a breed well, he will manage 
:hent to better advantage than one just 
aking up the keeping of that breed. 
It has been my experience that with 

Light Brahmas the disposition is nat- 

urally gentle and docile and they are 
klso easily trained. If driven away 
rora ground on which they are not 
wanted a few times they will, as a gen- 
eral thing, stay away from that ground. 
They are therefore good fowls to have 
>n range. Their eggs, I have found take 

little longer to hatch in an incubator 
;han the eggs of some other breeds, so 

hat it does not do to put Plymouth 
Rock eggs, for instance, in an incubator 
with them, or trouble is pretty sure to 
follow when the chicks begin to appear. 

I have noticed that Barred Plymouth 
Kocks are apt to be quite fierce when 
notbers, and will sometimes kill chicks 
>elonging to other broods; they will 
dso fight fiercely. On the other band, 
bey are active and alert and protect 
heir chicks from their natural enemies, 
luch as cats, hawks, crows, etc. 

Buff Plymouth Rocks, in the experi- 
>nce of the writer, while more gentle in 
lisposition than Barred Plymouth 
iocks, are inclined to be broody and 
ilso fade out in plumage unless watched 
ilosely. 

These are only a few of the many 
imaller differences that manifest them- 
elves, but which it is of advantage to 
mderstand.—H. E. Haydock, Locust

tilling witch grass. Perhaps ray ox- 

>erience may be interesting. Last 
pring I had a email piece of land heavi- 
y manured for cabbage, but the early 
>lants were all destroyed by the frost, 
;o I net out a smaller area than planned. 
This piece was badly infested with 
vitch grass. I cultivated it enough to 

ceep the weeds down and continued this 
intil September 1. I then drilled in 
Iwarf Essex rape in rows 20 inches 
ipart. and this kept green until snow 
lovered it. In cultivating the rape I 
ound but very few traces of the grass, 
vbich I pulled up. 

My experience convinces me that if 1 
îad started by plowing shallow I should 
iave completely eradicated the trouble- 
;ome weed in even les? time than I did. 
Mter crop· of peas and other truck have 
>een gathered I go over the ground, and 
with the spading fork dig up all the 
scattering plants I can find. This is 
iiisily done where the ground is mellow, 
'or the roots are srtong and near the 
surface. This prevents spreading to 
;hu sections of the farm not already in- 
ested.—D. O. Wallace. Vermont, in 
îiew England Homestead.

Lake Geneva, is now but a shallow 
marsh. The same sad conditions are 

noted In European Russia. Novgorod, 
the most pushing city In the czar's dis- 
tracted realm, was surrounded by wa- 

ter in the middle ages. While we may 
be sure that the fate which the geolo- 
gists suggest for humanity Is very far 

away, the facts recited to show the 

drying up process arc convincing proofs 
of the need of preserving our forests 
with more care. — St Paul Pioneer 
Press.

Much superstitious value has also been 
attached to the knots of the rope used 
either by a suicide or in the execution 
of a criminal.

State Summer Schools. 
Much interest is shown in the state 

summer schools for teachers which are 
to be held this year at the several Nor- 
mal Schools. 

Nine distinct courses of study will be 
offered in each school. These courses 
are arranged with a view to meeting the 
needs of teachers in grade and rural 
schools and each course will be under 
the direction of a teacher of special 
training for his department. 

Not the least advantage of the schools 
this year will lie in the fact that the 
splendid equipment of the normal 
schools will be at the disposal of the 
students. 

The methods of instruction will be the 
■ame as are employed in the regular 
normal school classes. Definite assign- 
ment of lessons will be made and regular 
recitation work will be done. 

The single session plan will be adopt- 
ed in order that the afternoons may be 
free for study and recreation. 

These schools offer splendid oppor- 
tunity to ambitious teachers who desire 
to secure a better equipment for their 
work. The state bears the entire ex- 

pense of the support of the schools so 

that teachers are under no expense ex- 
cept for travel and board. 

The state teachers' examination is 
given at the close of each school and the 
courses offer special preparation for this 
examination. 

Circulars explaining the work of the 
state summer schools may be had upon 
application to the principal of any of the 
normal schools and teachers who expect 
to attend should make early application 
for board.

Fryeburg. 
The book· constituting the library of 

the late Benjamin Poor Snow of Alfred, 
who «u principal of the academy here 
for two or three year· in the early »lx- 
tiea, were auctioned off in Boston on 

Thursday and Friday, June 4 and 5, by 
the firm of Charles F. Libbie & Co. at 
their book-auotion rooms, 646 Washing- 
ton Street, that oity. One of the 
items of the sale was a copy of the 
pamphlet containing an account of the 
centennial celebration on Thursday, 
August 20, 1863, of the settlement of 
this town, the price it brought being 
only ten cents. This pamphlet contains 
79 pages, of which pages θ to 50 con- 

list of the historical address which was 

delivered at the celebration by Rev. 
Samuel Souther, a native of this town, 
but then a resident of Worcester, Mass. 

The committee which at the annual 
town meeting held on the precèding 6th 
of April was selected to make the prep- 
arations for the celebration first chose, 
as the orator of the occasion, Hon. 
William Pitt Fessenden, grandson of 
Fryeburg's first clergyman, Rev. Wil- 
liam Fessenden, but the pressure of 
other business rendered it impossible 
for Mr. Fessenden to take the part in 
the celebration for which he had been 
selected, and Mr. Souther was chosen in 
bis stead. Mr. Souther's address was 

delivered from a rough wooden stand, 
facing the southwest, which had been 
erected on the northeastern slope of 
Pine Hill, the auditors sitting in tbe 
open air on benches arranged in front of 
the stand, and from that stand were read 
the letters which had been received from 
invited guests who were unable to be 

present. Probably it would now be 

very difficult, if not impossible, for any 
one to point out the exact spot where 
that stand was located, the part of tbe 
hillside on which it stood having at that 
time only a tree here and there, but now 

being quite thickly wooded over. 

Governor John A. Andrew of Massa- 
chusetts was present at the celebration 
as an invited guest, and he began his 
address from the stand on the hillside, 
but soon after he commenced to speak a 

shower precluded further exercises on 

th^ hillside and caused the crowd to 

sciffry for shelter, as many of them as 

possible crowding into the Congre- 
gational church, where Governor An- 
drew finished his address, and where he 
sq excoriated the "Copperheads" for 
their course with reference to the civil 
war then raging, that tbe late Henry I). E. 
Hutcbins of West Fryeburg and the late 
Henry Abbott of Fryeburg village hissed 
his utterances, and in high dudgeon left 
the church. The great majority of the 
auditors were in thorough accird with 
every word Governor Andrew said, but 
inasmuch as the occasion was one in 
which people of all varieties of political 
belief were to participate (the com- 

mittee which made the preparations for 
tbe celebration, including as one of its 
members Henry D. E. Hutchins, who, 
as already stated, took such offence at 

Governor Andrew's utterances that he 
left the church while the Governor was 

speaking), it would seem that politics— 
especially politics of so radical a kind ae 

those of Governor Andrew—should not 
have been so aggressively introduced as 

to mar tbe harmony and good feeling ol 
the occasion. 

Very few of those who had parts in 
the exercises of that centennial cele- 
bration are now living, two of them be 
ing all whom the writer recalls as still 
alive, viz. : Henry Hyde Smith, then ol 
Fryeburg, but now of Hyde Parle, Mane., 
with an office in tbe Old South Builffing, 
204 Washington Street and 10 Milk Street, 
Boston, and Kate Putnam Osgood, 
then of Fryeburg, but now of 54 Worces 
ter Street, Boston. (Mr. Smith read the 
letters which Jacob McGaw, Levi Lin- 
coln and Nathaniel S. Benton, invited 
guests unable to be present, wrote in 

response to tbe invitations sent them 
and which are printed on pages 51 to 51 
of the pamphlet mentioned above, anc 
Miss Osgood wrote an ode which wat 

sung at the celebration and which if 

printed on pages 5-6 of the pamphlet.) 
It may be added in conclusion that 

the Oxford Democrat of Friday, Sept. 
4, 1863, contained an account of thai 
centennial celebration from tbe pen ol 
the late William B. Lapbam, which 
covered the newspaper's entire first 

page and two or three inches of tbe 
first column of its second page, but the 
Democrat was then of much smaller size 
than it now is, the width of its paget 
then being only 15 1-2 inches (enough 
for only six columns) as against a pres- 
ent width of 22 1-4 inches (enough foi 
nine columns) and the length of itf 

pages then being only 22 inches as 

against a present length of 27 inches. 
That account which the Democrat had 
of the celebration states that the late 
Ex-Governor John Winchester Dana de- 
clined to serve as presiding officor of tbe 
day, tbe reason he assigned for hie 
declination being that he might heai 
what would be obnoxious to him. 

The "Magazine Supplement" of the 
Boston Globe of Sunday; June 7, has an

More of Early Days In Hartford. 
I well remember ray grandfather and 

grandmother. They were smart old 

people, though I think my grandmother 
was the smarter man of the two. The 
old gentleman was a Revolutionary pen- 
sioner, and when old Squire Blake came 

around to fix the papers, I looked with 

big eyes to see the big round silver dol- 
lars that Were counted out, and wonder- 
ed if I should ever be a pensioner. 

After the money was safely deposited 
in the old heart case, my grandmother 
called for the old mare, and had a grist 
of corn or rye strapped to the old mare's 
back, and a pair of saddlebags. Then 
she got on to the horse block, and from 
there on the old mare's back and started 
for Buckfield. The grist she carried to 
Mr. Spaulding's mill. Mr. Spaulding 
said he was very glad to see her. She 
said nodoubt of that, and with a twinkle 
in her eye told him to take the toll and 
give her the grist, not take the grist and 
give her the toll. 

Then she would go to Squire Loring's 
store and du her trading. She invested 
in goods nearly enough to fill her sad- 
dlebags, but always loft room enough 
for the main thing, and that was a big 
loaf of white eugar. It was about the 
shape of Bunker Hill monument. Then 
she got out the old shoe hammer and 
proceeded to pound it up into suitable 
junks. I watched the operation, and if 
any scatterings fell on the lloor I was» 

ready to lick them up. "Now," she 
would say, "Billy, if you will be a good 
boy I will give you a lump, but you 
musn't ask me for any more." Then I 
went into the field with my grandfather 
and told him about it. He said prob- 
ably I would be a good boy till the 
sugar was gone. 

Old Elder Hutchinson, our nearest 
neighbor, had a very heavy voice, and 
was a "hardshell Baptist." My grand- 
father was one of those wicked Uni 
versalists. The Elder used to invite my 
grandfather to hear him preach. "What 
is the use of going to hear you preach? 
The meeting is only a mile away. I can 

hear you from home." 
When I was about six yeaie old I had 

a brand new suit of clothes. My grand- 
father said if I would behave myself and 
not be sassy, I might go to Buckfield 
with him some time. I used to inquire 
in a roundabout way when some time 
would come. He said when he got 
ready. Very soon I had orders to get 
on the new togs. He got in his grist of 
corn and rye, and two jugs, one for 
molasses, the other for rum. These jugs 
were put in boxes, and hay put around 
them to keep them from breaking. 

We had to go through a pair of bars 
to get to the house. When he got out 
to take oui the bare he led the old mare 

through. I thought I would try the 
reins a little. Somehow I got hold of 
the rein so as to cause the wagon to turn 
just enough to dump the boxes out, and 
away wont rum and molasses all to- 

gether. 
My grandfather hollered "Whoa!" 

enough to raise the dead. Then lie 
said, "Bill, did you touch the mare".'" I 
said, "No, sir." "I don't think I did," 
says he "If I thought you did I would 
tan your skin." I said I was sorry the 
molasses was gone. He said he didn't 
care about the molasses, but there wax 

two quarts of good West India rum gone 
to the devil.

Special Corporation Meeting. 

A WELL ATTENDED MEETING WITH 

TRE VOTERS ALL OF THE SAME MI.VD. 

Despite the hot and uncomfortable 
weather Tuesday evening, there was a 

pood attendance at the special corpora- 
tion meeting when at a little past 7:30, 
Clerk Ε. X. Haskell called the meeting 
to order and read the warrant. 

Walter L. Gray was chosen moderator, 
and then Chairman Morton of the watei 
committee read the report of Civil Engi- 
neer ChasA, which was very satisfactory 
to the voters and showed that the pro- 
posed _ water system when installed 
would be a fine one. The report was 
illustrated by three sets of plans, one of 
the pipe system from Coocper Spring 
Brook to the storage reservoir, one 

showing the piping of the village streets 
with an entirely new system, and an- 
other plan which uses as much as possi- 
ble of the pipe· of the Norway Water 
Company. 

Article 3 was ρ used without discus- 
sion, the water committee being instruct- 
ed to meet the Norway Water Co. and 
Ascertain the best terms that they would 
make for the sale of their pipes. This 
•a» largely a matter of form, as the 
water committee already knew on about 
what grounds the Norway Company 
stood. 

Cnder Article 4, in regard to making 
application to the legislature fur an 
amendment to the corporation charter 
to allow the corporation to install a 
water system for tire and domestic pur- 
poses. A. W. Walker moved that the 
corporation proceed in a legal manner 

make every effort to have the de- 
sired amendment granted. This motion 
was passed unanimously and without 
discussion. 

The article which dealt with the pay- 
aient of the Norway Water Co. for 
bydrant service^was next, and brought 
sut the most discussion of the evening. 
N. D. Bolster immediately moved that 
the corporation settle with the Norway 
Λ ater Co. at the old rate at the proper 
time. 

Geo. R. Morton opposed this motion 
in the ground that the Norway Co. 
ivere not living up to their contract in 
■egard to water pressure, and in support 
)f his argument showed four pictures 
aken the previous day, which showed 
plainly the kind of service that the cor- 

poration was asked to pay extremely 
Sigh prices for. 

Mr. Bolster then said that he had 
nade his motion only as a business prop- 
ortion on the ground that a bill that 
»as due should be paid, and that under 
;he circumstances he would not care if 
lis motion was defeated. 

The motion was put to the voters but 
lot one in the hall voted in favor of it. 
tfr. Morton's motion to instruct the 
issessore to offer the Norway Water 
-O. fifty cents on a dollar for their 
lervice was tnen unanimously carried. 
3is remark that the company did not 

ippear anxious to collect their bills 
hrough the courts brought out much 
aughter and applause. 

The sum of $100 asked for in article 
5 was voted without discussion, Mr. 
Morton explaining that it was needed to 
:lear up a few outstanding bills. 

After some informal discussion wheth- 
sr one of the arc lights in the neighbor- 
lood of Highland Avenue could not be 
;hanged for incandescents and give bet- 

ter service, it was voted to give the extra 
ight on Highland Avenue asked for in 
Article 7. Few of the voters present 
:ook the trouble to vote either way. 

The meeting then adjourned after a 
session of about one hour. It was one 

)f the most harmonious meetings ever 
leld by the corporation, and it is evi- 
ient that the voters of the corporation 
lave confidence in the ability of the 
water committee to handle the water 
juestion and will stand behind them in 
ivery effort.

The Strawberry Uncooked. 

STRAWBERRY ICR CREAM. 
Pack a strawberry ice cream Into a 

rather deep ring or border mold. Tarn 
oat on a large shallow glass dish and 
surround with a border of pink rotes 

and maidenhair fern. Fill the center 
with fresh figs in syrup. 

STRAWBERRY AMD BICE PUDDING. 
Boil one-fourth cup of rice till thor- 

oughly done, while warm put through a 

potato ricer and into one cup of this rice 
stir one cup of strawberry juice. Whip 
one-half pint of heavy cream. Dissolve 
a tablespoon of gelatine over the steam 
of the kettle and add, with one-half cup 
of sugar and the well-beaten whites of 
three eggs, to the rice and berry juice. 
Stir in the whipped cream and pour into 
a wetted mold and put on ice for at least 
six hours before serving. Serve as it is 
or turn on a platter and heap fresh 
strawberries around it and serve with or 

without cream. Any other fruit can be 
used, but we prefer the strawberries. 

SWEET STRAWBERRY CAKE. 

Cream one and one-half cups of sugar, 
with one-half cup of butter, add one-half 
cup of milk, two and one-half cups of 
Hour sifted with two teaspoons of baking 
powder, and two well-beaten eggs, re- 

serving the white of one for frosting. 
Flavor with one teaspoon of vanilla and 
bake in a long pan. Beat the white of 
of an egg, add one cup of pulverized 
sugar, color and flavor with a little straw- 
berry juice and spread over the top of 
the cake, dotting with fine large berries. 
Cut in squares and eat with a fork. 

STRAWBERRIES IN PASTRY CUPS. 

À rich but not puff paste (that is too 
flaky) was made into baskets by rolling 
it quite thin and putting over round-bot- 
tomed cups, inverted and then baked. 
When cold these are filled with berriee 
sweetened and with a generous spoonful 
of whipped cream on top, the whole 
served on strawberry leaves if obtainable. 

STRAWRERRIES WITH SHORTBREAD. 

When strawberries are in season try 
serving them with real Scotch short- 
bread, either as cake or bake the bread 
in two thin sheets and put the berriee 
between and on top. Make the short- 
bread with one pound of flour, well 
sifted, mix thoroughly with it one-quar- 
ter of a pound of fine eugar> make a 

well in the center of this and put in half 
a pound of Arm, sweet butter—if the 
butter is very hard warm it a little, but 
do not let it become oily or the cake will 
not be good. Mix with the tips of the 
fingers until the mixture becomes adher- 
ent, then work and knead into a round 
ball. When quite smooth, flatten it 
(with the hands) into a cake or cakes 
half an inch titick. Place on a dry, shal- 
low tin, prick all over with a fork and 
bake in a slow oven half to three-quarters 
of an hour; after it is baked allow it to 
remain on the tin for a minute or two, 
then slip off. With peaches or raspber- 
ries this will also be delicious. If to be 
served with coffee or tea, crimp the 

edges of the bread and if liked put a few 
stripe of candied peel, or comflts, on top 
before putting in the oven. 

STRAWBERRY SHERBET. 

Cover three quarts of bulled berries 
with three cups of sugar. Cook one 

pineapple with one cup of water and two 

cups of sugar, let stand twelve hours. 
Mash the strawberries and pineapple 
through a coarse strainer, then a finer 
strainer. Add the juice of three lemons. 
Then add an amount of water equal to 
the syrup formed from the sugar and 
fruit juices. Add the well-beaten whites 
of three eggs and freeze. 

FROZEN STRAWBERRY SHORTCAKE. 

This was the novel finish to a country 
club dinner. A cup-shaped cake was in- 
verted and slightly hollowed for each 
portion, the filling being a sherbet of 
crushed strawberries, topped with etiffly 
whipped and highly sweetened cream. 

A huge berry with its cap on formed the 
apex of the prettily colored concoction. 

STRAWBERRY COCKTAIL. 

Add tu the juice of tbree oranges the 
juice of a lemon and powdered sugar to 
tase, making the mixture ratber tart^ 
stir until the sugar is dissolved, then 
chill. Stem, wash, drain and chill some 

choice strawberries. At serving time, 
cut the berries into quarters or halves, 
dispose them in cocktail glasses, cover 
with the fruit juice and add a tablespoon 
of finely cracked or shaved ice. 

A Feathery Tale. 
Guests at a summer luncheon given by 

a country hostess were requested to kind- 
ly wear something, either an object or a 

whole costume, suggestive of the name 
of a bird. The plan was entered into 
with great interest, especially as many 
of those asked were enthusiastic nature 
students. During the three-mile drive to 
the party, each guest studied the others, 
and tried, with the help of the wayside 
songsters, to discover the different birds 
represented. A bluebird on a fence post 
gave away the little lady all in blue in a 

carriage. "Too easy," she lamented, 
and straightway studied out her neigh- 
bor's mask. A photograph of a lad well 
known as "Bob," a carefully carried al- 

phabet block marked "0," and a link 
from a chain suspended from a bracelet 
revealed the bobolink. 

Mental notes of all these surmises were 

made for future use. The critical half- 
hour after luncheon was the time allow- 
ed for gueseing the birds represented. 
Pads and pencils were distributed, and 
as all were not equally familiar with the 
subject, several ornithologies were put 
on the library table for consultation. 

Great ingenuity was displayed in the 
characters taken. Waxwing was a tiny 
wax taper tied with a pink ribbon across 
a white wing and fastened to the lady's 
corsage. A small fur tail pinned to the 
collar represented pintail. Knot was a 

dainty knot of pink chiffon, presumably 
■a part of the gown, and it proved very 
puzzling. A charming young woman 

posed as bluejay, wearing a pasteboard 
J closely wound with narrow blue rib- 
bon and thrust daggerwise into her 
blond hair. Crossbill was a receipted 
bill carried conspicuously. A picture of 
a ridge of mountains cut in half was 

displayed for partridge. The lady in 
black who wore a picture of a bird in.a 
locket was simply blackbird. Bunting 
was represented by a gracefully draped 
scarf and sash of bunting; the yellow- 
hammor by a bow of yellow ribbon with 
a little gilt hammer suspended from It ; 
or in its other name, flicker, by a desk 
candlestick holding a lighted candle 
which flickered. Cackoo was made with 
a picture of a cook, and two gilt O's 
hung from a neck chain. 

The jolly young woman who winked 
audaciously now and then puzzled every- 
body by her impersonation of chewink. 
The pretty girl in red, who was nervous- 

ly startled at almost everything, jras 
redstart. Pbœbe's middle name per- 
mitted her to be just herself; and 
Margaret nibbled frequently at a minia- 
ture pie—a clever magpie. 

At the end of the half-hour the lists 
were gathered from the vivacious and 
merry group and compared with the 
cards bearing the names of the Quests 
and the birds represented which each 
had handed the hostess upon arrival. 
The prizes were, suitably, a book upon 
birds and a water-color after one of 
Fidelia Bridge's charming bird studies. 

Suggestive touches to the tables may 
be made by the introduction among the 
floral decoratione of those pretty wire- 
hung toy birds of Japanese manufacture, 
and by bonbons of bird's-egg shape and 
coloring which any confectioner will 
prepare.—Ex.

Not In one year out of five «re lilac· 
bunting Into bloom on Memorial Day In 
tbe latitude of Bangor, not one year In 
ten la tbe graaa so far advanced aa It waa 
on"the first of June, 1908. In spite of a 
oold April and many days of wind and 
overcast skies in May, tbe spring came 

on apace. There were bobolinks singing 
In tbe fields on May 15, and two days 
later tbe kingbirds were screaming from 
tbe tops of fenoe posts and sbade trees. 
Before May 20 tbe barn and chimney 
swallowa and the summer yellow birds 
were here. Before Memorial Day every 
one of the common birds that frequent 
the fields and woods of eastern Maine 
was here, with the exception of the 
ouckoo. The whipoorwill, which comes 

late as a rule, waa here on May 20, and 
the catbird, which seldom shows up on 

tbe clay graaa lands until the wild roses 
are In blossom, was soreaming and 
"mewing" among the gooseberry boshes 
before the shad bush puts out its white 
flowers, and while the elms were engaged 
in producing their annual crop of ecaly 
seeds. 

So much depends upon the fickle 
weather of Maine that one is never safe 
in making predictions, but indications 
point to a summer of great agricultural 
proaperity to most of the people who 
reside down east. The heavy rains of 
May 31 and June 1 practically assured a 

good hay crop on new fields, and if oc- 

casional showers are timely, the barns 
will be filled to overflowing. From tbe 
fact that the season has already given us 

a number of brisk thunder showers, the 
inference is that during the present sum- 

mer Maine will be visited by frequent 
and possible serious manifestations of 
electrical energy, and as it is an old and 
undisputed tradition that years of fre- 

quent thunder showers are also years of 

Îreat abundance, one concludes that 
[aine harvests are going to be some- 

thing aut of the common. 

Reports from the belts which grow 
winter wheat are not so encouraging as 

they were a week ago, as floods from 
Texar. to Kansas have wrought great 
damage, though corn-planting in tbe 
great corn belt is well advanced, and the 
outlook for an abundance of forage was 

never better.

The 
Northport campmeeting is going to have 
a full week of fair weather, and as the 
Bangor fair comes during the same week, 
most everything that ie coming off for 
the next six months is arranged for 
ahead. The season is a very forward 
one.
