«“Patronizing’’ the Farm.

THE SORT OF THING SO0ME PROFESSION-
AL MEN THINK THE FPROPER THING
TO SAY.

Preachers, lawyers and other so-called
professional people who were born in
the country are everlastingly referring to
the joys of their farm life, with all of
its glories and beauties, its freedom and
its independence, and tell bow they
eagerly look forward to the day when
they can return to the farm.

To my mind this is nothing but gush.
1f they bad seen the wonders and glories
of the farm home and all of its possibili-
ties they would not have left it for the
ministry, the law office, or something
else that would keep them from the
farm.

The chances are that they went away
because the environment was objection-
able to them. They simply didn’t like
it, and tried to find another and more
congenial atmosphere. This was the
correct thing for them to do; a person
who does not get into pleasant sur-
roundings will never do his best or
amount to much. I don’t object to this
movement away (rom the farm, but I do
decry this nonsense in the form of the
sentimental, patronizing geueralities
said to young men who are abomt to
take up the study of agriculture. The
whole thing is misleading, Young peo-
ple who contemplate a study of farm
problems should understand that their
decision meaus hard, disagreeable work,
about as void of the traditional **golden
bue'’ as any business they could under-
take. The work is bard, and much of it
is monotonous. Of course, intelligence
takes out more or less of the drudgery,
but it never removes the necessity for
work—plain, simple, every day, hard
work, withoat frills or tucks.

Then oftentimes these same people,
after the best years of usefulness have
passed, say with pride and satisfaction
to the listeners, “Some time [ shall
surely go back to the farm and enjoy
with you its pleasure,’” ate., etc.

Of course, we shall welcome these
people as a sort of Pullman car attached
to our freight train; nice to have with
us, but of mighty little value in carryiog
the burdens and working out the prob-
lems of country life.

The men we are to look to in reju-
venating our farms and homes are the
strong, husky young people with well
balanced gray matter and good bodily
functions, ready to work sixteen hours
a day if need be, and guided by keen,
alert minds, sensible and rational.
These are the men and women who are
to manage our farms as young people in
the near future, and later in life to de-
velop into leaders in the affairs of busi-
ness and of government.,

Country life will not be developed by
an infusion of wornout professional
blood, any more than small towns are
built up by retired farmers who move in
from the snrrounding counntry after the
farm is paid for and a living competeace
has been secured —Dean H. E. Cook, St.
Lawrence University, in Tribune Farmer.

Maine Farmers’ View of Tuberculosis.
I am subscribing to your paper prin-
cipally to got light on the tuberculosis
question and 1 thought it might be in-
teresting to some of these experts to get
a look at it from the farmers' view
point. There are two points of par-
ticalar interest to us. The one of profit
and loss to the herd, and the other of
possible transmission of germs from the
cattle to human beings.

Why should an animal that is toall
appearance healtby and performing all
the bodily functions in a patural man
ner be condemned as unfit for food? Is
the flesh of this animal affected by this
parasitic germ any more than it wounld
be by lice on the skin or by worms in
the intestines? Allowing that myriads
of them are in the blood that remains in
the meat can they do any possible harm
after the meat is cooked? If these ani-
mals were not arbitrarily dealt with they
wonld most of them live toa profitable
old age and go to their reward as can-
ners or get *“‘cast” in the barn and die,
or come to some other honorable end.
There is a loss coming to farmers from
improper feeding and from confining
their cattle in unsanitary barns, but are
they retieved from this loss in any way
by killing off half the herd?

These tubercular bacilli have been in
the world since the beginoivg and is
there any record of their injuring cattle
that are properly fed and cared for?
Isn't the only apparent loss to the farm-
er the one that comes when some zeal-
ous veterinarian condemos his herd to
slaughter? And isn't the only excuse
for this the fear that they may transmit
the disease to some human being? And
here again let us look at the facts and
not be scared by theory.

The great recent extension of the milk
business has encouraged the keeping of
large herds of cattle in close quarters
and upon stimulating and unpatural
food and it is in these herds we find
such large numbers of tuberculous
cows. Their milk is used in the cities
almost exclusively. Yet in connection
with this largely increased use of tuber-
culous milk we tind a steady decrease of
consumption in buman beings.

Will any of the doctors deny the value
of vaccination to preveat small pox?
And yet vaccine is but the human germ
moditied in the system of a cow and re-
turned to the human being again, ren-
dering him more or less immupe. Are
all the doctors ready to cry *‘slush™ and
nonsense if farmer should suggest that
the nse of tubercular milk was render-
ing the human family immune to con-
sumption?

The great and only Koch is still un-
shaken in his belief that consumption is
not contracted from cows. We farmers
are only too glad to take his view. And
when Dr. Smead says that in a public
institution in New York where the in-
mates had been using the milk of a herd
for sume time that were found to be al-
most entirely tuberculous, the rate of
consumption was much below normal,
we say, good for him. Let us have the
facts. When the babies in the slums
die off with consumption does it attack
them in the sromach where the milk
goes, or inthe lungs where the vile air
of their surroundiogs goes? Give the
devil his dues, for consumption is a
great corse. But the poor, innocent
cow, who is able to protect herself
against all germs, if given a fair chance,
stands dumb before the doctor with his
quill of tuberculin. Give her a chance.
—J. A. Burdick, Aunburo, in Hoard's
Dairyman.

Farmers Selling Hay.

VERMONT DEALER DOES LARGE, IN-
CREASING BUSINESS BUYING FOR
MARKET.

Mr. E. P. Adams of Swanton, former-
ly an extensive farmer and dealer in

airy products has for the past ten years
been buying and shippigg bay to various
New England markets. ' He commenced
ten years ago in a small way, and the
business bas been increasiog from year
to year until in 1007 be bought and ship-
ped 300 carloads. Averagiog ten tons to
a car, this would make 5,000 tons, a
pretty good lot for one man to manage.
This bay is purchased direct from the
farmers in Fraoklin, Chittenden and
Lamoille counties. It is produced large-
ly in the Champlain valley and along the
tributary rivers. He has bought as high
as 300 tons from one farmer. It is ship-
ped to the principal markets in New
England. There are probably few of
these farmers who sell all or nearly all
their hay, but only a portion, making
this a part of their income.

I inquired of Mr. Adams as to the
probable effects of this continued selling
of hay upon its future production, and
what was being done to keep the mead-
ows up in yield. He replied that the
plan seemed to be working very well
thus far. No stock is allowed to run
upon these fields at any time of year,
and commercial fertilizers are belng
used to a greater or less extent. Bot
of these are helps, but after a time these
fields will need to be ploughed, fertil-
ized and seeded to grass again, either
with or without other crops. Where
only a portion of the bay is sold, there
should be quite an amount of manure
with which to put the land in condition
for the production of good crups of hay
again. Then agaip, there are some
kinds of soil that are particularly adapt-
ed to the production of grass and hay,
and with fair treatment will continue to
give good yields for a considerable num-
ber of years. &

But with this kind of farming par-
ticular care shonld be exercised in, so
far as possible, keeping the conditions
the most favorable, in order that the
soil shall not deteriorate nor the yield
diminish as the years go by. FPerhaps
one reason why the selling of hay ia be-
ing so much practiced here and else-
where is that it is'a saving of labor on
the farm which is becoming quite an
item at this time when help is 8o scarce
and high.

But these farmers should be careful
and not sell themselves short, as some
did the past season, as Mr. Adams said,
and bad to buy back from him enough
to carry them through.

Last year the crop did not appear to
have the usual good spending qualities,
probably owing to its being grown so
largely in the shade and wet, and as the
result maoy farmers ran short the past
spring and had to buy.

Hay stands at the head of the list of
farm crops in New England and its
profitable production should be encour-
aged by all promising aids. Present
conditions promise a large yield at bar-
vest time if the weather continues favor-
able from now oo, aod it will only be a
short time before the haying season will
be at hand.—E. R. Towle, Enosburg

Eating Razorbacks.

A Chicago packer who knows the
meat business from ranch to restaurant
makes the statement that the prize corn-
fed hogs of the West, that figure in the
county fairs and look so impressive in
the pictures, are not nearly so highly
esteemed by the consumer as the acorn-
fed porker of Virginia and the South.

“Lean and bungry" as any Cassius,
the southern razorback learns early to
shift for himself and pick up the best
morsels from the world of food. The
razorback can not lay claim to long and
lordly pedigree and does not get his
pame in the registry books or his picture
in the farm journals.

No stall-fed life of ease for him, no
days of ease and sleep in the protected
pen, rising and walking only to take his
meals as the feeder urges him to take
another slice. The razorback, in order
to “‘save his bacon,” must have a keen
ear and a swift foot. Some of them de-
velop speed like araceborse and are as
hard to catch as a sand country flea.

But, though his back may be so sharp
it will cut through a fence rail, and his
sides as lean as a Kansas farmer in
drouth time, the razorback bas his re-
ward. He feasts on the sweet and suc-
culent acorns that fall from the shady
oaks and drinks the pure water of lim-
pid country streams.

He is free as the air, and, though he

sometimes goes huogry, it gives him
good digestion and a keen appetite that
the corn-fed, pen-pampered western hog
never knows. It is a pleasure to know
that the world is comiog to appreciate
the merits of this creature, who from
very pighood leads the strenuous life.
When the southern hog at last comes
to the knife, he dies in a good cause.
Men may praise the capon of France,
the *“‘roast beef of old England,” the
steaks of Chicago and the wienerwursts
of Coney [sland, but they do not tempt
the epicure who really appreciates the
flavor of old Virginia ham.
Whether boiled or served in appetiz-
ing wafers, broiled in slices of rare ex-
cellence or fried with a gravy that
makes you smack your mouth, the Vir-
ginia ham is a thing to be treasured and
cherished by the man who loves good
things to eat. From the frying pan
there arises a matchless aroma that is as
grateful to the smell as the finished
product is delicious to the taste. Vir-
ginia bam is food fit for the gods.—
Maine Farmer.

F.nal Crop Report.

The old grass fields must be damaged
a great deal while new seeded pleces are
surely 50 per cent killed. The new
pieces can be relieved a great deal by
reseeding early in the spring. The oat
crop was almost a failure in some locali-
ties and nowhere in this section is the
yield npear the average; while other
grains are of about the same condition.,
But few fields of corn came up to the
expectations of the owner before it was
harvested; it proved to be very uneven,
not only the growth but the ears were
one sided; corn on the cob was uneven.
I think the acreage of home-grown grain
will be but very little more than the past
season. The acreage of potatoes must
have been more thao last season, bat
the yield was less, butthe quality was
first-class. But few late planted fields
gave a bountiful yield. Apple crop isa
failure and the quality of what few
there are is very poor. The indications
are that but very few winter-killed or-
chards will be replaced. Stock is gen-
erally looking well and has been reduced
10 to 15 per cent in this immediate
viclnity. All small fruits suffered from
the drouth, but my observation has
been that what plants have survived are
vigorous and healthy. I have not learn-
ed of any particular intention of increas-
ing any crops the coming season, other
than possibly a few more acres of pota-
toes.——Eugene Danforth, Somerset Coun-
ty, in Maine Farmer.

Farm, Stock and Home, one of the
most reliable of farm journals of the
Middle Weat, makes the claim that co-
operation by neighboring farmers in the
breeding of draft horses—Percherons in
particular—can be made more profitable
than any other specialized co-operative
line of stock breeding.

Remove the leg on the same side In
the same manner, pressing the bone
outward while making the cut. Sep-
arate the first and second joluts of the
leg and next remove the side bone by
running the knife along the backbone
and close to It. It I8 attached only
by a filament of skiu and fat; hence
this task is not difficult.

Legs and wings belng removed, the
sliclug of the breast Is n slmple mat-
ter, aud this opens the cavity, from
which filling may be removed with n
spoon, The removal of the leg usual-
Iy makes another opeuing. to be utll-
Ized In the same manuner.

Be sure you bave a well sharpened
knife.

If you cannot succeed lu dismember-
g it gracefully, don’t be too sure that
the toughness of the turkey Is to
blame, A good after dinner speaker
Is more frequently met with than a
good carver.—Phlludelphin Ledger.

Current news item: “The city of Mil-
waukee has almost abolished the use of
the horse in all municipal departments.”

The buildings of the Seattle exposition
are to be completed five months before
the exposition opens.

And those who protest the
loudest are genmerally the most behind-
hand.

The committees of the two parties in
Portland bave agreed to unite in pre-

in the coming municipal election in that
city. Success to the principle, as well
as to the interpretation thereof.

The favorite game of President-elect
Taft is golf, which strikes President
Roosevelt as being an “old woman's
game.” And yet Mr. Taft, while not
quite up to the Roosevelt mark for
strenuonsness, has during the past few
few years demoanstrated that be is cap-
able of doing a tremendous amount of
hard work.

One of the fuuny things connected
with the recent elections is the case of
that North Carolina Republican who
wouldn't accept a seat in congress any
way, but accepted the Republican
nomination because there wasn't any
possibility of election. And bhe was
elected after all, and he feels terribly
about it, because he's a business man,
and doesn’t want to apare time for poli-
tics.

Prosecutor Heney of San Francisco is
shot in court by & man who commits
suicide with a revolver after he has been
locked in a cell. Whatever comment is
suggeated by the occurrence, it ought to
make the court officers feel pretty cheap.

It is just twenty-five years since the
adoption of standard time, and we have
got used to the innovation, though it
took some years. Some time in the not
distant future we shall have another in-
povation, in the form of numbering the
hours of the day from one to twenty-
four, instead of twelve and repeat, and it
will probably take a dozen years to get
used to that.

A proposed change to which there is
practically no opposition is the change
of date of inauguration of the president
from the 4th of March to the 30th of
April, which is the aupiversary of
Washington's first inauguration. Yet
the change is not made, nor is there any
immediate or definite prospect of it.

Another Strike at Rumford.

The end of the strike in the mill of
the International Paper Co. at Rumford
was quickly followed by a strike in the
Oxford paper mill, though this seems to
have originated in a different way. The
mill bas been running on the three-
tower system with a day of eight hours.
A change was made to a ten-honr day,
and the 900 employes had agreed lo the
change, with an increase of pay of five
per cent. It was learned, however, that
the change would lay off two umion
officers, John Barnett, president of Local
No. 9 of the Paper Makers, and Stephen
Wl.inor. vice-president of Local No. 18
of the Pulp and Sulphite Workers.

A meeting of all the employes was
thereupon held, and they voted to go
out as a body.

This was on Monday. Tuesday Hugh
J. Chisholm, president of the Oxford
Paper Co., was in town and addressed a
delegation of the workmen from the
several departments of the mill. Im-
mediately afterward the strikers had a
meeting and voted to remain out.

An official of the paper makers’
national body is expected at Rumford
soon to endeavor to assist in reaching a
settlement.

On Wednesday notices were posted at
the mills that all the workmen on strike
must return by Friday, or they would
be considered out of the company's em-
ploy, and their places would be filled by
others.

Only eleven of the smployes returned

work Friday, in spite of the ultima-
of the company. A number of cot
bave been set up in the mill, but
they have not yet been used, nor bave
any new hands arrived in town.

State Commissioner of Labor Lyons
bas been in Rumford for a few days in-
v-tl_glnlng the situation. He stated to
the Times that the labor troubles of
the town were immediately due to a
fight for supremacy between two labor
organizations.

Copies of the history of Lovewell's
Fight, which was published in Portland
in 1818 are very scarce, and if any read-
ers of the Democrat have copies, they
should not be used to start fires with or
be thrown into the waste basket, for they
can be sold at high prices. Lovewell's
Fight—which, as every one conversant
with American history knows, was
fought in this town—took place on May
81725, 0.S. A few weeks after the
battle a mioute and circumstantial his-
tory of it by Rev. Thomas Symmes of
Bradford, Mass., was published, and a
secoond edition, corrected of this history
of the battle was published a few weeks
after the publication of the first edition.
This history of Lovewell's Fight has
been the basis of all the detailed ac-
counts of the battle which have since
been written. This history which
Symmes wrote of the battle has since
been several times republished, viz , at
Fryeburg in 1709, in Portland in 1818, in
Cencord, N. H., in 1861, and in Boston,
Mass., in 1865. The edition which was
published io Portland in 1818 is the one
of which copies are meotioned above as
being scarce and as having a high mon-
etary value. The books which consti-
tuted the library of the late John Mar-
shall Brown of Portland were sold at
auction in Boston on Oct. 27, 28, 29 and
30, and among them was a copy of this
edition published in Portland in 1818.
The bidding for this copy was animat-
ed, and the person who got it had to pay
$13 forit. A copy of the above mention-
ed edition of Symmes' history of Love-
well'#®Fight, which in 1861 was publish-
ed in Concord, N. H., was included in
the above-mentioned auction sale, bring-
ing 40 cents; and a copy of the edition
which in 1865 was published in Boston
was also included, bringing $2.

Tumblebown Dick.

In the Democrat of Oct. 3, 1905, I in-
quired for the origin of the pame of
“Tambledown Dick” as applied to a
monntalo in Peru, Me., and to a mount-
ain in Brookfield, N. H. I was not then
sufficlently familiar with the orology of
Oxford County to know that there are
in the county two mountains of this name
besides the one in Peru, but such is the
case, one of them being In the south-
west part of Rumford and the other in
the northern part of Gilead. (On Henry
Francis Walling's m:g of Oxford County,
which was published in 1858, each of
these three Oxford County mouontains is
given with this name of ‘‘Tumbledown
Dick,” and the same is true of Walling's
map of Maine, which was publisbed in
1862 ) As mountains of this pame are
s0 numerous in Oxford County, any-
thing which will throw light upon the
origin of the name will be of interest to
the readers of the Democrat, I am in-
clined to think that the name came from
its use in Great Britain as applied to
Richard Cromwell, son, and for a short
time the successor of Oliver Cromwell,
Rev. Ebenezer Cobham Brewer, LL. D.,
in his ‘*Dictionary of Phrase and Fable,"
explains the term as meaning “‘anything
that will not stand firmly. Dick Is
Richard, the Protector's son, who was
but a tottering wall at beat.”” Since the
time when this term of “Tumbledown
Dick” was thus applied to the weak-
kneed Richard Cromwell, the term has,
I rather think, come to be applied not
only to anything which will not stand
firmly, but, in & secondary, derivative
sense, to anything on which one finds
difficulty in standing, for Oxford County,
Me., and Carroll County, N. H., are not
the only parts of the world where the
term has been applied to places which
afford but an insecure footing. For
ipstance, on the Island of St. Eustatius,
in the Dutch West Tndies, there is a pre-
cipitous hill which bears this same name
of “Tumbledown Dick,’ and it may be
added that, as to the origin of the name
in its application to that hill, there is
a tradition similar to that which the
Democrat of October 17, 1005, gave, on
the authority of Mrs. George Wise, as
to the origin of the name in its appli-
cation to the mountain In the town of
Peru, viz.: that a man pamed Dick
tumbled down there. Such traditions,
however, are not to be relied upoo, for
it often happens that what in the course
of time become such traditions were in
the first instance invented to account
for the origin of names whose origin
was unknown; and, as I have said, I
am inclined to think that the term
“Tumbledown Dick" as applied to hills
and mountains came from the use of
the term as applied, by way of nick-
pame, to Oliver Cromwell's weak-kneed
son Richard (“Queen Richard” as he
was also nicknamed). Can any reader
of the Democrat tell when this name of
“Tumbledown Dick" wae first applied
to these three—or to any one of these
three—Oxford County mountains which
now bear the name? What cartographer
first made a map with this name applied
thereon to these mountains or to any
one of them?

In conclusion I will mention the fact
that in or about the year 1736 Henry
Fieldinpg wrote a burlesque play en-
titled “Tumbledown Dick; or Pbaeton
in the Suds” (first publicly acted in
1744) in which young Phaeton receives
the loan of his father Phoebus' lantern
to establish his paternity in the eyes of
the parish boys, but falls asleep and is
“tombled out of the wheelbarrow.” I
can see in Fielding's play no direct
reference to Commonwealth politics,
though probably his use, in the title of
his play, of the term “Tumbledown
Dick” as applicable to any one whose
fall from - power or prominence is like
that of the stick in the proverbial rocket
was due to the fact that the term had
been in vogue thres-quarters of a century
previously as a sobriquet for the weak-
kneed Richard Cromwell.

SCHOOL TROUBLE IN DENMARK CUL-

BACON WITH E@G BATTER.

Something different for breakfast Is
often wanted. Try frying bacon a nice
brown and while still sizzling spread
over it a batter made by beating an egg
well, thickening it with a tablespoon o,
more of flour: As soon as set, turn and
spread batter on other side of bacon.
Brown both sides and serve hot with
well-browned fried tatoes. Bacon
served with batter is al
addition to the Junch box dinners, it
being nearly as good cold as hot. Use
plenty of the batter.

Put spareribs to boil in water enongh
to cover; add to it one large onion and
ope large carrot, both chopped. When
the carrot is done, put in six medium-
sized potatoes, and six tomiatoes both
cut in small pleces. Let all cook thor-
oughly. Season with thyme, parsley,

!&Ul.}al AND BANANA.

A rather unusual lancheon dish is
made of the above combination, but it
proved very successful in one household.
Fry about eight link sausages, after
pricking them, so they will retain their
shape, and carefully brown them on all
sides. Drain every bit of grease from
them and place them in a ocircle around
a platter. On the center have a mound
of sliced bananas. (About thres will
make a sufficient quantity.) Be careful
not to slice the bananas until the meat is
ready to serve, as they may turn dark,

GRAHAM PUDDING.

One cup sweet milk, one cap of mo-
lasses, one cup of raisins, two teaspoons
of soda dissolved in one tablespoon of
water. One teaspoon of cinnamon, one-
fourth teaspoon of cloves and two cups
of grabham flour, Steam three hours.
If a portion is left it can be steamed for
a few moments and serve for a dessert
the second or third day.

MACARONI A LA GRECQUE.

One box of macaroni, one can of toma-
toes, one-half cup of cheese, one medium-
sized onion, two lean pork chops and
two soda crackers. Boil macaroni in
boiling salted water until tender envugh
to be easily penetrated by fork, drain,
cover with cold water, drain again in
colander. Place a good sized saucepan
or skillet on the fire, put in one table-
nrnun of butter, brown and add onion
sliced fine, add pork chops cut into dice,
cook five minutes. Now add tomatoes,
cooking mixture fifteen minutes longer.
Have ready a two-quart baking dish,
place in the bottom a layer of macaroni,
then a layer of the tomato mixture, then
a layer of grated cheese. Alternate until
the dish is full, but let your last layer
be of cheese, sprinkle the rolled cracker
crumba over the top, dab with a
few pieces of butter, bake in the oven
three-quarters of an hour, browning on
the top grate the last fifteen minutes.

ONION BOUP.

Slice thin three good-sized onions and
fry golden brown in a little butter. Add
them to one quart of strained beef stock
which bas been flavored with the usunal
soup vegetables, Simmer ten or fifteen
mioutes. If youn have a stone soup pot,
put ioto it a couple of slices of criap
brown toast, Otherwise use a tureen
which may be put in the oven. Over
the toast pour the soup containing the
onions. On top put three or four table-
spoons of grated Parmesan or Swiss
cheese. Set in & hot oven till the chesse
browns a little, perhaps ten minutes.
Pass additional grated cheese when the
soup Is served. This is one of the
famous soups of Europe.

MAPLE SYRUP PIE.

One cup of maple syrup, one cup of
chopped raisims, one lemon, juice and
rind, and two even tablespoons of flour
Bake with two crusts in a quick oven.

RICE PUFFS,

A cupof cold rice was put through
the fruit press to lighten it, two eggs
well beaten were added with plenty of
salt and the mixture dropped, dessert-
spoonfuls, into bot lard, about one inch
desp. The result was delicious. We
have, since served them frequently
for breakfast, or as a garnish to the
roast, steak or beef loaf for dinner. With
maple syrup they make the sweet ac-
companiment to the roast some tastes
demand,

“gATURDAYS."”

We call them ‘‘Saturdays' because we
usually have them for dessert on Satur-
day—my bake day and my busy day.
When putting the bread sponge into the
loaves I make a pan of plain rolls from
the bread sponge. When light, bake in
a moderate oven. If tho dessert for din-
ner is needed at once so much the bet-
ter. If dinner is notto be served for
several honrs, cover the mlls with a
towel until needed. Fifteen or twenty
minutes before dinner is served make a
sance of one pint of water, two table-
spoons of fruit syrup and sugar to taste;
thicken with two tablespoons of corn-
starch wet in a little water. Pour .over
the rolls, put in oven aod let simmer
until sauce is slightly thickened. It
the sauce soaks into the rolls at first
pour more ioto the pan. They are de-
licious eaten with milk and sugar.

OATMEAL BREAD.

This 18 a little variation from the
regular oatmeal bread and we think
much nicer. One cup of rolled oats,
quarter of acup of molasses, one-hall
yeast cake, one pint of milk (or half
milk and half water, when a small bit of
lard should be used) and a little salt.
Scald the milk and pour over the oats,
letting stand two hours; then add the
other ingredients with as much flour as
can be stirred in with a spoon and let
rise over night. In the morning shape
into a loaf, without kneading, and let
rise again. Be sure to grease the pan
thoroughly, as this is moresticky than
ordinary bread.

FRIED TURENIIS,

Peel the turnips, cut in inch cubes,
boil until tender, drain and fry in butter
until a golden brown on all sides,

APPLE CAKE,

Stew two pounds of couking apples
with a little cinnamon and sugar, using
as little water as possible. Put one-
fourth pound of bread crambs in a tin
in which a little lard or dripping bas
been melted, and let them brown lightly
in the oven. Take an ordinary cake tin
and grease it, then line the bottom and
sides with a thick layer of the crumbs.
Next put in a layer of apple, then of
crumbs, and so on until the tin is fall.
Bake in a quick oven about half an bour,
anl when quite cold turn out and serve
with whipped cream poured over the
cake, This is always eaten at Christmas
io Denmark, and is called *‘peasant girl
with a veil on.”

BAYORY POTATOES.

Peel and cut five or six large potatoes
into cubes, and pat on to boil in ocold,
salted water. When parboiled, drain,
and cover with boiling water; add salt
and a dash of paprika, one small onion,
chopped fine, a bay leaf and one table-
apoon of butter cut into bits and rolled
in flour. Half a clove of crushed garlic
may be added if liked. Ceok slowly
until the gravy is thick.

COCOANUT RICE PUDDING.

Pat the rice after washing In cold
water, using one and one-half cups to
one-bhalf cup of rice. Stir in one-half
teaspoon of salt and place, covered olose-
ly, over the fire. Boil until most of the
water Is absorbed. Add a little more
water, two tablespoons of butter and one
or more tablespoons of fresh or dry cocos-
nut. Mix gently with a fork, lifting
from the bottom. Cover closely and set
on the back of the stove where it can
steam, but not boil. When the liquid is
all absorbed turn the rice into the pud-
ding dish, add sufficient milk, s beaten
:ﬁ' sugar and flavoriog, If desired, but

nothing that will disguise the cocoa-
put. If you are in a hurry, warm the
milk before adding. Stir and bake ina

Influence of Our Fair Satellite on the
Ocean Tides.

Once, some G).000,000 years ago, the
parth, then n mass of molten lava, re-
volved upon its nxis in about five hours
Instead of, ns now, In twenty-four,
fays the Chleago NeWs. In that dim,
faraway pust the moon, itgelf a greal
flaming orb, much larger than at pres-
ent, was only a few hundred miles
from the earth, and as the two planets
tpun with fearful velocity the attrac-
live power of our satellite, the moon.
ralsed n tide wave of molten lava,
hundreds of feet high, which contin-
nally raced beneath it. Thls put a
frag upon the earth’s rotation, and
slowly and more slowly the earth turn-
ed, the day lengthened and the moon
receded.

Without a moon the ozeans of the
world would be practleally tideless.
The little moon that often looks no blg-
ger than a cart wheel has power to
ralse the ocenan Into vast tidal waves
The sun's power to ralse tides Is so
gllght In comparison that the solar
tides by themselves are scarcely worthy
»f conslderation,

Were It not for these meon caused
tides the whole map of the latitudes
forty degrees north and south of the
pquator would have heen so vastly
different from what it actually is that
the most vivid Imagination can searec
Iy pleture It. England, for Instance
would In all probability still be n par
nf the Furopean continent, as it wa
onee before the tides and tide cause:d
arrents cut the strait of Dover, iu
whirh case It Is nlmost certain that the
British natfon would not have attalned
Its present greatness,

Astronomers and historians would be
lost without the moon. Without her
ere would have heen po means for
avage or early natlous to record time
hy months. The revolution of the
moon aronrd the earth from west to
sast has been the means of noting time
since histery began,

Fahrenheit and Centigrade.

The Fuhrenheit thermometer Is the
one lo general use in this country, ex-
cept among some of the scientists, who
use the Centigrade, It would be well
for nll the boys and girls to know
whereln the difference between themn
consists. In the Centigrade the spuce
between the freezing point and the
bolling polnt is divided into 100 de-
grees, while In the Fahrenheft it is di-
vided fato 180 degrees. A degree of
the Centlgrade, thercfore, Is higher
than a degree Fahrenhelt In the pro-
portion of 0 to 5, but as zero in the
Centlgrade I3 at the freezing point and
{n the Fabrenhelt at 32 degrees above
that this must be consldered In com-
paring them. To express 10 degrees
Ceatlgrade In the Fahrenheit scale mul-
tiply 10 by 9 and divide by 5, which
will give 18, then add the 32 degrees
not reckoned In Centlgrade and you
will have 50, which is the exact equiv-
alent of 10 (‘entizrade.
