Cold Weather Exercise.

Let all of the live stock out of the
barn on real cold days for exercise.
When an animal stands in the stall in
one position for ten or twelve hours its
circulation becomes sluggish and vital-
ity lowered. In this state of low vitality
it feels the cold and will become un-
comfortable even in fairly tight and com-
fortable quarters.

Anyone will have noticed that ou stay-
ing Indoors for many hours on a very
cold day the house seems chilly in spite
of the glowing fire. We seem cold, and
are realli cold, when the thermometer
registers high,

The trouble is not with the temper-
ature of the house, but with the tem-
perature of our bodies. The stove in
the room is burning bigh, but the stove
in our body is burning low. We need to
shake out the ashes and turn on the
draft so that greater combustion will be
supported. We leave the house chilled
and blue fora run or romp outside on
the snow or ice with the temperature at
zero or below. We come back into the
house after half an hour's exercise in
the open air all glowing and perspiring
with warmth. Now the house seems to
be almost burning hot, and we take off
our wraps to cool off. The blood is
circulating rapidly and new life and
warm!h are felt in every cell.
Remembering that cattle are animals
plysically like curselves, we may know
that they grow torpid, chilly and ubp-
comfortable under long conticnous cun-
finement in the dead of winter. If they
are taken out and induced to exercise in
the cold open air their blood will begin
to flow faster and richer and their life
fires will bura warm. The increased
flow of blood through exercise will
stimulate all other vital functions, re-
moving waste matter and building up
new and healthy tissues. No domestic
apimal can remain perfectly healthy,
strongand have a constitution that will
effectively resist disease unless the ani-
mal is allowed regular daily exercise in
the pure, open air.

There is a great cry—and a well found-
ed one, too—going up now that a large
percentage of dairy cows in this country
are affected with tubercalosis. No won-
der, when so many dairymen coofine
their cows in immovable positions’ in
very narrow stalls with their pecks
fastened in stanchions for weeks and
months at a time. It is an easy way to
handle the cows. It is also an easy way
to weaken them and make them an easy
prey to disease germs of all kinds. The
best way to combat any disease among
animals is to keep the animals vigorous
and healthy so that they are pbysically
able to resist disease. Harmful disease
germs are prasent almost everywhere,
even on the skin and in the digestive and
respiratory organs of animals. They lie
there in the spore state, harmless to the
healthy, resistant animal, but when the
animal's vitality is lowered through any
cause they are always ready to attack
weakened organs and begin their course
of ravage. It is a commendable thiog
to breed and feed dairy cows for high
production, but when simple laws of the
physical nature of the animals are
violated in securing the results no high
records are legitimate, The health and
resistant vigor of the cows must be
rigidly maintained for the future good
and continued high efficiency of the
dairy business.—Turf, Farm and Home.

Feeding for Eggs.
There is usually a full fat supply in
all kinds of feeds given to hens; that
which is scarce with them in winter is
protein and green food. The best pro-
tein for hens is supplied by wheat, oats
and meat: oats make the least valuable
because of the husk. Quite too often
an over supply of oats is fed because
they cost less, but they are most ex-
pensive for feeding hens because almost
oue-half is busk and a waste as a food
product for egg production. Hulled
oats are difficult to obtain, so it is much
better to feed wheat and meat, witha
very few oats for protein supply.
Green-food supply is of equal im-
portance to protein. The best of this is
any kind of greens the hens will eat—
grass or clover preferred. When grow-
ing greens cannot be had in winter,
mangels or beets, clover or alfalfa hay
provide a good substitute. They can-
not be fed too plentifully of these, for if
they have a continual supply, they will
seldom if ever eat too mnch of them,
but if deprived of green food for days
and then given plentifully of them, they
may eat too much and close the crop to
their injury. Some kind of green food
should be given them every day. The
clover or alfalfa hay should be cut into
half-lengths and fed dry.
For a grain ration, one-half wheat,
one-fourth oats and one-fourth cracked
corn by measure is best for a continuous
ration. Laying bens will do well on
this, with the addition of some meat
scrap, green food and grit. Heos fed in
this way will, or should, lay all winter.
For mash food, table scraps, bran aod
some cracked corn all cooked together
and fed warm—not hot—some broken
charcoal and oyster shell may be mixed
in with the grit. The cbarcoal sweetens
the contents of the crop, preventing fer-
mentation: the oyster sbell furnishes
material for egg-shell. This produces
good results in eggs.
In the morning, feed the mixed grain
in deep straw litter on the floor of the
hen house; at noon, feed the mash ina
trough or box; toward evening more
grain mixture in the litter. Have the
grit, charcoal and oyster shell in a self
feeding box; give the green food so they
can help themselves all the time. The
beef scrap may be fed either mixed into
the mash, mixed into dry bran aod fed
in the trongh, or by itself in the trough
or box. One ounce a day of meat
scrap is plenty.—Country Gentleman.

Clover as a Fertilizer.

One farmer makes the remark that
“glover is head and shoulders above all
other fertilizers.” This is an extrava-
gant statement. In the first place clover
is not a fertilizer, in the true sense of
the word. It does notadd anything to
the soil that it did not take out of the
soil, except carbon and nitrogen. The
carbon could be added to the soil by any
other plant as well as clover, and car-
bonp is not a direct fertilizer, as it assists
fertilization only by providing food for
bacteria, and acid to assist o the lib-
eration of plant food. In its provision
of nitrogen, it does this only when the’
right kind of bacteria are preseat on its
roots,

Where fields are heavily fertilized by
means of barnyard manure or blood, it
frequently happens that the growth of
clover is rank without any bagjeria be-
ing present. In such a case the clover
is in no sense a fertilizer, though many
people make the mistake of supposing
that it is. At best, when the roots are
covered with tubercles, the clover can
add to the soil but a single element, and
that element is nitrogen. The potash
and the phosphorus are lacking, and if
the clover plaat is sold off the farm in
any form, whether in the form of hay or
meat, the soil is actually made poorer in

or phosphorus, though nitrogen
has been added to the soil. Cloverisa
plant to grow, but its limitations
should be understood.—Lewiston Jour-

Requisites for Successful Dairy ng.

First: the man must not be afraid of
work, but have plenty of persistency,
for his time is required seven days in
the week and three hundred and sixty-
five days in the year. Unless he de-
votes his lime to the care of his cows he
can not expect to receive results from
them.

Second: a man should be able to con-
trol his temper under all circamstances,
and deal kindly with bis cows, for they
are very sensitive and the least abuse
tha{ receive will throw them off their
milk.

Third: the man should have a natural
love for cows. To accomplish the high-
est poiot of perfection in dairying, or
any other line of business, the man with
a natural love for his business is going
to far excel the one who is in the dairy
business because he feels that he has to
make a living and that dairyiog ls as
good a business as he can follow.

Fourth: a most important require-
ment that maoy dairymen overlook is
cleanliness. There is a saying that
“Cleanliness is next to Godliness.”’ If
there is any truth in this saying it cer-
tainly is in dairfing for it is imposasible
to be too careful in the care you take of
your milking utensils, forif they are
not in proper sanitary condition your
milk will soon become contaminated and
will not be fit for use. To be cleanly,
proper care must be taken of the stables,
baving them free from dust at the time
of milking, and never to allow manure
to accumulate., At all times bave
proper ventilation.

Fifth: maoy dairymen do not keep
well informed along dairy lines. There
is not a dairyman that can expect to
make a success if he does not take some
good paper like yours from which we
recelve many good points that other-
wise would take us years to find out and
many of them we never know, but
would go battling on in our own way
and then wonder why our neighbors
were making more of a success of ths
dairy business than we were.

Sixth: every dairyman should select
the breed of cows he desires to keep and
then if be can not start with pure-breds
above all things get a full blooded sire
and breed up, and raise his own calves
and io a few years he will have cows that
he knows will pay for their keeping, and
will also make a profit. Test the cows
and see which ones are “star boarders™
for every “loafer” you keep not only
eats her own head off but takes the
profit of your cows.

Now the last but by all means not the
least of the requirements that I am
going to mention is feeding. Too much
can pot be said about the feeding of
dairy cows. I will not suggest the
kinds of feeds, as different feeds can be
fed to better advantage in different
localities, but if you expect your cows
to bring yon good returns you must
give them feeds that run high in protein
as such feeds produce milk. Let every
dairyman study his cows and see what
kinds of feeds bring him the best re-
sults, and by close study of his cows and
cunstant care he can not fail in the dairy
business.

Now these requirements are nothing
but simple facts that every reader of
this paper should koow and if he does,
and follows them, he will make a suc-
cessful dairyman, butif there are those
that do pot follow them and are not
making a success, just give them a trial
and you can rest assured that you will
succeed as a dairyman.—Turl, Farm and
Home.

Drinking Fountains.
Oue of the difficult problems for the
poultryman to solve is how to easily
provide pure, fresh water for his fowls.
Many patent fountains which are on the
market are automatic and keep before
the fowls a certain quantity of water.
Under certain conditions these fountains
serve an admirable purpose. Under
more adverse conditiona many of these
patent contrivances fail to give satis-
faction for the simple remson that it is
impossible to keep them clean. If fowls
were fed only whole grain and the
weather was always cool, it would be a
comparatively easy matter to provide
satisfactory automatic drinking fount-
ains, but as soft food forms a coosider-
able portion of the diet for laying hens |
and fattening fowls these fountains are,
necessarily more or less fouled, and in
warm weather soon become unfit for use
as drinkiog fountains on account of the
tainted water and disagreeable odor.
A simple, wholesome arrangement
may be made as follows: Place an or-
dinary milk pan on a block or bollow
box, the top of which shall be 4 or5
inches from the floor, The water or
milk to be drunk by the fowls is to be
placed in this pan. Over the pan ia
placed a board cover supported on pieces
of lath about 8 inches long, vailed to the
cover 8o that they are about 2 lnches
apart, the lower ends restiug upon the
box which forms the support of the pan.
In order to drink from the pan it will be
necessary for the fowls to insert their
heads between these strips of lath. To
cover over the pan and the strips of
lath at the sides prevents the fowl from
fouling the water in any manoer, except
in the act of drinking. Where drinking
pans of this kind are used, it is very
easy to cleanse and scald them with hot
water as occasion demands, This
arrangement can be carried a little fur-
ther by placing a pan, or, what would be
still better, along, narrow dish, some-
thing like & tin bread tray, on a low
shelf a few inches from the floor, and
hinging the cover to one side of the
poultry hounse so that it can be tipped
up in front for the removal of the dish
or for flling it with water, Whataver
device is used, it must be easily cleaned
and of free access to the fowls at all
times.—Turf, Farm and Home.

Timothy in Clover.

We bave never yet succeeded in find-
ing a very good stand of timothy sown
in the spring with clover. We have al-
ways found, however, that after the
crop o clover is removed the next year
there is a fine growth of timothy in the
fall. Hence we conclnde that our cor-
respondent may be mistaken in thinking
that there is no timothy at all. He may
have a failure, but in our judgment it
enuld only come from sowing poor seed.
Timothy will stand a good deal of shad-
ing and still live. Clover will not stand
shading at all. Every farmer knows
that if he haa let his grain shocks stand
for even a week or two on newly sown
clover and timothy, the clover dis-
a while the timotby was ap-
parently uninjured.

In the apring of 1907 we sowed tim-
othy and alsike clover, and in cotting
the alsike last year found only an occa-
sional stalk of timothy. Judging from
our experience we have no !ouht. that
timothy will be in evidence in Septem-
ber and will constitute most of the crop
this year. It sometimes requires very
close examination, where the etand of
ciover is rank, to discover any timothy
even though there is plenty of it. In
1906 we mowed:a crop of alsike clover
where the passerby would fail to notice
astalk of timothy to the rod, and yet
the next year we cut between two and
three tons of timothy to the acre with-
out any reseeding.—Lewiston Journal.

Winter Hog Feed.

On most farms hogs get very little
variety during winter. Corn is the
steady diet. Naturally, many animals
become unnthrifty because of this treat-
ment. It is not always possible to have
succulent feed, but this ocoasionally is
avallable. If there is a silo on the farm
m will eat & moderate amount of this

made of shorts or corn feed.

Here and There.

A president of the United States was
elected last Monday, but the important
event received very little attention from
the newspapers, many of them merely
mentioning it in small and obscure para-
graphs. The votes have not yet been
counted, but it is understood by those
in best position to know that William H.
Taft was elected president, and James
S. Sherman vice-president. By the way,
that is the first time that Mr. Tait was
ever elected to any public office.

Cardenio F. King of Boston, the me-
teoric manipulator of stocks in the mar-
ket, for larceny, embezzlement, etc.,
gets a sentence of ten to fourteen years.
Ruef, the San Fraocisco “‘grafter,”” has
already got the maximum sentence of
fourteen years for bribery. Probably
San Francisco is so far away that we
shall not have, in this part of the coun-
try, remonstrances circalated for sigoa-
ture or mass meetings called, protesting
that he was ionocent of any wrong in-
tent, and that the sentence is severe and
disproportionate. King is near enough
80 that it might be possible. We
haven't yet learned to accept these big
sentences for “smart’” men, and they jar
on our nerves, ~ But then King’s offence
was not committed by the methods of
high finance, but was just a plain or-
dinary steal and swindle on a compara-
tively small scale, #o be isn’t really en-
titled to sympathy.

Col. Watterson says to Senator Till-
man, following his answer and explana-
tion in the senate last week, *‘You have
certainly met every requirement of pub-
lic duty and private honor.” Marse
Henry's words are well chosen. He
could not have tramsposed them and
said “public honor,” because Tillman's
conduct in the matter in question was
not in accord with what the awakened
twentieth century conscience requires of
public men. Tillman has violated no
law, but his action was an indiscretion
and an impropriety which is not justi-
fied according to present-day standards.
With all bhis fire-eating qualities, Till-
man seems to have many warm friends,
bat he disappointed them last week, be-
caase he failed in the essential part of
meeting what was in evidence against
him.

A Little Qld-Fashioned Weather.
Our “pice winter,” of which every one
has spoken in terms of high commenda-
tiom, took a turn Sunday into the style
traditional fur New England.

Oxford Fruit Growers Organize.

A largely attended meeting of fruit
growers was held at Norway Saturday
forenoon. A bill was approved to go to
the legislature which had been prepared
by a committee appointed at a previous
meeting, to regulate the grading and
marking of fruit for market. A bill
gimilar in general terms bat differing in
details has been approved by the State
Pomological Society. It is thought
that upon counference an agreement will
be effected, so that one bill will be set-
tled upon and united support be given
it. The bill now before congresa on the
same matter is not approved, as its re-
strictions are such as to shut out quite a
portion of the apple crop in this section.

Two Days of Legislature.

In the past week the legislature was
in session two days, Wednesday and
Thursday, and then adjourned until
Tuesday afternoon of this week., There
was nothing specially strikiug about the
week's doings. Committee hearings will
begin this week, and from now on the
legislators will probably make longer
stops at Augusta.

It has been remarked that the two
principal subjects before the legislature
are rum and taxation. The taxation
question appears in the form of a batob
of bills prepared by the tax commis-
gion, and embodying the recommenda-
tions made by them in their recent re-
port; and the rum question is early in
evidence. It was first introduced by
Senator Staples, with his measures look-
ing toward resubmission and repeal of
the Sturgis law. It appeared again last
week, in the form of a resolve introduc-
ed by Mr. Hersey of Houlton, providing
for the submission of a constitutional
amendment giviog the governor power
to remove any executive officer. While
this is quite wide in its scope, it praoti-
cally would apply only to sheriffs and
county attorneys, and its passage would
be a subatitute for the Sturgis law. Asa
constitutional amendment, it requires a
two-thirds vote of the Iagulatnm to sub-
mit it to the people. Such anamend-
ment was approved by the Republican
latform in the last uamrlgu. but it

& unanimous

Steady
and plenty of ontdoor exercise in suita-
ble dress, bedrooms swept by fresh air
as cold as possible, summer, winter,
rain or shine, are two of the most dead-
ly enemies of tuberculosis.

If you notice your child haviog a
slight, dry cough, drooping shoulders,
the definite pain in the chest, the hectic
spot in the cheek, are signs of a starved
system and the ning of the prepara-
tory work of the disease. The following
is a simple method for its cure:

Bathing: Have the child bathe In
tepid, not hot, water, every morning,
using a pure soap and following ba
with a vigorous hand rub of all parts of
the body, especially massaging the upper
part of the chest and throat with cold
water, and following this with alittle
rough towel rubbing, until the body has
ared glow. With alittle patience and
training of the children they will soon
be able to do this work themselves and
will regaxd It as & pleasure. Adding
ordinary sea salt—oheap at drog stores—
to the water increases the skin glow.

It is not the amount of food eaten,
but the amount digested. Improve your
digestion,  All tubercular individuals
show evidence of digestive derangement.
It is folly to attempt to make them do
more work in this condition than they
coald in a healthy state.

Stuffing a patient with solid food is
therefore a mistake, Thediet that gives
the greatest amount of nourishment and
makes the least demand on the digestive
organs is the diet of choice. Raw eggl
and milk meet these requirements, Add
a little water and salt to each glass of
milk. Itis well if the bowel has three
or four movements a day to get rid ot
the extra amount of food ingested, Each
patient has & mormal weight, beyond
which we should not endeavor to force
him, This normal weight attained, the
smallest quantity of food that will enable
bim to maintain it is sufficient, and 8o
long as his normal weight can be maln-
tained, the patient has nothing to fear
from tuberculosis.

Clothing: It is strongly advised to
never dress the child with wool clothes
next to the skin. The effect is injurious,
clogging the pores and producing unon-
patural heat. Thin cotton undergar-
ments, made of donble thickness on the
back, and not the chest, are preferable.
The most exposed portions of a person’s
lungs are in the back, and most colds
have their origin there. Let the outer
clothing be heavy and compact for cold
weather and thin and compact for hot
weather, changing outer clothing as
temperature changes.

Tuberculosis is generally produced
by introduction through the mouth and
is often the result of unclean mouths.
Teeth left to decay, roots with ruoning
abscesses, s0 that every mouthful of
food or liguid that is swallowed is bath-
ed in pus, are bound to impair the health
of the individual and terminate in
tuberculosis.

The mouth has all the requirements
for the caltivation and growth of germs.
Unclean mouths and decayed teeth are
ideal places for the genmeration of
tuberculosis, syphilis and many other in-
fectious diseases.

Modern medicine now holds that the
prevention of disease Is of more im-
portance than its healing. Modern dent-
istry now holds that preventing of tooth
decay is more important than its heal-
ing. The physician cannot do his best
for the patient until the mouth is placed
in a healthy condition. Food swallowed
takes with it the bacteria lodged in the
mouth, thus preventing the recovery of
the sick.

Remember that the great secret of
good health is good food, well pre-
pared and divided so as to containall
the nutritious principles necessary to
nourish the system. Good teeth, so that
one can masticate. Clean mouth to pre-
veut infection. Clean bodies, exerocise,
trelgh air and plenty of God's sunshine.

Winter Games
In Japan.

Many Americans have an jdea that
Japan is A warm country in winter. It
is not. Many portions of it are as cold
as any part of the United Btates. You
see in one of the pictures how the
Japanese women wrap themselves up
in cold, weather. One queer thing is
that they carry paper umbrellas
stretched upon bamboo frames in the
midwinter. You notice also that in the
pleture called “The Winter Walk” the
Japanese gentleman is gallantly hold-
ing an umbrella over his lady, even

to| though they both are walking upon

queer little wooden shoe stilts to keep
thelr feet up out of the snow. This
picture of the winter walk is copled
from a painting by a famous Japanese
artist called Utamaro. Maybe the um-
brellas are carried to keep the wind
off.

Snow comes usually in Japan in Jan-
uary; then the winter sports begin.
There nre the snowball fights. Japa-
nese boys are exceedingly good tem-
pered and peaceable among themselves
and never indulge In the brutal, ani-
mal-like, Sghts in which boys of west-
ern races sometimes disgrace them-
selves by engaging. but the brown
boys are extremely fond of everything

that reminds them of national wars
and military glory, so when they play
at snowballing they divide themselves
into two armies, each of which has a
captain, and the captain carrles a flag.
The teacher s often the boys' umplire.
When a boy is hit with a snowball he
is knocked out of the gnme and has to
quit. He 18 killed, they say. If one of
the captains bas his flag captured by
the enemy, then his side has to give
up at once. The enemy has galned the
victory.

Skating and tobogganing are also fa-
vorite amusements amoung Japanese
boys wherever there is snow enough.

The Japanese, however, both men
and boys, get most fun out of kite fiy-
ing, which may be perbaps called the
national winter sport. They begin It
about New Year's day, which since
1872 has come on the same day as
ours. New Year's day in Japan ls
called Shogatsu. All the grounds
aronnd the citles and towns at this
season are covered with men and
boys, and the air 18 full of kites. Some
of these are simply immense. They
are often five feet long, and they pull
go hard In a high wind that it takes
two men to hold them, The kites are
made of thin paper stretched over a
bamloo frawe. They are beautifully
painted and decorated, often with his-
torical and battle scenes and with the
portraits of famous Japanese heroes
and generuls.

The kite flylng competitions are,
however, the most interesting feature
of this favorite sport. Great blg kites
glx feet square are used for the com-
tests. Some of these great kites have
a whalebone whistle attached, which
shrieks llke mad when the string is
suddenly jerked.

Japanese boys ure fond of walking
on stilts in winter to keep them out of
the cold and snow, and they are more
expert at this exercise than any other
boys. Thelr stllts are often three feet
high and are made of bamboo.

Little Japanese girls bhave not had
much outdoor winter fun till recent
years, but now they are beginning to

ride the Dblcycle, and they enjoy it
very much. They also play a pretty
outdoor game which Is llke battledoor
and shuttlecock. Girls play this game
especially about New Year's times.

One of the pleasant customs of the
Japanese ought to be adopted in our
country. Every year they have a spe-
elal hollday for boys and another for
girls. The girls’ day comes first, in
March, and is called the dolls' festl-
val. The boys' day Is in May and Is
enlled the flag festival.
