Co-operative Breeders' Associations. 
The idea of co-operative effort in the 

breeding of pure blood and high grade 
dairy animals has been discussed and 
advocated for years by prominent agri- 
cultural workers, and during the past 
few years, under several different work- 
ing plans, it ha* been put to practical 
tests in oue or two of our western states. 
The results coming from this work thus 
far done have been so satisfactory and 
apparently possesses such far reaching 
possibilities, that the department of 
agriculture believes the work should be 
eucouraged id Maine. The whole scope 
of co-operative action along this line has 
been personally investigated by the 
dairy instructor and special effort will 
be made to introduce it into Maine dur- 
ing the present year. 

A Co-operative Breeders1 Association 
is organized for the purpose of pro met- 

ing the breeding and improvement of 
high trade aud purebred dairy cattle; 
of establishing aud maintaining cordial 
relations between its members and by 
co-operation to improve the general 
dairy iuterests of that particular com- 

munity or county. The co-operative 
feature of the association is extended to 
the purchasing, advertising and selling 
ol dairy animals, also the using of pure 
bred sires 

Each association usually, and I believe 
should always devote its energy to pro- 
moting some one particular breed of 
iairy animals and thus make the county 
jr town in which the association islocat- 
«I a center for the distribution of that 
particular breed. The members would 
jndoubtedly be drawn closer together 
md would more readily co-operate in 
*very possible way, in which the advan- j 
;age of the membership as a whole ap- 
peared to lead, if the association was 

working for the promotion of one breed. 
There are at the present time about 

wenty of these associatious in the state 
>f Wisconsin and so far, they have been 
county organizations. In Michigan four 
iave been organized and more to follow 
rery soon. 

The writer can see no reaeoD why this 
vork when once begun should not be 
extended to associatious for other 
>reeds of cattle besides the so called 
lairy breeds, also to sheep and hogs and 
lorses, and such is the purpose of the 
lepartment of agriculture when associa- 
ion work shall have been once estab- 
ished. 
To the writer it appears that the ob- 

ects of a Co operative Breeders' Asso- 
ciation could well be stated as: 

To create a demand for and open 
channels for the sale of surplus stock. 

To make possible the interchange of 
•reeding animals for which the owner 

ias no further me. 
To secure pledgee from members and 

ithers to use pure bred sires only. 
To mutually benefit the members 

uentally, socially and financially. 
To co-operate so far as possible with » 

ellow roenbers, in the buying and sell- 
ng of animals. 

Already the breeders of Iloleteins in 
wo sections of the state are interested 
η the move and steps will be taken at 
»nce to more fully discuss the proposi- 
ion with them and to present plans for 
in organization in the work of which 
he department will gladly co-operate, 
η order to facilitate this work it is 
loped that the owners of pure bred 
egistered stock in the state and all 
ithers interested in the improvement of 
heir dairy herd or other stock will 
vrite the department of agriculture at 

Vugusta giving their full address and 
itating the breed and number of ani- 
nals they own. In return they will be 
lent information concerning the pro- 
posed association work, together with a 

:opy of the by laws under which most 
if the associations in other states are 

vorkiug. 
The dairy instructor will respond to 

alls for lectures upon this subject and 
till give such assistance as may be in 
jis power toward orgau'zing and mak- 
ng the work of the association success- «

Enlarging the Dairy Herd. I 

The average m;in who keeps cows 

loes out keep a lar^e enough herd to 
un the business mont economically, 
four or five cows on a farm cannot be 
un as economically as a larger herd, 
ffhich is very evident. It takes very 
ittle more time to feed a herd of teu 

jr twelve cows than it does a herd of 
our or five. I am awarg that many 
»e»ple would keep more cows if it 
vasn't for the extra labor, but in my 
udgment the average farmer ought to 

teep cow8 enough so that he can keep a 

nau to help bitu. Then it would not be 

:outining for himself and he wuuld make 
noney enough out of the extra number 
>f cows which be could keep so that he 
rould not be confined so much to the 

lairy work, and c >uld give more time to 

eading and studying, and in the long 
un would make more money than 
vhere he attempts to cut down his dairy 
ierd so that he can do all the work him- 
lelf and not have to work too hard, 
t's a good investment to have cows 

•nougli so that one can feed up all of 
he roughage that he has on the farm 
ind not have any hay to sell. Feed it 

til out on the farm, and it's a good in- 
vestment too, in addition to the grain t 

vhich he raises on the farm, thus manu· I 
acturintc more manure, which, when ap- 
died, improves the land. In doing this I 
he farmer has two chances of making < 

noney. He makes something when he j 
is?h this feed, because when he manu- 

actures this feed into milk he make* a t 

>rofit on the feed, and then by applying 
he manure to hi· lands be increases the 

ertility of his land so that he grows ι 

letter crops; consequently be is in a < 

position to realize from two invest- 
nents. I 

When one has a good herd of oows on 

farm, from 10 to 20 or more, he takes I 

nore pains with them because he bas a I 

arger investment and be looks after 
:hat investment in a more business-like 
ivay than where he has only two or I 
hree or four oows. With a small num- 

ier of cows the money received from I 
;hem is all used up for the ordinary ex- 

penses of the family and the farmer 
ioesn't appreciate it. If he has a good ι 

business herd of cows there is money 
enough received from them so that it ι 

will be noticeable and can be used in I 
the business, and much more interest is 
taken in dairying. I would not try to 1 

convey the idea that a man should keep 
more cows without regard to their 

quality. I believe the first thing that 
should be done is to try and improve the 

quality of the cows. It is certainly 
poor business to keep a poor cow, but 
we can not only keep good cows, bat we 

can keep more of them, and if we get 
larger incomes from our farms we are 

consequently better satisfied with farm- 

ing and with dairying. A small invest- 
ment iu anything is liable to be neglect- 
ed, while a good snug investment in any 
proposition will be carefnlly looked 
after and with corresponding results.— 
Colon C. Lillie in Michigan Parmer.

An Unjust Representation. 
It is truly a homely piotnre that Dr. 

Twitchell reproduces in hi· letter of 
recent date, voicing the opinion of a 

"man of business," as representative of 
the conditions prevailing on Maine farms 
and in farm homes in our state at the 
present time. We are at a loss to know 
where this "man of business" could 
have found a community of farmers in 
our broad state carrying the 'wayback 
conditions so vividly represented. 

The writer claims to have intimate 
knowledge of general conditions obtain- 
ing on the farms and in the farm homes 
in all quarters of our state, and we find 
much more to compliment than to con- 
demn in the life on the farms through- 
out the state. Farmers, we claim, are 

intelligent, progressive and up to date in 
a complimentary degreo in their prac- 
tices and in their equipments for the 
farm and the household. 

In no farming section in the country 
are there to be found better farm build- 
ing*, and kept in more complete con- 

dition, than on the farms of Maine, and 
these buildings are generally furnished 
with modern appliances for comfort and 
convenience in carrying on the work re- 

quired. Throughout whole neighbor- 
hoods water from the springs on the 
hillsides Hows through house and barn 
and where not so available thousands of 
modern windmills rear their heads and 
carry on a similar work. The women 
loaded with pails of water from distant 
wells is not a picture of modern con- 
iitions. 

In the present day life ou Maine farms 
if there is one feature more deserving of 
:ommendation than of censure it is the 
tidy condition of the premises abound- 
ng, and the care exercised of the tools 
ind costly implements provided for 
carrying on modern farm work. Charg- 
ng Maine farmers with slack and sioven- 
y habits in this direction is the wildeet 
>f misrepresentation In all our fatnil- 
arity with Maine farmers we do not re- 
:aii a single instance of a costly imple- 
uent left "housed" continuously in the 
>pen air. Instead directly the opposite 
s the prevailing practice, and in recent 
roars thousands of houses have been 
irected on the farms for the express use 
>f housing the farming tools. Within 
light of where these words are written 
hree such structures on a like number 
>f farms adjoining, have been construct- 
id the past autumn. 

We called attention some weeks ago 
ο the many country houses, in these 
ater days being piped for water, heat 
mtl lights. These are the modern ap- 
>liances of life on the farm that are fast 
uperseding old-time conditions, and we 
ire still at a loss where a man of affairs 
:ould have got the ideas he was made to 
>xpress in the letter referred to, unless 
hey were the Rip VaD Winkle dream of 
generation now happily going into the 

mknown past. These habits of indus- 
ry, care and attention to details, to- 

other with providing the farm and the 
tousehold with modern appliances for 
arrying on the work, are what is giving 
he air of thrift and prosperity to farm 
ife in our state, and what has establish- 
d the reputation of our farmers in 
•usinées affairs of being the most re- 
table and prompt paying class of farm- 
re they iiud in any state in the union. 
Will Dr. Twitchell contend that the 

business man" is right?—Maine Farmer. 

Be Sure You're Right. 
In riding along the road we often see 

he notice, "Automobiles 60 Slow." It 
rould seem like a curious idea to put 
ip notices, "Farmers Go Slow," farmers 
ieiag supported to be the most conserva- 
ive of people, but occasionally they 
eem to be afraid of not keeping up with 
he procession and so run ahead a little 
00 fast. 
For instance, within a few years, num- 

>ers of farmers have invested in hand 
ream separators; some who had only a 

ery small herd, and many who were al- 
eady fitted up in good shape for deep 
etting,— all must have a separator at 

>nce, or be left behind. Agents assured 
hem that they would save cream 

nough in one year to pay for a hundred 
lollar separator. But all action has its 
eaction, and to-day many a good bar- 
;ain in second-hand separators could be 
ticked up among those having very 
mall herds. 
A cream separator is a groat invention, 

nd has its legitimate use, but it doesn't 
ollow that every man who keeps only a 
ew cows needs one. This is a good 
>lace to be sure you're right before go- 
ng ahead. 

There s a saving, doc always tuougui 
if. When a can springs a leak, five 
ente will mend it; when worn out, a 
lollar or so will replace it; but separator 
epairs are very high. The agent will 
ell you that it will last a lifetime. 
Juite likely it will, but some parts will 
rear out, aurl many a farmer who is not 
accustomed to tbo care and use of nicely 
adjusted and high speeded machinery, 
rill continue to run it when it is a little 
iut of balance or a spring has lost its 
ension, aud wear out some part rapidly 
rhen an expert could have prevented it. 
Jut it costs a deal to have an expert 
xamine the machine often, and so as 

ong as the thing will skiin fairly well, 
t is kept going. 

They say, too, that a child can turn 
he separator, and it doos go easy for a 

ainute, but at the end of five minutes 
me must have a strong heart and lungs 
ο keep on. It is more work to cleau 
he simplest of them, than several cans, 
k. E. P., Somerset County, in Maine 
l'armer. 

Confidence in the Creamery. 
Associated creamery work, or the but- 

er factory is uecessarily based on con- 
Idence between those who undertake to 

rork together. Δη extensive dairy 
•usinées in our state canuot be carried 
m other than through associated work, 
η order for dairymen to work together 
initedly, successfully and harmoniously 
bey must have confidence in each other 
>nd in the operators. Under present 
aethods of associated creamery work 
here is necessarily much of tbe work on 

vliich the income is realized that is of 
tecessity bidden from the observation of 
hose furnishing the cream and coucern- 
id in tbe final returns. There is, in 
aot, no way to readily show to a patron 
bat he with his associates is being hon- 
istly dealt with. 
In the associated dairy buainess, there- 

ore, it is of the utmost importance that 
nen of strict integrity be selected to 
îandle the business and carry out the 
vork. In no other way can a business 
>rganized in such a manner be a con- 

tinued success. 
Confidence in the reliability of the 

nanagement must be beld or sooner or 
ater patrons will begin to drop off, and 
he business finally go to pieces. This 
ias been the fate of many effort· at as- 
lociatvd dairying. Fortunately the 
;i eameries in this state are now, in tbe 
Bain and perhaps without a single ex· 

seption, proving themselves worthy of 
;he general confidence held in their man· 

igement by their many patrons.—Maine 
Parmer. 

The way to arrest the waste and re· 

(tore fertility is by better farming. 
Bence the most important of all things 
la for tbe farmers of the United States 
to wake up to the necessity for better 
terming. Call it scientific farming, book 
Farming, common sense farming, call it 
what you like; but the essential thing is 
to obey the laws of nature that govern 
in the soil and thus maintain its orig- 
inal fertility. Tbe first duty of every 
farmer anywhere in the United States 
is to wake up to the terrific waste that 
is going on and having waked up be

Notes from the Legislature. 

The bill to authorize South Paris Vil- 
lage Corporation lo establish a municipal 
water system was introduced on Tues- 
day by Mr. Lane of Paris, and referred 
to the judiciary committee. 

In the absence of President Deasy due 
to delay of trains, Mr. Hastings was 
elected president pro tem, and presided 
at Monday's sessioo. 

A bill introduced by Mr. Hastings on 

Tuesday produced more or less imme- 
diate criticism, as it provides that pole 
rights and locations for auy electric 
company chartered by special act of the 
legislature shall be granted by the 
towns. This would take away from the 
towns the right to refuse locations to 
any auch company. The bill is said to 
have come from a power company in 
Hancock County, which was refused 
locations in one town and consequently 
had to go around it. Mr. Hastings ex- 

plained that he simply introduced the 
bill by request and was not sponsor for 
it. 

Two bills introduced by Representa- 
tive Pattangall on Wednesday are evi- 
dently intended to hit the wild land tax 

question. They assess mill state taxes, 
four and a half mille for common 
schools, and three mills for highways. 
The school money is to be distributed to 
the towns, one-third of it proportionate- 
ly to the number of scholars, and two- 

thirds proportionately to the valuation. 
The highway fund is to be distributed to 

the towns according to their valuation. 
A bill has been introduced by Mr. 

Hastings to allow the Merrill Springer 
Co. of Bethel to make and sell gas or 

electricity or both. 
Mr. Bisbee of Rumford has introduced 

a bill to ratify and make valid the or- 

ganization of the Mexico Water Com 
pany, and authorize it to issue bonds 
and extend its plant. 

Mr. Nelson of Hebron has introduced 
an amendment to the charter of Hebron 
Academy, increasing the number of trus- 
tees to fifteen. 

The taxation committee have consider- 
ed some of the bills prepared by the tax 

commission, and have already acted 
favorably on some of them, including 
the one which iuakes the poll tax uni- 
form throughout the state at the rate oi 
fO.W. 

A bill providing that the judge of pro- 
bate must be a member of the bar en- 
countered opposition, and gut an adverse 
report from the judiciary committee. 
Sagadahoc County is the only county in 
the state now having a judge of probate 
who is not a lawyer. 

Perhaps no feature of the week caused 
so much attention as the Republican 
caucus held with closed doors Wednes- 
day evening to consider action on the 
Sturgis law and allied measures. The 
committee which had been entrusted 
with the duty reported three measures 
to be submitted to the people at a special 
election to be held next September. 
One of these measures is the present 
Sturgis law, another the Eaton bill, pro- 
viding for the removal by tbe governor 
of sheriffs who do not do their duty, 
and the third the Hersey bill, making a 

similar provision with regard to county- 
attorneys. These are necessarily re- 
solves for constitutional amendments, 
not acts to be passed by tbe legislature 
There was evidently a lively debate in 
the caucus, which lasted for two hours 
or more, and at the close so little prog- 
ress toward definite action had been 
made that the caucus was adjourned for 
a week. 

Representative William R. Pattangall 
is getting into the limelight now. His 
measures introduced last week include a 

bill to abolish tbe office of auditor of 
state printing, an order asking the Su- 
preme Court for an opinion as to the 
constitutionality of railroad tax rebates, 
and a bill which would take away from 
tbe game commissioners the power to 
expend for the protection of moose and 
deer the money received from hunters' 
licenses and from tines. 

A resolve appropriating $250 for plac- 
ing buoys on Richardson Lako has been 
introduced by Mr. Hastings. 

Among the petitions relating to tish 
and game matters is one asking tbat 
Magalloway River above Aziscoos Fulls, 
Upper and Lower Metalluc Ponds, Lin- 
coln Pond, and Parmacbeenee Lake be 
closed to all save fly fishing, and the 
individual catch limited to ten pounds. 

Under suspension of tbe rules Friday 
an act was passed by both houses mak- 
ing Feb. 12th. the hundredth anniversary 
of the birth of Lincoln, a school anil 
bank holiday. 

Mr. Pattangall's order to ask the Su- 
preme Court for an opinion regarding 
the constitutionality of the Bangor and 
Aroostook Railroad rebate will bave a 

Held day in tbe house Wednesday of thi« 
week, when the subject of railroad re- 
bates will probably be well thrashed 
oat. 

Here and There.

Motor boat owners are in for more 

trouble if the bill just introduced into 
the Maine Legislature by Representative 
Wing of Auburn becomes a law.

The semi-annual meeting of tbe Presi- 
dents of New England Agricultural 
Colleges was held in connection with 
the dedicatory exercises. 

Tbe speeches were very interesting 
and in each case they met with the 
hearty applause of an audience which 
taxed Alumni Hall to overflowing. The 
remarks of tbe governor and other in- 
troductory speakers were short in order 
to give tbe bulk of the time to tbe prin- 
cipal speaker of tbe occasion. Tbe paper 
read by Mr. Davenport was of a bigbly 
interesting nature to all those who are 
interested in the furtherance of tbe 
science of Agriculture and tbe promotion 
of tbe general welfare of the nation. 

The legislature is now in session at 
Augusta and it is hoped that every citi- 
zen of the state fully realizes the needs 
of the University of Maine. Tbe great 
benefit of an appropriation such as tbe 
board of trustees recommends would be 
realized and appreciated uot only by 
those immediately connected with the 
university itself but by the sons and 
daughters of the state of Maine in tbe 
generations to come. The entering class 
this year is tbe smallest in several years, 
yet tbe total registration, not Including 
tbe law school, is over six hundred. 
There is but one public dormitory on 
tbe campus and this building was built 
to accomodate seventy-two students. 
Tbe fraternity houses connected with 
the university will accommodate in round 
numbers about three hundred and fifty 
men, and thus there is left a balance of 
about two hundred men who muat live 
away from the college, put op with poor 
accommodations, and in many cases pay 
unreasonable prices for them. It is 
known that each year many students are 

kept from coming here by this fact 
alone. 

The final examinations for tbe fall 
semester began on Saturday, Jan. 23, 
and will ena on Friday, Jan. 20. The 
spring term begins Monday morning, 
Feb. 1.

LKY NAY BK THUS CONVERTED. 

A bill introduced in the legialature 
last week by Senator Osgood of Andros- 
coggin may result in adding another to 
the lakes at the head waters of the An- 
droscoggin River. The bill incorpo- 
rates the Androscoggin Reservoir Com- 
pany, the incorporators being William 
P. Frye, Hugh J. Chisholm, Francis W. 
Fabyan, Herbert J. Brown, Waldo Pet- 
tengill, A. N. Burbank and Wallace H. 
White. 

The object of the bill Is to obtain 
authority to build a dam on the Magal- 
loway River above Aztscoos Falls, for 
the storage of water, converting a por- 
tion of the Maga'loway valley into a lake 
about twelve miles long and a mile wide 
on the average. A statement accom- 

panying the bill gives facts relative to 
this large and important project, and is 
as folio ws: 

The water shed of the head waters of 
the Androscoggin River may be con- 

veniently divided into two parts. About 
two-thirds of this water shed drains into 
four great lakes, three of which are 

wholly in Maine and one, Umbagog, 
partly in Maine and partly in New 
Hampshire. The Androscoggin River 
has its source in Umbagog Lake. 

The Burplue of freshet waters of these 
great lakes is fairly well controlled by a 
series of dams owned by the Union Wa- 
ter Power Co. at the outlets of the three 
lakes in Maiue and by a dam on the An- 
droscoggin River at Errol, New Hamp- 
shire, a short distance from Umbagog 
Lake and which holds the waters of the 
river and flows them back into Umbagog 
Lake. 

The remainder of the water shed, be- 
ing about .one-third of the whole water 
shed of the head waters of the Andros- 
coggin River, drains into the Magallo- 
wav River. The Magalloway River 
empties in the Androscoggin River 
above the dam at Errol but only a small 
part of the surplus or freshet waters of 
the Magalloway River can be retained by 
the dam at Errol, because Umbagog 
Lake has a very limited capacity as a 

storage basin and that lake can be read- 
ily tilled from its own water shed and 
from th<a over-flow from the great lakes 
in Maine above it. Consequently, most 
nf the freshet waters coming down the 
Magalloway River are discharged through 
the dam at Errol, New Hampshire, and 
»re thus wasted. 

The object of this bill is to provide a 

means for holding and storing this sur- 

plus of freshet waters from the Magallo- 
way River at some point above where 
the Magalloway River empties into the 
Androscoggin River. 

A careful study of the water shed of 
the Magalloway River has been made 
luring the past four or five years by 
competent hydraulic engineers, and a 

place*haR been found on this river where 
dam can be erected and a storage basin 

created capable of holding about eight 
trillion cubic feet of water; or, in other 
words, about one-half the quantltv re- 

aineii bv the dams of the Union Water 
I'ower Company at the outlets of the 
four lakes referred to. 

The water shed of the Magalloway 
River above the point where it is pro- 
posed to build the new dam contains 
lbout 250 square miles, and is entirely 
:overed with forest. 

At the site of the proposed dain, the 
■iver comes through a narrow gorge be- 
weeu the mountains, and borings made 
u the bed of the river show a solid ledge 
tjottom. The plan contemplates an 

sarth dam 45 feet high with a concrete 
:ore. The expense of building a dam at 

this point is very considerably increased 

t»y reason of the fact that the nearest j 
railroad point on the Grand Trunk is : 

ib'>ut fifty miles and on the Maino Cen- 
tral about thirty miles, but it is estimat- 
ed that the improvement can be made 
For about $300.000. 

Above the proposed dam the river 

iralley broadens out, varying in width 
from one-half of a mile to two miles and 
extends up the river some twelve or 

fifteen miles. The bottom of this valloy 
is mostly swampy, marshy land, sparse- 
ly covered with a growth of small trees. 

The new lake will practically cover this 
irai lev, and when filled with water would 
make a lake about twelve miles long and [ 
uf an average width of about a mile, j 
On both sides of this valley the land j 
rises abruptly. 

There are no cultivated lands in this 
valley, and all the lands required for the j 
ilam "and for the lake are owned by a 

verv few parties. 
Thero is, and for many years has been, | 

a low wooden dam at the site of the pro- 
posed dam owned by the Magalloway 
Dam & Improvement company,—a log- 
driving corporation. This dam flows 
about two-thirds of the area which | 
which would be covered by the proposed : 

The engineer* having charge of the j 
project of building a storage dam at thie 

point have for eeveral years made meas- 

urements of the quantity of water dis- 

charged at the site of the proposed dam, 
and also at Errol Dam on the Andros- 
coiigin River, and they estimate that a 

lake of the capacity proposed can bel 
tilled probably nine years oat of every 
ten from the waters which are now 

wasted through Errol Dam from the wa- 

ter shed above the site of the proposed 
dam. 

The corporations directly interested in 

inakine this improvement are the Union 
Water Power Company, the Berlin Mille 

Company, the International Paper Com- 

pany and the Kumford Falle Power 

Company. 
It is purely a storage proposition, a 

conservation of the water which is now 

wasted ; and with the water now stored 

by the dams of the Union Water Power 

Company, will furnish the Androscoggin 
Hiver with an additional amount of water 

which will enable every mill at Lewiston 
to run to its full capacity every day in 
the year through any drouth as severe 

as ever experienced on this river, and in 

addition, will increase the total constant 

power at Lewiston about 25 per cent, 
or in other words will add about 4,000 
horse power to the present available 
water power at Lewiston. Every other 
water power privilege on the river will 
be correspondingly benefited. 

The Poe Centennial. 
Is Edgar Allan Poe an overrated 

mediocrity or one of the shining lights 
of American literature? William Dean 

Howells, the dean of our prose writers, 
and Edith M. Thomas, the poet, discuss 
this question at length in the issue of 

Harper's Weekly for January 16th, which 
contains also some interesting photo- 
graphs Illustrative of some historic 
associations of Poo's life and death. 

Both these writers agree that Poe lacked 
conviction. "A master-mechanician, 
Miss Thomas calls him. "The simple 
fact is," says Mr. Howells, "that Poe 
was as lacking in imagination as he 

was in sincerity, and that he vainly en- 

deavored to supply his lack with fancy 
and with science." But, "I suspect 
that be had always a keener literary con- 

science than he seemed to have," he con- 

tinues. "I believe that he must have 

hated to do the many clever, vulgar 
things which he did. ... I have 
come to see him in his pathos, as a 

prodigal of wasted powers, the victim of 
cruel circumstances, of inherent evil 

propensities, with a certain majesty of 

uature inalieuable in his moral squalor." 
As a poet, Mr. Howells cares more for 

Poe than as a novelist. But Miss 

Thomas confesses to the sensation of 

"mental vertigo and illness" from the 

perusal of much of Poe's verses. 

Whether or not the leading magazines 
of to-day would print Poe's stories is 

discussed by Mr. Howells, whose ver- 

dict is, In general, a negative one. 

"Still," he says, "Poe was a master."

Wrinkles. 
•'Corkscrew bread" is one of the camp- 

ers' delicacies, and there is no reason 

why it should not be enjoyed on skating 
picnics too. Make a paste of flour and 
water, and a little shortening of butter 
or lard, using the prescribed quantity of 
baking powder—two heaping teaspoon- 
fuls to a qnart of the mixture. Make 
the paste stiff enough to haudle easily— 
that is rather stiffer than for biscuits 
baked in a pan. 

Have a good bed of coals and the usual 
two forked sticks to bold the cooking 
utensils. Take a green stick an inch or 
more in diameter, and wind the dough 
around it. Rest the ends on the two 
forked sticks, and turn frequently until 
brown and crisp on all sides. Pull out 
the stick, and the bread is ready for 
eating. 

The turn-over low-cut collars of 
matinees and the simpler dressing- 
sacques are often very unbecoming, 
especially to long thin necks.

The centre of population in 1Θ00 *u 

in the state of Indian·. In 17Θ0 the cen- 

tre was twenty-three milee east of Balti- 
more, in the state of Maryland, or virtu- 
ally on the Atlantio shore Hoe. 

Its migration has been slow and re- 

markably uniform, both in rate and 
in directioo, says the Geographical 
Journal. It has hovered for 110 years 
along the thirty-ninth parallel of lati- 
tude, and its total variation in latitude 
has been leas than one-third of one de- 
gree. 

The westward movement has averaged 
less than a degree in a decade, notwith- 
standing the incredibly swift occupation 
of a vacant continent by a movement of 
population westward. The Easterly po- 
sition of the oentre of population is in 
part due to the fact that the eastern 
part of the ooutinent was first settled 
and was settled from the East. The 
easterly position of the centre of popu- 
lation is also due to the more evenly 
distributed and more abundant resources 

of the Eastern half of the United States. 
It should not be forgotten that the 

geographical centre of the United Statee 
lies some hundreds of miles west of the 
Mississippi River. The eastern half of 
the country, therefore, embraces the 
Atlantic lowlands, the prairies and the 
Great Lake plains, the Gulf lowlands 
and the forests and minerals of the Ap- 
palachian mountains and Appalachian 
plateaux. Over against these are the 
arid and mountainous areas of the West. 

Certain areas will be reclaimed to in- 
credible productiveness, and the mineral 
wealth is vast; but the centre of popu- 
lation may be expected to remain per- 
manently to the eastward of the geo- 
graphical centre of the land.

OVBBTHS WOBLD. 

According! to a report iaaued recently 
bj the Local Government Board of Lon- 
don, the number of deaths from tuber- 
culoma in England and Scotland baa de- 
creased by one-third in the last 50 years, 
falling from 54,918 in 1853 to 30,746 dur> 
ing the past year, while the death-rate 
per 1000 of population has fallen more 

than one-half, or from 29.8 to 11.6. In 
Ireland, on the contrary, the death-rate 
per 1000 has Increased in 40 years from 
24 to 27. Dr. Arthur Newsbolme attri- 
butes the decrease in the mortality from 
consumption in England to effeotive seg- 
regation and institutional treatment of 
the advanced cases of the disease, which 
are known to be the centres of infection 
and spread of tuberculosis. The Irish 
medical authorities attribute the increase 
in the amount of tuberculosis to a com- 

bination of poor housing, insufficient 
and unnourishing food, bad sanitation, 
especially in the schools, and the large 
Irish emigration. 

Dr. Maurice Fishberg is authority for 
the statement that the number of deaths 
from tuberculosis among the Jews is 
from one-third that observed among the 
non-Jewish population around them and 
living in the same urban environment. 
Dr. Fishberg attributes this remarkable 
vitality of the Jews, and their immunity 
to sickness in general, to the fact that 
they have been for over 2,000 years 
dwelling in the city and are thus able to 

withstand more than their neighbors. 
As a means of checking tuberculosis in 

the principal cities of Brazil, the sanitary 
authorities of that country have institut- 
ed a campaign involving the expenditure 
of 11,250,000. The project includes the 
compulsory reporting of every case of 
tuberculosis, the establishment of hos- 
pitals, agricultural colonies, and sani- 
tariums. 

Nine deaths from tuberculosis were 
caused during the last year in the De- 

partment of Finance of New York City, 
due, it is claimed, largely to infection 
from the books and papers. After one 

of the bookkeepers in the· department 
died recently at his work from a hemor- 
rhage caused by consumption, the city 
health authorities closed the office and 
made a thorough fumigation of the books 
and premises. 

The National Commission on Country 
Life is studying the sanitary condition 
of the farmers, and will lay special em- 

phasis on tuberculosis in the rural dis- 
tricts. 

Consumption costs the United Statee 
200,000 lives of human being, double that 
number of cows and live stock, and at 
least one billion dollars in money every 
year. 

Very few people use more than a 

small percentage of their lung capacity, 
a fact which tends to produce consump- 
tion, especially in school children. 

The negro mortality from tuberculosis 
in the United States is about 150 per 
cent, greater than that of the white 

people. 
Tuberculosis is much less common 

among coal miners than among other 
classe· of people. According to the 
United States census statistics, miners 
and quarrymen occupy third place in the 
scale of least tuberculosis mortality, only 
bankers andtarmers being more immune. 

Dr. S. A. Knopf says, "A child pre- 
disposed to tuberculosis should not go to 

school before its eighth year." 
Flies are spreaders of consumption, 

by carrying the germs about from the 
sick to the well. 

The recent death from tuberculosis of 
a three months' old baby in Newark, N. 
J., born to a woman who had been dis- 
charged from a sanatorium for marrying 
a fellow patient shows what effect tuber- 
cular environment will have. The father 
died before the baby was born. The 
mother is dying. 

The health authorities of Chicago are 

endeavoring to make the railroads elec- 
trify their lines within the city. It is 
argued that 12,000 pounds of soot per 
acre In a year are deposited in some por- 
tions of the city by the soft coal used. 
The purification of the air and increase 
in sunlight secured by electrification 
would materially lessen the amount of 
tuberculosis. 

A Remarkable Winter for Birds. 
If the reporte that come io from many 

parts of New England can be relied upon 
this baa been a remarkable winter for 
bird·. The breeding season of 1908 was 

unusually favorable for the birds in most 
sections and this bas resulted in increas- 
ing their numbers. The fall was late 
witb fine dry weatber, and the flights of 
small birds came in numbers and etayed 
long. The largest flight of woodcock 
that has been Been for years went through 
the New England States in November. 
Woodcock were plentiful for a few days 
all along the Atlantic seaboard, as far 
south at least as southern New England, 
aud the flight extended well back into 
the interior. In southeastern New Eng 
land most birds moved south very re- 

luctantly. Bluebirds and swallows were 

reported in Plymouth and Bristol Coun- 
ties, Massachusetts, late in December, 
and a good many robins were seen up to 
the first week in January. The Carolina 
wren, whicb seems to bave invaded New 
England in recent years; and which has 
extended its range even to Maine has 
been reported In some localities this j 
winter. A few kingfishers were observed 
where the streams were still open, and 
wild geese were reported late in Decem- 
ber. Notwithstanding the fact that 
many birds bave remained with us long- 
er than usual, unusual numbers of cer- 
tain winter birds bave come down from 
the north, and farmers report "lots of 
small birds" in the fields and woods 
this winter. Flocks of the rarer white- 
winged crossbill, pine siskins and red- 
polls are reported. Tree sparrows and 
juncos have been seen in laige numbers. 
The season baa been so open in Massa- 
chusetts that these birds bave found a 

plentiful supply of weed seeds in the 
fields. Snowy owls are reported from ; 

along the coast. 
One correspondent from Maine claims 

to have seen that very rare bird the Bo-1 
bemian Wax-wing. Maine ornithologists 
should be on the lookout for this bird, 
for one is fortunate to get a sight of it in 
a lifetime. 

Everyone who lives in the country 
should feed the birds in winter. It is 
very little trouble to keep a few pieces 
of suet or some beef bones, with shreds 
of meat attached, tied up in the orobard 
trees out of reach of oats and dogs, as 
food for the birds. We shall be well 
paid for our trouble by the destruction 
of the inseot enemies of the trees. The 
birds attracted by the bait bung out will 
frequent the vicinity and while feeding a 

part of the time on the animal food thus 
provided for them will spend the rest of 
the time hunting insects on the trees. A 
little chaff from the barn floor should be 
thrown out under a shed or in some 
sheltered place to provide food for the 
seed-eating birds. 

Bird Legislation. 
Every legislature in New England is in 

session this winter. Now is the time to 
get legislation to protect those birds 
wbioh are now in danger of extermina- 
tion. Among these are the wood duck, 
the upland plover, the kildeer plover 
and the piping plover. These birds are 

disappearing rapidly in all these states. 
The wood duck and the upland plover 
are now protected by a close season of 
five years in New York, New Hampshire 
and Massachusetts. All uhooting of the 
kildeer and the piping plover should be 
prohibited, as they are rapidly nearing 
extinction in the north from spring ana 
summer shooting on their breeding 
rounds.
