Sheep Breeding.

SUGGESTIONS ON OUT-CROSBES
AND IN-BEEEDING.

I do not deem an out-cross a violent
one, even though not the most remote
relationship exists, if only the out-cross-
ing animal is identical in type, rendered
so by some generations of ancestors of
similar conformation and character.
Such out-crosses are most desirous, and
if the breeder could always oblain them
there would be no necessity for in-breed-
ing. On the other hand, any auimal of
the line, however near he may be related
if the type is wrong, the cross, with him,
is more or less violent in degree, de-
pendent upon the remoteness to the
type he represents in his make-up.

Type to type, with an ever watchful
and zealous effort to improve health,
constitution, feeding qualities and char-
acter, is the motto that 1 would adopt,
and let relationship take care of itself in
the main; but, when possible, introduce
unrelated animals to compromise with
the project we all entertain, rding
near relationship, but never sacrifice one
single iota of the original purpose of in-
dividual stamp for an out.cross that
may do incalculable barm in the way of
set-backs that will take years to correct.
I bave been wholly unable to see how
animals of perfect health, perfect diges-
tion, perfect form, perfect disposition,
perfect reproductive powers and pre-
potency, can deteriorate, however much
they may be in bred, if only all these at-
tributes are kept intact by proper care
and attention, always discarding those
that are not so endowed, if by accident
they happen to be produced from the
breeding herd,

The moat successful flock of Lincoln
sheep I ever bred were lambs out of
ewes with a common sire. 1 bazarded
the risk because the ram was great in all
essentials and very prepotent. Thoee
lambs were subsequently bred to uore-
lated sires and the best results followed,
in that the most desirable attributes of
the old sire were manifest in the out-
crossed. offsprings; and the flock has
continued to this day to breed back his
type, leaving out the individual make-
up, in a great measure, the characteris-
tics of the intervening sires, and I have
recently made up my mind to cast about
for a son of the old rath, in the hope
that I may more securely fasten his good
points on to the flock. Itis needless to
say that the son must possess unmistak-
able evidence of perfect health and vigor
of constitution.

It is a dangerous thing to select sires
haphazard, and I think I would advise,
if I advise at all, that the breeder with
ambition to be a leader should not go
outside of his own herd to get them, but
1 would have him deliberately set about
to breed them for his own use out of the
best he has at band from animals whose
capabilities and breed qualities and pre-
potency are a part of his intimate and
certain knowledge, based upon a close
scrutiny for years together.—H. M.
Brown in Indiana Farmer.

Feeds for the Dairy.

In the past year all the foodstuffs on
the market have been analyzed by us at
the experiment station and were found
in the case of mixed feeds to contain
just what was claimed by the companies
which was not the case a few weeks ago,
with two exceptions. One mixed feed
contained breweries grain and the other
kaffir corn. In buying these mixed
feeds | would advise to buy in sacks
that are marked, assuriog reliability.
The cottonseed meal on the market at
the present time is good and bas the
right yellow color. The oil or gluten
foodstuffs are not up to the standard
and care should be taken in buying
them, and the same can be said of the
distillers’ grain. The dairy feeds are
being made mostly from waste cereal
products and some of them contain of a
lot of fine grain ground clover.

The class of feeds that are fast gain-
ing popularity among the dairymen are
the so-called molasses feeds, which are
extremely palatable, and are made from
screenings from cereals and well-cared
corn stover soaked in molasses. They
have also found in some, a large amount
of weed seed, which is the screening of
the wheat of the West. These feeds,
however, contain the amount of protein
and fats that are guaraoteed. The
poultry feeds are fairly up to the stand-
ard but contain some ground oat hulls.
I do not favor the buying of any of the
new class of mixed feeds as they are not
always what they are said to be and in
case of mixed feed it is better to do the
mixing yourself. Stick to the old re-
liable brands and let the others go by.—
Turf, Farm and Home.

Many methods are advocated in the
papers for eradicaling quack grass, but
pone is quite so feasible and efficient, I
thick, as the following that I practice.
I plow sod or other land late in the fall,
about 6 inches deep, the next spring fit
the same thoroughly and deep, and sow
to barley or oats as early as possibie.
After the grain is harvested, I plow
again about the same depth and disk
and harrow thoroughly; then rake out
with a horse rake all lcose roots and
burn if the weather is dry, otherwise
draw and pile in some place where they
will do no harm. Ina few days or be-
fore the quack grass shows green, disk
and harrow thoroughly again, deeper, if
possible, and rake and burn as before.

in a short time, but before the quack
grass gets a start, plow again and disk,
harrow, rake and burn as before. If
necessary, repeat the process the third
time. The land should be plowed as
late in the fall as possible and leftina
light, loose condition, in' which coo-
dition freezing will very materially help
in killing the quack grass. By the
above method I have in two years com-
pletely killed quack grass in fields very
badly infected and raised a good crop of
n each year, a no small item in meet-
ing the expense of extra tillage. The

Height, Size, Substance.

Probably every one interested in
who is not an absolute tyro, ls
able to distinguish between height, size
and substance, as they apply to horses,
says a horse exchange. gpha height of
a borse is generally understood to mean
the distance from the level floor upon
which the animal stands, to the top of
the withers, and is expressed in bands.
A hand signifies a space of four inchea,
hence a horse that stands 15-2 measures
62 inches on a straight line from the
soles of his forward feet to the top of
his withers, and a 16-hand horse 64 in-
ches.

In measuring to get the exact height,
the horse should stand squarely and
natorally on his feet, the forward ones
pear together and the hind ones not so
far back as to cause him to appdar
stretched.

A horse may be tall and yet his barrel
may lack depth so that some animals
which stand 16 hands high will not
weigh more than 950 pounds. Such ani-
mals are not well proportioned. There
is “too much daylight under them,” as
old horsemen define such a conforma-
tion. Aun animal of that description is
seldom ‘of much value for any kiod of
service. He will soon break down if
used for saddle purposes, is apt to tire
oo the road if driven to harness, is not
adapted to pull heavy loads, is generally
a shy feeder, and lacking in endurance.
A well-proportioned 15-1hand horse that
weighs from 1000 to 1025 will outwear
two of the long-legged, light-barrelled
and light-waisted kind.

Size as applied to horses includes
their height, the length and depth of
their barrels, their girth around the
chest just back of the fore legs, and
around their barrel just in front of their
hind legs, or flanks, the girth around the
forearms at the elbows, stifles and gas-
kins, also just above and below the
koees and bocks. A horse may lack
heighth and still be termed a large horse
or he may have more than the average
height and still be a small or delicate
horse.

Substance, as generally understood,
refers to the abundance of muscular
tissue. A horse of substance is ome
whose framework is heavily clothed
with muscle. The animal may havea
high-boned frame, with the bones of the
legs large, and still not be a horse of
substance. He may simply be a coarse,
raw-boned animal. On the other hand
the bones of his frame may be only of
medium size and yet so abundaatly cov-
ered with muscle that he may properly
be called a horse of substance. A
Liorse that lacks substance may be so
heavily covered with fat that to the in-
experienced eye he may pass for a horse
of substance when be is deficient in that
reapect. There is a vast difference be-
tween adipose tissue "and muscular
tissne.

The point of the horse are best ob-
served when the animal is out of harness
aod is a trifle thin in flesh, for if he is
inclined to be slack in the coupling, or
weak in the loin, it can then be easily
detected. As was recently stated, horses
whose muscles are fine-grained and firm
to the touch, posseas quality. Such ani-
mals usually have fine short coats of
hair, their skins are thin and are tightly
drawn on the bones of their legs, and
the cords of their legs are so clearly de-
fined that their legs below the knees and
hocks have the appearance of being
fluted. The man who claims that be-
cause a long-legged, light-barrelled horse
is 16 hands high he is of horse substance
simply makes himself a laughing stock
among those who have learned the first
rudiments of horsemanship.—Maine
Farmer.

A Good Profit from Hens.

We will write up a little on poulty of
our experience for the year of 1008.
We wintered 225 hens. What we re-
ceived for eggsand chickens was $465
and we paid out for feed $245, leaving a
balance of $220 as profit or about $1.00
per hen but will say we buy bat little of
the hen feeds advertised in the poultry
papers. Perhaps it pays but we never
thought it would pay us, but we buy
oyster shells by the half ton. It cost us
last year about 345 for feed more than a
year ago. Still we are not discouraged
with the hen business. It takes a sight
of steps to look after 225 hens and yet
we have never known any business to
run itself and pay. Some how we do
not take to horses and of course we
conld't make it pay but we do like the
biddies and think they like us. Per-
haps we are not like most poaltry men.
We like a variety of breeds and colors
and all run together. We will say we
set but a few of our own eggs. We
don’t set a mixed lot of eggs. We set
full blood of some breed. Most of our
hens now are R. I. Reds, Barred Ply-
mouth Rocks and White Plymonth
Rocks. Ouar fancy runs more on the
White Plymouth Rocks. All the fault
we find with the Rocks, they get too fat
if you don't look out. We dor’t like the
Leghorns. Eggs too small and white
for the Boston market. We will say
here we shipped all our eggs to Massa-
chusetts. Our eggs and eggs we bought
last vear and shipped was about six
th nd d S 1 York, New
Sharon, in Tarf, Farm and Home.

Walk of the Horse.

There is much difference in different
individual horses of the same and every
breed in the matter of walking, some
having quicker steps and a longer stride,
which means the covering of greater dis-
tance in less time. I have found that
there are slow, medium and fast walkers
in every breed, says a writer in Farmers’
Review. As inrunniog, pacing and trot-
ting tbe walk can be made faster by
proper bandling in nearly all cases, but
some animals improve more than others.
It would be impossible to make a good
fast walker out of a horse whose step
was very short. I have noticed no dif-
ference in speed at the walk in the light
breeds of horses and others that were
fast walkers. The action in walk, as in
trot or other gaits, is largely inberited.
1 bave owned many horses that came
from the same family, ruoning first,
second, third and fourth generation, al-
moat all of them baving the same kind
of action, both in walk, trot and the
saddle gaits. [am, however, unable to
say all were good at flat-foot walk, but
many of them were, and it is my opinion
that while I think the k is
largely inherited, it can much im-

tillage also greatly benefits the land.—
James K. Bigelow, Jeff C ty,
Y., in New Epgland Homestead.

Notes from the Legislature.

A definite result was reached by the
Republican caucus of Tuesday evening
wbich considered the Stargis law an
allied measures. The decision was prac-
tically in accordance with the scheme
prepared by the committee of the for-
mer cancus, the substance of what it was
determined to do beiog as follows:

1. To pass a bll! authoriziog the governor to
remove delinquent county attorneys and to ap-
polat successors from the same party which
elected the delinguent official

2, To submit to the people a constitutional

sﬁenulumnl suthorizing toe governor to remove
delinguent sheriffs and appolnt thelr successors
from the same political party.

3. To repeal the Sturgls law, the repeal to
take effect if the constitutional mwmendment ls
adopted but not otherwlse.

“All Hancock County™ was present at
the hearing of Wednesday afternoon on
the bill which wounld exclude automo-
biles from the towns which make up
Mount Desert Island. The hearing last-
ed for four hours, before the judiciary
committee, and was held in the senate
chamber, which was packed all the after-
poon. This bill is asked for by numbers
of the wealthy summer residents of Bar
Harbor and the other towns om the
island, who desire to keep the roads free
for driving, and say the roads are not
adapted to antos. Not all the residents
are agreed upon the question, and there
is considerable opposition to the meas-
ure from Mount Desert, as well as from
automobile owners and people generally
through the state, who perceive danger
in the precedent which would be estab-
lished by such legislation. The com-
mittee has not yet reported on the bill.

The first really extended debate of the
session took place in the house Wednes-
day, on the Pattangall order to request
the Supreme Court for an opinion as to
the coustitutionality of the Bangor and
Aroostook Railroad rebate bill now be-
fore the legislature. The result was the
indefinite postponement of the order by
a vote of 79 to 55, the vote being nearly
on party lines, most of the Republicans
voting for indefinite postponement, and
most of the Democrats against it.

A resolve has been introduced for the
appointment of a commission to serve
without pay to investigate the judicial
system of the state, witha view to ex-
pediting business in the courts. It is
well known that in the present condition
of the Maine courts there is long delay
before the final decision of agreat many
cases, and it is for the purpose of learn-
ing the best method of enmlarging tbe
courts to do away with this that the in-
vestigation is designed.

Mr. Pattangall's latest is a bill to
and

abolish the bureau of industrial
labor statistics.

Senator Reynolds of Kennebec last
week introduced a bill which stipulates
that no savings bank or trust company
organized under the laws of the state
shall pay dividends or interest on de-
posits at a higher rate than three and
one-half per cent. There is provision
made in the bill that when the reserve
fund of a savings bank or the surplus of
a trust company equals ten per cent of
the deposits, the net profits shall be di-
vided among the depositors as extra
dividends.

A resolve providing for an amendment
to the constitution which will change the
date of the state election from Septem-
ber to November was presented Wednes-
day by Senator Donigan of Somerset.

The judiciary committee has made a
favorable report on the bill to create a
state board of charities and corrections,
this board to serve without pay. This
bill, if passed, would make quite a
change in the administration of a num-
ber of state iostitutions, as the state
Eriwn. jails, reform schools and

ospitals would be placed directly in
charge of this board.

Mr. Stanley bas introduced a bill to
provide for ice fishing in accordance
with the general law of the state, in
Spectacle, the Stanleys, Trafton and J.
Bird Ponds in Oxford County.

Two of the tax bills presented by the
tax commission have encountered quite
vigorous opposition. One was the bill
to make the poll tax unpiform at 35.00
throughout the state. This was favor-
ably reported, but on its passage was
bung up, and is now on the table. The
bill to tax saviogs deposits in national
banks is opposed by the banks, and it
was declared at the hearing on the bill
Thursday that if the legislature passes
the bill imposing a tax of one-half of
one per cent on such deposits, there
won't be a national bank left in Maioe in
ten years.

The two “bridge bills" now before the
legislature, putting the maintenance of
highway bridges, or a portion of it, up-
on the state, had a field day before the
committee Thursday, and while they
were vigorously supported, they were
almost as vigorously opposed. Portland
is particularly strong in opposition.

Ooe new town may result from this
gession of the legislature, the town of
Arundel, to becarved out of Kennebunk-
port. There are two sides to the mat-
ter, and considerable said on both sides.

The Bangor and Aroostook rebate
measure met its anticipated fate Thurs-
day morning. The railroad committee
reported to the house that the bill
ought to be indefinitely postponed, and
it was done. The report coming in this
form, in advance of a hearing, indicates
that the bill was withdrawn at the re-
quest of its promoters, a condition
which was foreshadowed by the remarks
of Mr. Montgomery, who introduced the
bill, when he spoke in the house in
Wednesday's debate. The house then
immediately passed the resolution intro-
duced by Mr. Davies on Wednesday, giv-
ing it as the sense of the legialature that
rebates of taxes to railroads are inex-
pedient. Only one member voted against
this, it being passed by a vote of 133
tol

A bill introduced by Senator Hamilton
on Thuraday, and said to be the “Fer-
nald bill,” because prepared in accord-
ance with Governor Fernald's ideas, pro-
vides for the appointment of a water
storage commission, composed of the
governor, the state land agent, and three
citizens, one of whom 1 be a civil
engineer. Only the engineer is to re-
ceive any salary. The commission is
authorized and directed to devise plans
for the progressive development of the
water powers of the state under state
ownership, control and maintenance for
the public use and benefit, and for the in-
crease of the public revenue. The com-
mission is to report to the next legiala-
ture immediately after it assembles.

Feb. 5. Included in ‘a lot of books,
pamphlets, broadsides, maps and other
literary property sold at anction in Bos-
ton on Wednesday was a copy of the
poetic 16mo, volume entitled *'The Vil-
lage,” which was written by Enoch Lin-
coln when he resided here, and which
was published in 1816 in Portland.
Fryeburg village is—or was—the village
of which the volume treats, and which
ave the book its title. Copies of this
k are now quite rare, and the onme
sold on Wednesday, though considerably
dilapidated as. to its covers, brought
§3.75. Shortly after the publication of
“The Village" the author entered politi-
cal life, and was successively a member
of Congress and governor of the state,
belng an incumbent of the latter office at
the time of his death, Oct. 8,1820. He
belonged to a distinguished family, his
father, Levi Lincoln, and a brother,®also
bearing the name of Levi, successively
filling the office of governor of Massa-
chusetts. On pages 75-79 of “The Vil-
lage” some sixty lines are devoted to a
severe and scathing philippic against in-
temperance and its resultant evils, Was
this denunciation of the excessive use of
spirituous drinks and their train of evils
ap exemplification of the truth of the
old saying that it is easier to preach
than to practice? There is a tradition
that Governor Lincoln himself indulged
too freely in the use of intoxicating
drinks, and this tradition makes the
foregoing query pertinent. Can any
reader of the Democrat tell whether
this tradition is based upon fact? At
about the time when Governor Lincoln
entered political life he removed from
Fryeburg to Paris, where he resided
several years, and then removed to
Portland, which was his place of resi-
dence at the time of his death.

THE WORD “WINTER.”

Some of these
le work quietly with nets, snares
and bird lime. The Metropolitan Police
arrested two Italians near Boston several
years ago with a bag full of birds taken
with bird-lime. A game warden within
ten miles of Boston found that a gan

of contract laborers practically clear

the woods of all birds in a section of his
town, leaving the earth about their
camps strewn with feathers. Their
chief game bird, the robin, now has a
market value of sixty cents a dozen.
Withbin a few miles of the capitol build-
ing of one New England state six *‘Po-
lackers,” armed with pistols and small
guns loaded with fine shot sat under the
wild cherry trees one Saturday after-
uoon and early Sunday morning aund
shot robins. The next day the heads of
105 robins were counted where the
women had plucked and dressed them
for the pot.

Even if the surface of the nalls is
alightly discolored or stained, do not be
tempted into using the end of the orange
stick upon them. They shonld never be
BOTA with any sort of bard instru-
ment, as their enamel is 80 exceedingly
delicate that it may not resnme its nor-
mal condition foral time, Far bet-
ter to patiently scrab them with asoap
or a little pumice and endure the
temporary mortification than to ron the
risk of permanently injuring them. Like-
wise, it the stick is pressed into their
base and under the flesb it will canse a
soft place in the growing portion of the
nail and in time an unsightly scar will
appear on the part above the moon,
which should be kept delicately pink, as
is the heart of a white rose.

To keep the nails any longer than the
finger tips is a mistake, as they are then
liable to break or to crack. Neither is it
a good plan to sharply point them. They
would better be gradually curved to fol-
low the natural shape of the finger tips.
This may be accomplished by running
the sandpaper chip over them once or
twice after sach hand washing. It will
be found that the practice will doaway
with the necessity of using scissors,
which in the hands of an amateur mani-
curist and even of one supposed to be an
expert, often work more evil than s
as there is always a temptation to shape
the tips of the nails with them. This
habit will soon render them tough and
brittle, rather tbad® thin and flexible.
Nor should bits of semi-detached cuticle
be clipped, for that will thicken the flesh
at the top of the fingers.

The chamois rag used regularly will
polish the nails quite as satisfactorily as
the manicure powders, and by induc-
ing circulation will brlnr the blood to
the fioger tips. That will cause them to
grow prettily and deliclously color nails
that are maintained in the correct state
of tissue-paper transparency.—Ex.

Recipes.

SARDINE OMELET.

Skin and bone six sardines; melt &
very little butter in a clean frying pan
and fry them lightly for one minute.
Prepare an omelet and cook it in the
ordinary way, and wheun sufficiently set
to be folded over, lay the fish neatly in
the center, season with pepper and salt,
fold over and serve immediately. Scatter
a few bits of finely chopped paraley over
the omelet and put some sprigs around
the dish.

TURKEY OR CHICKEN SOUFFLE.

Cook one cupful of milk with one tea-
spoonful of cornstarch that has been
moistened with a little milk. Add to
this one cuglul of cold minced turkey or
chicken and the yolk of one egg. Take
from the fire, add pepper and celery salt,
and let cook while you stir in the white
of an bgg. Now flll some buttered cups
with the mixtore and bake fifteen min-
utes. Serve hot.

OYSTEE RAREBIT,

Put into your chafing dish_or sauce-
pan half a pint of oysters, with their
own liquor, and cook a few moments
(until their edges begin to curl), then
turn them intoa hot bowl. Now put
into your pan one tablespoonful of but-
ter, half a pound of finely crumbled or
grated cheese and one saltspoonful each
of salt, Eaprika.and mustard. Beat two
eggs llilt'ly and add to the oyster liquor,
which been strained, and when the
cheeae is melted pour in gradually, stir-
ring all the time. Add the oysters, and
as soon as hot turn over hot toastor
crisp orackers.

A BUPPER DISH.

Butter thin slices of brown bread,
sprinkle them lightly with Worcester-
shire sauce, cover with a generous layer
of grated American cheese, season with
saltand paprika and bake in a hot oven
until the cheese is melted. Serve a
poached egg on top of each piece.

WALNUT AND CELERY BALAD.

Take equal parts of English walnuts,
or blanched almonds, and tender celery
cut into small pieces. Mix together.
Select some firm round beets all the same
size and boil until tender; skin and
scoop out the inside until not_hinf but a
red shell remains, Fill these shells with
the celery and nuts and put & generous
spoonful of mayonnaise on each. Make
a bed of letiuce leaves on the salad
plates and put a fllled beet in the center,

THE FAMOUS WALDORF BALAD,

Two cupfuls of celery chopped fine,
the grated rind of one orange and one
cupful of apples cut in dice. Take six
fine red apples and scoop out the inside,
making little cups for the salad. Mix
theabove with the following mayonnalse:
One very cold egg yolk with one tea-
spoonful of onionjuice and the yolk of
one boiled egg, one cupful of cold olive
oil, one tablespoonful of sugar, one table-
spoonful of vinegar, one tablespoonful
of lemon juice, one teaspoonful of salt
quarter of a teaspoonful of cayenne and
balf = teaspoonful of mustard. Mix
thoroughly by stirring the oll, drop by
drop to the egg and a few drops of vine-
gar, lemon, salt, pepper, eto., which have
previonsly been mixed together. Fill
i‘.he cups and serve on white lettuce
eaves.

BAVORY FRENCH TOAST.

Grate the rind of a lemon intotwo
cupfuls of milk, stir in a quarter of
acupful of sugar and simmer for five
mioutes, Toast some slices of bread,
drop them into the milk for two or three
minutes, then roll them in egg and fry in
butter. Sprinkle with powdered sugar
and cinnamon and serve.

ORANGE BHORT CAKE.

Peel six oranges, remove seeds and
white skin, slice and sprinkle with
sugar. Let these stand umtil you bake
the cake. Cream together one cupful of
sugar and half a cupful of butter. Btir
into the mixture one well-beaten egg,
balf a cupful of milk and one pint ot
flour sifted with two teaspoonfuls of
baking powder. Bake in two sheets.
When baked place the oranges between
the layers and serve with a sance made
from two cupfuls of hot water, one tea-
spoonful of butter, half a cupfal of
sugar, and enough corn starch to thick-
en. Flavor with the juice of one orange
and the grated yellow rind of two.
Serve hot.

MACAROON CUSBTARD.

Soak twelve macaroons for ten min-
utes in sherry wine. Beat two eggs
slightly, add four and a half tablespoons
of sugar, one-quarter of a teaspoon of
salt aud one cupful each of milk and
thin cream; then add two tablespoons
of blanched and chop
quarter of a teaspoonful of exiract and
four finely pounded macaroons. Turn
the mixture into the chafing-dish, ar-
range the soaked macaroonms on top,
cover and cook over hot water thirty
minutes. This pudding can also be
made in the oven, putting the custard in
a dﬁmddlng dish, setting it uncovered in
a dish of bolling water. Test it by sll

when it comes out clean the pudding is
done.—MoCall's.

About e
Ground Hog.

Even If you live In the clty you have
probably heard on the second day of
February some person say smilingly:
“This 1s ground hog day. Now we'll
see how much more winter there will
be.” As far back as modern history

A goes there have been superstitions and

legends nttached to the second day of
February. One of the old traditions is
that on Feb. 2, known as Candlemas
day, exactly at the hour of noon the
ground hog creeps out of his winter
burrow, He looks around him, and, if
the sun is shining enough for him to
gee even the faint shadow of himself,
back he pops into his hole to sleep Bix
weeks longer, because he percelves
there will yet be that much winter
wenther. On the other band, if Mr,
Ground Hog looks all about him and
sees only cloudy sky and gloomy weath-
er, then- he concludes winter is over
sufficiently for him to emerge from his
den, and he stays outdoors, -

Of course the meaning 1s that if
warm wenather comes too early In the
season we may expect cold weather
later In the spring, because apparently
we are to get just so much winter any-
how. But thousands of people former-
Iy really believed In the ground hog
superstition. In Germany the badger
was substituted for the ground hog,
and the saylng was that i{f on Feb. 2
the badger could see his shadow at
noon the winter was only half over. In
almost every country of Europe this
iden of a sunny Feb, 2 being a predic-
tion of cold weather was belleved in.
In Scotland they say: i

If Candlemnas day be dry and falr,
The half of winter's to come and malr.

Ground hog is one name for the
woodchuck, or North American mar-
mot. It belongs to the family of ro-
dents or gnawers. Its sclentlfic name
is arctomys, from two Greek words
which mean bear mouse, The animal's
hend is shaped like that of a bear,
while it s an Inveterate gnawer, like a

mouse. It is from fifteen to eighteen

inches long. Its legs are short, and its
body Is stout and “chuffy.” Its color
Is reddish brown, sometimes grizzled
with gray. The woodchuck I8 a vege-
tarian, living mostly on grass and
clover. Ited clover it likes best of all.

The woodchuck is widely distributed
over North America, from South Caro-
lina to Hudson bay and from the At-
lantle const as far west as Missourl.
It is fond of mountalnous reglons.
Woodchucks used to be so numerous
in our country that they sometimes did
damage to grass and clover crops, but
for two centuries a favorlte sport of
the American boy has been to take his
dog to the flelds and “dig out a wood-
chuek,” so that the tribe has become
rather shy and scarce, dodging the hu-
man species as Its greatest enemy,

The woodchuck is a hibernating ani-
mal—that Is, n creature that shuts It-
self up at the approach of winter and
remains almost motionless till warm
weather comes again. Whether hiber-
nating animals sleep through the win-
| ter months nobody knows. When dug
out of thelr dens some of them seem
stupld and almost lifeless for awhile
till they get warmed and waked up.

Very shortly after the middle of
September, even when the weather is
still warm and bright, the ground hog
goes into his burrow and Is hardly
ever scen till mild weather comes In
spring. At the end of his burrow he
has a hollowed out nest of warm, dry
grass, and there he lles quiet. The
world 1s many thousand years old, but
It is strange that in all these centuries
nobody has yet found out whether the
woodchuek lays up a store of winter
provisions or whether he just lles and
gleeps till the return of spring. BSome
naturallsts declare that this interest-
ing animal does put away a minfature
cellar full of dried grass and clover for
winter food. Others, equally learned,
think he does not, so who can say?

Dr. Bachman, a naturalist, once had
a woodchuck burrow opened In the
month of November. It was twenty-
five feet long.

In the antumn about the time the
ground hog retires to his all winter
bed he is very fat and sleek, and his
flesh makes good eating for those who
like it. The Indlans used to be very
fond® of it. If good food were less
plentiful in our land, no doubt wood-
chuck meat would be commonly eaten.
The young of this family of animals
appear In the month of April, when
the weather Is getting warm, and some-
times Mother Woodchuck has as many
as half a dozen bables to take care of
all at once.
