The Vision of Better Things. 
The farmer who ie ambitious to do 

better things than he has done in the 

past is the hope of this nation. 
Men do not always realize that they 

may be called to be farmers, just the 
same as some are chosen to be lawyers 
or doctors or preachers; but I hold it to 

be a fact that men are set apart for the 
farm in exactly the same way that they 
are for any of the so-called learned pro- 
fessions. If we understood this truth, 
there would be far less uneaeines» 
among the farming classes, still less die 
position to find fault with one's environ- 
ment and even less still of willingness to 
follow the same narrow channels year 
after year. 

The farmer who in some degree real- 
izes that great things are awaiting him 
if he does bis best to fill the places to 

which be has been predestined, will take 
long looks into the future. He will see, 
not simply the end of this day's work, 
but the object which can be reached 
only by years of faithful earnest en- 
deavor. 

Let us now apply this to the dairy 
farmer, just as practically as we can. 
First set it down for a fact that we are 
on the farru because there ie something 
really worth while for us to do. The 
great plan for us is that we shall do 
something which shall make this old 
world a little better. How can we do this? 

Begin just where we are. That seems 
to be the most sensible conclusion pus 
sible. We may never be able to strike 
twelve all at one time; but by keeping at 
it we may in the course of time get in 
rhe twelve strokes and make them count 
just the same. If we have not the 
money or the means to get about us the 
herd of cowe we would like at once, let 
us do the next best thing and, with the 
vision of the better dairy we would like 
Co have clearly in mind, strike toward it 
with all our might. 

Every man of us has a foundation for 
<uch a work under his feet. If he has 
not more than five or six cows, he is in a 

way to make his little herd larger and 
better. The thing is to go about it with 
in eye aud a heart single to the duty 
tud the privilege before him, and never 
be satisfied until he has reached the aim 
>f his aspiration. 

Mow, «ay a man has these few cows, 
what next? Well, next, let him hold a 

;ouncil of war with himself and decide 
which of tboee cows are the best. By 
;he beet I mean, those which by virtue 
tf their age, physical characteristics aud 
ictual performance are best qualified to 
tct as breeding stock. Some of the 
:ests which may be applied here are, 

quantity and quality of milk; build of 
>ody; capacity of udder; condition of 
iiealth; aud hereditary tendencies. 

These teste may strike out some cows 

which have been looked upon as choice 
and which have held first place in the 
tffectious of the owner. Let that be as 

it may, sentiment must not be permit- 
ted to hold sway at a time like this. 

Having determined which are the 
:own best fitted to become the mothers 
jf the dairy herd which is to be, let the 
jwner mate these cowe with the best 
possible sire. If he has none of his own, 
*nd does not yet feel able to invest in 
*ucb a one as will satisfy the require- 
ments of the situation, let him look 
about among bis neighbors for such a 

*ire. it may be he will be compelled to 

go a long way to reach such an animal. 
This should not discourage him; neither 
jhould it stand in his way that he must 
pay a considerable sum for the service 
lie" secures. The money will all come 

back to him in the long run. 
When the calves begin to come from 

these cows, let him make it the work of 
his life to bring them up to maturity in 
the best possible condition. Calves are 

many times neglected. This is a sad 
mistake. It makes all the difference in 
the world how we raise the calves. We 
lay stress on the treatment of children 
wiien young. Even the colt is cared for 
with great solicitude. Why not the 
bows which are to furnish us our living 
co-morrow 

At the same time that the calvee are 

coming up, let the ambitious farmer be 
Join g other things in the way of rearing 
for the better dairy which is in hi» 
Jreams. Δ better barn, with a silo to 

furnish succulent food; a good system of 
ventilation; some good dairy require- 
ments, if be intends to make up his milk 
it home; good churns, and in fact all the 
Accessories for better work in the house 
ind at the barn. 

Also let bitn nee that be has a pure 
water supply which will never fail. Let 
the pasture be brought into the best 

possible condition. The brush and 
weeds may be cut off, the old moss- 

bound turf rooted up and seeded dowd 
to good pasture grass, and the water 

•upply attended to In the meadows 
She same system of improvement may be 
adopted. Forces may be rebuilt and 
«tones ail picked up clean. 

Following this plan carefully and sys- 
tematically for a few years the farmer 
will see the vision coming true. He will 
become more and more convinced that 
he may do what he wants to do and ful- 
rill the mission upon which he has been 
jeut.—Turf. Farm and Home. 

Have a Small Fruit Uarden. 

Let ub not forget that there Is one 

very important thing before us to con- 

sider and to think about this winter. 

Stop, look, think, and see what the pros- 
pects are for a small fruit garden the 

coming spring. Let us not, forget that 
we can live like kings if we have lots of 
faith in this business. Take pride in 
the work, talk fruit culture to your 
oeighbors, get interested in this cause, 
read the fruit papers and fruit cata- 

logues and you will form some good idea 

i>f what is wanted in this line of fruit 
culture for your family. Many hungry 
little folks are growing up in our fami- 
lies who are just starving for small fruit 

to eat. Now is the time to stop, look, 
think, and see what we shall have to 

live on during the long, hot summer 

months. Turn away from the pork bar- 

rel and potato bin and live. Fruit is 

much cheaper and healthier for those 

little, hungry souls that are crying for 

berries. 
Let us not forget that when you make 

■a good beginning in this work it is half 
done. Get the children interested in 

this new business and they soon learn to 

love the work and grow up and make a 

success in life in growing small fruits 

for a business. 
The field is large; not but a very few 

engage in this industry and there are big 
profits for your labors. Many long, 
happy outdoor hours will give you great 
enjoyment. To gro# first-claes fruit it 

take* skill, much ambition, love for the 

work, but much enjoyment comes when 

the fruit is ready for your inspection. 
Many owners oî homesteads and 

others having a small piece of land do 

not grow any small fruits but consider 
them a great luxury. 

I believe all tillers of the soil are en- 

titled to the first grades of what s 

grown on their farms. Small fruits 

seem to fill a great want and one that 

can be easily secured by most everybody 
who has ambition and love for outdoor 

exercise. Don't neglect this any longer ; 
now ie the time to prepare for next 

spring's planting.—-Cor· Maine Farmer.

The Saddled Prominent Caterpillar. 
(Bulletin ot Maine Agricultural Experiment 

Statua.) 
The Maine Agricultural Expermeot 

Station la now sending out Bulletin 101 
which contains an acoount of an investi- 
gation upon the Saddled Prominent Cat- 
erpillar and gives means by which or- 
chards and shade trees may be protected 
from further inroads by this insect. 

The hardwood forests of Maine suf- 
fered severe attacks from caterpillars 
this past summer, thousands of acres 

being stripped in July and August, un- 
til the trees stood bare as winter growth. 
Although several species were at work, 
the greater part of the injury was due 
to the saddled prominent caterpillar. 
This insect belongs to a group that in 
the adult or moth stage is characterized 
by a prominence on the margin of the 
forewing and are known in consequence 
by the popular name of The Prominents. 
The term saddled is applied to the 
species under discuesion because of a 
reddish brown saddle-shaped marking 
on the back of the caterpillar. It is 
closely related to the unicorn prominent, 
the two lined prominent and others 
similarly named. 

The saddled prominent is a native 

species but like most soft bodied cater- 
pillars is usually beld in check by birds, 
insect parasites and other natural con- 
ditions. The summer of 1007, however, 
was especially favorable to caterpillar 
life and the saddled prominent got such 
a headway at Upper Gloucester, North 
Fryeburg and other localities that the 
danger for 1008 seemed great. The en- 

tomologist at the experiment station, 
therefore, spent a considerable portion 
of the season just past, in districts where 
this phenomenal insect outbreak occur- 

red, making observations on the char- 
acter of the work, tho unknown points 
in regard to the life history -of this in- 
sect, the insect enemies and other nat- 
ural conditions working against it.

Are You Going to Farmers' Week? 
It goes without saying that the pro- 

gram offered during the third annual 
Farmers' Week at the University of 
Maine, March δι h to 12th, surpasses any- 
thing in its width and scope that has 
been offered by any college or univer- 
sity in the east for a similar period of 
time. 

An examination of the program will 
show that there is something in it for 
every man, woman and child in Maine. 
To the man interested in animals, dairy- 
ing, or poultry a full week's instruction 
is offered. To the general farmer, the 
potato grower, and others numerous 
exercises of much interest and value are 

offered, while the fruit grower can ob- 
tain information which will prove of 
great financial value to him. The edu- 
cators of the state and town officials 
should be interested in the conferences 
which pertain to better schools and bet- 
ter town governments. 

Elome making, home sanitation, and 

good cooking are now believed to be 

worthy of careful scientific study. 
Women io our cities as well as women 

from the country, and teachers in our 

public schools especially should plan to 

spend the week at Orono and receive the 
benefits of the high class of instruction 
which will be given by the specialists in 
these lines during Farmers' Week. 

If not a single thing of practical agri- 
cultural value, and that would be im- 
possible, was gained by spending the 
week at Orono, the inspiration, and 
good which comes from association for 
a time with others engaged in similar 
lines of work would certainly result in 
causing everyone to make a more care- 
ful study of the factors which work for 
rural betterment. 

In short there Is not a citizen of the 
state who can afford to miss participat- 
ing in this most valuable program which 
cannot but do much for the industrial 
development of Maine.

Making Morgan Horses. 

The effort being made in New Eng- 
land, especially in Vermont, to rehabili- 
tate the Morgan horse and make It again 
a widely diffused type in this country 
are commendable, and will result in 
good to the country in exact ratio to the 
extent of its success. Even if true, as 

asserted, that there are no pure-blood 
Morgaus in the country, nor that can 

trace their unmixed blood back to the 

recognized pure-blood horses of the past, 
stijl the effort is commendable and will 
result in good if persisted in. 

If the best type of horses known to 
contain any Morgan blood are selected 
for breeders, if they are bred intelli- 
gently, and if only the best of the prog- 
eny is allowed to be used in reproduc- 
tion, and this course is persisted in for 
several years, a family of horses will 
have been created which will be good, 
even excellent, roadsters, and In due 
time will be acknowledged as a type of 
great usefulness and value. All of the 
recognized "full bloods1' or breeds of 
animals of whatever sort were made in 
this way, and the best breeds of animals 
for the future will be so made. The 
starting point in all breed construction 
has been from common and not royal 
blood. 

In creating breeds, the desire basal- 
ways been to realize a certain type 
which the breeder had in mind. He 
tiret got the animals nearest to that 

type, and by careful selection and mat- 
ing he finally saw his ideal realized. 
The Morgan people have the ideal, the 
old Morgan; they have horses near that 

type, if not the very type, and by proper 
selection and mating, ever weeding out 
variations from the type, the type will at 
last be realized, even if tbere is no old 
Morgan blood yet in existence. If there 
is some of that blood left, and doubtless 
there is, the work will be easier. But in 
either event, the attempt is a worthy one 

and good will come out of it if the right 
methods obtain; it should be encour- 

aged, not discouraged.—Farm Progress. 

Insect Notes for 1908. 
(Bnlletln of Main* Agricultural Experiment 

Station.) 
The Maine Agricultural Experiment 

Station is now mailing Bulletin No. 162 

containing an account of the more im- 

portant insects found in the state during 
1908. 

The past two seasons in Maine have 
been conspicuous for unusal insect ont· 
breaks. Caterpillars, grasshoppers, 
plant lice, beetles, spittle insects. Baw- 

dies, and various other kinds of inseots 
have been troublesome enough to cause 

considerable alarm. In most cases the 
trouble is probably only of temporary 
importance as few of the species are 

likely to prevail in such numbers for 

many years in succession. Such out- 
breaks have many interesting phases,— 
the prominence of species usually rare, 
the increase of insect parasites and pre- 
daceous insects and unwonted manifes- 
tations of various sorts. 

On account of the questions asked 
about "the white pine blight," a brief 
mention of this is given and an aocount 
of several pine insects. The bean worm, 
the blackberry cane borer, and other 
wide spread peats are discussed. 
Among the insects heretofore unrecord- 
ed are given a new species of sprnoe 
caterpillar and a new gall mite on the 
red asb.

Notes from the Legislature. 
The legislature i* now getting to that 

stage of its existence where the Held day 
aod its oratory tigure in the forenoon 
sessions of the two houses, and the ef- 
forts of the orators are not oontined to 
the committee hearings, though there 
are still a number of these on the calen- 
dar, both for this week and next, and 
the introduction of new measures has by 
no means ceased as yet. 

Last week there were two particularly 
interesting field days in the house, one 

on Wednesday, when the resolve ap- 
propriating $47,500 for each of the two 

years for the propagation and protection 
of fish was under consideration, and the 
other on Thursday, when the resolve ap- 
propriating 9350,000 for an addition to 

the state house was considered. Both 
measures were opp sed by Mr. Pat- 
taugall of Waterville, who is playing the 
economy string continuously. Neverthe- 
less both measures passed the house. 
The tish appropriation is nearly double 
that of former years. Although the 
state house resolve was reported unani- 
mously by the committee, and no one 

appeared to oppose it at the hearing, 
Mr. Pattangall endeavored to make op 
positon to it a Democratic measure in 
caucus, and succeeded so well as to rally 
5S votes in the house for indefinite post- 
ponement. There were SI votes against 
postponement, and the resolve passed. 

Measures that have been killed for the 
session are the bill establishing a uni- 
form poll tax of 13 00, which was in- 
definitely postponed in the house Tues- 
day, and the Donigan bridge bill, which 
was defeated in the senate Thursday. 

The temperance committee has voted 
unanimously in favor of the Hastings 
bill, taking away the discretion of the 
court, and making imprisonment com- 

pulsory where it is named iti the stat- 
utes. On resubmission the committee 
divides on political lines, the Republican 
majority opposing and the Democratic 
minority favoring it. 

Governor Kernald took a hand in the 
making of expenditures on Thursday, 
and cailed some of the members of the 
legislature in to see him. As the resalt 
it is said that certain appropriation» 
now pending will be shaved down by it 

total of about $100,000. 
The question of election of the attor- 

ney general, state treasurer and secre- 

tary of state by the people is in disagree- 
ment between the house and senate. 
The resolve providing for a constitu 
tional amendment to have them chosen 
by the people is approved by the house 
and disapproved by the senate, and the 
matter is now in conference. 

Several hours were taken up Thursday 
afternoon and evening with a hearing 
before the judiciary committee on a bill 
allowing the Mexico Water Co. to ex- 

tend its plant and issue bonds. A large 
number of Mexico people and or hers in- 
terested were present at the hearing. 
The measure is opposed by the town by 
vote at a town meeting· The chief ob- 
jection is on the ground of the manner in 
which the company was organized and 
the contract with the town, the legality 
of which is questioned, was signed. 
Tbe hearing, which began in tbe middle 
of tbe afternoon, was not finished until 
after 9 o'clock in the evening.

WHEN YOU WEEP. 

The Way That Tears Act Upon the 
Human Organism. 

Professor Waynbaum, M. D., of 

Paris publishes souie queer facts re- 

garding the uature and purpose of 

tears, coming to the conclusion that 

tears act upon the human organism 
"like chloroform, ether or alcohol." 

"When a human being gives way to 

sorrow," says Dr. Waynbaum, "the 

blood pressure in the brain decreases. 
The tear helps in this process, which 

benumbs the brain for the time being, 
causing passivenese of the soul al- 

most approaching Indifference. 
"Tears are blocd, changing color by 

their passage through the lachrymal 
glands. One can drown his sorrow in 

team as one can benumb his senses 

by the use of alcohol or drugs. When 

a person -cries the facial muscles con- 

tract and the appearance of the face 

changes, which action facilitates the 

white blood letting, driving the blood 
particles kito the lachrymal gland, 
from which they issue in the shape of 

tears. 
"Children whose nervous system is 

particularly tender derive great ben- 

efit from crying occasionally. The act 

of crying relieves their brains. The 

same may be said with respect to wo- 

men." 
The professor likewise explains whj 

laughter sometimes produces tears, 

but the explanation is too technical 

for reproduction.

and thrown a portion of the weight of 

bis body on the cord until he had stran- 

gled. The body wae not cold when dis- 

covered. 
Coroner William J. Wheeler was eum- 

moned, but it was so plainly a case of 

suicide that no inquest was necessary. 
Mr. Tobin had been a resident of Can- 

ton for many years. He was 65 years of 

age, and had never been inarvied. His 

only living near relative is a sister, Mrs.

tion, he said, of the village against the

Why shouldn't we have some, 
of the money expended for our needs? I 

L. S. Swan said that as a resident of | 
South Paris Village Corporation, he 
didn't believe in the town building the 

•ewer, but if the corporation wished to 
do it he would favor it. 

On a viva voce vote on the question the 
chair was in doubt. On a show of hands 
the motion was carried, and the article 
was passed over, by a vote of 115 to 76. 

Article 30 was then token up out of 
order on motion of Mr. Wright. This 
was in relation to the Thomas Crocker 
fund. This fund, as explained by Mr. 

Wright, was of 11000, willed by Mr. 

Crocker, the income to be used for the 
benefit of the worthy poor of the town. 
This has been lost by investment. Mr. 

Wright explained the clroumstances, 
and said that no one was to blame for 

the loss. He advooated restoring the 
fund. 

C. W. Chase said he could not see that 
it was any worse for the town to furnish 

help to any one out of one fund than 
another. The town had got to take care 

of its poor, anyway. 
Mr. Wright replied, pointing out the 

difference between the payment of 

money for the support of a pauper, and 

help given out of the Crocker fund for 
the benefit of the worthy poor. 

There was considerable discussion 
over this matter, some of which had 
little to do with the thing under con- 

sideration. 
Mr. Wright finally moved that the 

town assume the Crocker fund as a per- 
manent trust fund, and pay interest on 

it at the rate of four per cent, for the 

purposes for which it was given. The 
motion was carried by a chorus of ayes, 
with no vote in opposition.

STATS K5T0M0L00IBT ΗΤΤΟΗΙΝΘ8 SPEAKS 

TO OXFOBD COUKTT FBUIT flBOWlM. 

The meeting of the Oxford County 
Fruit Growers' Association held last 
Wednesday at the ball of Paris Orange 
in South Paris was addressed both fore- 
noon and afternoon by Professor E. F. 
Hitcbings, state entomologist of Maine, 
practically the entire time being taken 
up by bim. In spite of the rain above 
and the slush beneath, there was a good 
turnout of interested frnlt growers and 
other·, to whom the meeting was open. 

After celling the meeting to order at 
10:30 a. m., President J. A.Roberts of 
Norway asked for a report of the hear- 
ing on the apple packing bill prepared 
by this association and presented in the 
legislature, and G. W. Q Perbara of 
Bryant's Pood stated that the bearing 
was very satisfactory, and be bad the 
impression that the bill had a good proe- 
peot of passage. President Roberts 
stated that the bill bad been favorably 
reported. 

Professor Hitcbings was introduced to 
speak at the forenoon session on fun- 
gous diseases of fruit trees. He first 
called attention to the importance of 
Maine making the most of ber resources 
in the matter of the raining of fruit. 
Other states are making great strides 
in that industry, yet in a great exhibi- 
tion in New York elate, where there 
were 20,000 plates of trult shown, Mr. 
ditchings said he saw no Baldwins 
equal to our Maine Baldwins, be did not 
tee a Nodhead fit to ear, and many other 
varieties were inferior to our Maine 
fruit. But we mnst care for our or- 

chards. If you should set out New 
York trees in the grass ground with a 

:rowbar, would you expect them to do 
well and raise good fruit? We would 
lot follow any such method with our 
:ultivated crops, but too much orchard- 
ng is done that way. 

Incidentally Mr. Hitcbings mentioned 
tome infested nursery stock that might 
>e coming to Maine thia year. We are 
inable to protect ourselves in our im- 
itations of nursery stock, as we de- 

ilre, because we are Interfering with in- 
erstate commerce. All nursery stock 
somes from France, wbere it is raised 
rom the seeds of the apples used for 
he manufacture of champagne. The 
mporiations from Franco to the New 
fork nurseries, for the month of Jan- 

tary alone, so lie bad been informed by 
he New York authorities, contained 
800 nests of the brown-tail moth, which 
iew York does not now have. 

After describing some orchards which 
ie bad visited, which wore under a high 
tate of cultivation, Professor Hitcbings 
ook up the principal topic of bis ad- 
irées, referring to the severe winter- 
:iliing of two years ago. Last year he 

ospected over sixty orchards, and in 
>11 cases they were more or less diseas- 
id. Following that winter-killing there 
s a diseased condition, a canker, a fun- 
;ous growth, which attacks the trees in 
beir weakened condition, as any in- 
ec'ious disease attacks human beings 
η an enfeebled condition. 

The germs of this canker are in the 
Jr, and in the fall they blow with the 
rind and lodge on tbe buds of the next 
ear's growth. We can cure this dis- 
ase. On every orchard I visited we 

lad a practical demonstration of that 
act. Every particle of the canker 
hould be carefully removed from the 
ree with a scraper. Then use a strong 
olution of copper sulphate. When it 
Iries, give the place two coats of lead 
ud oil Do not use ready mixed paint, 
« the turpentine it contains is an irri- 
ant. The canker works quickly. Have 
een a good, apparently thrifty tree, in 
ull bloom, dead in two months. 
Professor Hitcbings described the 

iroper methods of trimming trees and 
irotecting the stumps against infection 
iy fungus, also the stopping of knot 
loles, and mentioned an instance found 
α thoir gypsy moth work, where in a 

iole in a largo tree were found 0000 clus- 
ers of eggs, containing an average of 
00 eggs each. Numerous questions 
rere asked him by those present, and 

ully answered. 
Dinner was served by Paris Grange in 

he dining room, and the afternoon

on. Professor Hitcbings' afternoon 
alk was on the insect enemies of the 
rchard. Before beginning upon that 
e mentioned tbe possibility of a large 
lew England fruit show in Bouton next 

all, and urged that if that is to be a 
lew England show, Maine should not be 
t tbe end of tbe tail. He also request- 
d the assistance of the aHsociation in 

iaking a fruit census such as the de- 
artment desires, and for which it now 

aw no data. 
It ia just at* essential, «aid be, that we 

now our insect friends as our insect 
oes. There are many of both. When 
ou are spraying for the codling moth, 
ou may be killing thousands of insects 
bat you did not even know had an ex- 
iiauuo. 

After outlining the general life history 
if a perfect insect in its four stages, 
'rofessor Ditchings took ap the brown- 
ail moth, and gave its life history, (lif- 
erent from that of any other moth we 

mow. The small caterpillars stay In 
heir nest all winter', protected by the 
ilk of the nest from the cold weather. 
Contrary to the impression of some, the 
old rarely kills m->ro than a few of the 
ititside ouee in a nest, and the brown- 
ail is a serious menace to this section of 
he state. There is, however, a disease 
if the brown-tail that is even more con- 

agious than smali-ροχ in humans, and 
his is our only hope for eradication of 
lie brown-tail.

eply. "The gypsy is another customer. 
! have seen gypsies covered with the 

iporee of the brown-tail disease, but 
bey could not penetrate the thick skin 
>f the caterpillars. We have to sprny 
or the gypsy now with arsenate of lead. 
:!e baa got so that Paris green is just a 

;ood salad for him." 
There was a laugb at this, but the 

ipeaker practically reiterated his state- 
nent, and mentioned instances wherp he 
tad seen gypsies eating Parie green with 

ipparentrolish. 
He then described eome parasites 

ivhicb work upon caterpillars. Some 

parasites have been seen upon the 
irown-tail, and on the forest tree cater- 

pillars which did so much damage to the 
jard wood growth last year they were 

rery thick, so that I don't think we shall 
3β troubled another year. In October 
[ made some examination, and In my 
opinion not over one per cent of the 

caterpillars were then alive. 
The question was here asked if the 

tiard wood trees stripped by this cater- 

pillar were going to be killed, and 
Professor Hitchings replied in the nega 
live. Deciduous trees will stand three 
successive stripping». Evergreeen trees, 
in the contrary, are killed by one strip- 
ping. That is why we dread the gypsy. 
Once let It get away from us, and it will 
be good-bye to Maine pine and spruce. 

Of the perhaps 200 varieties of orchard 
insects, we are seriously concerned with 
inly a few, and there are many of which 

you have probably never suspected the 
existence. Of the common, long-known 
ones, the speaker mentioned a few. 

The railroad worm, or trypeta, there 
is no known way of combating except 
by keeping the apples picked up and 
fed to sheep or hogs, or keeping the 
animals in the orchard to eat the fruit 

Spraying does not reach them. Wben I 
moved back to the farm, I found the or- 

chard badly infested with trypeta. Τ 
set the children to picking up the ap- 

Eles, and in three years' time the trypeta 
ad practically disappeared. 
The codling moth is one of the best 

known of our enemies. It can not be 
caught by paten i traps or such devices, 
whioh are a delusion. 

The apple borer can only be fought 
by watching for the signs of his work at 
the foot of the tree, and killing the 
borer the first year of bis life, before be 
has done any really serious damage. 

Pew orchardiits perhaps know that 
there is such a pest as the bud moth. 
De works by night, cutting off the buds, 
and going back into the ground by day. 
The climbing cutworm works the same 

way, and is not seen by day at all. 
The woolly aphia la a aérions peat, 

making not only the white petobee on 

the treee, bnt Rail· on the root·. There 
•re also various kind· of lice which 
work npon the tree·. 

"I uiame that you are spraying your 
orohards," said Professor Hi tellings. 
"How many of you spray in April?" He 
■eld the first (preying «boula be done 
early, before the bud· begin to open, 
with Bordeaux mixture. For the later 
spraying, Paris green should be added. 
Never spray while the trees are in blos- 
som, but spray as soon as the petals 
have fallen. 

A number of cases from the state en- 

tomological exhibit were shown, which 
exhibit the most common orchard pests, 
ao3 many questions asked by the au- 
dience were answered fully by the 
speaker. He has made insects bis study 
since early boyhood, and ha· a familiar· ! 
ity with bis subject which makes what 
be has to say not only authoritative but 
very interesting.

Usee for Canned Fruit·. 

One of the beet fruits to have on band 
is pineapple, for no other so lend· Itself 
to desserts. Of oonrae it ia a great 
trouble to put it up at home, because of 
the peeling and removal of its eyes; per- 
haps 'it is for this reason that so many 
housekeepers omit it from their list of 
winter preserves. But where this Is the 
case it is |easy to buy the fruit tinned, 
and certain brands are delicious, even 

better than borne made, and go farther 
in cooking. Both the alioed and grated 
pineapple are a wise Investment. There 
are many ways of using it. 

pike cones. 

With a fluted cooky-cutter cut some 

slices of stale cake into rounds; lay 
these on a flat dish, and on each one put 
a small pyramid of grated pineapple 
drained of juice, and press into shape 
with a knife. Put the juice from the 
can into a sauoepan on the fire, and to 
one cupful add a teaspoonful of arrow- 

root moistened with a little cold water; 
cook till it clears and thickens, and 
sweeten to taste; pour slowly from a 

spoon over the cones, coating them with 
a jelly; let them stand until cold and 
firm and then lift on to another dish to 
serve. Pass with them cream, or cus- 

tard, or fruit juice. Corn starch or con- 
fectioners' sugar may be used in plaoe of 
the arrowroot if desired, to give the 
cones a white cover. 

PINEAPPLE SANDWICH. 

Cut from a stale loaf of cake stffae 
oblong slices, or buy email sponge cakes 
and split them open; spread each piece 
with grated pineapple and preos to- 

gether; cover with powdered sugar and 
stick them full of blanched almonds; 
pass with these a very cold soft boiled 
custard. 

PINEAPPLE SPONGE. 

Take grated pineapple, and to a-cup- 
ful add half a box of gelatine, soaked in 
cold water and dissolved over steam; 
sweeten to taste with sugar and water 

syrup if it is not sweet enough already. 
Beat till it cools, and then fold in lightly 
the stiffly beaten whites of four egge; 
put into a mould to harden, and serve 

with fruit juice or cream. 

PINEAPPLE JARDINIERE. 

Take canned pineapple, either sliced or 

grated, and drain well. Set on ice, and 

prepare one banana finely diced, the 

pulp of a grapefruit, and a balf-ponnd 
of white grapes seeded. Mix lightly, 
sweeten with sugar-and-water syrup, 
and serve in glasses, topping each with a 

cherry. If the pineapple is sliced shred 
it before adding the other fruits. 

PINEAPPLE JELLY. 

Shred into small pieces a can of pine- 
apple; drain off the juice, and measure 

it; to half a pint add as much water and 
the juice of a lemon, with more sugar if 
not sufficiently sweet; add to this a heap- 
ing tablespoonful of gelatine dissolved in 
oold water, and heat with the juice; put 
the pieces of fiult into a mould, prefer- 
ably a circle, and pour over the strained 

jelly; set on ice, and when firm turn out 
and fill the oentre with stiffly whipped 
cream. Chopped almonds add greatly 
to this dessert. 

PINEAPPLE AND CREAM. 

Take large, fine slices of canned pine- 
apple and arrange on a flat glass dieb ; 
on each one put a spoonful of stiffly 
whipped cream, sweetened and flavored, 
and top with a cherry. Serve well 
chilled. Spoonfuls of ice cream may be 
used in place of the plain cream. 

PINEAPPLE PUDDING. 

Take three small cupfuls of scalded 
milk, one-fourth of a cup of cold milk, 
one-third of a cup of corn starch, one- 
fourth of a cup of sugar, the whites of 
three eggs, and a pinch of salt. Mix 
corn starch, sugar, and salt, add to the 
cold milk, stir into the hot milk, and 
cook fifteen minutes in the double boiler, 
then half a can nf grated pineapple; stir 
well, cool, and fold in the stiff whites of 
the egge; put into a mould and set on 

ice; serve with cream. 

PINEAPPLE SHERBET. 

Boil two cups of water with one of 
sugar; dissolve a tablespoonful of gela- 
tine in cold water and stir in the hot 
syrup; beat till cold; then add four well- 
beaten egg whites and the contents of a 

can of grated pineapple, with the juice 
ofalpmon; freeze and serve in glasses. 
PINEAPPLE EGGNOG (FOR AN INVALID.) 

Beat slightly-one vory fresh egg; add 
two tablespoonfule of water and two of 
pineapple juice; strain over crushed ice, 
and sweeten to taste. 

CHERRY TART. 

Drain a can of rich preserved cherries; 
make a delicate crust, and line a pie tin; 
bake this light brown; till with the cher- 
ries, and cover with the juice off the can 

boiled down thick with more sugar; 
turn this hot very slowly over the fruit, 
and set in a warm oven for fiftoen min- 
utes; serve cold with or without cream. 

DEEP CHERRY TART. 

For this use canned cherries, not pre- 
served. Fill a deep baking dish with 
the fruit and juice, dust with Hour, add 
bite of butter, and over the top put a 
thin crust; bake brown and serve slight- 
ly warm. 

CHERRY JELLY. 

Drain a can of preserved cherries; 
put the fruit into a mould and add a 

tablespoonful of gelatine to a large pint 
of juice heated; pour over the cherries, 
and set on ice; if necessary add more 

sugar. Serve with cream. 

CHERRY TAPIOCA. 

Drain a pint can of cherries; soak a 

cup of pearl tapioca in two cups of cold 
water till the water is absorbed; sim- 
mer them with the juice off the cherries 
(or half an hour; add the cherries, turn 
Into a mould, and set away; when cold 
serve with a sauce made of a cup of 
cream whipped stiff, mixed with tbe 
stiff white of one egg, half a cup of 
powdered eugar, and flavoring to taste. 

FANCY JELLY. 

Take any highly flavored prepared 
jelly—orange, lemon, or other—or make 

qnart of clear lemon jelly. Into a 

fancy mould drop cherries from a can, 
fitting one into each point; fill up the 
mould with the hot jelly and set on ice; 
surround with fruit. 

CHERRY ICE CREAU. 

Make a plain rich white cream and 
flavor witb the cherry juice, which must 
t>e very rioh and sweet. Freeze, serve 
In glasses, and over each one put a table- 
spoonful of finely chopped cherries. 

STRAWBERRY CAKE. 

Make any nice layer cake; between 
the layers put mashed preserved straw- 

berries, drained of juice, and on top put 
lightly whipped, sweetened cream; dot 
with large berries. Or bake a shallow 
ftngel's food and pile the top with whip- 
ped cream and berriee after icing the 
sides. 

STRAWBERRY SNOWBALLS. 

Boil some rice; when done mould into 
small balls, putting one large preserved 
strawberry into the center of each; cool, 
pile on a dish, and dust witb powdered 
sugar; around the base of the pyramid 
put the rest of the can of berries with 
the juice. 

APRICOT TRIFLE. 

Stand halved apricots on rounds of 
itale sponge cake; fill the centres with 
piles of minced canned pineapple and 
:opeach with a cherry; serve with cue· 

aid, cream, or fruit juice. 
AP1BCOT CHARLOTTE. 

Dissolve a third of a box of gelatine in 
sold water; when smooth ada a cup of 
xrfiing water, three-quarters of a cup of 
iugar, and tbe juice of a lemon, and a 
:up of mashed apricot pulp: when cold 
idd about a cup of cream whipped; put 
nto a mould and set on ice some time 
>efore serving.—Harper's Bazar.

Belgium, however, 
Is the first couutry to teach fishing 
es η scientific Industry. The Belgian 
coast lies along the North sea, and 

fishing Is an important occupation 
there. Though the country has not 

nearly bo much of a shore strip as 

hare some others in western Europe, 
it is beginning to go ahead of them all 
In the value of its fisheries. This Is

due to the stale fishing schools. There 

are three of them, one each at the 

ports of Nleuport, Osteud and Blan- 

kenberg. 
About twenty years ago It was no- 

ticed that tbc Belgian fisheries were 

not so valuable as they bad been. A 

wise man,. Abbe Fype, suid it was be- 

cause the coast dwellers no longer 
knew how to fish properly. Then In 

the year 1800 he began to tell the 

people and the government that Bel- 

gium's sea product would never rise 
to Its former value until schools were 

started where the coast inhabitants' 
sons could learn fishing scientifically, 
Just as they learned any other trade. 

He started a small school of bis own 

and kept on talking about his plan till 
the government took hold of it and 
established the three schools where 

boys may take a thorough course of 
Instruction and be turned out scien- 
tific fishermen. 

The first lesson is about the masts 
and sails of a llshlng boat. A small 
model of such a boat Is placed before 
them, and the bright little fellows 
learn the names of every part of it In 

less than no tlnre. It is surprising to 
know there are 200 different kinds of 

knots In use among the North sea 

fishermen, and every one of those 
knots the boys must learn to tie. 

They must become familiar with ev- 

er?' kind of fishing craft, too, and 
must learn how to manage these in 
all weathers. Rowing, sailing, net 

casting and net making and mending 
are among their branches of knowl- 

edge. Tben, too. they have to learn 
about stcapi and electricity as a pro- 
pelling power for fishing boats. 

One of the series of lessons these en- 

thusiastic boys like best of all la that 
in which they learn what the bottom 
of the sea Is like. Soundings have 
been taken so often nnd so thoroughly 
in the North'sea that now it is known 

Just about what the bottom of the 
ocean there Is like, where mud banks 
are or rocks aud where the water is 
shallow aud where shifting saads are. 

With this knowledge skilled workers 
have made cbarls or maps of the 
ocean bed. Papier mâche Is molded 
Into the shape of rocks and mud rlp- 
ples aud stuck fast upon a fiat surface 
whi?h represents the bottom of the 
sea. Where the water is very deep 
this surface is hollowed out; where the 
sea is hollow that is shown by raising 
the bottom. The papier mache chart 
is then placed against the wall, and 

many a delightful hour the young Bel- 
gians spend studying it. They learn 
also the lo< at ion of every llgLtship on 
Minlr i-nnsf 

In every kind of tide and wind the 

pupils must know how to manage a 

fishing boat. They must reckon lati- 
tude ami longitude and take readings 
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of the thermometer and barometer. 

They must also know In what waters 
each kind of fish is to be found and 
what time of year is-the best to make 
catches. In fact, it is surprising how 
much there is to be learned about 
fishing when one wants to go at It 
scientifically. 

The course of Instruction lasts three 
years, and these are the happiest 
years in the boys' lives. When they 
are advanced pupils they go out for 
actual fishing trips and sometimes are 

on the sea for days. So soon as they 
are graduated they are snapped up at 
•nee by tishlug companies that want 
the best service to be had. The young 
scientific fishers get much better 

wages than others not trained as they 
have been.
