The Advantage of the Rural Life in 

the Forming of Character. 
(An address read at the Kennctac Pomona at 

Oakland, March 10, by M 1m Nellie C. Pray of 
Belgrade U range.) 
This it) β period of unrest, not alone in 

the densely settled metropolis bnt in 
rural communities, and many, who have 
lived most of their lives on a farm are 

turning their thoughts toward the city, 
longing for themselves and their chil- 
dren the fancied advantages enjoyed by 
urban residents. 

When we arrive at this state, I think 
we can with profit turn back and con- 
sider some of the overlooked advantages 
to be fonnd in country life, advantages 
which are not only equal to those afford- 
ed by an urban residence but while of a 

different nature are even superior to any 
the city has to offer. 

Parents, who are in the true sense of 
word parents, think first of their chil- 
dren. Whatever will be for their ad- 
vancement, they are contented to accept 
for themselves. 

We have heard the saying, so often, 
"My children ought to have better ad- 
vantages than the country affords. I 
want them to become better educated so 

they will not be obliged to work so hard 
as I have for a living." 

So far as making better citizens, has 
the city advantages? 1 think the ad- 
vantages are on the side of the girl or 

boy brought up on the farm, when it 
comes to determining future usefulness 
and good citizenship. 

What does history tell us? Do we read 
in connection with the lives of great 
men that they weie born or reared in 
the cities? Xot at all! The biographies 
of these men tell that they were born on 

farms and of pareuts ofteoer poor in 
worldly goods than otherwise. Oi our 

presidents who have achieved distinc- 
tion in history only two were not born 
upon a farm. About SO per cent of our 

United States senators and members of 
the house acknowledge the farm as their 
birthplace. More than three-fourths of 
our governors came of sturdy farming 
*tock. Many eminent men in business 
enterprises and the professions, the 
famous scientists and scholars, and 
those who have been foremost in the 
management of the nation, first Raw the 
light among the scenes of rural life. 

We come up against a formidable 
array of stubborn facts, when we talk of 
the advantages of the city in developing 
the highest type of citizens. It looks as 

though the advantages were on the 
other side. 

No person achieves greatness in any 
true sense of the word without character 
development of the right sort. Great 
lives are only to be wrought out by the 
forces best and oftenest found among 
rural scenes. 

The first steps in the formation of in- 
dividual character come from the home, 
its influences are above all others, but 
good home infiuences are not confined to 

any time or place. There are city 
homes as well as country where none 

but elevating iutiuences abound. This 
alone, mighty as it is, is not all. 

One of the greatest factors, outside of 
the home, which gives the rural youth 
an advantage iu character building over 

the city boy, is the pure moral environ- 
ment by which he is surrounded. Out- 
side his home, the city boy, while very 

young comes in contact with vice. His 
only play ground is the street and it is 

impossible to choose his associates so 

carefully as to exclude all who are un- 

desirably. Contamination begins at a 

very tender age for some children, no 

matter bow carefully guarded. If they 
attend school or play on the street, evil 

with a ureat mass of city population. 
Parents in towns and cities are rack- 

ing their brains to think of something 
for their boys to do out of school hours, 
something which shall keep them busy. 

There are no chores to occupy their 
attentiou as is the case on the farm. 

Our reformatories, work houses and 
jails are tilled not with boys and men 
burn and brought up in the pure atmos- 

phere of the country, but with those 
whose daily life brought them in direct 
contact with sin and vice. The average 
boy is overflowing with animal spirits 
and muet have an opportunity to work 
off bis energies in a legitimate way If 
for any reason he is denied this, look 
out for results. The farm offers a pure 
and wholesome outlet, which the city 
does not aflord. 

What to do with children out of 
school hours is a serious problem for 

city parents to solve, but it is one which 
has no terrors for the parents in the 

country. The boys and girls have ever 

a fund of healthful amusemeuts at hand. 

They explore the tlelds aud woods. 

They learn to know the habits of birds 
and bees and where the wild flowers 
grow. They know the abode of every 
animal in the woods. They can name 

the different trees at sight. They fish 
on the ponds and lakes. They bring 
home queer specimens of plant and in- 
sect life. They gather berries in the 
summer and in the autumn they find 
where the nuts grow thickest. But in 
the winter the country boy is In his ele- 
ment. He has no fear for "Old Winter 
Bold." Each season has its joys and 
each contributes toward his develop- 
ment mentally, morally, physically. 

Habite of industry formed during 
youth are of the greatest value, and the 
farm boy begins early to lay the founda- 
tion for a successful career. He has cer- 

tain choree to do and is expected to per- 
form -his part regularly and faithfully 
and in so doing he is forming a habit 
which set· him forever apart from the 
idle and lawless element of society, the 

elemeut which largely g"es to make up 
the criminal classes. 

The farmer's boy is no stranger to 

work. He begins with bringing the 
cows from the pasture as soon as be is 

large enough to let down the bars and 
put them up again. He brings wood 
and kindlings, keep·» the water pail full, 
gathers the eggs, and all this before he 
is ten years old. 

Later he drives the horse on the hay 
fork, rides the hay rake and tedder, and 
assists regularly with the milking. At 
twelve or thirteen years we And him 

plowing, harrowing and cultivating. A 

little later we see him on the mowing 
machine. 

Bis association with domestic animals 
teaches him kindness and this care is a 

responsibility which paves the way for 

future and greater ones when he shall 
have become a man aud enters the great 
world commerce. 

To work is a blessing, not a curse, and 

to this fact we attribute much of the 

success which baa come to country boys, 
who have left the farm and gone out in- 

to the world. The farmer boy learns to 

work regularly and steadily, not spas- 
modically or when he happens to feel 

like it. He accomplishes results slowly 
but surely. Day after day, month after 

month, be keeps at it, and all the while 

he is rounding out and developing a 

character and habits of industry which 
will stay by bim as long as he lives. 

The country boy is accustomed to do- 

ing hard work. He toils and saves with 

an eye to the future when he shall have 

a farm of his own. By self-denial we 

grow strong. Those things which come 

easily we do not prize aa we do those 
which cost us an effort to obtain. So 

theso boys, accustomed to toll for wh%t 

they get, appreciate what they have 

more than boys who have every wish 

gratified by their parents. 
Has the farm boy a chance? Yes, he 

has. He has a chance to develop a 

■ character with habits of industry and 

thrift, perseverance, self denial and pure 
morals wbioh he conld scarcely hope to 

win in the same proportion, bad he been 
born in the city. Instead of being pitied 
be ia to be envied. 

Our farmer boy mast have an educa- 
tion to supplement that whioh be baa 
already received from nature. He muet 
add a knowledge of book· to bis practi- 
cal knowledge of bow to do things. He 
must learn something of the mysteries 
of science and the first in order to be an 
all round, educated man. 

Farmers, stick to the farm, for never 

were prospects for agriculture so bright 
as at the present time, and never were 
the conveniences of modern life bo plen- 
tiful. A rural resident may have all the 
privileges of the city with none of its 
disadvantages. Rural delivery brings 
the farmer in direct touch with the com- 
mercial world, the telephones carry 
messages far and near, the windmill or 4 
horse power engines furnish his house 
with a modern bath room and sprinkling 
apparatus for lawn and garden. 

The good roads movement has come 

to stay and in a few years our highways 
will be in a good condition at all seasons 
of the year. The farmer has his horses 
and carriages, a luxury not many city 
men can afford; he has at first cost 

fruits, vegetables, cream and all that 
goes to furnish bis table in abundance, 
lie and his family have the whole realm 
of heaven from horizon to horizon for an 

outlook, instead of brick walls and 
dingy streets. Truly the man who owns 

his farm and has a little money ahead 
outstrips his city brother and oan do 
more for his children because he can 

give them better opportunities for char- 
acter development than the city man can 

possibly do. 

Spraying and Pruning. 

PRACTICAL INSTRUCTION TO HE CAR 

R1ED TO TUE FARMERS OF EASTERN 

PENNSYLVANIA. 

Probably the most extensive plan yet 
undertaken to educate farmers by means 
of a school on wheels was set in motion 
on Monday morning, when an education- 
al train left Harrisburg on the Pennsyl- 
vania Railroad. This train is of an un- 

usual character, by reason of the fact 
that for a continuous period of three 
weeks instructions in spraying and 

pruning fruit trees and shrubbery will 
be given to farmers of Eietern Pennsyl- 
vania. Some thirty-five stations will be 
visited by the train, which will be in 
charge of Professor Η. A. Surface, eco- 
nomic zoologist of the State Department 
af Agriculture. 

This movement is to supplement the 
work that has already been done by the 
railroad company in running farmers' 
special trains. According to Professor 
Surface it is now proposed "to show 

practical methods of pruning, spraying 
*nd otherwise caring for trees and 
shrubs in order that our farmere and 
fruit growers may learn by observation 
just how this important work ia to bo 
ione. Nothing the division of zoology 
jf the department of agriculture has | 
jver undertaken has proved so impor- 
tant »nd so helpful to agriculturists as 

this of demonstration. I know that the 
railroad company ie vitally interested, 
as every farm is a factory, and a small 
surplus means only local sales, while 
large production means shipment." 

It is believed that the fruit industry 
af Pennsylvania will be greatly benefited 
if the growers avail themselves of the 
results of the exhaustive study of tree 
iiseases and insects that has been made 

t»y the state. The demonstrators are 

itso anxious to reach the gardeners of 

private estates, and for that purpose 
jtope are to be made at suburban points 
near Philadelphia. 

The train will have two coaches that 
will be used for lectures and demonstra- 
tions. Stops will be from two to three 
hours long, to give time for general dis- 
cussions. Pamphlets containing in- 
structions in spraying and pruning, as 

well as the different lectures on tree 
diseases, are to be distributed after the 
demonstrations.—Tribune Farmer. 

Crown Gall of the Apple. 
Crown gall is a terra applied to certain 

warty outgrowths or excrescences upon 
the apple, pear, peach, raspberry, etc., 
forming chit-fly on the parts below 
ground. On the apple these growths 
are more apt to occur on grafted trees 
at the union of the root and the cion, 
but they may form at any place where 
the roots have been injured in trans- 

planting, etc. 
Recently, Dr. Erwin F. Smith and his 

associates in the Bureau of Plant Indus- 

try, U. S. Department of Agriculture, 
have demonstrated quite conclusively, 
that crown gall is caused by a specific 
bacterial parasite. Moreover they have 
shown that It is very omnivorous in its 
tastes, being able to cause warty out- 

growths or galls on a surprising number 
of different and unrelated species of 

plants when these plants are inoculated 
with pure cultures of the organism. 
Galls have be«'n produced in this way 
upon the following named plants: 
Peaches, almonds, apples, hope, Paris 
daisy, walnut, grape, radish, tomato, 
raspberry, etc. 

Not long ago the Maine Experiment 
Station purchased 60 apple trees from a 

leading New York nurseryman. The 

package in which they were shipped 
bore a tug etating that the orchard from 
which they came had been officially in- 

spected and found free from disease. 
Three out of the 60 trees or δ per cent of 
the shipment had well developed crown 

galls upon them. This experience in- 
dicates that every orcbardist should 

very carefully inspect all stock whickhe 

purchases for setting this spring. All 
trees showing evidence of crown gall 
should be either returned to the shipper 
or burned, and future orders placed with 

nurserymen who can and will furnish 
trees free from disease. Under no con- 

dition should trees be planted which 
show growths of this kind upon the 
roots, for not only will it result in an 

unthrifty aDd unprofitable tree but it 
will also infect the soil with the crown 

gall organism and endanger other plants.

Fruit Tree Agents. 

An act passed by the present legisla- 
ture requires that all "Agents or other 

parties excepting growers who wish to 

sell nursery stock shall make applica- 
tion for an agent's license and ahall file 
with the state entomologist the names 

and addresses of nurseries or parties 
from which they purchase their stock. 
Any violation of this requirement shall 
be fined not less than ten dollars nor 

uiore than fifty dollars for each offence.'1 
It also defines nursery stock as fol- 

lows: "For the purpose of this act the 
term nursery stock is hereby applied to 

all fruit and ornamental trees, shrubs 
and vines, and includes currant, goose- 
berry, blackberry and raspberry bushes, 
also strawberry plants," so that all par- 
ties who are raising such stock for the 

purpose of selling the same should ap- 

ply for a certificate. 
All such agents or those raising nur- 

sery stock should apply at once for a 

license or certificate to the state ento- 

mologist at Augusta, Me. 

Stock Notes. 
Good bedding for animals is a kind 

that will keep them dry, warm and com- 

fortable, and is capable of absorbing 
large amounts of liquid. 

Mixed farming needs livestock to 

bring it to its highest point of success. 

Animal husbandry is now coming to 

be considered as the foundation of all 
agricultural progress. 

Corn is becoming so valuable for hu- 
man feed that It is passing out of the 

lists of animal feeds. 
With a little care hogs can be kept 

healthy, but it is difficult to cure tbera 
when sick. 

If no eystematio plan of crop rotation 
has yet been followed, this season will 
be a good time to plan for a start In tbli 
direction. Much plowing and seeding 
will be a necessity on account of lasl 

I season'; drouth.

The Work of the Legislature. 
The legislature finally succeeded io ad- 

journing Saturday morning, failing to do 
so Friday night as desired because of the 
necessity for waitiog for some of the 
last bills to be engrossed. It has been 
a long session, only one of equal length 
being on record in more than a genera- 
tion. 

A great mass of measures have been 
considered, and while the legislature, 
like other previous ones, is to be criti- 
cised for leaving a large lot of very im- 

portant measures to be disposed of in the 
rush of the closing hours, it can not be 
accused of having been a lazy legislature. 
It has been busy, either in committees or 

in the sessions of the two houses, from 
the sfart, and there has been more 

thorough discussion, and perhaps more 

plain speaking, than in most legislatures. 
It must be confessed that this legisla- 

ture is subject to criticism for a certain 
tency to "whittle", more than the aver- 

age body. A vote taken at one time on 

a certain measure would be reversed 
later, until it was difficult telling, on 

some measures, how the legislature real- 
ly stood. Much of this was evidently due 
to the lack of a well-defined course of 
action on some of the problems to be 
met. There bas been difference of 

opinion uot only with regard to the 
principles of legislation upon which the 
members should act, but also as to the 
political expediency of certain courses of 
action. This has been more apparent on 
the Republican side than on the Demo- 
cratic side. Indeed, though on some of 
the important measures party lines have 
been disregarded, as a rule the Demo- 
cratic minority has been very shrewd 
in perceiving what action on its part 
would most embarrass the Republican 
majority. From a political standpoint 
solely, the Democratic minority has done 
the most effective work in any legislature 
for a generation. 

AU (lit; Ijueouuu Ul υ\Λΐιυυ, α WUJmm· 

siOQ authorized by the preceding legis- 
lature made a lengthy report ami pre- 
sented a number of bills to this legis- 
lature, but few of the recommendations 
were enacted into law. Δ law has been 
passed assessing an additional school 
tax of a mill and a half, one mill 
of which is to be refunded to the 
towns on the basis of valuation. The 
object of this is to get at the wild lands, 
and the net result will be that the wild 
lands will pay about $120,000 more tax 

than heretofore. A direct inheritance 
act has been passed, and the taxes oo 

railroad, telegraph and telephone com- 

panies have been increased. 
The liquor laws have been the cause of 

almost as much trouble as is the liquor 
itself. While only a portion of the 
many measures introduced became law, 
there have been a number of change* 
in the liquor laws. Resubmission 
was defeated, as was the repeal of the 
Sturgis law, though the house voted for 
repeal. The law authorizing the gov- 
ernor to remove delinquent county at- 

torneys was passed, but a resolve author- 
izing the same thing in the case of 
sheriffs failed of the necessary two- 
thirds vote. A bill to abolish the liquor 
agency system failed, but one was passed 
regulating the agencies to some extent. 

Beverages containing one per cent of 
alcohol were declared intoxicating. The 
Bastings bdl, repealing what is called 
the "little joker" of the statutes, thus 
making jail sentences compulsory in 
liquor cases, was passed at the very end 
of the session, but was vetoed by Gov- 
ernor Fernald. In cases of liquor nui- 
sance and unlawful possession, the pen- 
alty is changed by separate amendments 
from âne or imprisonment to Hue and 
imprisonment. 

The list bf things not done is about as 

long and almost as interesting as the list 
of what was done. Among the things 
that failed of enactment were the change 
of state election to November, the bridge 
bills of all varieties, ballot reform bill, 
railroad rebates, state board of charities 
and corrections, the creation of a state 
commission on water powers, increased 
powers to the railroad commissioners, 
giving them power to fix rates, and many 
other measures of more or less im- 
portance. 

Increase of salaries has been con- 

spicuous by its absence. A number of 
measures were introduced along that 
line, but the word from Governor 
Feruald that he should not favor in- 
crease of salary unless specially good 
cause was shown caused the withdrawal 
of most of the bills. 

The appropriations are increased over 

those made by the last legislature, but 
are undoubtedly considerably less than 
they would have been but for Governor 
Fernald's action. Without vetoing any 
appropriation, or publicly sending a 

warning message to the legislature, he 
quietly informed some of the leaders 
that he desired to keep the appropria- 
tions down, and a substantial reduction 
was made in many of them. 

The rate of state tax for the two years 
is five mille, one and one-half mills of 
which is the increase for school pur- 
poses, which will be refunded to the 
towns. 

The work of the legislature is now 

complete. Of the measures passed, only 
those public laws and resolves passed by 
a two-thirds vote of both houses as 

emergency measures are now law. The 
rest, under the referendum amendment 
to the state constitution, will not become 
laws until the expiration of ninety days 
from the adjournment of the legislature. 
During that ninety days, any one who 
desires to have any act of the legislature 
submitted to a vote of the people may do 
■o by presenting petitions signed by ten 
thousand voters, and the act will not 
then become a law unless affirmed by the 

Cple at a special election. So far there 
been no suggestion ç>f invoking the 

referendum on ai<y act of this legislature 
except the appropriation of 3350,000 for 
enlargement of the state house, and 
whether interest enough will be taken in 
that to secure ten thousand signatures to 
a petition, ia doubtful. 

Construction on the Magalloway dam 
ia expected to begin this summer. This 
dam will be one of the highest in New 
Bngiand and it is probable wing dams 
will be required to keep the water from 
flowing into Richardson Lake, as there 
is one place on the Magalloway where 
the shore· are very low. 

Lubec Herald: One of the articles in 
the town warrant was a trifle ambiguous.

Wbwf was Ht Bora? 
Sumner Henry Needbam, who mil 

corporal In Company I of th· 6th Mum- 
chusetts Regiment in-the War of fbe Re- 
bellion, wm one of the foar members of 
the regiment who were hilled by η mob 
m tbe regiment wm marching from one 

railroad station to another In Baltimore 
on April 19, 1861. When Needbam en- 

listed, he was a resident of Lawrence, 
11ms., and his fanerml wm from tbe oity 
hall of that oity, tbe members of tbe 
city government, together with dis- 

tinguished state officials and a countless 
throng of citizen*, being in attendance, 
flag* at half-mMt and other insignia ot 
mourning being everywhere displayed 
throughout the oltv, and business 
throughout the city being, during the 
funeral, suspended. Needbam's remains 
were Interred in Bellevue Cemetery, 
Lawrence, where in 1862 a suitable 
granite monument to mark his lMt rest- 
ing-place wm erected by tbe city. Tbe 
date of bis birth is Maroh 2,1828. Where 
wm he born? Page 49 of Chaplain John 
Wesley Hanson's "Historical Sketch of 
the Old Sixth Regiment of Massachusetts 
Volunteers" says that be wm born in 
Bethel, Maine, and the same statement is 
made on page 169 of Horace ▲. Wads- 
worth's "History of Lawrence, Massa- 
chusetts," and on 912 of volume 1 of D. 
Hamilton Hurd's "History of Essex 
County, Massachusetts." According to 
page 593 of William B. Lapham'e "His- 
tory of Bethel," however, he wm not 
born in Bethel. Lapham says nothing 
M to where he was born except that be 
wm not born in Bethel. He wm the 
son of Evi and Maria (Latham) Need ham. 
He had four brothers and four sisters, of 
whom, sccording to Lapham, only his 

youngMt sister, Emily E. Needbam, who 
wm born on December 19, 1846, was 
born in Bethel. Of tbe four soldieri 
who were killed by the Baltimore mob, 
Needbam. is thought to have been the 
first to fall. Inquirer. 

The Librarian of Ha/vard. 
Tbe mention by yonr Bethel cor- 

respondent In a recent Democrat of a 

pamphlet given by Alvah Black to Har- 
vard College with tbe date of "20 Aug. 
1859" reminds the writer of a visit made 
at Paris Hill that summer by tbe libra- 
rian of Harvard, John Langdon Sibley, 
who wm a first cousin of Mrs. Black. 
Under date of August 21st, I860, the 
following entry is found in Mrs. Black'a 
journal: "Rev. J. L. Sibley, Librarian ai 
Harvard College, came here upon a visit 
on Wednesday lMt. He came byway ol 
Concord, Ν. H., and tbe White Mta., and 
left here Friday evening to take five 
o'clock train to Portland; thence by 
boat, D. Webster, same evening, to Rock- 
land and Union. I went with him to 
Snow's Falls and mineral spring on 

Thursday. He is a bachelor and with 
all his learning, high renown m anti- 

Înarian and critical scholar, and wealth, 
have seldom seen one more to be 

pitied. He knows nothing about social 
relatione of life. He is fifty-four years 
of age, and for forty years he hu room- 
ed alone, going to another house for hi· 
meals, and much of the time hu taken 
two meals per day in his own room, 
alone." 

Later in life Mr. Sibley married and be 
invariably spoke of Mrs. Sibley, about 
thirty years younger than tie, m "a 
righteous good woman." Mr. Sibley'a 
position in Harvard College Library wm 
held for thirty-seven years. He died in 
Cambridge in 18S8 at tbe age of eighty- 
one years lacking one month, and hia 
widow died in 1902. 

An Extremely Simple Explanation. 
It baa been asked bow a total eclipse of the 

nan can possibly happen, as the moon Is smallei 
than the sun. 

A self luminous body, like the sun, scatter! 
light In all direction·, and when tbe rays fall up- 
on a nonlumlnous body tbey are Intercepted 
from tbe space Immediately behind It, and a 
shadow la thrown a certain distance In thai 
direction. Another celestial body, deriving also 
Its light from tbe san, will upon entering the 
area over which thla shadow Is cast be deprived 
of 1U luster either wholly or In part. This la 
what happens to the earth In a solar eclipse. 
The sun and earth revolve In the same plane of 
the ecliptic, and the moon, being but slightly In- 
clined to that plane, Interposes between them 
once In every revolntloa, so that It happens that 
thev are sometimes all three In the same line. 
When this occurs a portion of the moon'a opaque 
aphore Is aeen projected upon the aun'a face, In- 
tercepting Its light, proportionate with the mag- 
nitude of the ecl'pse, which depends upon tbe 
distances separating tbe centers of the sun and 
moon at tho middle of tbe phenomenon. Only is 
cases where these centers precisely correspond 
can there be a total obscuration.—New York 
American. 

In other words, the sun is so much 
farther away than the moon that they 
look almost exactly the same size to us, 
and when the moon gets exactly between 
us and tbe sun, it shuts tbe sun out ol 
odr sight entirely, just m one can cover 
a silver dollar out of sight by holding a 
cent at the right distance from bis eye. 

Under the provisions of the sundry 
service bill an appropriation of $70,000 
for the government work between Gar- 
diner and the mouth of the Kennebec 
River will become available the coming 
year.

Under the law the assessment 
must be made in March, and the legist* 
tore succeeded in passing the resolve 
providing for the tax on the counties 
just in time to «et a copy here on the 
morning of the 31st, so that the commis- 
sioners were able to make the assess- 
ment on that day.

Recipe·. 
BROWN BBEAD. 

One pink new milk, one pint corn meal, 
one and one-half cup· fine granulated 
wheat, two-thirds cnp molaaae·, one 

even teaspoon tod a, one teaapoon salt. 
Steam two and a half hour·. Bake half 
an honr. 

no. 2. 
Two cup· oommon corn meal, one cnp 

rje meal, one-half cup molaaae·, two and 
one-half cupa sweet milk, one teaspoon 
soda, one scant teaspoon salt. Beat 

thoroughly, and steam four hours. 

BAISED MUFFINS. 
One pint milk, one egg, one-half cup 

yeast, one saltspoon salt, one large table- 

spoon butter, flour for a stiff batter. Mix 
in the order given, add flour gradually, 
beating it well, until so stiff you cannot 
beat Let it rise over night. In the 
morning put it into buttered pans, take 
it out with a spoon and knife without 
stirring out the air. Bake about fifteen 
minutes. 

BOLLS. 

One pint warm new milk, one egg, 
one teaspoon each sugar and salt, one- 
half cup yeast, two tablespoons melted 
butter, flour for spongo batter. Let it 
rise until light, add flour and knead 
well. Rise again, shape, and when risen 
in the pan bake about fifteen minutes in 
a hot oven. 

BUSK. 

One pint of milk scalded, one-half cup 
butter and lard mixed, three-fourths of a 

cup of sugar, one cup potato yeast, three 
eggs, flour as required. Mix early in 
the morning, in the order given, adding 
flour enough to make a thin batter. 
When full of bubbles, add flour to stiff- 
en, and knead it well. Rise again, shape 
into small rouods, place them close to- 
gether in a pan, and, when very light, 
brush them over with sweetened milk, 
and bake in a hot oven about half an 

hour. 
STRAWBERRY SHOBT-CAKE. 

One pint of flour, one-half teaspoon 
salt, one-half teaspoon soda, one tea- 
spoon sugar, one teaspoon cream-of-tar- 
tar, one-fourth cup butter, one cup milk. 
Melt the butter, put it with the milk, 
and stir quickly into tbe dry ingredients. 
Roll out half an inch thick, cut into 
roiftds, and bake slowly on a well- 
greased griddle. Tear open and spread 
each half with softened butter. Put 
half of the cakes on a hot platter. Mash 
one quart of strawberries, sweeten to 
taste, drain off the juice, put a large 
spoonful of berries on each cake, then 
put on another layer of cakes and ber- 
ries. Mix the juice with half a cup of 
cream and serve with the short-cake. 

ORANOE SHOBT-CAKE. 
One pint flour, one-half teaspoon salt, 

one-half teaspoon soda, one teaspoon 
cream-of-tartar, one-fourth cup butter, 
one egg, one scant cup milk. Mix the 
dry ingredients. Beat the egg, add 
three-fourths of a cup of milk,, and the 
butter melted. Stir this quickly into 
tbe flour, and use more mille if needed. 
Tbe dough should be just stiff enough 
to be handled. Divide in two parts 
and roll each to flt a shallow tin plate. 
Bake, and when done split open and 
spread with butter and sweetened 
oranges. Peel and divide the oranges, 
remove the seeds and thick inner pith, 
and cut each section into three or four 
pieces. Put the two cakes together, and 
cover the top layer of fruit thickly with 
powdered sugar. 

DUTCH ΑΓΙΊ.Ε CAKE. 

One pint flour, one-half teaspoon salt, 
one-half teaspoon soda, one of cream-of- 
tartar, one-fourth cup butter, one egg, 
one scant cup milk, four sour apples, 
two tablespoons sugar. Mix the dry in- 
gredients. Add the egg beaten and mix- 
ed with tbe milk. Tbe dough should be 
soft enough to epread half an inch thick 
on a shallow baking-pan. Core, pare, 
and cut the apples into eighths, lay them 
in parallel rows on the top of the dough, 
tbe sharp edge down, and prees enough 
to make the edge penetrate slightly. 
Sprinkle the sugar over the apple and 
bake half an hour. Eat while hot, with 
butter or with lemon-sauce. 

DOUGHNUTS. 

Two eggs, one cup sugar, three table- 
spoons melted butter, one cup sour milk, 
four cups Hour, one-half teaspoon soda, 
one saltspoon salt, one saltspoon cinna- 
mon. Beat the eggs until light, add the 
sugar, butter, and milk. Mix the salt, 
soda, and spice with the flour. Stir 
them into tbe egg mixture, and add 
enough more flour to mix just soft 
enough to roll out. Roll, cut out, and 
fry in deep fat hot enough for tbe dough 
to rise at once. 

CBKAM TOAST. 

One pint milk or cream, two even 

tablespoons flour, two tablespoons but- 
ter, one-half teaspoon ealt, six slices dry 
toast. Heat tbe milk, melt the butter in 
a granite sauce-pan, add the flour, mix 
well and stir in one-third of tbe milk. 
Stir till it thickens and is smooth, then 
add the remainder gradually. Àdd the 
salt. Dip the dry toast quickly in hot 
salted water; put it in a deep dish and 
pour the thickened cream over each 
slice. 

CRISPED CRACK EBS. 

Split butter crackers and spread witli 
butter; put them, tho buttered side up, 
in a pan, and brown in a hot oven. They 
are delicious with white and vegetable 
soups, and in fleh-chowder and oyster- 
stews. They can be prepared In a short 
time, when it is not convenient to fry 
croutons or to toaet over an open fire. 

FRENCH TOAST. 

Beat one egg in a shallow dish, add a 

teaspoon of sugar, a pinch of salt, and 
one cup milk. Soak six slices of stale 
bread in the custard. Drain and brown 
them on each side on a well-butteapd 
griddle. Spread them with jelly 01 

marmalade, and pile them lightly on s 
dish. Serve at once. 

BAKED BEAN SOUP. 

Take the cold baked beans, add twice 
the quantity of cold water, and let them 
simmer until soft. When nearly done 
add half as much tomato. Rub them 
through a puree strainer. Add more 
water till the right consistency, season 
to taste with salt, pepper, and mustard. 
Heat again and serve with toasted 
cracker or fried dice of bread. 

EQ08 POACHED IN TOMATOES. 

Stew slowly for ten minutes half a can 
of tomatoes and one small onion, cut 
fine. Season highly with salt and pep 
per. Break six eggs into a bowl with 
out beating, and when everything else it 
ready to serve slip them into the hot to- 
matoes. Lift the white carefully with « 

fork, as it cooks, until it is all firm; then 
prick the yolks and let them mix witb 
the tomato and white. It should be 
quite soft, but with the red tomatoes, 
the white and yellow of the egg is quite 
distinct. Serve at once on toast. 

DEVILED EGOS. 

Chop the whites of bard-boiled eggs 
very fine; sprinkle with salt and cayenne 
pepper. Lay aside one yolk and rub the 
remainder through a fine strainer. Mix 
with them a little mixed mustard, melt- 
ed butter aqfjl vinegar enough to moisten. 
Mix this thoroughly with the whites, 
and pour it over a bed of watercress. 
Rub the whole yolk through a fine strain- 
er over the centre. x 

PASTBY FOB ONE PIE. 

One heaping cup pastry flour, one 

saltspoon baking powder, one saltapoon 
salt, one-fourth cup of lard, one-fourth 
cup of butter. Mix salt and baking 
powder with the flour and nib in the 
lard. Mix*t[uite stiff with cold water. 
Roll out, put the butter on the paste in 
pieces the size of beans and sprinkle 
with flour. Fold over, and roll out. 
Roll op like a jelly roll. Divide in two 
parts, and roll to fit the plate. 

ÇOCOANUT CUSTABD PUDDING. 

One onp deslcoated cocoanut, one 

quart milk, one-half cup sugar, one 

pint soft bread crumbs, three eggs, one 

saltspoon salt, one saltapoon nutmeg, 
onl tablespoon butter. Soak the cocoa- 
nut and bread in the milk for half an 
hour. Beat the egg yolks, add the 
sugar and spices, stir into the milk, and 
bale in a moderate oven about one 
hoar. Beat the whites of eggs, add one- 
half onp sugar, and one teaspoon lemon- 
Jaloe. Cover, and brown slightly.

II-King Philip's War. 
Parti. 

Bf Albert PtyiM Ttrfawn· 

OB many yean 
after the Pequot 
nation bad been 
demolished there 
was peace In 
New England. 
Massasolt, chief 
sachem of all the 
Indian tribes be- 
tween the Charles 
river and Narra· 
gansett bay, was 
the friend of the 
white man and 
made the new- 

comers welcome 
to his dominions. 
The English set- 
tlers had an odd 
way of repaying 
this hospitality. 
By a hundred 

clever tricks they outwitted the sav- 

ages, took advantage of the red man's 

ignorance and little lly little took away 
more ar.d more of the hunting grounds 
and fisheries. While preteudlng to 
meet the natives' friendliness halfway, 
they 'were forever pushing the latter 
farther and farther back and depriv- 
ing tb<Mn of their lauds and their an- 

cient rights. Then came the crisis. 
Massnsoit died in 1UG1. Ills son, Po- 

inetacom (known by the colonists as 

"Klug rhilip"), was a very different 
sort of man. lie hud long seen through 
the supposed friendship of the English, 
had marked how his own people were 

crowded back and despoiled, and he 
had foresight enough to realize that It 
was only a matter of time before the 

aborigines should be wholly driven 
from their own country. To check this 

gradual destruction Philip hit ou a dar- 

ing and thoroughly Indian idea. Se- 

cretly he made a tour of all the tribes 
from Maine to Connecticut, pointing 
out to them the depredations of the 
Ehgllsh and urging them to unite in 
one general uprising which should rid 
New England of the invaders. 

Almost without exception the tribes 
consented to join the league Philip 
proposed. Even the Narra gausetts, 
who had always been the friends of 
the white men, were so enraged over 

the recent murder of their chief, Mian- 
tonoml, by some colonists that they 
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eagerly allied themselves to Philip 
The plan for destroying the Eugll;-.h at 
a blow was well ulgh complete when 
news of It readied John Sassanion, η 

Christianized native. lie carried the 
tidings to the English authorities, and 

Philip was arrested. So craftily hud 
the chieftain arranged matters that 
nothing could be proved against him. 
and he was set free. A party of Ills 
followers. In revenge, murdered Sas- 
samon. The English promptly hanged 
the Informer's slayers. The letter's 
friends retaliated by murdering every 
Englishman they could lay hands on. 

Thus, early In lt»7S. the tlrst actual 
blow being struck 011 July 4. Klnr 

Philip's war began. 
It was. po far as the English were 

concerned, much such a conilict as a 

man might wage with a swarm of 
hornets. The Indians would not meet 
.he miilti.i in open tlekl. Instead, they 
attacked parties of churchgoers, am- 

bushed small detachments of soldiers, 
slew unwary men who ventured alone 
Into the forests, swooped down on an 

unprotected village and killed and 
burned until the settlement was In 
ashes. Xor were they the arrow 

armed, simple folk of the Pequot war. 

Thanks to long Association with white 
men. they had guns and ammunition 
and knew how to use them. Deer- 
tield, Xorthtield. Brookfleld and other 
towns were the scenes of Indescriba- 
ble massacres. Springfield was at- 

tacked, but. being warned In time, 
lent off the savages. Captain Lnthrop 
md eighty men were set upon and 
butchered at Bloody Brook, near Dear- 
ield. Throughout New England, but 
•hiefly In western Massachusetts, rifle 
and tomahawk gleaned a horrible 
harvest. Women and little children 
as well as armed men fell victims to 
the red wave of destruction. The pow- 
erful Philip was amply avenging bis 
people's wrongs.
