A Great Potato Record. 

ON Κ MILLION BUBIIKLS PilODlK'KI» IN 

ONE TOWN IN MAINE. 

Ii is a matter of record tbat Aroostook 
County produced in 190S over sixteen 
million bueliela of potatoes, which found 
a ready sale. Talkiug wi:b one of the 
live farmers in this county the other 
day, I was surprised at the figures 
given. Beginning in the virgin soil, on 

the hardwood ridges, the crop has al- 
ways been large, but under the system 
of short term rotation now prevailing 
the yield has been materially increased 
and the quality improved, so tbat to-day 
four hundred bushels is not an uncom- 
mon yield. Thorough work, intense 
cultivation, liberal fertilizing and select- 
ed seed, with a three to four yeare' rota- 

tion, have done the job and produced 
these results. That rotation is potatoes, 
wheat and clover, and the wheat yield 
has been lifted to fifty bushels an acre in 

many cases. I believe the secret, if there 
is one, lies in the fact that as eoon as a 

fifty acre field is planted the cultivator 
is started, and one team and man are 

kept busy from that time on working 
the soil, keeping down the weeds, ren- 

dering available fertility and conserving 
moieture. This farmer would pay $2 a 

bushel for seed the size of a ben's egg 
rather than have large potatoes as a 

zift, and as be baa grown from thirty- 
five to titty acres yearly for over thirty 
years his experience must be accepted. 

Presque Isle, a town in the middle 
north of the county and on the eastern 
boundary, produced last year one mil- 
lion bushels of potatoes, a record bardly 
to be duplicated in this country, if in 
the world. The result is that farms 
which fifteen years ago sold for from 
•$(>,000 to $8.000 are now commanding 
$30,000 to $40,000. Here is an illustra- 
tion of the value of thorough work and 
the application of business principles 
which should carry a lesson to every 
reader. But this is not the whole story, 
for the character of work done, the 
physical condition of the soil resulting 
from constant cultivation and tl9 grow- 
ing of a clover crop every third or fourth 
year has given Arooetook potatoes a 

reputation all over this country, so that 
in one day recently there were fifty buy- 
ers from the middle and southern states 

gathered at Presque Isle after seed. 
Maine is fast becoming the great seed 
distributing center of this country, and 
tbat position it will hold so long as 

selected seed is produced under such 
complete conditions. It is critical seed 
selection, complete preparation of the 
land, the uee of a liberal amount of 
fertilizer, prepared with special refer- 
ence to the perfection of the crop, and 
then thorough work in cultivation and 
spraying which tells the story in Maine 
or elsewhere, and this lesson is to-day 
pretty well ingrained wherever potatoes 
are grown, for no man wants to admit 
that half a crop is his limit. There is 
another lesson of magnitude in this con- 

nection, that a short torm rotation very 
soon puts land in such friable condition 
tbat cost of preparation for seeding is 
materially reduced, while through a 

complete seedbed yield is stimulated. 
Here's another point of interest, that the 
Aroostook farmer sets his rows thirty- 
two inches apart and drops his seed 

every ten to twelve inches in the drill, 
the claim being that by so doing the 
danger of oversized potatoes is removed. 

The full story of successful potato 
growing has not yet been uncovered, 
and each year is revealing new fHcts 
vital to the grower; but, guided by the 
light of past experience, preparations 
am hnincr marie for ereatlv increased 
acreage all over this state, and with a 

fair growing season the crop of 1009 
should pass ihe 35,000.000 mark. Pota- 
toes are a good crop for any man who U 
ready to do his part and do it well. 
There is no room for halfway, guess-it- 
will-do methods. Maine is enthusiastic 
over the growing of potatoes.—Dr. G. 
M. Twitchell in Tribune Farmer. 

What is to be Done About It? 

A wide anxiety is being felt over tlio 
hay crop of the coming year. While 
farmers are coining out of the shortage 
of stock foddor of the past winter better 
than was feared in autumn, yet at this 
opening spring time a justifiable anxiety 
is felt over the condition of the grass 
fields, following the damaging and long 
continued drouth of last season, and the 
question is being asked as to what shall 
be done to insure a supply of stock fod- 
der for another year. While a hopeful 
view of the case at this time is that the 
conditions of the opening seasou may be 
especially favorable for repairing the 
damages of last year, yet it is hardly 
possible that this can be realized in need- 
ed measure in so short time. Therefore 
it would hardly be the part of wisdom 
to trust the situation to the uncertainty 
of a chance season. Stock fodder in 
larger measure than was put in store 
last year is certain to be needed another 
winter. How shall it be secured? 

The associate editor of the Farmer 
made a fortunate hit on his farm last 
year in top-dressing with chemicals a 

goodly uumber of acres of land already 
carrying a vigorous stand of grass. The 
heavy crop thus secured made up a large 
measure of the fulling off in the crop on 

othei acres, thus enabling the farm to 
carry through the wiuter nearly the 
u.»ual stock without the purchase of 
fodder. It was the bounty of those top- 
dressed acres that met the emergency. 
Where conditions are favorable this 
course can be recommended as an eco- 

nomic way, if attended to in season, of 
meeting the possible shortage of the 
coming year. A good many farmers are 

already preparing for carrying out this 
course. There is no time to be lost. 
The chemicals should be applied at 

about the time the grass starts into 

growth. 
In case the above plan is not prac- 

ticable, then a resort should be made to 

annual fodder crops best suited to the 
circumstances of the grower to carry 
out. In this there is wide chance for 
choice. Of all the annuals known to 
Maine practice there is probably no crop 
that will give a larger yield or a better 
fodder than a select kind of Maine 
grown flint corn, and when stored in a 

silo its succulent condition gives it a 

special value. There are southern varie- 
ties of oorn that will give more of bulk 
to the acre, but all authorities agree that 
what is gained in bulk is lost in the 
quality and cousequent fee ling value of 
the fodder. 

Peas and oats, barley and Hungarian 
are other fodder annuals easily grown 
and of acknowledged value. In late 
years there have been some examples 
of growing clover from early spring 
seeding, to be harvested for fodder late 
in the following summer, that have prov- 
ed highly satisfactory. Where one has a 

tract of land liberally fertilized, and can 
seed it early, the plau is worth further 
trial in case a prompt return of a fodder 
crop is tbe thing desired.—Maino Parm- 
er. 

We reap what we tow. The fruit of 
careful feeding and housing is yonog 
stock ready for market while prices are 

good. Fowls intended for early market 
should be kept in close quarters just 
light enough ao they can see to eat. 
For a fattening ration we like corn-meal 
and grourd oats best.—Farm Journal. 

My method for keeping lioe from 
troubling the poultry at night, is to sus- 

pend the roosting poles by wires from 
tbe rafters of the house. If the poles 
are smooth, tbe Hoe will not remain on 
tbem if they are there at all.—Farm 
Journal. 

Overheard at a Farmers' Meeting. 
Just what sort of a farmer·' meeting 

it wai doesn't matter, bat it was well 
attended, and the men, women, young 
folks and children looked prosperous 
and well dressed. During an informal 
period between speeches there was much 
moving about and "visiting" in little 
groups, and it was interesting to walk 
about and oatch snatches of conversa- 
tion here and there. To hear what peo- 
ple talk about in their moments of re- 
laxation is almost to know their char- 
acters, and it was impossible not to 
form conclusions while noticing a few 
words from this or that knot of men and 
women. 

"No, we didn't get in for the first of 
the meeting," one well-dressed woman 
was saying. "You know how it is on a 

farm. Chores never done and things 
going wrong all the time. I told John 
ι his morning I never expected to be 
able to do things like other folks." 
Somebody jostled ber at that moment, 
so ber companion took up the conversa- 
tion: "Yes I know all about it," she 
said. "Town people can go and do, but 
in the country it's drudge, drudge all 
tbe lime. We were late too, but I al- 

ways expect that. The roads were just 
one mass of mud,-and I suppose we look 
horrible. I tried to sorape the worst 

off, but John says hayseeds shouldn't 
mind a little dirt at this season." A 
rueful look at her tailor-made suit and 
trim silk waist failed to reveal any 
traces of the horrible mud, but maybe 
after all it was tbere. 

The next group had for its topic the 
hopelessness of cleaning house. "With 
tbe men folks dragging in mud all tbe 
time, I get clear discouraged," said one 
sad looking woman. "It don't pay to 
try to bave things nice in tbe country. 
You can spread down all tbe old carpets 
you like, and have a broom in your hand 
continually, but nothing ever looks 
clean.'* She paused for breatb, and an- 
other woman contributed her mite to 
the subject. "That's exactly what I 
say," she said. "The girls have been 
teasing for a new rug for the sitting 
room this long time, but I say to them, 
what's the use? Pa and tbe boys would 
soon bave it ruined with their muddy 
boots, so the old one is plenty good 
enough. We don't bave a great deal of 
company, anyway. Country folk are 

too much rushed with hard work to go 
visiting and enjoy themselves." 

Off in a corner some men were dis- 
cussing the hired-help problem, and 
very interesting were tbe statements of 
these prosperous land owners. "For 
my part, I don't bave any trouble," said 
one farmer. "By keeping tbe boys out 
of school a day now and then I manage 
pretty well. Tbe school ma'am objects 
to it, and says the boys lose interest, 
but I don't see that it makes much dif- 
ference. In fact, they're getting bo 

they'd rather stay at home than go." 
Another man applauded this statement, 
and added, "When a man's got up-to- 
date machinery he can manage in a 

pincb. My boys are all girls, but occa- 

sionally they lend a hand driving a team 
and helping with the chores. I don't 
believe in frills in tbe education of girls 
no way, so in a few years the girls will 
be a lot of help to their mother and me.

Early Summer Dairy Notes. 
The first few weeks after the cows go 

to pasture is about the most trying of 
any in thq, whole year. For six months, 
now, almost, they have been shut up in 
the barn most of the time. They have 
in that time become weakened in body 
because of tho enforced inactivity, they 
have become adapted to the use of dry 
feed and they have, in short, changed 
their entire habits of life. 

The pasture is now full of fresh feed. 
If they eat too freely of this on the start 
it will cause great louseness of the bow- 
els and still further weaken the system 
for the time being. For this reason a 

few hours a day is long enough to leave 
them ou pasture. Accustom them grad- 
ually to the change. 

Again, the cows in the bam have been 
depending more or less on ground feed 
for a number of months. This should 
not be taken away all at once. It is 
true, that when cows get all the fresh 
green grass they will eat they will not 
care for grain as they did when in the 
barn. But they should have some every 
day for a time at least. There ahould 
be a difference, however, in the kind of 
feed fed. It should not be laxative, as 

formerly; they get that kind of food in 
the grass. Only a little bran needs to 

be given. A little more meal la better. 
Again, cattle that have been housed 

for half a year will be little accustomod 
to traveling. If they are left out all day 
they will come baok tired half to death. 
I have known cows to spend most of the 
day, after they have eaten what they 
cared for, in guing from place to place 
all the rest of the day, visiting old 
haunts, just aa people might do after 
ihey have been away from their old 
homes for a long time. It is a good 
plan to get the cows home early for a 

time, so accustoming them gradually to 
the lonz tramps in the field and insuring 
a good flow of milk, which you may not 

Kei if the cows are permitted to run all 
day. I have been cows drop off for a 

time jusi on acoount of this deposition 
to travel about and get tired. 

The milk we get at this time of the 
year la about the best of any we get in 
the year; and yet some do not like the 
flavor of milk which is made of the 
early grass. Even the smell of it makes 
them sick. Butter that is the product 
of the early grass has a beautiful texture 
and flavor to most people, however, and 
some like to have their winter's supply 
of butter laid down in the flush of grass. 
If you have any customera of this kind 
it is well to find out how much tbey will 
need for the winter store and after it 
has been made set it in some good oold 
storage. If yon have none of your own 

you may be able to use the storage of 
some city or neighboring building. 

We need to take a little extra pains 
now in washing the milk things as 
warm weather comes on. The enemies 
of milk, creum and butter will bo on 
hand early and stay late.—E. L. Yin- 
cent.

Portland is having a hard time trying 
to build its much-needed city hall 
About the only thing that seems to be 
absolutely certain in connection with 
the matter as yet is that tbe Argus is

Misinformation about Maine seems to 

be preserved in large libraries in the 
newspaper offices of our sister states 
It is only recently that a leading Boston 
paper has ceased hammering at Maine 
for its negligence in not providing any 
method of protecting its forests against 
fire, notwithstanding the fact that the 
state has for years maintained a wide 
system of fire protection In the woods, 
which is now to be made still better. A 

prominent daily in Connecticut gravely 
informed its readers the other day that 
there was talk of a referendum in Maine 
to decide whether automobiles should 
be allowed to use the public roads, and 
went on to state tbe arguments advanced 
pro and con—the whole thing evidently 
being based upon the fact that the 
referendum is to be invoked on the Bar 
Harbor exclusion act, the application of 
which is limited to one town. And only 
a short time since a Boston paper alleg 
ed that Maine, which raised so many 
potatoes, ought to raise its own seed po 
tatoes, instead of going south for them 
—a remark which looks rather foolish 
when faced with the statement that in 
one day recently fifty buyers from west 

and south were gathered at Presque Isle 
after seed potatoes. 

The latest arrival in the Maine news- 

paper field is the Somerset Independent, 
published at Skowhegan by Clyde H 
Smith, formerly sheriff of the county. 
It announces its intention to be what its 
name indicates, in politics and in all 
other things. Its first two issues con- 

sist each of ten large pages, issued from 
a sort of metropolitan plant, with lino- 
type and individual-motor-driven presses 
In many respects the standard of these 
issues is very high for a country weekly, 
and if it can be maintained a remarkably 
good newspaper field in Somerset Coun- 
ty will be demonstrated. 

Of course this sentence is absolutely 
correct io form, for it is perpetrated by 
that immaculate authority, Harper's 
Weekly, which tinds more grammatical 
errors than clauses in Theodore Roose 
velt's writings: "This would cause 

some sitting up and taking of notice."

Observance of Memorial Dey. 

APPROPRIATE AND BEAUTIFUL SERVICES 

AT SOUTH PARIS. 

Another Memorial Day with it· beau- 
tiful mod impressive ceremonies has 
come and gone, and its lessons, it is to 
be hoped, have not been lost upon the 
present generation in its activities. 
They certainly have not been without 
effect upon the younger people, whose 
patriotism could not but be inspired and 
intensified by the scenes and exercises of 
the day. 

Although tbe weather continued its 
coolness of habit, and the breeze was a 

little over-prominent, the skies on both 
Sunday and Monday were bright and 
decked with clouds, giving just the right 
setting to tbe out-door services of th>> 
season. 

Tbe annual Memorial sermon before 
William K. Kimball Post. G. A. R., at 
South Parif>, wan given Sunday afternoon 
at the Mrthodist church, by tbe pastor, 
Rev. T. N. Kewley. The post, the 
Ladies of the G. A. R., and Joshua L 
Chamberlain Camp, S. of V attended, 
and there was a good attendance of 
other citiz-ns. Tbe choir sang a number 
of seltc'ions appropriate to the day, and 
Rev. J. W. Chesbro assisted in the 
service. Mr. Kewley's text was taken 
from the incident of Elisha taking up 
the mantle of Elijah which fell when 
the old prophet was taken up. It wa« 

an impressive discourse, specially en- 

forcing upon the present generation its 
duty of taking up the mantle of tbe 
fathers, aud of mteting the problems 
and temptations of the day in the same 

spirit and with tbe same patriotism and 
devotion which inspired the saviors of 
our country. 

Decorating the graves in Riverside 
Cemetery was done Monday forenoon, 
and with the large number in each of 
the several bodies represented, and the 
beauty of the natural surroundings, the 
scene was not only impressive but 
brilliant. The line of march was formed 
in front of Grand Army Hall a little 
after 10 o'clock, with Grinflll Stuart 
playing the drum and Howard Shaw the 
clarinet. Joshua L. Chamberlain Camp, 
S. of V acted as escort. Following 
this were the veterans of William K. 
Kimball Post, the ladies of William K. 
Kimball Circle, Ladies of the G. A R., 
and a larger number than usual of the 
school children, each carrying a small 
Hag. 

Exercises at the cemetery were brief, 
consisting simply of a prayer by Rev. A. 
T. MoWhorter, the reading of Lincoln's 
Gettysburg's address by Rev. J. W. 
Chesbro, and a selection by the Schubert 
Quartette. Tbe large number of soldiers' 
graves in the cemetery were then decorat- 
ed with the wreaths carried by the 
veterans. 

While the decoiating was in progress, 
a squad of the Spanish War Veterans 
entered, attended by Co. D, 2d Regiment, 
and placed wreaths on the graves of the 
Spanish War soldiers. Co. D and the 
Spanish War Veterans then joined the 

procession and marchcd back with it by 
way of Moore Park and the soldiers' 
monument to Grand Army Hall, where 
the procession was dismissed. 

Ac army dinner for the veterans was 

served by the ladies in the hall. 
Henry Π. Maxim, adjutant of the 

post, presided at the afternoon exercises, 
which began promptly at 2 o'clock in 
New Hall. The decorations ware very 
simple, consisting of a border of bunt- 
ing around the hall, surrounding a por- 
trait of Lincoln over the stage, and on 

the stage a small monument in the form 
of a plain shaft, decorated with digs. 

The preliminary exercises inoluded 

prayer by Rev. J. W. Chesbro, selections 
by the Schubert Quartette, a violin and 
piano duet by tbe Misses Dean, and a 

pleading drill by fifteen girls with Hags 
and wreaths, as one feature of which 

they piled the wreaths around tbe base 
of tbe monument. 

John 0. Winship of Weetbrook waa 

then introduced to give the address of 
tbe afternoon. While not eo finished in 
bis style as some, Mr. Winship is a very 
ready, earnest and effective speaker, and 
what is more, he has something to say— 
it Is not all rhetoric and platitudes. He 
spoke a little more than forty minutes, 
and was listened to with close attention. 

His first remarks were addressed to 

tbe children, and he counseled them to 

remember thst the flag which they had 
been carrying represented not merely a 

pretty piece of cloth, but our country. 
It means American civilization, the best 

4L 1 J ft. linn all Q t 

that civilization has cost. 

Turning tu "these kids, my comrades," 
he counneled them not to talk of grow- 
ing old, for so long as a man was useful, 
he had no business to grow old. What 

you did, my comrades, he said, was not 

simply to preserve the territorial integ- 
rity of the Union; it was not simply f r 

the benefit of the people of this country; 
it was for the benefit of all the world. It 
was a part of that world-old struggle, of 
that contest which God is working out, 
between the principle of the brother- 
hood of man and the equal rights of all, 
aod that other principle, of the "divine 
right" of a few to govern the many as 

they see fit. 
As I look back upon that conflict, I 

tremble as I think of the magnitude of 
the struggle. The people of the nations 
said that a rebellion of that magnitude 
could not be crushed out, and in the 
light of history they were right. It had 
never been done. But the rebellion was 

crushed out, and it was proved to the 
world that self-government was not a 

failure. 
Then came the disbandment of the 

army, and trouble was predicted as the 

consequence of dispersing so many 
soldiers. Did you ever hear of it? You 
were not soldiers, my comrades; it was 

not your trade to kill. You were Ameri- 
can citizens, and as such you returned 
to your homes. 

In that four years you had learned 
valuable lessons. You had learned self- 

sacrifice, and no one of you to-day re- 

grets his sacrifices. You had learned 
comradeship, its breadth and depth. 
This Memorial Day means to you the 
memory of those days. Let these 
memories throng your minds. Com- 
mune with your departed comrades and 
live over again those scenes. 

To hi* fellow-citizens the speaker gave 
the word that the flag means what our 

country means—American civilization, 
American citizenship. This is the best 
country because it creates those condi- 
tions which enable ut to raise the best 

crop of boys and girls. That is the only 
important thing. It is the high stand- 
ard of American manhood and American 
womanhood that gives American citi- 

zenship its almost sacredness. He 
counseled the citizens to be true to the 

country's ideals, and the young to learc 
the lesson of self-sacrifice and devotion 
which the day should teach.

The woman who knows bow to trans- 

form a severely plain dish into one that 
looks elaborate, has learned one of the 
first principle· of domestio economy. 
Leftovers take on a new charm under 
her hands, and simple boiled rice or beef 
stew or bread pudding «acquire altogeth- 
er new and appetizing flavors. 

▲s to the trouble involved—and some 

women seem to think that sufficient to 

be the proverbial last straw—it Is no 

trouble at all to decorate a dish; it is not 
a question of "trouble" but of ingenuity. 
Bow long does it take to put a slice or 

two of lemon and a sprig of parsley on a 

platter of fish? And yet that little touch 
is what many housekeepers resolutely 
avoid, and very foolishly. 

A few utensils for moulding jellies and 
salads are necessary to keep in the kitch- 
en closet, and a little green of one eort 

or another will be wanted every day. 
Aside from these, almost anything in the 
house may be utilized to advantage, 
such as a few slices of beet or carrot or 

turnip, these to be cut out in fancy 
shapes with a five cent tin cutter. 

It is a mistake, however, 'to overdo 
the decorating. Too many cooke put 
this or that on a dish till it suggests an 

untrained wholesale caterer. Good taste 
is a first requisite when one begins to 
learn the art of making dishes attractive, 
and it is better to bave just a touch of 

green, or a salad with a simple form, 
rather than something ornate and giv- 
ing the effect of being complex. 

Soups served in cups are improved by 
having a spoonful of whipped cream put 
on top of each. Purees need λ handful 
of croutons scattered over them at the 
last minute before serving, especially 
such as puree of green peas. Or tiny lit- 
tle noodles may be put on top, if one has 
learned the art of making them. GJear 
soups may have several things in them. 
There are very small stare, squares, 
triangles, and such things to be had at 
the Italian groceries in a city, made out 

of macaroni paste, and ten cents1 worth 
lasts a long time. Or boiled carrots may 
be sliced thin and cut into hearts or 

stare and used alone or mixed with a lit- 
tle rice or barley. In a strictly vegetable 
soup small shapes of carrots, turnips, 
uod potatoes may all be used. 

In a potato puree or cream a spoonful 
of pease gives a pretty touch; a little 

popped corn, the large full kernels ouly, 
may be dropped at the last moment on a 

corn sou p. 
As to meats a good rule to remember 

is to use green freely with everything 
fried or panned, and not to mix it with 
other things. That is, fried chicken is 
best served with the platter liberally 
edged with parsley, and so ie fried ham 
and sliced mutton steaks. But with 
other things there are a number of ad- 
missible garnishee. Cbops may have a 

few slices of lemon with the parsley, or 

there may be a mound of pease in the 
centre of the dish and the chops arrang- 
ed around the edge with the parsley and 
lemon also. For veal chops or cutlet cut 
into strips the same combination may bo 
used as for the chops. Sliced veal cutlet 
may also have an edge of boiled rico 
mixed with thick tomato; this may be 

put on in rounded spoonfuls and the 
parsley added between them. 

Pork tenderloins, Frenched, should be 
laid on a long platter in overlapping 
pieces, and there may be an edge of 
spoonfuls of mashed or ricod potato, 
with a very little parsley here and there. 
Or mashed potato may be moulded into 
the shape of pears with the hands, and 
in each one may be put a clove for a 

blossom and a bit of parsley stalk for 
the stem, and these may be arranged 
around the tenderloins^ they may also 
be used with chops or cutlet. 

Venison should have stiffly moulded 
currant jelly around it if it is served as a 

steak, and to make this, currant j«*lly 
may be melted and set with gelatine in 
small moulds and these turned out at 

the last moment. Beefsteak should have 
either parsley alone around it, or parsley 
and lemon slices; or it may have an 

edge of alternate potato balls and spoou- 
fu!s of pease. For home-made planked 
steak these may also be used, but the 
nntatoes mav be browned in deep fat: or

That is, they carried 
over one shonlder a bundle containing a 

couple of dozen of cheap shoe-stringe, a 

few packages of thread, needles, 
thimbles, ana similar articles in demand 
amoDg rnral housewives. The demand 
was really very light. They did make a 

sale of two or three sous' worth here and 
there, but the market value of tliese 
wares was their least important utility. 
By carrying them the miners evaded the 
strict laws against vagrancy and the 
soliciting of alms. Without the bundles 
they were beggars; with them they 
rauked as "peddlers." It was a ruse 

that deceived no one, not even the 
gendarme. But it sadsfied the letter of 
the law.—Harper's Weekly.

rote, made with the potato scoop, put in 
piles also with the other things. 

Stewed or fricaseed chicken may be 
transformed into a really charming dish 
if a small can of pimentos is used in 
decorating. nave some boiled rice 
ready, well seasoned, and put this 
around the platter first, aud on it at 
even intervals lay halves of pimentos- 
the scarlet and white, set off with a lit- 
tle greon parsley, make this simple 
chicken into a "company" dish. The 
rice and chicken left over may be put into 
small moulds and strips of red pimento 
crossed on each, for another day. 

Corned-beef hash may be pressed down 
into a round bowl and put into the oven 
to set firm; then turn it out on a round 
platter and put an edge of scrambled 
eggs all around it, with a little parsley. 
Croquettes may have a sprig of parsley 
stuck into each one, if they are moulded 
into pyramids, and more around the 
dish. Or there may be pease in the cen- 
tre of a ring of croquettes or creamed 
button mushrooms. 

Cold meats need plenty of garnishing, 
and for this watercress is invaluable; a 
bed of it is excellent uuder sliced mut 
ton or lamb. Cold roast beef may have 
an edge of clear aspic jolly, chopped and 
put on very cold. This jelly, by the 
way, is most appetizing with all cold 
meat, and may be used with chicken or 
lamb as well as beef. It iH simply made 
by settiDg any clear brown soup with a 
little gelatine and putting it into a shal- 
low dish to harden; it may be cut up 
with a knife or chopped in a very cold 
bowl. Put parsley on with if, always. 
Lettuce may be cut across the entire 
head with a scissors till it looks like 
grass and this used with meats. Or 
sliced hard-boiled eggs may be put 
around the platter. Quartered hard- 
boiled eggs may also be mixed with 
mayonnaise and put about lamb or 

chicken, with sprigs of parsley, and 
pease may be used in the same way. 

Figh, generally speaking, ueeds both 
green and lemon garnishes. Plain fried 
fish of any sort may have lemon slices 
dipped in finely chopped parsley only, 
for a change, or with a few sprigs added 
Fried smelts may have the tartare sauce 

P°t 'oto green peppers or lemon cups. 
Boiled fish needs small potato balls 
sprinkled with parsley put around in 
piles; or sometimes cooked shrimps 
with parsley instead for variety. Pish 
sauces, as a rule, should be passed, not 
poured over the whole piece, but a 
thick tomato sauce may be spread on 
slices of cod or halibut. Small fish- 
trout, perch, pan-fish, and the like—may 
be laid on a thick bed of watercress, one 

completely biding the platter beneath, 
and then lemon quarters laid around, or 

overlapping slices of lemon, snipped iuto 
sea lops around the edge. Shell-fish 
looks best served in its own or in scallop 
shells. Vegetables need little decorat- 

jog; the moro simply they are served the 
better, as a rule. But yet there 
should be some thought taken to make 

t^em,, attractive. Com on the cob 
should be laid in a folded napkin; 
mashed potatoes need a few sprigs of 
parsley; boiled potatoes should have 
chopped parsley on them. Stuffed cu- 
cumbers may also be served in the shell. 
Tomatoes need lettuçe under them, if 
served fresh. 

Salads are^ too often over decorated, 
so that it is well to study simplicity 
rather than elaboration in handling 
ί£βΙwStill· a very p,a,n ealad tMtM all 
the better if served in a dainty way. 

Ices and croams look most attractive 
when put Into individual glasses, with 
perhaps a cherry or a bit of candied 
mint or a strawberry on top; but a 

home-made cream which is turned di- 
rectly from the cylindrical freezer on to 
the dish may have a few split lady 
fingers pressed around the edge and a 

handful of cherries and citron leaves ar- 

ranged on top, when at once it beoomes 
quite an elaborate dessert. Presh straw- 
berries arranged with their leaves around 
a plain brick of cream also transform it 
at once into a festival dish. 

Simple boiled rice made iuto small 
balls with a strawberry concealed In 
each may have little green leaves stuck 
in the balls. In winter the balls may be 
plain, well sweetened and flavored rice 
alone, and the leaves may be cut from 
citron. Steamed puddings may be 
moulded and served Individually with a 

spoonful of bard aauoe.—Harper1· Bazar,
