The Maine Sanatorium Farm. 
iTuri, Karm an 1 Home.) 

For more than two years, or iu fact 
ever since Mr. H. C. Black assumed the 
duties as farm superintendent at the 
Maine Sanatorium, we have been prom- 
ising him to make a trip to tbat charm- 
ing spot aud inspect the operations that 
come especially under his care. It is 
not the purpose of this article to pay 
especial attention to the Maine Sana- 
torium, which is an institution worthy of 

I tbe attention of the beet people in our 

state, and we are more than pleased to 
know that it is receiving the thought 
aid and sympathy of the grandest people 
within our borders. As is well known it 
is situated on Greenwood Mountain, in 
the town of Hebron, in the foothills of 
ihe White Mountains. Its location is 
ideal, for the purpose for which it has 
beeu selected, as the storms which come 
uowu from tbe Great Lakes and tbe St. 
Lawrence basin pass to tbe north of the 
mountain and tbe storms coming up the 
Atlantic coast pass to the south, thus 
sparing this institution from the effects 
of both. 

At the head of this institution, and its 
principal promoter is Dr. Estes Nichols, 
a thoroughly trained physician and a 

specialist in tuberculosis. He has had a 
wonderful experience, having cured him- 
self of this dread plague. But the pur- 
pose of this story is to tell something 
about the farming operations that Dr. 
N«cbo!s early realized would piny an im- 
portant part in the work to be proeecut- 
en. In bis judgment fresh vegetables 
and dairy products are invaluable in the 
successful treatment of tuberculosis, so I 
when he planned for the location he had 
in mind a good farm, and he found this 
in the old Hudolphus Greenwood place, 
which was one of the first to be settled 
in Hebron. Other farms have been add- 
ed until now the Sanatorium comprises 
nearly if not quite .'>00 acres. With a 

good farm secured, the next thing was a 

capable superintendent, and this wasj 
found in the person of Mr. H. C. Black, 
who is now serving bis third year. Hel 
has simply wrought marvels with the 
abandoned tields, and turned them into I 
fertile acres. He has taken pasture land I 
that was literally paved with rocks, and 
left it a smooth grass tield without a 

stone in sight. He has taken an in-1 
different herd of cows and turned them I 
into a rich productive herd, each one a 

good business proposition. After gradu-1 
ating at the L niversity of Maiue where I 
he served for some time in the dairy de- I 
partaient, be took charge of Prof. Mun-I 
son's orchard farm in Minot until com-1 
ing to the Sanatorium. Mr. Black is a 

very successful grower of potatoes, and 
has already harvested three acres of I 
Karly Harvests, getting about 250 bush I 
els to the acre, which found a ready I 
market at a good price. He has five | 
acres in Green Mountains that were I 
plllted tbe lant of May, just IK) days ago, I 
aud they are all ready for digging. Ile I 
uses a ton of phosphate to the acre, and I 
no barn dressing, and gets a good crop I 
of good sized potatoes, practically no I 
small ones. He is looking for 2,0001 
bushels from his tive acres yet to dig. I 
Although the farm is so high up itisl 
wonderfully free from the effects of I 
early dronght or early frost. September I 
20 everything was as green as in July 
and there was no indication that the I 
frost had retarded his crops to any per-1 
ceptible extent. In his desire to pro- I 
mote the dairy he has planted eleven I 
acres of corn, and it is all looking fine. I 
His eigbt acres of sweet corn is one ofl 
the most perfect pieces that we have 
seen this year anywhere, and the silage I 
corn while later is coming fast these] 
days, and will soon be ready to cut. I 
Mr. Black plans to break up a tield and I 
plant it to potatoes, after first having J 
picked the rocks as closely as though hel 
was going to plant it to a garden crop. I 
The potato cultivation gets the land in 

splendid condition for corn, and hel 
plants the old fashioned horse tooth | 
variety for the silo. He uses an Iron | 
Age Sprayer on his crops, and Bordeaux 
and arsenate of lead is the material be| 
uses for bis potatoes. 

Mr. IJIack is a great uenever iu m ο 

value of a garden for a bouse and much 
mure fur a bis; institution such as be is 
catering to, and in order to handle it the 
easiest be bas very long rows, and plants 
everything, even to bis best seed, with a 

horse planter. The rows are 40 rods 

Ion?, and be has three acres in a garden. 
Then up near the house he has a very 
early piece of ground that be calls the 
kitchen garden, where the rows are ϋ7 
rods long. Then below the administra- 
tion building is a two acre piece devoted 
to small fruits. We haven't space to 

begin to tell what they raise in these 

gardens, but one item is 4500 beads of 

cabbage. Boiled dinner is served once a 

day at the institution and cabbage be- 
comes a very important factor. The 
first of the soason be bad early cabbage 
in such quantities that several tons were 

sent to Portland market. Then tbey 
raise tons and tons of table beets, lots of 

mangel wurtzels for the poultry, tons of 

pumpkins and squasb, melons, aud beans 
and peas galore. Tbey had two and a 

half acres devoted to improved yellow 
eyed beans. He probably raised the 
best piece of wheat in Maine. It is all 
full of clover and is to be fed unthresbed 
to the bens. 

But the crop that Mr. Black was the 
most proud of was a field of 14 acres 

devoted to peas and oats. He took 39 
tons off from this piece. This will be 
fed unthresbed to the dairy cows. Mr. 
Black says that this combination makes 
a splendid feed for cattle. The peas 
contain almost as much protein as al- 

falfa, while the oats furnish the carbo- 
hydrates so essential to rich milk. To- 
matoes and celery are large crops, and 

grow in great abundance. An eighth of 

an acre is devoted to parsuips alone. 
Tbey breed the large English Yorkshire 
bogs, having obtained the tiret stock 
from the late Robert VV. Lord, and are 

able to produce yearlings that weigh be- 
tween 500 and 000 pounds. Tbey are 

not at all coarse meated but develop 
fast and mature early. Fifteen of the 

present herd are direct from the Lord 
stock. They let the bogs rnn in tbeir 
orchard and tind that it is very helpful, 
as tbe hogs not only fertilize the trees, 
but stir the soil just enough to make the 
trees vigorous and give their leaves the 

very best coloring. There are in all 
some thousand trees on the farm and 
Mr. Black has had tbem sprayed regu- 

larly with most beneficial results. One 
of the roads leading to tbe farm from 
the main road runs through a line with 

large branching tree* heavily laden with 
fruit on either side. This road baa been 
built up in tbe most approved style, and 
is going to be a permanent highway on 

the place. 
As we have already indicated the dairy 

is of necessity a very essential part of 
the agricultural operations, and after 

trying all breeds Mr. Black has settled 
npon the Holstein as the best breed, 
everything taken into consideration, and 
he is fast working for a complete herd 
of full bloods. Already he has 46 head 
of cattle, 17 of tbem full blood animals, 
and is milking 17 cows. His herd is 
beaded by a young bull that is produc- 
ing some of the beet young stuff we bave 
seen this season. Mr. Black keeps bim 
in a large pen but would much like to 

arrange matters so be could work bim 

every day on the farm, believing that itl 

would b« for his best good. 
Mr. Black keeps very accurate 

accounts of farm transactions. In fact 

every pound of milk and every bushel of 

potatoes that goes into the steward's 
band is accounted for and credited back 
to tbe farm. He can tell what every 
cow in tbe herd has done ever since he 

came to the farm, and the figures that 
he has kept make pretty Interesting ( 

reading. For instance. Last February 
with 18 cows in milk he got 13,299 
pounds of milk, with an average of 4.56 
for butter fat. In March with the same 
number of cows be got 13,782.2 pounds 
of milk, with an average of 4.58 butter 
fat. Among his cows he has a Holstein 
that dropped a pair of twin heifer calves 
and the first ten months after weaning 
tbe calves she gave 11,679 pounds of 
milk, nearly 500 pounds of butter, and 
some idea of the quality of the milk will 
be gained when we know that the milk 
tested 4 055 butter fat. She is only 
eight years old and is due to freshen 
soon, and Mr. Black is confidently hop- 
ing that it is another pair of twin calves. 
Still another cow standing next to her 
has presented the farm with twins on 
two occasions, from different bulls, and 
she is due to freshen again in a few 
weeks, and again Brother Black's prayer 
goes up for more twin heifers. She 
dropped her last pair of twins and pre- 
pared them for the butcher and then 
gave 7,106 pounds of milk, after suckling 
tier twins seven weeks. In addition to 
these very remarkable milkers they have 
several 400 pound cows in the herd. 
Mr. Black has put the entire herd into 
the newly formed cow testing associa- 
tion, and by the way they have 700 cowb 

already subscribed, and it will be neces- 

sary to run what is known as a double 
barreled association, which meane two 
testers employed all tbe time. Tbe 
work will be commenced just as soon as 
the man to do the testing can be found. 
This testing of the cows and their prod- 
uct will mean nothing new in Mr. 
Black's herd for he has been doing pre- 
cisely this work for more than two years. 

As is well known, Mr. Black has 
established quite a reputation as a suc- 
cessful breeder of the While Wyandotte 
fowls of the Duston strain. He now has 
some S50 of this breed, having hatched 
800 chickens last season. But to show 
that he is not entirely partisan he has 
put in some of his old time favorites, 
the Plymouth Bocks, also from Mr. 
Lord's farm at Wells. Recently be has 
added a few single comb white Leg- 
horns, of the Wyckoff strain. In addi- 
tion to the crops that he has raised Mr. 
Black has laid down to grass some 20 
acre.". 

The barn at the Sanatorium ie a fine, 
modern, up-to-date structure. The 
main part is 90 χ 50 feet, with an annex 
65 χ 40 feet. An automatic water sys- 
tem has been installed which supplies 
every animal from an individual bucket. 
No cattle are permitted in the main 
bam, stall for the cows are all in the 
annex, while the main barn is reserved 
for crops alone. Under the barn is a 

basement running its entire length, 
one portion of it being reserved for a 
root cellar. 

Close by the big barn is an up-to-date 
creamery, operated by electric power 
and equipped with modern machinery 
throughout. Next to tbq creamery Mr. 
Black hopes to have another year a 

large hot bouse where he can get his 
vegetables started much earlier than be 
is able to do where he is dependent on 
out door planting or even with cold 
frames. 

Thus we have told in a rambling way 
something of the work that Mr. Black 
has been able to accomplish. It will 
take two if not three years longer to 

complete the routine of crops that be 
has undertaken. Mr. Black is an ideal 
farm superintendent. If he errs in any 
direction it is that in his zeal to have 
things go and go rightly be does too 
many things himself. He is a tireless 
worker and never asks any one to do 
anything that be can do himself. He 
lives in a neat cottage near the farm 
buildings, and his wife is a daughter of 
Mr. Chas. E. Wheeler, the well known 
orchardiet of Chesterville. The home 
life of the Blacks is ideal. It is a 

Orange home in the very best sense of 
the term, and we risk nothing in pre- 
dicting for Mr. Black and his good wife 
a most successful future wherever they 
may dwell, but we sincerely hope that 
his services will be retained on the Sana- 
torium farm for many years to come, for 
what he bas done is simply an earnest 
of what he is capable of performing if 
he is given an opportunity, which means 
that the Sanatorium farm will in a very 
few years be a model for the farmers of 
Maine to go to for instruction and guid- 
ance. 

At another time we shall be pleased to 
visit the hospital end of this great in- 
stitution and tell our readers something 
of what the gifted Dr. Nichols and his 
able assistant Dr. Jas. McFadyen are 

accomplishing in stopping the terrible 
ravages of consumption. Our people 
are just beginning to realize the truth 
of what the doctor said when he told us 

that we must kill tuberculosis or tuber- 
culosis would kill us. 

Guessing Abou t Alfalfa. 

One by one the oracular statements of 
so-called alfalfa experte bave been 
shown at fault. One said, "It will grow 
wherever corn will grow," and as 

promptly men from New York and Lou- 
isiana rise and say that they are growing 
it where corn will not grow. Another 
declares, "It will not grow over a hard- 
pan or gumbo subsoil." At once a New 
York man reports a good field of alfalfa, 
with roots fifteen feet long, that pass 
through six inches of hardpan so hard 
that it had to be broken with a pickaxe 
in following the root. A Kansas man 

writes that he has eighty acres that has 
stood live years and promises to continue 
indefinitely, yielding four and a half 
tons from three cuttings a year, and the 
whole of it on gumbo soil, where corn 

raising was a failure. Another declares, 
" It must have a rich, sandy loam," and 
forthwith from the deserts of Nevada, 
the sandhills of Nebraska and the thin, 
worn, clay soils of the South come re- 

ports of satisfactory yields. Such re- 
sults are significant, indicating better re- 

turns than any other crop brings from 
these varied soils, and that few farmers 
are justiiied in postponing the addition 
of alfalfa to their agriculture because 
of eupposed hindrance of soil and cli- 
mate.—Coburn's "The Book of Alfalfa." 

Can't Make All Good Ones. 

In replying to a request for methods 
of producing low cost milk, Prank Shel- 
don, in one of our exchanges, after stat- 
iog that he bought and used a pure-bred 
Ilolstein bull, rounds off his experience 
with the confession, "but do the best I 
could at culling out the poor ones, it 
was impossible to make all good cows." 

Thus, in the face of so much that gets 
into print, coming from young students 
of the breeding problème, that pure-bred 
bulls make the way easy for the results 
desired, here is the testimony of an ex- 

perienced breeder that it is "impossible" 
to at all times bring out the superior 
animal desired. That is the experience 
of all breeders in every Une of stock 
breeding. It takes a breeder of critical 
judgment to breed up instead ofdown, 
as our correspondent Smart, tersely put 
the case in one of bis communications. 
But so long as the improvement can 

only come through the use of the pure- 
bred sire and the critical judgment this 
s-ems the way to continue efforts for 
Improved animals. Select the best ani- 
mals for breeders, and then cull out the 
inferior from the offspring, Is the only 
way to build up better herds and docks, 
and the fact that the best cannot be 
secured every time should not detract 
from continued effort—Maine Farmer. 

Keeping cabbages: Select a dry place 
in the patch, pull up the cabbages and 
stand closely together, heads down. 
Cover with soil from tire to ten inches, 
thinly at first so they will not heat, cov- 

ering only enough to prevent freezing as 

the season advances. The burying beds 
may be made from four to six feet wide. 
—Farm Journal. 

If rye is sowed this fall as a green ma- 

nure for potatoes next season, I believe 
It would be better to plow it under next 

spring after it gets a good start and not 
wait till it gets tall. Then the rye will 
rot better before planting time and yon 
will get more good from It.—Farm 
Journal.

No "Rum Expresses'* After Jan. ist. 

All express companies organized for 
the purpose of handling liquors in viola- 
tion of the prohibitory law of Maine will 
be driven out of business after January 
1st, by order of the interstate commerce 
commission. These orders so regulate 
the transportation of spirituous liquors 
that it will be impossible for this e ass 

of express companies to do business as 

they have for five years. 
The rules, of which there are three, 

are sweeping and drastic in effect. They 
provide first, that no common carrier 
can receive for transportation any 
package of liqaor unless the contents and 
quantity are plainly marked on the cov- 

er; second, that the name of the con- 

signee shall be his true name, and that 
the package cannot be delivered to any 
other party without a written order 
from the consignee; and third, that no 

C. O. D. orders shall be taken. 
The express company or its agents 

cannot act as agent for any party order- 
ing liquors or for any liquor house. The 
violation of any of thee* rules is punish- 
able by a âne not exceeding $5000. 

Some of the express companies doing 
business in Lewiston handle liquor al- 
most exclusively. Whenever they have 
been raided by the Sturgis deputies 
scores of packages have been seized con- 

signed to one name with an initial before 
it and without a street and number. The 
defence has been that these were ficti- 
tious names used by reputable citizens 
who did not want their own namee used. 
The packages usually remained at the 
office until some one called and asked if 
there was any express for them. In 
many cases the agent claimed to know 
before the packages arrived the real 
party to whom they were consigned.

At 10 o'clock Tuesday morning the 
wheels of the court began their period- 
ical revolution, Chief Justice Emery 
ascending tbe bench lu bis offioial robe. 
Prayer was offered by Rev. J. Wallace 
Cbeebro of the South Paris Baptist 

I church, and tbe usual formalities of the 
I opening of the session were duly per- 
formed. 

Tbe grand jury was empaneled as 
follows :

Howard P. Shaw of Buckfield was ex- 

cused from service on the grand jury be- 
cause of illness in bis family, and Ar- 
thur M. Stanley of Dixfield was late in 
arriving and was not made a member of 
the jury. 

Judge Emery gave the charge to the 
grand jury immediately after the mem- 
bers were sworn, going carefully over 

the Held of their duty in detail, and ex- 

plaining fully not only what is required 
of them but why it is required. The 
jury immediately began its work in its 
room. 

In beginning the call of the docket, 
Judge Emery made a new departure, to 
aid in clearing the docket. From time 
immemorial it has been the custom to 

start the call of tbe docket with the 
first case, and it is hardly necessary to 
say that the first part of the docket 
usually contains a number of cases 

which have practically died of old age, 
but which have been kept on earth by 
tbe use of ink. Generally tbe presiding 
justice makes an effort to clear off some 
of this dead wood, but it is apt to cume 
hard. Judge Emery, however, stated 
that the cases entered prior to the 
October term in 1907 would not be taken 
up on the first call, but they would be 
called later, and dismissed unless reason 
was shown for retaining them on the 
dock* t. Accordingly the first fifty-eight 
cases on the docket were omitted from 
tbe first call. 

About twenty cases were marked for 
trial on the call, but it was evident that 
there would be few actual trials. This 
became still more clearly evident when 
the matter of assignment of cases was 

taken up at the afternoon session. As 
far as actual trials were concerned, the 
list practically went out of sight at that 
time.

Emery is the time when he would bear 
divorce cases. He also gave the mem- 
bers of the bar some suggestions as to 

what thev might expect of him in these 
cases. He should require that the pro- 
ceedings be without technical Haw of 
any kind. A divorce would not be 
granted on the ground of non-support 
unless the failure to support was under 
such circumstances as to amount to 
cruelty, and cause actual distress. As 
long as a woman had her health and was 
able to earn her own living, or bad rela- 
tives upon whom she could depend, no 
divorce would be granted for non-sup- 
port. Judge Emery said he had never 

granted but one divorce on that ground, I 
though he had heard maov. Cruel and 
abusive treatment, another statutory 
ground for divorce, did not mean neglect, 
or thoughtlessness. or even profane 
language. It must be positive, aggress 
ive action, done with tbe intent to 
wound and hurt, in or«ler to justify 

jdivurce tiroes and confirmed habits of 
intoxication, another ground of divorce, 
meant gross and continued habita. A 
divorce would not be granted because a 
man drank, nor even b« cause be was 

« •niei.nte· under tbe influence of liquor. 
His habite must bave become an fixed as 

to be literallv "groae and confirmed," if 
ι bey were to furnish ground for divorce. 

During Tueeday afternoon's session, 
Cuuaty Attorney Parker presented be- 
fore the court two men who it was 

charged bad attempted to persuade a 

witness to go to l«ewiston instead of 
C4>miag to court to teetify before the 
grand jury as she had been summoned. 
The woman who waa the witness named 
was placed on the stand, and as she 
c«>ul«l not understand Knglish, John 
Wiskoa', a well known Kumford Pall· 
Pole, was made interpreter. The atory 
told by the witness on the stand did not 

support tbe charge against the men, and 
the* were at once discharged. 

Wednesday forenoon waa "motion 
morning," nominally and literally. Judge 
Einery holding the attorneya atrictly up 
to the rule that motions must be made 
at that time, and considerable bueinees 
was disposed of in an hour. 

lAter there was a hearing in an equity 
suit brought by George L. Cushman, 
executor of the will of Mrs. Eleanor 
Whitman of Woodatock, against tbe 
Maine General HospiUl and the two 
residuary legatees of Mrs. Whitman's 
property, who reside in the state of 
Washington. While this was a suit at 
law, it was brought for the purpose of 
obtaining a construction of one clause of 
Mrs. Whitman's will. 

In her will Mrs. Whitman bequeathed, 
out of the residue of her estate, the sum 

of $1000 to tbe Maine General Hospital 
"for a free bed." To establish a per- 
manent free bed in the hospital requires 
the sum of 15000 under the rules of the 
institution, and the executor did not feel 
justified in paying this smaller sum over 

to the hospital until the court had de- 
termined what should be the construc- 
tion of the will. 

The hospital was represented by Judge 
Symonds and Anthoine A Talbot of 
Portland, and Mr. Talbot presented the 
hospital's view of the caee to the court, 
contending at aome length that it was 

the manifest intention of Mrs. Whitman 
to give the sum named for the purpose 
of free treatment of patiente in the 

hospital, and that the fact that it was 

not sufficient for the maintenance of a 

permanent free bed should not prevent 
the payment of the bequest. Mr. Wright 
apeared for the executor, presenting the 
matter to the court, and Mr. Wheeler 
appeared for the residuary legatees, who 
join in asking for a construction of the 
will, but ask that if the bequest to the 
hospital is disallowed, the amount 
should be paid to them as residuary 
legatees. llt 

The court stated at the. close of the 

hearing that he felt clear that it was the 
intention of the testator that the sum 

named should be paid to the hospital, 
though it was a smaller sum than was 

sufficient to establish a permanent bed. 
He also ordered the costs of the bill and 
counsel fees to be paid from the residue 
of the estate. Judge Symonds suggested 
that the hospital would be glad to accepl 
the decree of the court as to the mannei 

in which the bequest should be used, bul 
Judge Emery said that he did not con 

eider that necessary at thi· time. If anj 
of the interested parties felt that it wai 

not being properly used, they oould 
bring a bill in equity at any time.

the second jury in Mr. Bennett's place. 

Ik took but a part of the afternoon 
Wednesday to get the civil trial U£ont of the way. One case only waa tried, 
George R. Davis τι. Franois A. Fox, 
which was a suit on a promissory note. 
Mr. Wright appeared for the plamtin, 
and the defendant conduoted his own 
oase. 

The two parties to this oase are njen1* bers of the bar, residing at Kezar Falls, 
and were formerly partners in the prac- tice of law. When their partnership 
was dissolved, in 1894, a note for 9125.00 
was given by Fox to Davis. Two or 
three years later a payment of »46 il 
was made on it. Six yeara lacking one 

day after this payment, an endorsement 
of $1.00 was made on the note in the 
handwriting of Mr. Fox. The circum- 
et&ncee aa shown by the evideooe were 
that Mr. Davis told Mr. Fox that he 
wanted an endorsement on the note so 
as to keep it good. Mr. Fox went into 
the office and wrote the endorsement. 
He now says that there was no payment 
of money or anything else of value, and 
Mr. Davis was notable to testify that 
there was. Therefore Mr. Fox makes 
the defence that the note is valueless 
under the statute of limitations—in com- 
mon langusge, that It is "outlawed." 

A memorandum made by Mr. Davis 
was introduced by Mr. Fox, showing 
that he did not account for any money as 
paid at that time, and on the other hand, 
a letter from Mr. Fox was Introduced by 
Mr. Davis, written after the endorse- 
ment, showing that Mr. Fox then re- 
garded the note as still good. 

Judge Emery asked the jury to an- 
swer the question whether there waa 

any payment of money or anything else 
of value at the time the endorsement 
was made. Although the trial bad 
taken less than an hour, It took the jury 
over an hour and a half to find the an- 
swer. They finally came in and report- 
ed that no payment was made. Judge 
Emery thereupon ordered a verdict for 
the defendant. 

After this case was disposed of the 
court put in its time waiting until the 
grand jury should finish Its work.

Work on the criminal docket began I 
immediately after dinoer Friday. Tb<>se 
who were awaiting tbie court in jail. 
and a number of otber· who were under I 
bonds, were arraigned, most of tbem 
pleading not guilty. 

In tbe liquor case of Thomas Curran, 
the sentence of the lower court was con- 
firmed in an appealed case, and Currau 
paid 9118.84 fine. lie atao pleaded 
guilty to an indictment for nuisance, ( 
and it was placed on tile during his good 
behavior. 

The nuisance case against F. L. Leb»-1 
was continued during good behavior, on 

payment of tine and costs amounting to 
SI 13 91 in an appealed case. 

Mike I'rban of Rumford was tried for 
tbe larceny of three ten-dollar bills from , 
Frank Geachenske of the same town. 
County Attorney Parker conducted the I 
case for the state, and Λ. T. L'Heureux 
of Lewiston for tbe defence. The wit·1 
nesses were all Poles except a policeman, 
and the testimony had to be taken 
through an interpreter, John Wiskont 
acting in that capacity. 

It appeared that one afternoon last 
May Gescheneke, Urban, and two or 

tbree other men, were drinking in 
Geecheneke'a room, with which the 
room of one of the other men commu- 
nicated. Gescheneke had tbree ten-dol- 
lar bills in hie trunk. The men went to 
sleep, and after they woke up it was 
found that Gescbenske's money was 

gone. Urban, who was the first to leave 
the house, was arrested, and in bis 
clothes were found two ten-dollar bills, 
and other money to the amount of a 
iittle less than ten dollars. Urban's to- 
bacco pouch was found near Gescben- 
ske's trunk, with a key tied to it which 
wonld open the trunk. 

Urban stated that this was the key to 
his locker where he kept his clothing at 
the mill. He also explained where tbe 
money in his possession came from. It 
also appeared in evidence that tbe bouse 
was raided by the officers that afternoon, 
and there was evidence tending to show 
an opportunity for some one else to get 
bold of the money. 

The Urban case went to the jury early 
Saturday morning. After being out a 

short time they returned a verdict of 
not guilty. 

Bail was defaulted in eeveral oases 

where tbe parties bad failed to appear, 
and the trial of James I. Aitken, William 
Aitken and Lizzie Aitken then began. 
These parties were indicted for keeping 
a house of ill-fame at Rumford Falls. 
County Attorney Parker for the state, 
B. F. Cleaves of Biddeford for defence. 

The indictment grew out of occur- 

rences one night last July at the steam 
laundry building on Canal Street in 
Rumford, where tbe tbree Aitkens, Wil- 
liam Aitken, bis wife L'zzie Aitken, and 
his brother, James I. Aitken, were stop- 
ping. Two men made complaint that 
they bad been robbed of 910 by tbe 
Aitkens, and Police Officer Roach ar- 

rested the Aitkens. While he was wait- 
ing for William and his wife to dress, 
they escaped through a window and 
walked to Bryant's Pond, where they 
were found the next day. James Aitken 
was found under some blankets in a 

Rumford livery stable. One of the prin- 
cipal witnesses, though summoned, 
failed to appear at the trial. 

The Aitkens told a very different story 
from that of the witnesses for tbe state, 
stating that tbey were in Rumford look- 

ing for work, and denying absolutely the 

charge made. It was not denied that all 
tbe parties bad b«en drinking together, 
and it is needless to aay that the testi- 
mony did not present a picture of high- 
toned life. 

At the conclusion of the evidence in 
this case, on the ruling of tbe oourt that 
the single act regarding which there was 

testimony was not sufficient to maintain 
tbe charge alleged, the case was nol 
prossed and the parties were discharged. 

Following this was a very short trial 
of Ed Day of Rumford for the larceny of 
clothing from Israelson's store. Mc- 
Carthy appeared for Day. The verdict 
was not guilty by reason of insanity. 

THK HIRAM ASSAULT CASK. 

A case which had been expected to 
occupy considerable time, but the out- 
come of wbiob came sooner than an- 

ticipated, was tbe indictment against 
Albert B. Sanborn of Hiram for assault 
with a dangerous weapon with intent to 
kill. This case was begun early in tbe 
afternoon Saturday. 

This affair caused quite a sensation 
when it occurred last May in the usually 
quiet town of Hiram. Without going 
into the details of testimony of the 
several witnesses, it may be said thai 
tbe facta were briefly these: 

Albert B. Sanborn is a laboring-man 

57 yetra of ·*·. * grudaon of hi·,» 
Tarboxboy,njne tnontha old, til atrlok· 
en with pneumonia laat aprlng, and after 
a few daya' illneaa died on the 5th of 
May. The oblld waa attended by Dr. 
Cbarlea B. WiUon of fllram. The grand- 
tether, Mr. Sanborn, had been exceed- 
ingly attached to the boy, and waa muoh 
affected by hla death. He had alao been 
diapleaaed by Dr. Wilton not meeting 
with another phyaiclan who had been 
called to aee the child. 

Between 5 and β o'clock of the 6th of 
May, the day after the child'· death, 
Sanborn went to the honae of Dr. Wilaon 
with a loaded revolver In bis hand, and 
going Into the booae inquired for Dr. 
Wilaon. Dr. and Mra. Wilaon, who had 
been driving, oame into the yard jaat 
about that time, and Sanborn followed 
them into the etable. He told Dr. Wil- 
aon that he had oome to kill him, and 
covered him with the revolver. Mra. 
Wilaon ran into the honae and aummon- 
ed the neighbora. Sanborn .continued 
hie talk for aome time, and aa the neigh- 
bora came into the atable one by one 
warned them to stand back. Finally 
Dr. Wilton made a break through the 
door of the stable near which ne was 

standing, and at almost the same instant 
the revolver was discharged without 
effect, and the doctor's son, Charles L. 
Wilson, jumped and wrenched the re- 
volver from Sanborn's hand. He waa 
then seized by the men in the stable and 
placed under arrest. 

County Attorney Parker conducted 
the case for the state, and Hon. James 
S. Wright waa attorney for Sanborn. A 

large number of witnesses were in at- 
tendance. The case had proceeded but 
a little way before queations in Mr. 
Wright'a croas-examination brought out 
the fact that a plea of insanity at the 
time of the act might be poaaible, and 
Judge Emery suggested suspending the 
trial and committing Sanborn to the in- 
sane hospital for observation. This 
suggestion led to conferences by the 
counsel and the court, and after about 
half an hour it was finally agreed that 
the state should nol pros ao much of the 
indictment as alleged intent to kill, and 
Sanborn pleaded guilty to assault. 

This took the caae from the jury, and 
Judge Emery heard evidence to aid him 
in fixing the aentence. Sanborn was 

placed on the stand, and told hie story. 
He was badly affected throughout the 
proceedings, and at times had difficulty 
making answers to the questions asked 
bim. In going over the incidents of the 
6th of May, he eaid that he had no recol- 
lection of getting his revolver, and only 
a partial recollection of what followed, 
until the discharge of the revolver 
brought him to some consciousness of 
what was going on. 

After hearing so much of the evidence 
as he wished, and brief arguments of 
counsel, Jud^e Emery took the matter 
of the sentence under consideration. 

Monday morning Brouislou Beilski 
pleaded guilty on a nuisance iodictment. 
He had been in jail for about three 
months on sentence and awaiting court, 
aud on motion of County Attorney 
Parker, the nuisance indictment wan 

continued during good behavior, and he 
was allowed to go home. 

Fred a Dixon pleaded guilty in several 
liquor cases. In one he paid fine and 
costs, and a nuiaance indictment was 

continued for sentence. 
In the case against George Duran for 

assault with intent to kill, upon Harold 
R. Peary, the county attorney nol pressed 
the intent to kill, and Duran pleaded 
guilty to assault. 

DIVORCES. 

Friday evening waa aet for the hearing 
of divorce cases, and the session lasted 
from 7 o'clock until after 10. Neverthe 
lees the number is considerably lees than 
are heard at most terms. Sixteen case· 
in all were called. Two of them were 

thrown out for informality in the pa 
pers, and there were hearings in the 
other fourteen caaea. The room was 

well tilled, though there were few spec- 
tator*, moat of thoae present being the 
parties and their witnesses. A case of 
denertion would require buta few min- 
ute', while if the allegation were cruel 
and abusive treatment or groaa and con- 
firmed habits of intoxication, a consider- 
able time might be required to get out 
the necessary evidence. 

So decrees have yet been made in 
divorce cases. 

NOTKS. 

John Β Darrah of Rumford was nat- 

uralized Wednesday morning. 
The deputy sheriffs in attendance at 

this term are Jailer Harry D. Cole, 
James M. Day of Bryant's Pond, L. L. 
Xiles of Rumford, and Albion E. Chaffin 
of Buckfield. 

It ia expected that only a portion of 
the present week, perbapa not more than 
two days, will be needed to close up 
what busioeas remains, nearly all of 
which ia on the criminal docket. The 
case of moat wide-spread Interest and 
which will probably make the longest 
trial, is the indictment against Maurice 
R. Fogg of East Sumner for liqnor 
nuisance. Mr. Fogg ia chairman of the 
selectmen of the town of Sumner. 

Football. 

PARIS H. 8. 15; BRYANT'» POND Η. 8. 0. 

Paris high school football team bad 
little trouble in defeating the school 
team from Bryant's Pond at the high 
school grounds Saturday afternoon. Al- 
though the Paris team is light tbey con- 

siderably outweighed their opponents, 
and there was never muoh doubt about 
which team would be the winner. 
Whether Paris would be able to solve 
the trick plays of their opponents and 

prevent them from scoring was the most 
interesting question. This they succeed- 
ed in doing, but at one time it looked 
very muoh like a touchdown for the 
visitors. « 

Ford, a former principal of the gram 
mar school bere and now the principal of 
the Bryant's Pond school, was the 
strong part of the visiting team, doing 
fine work in all departments of the game. 
The best work for the Paris team was 

done by Lowell. 
The game started with Bryant's Pond 

kicking to Paris. Ford did the kicking 
and twice kicked over Paris' goal line, 
the second kick passing over the 
bar of the goal post. Paris then kicked 
to the visitors. They made one 

first down and then were forced to punt, 
the ball carrying well down the field. 
From this point Paris carried the ball 
steadily up the field until tbey reached 
their opponents' 20 yard line. Here 
they lost ten yards on a fumble and were 

obliged to give up the ball on downs. 
Bryant's Pond made two good gains and 
then on a trick play Ford went around 
Paris' left end for a run of 70 yards, 
Lowell stopping bim by a floe tackle. 
At this point it was evident that Ford 
intended to try to drop kick a goal but 
two attempts were unsuccessful as Paris 
men came through the line so quickly 
that ne conld not get the kick away. 
Paris took the ball on downs. After 
two gains Lowell went around right end 
behind good interference for a ran of 80

Apples Oalore. 

APPLE POPOVBBS. 

Beat three eggs together until light 
and add to them two cops of milk and a 

level saltspoon of aalt. Pour this very 
gradually loto two caps of flour, stirring 
constantly. Half fill deep, flat-bottom- 
ed patty pans, which have been battered 
and heated and bake In a very quick 
oven about twenty to twenty-five min- 
utes. The oven must be bot or they will 
not puff up properly. When done, slip 
them out of the pans, and with a very 
sharp knife quickly cut off the top 
where they rise above the pan. The in- 
side should be hollow. Put in each a 

heaping tablespoon of hot apple sauce, 
replace the tops, set the popovers on in- 
dividual plates and serve immediately as 

a dessert, with hard sauce. This recipe 
makes eight popovers. 

APPLE WHIP. 

Beat the whites of three eggs until 
stiff and perfectly dry, then fold lightly 
Into one pint of stewed and sweetened 
apple, add one cap of chopped nuts and 
half a pint of candied cherries. Beat 
until firm and chill through. 

APPLES IN CARAMEL. 
Into a skillet put one cup of light 

brown sugar and one-half cup of hot 
water. Let boil for three or four 

minutes, then drop in five nice cooking 
apples, which have been peeled, cored 
and halved. Let these stew in the syrup 
until they are tender and fluffy, then 
drain them out Into a glass dish. In 
another saucepan have ready one table- 

spoon of butter melted with one tea- 

spoon of flour, and over this pour one- 

half cup of cream. When hot, add to 
the boiling syrup, stirring briskly for 
several minutes, then pour over the ap- 
ples and serve either hot or cold. 

APPLE AMBROSIA. 

Make a syrup of two cups of sugar, 
one cup of water and the juice and thin 

yellow rind of half a lemon. Pare six 

large tart apples, preferably pippins, cut 
each into six or eight pieces, removing 
the core, and cook in the hot syrup till 
clear. They will be lighter and keep 
their shape better if cooked a few at a 

time. Place in a large glass dish, strain- 

ing the syrup over them, and set on ice 
to chill. Meanwhile, cut a large mellow 
pineapple in half, remove the core, shred 
off the flesh with a silver fork and scrape 
the shell with a spoon. This will be 
found easier and more expeditious and 

quite as economical as the old process of 

gouging and paring. Sprinkle with 

sugar, and turn occasionally until this is 
dissolved, then add to the apple sauce, 

and let them stand together for at least 
an hour. Serve very cold. 

APPLE CBEAM PIE. 

Stew one quart of apples till trans- 
parent, rub through a colander, sweeten 
to taste, add one cup of cream, flavored 
with one teaspoon of extract of lemon. 
Line a pie plate with good pie crust, fill 
with the apples and bake till the crust is 
done. Have ready a meringue of whites 
of two eggs beaten stiff with three table- 

spoons of sugar, and flavor with a few 

drops of lemon; spread over the pie and 
brown. 

CHILDREN'S APPLE BREAD. 
An old fashioned dish which never 

fails to delight the children may be pre- 
pared as follows: One quart of corn 

meal, one pint of ripe chopped apples, 
three tablespoons of butter, pinch of 

salt, one and one-half cups of water. 
Sweeten the apples to taste and bake as 

ordinary com bread. 
APPLE PUKFS. 

Make the regulation apple sauce, of 
tart apples, and be a little sparing of the 
sugar. To one quart of the sauce, take 
three tablespoons of strawberry jam, and 
with a strong egg beater whip all to- 
gether. Set on ice and when ready to 

serve, till cream puff shells with the 
mixture, place each on a separate plate 
and pour round a soft custard sauce, 
slightly flavored with almond extract. 

APPLE SOUFFLE. I 
Take one cup of baked apple, freed 

from skin and seeds, and whip with an 

egg beater till frothy. Cook in a double 
boi er two tablespoons of flour and two 

tablespoons of butter till smooth. Add 
half a cup of milk, beaten yolks of three 
eggs and the apple pulp. Add a pinch 
of salt and about one-quarter cup of 
powdered sugar. Last of all, add the 
stifflybeaten whites of three eggs. Pour ' 
η a china baking dleh, stand in a tin of 

boiling water and bake for twenty-five 
minutes. Make a meringue with the 
whites of two eggs and two tablespoons 
of powdered sugar. Cover the top of the 
souffle with this and returt to the oven 
to brown slightly. Serve at once. 

FROZEN APPLE FLUFF. 

This frozen dainty is quickly and 
easily made. Beat the whites of four 
eggs until stiff and dry; fold into the 
stiffly beaten whites one glass of apple 
jelly and one cup of cocoanut, shredded;

As soon as the crank of the freezer be- 
gins to turn hard, open the can and add 
a pint of sweetened whipped cream 
flavored with almond extract.

Hie Wars of 
Our Country 

XXIII.-War of 1812 
Victory North, Defeat South

HE year 1814 
marked the ebb 
tide of Amer- 
ica's fortunée. 
Our national 
capital, Wash- 
ington, was cap- 
tared by the en- 

emy, the White 
House burned 
and President 
Madison a fugi- 
tive. The Lon- 
don Times boast- 
fully declared: 

"That 111 or- 

^ ganlzed associa- 

msotmeLt· Uon· the Un,tcd 
States, Is on the 

eve or dissolution, and the world is 
speedily to be delivered of the mis- 
chievous example of a government 
founded on democratic rebellion." 

England, having now no other war 

on her hands, Napoleon being put 
down, had sent thousands of picked 
veterans to this country. British fleets 

again ravaged the Chesapeake's shores 
and tightened the blockade of the 
coast. The Creek Indians, whom An- 
drew Jackson bad so severely pun- 
ished. rose again In arms and Joined 
the enemy. Admiral Griffith con- 

quered and took possession of the state 
of Maine In the name of King George. 
A squadron of sixty British warships 
sailed up the Chesapeake, overwhelm- 

ing a little fleet sent against them by 
Commodore Barney and landed 5,000 
soldiers under General Ross. Ross 
marched on Washington. At Bladens- 

burg an American force 3,000 strong 
opposed their advance on Aug. 24, but 
were put to rout after a stubborn 
tight, and the victorious British bore 
down upon the defenseless capital. 
President Madison, his family and his 
cabinet tied In terror from the city. 

Ross and his redcoats poured Into 

Washington, looted and plundered it, 
burned the presidential manslou, the 

capltol, the Congressional library, the 

arsenal, the treasury building anil 

many private houses. It seemed that 
America could not suffer such degrada- 
tion and survive. General Ross, re- 

enforced. followed up his victory bj 
marching northward with 8,000 men 

toward Baltimore. A British fleet at 
the same time sailed up the Patapeco 
to co-operate with him by capturing 
Fort M.IIenry. But every American 
in the vicinity who was strong enough 
to handle a rifle rushed to join the 

small. Impromptu army raised by Gen- 
eral Striker. In the fight Ross was 

killed. His second in command. Colo- 
nel Brooke, drove back the Americans 
and pushed on toward Baltimore, but 

lie never reached his destination. Not 

only did the Americans heroically con- 

test every step of his march, but the 

tieet on which he had relied for sup- 

port failed to capture Fort McUenry. 
The fort was bombarded all day and 

all night, but on the following morning 
Old Glory still floated deflautly from 
the strongholds walls, and the British 
were forced to fall back to the coast. 

While all the foregoing disasters 
were piling up in the south a some- 

what different drama was euacted far- 

ther north. Sir James Yeo had cap- 
tured Oswego, May 5. but Genera s 

Scott and Ripley ha.l crossed the Ca- 

nadian border, capturing Fort Erie 

and routing a large British detachment 
•it Chipi>ewa. General Drummond with 
a force one-third larger than that of 

the Invading Americans met Scott and 

Ripley In battle at Lundy's lane, near 

Bridge water, on July 25. After one 

of the bloodiest battles for Its size ou 

record the Americans were victorious. 
Rut they lost 858 men, whom they 
could much less atford to spare than 
could the British their own loss of 878. 
Drummond. failing at Lundy's lane, 
tried next to wrest Fort Erie from 
the Americans and was again defeat- 
ed. But the Yankees, fearing they 
could not hold out against another as- 

sault. burned the fort and retreated 
across the border back Into New York. 

With 14.000 of the seasoned veterans 
of the Napoleonic wars General l're- 
vost swept down 
from Canada In 
August, raiding 
New York state. 
He attacked 
Plattsburg b y 
land and water. 
but a small 
American arm;. 
anil smaller na- 

val squadron put 
him to flight aft- 
er a Ave day 
battle, scattering 
the British land 
forces and cap- 
turing or sink- 
ing the whole 
British fleet. 
Prévost (with a 

loss of 2,500 men 

lo the Americans' 121) fled northward 
demoralized. The veterans who had 

conquered the great Napoleon's world 
famous legions had been thrashed. 

Yet these successes In the north, 
when stripped of the halo of glory an.l 
heroism, merely meant that our troops 
had made «ne more unsuccessful in- 
vasion of Canada and had checked an- 

other British Invasion of New York, 
whereas in the south and nearlj 
everywhere else England triumphant- 
ly held the situation In her own hands
