Measuring Constitutional Vigor.

ADDRESS BEFORE THE JEHRSEY BREED-
ERS" ASSOCIATION BY €. M. GALLUP
OF THE MAINE FARMER.

I hope you gentiemen won’'t infer that
1 have come here to-day to try and tell
you how to breed dairy cattle, 1 would
rather leave that task for the man who
has never attempted any breeding opera-
tions, because he would find it so much
easier. However, [ am going to try and
teil you about a few things that I have
found out, then I want you to tell me
some of the things you have found our,
and seeif we can't all end this day with
a little gain on the situation.

For seven years | followed the pro-
fession of a civil engineer. Now when
an engineer builds a bridge or a dam,
and it stands all right, we don't pay
much attention to it. Perhaps it was a
good and economical design. Nobody
knows. But when a structure fails, then
we look into it. There is a chance to
learn something.

Probably you remember a few years
ago that a great cantilever bridge was
under construction across the St. Law-
rence River at Quebec. The bridge was
considerably larger than any of that
kind that had ever been built, and the
leading engineer of the world was con
sulted in preparing the designs. Accord-
ing to these plans, the principal com-
pression member was built up of long,
and relatively thin and varrow plates of
steel, riveted together. The foreman at
the bridge works who was assembling
these plates, went to the eogineer there
and kicked. He said the stuff was too
limber tc make the finished chord safe
Well, the engineer went over his figures
again, and then took it up with the con-
sulting expert. Together they conclud-
ed that the figures were all right and
gave order to go ahead. As you all
know the bridge fell into the river.

Now, gentlemen, it is the same way
with a good deal of the theory thatis
banded out on the subject of breeding.
It figares all right, but it won't work.
If perchance I should say anything to-
day that goes against your experience,
pick me right up oo it, because the real
experience is the sort of thing we must
have.

My experience in breeding has been
with poultry, begiopiog in 1004 Of
course you all know that the laws of in-
beritance are the same for all classes of
livestock, but one year with poultry is
equivalent to three with dalry cattle,
and for this reason I do wish more dairy-
men could breed a few chickens on the
side. It would save a whole lot of
biunders.

I set out to build up a flock of stand-
ard-bred Plymouth Rocks, and the first
year | bought eggs for batching from
three different men. When I got ready
to mate up my breeders the next winter,
I got an expert friend of mine to go over
the flock and pick out my best females
Then together we went to the farm of
another expert poultryman and bought
a male, a cock bird that bhad sired some
choice pullets the year before.

Now | had one pullet that almost suit-
ad me, so [ decided to hatch her eggs by
themselves. This I reasoped should
give me several good cockerels, all full
brothers, making it easy to have the
next generation “like peasioa pod.” 1
raised pine of ber chicks, including two
pullets. Of the cockerels, one was a
woogl one, one passing fair, and the
others absolutely worthless as breeders.
Well, that certaioly set me to thinking.
Both sire and dam had been bred by
experts, and selected by another. They
were choice specimens in every way.
But they didn't “nick.” Thatis how I
came to take up the study of breeding.
The Jersey cow is ackpnowledged by
all to stand in a class by herself. She is
the maximum adaptation of nature to
meet the requirements of civilization.
Whan we come to analyze this wonder-
ful creature, we find that she is a com-
bination of two principal factors, the
dairy temperament—that is the machine
—and constitutional vigor—the power
that drives it. When we undertake to
breed this combination there are certain
facturs that we can control, others that
we can keep within certain limits, and
atill others that must remain forever,
wholly a matter of chance. This can
best be illustrated by studying the or-
ganism at the very beginning of its life
The perfection of the modern micro-
scope has cleared up a lot of the mystery
that bas long obscured these facts. Liv-
ing tissue is made up of minute particles
called cells. These all multiply causiog
tissue growth iu this maoper. By ab-
sorbing nutriment the cell lengthens out,
then contracts in the middle, and finally
divides into two cells. These in turn re-
peat the process, and thus continue.
Within each individual cell are some ex-
ceedingly minute bodies called chrome-
somes. For any given species the num-
ber of these chromosomes in a siogle
cell is constant, and in the case of the
dairy animal that number is sixteen.
Now the unborn calf begins its in-
dividual life as a single cell containing
16 chromosomes, eight of those come
trom the sire and eight from the dam.
The process is rather complicated to try
wnd explain witheut a blackboard, but
the fac' I wanted to emphasize is this,
Excep! io tne case of twins, you would
have to mate the same bull to the same
cow over 14,000 times to be sure of ge:-
tine two calves exactly alike, assuming
the pair to be unrelated.

Fur example take a pack of playiog
cards and draw on- out. Your chance
of getting the ace of spades is one in 52
Now if you should throw out all the red
cards, your chavces would be one in 26,
and by drawing from the spade suit
alone you could get it down to one in 13.
This is a parallel to what we do in breeil-
ing. Five or six geoerations of rigid
selection will practically eliminate un-
desirable characters that have a material
basis in the chromosomes.

Going back now to the single cell from
which develops the embryo. First this
grows and divides into two. Furthe
development and the two divide iot.
four. One of the four develops into the
group that form the skeleton. A second
goes to make*up the muscular and other
tissnes. The third forms the digestive
apparatus. But the fourth is set aside
to form the germ cells for the succeed
ing generation.

These germ c«lls maultiply, but each is
an exact duplicate of the origioal singl
germ. Their existence is well-nigh in
dependent of that of the animal itsell,
and nothing that can be done to this

nimal can materially change the char
acter of those germ cells.

But we know that a cow may hav

d calves and afterwards poor ones
ow shall we account for thai? Partly
by the variations which we mention d
before, but chiefiy through fluctuation
in constitutional vigor. This you reca |

I defined as the vital ene that drive-
the machive. To my mind it is some-
thing like this. You can toss a base

ball lightly against a window, or you car
send it through with acrash. The ba'
is the same in eitber case, but the effec ~
vary. It depends a good deal on th
energy back of it.

Now if the vital energy of the cowi
either up or down, the vigor of the off
spriog varies accordingly. No doubt th.
influence of the sire also enters into thi
in the same way. Our aim then abov:

of the individuals in the herd, and then

When the fever for trap-nesting pou'-
try was abroad in the | I became in-
fected along with many others. Finally,
I came to the conclusion that it wasa

good deal like locking the stable door
after the horse Imlim stolen, so 1
worked out this method as a substitute.

I reasoned that if a pullet had the de-
velopment and the inherited or,
whether she laid or not was largely a
question of food. Now I had birds that
had the development, and the food, but
failed to lay. So I concluded they must
be short on vigor. I examined them
carefully, weighed them, and then look-
ed up their ages, which I counld tell from
the toe-marks. I found that compared
with the good layers, they were some-
what small for their ages.

Theno I began to think, goiog back to
the single cell stage, of course the cell
with the most energy behiod it would
divide and sub-divide the quickest.
Then I remembered how the chicks that
were slow in hatching were nearly al-
ways weak aod poe'ly “buttoned up.”
So the following year I toe-marked th-
chicks again and then looked them over
carefully when they were about ted
weeks old. Mind I had killed all the
weaklings when they first batched so
one wounld naturally expect a fairly uni-
form bunch.

Well, there were all sizes, even among
those of the same age. Those that were
large for their age | banded to keep
them identified. Carrying them through
to maturity I found that the birds show-
ing a bigh rate of growth while young
made good in every way, while the lag-
gards were no use, Working in a rough
way [ finally decided that the pullet that
failed to weigh at least a pound and a
half when ten weeks old, was not worth
the raising.

Now the same thing will apply to the
dairy calf. Here we have gradations
running all the way from the runt on
one end to the thrifty specimen on the
other. Where is the line that divides
profit from loss? Well, we must find out

It we should weigh ope or two bhun-
dred calves at birth and then each suc-
ceeding month for twoor three times,
then by carrying the heifers through
their first period of lactation, we could
tell very closely the time in which a
dairy heifer ought to double its initial
weight in order to be profitable. Know-
ing that, no boarder need ever be raised
to maturity. No bull need ever be rais-
ed that lacked constitutional vigor at
the start. No sire need be kept more
than one year if be failed to transmit
constitutional vigor to his get. Last,
but not least, the really great cow need
no looger be milked to destruction in
ordtia to gain recognition in the dairy
world.

Seed Improvement Association.

The work of increasing the per acre
yield of crops grown in Maine through
the careful selection, breeding and dis-
semination of superior strains of reeds ia
about to receive the attention which it
deserves. At the last session of the
legislature the commissioner of agri-
culture was directed to assist the farm-
ers of the state in this special work and
an appropriation was made for carrying
it on. Itis proposed very soon to call a
meeting of such farmers of the state as
may be interested in seed improvement
work of any kiod, at which time the ad-
visability of organizing an association
for the purpose of directing this work
will be considered. It is believed at this
time that this work can best be taken up
in a co-operative way, heoce an associa-
tion will be formed aloog the lines of
those that have already been so success-
ful in other parts of the country. With
the cooperation of the department of
agriculture, the Maine Experiment Sta-
tion and a representative of the depart-
ment of agriculture, Washiogton, D. C.,
who is located in this state, an associa-
tion of this kind ought to meet with
definite and profitable results. The im-
mediate benefits coming to the members
can be classed under two heads, eduo-
cational and financial. While the finan-
cial benefits would undonbtedly interest
the members more particularly at first,
yet the educational features of the work
are of great importance. Where asso-
ciation work has been carried on mem-
bers have received great financial benefit
tbrough the sale of the seed they have
raised. This seed haviog been carefully
bred and possessing large reproducing
qualities has met with a ready market
for seed purposes. It can readily be
seen if experiments are carried om year
after year and an improvement io crop
yield is caused through these experi-
ments that the seed raised by various
members will carry an added sellin,

value for that purpose. The educationa
value of the association will come
through the results of the experiments
conducted and toe lessons learned in
this work. Itis planoed to hold ao an-
nual meeting at which time exbibits of
seeds, graios and grasses will be made
and lectures upon subjects of impor-
tance to the men engaged in this par-
ricular line of work will be given.

The department of agriculture is pre-
pared to give assistance in the organ-
ization and direction of an association so
far as is desired. It will also be pre-
pared to furnish to the members experi-
mental lots of different kinds of seed to
test out in comparison with the seeds
they are already using. A meeting for
organizing this association will soon be
called at some central point in the state
which appears to be most easily reached
by those men who signify their intention
to be present. If you are interested iu
this proposition kindly write at once to
the state dairy Ins‘ructor, Augusta,
Maipe, stating that fact and giving your
address so that at the proper, time a no-
tice of the call of the meeting may be
sent you.

Notes on New England Fruit Show.

(From the New England Homestead.)

If every New Eog'and farmer could
have attended the Boston froit show
recently and the big banquet of the
chamber of commerce, catchiog the true
sp rit of entbusiasm and eoterprise, it
would have been worth more than a
solid month's work on the farm. It
would bave helped to make the success-
ful farmer more successful, and the io-
dolent fellow rub his eyes and stretch a
bit. That is one unfortunate feature
about such eoterprises as this fruit
show; there are not emough people to
see it and reap the benefit. Instead of
there being 1000 farmers, there ought to
have been 100,000. When big things
like this happen be sure to plan for
them and maoage to get there somehow,
even if you have to walk.

The Maine contingent is very anxious
to have the next New Englaod fruit
show held in the Pine Tree State, and
the interest and enthusiasm they diaplay-
od at Boston_is likely to be a strong
factor in the consummation of that de-
sire. None of the states made a better
showing in fruit and in men than did tbe
Pine Tree State and to Prof. Hitchings
and his loyal co-workers, backed by the
pomological society, goes much credit.

It was an uoousually enthusiastic
bunch of fruit grower mneighbors that
came with President William Craig of
the Maine Pomolugical Society. Some
of these eotausiasts pever displayed
fruit before and won prizes at Boston.
If every member of the pomological su-
c'ety had brought as many representa-
tives from their respcctive sections,
Maine would have cirried everything by
storm.

The keynote of the show was better
fruit, better packed. If was inlllalriag
to see the keen intereat dinfln ed in the
demonstratioos of packing in boxes. It
is a pointer upon which the New Eng-
land orchardiat ls weak and there is=a
strong desire on the part of the grower
to correct that weakness. The editor
heard one enterprising Conneotlout
grower say he has saved out 18 bushels
uf fruait for the express purpose of prac-
‘icing oo this winter when he basn't
much of anything else to do. He is go
Ing to learn some of the combinations in
making the straight, diagonal and offset

packs. <

One of the best known men in Maine,
though he never held public office ex-
cept a term or two in the legislature,
was Solon Chase, who died at his home
in Turner Tuesday at 8 years of age.
He first acquired a considerable degree
of fame through the columns of Chase's
Chronicle, a paper made up largely of
matter written in “Uncle Solon's”
unigue style. He was undoubtedly
rightly termed the father of the Green-
back party in Maine, which at one time
had so much strength that it caused an
overturn in the s'ate guvernment, and
was the unsuccessful candidate of that
party for various offices. Though he
traveled quite extensively at times, as
campaign speakerand lecturer, his home
was within a stone’s throw of the old
farm where he was boro, and he was an
excellent type of the sturdy, self-reliant,
thinking New England farmer. Not all
the vagaries of politics ever made him
one real enemy, and few men leave this
world so generally respected for real
worth.

May Seize under Pure Food Law.

RECENT COURT DECISION PUTS ANOTHER
BUTTON ON LIQUOR BUSINESS,

In a rescript handed down by the
Maine Law Court Friday, it is held that
the state officers may seize liquors under
the pure food law, not as representatives
of the npational goveroment, but as
deputies of this state.

This rescript will have an important
bearing on the enforcement work of
Maine. Cases are now pending before
the United States courts in which the
Boston liquor dealers seek to enjoin
Sherift Hastings of Androscoggin Coun-
ty and the sheriffs of every county io
Maine from seizing liquors under the
pure food law. It is claimed by the
petitioners that only the United States
government can act under this law.

The latest ruling of the Law Court
analyzes the subject in a new way.
Chief Justice Emery, who drew the re-
script, says that liquors which do not
comply with the pure food law are for-
bidden to be introduced into this state
from another state and hence are re-
moved by Coogress from the operation
of the interstate commerce clanse, and
become subject to the laws of the state
upon their arrival within its territory
and before delivery to the consignee.

Following is the cemplete rescript:

State of Maine vs. eighty half-pint bot-
tles of whiskey marked Harold J. John-
son, the Maine Central Railroad Com-
pany, claimant.

Rescript by Emery, C. J.

1. Where eighty half pint bottles of
intoxicating liquors are deposited in vne
lot, the qaantity and division intosuch
small bottles are suflicieat evidence they
were intended for unlawful sale, mo
other explanation being offered.

2. When the bottles containing in-
toxicating liquors are labelled as contain-
ing monogram whiskey, and are marked
“Blend,” and the alcohol content is
less, and the residuum from 100 cubic
centimeters is more, than the standard
test prescribed by the Act of Congress
known as the “‘Pure Food Act,” the
liquors are misbranded and adulterated
within that act.

3. Liguors so misbranded or adul-
terated are by the Pure Food Act for-
bidden to be introduced into this state
from another state, and hence are re-
moved by Congress from the operation
of the commerce cliuse of the federal
constitution, and becrme subject to the
laws of the state upon arrival withia its
territory and before delivery to the con-
signee.

HOMEMAKERS' COLUMN.

: Cooking Fish.

Noul{uull fish to be fried are improv-
ed by the addition of a teasp 1 or
two of lemon junloe to the fat in which

they are cooked. i

l’ when frying fish of anzoklnd a little
salt is sprinkled on the bottom of the
pan when it is bot, and the fat boiling,
the fish can be easily turned without
breaking in the least.

BAEED BLUEFISH.

Jn baking bluefish, score the fish and
insert strips of pork in the gashes. [..:5
strips of mk in a dripping pan
place the , well seasoned with salt
and pepper, on top. Rubit over with a
little olive oil or butter and roastina
very hot oven, If it shows signs of
browning too fast, cover with a butter-
ed paper until nearly done, Half a cup-
ful of boiling water should be thrown
over the flsh when it is put Into the
oven, and it should be frequently basted.
When the fish is done take up on a hot
platter and garnish with watercresa and
a sliced lemon. Serve with a rich gravy
made by adding a little flour and water
to the drippings in the pan. TLen sea-
gon with a tablespoonful of kitchen
bouquet and two or three teaspoonfuls
of tomato sauce. If stuffed fish is liked,
make a dressing of a pint of bread
crumbs mixed with a little finely chop-
Sod pork and season with salt, pepper,

nely minced parsley and kitchen bou-
quet. Put the stuffing into the opening
of the fish and sew or tie securely.

FISH CHOWDER.

For fish chowder fry some slices of
salt pork in an iron pot. Put in a layer
of fish, ottt in slices, on the pork, then a
layer of thinly-sliced onions and one of
sliced potatoes. Repeat until the quanti-
ty desired is obtained. Season each lay-
er of onions with salt and pepper. Split
bard biscuits snd place them on the
sides and tops. Add water enough to
come into sight. When the potatoes are
tender the dish s ready. Add halfa
pint of milk or a cup of cream and serve,

ESCALLOPED FISH.

To escallop fish use fish that hasal-
ready been cooked. Remove all the
bones and shred finely. Place alayerin
a baking dish and cover with
crumbs and finely-cut cold builed pota-
toes. Season, and, if preferred, a little
shredded onion or bard-boiled egg may
be added, Repeat until the dish is full.
Finisb on the top with bread crumbs and
egg. Pour over this drawn butter, salt
and then brown.

FISH PIE.

Line a pie dish with mashed potatoes;
take any pieces of cold fish which have
been left over from dinper, remove all
bones, break up fine with a fork, add a
piece of butter or dripping the size of an
egg. Season to taste with pepper and
salt, mix thoroughly, fill the pie-dish
and cover with mashed potatoes, put
four or five small pieces of butter or
dripping on the top and bakein the oven
half an hour. Makes a nice dish for
breakfast aud uses up all pleces of fish
and cold potatoes.

Cooking Hints.

Celery should be allowed to lie in cold
water, to which a little salt has been add-
ed, foran hour before it is required for
the table, This will make it very crisp.

Always put the sugar used in a pie in
the centre of the fruit, not at the top, as
this makes the paste sodden.

When peeling onions, begin at the
root end and peel upward and the onlons
will ecarcely affect yonr eyes at all.

In boiling meat for making soup the
meat should be put into culd water in
order to extract all the goodness from
the meat.’

A thin coating made of three parts
lard, melted, with one part resin and ap-
plied to stoves and grates will prevent
them rusting when not in use.

Before using new enamel cooking
utensils grease the inside with butter.
This prevents the enamel cracking and
chipping afterward.

When boiling vegetables be sure the
water is at the boiling point before put-
ting in the vegetables to be cooked. If
it is cold or lukewarm the freshness and
flavor will soak out into the water. Place
the saucepan over the hottest part of
the stove, so that it will boil as quickl
as possible, and be careful that the boil-
ing does not cease until the contents are
thoronghly cooked and ready to be
dished.

An easy way to keep enamel sauoe-
pans, pie dishes, etc., clean: Takesa

small piece of emery cloth, or a cloth!'

well rubbed with sapolio, dampen  it,
and rub all soiled parts; rinse well, first
in soapy then clear water, when they will
be found quite spotless and quite new.

The following isa simple but sure way
to tell good from bad eggs: Fresh eggs
should be more transparent in the center
than elsewhere. A fresh egg will sink
in a brine solution made of one ouncs of
salt to a qoart of water. A staleegg
will swim about, and a really bad one
float on the very top. The vessel uied
should bave asmooth, level bottom.—
McCall's.

Recipes.

CHOCOLATE BREAD PUDDING.

One cup of stale bread crumbe; add
boiling milk till they are a thick, smooth
paste; add a heaping tablespoonful of
butter, another of grated chocolate,
sweetened, sugar to taste, and a half-tea-
spoonful of vanilla, Cool, add three
eggs beaten soparately, putting yolks in
first; bake in a buttered pudding-dish,
and serve hot with cream.

$PINDLED BCALLOPS,

Get slender wire or wooden skewers;
fill with scallops, roll in seasoned flour,
and fry quickly, a few at a time; serve
on toast.

RICE MILANAISE.

Cook a cup or more of rice and mix
with half as much thick tomato, boiled
down, but not strained; season highly,
put into a small baking-dish, and cover
the top with a thick layer of grated
cheese, Bake till brown.

DEEP APPLE TART WITH CHEESE CRUBT.

Fill a baking dish with sliced apples;
add sugar, a sprinkling of cionamon, and
bake till the apples are transparent;
cover with a layer of grated cheese and
return to the oven. Serve at once.

PRUNE AND ALMOND JELLY.

Stew a half pound of prunes, or use
canned ones; remove the stones, cut into
narrow lengthwise pieces, and layina
mould with strips of blanched almonds;
cover with prume juice flavored with
lemon, sweeten to taste with sugar and
water syrup, with a half tablespoontul
of gelatine to a pint of liquid; repeat the
layers of fruit and nuts as the jelly sets
till the mould is full; serve with whip-
ped cream.

ALMOND PUDDING.

Soak half a cup of granulated tapioca
till it is transparent ; then add half a cup
of boiling waterand stir till smooth; add
a2 pioch of salt, a small half-cup of
sugar, half a cup of blanched almonds, &
Iittle almond extract, and, when cool, A
cap of whipped cream; set on ice till
cold.

PEANUT WAFERS.

Cream half a cup of butter with one
cup of sugar; put half a teaspoonful uf
soda ioto haif & cup of milk and add
with two cups of sifted flour and one cup
of ohugped peanuts; beat all well, but-
ter a shallow bakiog pan, and spread in
a thin layer evenly over the bottom;
bake to a light browno.—Harper's Bizar.

A very simple relief for neuralgia is to
boil a small handful of lobelia in Lalf a
pint of water till the strength is vut of
the herb, then strain it off and add a
teaspoonful of fiae salt. Wring cloths
out of the liquid as hot as possible and
spread over the part affected. It acts
like a charm, Change the cloths as soon
as cold till tbe pain is all gone; then
cover the place with a soft, dry covering
till perspiration is over, 50 as to prevent
taking cold. Rheumatism can often be
relieved by application to the paintal
parts; of cloths wet in a weak snlution of
soda in water, If there is Inflammation
in the joints, the cure is very quick; the
wash needs to be lnkewarm.

HIS is the story

between sma ll

ind entangled by a mesh of politics,
cross purposes, blunders and conspir-
ucy, a war that won for the United
States 522568 square miles of terri-
tory.

When 8am Houston freed Texas nmd
made it a republic several great na-
tlons recognized the former province's
independence. But Mexico did not.
When Houston, In 1845, Induced the
United Stales to annex Texas Mexico
declured that we were wrongfully selz-
Ing Mexiean territory. A boundary
dispute, too, arose, The United States
in annexing Texas claimed all lund
along Its borders westward to the Itlo
Grande. Mexico. on the other hand, de-
slared that Texas' western lmits had
extended no farther than the Neuces
rlver, nbout a hundred miles east of
the Rio Grande. To back up this
2laln Santa Aunpa, dictator of Mexico,
sent an army luto the disputed terri-
tory and plinned to Invade ‘Texas.

General Zuchary Taylor, with 4000
Unired States troops, was sent into the
“disputed strip” to protect American
rizhts there.  As soon as Taylor had
crossed the Neuces river Mexico an-
nounced that bis advance was an act
of ‘Invasion and seut an army to drive
him back.

With his petty foree of 4,000 Taylor
marched forward through the debara
ble territory, realizing how inadequate
that force must prove agalnst the
armies Mexico could send to cerush it
but nouwe the less pushing on as though
he had 100,000 wen at bls back
Reaching the Rio Grande, he bullt u
fort there on the bapk opposite the
Mexlcan town of Matamoras, Then
lenviug part of his force to guard the
new fort, he murched on with the res

Santn Aunva learned how the gallant
wonernl was weakened. This was the
wlily Mexleim's chance to avenge hlm-
aolf for the defeats Thylor had In-
flicted. With about 20,000 men Santn
Anng bore down upon Taylor's little
army of probably less than 5,000, bent
on crushing It and forever rldding
Mexico of her most dangerous foe. The
lnvaders' fate seemed certaln. Notb-
Ing apparently could prevent the over-
whelming Mexican force from annihl-
lating them,
