IT I8 SURE T0O BE PROFITABLE—THE
DREAD OF CHOLERA REMOVED.

It is very evident that the continoed
high price of market hogs and the cor-
responding bigh price of bacon, pork
and hams will cause swine growing in
the east to be more engaged in pext sea-
son thano this. Infact, more meat and
chicken will be raised throughout the
wkole United States within the next two
years than ever before in the history of
this country. In the New England and
other eastern states there never have
been any serious outbreaks of hog
cholera, or aothrax, among swine, and
there probably never will be such sweep-
ing destruction of these animals as has
been in the middle west, where swine
growing bas been one of the greatest of
animal industries. But these facts fur-
nish no security for the future of swine
growing in the east. The fact of there
never baving been any serious outbreak
furnishes one of the chief sourcea of fu-
ture danger.

Our federal government, under the

Animal Husbandry Department, bas
now in print a balletin oo the subject of
hog cholera, written by Dr. M. Dorset,
which I consider ove of the most com-
prebensive, plain, common sense bulle-
tins that has ever been published by the
Department of Agriculture. It is free
from scientific terms; nota word in the
whole twenty-four pages that any school-
boy ten years old camnot well under-
stand the meaning of. Furthermore,
Dr. Dorset evidently knows ina prac-
tical way a whole lot about swine and
swine magagement. It should be in the
bands of every farmer from Maioe to
Texas and from Oregon to Florida, as, if
its teachings are followed, in my judg-
ment this dread disease (which has
caused more loss to farmers in one year
than bovine tuberculosis ever bas caus-
ed) can now practically'be exterminated.
More especially should the farmers of
the east who are proposing to engage in
swine breeding on a small scale, by
keepiong from one to three or four brood
s0ows with their anoual crop of pigs, be
interested in starting right. What do
you mean by right? you may ask. I
mean “right.”” First, don't buy a brood
sow from outside your own state, or
county even, unless she has been render-
ed immune by the serum Dr. Dorset
mentions and tells you in the bulletin
bow to get. In short, allow no'swine to
come on your premises that bhave not
been rendered immune, a8 DO mMAan
knows how soon a person may come to
your premises with the germs of hog
cholera on his garments or shoes, car-
ried perbaps from an infected farm in
the middle west, or perbaps brought to
the farm on the feet of cattle or other
animals,
It is easy for any farmer to keep prac-
tically free from hog cholera, but far
from easy to get rid of it after be has his
pens and yards infected with it. Dr.
Dorset well makes his knowledge of the
disease known in his bulletin, and the
Department of Animal Husbandry will
willingly, for the outlay of one cent in-
vested in a postal and a request
written upon it and directed to the Hon.
A. D. Melvin, chief of the Burean of
Animal Husbandry, Washington, send in
return a copy of the bulletin mentioned.
1 will close by saying, send for it; a
word to the wise is always sufficient. It
is the fellow who knows but little that
requires a multitude of words to coo-
vince.—C. D. Smead, V.S., in Tribune
Farmer.

Spreading Manure on the Field.
On p. 1122 [ notice an article by E. B.
Hart of the University of Wisconsin.
His idea of saving mauoure is to take it
fresh from the stable and spread it over
the flelds where crops are to be grown.
Tlils might not result in serious loas on
the level lands of Wisconsin or Illinois,
bat it certainly would on the hills of
New England, southern New York, and
northern Pennsylvania. There is prac-
tically no level land in those regions.
The hillsides are frozen hard during
three or four months of the winter.

If the farmer spreads his fresh ma-
nure on these [rozen fields, it certainly
cannot get down into the soil till the
frost gets out. What happens? Along
in March there comes a sudden meltiog
of the snow or a heavy fall of rain. For
a time at least the soil is a frozen crust
and the flow of water goes down the
side-hill and takes with it most of the
soluble parts of the manure and a good
deal of the solids. These go dowa ioto
the creek and are carried along to fertil-
ize some mill pond or lake below.
These results might not be visible from
the observatory of a university, but the
farmer who walks over his fields can see
them plainly enough.

But this is pot all. Suppose the farm-
er spreads his fresh manure on a field
which he proposes to plant with corn in
the spring. He plows the field in May,
and what is left of his manure, after the
spring washing, is turned under about
six or seven inches deep. The corn is
planted near the surface, and until the
roots go down about six inches they
have no help from the fertllizer at the
time when they specially need it to give
them a vigorous start.

My idea of saving manure, especially
that from cattle, is to pile it under cover
and keep it there a year or a yearand a
1t will theo be black and crumbly
and in just the condition that market
gardeners like. Then, after I had plow-
ed my field for acrop, [ wounld spread
my mapure on the surface, give it a
light harrowing, and sow or plant the
seed as soon as possible afterward. The
manure is then just where it should be
to help growth when the rcots first
sprout, and is in just the condition to be
used immediately. It is all saved.—Cor.
Country Gentleman.

Editorial rejoinder in the Country
Gentleman:

While an interesting point is brought
up, it would not seem just to condemn
an entire practice because of one draw-
back, which can, in most cases, be over-
come. New England, southern New
York, and northern Penusylvania do
have some level land, and the wise farm-
er, having both kinds, would plan to
spread his manure on the level land
during the winter. Then again, billy
Jand that was to be planted in the spring
might be fall-plowed along the contour
lines, thus having ridges to prevent the
washing of the manure.

Oa certain farms, indeed, where the
land was very hilly and in grass, there
would doubtless be a serious loss from
washing. But on gently-sloping grass-

self. For three u.sz:' I worked for a
kindhearted bat shiftless farmer for my
This man had in-
berited a fine farm that had once been a
paylng property, but bad m: ment
and high liviog had put him behind un-
til he was forced to dispose of it to pay
his debts.

I was only ten years of age, but I re-
member how things looked. Mowin
machines, rakes, plows, harrows, an
other implements, lay about, fences
were down, gates sagging, bushes, bri-
ers and weeds everywhere, not envugh
grain raised on the 200 acres to feed the
few scrawny cows. In the house it was
no better, Tobacco spittle plastered
the walls, the yard was ornamented with
broken dishes, dirty crocks and soiled

ents. The garden was overrun by
weeds, chickens, pigs and geese. ‘‘Slack™
was master of all things; moroiog's
milk would be left until noon without
being streined, and the churnings were
usually more whey tban milk, so the
butter was scarce and not fit to eat.

When I was thirteen I hired out for
$4 a month to another farmer. Herel
experienced the other extreme. During
the busy season we were lucky to get to
bed by eleven o’'clock, and were called
out by three in the morning and some-
times by balf past two. I remember one
of the boys grumbling about taking the
borses to pasture. ‘“What is the use of
turning them out,” be said, “for they
will not bave time to pick any grass.”
It was rush, rush all the time; run here,
run there, and more machinery broken
and torn up than could be paid for at
the end of the season. One year was
enough for me there, though I learned
much and got broken in to rise early,
work late and get a move on.

My next job was with a farmer who
took things moderately, and of the
three this was the only family who
seemed really to enjoy life. I was given
a nice little room upstairs and allowed
to eat with the family. They did my
washing and mending, and seemed to
corsider me a human being with
thoughts and feeli like other folks.
I was delighted with my position, and
soon learned not to rush the horses or
run the cows back and forth from past-
ure.* It was considered no di to
draw water, carry in wood, milk the
cows, or do any of the hundred and one
chores about the house during an idle
time. There was a place for everything
and a time for everything. The horses
must be in pasture or stalls by sundown,
and supper eaten by dark; everything
moved on with clock-like precision, and
I conld accomplish more real work in a
day than on the other farm in a day and
a pight combined.—Cor. in Country
Gentleman.

The Maine Apple Standard.

Iread with much interest the report
of the proceedings of the Maine State
Pomological Society in your issue of
Oct. 28, I presume, from a little knowl-
edge of the state, that conditiona for
apple growing in Maine are somewhat
similar to those we find in the maritime
provinces of Canada, particularly in the
Anpapolis Valley of Nova Scotia.

I notice also that Maine is following
the lead of Canada in enacting a law to
regulate the grading and packiog of
apples for market. Accordiog to Prof.
Gardner’s definition in the report re-
ferred to, the Maine law fixes an arbi-
trary standard for size, saying that No. 1
apples must have 80 per cent not less
than 2 1-2 inches in diameter, and No. 2
the same proportion of 2-inch apples,
with the customary regulations as to de-
fects and blemishes.

In the early stages of the Canada fruit
marks act, the Dominion goveroment
attempted to fix an arbitrary minimum
standard for No. 1 and No. 2; this was
found impracticable unless it was ex-
tended to fix the minimum size for each
variety. For instance, a Pomme Gris of
two inches in diameter would class with
any of our inspectors as a No. 1, while a
two-inch Alexander or King would in-
variably be classed as a cull or vinegar
apple. The Canadian act was therefore
amended to enact that a barrel of “No.
1 apples wmust consist of weli-grown
specimens, of one variety, sound, not
less than medium size for the variety,
and not less than 90 per cent free from
scab, worm holes, bruises, and other de-
fects, and properl;u;lckod;" No. 2 stock
must be nearly medium in size and free
from such defects as will material
waste.

After seven years' experience in the
operation of the fruit marks act, I ven-
ture to suggest to our Maine competitors
that they are setting too low a standard.
Take the Baldwin, for instance, and I
have an idea that it grows about the
same with us as in that state; although
we have no measurement fixed by law,
the generally accepted standard for No.
1'sis 21-2 inches and over, while No.
2's must be at least 2 1.4 inches in dia-
meter. A two-inch Baldwin is a small
apple, too small in my opinion for com-
mercial use. Nova Scotia and Maine are
competitors in the same English war-
kets, and we would rather meet them on
a common standard of packing than
bave two classes of No. 1's. That the
standard set by our Canadian fruit
marks act is not too high is admitted by
all growers, and it will be easier for
Maine to start high than to work up
after the pace is set.—S. C. Parker,
Nova Scotia, in Country Gentleman.

Mr. Gregory’s Prize.

Hon. A. W. Gilman of Foxcroft, State
Commissioner of Agriculture, has re-
cently been in consultation with Assist-
ant Attorney General Charles P. Barnes
of Norway on drafting an agreement be-
tween the state of Maine and J. J. H.
Gregory of Marblehead, Mass., who has
given to the state a $1000 five per cent
bond secured by first mortgage in five
years, the income of which isto go to
the farmer in Maine, who shall show the
moat tbrifty and well kept acre of or-
charding of five years' growth, The
bond has been deposited in the Augusta
Saviogs Bank by the commissioner of
agriculture.

Through this offer of Mr. Gregory's
which has been accepted by the state an
opportunity is given to the farmers of
Maine to enter into this contest for bet-
ter fruit raising. Said a gentleman in-
terested in the offer in discussing it:
“The individual, who enters the contest
in an intelligent manner will be a winner
whether he geta the income from the
bond or not. Whoever competes for the
prize must select a good site and must
chouse vigorous trees. The ground
will be thoroughly prepared and the
trees well set in the most approved man-
ner and will receive the best care during
the next five years. The man who en-
ters this contest will strive to do tle
best that is in him so the value of the
contest will extend to the entire fruit
growing interests of the state and be io-
estimable in the battle for better frait
that ia now going on in Maine."

The
world has long known that there was in
Russia an irrepressible contest between
an autocratic, tryaunical governmeat,
and a lot of deluded revolutionists who
thought to advance the cause of liberty
by murder and assassination, but this
story goes beyond anything of which
most people have dreamed. Eugene
Azeff was a leader in the revolutiobary
party, aod at the same time was a secret
police agent, betraying to the govern-
ment his companions in the plots devis-
ed, many of them being executed as the
result. This, in Russia, is not surpris-
ing. But uoless the story as told in the
magaziue is a fabrication—and it bas in-
ternal evidences of truth—the chiel of
the foreign service of the Russian secret
police mot only employed Azeff as an
agent, but in order to secure the con-
viction of fellow-conspirators, furnished
Azeff money and encouragement in in-
citing and planning plots which were
carried to the point of actual murder;
and one of the victims was Plebve, who
was then very nearly dictator of Russia,
and another the grand duke Sergius,
favorite uncle of the czar. Yetall this
time Azeff remained in favor with the
government police, and is now living
virtually on a pension from the govern-
ment. Such a story is almost incredible,
and only Russia could make it possible.

Supposing Mr. Prince, and possibly
some others, would like to know what
kind of weather we are having away up,
or down, here in Maine since the new
year came in, possibly a few lines bear-
ing on that subject will not come amiss.

The first zero morning for the winter
was on December 30, when it was just
that. The new year came in with the
temperature three below, and the pext
morning, Jan. 2, it had risen to 30.
Monday it was fairly pleasant uantil along
in the afternoon, when it rapidly grew
cold, and the next morning the tempera-
ture had sunk to 10 below, and the day
following the cold was so intense that
but little work was dooe outside. The
next morning the glass showed the same
temperature, 10 below, but moderated
during the day, aod as night came on
there was a first class snow storm in
progress, which continued a while, when
the wind shilted, turniog the snow into
rain and sending the mercury again up
to the freezing point with a sharp crust
on the snow.

Thus the geography states the fact,
when it says that our climate is onoe of
extremes. A calf was born one of those
coldest nights, not far away, and its life
saved by bolnf carried into the house.
A day or two later another came along
pearer home, but not until the weather
made it comfortable in the barn.

There is a lady living not far away,
whose brother owns an orange orchard,
or grove, as they are sometimes called,
in Florida, and every autumn he sends
her a quantity of oranges and another
kind of vegetables, known as grape fruit
—not “grape nuots.”” One of them was
sent here recently and proved quite a
curiosity, since we never saw nor heard
of that kind of fruit before.

Its general appearance is that of an
orange, but two or three times as large
and of a lighter color; the rind thick and
compact. The pulp is easily divided in-
to sections, is fibrous and filled with sub-
acid juice like the orange; but it basa
bitter taste and that is what apoils it as
an edible froit. If Luther Burbank, the
plant wizard, who has caused the cactus
to gfow without spines, could deprive
the grape fruit of its bitter taste, it
would be a blessiog indeed.

papers, to Census Director Durand, who
wiﬁaunfnlly go over and rerate- the pa-
pers of the successful candidates before
ving his consent to the lssue of commis-
sions to them by the supervisor. Bf the
middle or latter part of March all the
enumerators will have been ocommis-
sioned and in receipt of detalled instruc-

tions concerning their work.

To quiet any qualms relative to the
itagt” of the qualifications of applicants,
to be made February 5, the supervisor
has obtained some information from the
Census Director concerning the *“test of
Twelfth Census enumerators. It has been
officially stated that the 1910 sitent” will
be very similar to the one in the preced-
ing census and will consist in requiring
applicants to fill sample schedules from
printed parratives concerning census
facts. As the rural enumerators are to
carry both tbe population and agrioul-
tural schedule, they will be ‘‘tested"
with samples of both, but the city enu-
merators, who carry the population
schedule alone, will only be required to
prove their ability by filling a sample of
that schedule.

The “test” population schedule narra-
tive in 1000 was, in part, as follows:

““The enumerator of the forty-fifth enu-
meration district of the ninth supervisor's
district of the State of Pennsylvania, io
the village of Port Royal, Londonderry
Township, Schuaylkill County, began his
enumeration June 1, 1000, at No. 201
Burton street,

“This house is occupied by a single
family, consisting of Patrick O'Leary, his
wife, Margaret, and his son, James.

“Patrick came to this country from
Ireland (where he was born of Irish
parents) in May of 1870, when he was
just 22 years old. Three years after his
arrival he was married to an Irish girl
who had come over from his native vil-
lage & year before, As soon as possible
be became naturalized. He can read
and write and speak Eoglish, and owns a
good house, free of incumbrance, which
be has bought from his earnings as a
teamster, in which occapation he has bad
steady work daring the past year.

“Margsrat, his wife, is also of Irish
parentage, and was born in January, and
is pearly four years younger than her
husband. She has had two children,
only one of whom is living. She can
read and speak English, but has to make
ber ‘mark’ for her signature.

vJames was born in Harrisburg, Feb-
ruary, 1875. He has a good common
sohool education, works at any sort of
day labor, and secured nine months’
steady work during the past year. He
is not married.

“In the next house, 203 Burton street,
the enumerator lounfi an English woman
by the name of Mrs, Jane Parker, a
widow, occupying & rented house with
her single daughter, Virginia, and her
married daughter, Nellie E.,, and the
husband of the latter, Albert Johnson.

“Mrs. Parker came to this country 34
years ago, has a good education, is a
dressmaker by trade, and has constant
employment. She was 50 years old last
April, and is of Scottish birth on her
mother’s side. She bas bad four chil-
dren, three of whom are living and one
of whom bhas died.

“Virginia is of English Enrantaga. has
been through the local schools and has
been a saleswoman for eight months of
the past year; she was born in Philadel-
phia in March, 1877.

“‘Nellie E. was 28 years old last Jan-
uary, and has but recently married, She
was born in Baltimore, reads, writes, and
speaks English.

“Albert Johnson, the husband of Nel-
lie, was born in New York City, of Welsh
parents, November, 1865, He is in the
grncary business and keeps bis own

ooks and acconnts."

It seems comparatively simple, accord-
ing to the supervisor, to draw out of the
above atatement the required details for
the population-schedule and to enter
them under the proper column divisions
relating to location, name, relationship,
personal description, nativity, citizen-
ship, occupation, education, ete.

About all such a “test” can do is to
evidence the legibility of an applicant's
handwriting and his ability to determine
where to write in the sample schedule
the facis clearly stated in the narrative.

The agricultural schedule narrative for

19009 was very similar, except that the
faots stated relate to farms and farming
operations.
‘ Before the ‘‘test" February 5, the
supervisor will send each applicant a list
of instructions concerning fllling in the
‘itpst" schedules, which will atill further
simplify the subject and insure the pass-
ing of the test by those who possess only
an ordinary common-school education
and practical common sense.

A NATURAL WONDER,.

A Fine Lot of Good Birds.

FIRST SHOW OF THE WESTERN MAINE
POULTRY ABBOCIATION.

For three days last week there was no
need of an alarm clock anywhere in the
vicinity of New Hall, for the first annual
show of the Western Maine Poult
Association was in there, an
at almost any hour the crow of the cock
and the talk of the contented hen might
be heard there.

From a weather point of view the
association struck it quite rioh, for
Tuesday and Wedneaday gave us a cold
wave seldom
the third day of the show, topped it out
with a storm of snow and rain in & mixed
lot. Doubtless thia had an effect upon
the attendance, which was not so large
as might bave been with better con-
ditions, though the fanciers of the Im-
mediate vicinity were pretty oonstant.
Fioancially the association will not come
out much ahead.

As an exhibition of fine poultry the
show was most emphatically a great suc-
cess. The number of birds was not so
large as at some of the shows in the
larger towne, being between two and
three hundred, but they were certainly a
bandsome lot. On the established stand-
ard of 90 points for mixed colored birds
and 01 for solid color, there were only
about a dozen disqualified for prizes in
the whole show. The quality of the
exhibit was a surprise even to some of
the officers of the association.

Uniform coops were provided by the
association, and needless (o say.this is a
great improvement upon showing the
birds in coops of all kinds of sizes, colors
and previous conditions of service, as
we sometimes sea them at the fairs.

The judging was by score card, the
judges being Silas Bartlett of Lewiston
and George P. Coffin of Freeport, and
their work was finished Wednesday
afternoon.

HOMEMAKERS COLUMN.

The Invalid’s Diet.

There are comparatively few diseases
in which diet does not play quite as im-
portant a part in the sick room me
as the medicines; it must not only be
modified according to the needs of the
invalid, bat it must be nutritious, whole-
some, daintily cooked, and attractively
served.

In nearly all acute diseases where
fever is present the system suffers from
minsblrity to digest and absorb solid
foods well, and in order to replace this
loss, sufiicient nourishment must begiven
in fluid-or semi-fluid form, that the al-
ready enleebled digestive l&pmtul may
not be overtaxed. While this is nsually
prescribed by the invalid's physician, as
well as the amount of food, and the
intervals at which it ia givan. it is often
confusing to rocognize just what fluids
are classed as beverages and which as

foods.
The invalid’s diet is divided into three

kinds: fluid, semi-flaid, and convales-
cence. Fluid diet consisting of liguids,
of which milk is the most valuable, meat
broths, beef juice, oyster and clam
broth, and raw eggs in various forms,
As the invalid shows symptoma of re-
covery a semi-fluid diet is given; this
includes those things classed nilquid
foods, with the addition of uels, broths
with cereals aooked 1:;'; :o alz, ‘io:io.e'
slightly cooked eggs, soft toast, gelatiu
jelfias,’junket. and soft custards, while
the convalescence diet conaists of both
fluid and semi-fluid, including all nutri-
tions and easily digested foods.
Beverages are almost as necessary in
febrile diseases to insure the invalid's
recovery as liquid foods, not only to re-
lieve thirst, but to assist the organs of
elimination in carrying off the polsons
that accumulate in the system. In
these cases pure cold water is usunally
the most acceptable, barley water, rice
water, or the old-fashioned toast water,
and beverages made from fruits, as
lemonade, orangeade, etc., are useful
alternates, which can be sipped freely
in the intervals between the supplies of
food. When a large amount of nutri-
ment is required, these beverages are
sometimes combined with the raw white

of egg.

Milk also has the advantage of supply-
ing water to the system, and at the same
time is very putritious, as it cootains
many of the elements necessary to sus-
tain life during a long period of illness,
and is, when perfectly clean and pure,
an ideal diet in fevers—that is, if the in
valid is fond of it—and it ean be readily
digested; but, uofortunately, there are
some persons who are unable to digest
milk well; in most cases, however, this
difficulty may be overcome by diluting it
with lime-water, soda or seltzer water,
in the proportion of one part to two
parts milk, When the taste of milk is
objected to, or il the invalid tires of it,
the addition of a little strong coffee or
cocoa will improve it; if stimulants are
allowed, it may be given 'In the form of
punches, etc. Milk should be taken
very slowly, in small quantities, and
well mizxed with the saliva of the mouth
before it is swallowed; If the invalid can
be impressed with the idea that milk is
a food, not a beverage, more care will be
taken in swallowing it.

Duriog the period of convalescence
the regulation of the diet is still im-
portant, especially if the invalid is re-
covering from o serious attack of ty-
phoid fever, as the condition of the
bowels often demands the greatest care,
that the freshly bhealed surfaces be not
injured by apy hard, indigestible food,
for serious results are likely to follow
the slightest negligence in this respect.
The first meats taken should be raw, or
quite rare, beef or mutton, finely minced
or scraped; this may be made very pala-
table when seasoned and spread between
thin slices of whole wheat bread, or it
may be moulded into tiny cakes and
broiled n]ighll{ over a clear fire.

It is always important to bave all food
served to the invalid as temptiog as
possible; the linen, glass, and china
should be the nicest and prettiest in the
house. A few green leaves or a single
blossom placed beside the plate, the hot
things hot, and the cold things cold, are
details not to be overlooked, *'iough the
meal may only consist of a pot of crust
cuffee and a bowl of gruel.

For convenience, the following prepa-
rations bave been arranged in individual
amounts,

LEMONADE.

Wash and wipe one large lemon; cut
into halves, and squeeze the juice into a
bowl; put in two tablespoons of sugar,
and pour on onecup of boiling water.
Strain and set on ice to cool. Serve ina
thin glass with a slice of lemon floating
on top.

Orangeade is made by preparing ona
orange in the same manner as for lemon-
ade, using one tablespoonful of sugar; if
the orange is a very sweet one a little
lemon juice may be added.

A delightful invalid drink is made by
blending three-fourths of a cup of lem-
onade with one-fourth cup of grape juice.

Orange vichy is also delicious; to one-
half glass of slightly sweetened orange
juice add one-fourth glass of vichy.

A dainty way of serving raw white of
egg is to put in a glass two tablespoons
of lemon, orange, or grape juice, and
then add the white of egg well beaten,
and a little chopped ice; sprinkle sugar
over the top, and serve at once.

BARLEY WATER.

Blend one tablespoon of barley flour
with a little cold water until smpoth;
add slowly to one quart of boiling water
and boil for five minutes, stirring con-
stantly. Add one tablespoon of sugar,
one tablespoon of lemon juice, and one
saltspoon of salt; cook five minutes
longer. Straiv and cool.

RICE WATER.

Wash two ounces of rice in several
changes of water; put into a saucepan
with three cups of water and one ounce
of raisins; boil slowly for one hour.
Strain and sweeten to taste.

MEAT BROTHS,

Cuot one pound of lean meat, either
mutton, chicken, or veal, into tiny cubes,
and crush the bones; to the meat add
one quart of eold water, and let it sim-
mer gently for three hours, season with
salt and pepper one-half hour before re-
moving from the fire. Strain through a
coarse sieve, and let it stand until cold,
;:,a:: remove all fat. Reheat in a double

iler.

CLEAR CLAM BROTH.

Wash thoroughly one dozen clams.
Place on top of the range in a basin, and
when the shells open take them off; re-
move the juice and strain. To one-half
cup of juice add one fourth cup of water.

= CLAM FRAPPE.

Freeze soft one pint of clear clam
broth in an individual freezer, or by
placiog a small pail in a basin of chop-
ped ice and salt. Serve insherbet cups
with a little unsweetened cream.

CHICKEN DROTH FRAPPE.

Boil one-half cup of sugdr in one-half
cap of water until clear; cool, and add
the juice of one lemon and ome cup of
clear atrong chicken broth. Freeze soft
in the same manner as for clam frappe.

BEEF JUICE.

This is best made from tender beef-
steak, slightly broiled over a quick fire.
Cut into small squares about an inch or
two in diameter, and squeeze out all the
juice while hot, with a lemon squeezer.
Season with a little salt and serve warm
or frozen.

Koumiss is an excellent form of serv-
ing mllk. Take ove quart of fresh,
sweet milk, heat until lukewarm, add to
it one-third of & compressed yeast cake
dissolved in a little of the milk, and one
tablespoon of sugar. Put the mixture
into perfectly clean beer-bottles, fill to
the neck, and cork. Let them stand for
twelve hours where the temperature ia
about sixty-eight degrees; then put on
ice upside down for twenty-four hours.

CHICKEN-BROTH CUBTARD,
Heat one onp of clear chicken broth in
a double boiler, then stir in carefully
three well-beriten egg-yolks. Cook
slowly, stirring constantly, until thick

Sir—I simply cannot resist any longer
the temptation to write a few words
about women's suffrage. So many otb-
ers, both men and women, have aired
their views, so why not I?

1 confess I have always bad the feeling
tbat my sex are unfairly treated In being
classed legally with imbeciles and China-
men, especially when I have also been
able to mote how maoy men vote who
bavenot hall the brains some womeén
have.

Moreover, it has seemed to me nnjust
that I, for instance, owning quite a bit of
real eatate, both country and city, should
pay all kinds of taxes that are demanded
of me, and my hired men at the farm or
servants in the house can have a voice in
the very things that I belp to pay for
and that they do not.

I have not been unable to smother the
vain impression that I, who hold several
degrees from European colleges, speak
geveral languages, have traveled much,
and who read fairly deeply, am better
fitted to vote intelligently than the aver-
age male voter; for you must admit that
the average voter has not such education
or experience, has he?

Altbough I have thought all this, I
bave never allied myself with any of the
suffrage assoolations that are at present
so prominently in the public eye, be-
cause it has seomed to me that the
actions of the women belonging to these
societles were doiog their cause more
harm than good. Besides, I lived long
enough in France to know that to kill &
thing one has but to ridicule it; and how
the world has laughed over those English
suffragettes who chained themselves to
the grillwork in the House of Parlia-
ment and who clawed and scratched
policemen!

And therefore, after thimking it all
over many atime and again, I think I
know why men pay no attention to the
demand of women for Lhe right of
suffrage.

The Wars of
Our Country

XXXIIL —The Civil War
Begins.

By Albert Payson Terhune

—

OHN BROWN bas
been pralsed as a
boly martyr and
denounced as a
murderous ruf
fian. He was
probably nelther,
but a visionary,
high minded, un-
practical fapatic.
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His early life was

i pot remarkable.

Born in Torrington, Conn., in 1800, he
drifted westward, working alternately
as farmer, tanner, shepherd, surveyor
and wool merchant, winning no real
success nnd chlefly uoteworthy for his
oft expressed horror of war and blood-
gshed. When the slavery question be-
came Important Brown and twelve of
his twenty children threw themselves
into the abolitlon movement.

Brown and fire of his sons were
living 1o Kansas In the fifties and for
two vears fought at risk of their lives
to hold that state to the Free BSoll
cause. With less than twenty follow-
ers Drown successfully defended the
town of Osawatomie against 500 Mis-
sourl ralders. thereby winning for him-
self the nickname of “Old Osawatomie
Brown" and the recognized leadership
of the Free Sollers.

With aun idea of putting an end to
all “compromise” talk, of bringing mat-
ters to an issue between north and
south and of freelng the slaves by
force, Brown marched with elghteen
men upon Harpers Ferry, Va., selz-
ed the United States arsenal there
(Oct. 16, 1859) and issued a call for
the negroes to rise In a body, to flock
to his standard and free themselves by
armed resistance. In other words, be,
a United States citizen, Iald violent
hands upon government property, kill-
ed goverument troops and Incited an
Insurrection.

A lLody of Virginia militia and Unit-
od States marines. under Colonel Rob-
ert B. Lee, marchied against Harpers
Ferry. After a gallant, hopeless re-
sistance nearly all Brown's command
were killed or captured, Only two es-
caped. Brown himself received no
less than six wounds and was finally
made a prisoner. He was tried on
charges of treakon and murder, was
found gunilty and was hanged Dec. 2,
18540

Though even the most ardent aboll-
tlonists deplored Brown's violence, yet
his ranid hasicued the Inevitable erisis
between north and south.

Secesslon, not slavery, was the lm-
mediate enuse of the civil war. Though
slavery underlay the whole struggle,
vet the nctual oecasion for warfare
rested on the question whether the
United States should remain ope, un-
divided. powerful natlon or whether
It should be s=plit up Iinto smaller,
weinker groups of states, each inde-
peundent of the other. The south, bav-
lug foreseen the struggle, was one vast
eamp. Men everywhere were drilled,
provisions and arms collected, vast
sums voted for armament, and pearly
every United States fort, arsenal and
custom bouse within the boundaries of
the southern stutes was selzed.

Buchuunt, was still president (until
March, 1861) and was either unable
or unwilling tv check these vigorous
preparations. Moreover, at the north
the natlon at large refused to belleve
a war was at hand. The federal gov-
ernment was not at all prepared for
such a confiiet. The Unlon army was
on n small, [nefficlent peace basis and
numbered barely 16.000 men, the navy
in poor shape, and no military leader
worthy of the name was at hand.

Fort Moultrie, In Charleston (8.-C.)
hurbor, was under the command of
Mujor Robert Anderson with a force
of 128 men. South Carolina clalmed
all government
property In the
state, Andecrion
moved Lo a stron-
ger position at
Fort Sumter, in
the same har-
bor, and sent to
Washington for
re-enforcements.
The Confeder-
ntes seized and
garrisoned Fort
Moultrie and
fired on the Unit-
ed States shlp
Star of the West,
that was trying
to carry 2060
troops to Ander- OUT MARCHED THE
sou's relief. On GARRIBON.
April 11, 1861, the Confederate general,
Beauregurd, In command at Charles-
ton, ordered Anderson to surrender
IFfort Sumter. Anderson refused and
prepared to defend the little fort as
best he could. On April 12 the Con-
federates opened fire on Fort Sumter
from shore batteries they had erected.
For two days the bombardment con-
tinned untll Sumter was in ruins, its
ammupltion pearly exhausted and Its
barracks In fames. ‘I'hen Anderson,
having no further means of defense.
surrendered.

Out marched the plucky little garri-
son, drums beating and the TUnited
States flag fiylog.

The attack on Fort Sumter ended all
talk of compromise or concession. Old
Glory had been fired upon, a United
States fort captured. Nelther side
could now draw back.

HUGO AND THE YOUNG POET.

Praise For His Verses Which the Mas-
ter Had Not Road.

A Parls contemporary tells a story
of Victor Hugo and a young unknown
poet. The poet, hailing from the prov-
Inces, sent to the author of *Notre
Dame de Parls” a copy #f his work.
which e bad Just publisbed In the
form of a bLook of poems. Hugo re-
plied In wost sympathetic terms, and
the young mun was delighted with the
letter, ns well he might have been.

His joy. bowever, was but short
lived, for a day or two later bis serv-
anl aunounced that the package con-
trining the volume of pnems bad come
back through (he post unopened. The
package bore the legend, “Kefuse par
le destinataire—affranchissewent o
sutfisunt” (refused by the addressee on
accouut of Insutliclent postages.

Hugo's letter was hyperbolic and in
these termas: "Your work has given me
u proud plensure, under the lmpression
of which I basten to congratulate you
Your fame Is young and radiant; mine
Is decliniug. It is the salutation of the
night which departs at the rising of
the dawn. You are shining, and I am
dying. You emerge from oblivion; |
return -there.

“The heart elther grows hard or
breaks forth. Your sentiments bave
come forth, and you have written so
norous and superb poetry which conse
crates you as a poet as well as affirn-
ing you as man. You are then ‘denx
fols mon frere’ (twice my brother).
