Co-operative Breeders' Associations. 

(Addre·* by Dr. Leon S. Merrill at Sute Dairy 
Meeting.) 

The purpose of the Co-operative 
Breeders' Association is to promote the 
breeding and improvement of high-grade 
and pure-bred cattle, to establish and 
maintain cordial relatione between it· 
members, and by co-operation to im- 
prove the general dairy interests of the 
particular community in whioh the 
association is located. When we con- 

sider the general admixture of blood 
linen in our live stock it must be ap- 
parent that work of this character is 

necessary, and that we should stimulate 
among our farmers a greater interest in 
the raising of live stock ; that there should 
be established in their minda definite 
ideals as to the qualities the particular 
breed of live stock they sre interested in 
should possess. In considering the 
breeders1 association work it is well to 

do so under several distinct heads. 
I. Plan of Organization. The breed- 

ers' association should undoubtedly be 
elastic in its organization. Lfcmust have 

comprehensive by-laws for directing its 
work which shall also provide for neces- 

sary officers, membership limitations 
ind fees. 

So far as the size of an association or 

the amount of territory included within 
its limits ia concerned, 1 feel that the 
issociation limits should not be of such 
extent as will prevent any of the mem- 

bers from attending the meetings. It 
(nust be evident that the more con- 

:entrated an association is in its mem- 

bership, the more easily tbey can assem- 

ble for meetings and with very much 
lees expense. 

What er plan the association may be 

Drganizeu upon, co-operation should be 
the fu- lamentai basis upon which it 
rest*. This principle can be utilized 
not only in the purchasing and selling 
>f live stock, but better perhaps than 
either of these, the use and the exchange 
jf pure-bred males. One of the great 
works the breeders' association has be- 
fore it is to preserve within the limita- 
;ions of the particular community in 
which it is situated the services of such 

pure-bred males as have demonstrated 
;beir worth. One of the greatest in- 
uries to our live stock industry to-day, 
η the opinion of the writer, is the indis- 
■riminate slaughter of worthy males. 
II. Plan of Educational Work. In 

carrying on their educational work our 

associations depend upon the regular 
neeting held each three months more 

han upon any other feature. Programs 
or these meetings are carefully prepar- 
ed, providing for discussion of Important 
mbjects by the members, a lecture by a 

-epresentative of the department of 

tgriculture, and stock judging. Every 
eature of the program at these meetings 
s planned with the idea of developing 
tnd bringing out the individual member 
>f the association. The discussions 
leld are both interesting and fruitful. 
The demonstration in stock judging has 
exercised great influence upon the mem- 

>ers, and no one thing has occurred in 
which they are more interested. An at- 

;empt is now being made to form a class 
η stock judging in each one of these 

issociations, conducted along lines simi- 
ar to the work being done at the Uni- 
ΙΛΓΛΙΪν 

The meetings are held during the 
turunier months at the home of some 

neruber, where his animal», hie methods 
ind his successes or failures may be 

:ompared with our own. 

The records of the animale owned by 
members, when filed with the secretary, 
«ill also be a means of education to the 
iifferent member*. 

The association encourages its mem- 

bers to secure instructive literature 
iloog breeding lines. 

III. How to Secure a Reputation. If 
k breeders' association is to establish the 

;ommunity in which it is organized as a 

.-enter for the distribution of the par- 
ticular breed it represents, then it must 
first establish a favorable reputation for 
animals that are uniform in size, con- 

formation and quality. It must also 
have a large number from which pros- 
pective purchasers may select. 

It is the hope of the association that 
through frequent meetings and the stock 

judging such ideals may be erected in 
the minds of the owners as will cause 

them to think and act more nearly alike. 
If this is accomplished then they will 

breed alike, and the animals owned will 

resemble each other in the qualities be- 
fore named. 

With all of these things accomplished 
we believe that together with the saving 
in traveling and shipping expense they 
will prove a great attraction to pros- 
pective buyers. 

IV. Economy of Association Work, 
rhere are several different way· in 
which the members may effect economy 
in carrying on their work with the aid 
Lif the breeders' association. They may 
tie able to buy and sell animals co-opera- 
Mvely. Wherever this plan baa been 
tried it has proven satisfactory and bas 
resulted in considerable saving. The 

using and exchanging of males is also 

in economical practice in association 
work. The matter of advertising in 

igricultural and breeders' papers can 

kUo be done through the association 
ruueh more economically. 

The secretary should be kept inform- 
ed by the different members as to the 
exact number of animals of different 

»ges and sexes owned by them. He 
ihould also be furnished with a list of 
mimais for sale, together with their 

lualities, pedigree and price, so that up- 
>o receipt of inquiriee from prospective 
purchaser» this information may be fur- 

nished to them. 

It can readily be seen that the secre- 

tary of a breeder·' association is ita most 

Important official so far as concerns the 

success or failure of the association 
work. It is his duty to keep in close 

touch with the affaire of the members 
to that he may furnish satisfactory in- 

formation to inquiries addressed to him. 
In order to facilitate his work the de- 

partment has prepared certain blanks, 
which are herewith made a part of his 

Kaper, calling for reports from the mem- 

era to be made to him at frequent in- 

terval·. ^ 

V. Assistance Rendered by the De- 

partment of Agriculture. After a very 
uareful investigation Into the work of 
breeders' associations in the state of 

Wisconsin, and believing that if the 

same plan of work was to be adopted in 

this state equally good result would ob- 

tain, the department of agriculture has 
offered to assist the farmer· of the state 
In the organization of such associations 
and to assist them in so far as may ap 
pear practical or desirable in their direc- 
tion. It has offered to supply all the 

necessary record blanks, with the dis- 

tinct understanding that a copy of such 

blanks as tb& department may desire 
shall be furnished to it It has also 
offered to send a representative to each 

one of the meetings held by the associa- 

tions to deliver an address on sneh snb- 

iects as the association may have select- 

ed. The oommisaioner of agriculture 
has also kindly offered to publiah the 

yearly report of the associations In the 

annual report of the department of agri- 

CUThua far five associations ^ave been 

organised in Maine. 1, Sebasticook Val- 
ley Holstein Breeders' Association at 

Corinoa, which include· in its territory 
the western part of Penobscot and the 

eastern part of Somerset Conntlee. 2, 
Oxford County Holstein Breeders Asso 

elation, Including Oxford County. 3, 
Androscoggin Vafley Breeders 
tion, Including the towns in the valley 
of the Androeooggin RWer. 4, Oxford 
and Cumberland Coantle· 
en' Â ImMIû Oxford anc 

Cumberland Counties. 5, Androsooggii 
County Holstein Breeder·' Association, 
including the town* in Androsooggii: 
County. 

Among the member· lo these different 
associations will be (oand the lending 
farmer· and breeder· of their respective 
counties. The interest thus far ha· 
constantly increased, and it seems that 
before very long breeders' association* 
of other kinds of domestic animals will 
be called for. At the present time there 
ia interest in a sheep breeders' associa- 
tion in Somerset County and a draft 
horse breeder·' auooiation in Aroostook 
County. The dairy division of the de- 
partment of agriculture feels that ite ef- 
forts should not be limited to encourag- 
ing the organizaton of associations for 
the improvement of dairy stock alone, 
but that its work should be extended tu 
the breeders of all kinds of domestic 
animals. When the department took op 
this work it was not with the idea of 

giving material assistance to the breed- 
ers of pure-bred cattle, but rather that a 

general improvement might come among 
the grade cattle of the state. It can, 
however, be readily seen that such an 

improvement among the grade cattle 
oould not obtain ezoept there also came 

increased interest among the breeders of 
pure-bred stock. 

The writer of this paper had the op- 
portunity, two years ago, to visit some 
sections of the state of Wisconsin in 
which co-operative breeders' associations 
had been in successful operation several 
years. They were organized in that 
state under the leadership of Prof. W. 
A. Henry, then Dean of the Wisconsin 
Agricultural College. And wherever 
auch associations have been organized in 
that state there has come an increased 
iutereat in the industry and an improve- 
ment in the quality of animals, and a 

greater recompense for oarrying on the 
work. The results obtained there are 

sufficient warrant for undertaking the 
work in this state, and when we con- 

sider the character of the men who have 
identified themselves with the work, the 
statement of principles and purpose un- 

der which they are working, and the 
plan of work they have adopted, I feel 
sure that we can confidently ezpect the 
same measure of success that has attend- 
ed the work in the state of Wisconsin. 

Short Course lo Fruit Qrowing. 
We have already called attention brief- 

ly to the short course in Fryit Growing 
to be given at Orono the second and 
third weeks of February, Feb. 7 to 18. 
The bare announcement ought to be 
sufficient. 

This course is given to meet the de- 
mand of au awakening interest in this 
industry all tnrougb the state. Prob- 
ably never before have the people of 
New England realized the possibilities in 
fruit growing that they now see. The 
New England Fruit Show last fall 
demonstrated what a few have felt all 
along, that New England can take its 

place beside the fancy products from the 
west; modern methods applied to both 
production and selling is the keynote to 
success. Many of the farmers of the 
state wish to learn more about them. 
This course is planned to answer the 
practical questions of the practical grow- 
er and acquaint him with the details of 
the approved modern orchard praotices. 

For those who are contemplating Bet- 
ting new orchards there will be lectures 
and discussions on such subjects as or- 

chard locations, selection of varieties, 
buying nursery stock, orchard soils, and 
planting. 

À large part ol tue time will De given 
to a study of the practical problems in- 
volved in caring (or the bearing orchard : 
Pruning, top working, cultivation, fer- 
tilization, spraying, mulobin^, cropping 
the orchard, cover crops. Special at- 

tention will be given the subject· of 
winter killing and renovation. 

Picking, grading, packing, storing, 
selling by commission, co-operative mar- 

keting are some of the subjects con- 

sidered uuder this bead. 
Two lectures will be given by the 

head of the poultry department on poul- 
try keeping for the fruit grower. Two 
will be given by the head of the animal 
husbandry department on hog and sheep 
raising. Members of the department of 

agronomy will discuss the subjects of 
soils, tillage, barnyard manures, com- 

mercial fertilizers, grass and clover in 
their special relation to the orchard. 

The entire afternoon each day will be 

spent getting actual practice with regu- 
lar orchard operations,—inoluding graft- 
ing, pruning, setting trees, mixing spray 
materials, grading, box and barrel pack- 
ing, fruit judging. 

There will be several evening leotures 
illustrated with the stereopticou. 

Besides the regular members of the 
faculty of the college of agriculture and 
some of the members of the experiment 
station staff a number of outside speak- 
ers will appear on tbe program. Among 
them may be mentioned Dr. G. M. 
Twitchell, President of the Maine 
Pomological Society, Mr. R. L. Cum- 
in ings of South Paris, and Mr. F. H. 
Morse of Waterford. A very valuable 

part of the work will be the personal 
experience of those attending tbe abort 
course brought out in tbe discussions. 

Tbe only expense will be that for 
board and room, wbioh may be obtained 
in Orono, Bangor or Old Town for 94.50 
to |6 00 per week. Good meals may be 
secured on the campus for 25 cents each. 
Fare from Bangor 10 cents, from Orono 
and Old Town 5 cents. Rooms and 
boarding places will be secured in ad- 
vance for those who so request. Any 
desiring other information or wishing to 

engage board and room in advanoe 
should write to College of Agriculture, 
University of Maine, Orono, Maine.

work for (Jeorge Hilling* on a farm on 

the Van Uuren road about a mile from 
Caribou village. Later he settled a( 

Presque Isle when that region was al- 
most au "unknown qaanlity," and for 
three years was employed by the late 
Joseph lliues, E>q, who did a large 
merchandise busiuess and was also one 

of the promineut lumber operator· of 
the county. 

Mr. Bartlett came to Caribou in 1ϊ»β4 
and commenced doing a general mer- 

chandise business which he earned on 

for a period of twelve years. H« was 

express agent in Caribou from 1S77 un- 

til 1>'.'2 when he resigned his position. 
He then commenced with the Eastern 
Express Co. and when that company's 
business was sold to the American Ex- 
press Co., he became au agent for the 
latter company, also agent for the Do- 
minion Express Co., when he resigned. 

In May, IStfô. he was married to Miss 
Ruth Abbie Hall, whose death occurred 
June "JOth, 1905. One eon was born to 

them, Roy F., who died Feb. 15th, 1894. 
This young man was a graduate of Bow- 
doin College and w;is a law student 

Mr. Bartlett was a man of marked 
ability, kind hearted and generous; of 
spotless integrity, a widely known aod 
beloved citizen of this rapidly growing 
town and well deserves the high opinion 
entertained of him by his townsmen, 
lie leaves an elderly step mother, a half 
sister and an adopted daughter to mourn 
their loss. 

The funeral services were held from 
his late home on High Street on Friday 
afternoon, Nov. 19th, Rev. Arthur A. 
Blair of the Tniversalist church officiat- 
ing. The interment was in Evergreen 
Cemetery. 

Rev. Ber jamin John Fitz. 
{Ureenwtch, Conn., New», Jan. 7.) 

Kev. Benjamin John Fitz died Satur- 
day in Chicago while en route to Denver 
for his hetltb, aged 3;» years. The re- 

mains were brought to Greenwich for 
interment. 

Kev. Mr. Fitz was burn in Stafford, 
August 1, 1ST*», his father being a Con- 
gregational minister. When a boy the 
family moved to Maine, and the deceased 
was prepared for college at Bridgton 
Academy. He entered Bowdoin Col- 
lege in 1S93, and graduated with the 
class of 1S97. He was in his senior year 
in college wheu he entered the Colorado 
State College, and received the degree of 
A. B. there. Three years later he re- 

ceived bis A. M. from the University of 
Colorado. He taught in the Colorado 
State Preparatory School and was in- 
structor on the faculty of the University 
of Colorado for three years. After tak- 

^ ing Holy Orders in the Episcopal church 
he helu a pastorate for a year at Lin- 
coln, Xeb. He then entered the service 
of the Holy Cross mission in New York 
City and spent between three and four 
years io service among the East-aide 
poor. 

In September, 1908, he married Mrs. 
Josephine Kind of Lincoln, Xeb., who 
survives h.ui. In August, ΗΌ9, he re- 
moved to Greeuwich where be had been 
appointed as master on the staff of the 
Brunswick school, and also served as an 
assistant at Christ church. 

Late in Xovember what started ap- 
parently as a temporary indisposition 
led up to tuberculosis, and as a last 
chance for life he left Greenwich Thurs- 
day morning with his wife for Colorado. 

0« reaching Chicago they went to 
a bote! to rest for a few hours before 
leaving for Denver. Mr. Fitz began to 
lose strength rapidly and died on New 
Year's day at five o'clock in the morning. 

Funeral services were held ou Monday 
afternoon at Christ church, the rector 
and three brother clergymen officiating. 
Interment was made in Putnam ceme- 

tery, and the remains lie in Greenwich, 
where Mr. Fit ζ would have chosen to 
rest; for he loved the place and the work 
he u.ii in it, and the people among 
whom he worked. 

Although he bad been but anhort time 
in Greenwich he made many friends 
here. His genial, sunny nature and the 
love that he gave to others as he went 

along his w iy attracted the love of oth- 
ers to him and many saddened hearts 
mourn his early death.

The Village Water System Turned On. 

The last act in connection with the 
transfer of the pipes of the Norway Wa- 
ter Co. to the South Paris Village Cor- 

poration was done last Tuesday, and a 

little before II o'clock that forenoon the 
gate was closed at the Norway town 

line, shutting off the Norway water, and 
the gates were opened which turned 
the water of the South Paris village 
supply system into the pipes formerly 
owned by the Norway Water Co. The 
village is now using water from the new 

system, and the general feeling is one of 

great satisfaction. All reservoirs are 

full and running over. 
When the Norway Water Co. purchas- 

ed of J. H. Clark a piece of land near 

bis buildings on which to build the 
reservoir which tho village has now ac- 

quired, it was agreed that Mr. Clark 
should be allowed to take water from 
the system for his stable. He put in a 

pipe from the main, and as his buildings 
are higher than the reservoir, had to put 
a pump on it to draw the water. After 
the water was tamed on last week, the 
water being low in the Clark reservoir, 
which is to be used as a reserve, it was 

thought best to fill it and shut it off. 
The water ran in all right from onr new 

reservoir, which is some thirteen feet 

higher, but it made a little trouble for 

Mr. Clark. Hearing a racket at his 

pump, be investigated and found the 

water forcing oat through the top of it. 

Now he ba* to keep his pump shut off 

when the reservoir near his hoase is 

opened into the rest of the system.

Oar Water Syatem a Realty- 
It la needleaa to reoall to the cltlaena 

of South Paria the long aucceealon of 
events that hate been a part of the mik- 
ing of the water ajatem that we now 

enjov. When I wrote a letter to the 
Oxford Democrat nearly three years 
ago. calling attention to the lack of 
sufficient fire pnfteotion for thia village, 
it waa with little faith to believe that 
the people would reapond ao heartily 
and take auch an enthuaiaatic interest 
aa they have. 

Thia enthuaiaam haa been made very 
manifest by almost all of the citizens of 
tbe village, and haa reaulted in tbe 
establishing of a syatem of water work* 
tliat we have good reason to believe will 

prove to be a safe and profitable invest- 
ment as well as one of the best système 
for fire pro'ection that can be found in a 

village as small aa South Paris. 
While the great majority of the people 

have been heartily in favor of tbe water 
works and have aided the water com- 
mittee with encouragement and praise, 
there have been some that have been un- 
able to see it aa the majority have, and 
have not seen fit to ahare the enthusiasm 
with the majority. These few have 
been industrious in magnifying all the 
possible chances of failure that could be 
imagined, and there is hardly a possible 
trouble, or accident, or obstacle, in the 
way of success that has not been men- 
tioned and magnified by those few who 
were opposed to the system. 

It is not my intention to aay anything 
further regarding thia than is necessary 
to show to those who still are unbeliev- 
ers that tbe system has so far proved to 

do ju«t what it was claimed by the wa- 
ter committee in the first place, and 10 

spite of every obstacle tbe plans of our 
water committee and our engineers have 
been carried out to completion, and the 
result has proved fully up to what was 

promised and in most cases a little bet- 
ter. 

I» TURKS WATKB ENOUGH? 
The people of the village chose seven 

men to represent them in this matter, 
and I wish to say that these aeven men 

represent the largest business interests 
in the village and have shown sufficient 
intelligence to carry on a large amount 
of business successfully, and should 
their error in judgment in this matter 
cause them to make a serious failure, 
the cost of same will come largely on 

them as tax pavers as well as to show to 
the people that seven men had made a 

mistake, although they seemed to be all 
right in their own business. The first 
thing that this committee did was to go 
to some one that had made the intalla· 
tion of water systems a life work and to 
"et expert opinion. We have had the 

^ 
expert advice and consultation of four j hydraulic engineers to depend on be- 
sides our own judgment, and in every 
case it has been told us that an abundant 
supply of water can be supplied from 
the headwaters of the Stony Brook val- 
ley that will flow into our reservoir. I 

There is no way of being certain but. 
to wait until the dry times come, then 
we will see who is right. I want to eay 
that there is almost an unlimited chance 
to store up water on tbe brooks above 
our two reservoirs, so if it should ever 

happen that we need to do so we could 
at no great expense store up enough to. 

carrv us through a long drouth. Be-( 
sides that we can go to tbe springs in 

the ailles of Crocker Hill and Streaked 
Mountain, and we all know that there 
are a lot of them, and take the water 
from tbem direct into our system and 
save what is now lost by evaporation or 

sinking into the ground in dry weather. 
The engineer who has laid this work 

out for ua has told us in advance just 
about what pressure we could get at cer- 
tain points and just what we could safe- 
ly depend on. In every case wo have 
found that his promises have been fully 
maintained. He is a man who has bad 
a good deal of experience In just this 
line of work and without doubt knows 
his business. He also tells us that it is 

possible to supply ten thousand people 
with the water in the upper part of the 
<t„nv Rrnnk vall«v I see no reason for 

refusing to believe bis statement, as 

every other statement that he has made 
has been tried and proved to be correct. 

The water committee that is respon- 
sible for the installing of this system 
feel well pleased with the results as far 
as they have gone, and wish to thank all 
that have helped in this good cause. 

They believe that the present sys'em is a 

sound, safe and profirable business in- 
vestment. It was installed by men who 
have not been dreaming, or chasing 
butterflies all their lives, and who know 
that there is nothing that will go so far 
towards the building up of a large vil- 

lage or city here as much as a good mu- 

nicipal water system that can furnish 
plenty of pure water at the least possible 
cost.

Death of Llnwood L. Powers. 

Rarely does a death in our community 
caase such general sorrow aa that of 
Linwood L. Powers, which occurred at 
his home on High Street Friday after- 
uoon. Mr. Powers was attacked with 

pneumonia on the Friday preceding, 
though he was at bis work for a portion 
of the day. Apparently of fine phiique, 
the weak spot in his make-up wae his 

lungs, and he was soon in a critical con-1 
ditlon, and in spite of all that could bej 
done for bim, the end came after a 

week's illness. He was 42 years of age. 
Mr. Powers was the son of the late 

Edgar H. Powers of Hanover. He came 
to South Paris some fourteen years ago, ! 
and entered the employ of the Paris j 
Manufacturing Co. For some years now j 
he has been foreman of the saw mill in 
the company's main factory at South 
Paris. In that position he was an effi- 
cient and useful man, attending closely 
and faithfully to hie work. Even in the 
delirium of his fever he was continually 
going over its details. 

Mr. Powers was an active member of 
several organizations. He was at the 
time of bis death Senior Deacon of Paris 
I.odge, F. and A. M., and during his ill- 
ness had been elected Senior Warden. He 
was also a member of all the higher and 
allied Masonic bodies located at Nor- 
way, being a Past High Priest of Oxford 
Chapter, R. A. M., and a member of Ox- 
ford Council, R. and S. M., and of Ox- 
ford Lodge, Ark Mariners. He was a 

Past Chancellor in Hamlin Lodge, 
Knights of Pythias, of South Paris, and 
was a member of Hamlin Temple, P. S. 
He was a man of great popularity, and 
will be much missed, not only in these 
associations where he has been so active, 
but in all the walks of life. 

He married Miss Nellie M. Porter of 
South Paris. She survives bim, with 
three children, two boys, aged respective- 
ly 12 and β years, and one girl, 9 years. 
Of his father's family there remains only 
one brother, Harvey L. Powers, of South 
Paris. 

The funeral was held at 2 o'clock 
Sunday afternoon, at the Congregational 
church. Rev. A. T. McWhorter spoke 
not at great length but feelingly, and 
Paris Lodge of Masons then took charge 
and performed its funeral service. Ham- 
lin Lodge, K. of P., acted as escort for 
the procession, and following it came a 

large delegation from Oxford Chapter of 
Norway. In the three bodies there were 

between 150 and 200 men. Besides these

Forty-Six Years in Watch Factory. 
Mrs. Mandana Miller, who recently 

finished working at the Waltham watch 
factory, after completing 46 years of 

service, is a native of Waterford. She 
was the oldest woman employee of the 

company, having reached the age of 78 
years. During the 40 years she has 
worked in the plate department Mrs. 
Miller baa been employed in drilling 
holes. The largest sired drill she ha·· 
used is .224 centimeters or about 9-100 
of an inch. The smallest bole she bas 
ever drilled Is .045 centimeters or rough- 
ly 2-100 of an inch. The latter is con- 

sidered remarkable work for a woman of 
the age of Mrs. Miller. Allowing four 
holes to a single plate Mrs. Miller oould 
average 400 plates per hour. That 
means that she could bore 1600 holes of 
minute diameter every hour.

You see," he continued, 
"there was a fellow from New York who 
came down here a few years ago with 
the notion that there was a fortune in 
Grape Fruit, if enough money and enter- 
prise were put into the project. So he 
went down the Manatee River a ways, 
and bought a wilderness of bog and pal- 
metto, and out of it he has produced the 
most wonderful Grape Fruit farm in this 
country. It's one of the sights of 
Florida—25,000 trees in the buncb. 
Don't miss it." 

Naturally we were interested, and 
doubly so when we learned that the "fel- 
low from up North" was Kimball C. 
Atwood of the Preferred Accident Com- 
pany, New York, and a friend of my 
traveling companion, who made a dash 
for the telephone booth to get in touch 
with Mr. Atwood. 

The next morning found us, bright 
and early, aboard one of the little steam- 

ers which make daily trips down the 
Manatee River, en route to Manavista, 
the home of the Atwood Grape Fruit. 

Those of you who have had the ex- 

perience of being transported in forty- 
eight hours from the mid-winter of New 
York to the semi-tropics of Tampa will 
know how we felt that morning, as we 

wound in and out, following the turns 

of the river, with air balmy as June, and 
with palms and palmettos, instead of the 
familiar trees of the North, marking the 
shore line. 

At Palmetto Beach a carriage was 

waiting, which took us directly to the 

grove, some three miles away. It was

A model Grape Fruit farm of 2δ0 acres, 
with 25,000 trees in bloom. All around 
us, as far as the eye could reach, were 

rows on rows of symmetrical trees, with 
their shimmering green leaves hardly 
concealing the modest white blossoms 
which gave forth so largely of their pe- 
culiar rich fragrance. 

This was the Atwood Grape Fruit farm, 
of which I had heard so much. This 
was the desert which had been made to

OBAN'UK AND PINEAPPLE JELLY. 

Drain the liquor from a can of sliced 

pineapple, and cut each slice into eight 
piecee. Peel and cut three oranges into 
bits. Pat the pineapple liquor over the 
fire with a cup of sugar and simmer for 
three minutes before stirring in a pack- 
age of gelatine that haa soaked in two 

cups of water. When the gelatine is 
dissolved take from the fire and add the 

juice of a lemon. Wet a jelly mould and 

pour a little of the liquid into it. When 
this begins to stiffen put in a layer of 
the two fruits and pour in more jelly. 
Proceed in this way until the mould is 
full or the ingredients used. When cold, 
set in the ice to form. Turn out and 
serve with rich cream. 

ΟΒΑΝΟΕ SOUFFLE. 
Cut the tops from oranges and scoop 

out the pulp. Scrape the inside of the 
skins carefully not to break them, and 
acallop the edges with a pair of sharp 
scissors. Rub the insides lightly with 
melted butter. Cook together two 
tableepoonfuls of butter and two of 
flour, and when well blended pour upon 
them a pint of hot milk into which a 

pinch of baking soda has been stirred. 
Stir to a smooth thick sauce and set 
aside to cool, then whip in the yolks of 
four eggs that have been beaten light 
with four tableepoonfuls of sugar and 
the pulp and grated rind of half an 

orange. Fold in lightly the beaten 
whites of the eggs, fill the scalloped 
orange rinds with the mixture, and set 
in a pan of hot water and bake. Serve 
as soon as done with a sauce flavored 
with orange juioe. 

RICE AND APBIOOT8. 

Boil a cap of rice so dry that each ker- 
nel stands separate. Drain and chop 
four canned apricots, return to their 

liquor and bring to the boiling point, 
adding a half-cup of granulated sugar. 
Pour through a strainer, and stir in the 
hot fruit,-and pour the hot syrup around. 

CHERBT OMELET. 

Drain the liquor from a can of cher- 
ries and chop the fruit coarsely, reserv- 

ing a dozen or fifteen of the cherries 
whole. Add three tableepoonfuls of 
sugar to the liquor, bring to the boiling 
point, and keep hot in a double boiler 
while preparing the omelet. Beat the 
yolks of five eggs light, add two heaping 
tableepoonfuls of powdered sugar, and 
whip in the whites which should be very 
stiff. Melt a spoonful of butter in a hot 
omelet pan, and pour in the omelet. 
Cook until set, spread upon one-half of 
the omelet the minced cherries, sprinkle 
with powdered sugar, fold the other 
half of the omelet over the fruit, transfer 
to a heated platter, and put the whole 
cherries about the edge of the disb. 
Serve immediately with the hot cherry 
syrup as sauce. 

BAKED PINEAPPLE PUDDING. 

Drain the juice from canned crushed 
pineapple. Butter a pudding-dish and 
place in the bottom of it a layer of split 
lady fingers, moistened with pineapple 
liquor. Put in a layer of the crushed 
fruit, sweetened to taste, and cover with 
more lady-fingers, moistened with pine- 
apple juioe. Have the top layer of the 
dish of pineapple, and sprinkle with 
crushed macaroons. Put in an outer 
pan of boiling water and bake half an 
hour. 

8TRAWBEBBIE8 IN JELLT. 

Put the liquor drained from a can of 
straw berries over the fire with three 
tableepoonfuls of sugar, and a half box 
of soaked gelatine. Bring to the boiling 
point, stir in a tablespoonfui of lemon 
juice, and take from the fire. Wet a 

flated jelly mould, put into the bottom 
of it a layer of the oanned berries and 
pour in the hot liquid. Wben cold, set 
on ice. Pnt whole preserved strawber- 
ries and whipped cream about the base 
of the jelly.—Harper's Bazar.

The Wars of 
Our Country. 

XXXV.-Gvil War—"On 
to Richmond!'* 

By Albert Pajrtoo Teriuae 

Ν to Richmond!" 
This cry echo- 

ed endlessly 
throughout the 
north. The peo- 
p I e demanded 
that a dash be

made for the 

Sfftl Confederate cap- 
ital and the war 

thus speedily be 

put to an eud. It was easy enough to 

repeat this enthusiastic slogan, but quite 
another thing for the president and the 
army commanders to carry it out 

Early in 18152 General McCleilan pre- 
pared to march upon Richmond. Be- 

tween him and the southern capital 
lay fewer than 75.000 Confederate sol- 

diers. Had the attack begun sooner 

there might possibly have been α dif- 
ferent story to tell. But a series of 
disastrous delays postponed the start. 
McCleilan fell Hi; be was hindered by 
a mass of official incompetence; bis 
scouts and spies were deceived as to 
the size and whereabouts of the south- 
ern forces. So it was not until April 
that the actual advance was made. 
Ry that time the Confederate generals 
were teady to meet the invasion. 

As the Union troops advanced along 
(he peninsula a Confederate army un- 

der General McGruder continually out- 
maneuvered and thwarted the larger 
force of Invaders. McCleilan intend- 
ed to co-operate with a northern fleet 
that sailed up the James river to with- 
in a few utiles of Richmond, but con- 

flicting orders from the war depart- 
ment prevented him. Other Union 
generals—Fremont. Ewell. Banks and 
McDowell-were meantime trying to 
capture the army of General "Stone- 
wall" Jackson In the Vlrgiula moun- 

tains. But Jefferson Davis planned a 

set of brilliant countermoves, thanks 
to which the scheme utterly failed. 
Jackson broke the line of communica- 
tion between Banks and Fremont and 
defeated Hanks In pitched battle. He 
then made a series of demonstrations 
against Washington which so worried 
the government authorities that they 
dared uot send re-enforcements from 
the uationul capital to help McCleilan 
in his petilusula campaign. 

On May 31 a decisive battle was 

fought at Chiokahomlny creek, near 

Richmond. The Federals won an over- 

whelming victory and sent their ene- 

mies flyiug pellmell into the city. Had 
McCleilan followed close on the fugi- 
tives' heels lie might itossibly have tak- 
en Kicbmood. Instead he went Into 

camp on the Cbickabomluy. a malarial, 

swamp infested spot, where in the ter- 
rible heat of summer thousands of Un- 
ion soldiers sickeued and died like so 

many flies. Thousands more fell in 
fruith ss conflict. 

ranci» once more upon Klchmond the 
Confederate generals, Lee and Jack- 
son. kept bltn so busily engaged in 
battle after battle tbat be could make 
no headway. At last, on Aug. 4, the war 

department ordered the expedition 
abaudoued. It Imd proved one of the 
most pitiably disastrous campaigns in 
the modem annals of war. 

On Sept. 17 McClellan and Lee met 
at Antlctaui in a battle where 150.000 
men in all were engaged. Lee was de- 
feated. In this tight and in the battle 
of South Mountain, which came just 
before it. the Cuion losses were 14.000 
as against about 12.000 on tbe Con- 

federate side. During the night of 
Sept. 17 the defeated Lee removed his 

troops In safety across the Potomac, 

escaping cleverly from the trap In 
which It was thought McClellan had 

caught him and his army. This es- 

cape, coupled with the peninsula fiasco, 
wilted McClellan's laurels. He was 

deposed from his poet of commander 
in chief, being superseded by Burnslde. 

But while a series of misfortunes 
had followed the Union armies in Vir- 

ginia during 1802 the Federal forces 

lu I lie west aud the far south had had 

decidedly better fortune. In the south- 
west the uorthern generals. Grant 

Sherman, Foote. Thomas, Garfield and 

Curtis, with far smaller armies than 

those In the east, 
carried all lx»fore 
them, winning an 

almost unbroken 
succession of vie-' 
tories. Grant in ι 
1862 captured 
Forts Henry and 
Donelson. won a 

great victory 
at Shlloh. took'&Sp'" 
t h e Confederate 
stronghold of Cor- m 
iutli aud prevent- orf THK march. 

ed the south from winning any per- 
manent footing in Kentucky. Already 
he was proving his military genius. 

David Farragut with the Union fleet, 
co-operatlug with tbe land force of 
12.000 New Englanders under Gen- 
eral Butler, sailed up tbe Mississippi, 
smashed Fort Jackson, broke a chain 
the Confederates had stretched across 

the river, thrashed a Confederate fleet 
gent to oppose him and, with Porter, 
captured New Orleans. General Butler 
held that city, while Farragut went 
farther up the river aud took Natchez 
and Baton Rouge. Tbe twin forte, 
Jackson and Philip, bad been thought 
Impregnable and had been relied on 

by the south as adequate protection 
for New Orleans. Their fall and that 
of the city were heavy blows to the 

Confederacy.
