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AMONG THE FARMERS.

on practical agricaliural toplc
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Apples for Live-Stock.

Ounly a few farmers fully appreciate
the value of apples as a part of the feed
for cows. Some will even tell you
they “dry cows up.” This erroneous
notion has probably been formed by
their cows breaking into their
and, being fond of of apples and bungty,
and not having the fear of dyspepsia
and diarrhea before their eyes, gorging
themselves nearly to the bursting point,
cloying their appetites for a day or two,
and bringing on the scours. ?ha fault
was not in the apples, but in gormand-
izing. Should these same cows have go!
at the meal box, or the grain bin, they
would bave injured themselves as badly
as when foundered on apples. I have
always fed apples to cows giving milk,
and always with good results. They are
worth more when fed to cows than when
made into cider.

I have proved the value of apples as
food for cows, by actual experiment.
As soon as they began to fall, they were
picked up, drawn to the barn and fed by
myself. About four quarts were given
to each cow for the first few feeds until
the animals became accustomed to them,
then the quantity was gradually increas-
ed to a peck fed twice aday. Previous
to beginning feeding apples the cows
bhad been receiving a four-quart ration
(4 1b., 3 oz ) of ground grain, principally
corn, then selling at §1.50 per 100 1b.
With one-half the meal taken away, and
a peck of apples substituted in its place,
there was no falling off in the quantity
of milk produced, nor in the amount of
cream produced, as determined by the
scale in the side of the Cooley caus, and
the color of the oream indicated that it
was jusé as rich in butter fat as former-
ly. The ration of meal which bad been
fed was worth 7 1-2 cents. One-half
saved by feeding a peck of apples would
be 3 54 cents—call it only 3 1-2 cents;
then a bushel of apples in the barn was
worth 14 cents cash to feed to cows. 1
paid boys a peony a bushel for picking
up the apples, which would leave 13
cents clear as the value of the apples.
The value of apples was found to be
still greater when fed to hogs than
when fed to cows. 1 fed a bushel of
apples to a small lot of hogs in the
morning when theirappetites were keen,
and they were all eaten before noon. At
noon they were fed three pecks of mill
feed, and when they had eaten it up
clean, were given another bushel of
apples, and at dark three pecks of mill
feed. The two feeds of ground graio
weighed 51 1b. and were worth at that
time 91 cents. Itis not easy to fix the
exact value of the apples, because itia
not certain that the hogs fattened as fast
when more than half their diet was ap-
ples as they would bave done had their
feed been all ground grain. Bat ap-
parently they fattened as fast as any of
my bogs ever did when their rations
were wholly ground grain, and when
killed were found well fattened, and as
heavy as usual for hogs at thatage. I
know by trial, that without the apples
the hogs would have eaten rather more
than 68 Ib. of ground grain each day, or
would bhave required 17 lb. more in
place of the two bushels of apples.
Seventeen pounds of feed was worth
30 1-2 cents, and according to this cal-
culation, which [ believe is correct, ap-
ples were worth over 15 cents per bushel
when fed to hogs. With cheaper grain,
of course, apples would be worth less.
Young cattle, and horses, are jest as
fond of apples as cows and hogs. After
having been fed apples at the same time
as the cows for a week, one of our
horses would neigh and paw to manifest
Lis anxiety to be served as soon as he
saw me feeding feeding apples to the
cows, There is no danger of farmers
having too many apples, it they will
take care of them and feed them to their
live stock. If part of the farm is a hill-
side;there is the place for the orchard.
There is a natural drainage there. The
billside is more difficult to cultivate, and
subject to erosion when kept for tillage.
When planted with trees it can be kept
in grass, which will prevent the gullying
evil.—Cor. Country Gentleman.

Under the changed conditions of the
last few years it is even suggested that a
sufficient beef supply for this section
can be grown at less cost than in the
West. Certainly the experiment is
worth making. In short, Maine is to be
treated as a state still only partially de-
veloped, agriculturally and otherwise,
whigh is really its actual coodition.
This is the first extended effort of the
kind in New England and the largest
fisld for a trial of the experiment.
Efforts will be made, not ounly to im-
prove the conditions for the people al-
ready oo the ground, but also to at-
tract settlers from outside, by an ex-
ploitation of opportunities which the
west can no looger improve upon. The
pew department is not likely to be a
mere perfunctory burean. It is organ-
ized for business. The measure of its
service will be simply that of the spirit
of co aperation on the part of the work-
ors here. Old ideas must be shattered,
old comceptions put one side. Theo
world is moving in avother direction
aod Maioe is to receive a new baptism
under the pressure of latter day meth-
ods. Every man wants to help and is
needed to insure results. Join the pro-
cession and help set the ball in motion.

Corn in New England.

That there will be a New England
Corn Exposition in 1910 is now well
assured. The exhibitis will not only
be of corp, but will include all corn

ucts. Grasses and grains may also
urnish quite a portion of the attractive
features.

A meeting of the officers of the ex-

position was recently held in the office
of Secretary Ellsworth of the Massa-
ohusetts Board of Agriculture. All the
states were represented, and full plans
were made for incorporating and g;:ting
the exposition well started. pre-
sentativea of the business interests of
Boston and of Worcester were &,
and made offers of financial aid if the
exposition cculd be brought to their
cities. The matter of lmgon was left
with a committee, who will at once view
the different buildings offered and de-
cide the matter as may seem best.
A large number of fertilizer, farm ma-
chinery and corn products manufactur-
ers were present and each made liberal
offers of special prizes. The Bowker
Fertilizer Company offers $1,000 in cash,
divided into tw:odpnmiuml, one-half to
the exhibitor producing the largest yield
an acre and one balf to the one raising
the largest amount of food products an
acre. These products are to include the
protein, sugar, starch and fat in the ker-
nels only. The various implement
manufacturers can be relied on to do
equally as well. Miss Anna Barrows,
of the Teachers College of Columbia
University was present and spoke for
corn as an article of food and said that a
decided stand should be taken to remove
the unfounded prejudice against coro
from fear of pellagra. Miss Barrows
will give a demonstration in connection
with the exposition. The Boston &
Maioe, New York, New Haven and Hart-
ford and the Boston & Albany railroads
were represented, and promises of active
co-operation on these roads were assured.
Taken all in all, this meeting was one
of the most enthusiastic the writer ever
attended. The different state repre-
sentatives are now busy working up
sentiment and laying plans for gathering
exhibits. Each state will compete with-
in itself and, In addition, will bave an
opportunity to compete with every
other state in the general preminms and
in the sweepstakes. Those who believe
in corn and in making the farms more
self-supporting, should at once get busy
and get in touch with their state officers.
They arn as follows: B. Walker Me-
Keen, Fryeburg, for Maine; Professor F.
W. Taylor, Darham, for New Hamp-
shire; O. L. Martin, Plainfield, for Ver-
mont; J. A. Ford, Ambherst, for Massa-
chusetts; H. J. Wheeler, Kingston, for
Rbode Island; Q. C. Fanton, Westport,
for Conpecticut. Experiment astations
will place instructive exhibits, and the
display of machinery for handliog corn
will be very large and fine. There will
be daily lectures and demonstrations,
which will add much to the educational
features.—B. Walker McKeen In Trib-
une Farmer. .

Bedding and Rest.
There were twenty-five horses in a
stable not far from Boston that was
visited one Sunday morning. The
horses were a fair average lot of the
kind used in delivery wagons and in
general business. Moat of them were in
reasonably good working order, and the
;table had the appearance of being well
ept.
Of the twenty-five horses in the stable,
twenty-four were standing up and just
one was lying down. In twenty-four
stalls there was mo bedding; in one
there was a good supply. One doesn't
have to be a wizard to guess that the
horse that was getting a needed rest
was in the small stall with the bedding.
All the other horses were being depriv-
ed of what might be the best part of
their Sunday—namely, the opportunity
of taking their weight off legs and feet
that usually have all, and more than
they can do to stand the strain of the
week-day wear and tear.
In another stable there is a horse that
works in a single grocery wagon. He ia
between the s hafts three days, but every
fourth day he remains in the stable.
Each morning brings him exactly the
same breakfast, and there is absolutely
pothing in the care given that tells
bim whether heis to go out or stay in.
But he knows how to keep his own
calendar, and every fourth morning, when
he has finished eating, he lies down in
comfort on the plentiful supply of bed-
ding which is kept under every horse in
that stable at all times; and he frequent-
ly stays down the better part of the day.
In still another stable there are pairs
of horses that are used balf a day and
rested the other balf. Encouraged by
plenty of bedding, they have formed
habits of resting their legs and feet at
every possible ogportnnity.

There is an old saying that a good city

horse could use up four sets of legs and
feet. This means that a large part of
his bodily strength and endurance i
wasted because lameness and suffering
wear out the unfortunate animal long
before his time. *“‘His shoulders ia all
gone savin' his legs,”’ was the way one
stableman described the condition of a
horse who had worked his body muscles
to pieces in trying to ease the strain on
his battered legs and feet.
As in the case of watering at night,
the extra expense of givioga day-time
bed to a horse is slight, compared with
the great benefit gained from the rest
and chance for repairs given the. legs.
The good that comes out of this is re-
flected in the condition of the whole
body; and all who own horses should
see that this chance for needed rest ie
given their horses whenever they are in
the stable. A horse will not lie dowa on
stable planks unless worn and weary be-
yond the point where itls right to uee
any anim.l.—Rider & Driver.

President Believes in Agriculture.
In a speech made before the school
children of a city in Texas, President
Taft said in part as follows, and it is en-
couraging to know that be would edu-
cate the boys and girls on the farm to
see the beauties of country life:

“You here live on agriculture. I
sincerely hope that you are not iw'hs
up with the idea that it ia your business
to go into the towns and cities. The
future of the American boy, in my judg-
ment, is largely involved In his pursuiog
the soience and professien of the farmer.
When you look forward just consider
that you are going to follow along the
course of our fathers and that you are
going to make this country or some
other country blossom as the rose. The
tendency toward the city is not one that
we ought to encourage. I hope that the
development of the comforts of country
lite is such that we may look forward
now to & lessening of the movement to-
ward large cities. The place for us to
accomplish things is the coantry. The
cities will take care of themaselves.”

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Changes in Laws Affecting Towns.

The legislature last winter stirred the
statutes up considerably, and made a
good many changes which affect the re-
lations of the towns and the state in one
way or another. Our town meetings
will shortly be here, and it is well to
look at a few of the things done by the
legislature, because very few have been
able to grasp the full significance of all
there was in the large volume issued as
the result of the legislative session of
19088,

It mav be said to start with, that
much of the remodeling of statutes was
due to a desire to make the wild lands
pay more nearly a proportional part of
the general expenses than was possible
under existing conditions, To accom-
plish this constitutionally was a problem
on which much thought was expended.

The method which was finally adopted
included one feature of which legisia-
tures have generally fought shy, namely,
an increase in the! state tax rate. Bat
as that seemed to be the best prac
ticable way to get at it, the tax rate was
raised, thus levying a larger sum upon

* the wild lands as well as all the other

property of the state, and a number of
changes were made so that the state
should return to the towns in various
ways & larger proportion of the tax col-
lected than before.

For some years, including the pas!
year, the rate of the state tax bas been
three per cent. For 1010 it is five per
cent. This will mean, for instance, that
Paris paid a state tax in 1900 of 34,4050,
but in 1010 it will pay 37,437 11, oral-
most three thousaud dollars more. The
same ratio of increase applies to all the
towns.

This increase is returned to the towns
in a number of ways, more of it io
school money than in any other way.
The “mill tax,” as it formerly was, for
the common school fund, is now a mill
and a half, and instead of being distrib-
uted as formerly on the sole basis of the
school population, one-third of it is ap-

| portioned on that basis, and the other

two-thirds on the basis of valuation of
the towns. Results thus produced vars
somewhat in the several towns. Ip
Paris the effect will be that the town
will receive from the state for common
school purposes in 1910 about 32400
more than in 1908, At the same time,
the amount which the town must ap-
propriate for common schools was re-
stored to the former rat not less than
S0 cents per inbabitant.

In the matter of hig! wols, the aid
which a town may receive from the
state is increased from 3230 to 500,

Beginning Jan. 1, 1910, insane paupers
are supported by the state instead of by
the towns. The remark may be thrown
in here incidentally, not as information
but as comment, that the probable effect
of this will be some increase of insanity
in the state.

In the town of Paris, as an illustration,
the increase of the state tax and the
increased amounts returned by the state
to the town in these various ways will
be approximately equal, though with-
out goiog into the matter carefully it
looks as if the balance this year, as com
pared with last year, would be slightly
against the town.

"There have also been some changes
made in the state road law, which modi
fy the effect of it somewhat, and at
least make it less complicated, The
provision for setting aside a small per-
centage of the regular road appropria-
tion for permanent road improvements
is repealed, and the state aid for state
road now depends upon the direct ap-
propriation made by the town for that
purpose. The amount to be appropriat-

~=~ad by the town which the state will

match varies on a sliding seale according
to the population of the town. In the
larger number of the Oxford County
towns the amount which may be raised
in this way by the town is $400. [Iu the
town of Paris it is 3600, and in a few of
the small towns it is only $200,

The amount which the state will put
with this varies from two dollars for
every dollar raised in the smaller towns
to seventy-five cents for every dollar
raised in the large towus acd cities. In
towns baving a valopation of less than
$200,000, any sum up to $200 may be
raiged, and for every dollar the state will
apportion two dollars. In towaos baving
between 200,000 and $300,000 valuation
—and this inciudes the larger number of
the towns in Oxford County—any sum
up to $400 may be raised, and the state
will apportion a dollar for every dollar
raised. In Paris the town may raise up
to $600, and the state will apportion 80
cents for every dollar raised by the
town.

There is of course nothing to prevent
towns raising larger amounts than those
named for state road work, but the state
aid will be apportioned only on the
amounts as specified in the law  In Paris,
for instance, if the town appropriates
2600 for state road work, it will receive
from the state $430, and if it raises $1000
it will receive no more.

There may be other changes in the
laws which the voters should ¢ nsider
before transacting their business at their
annual meetings, but those noted are
some of the most important.

It is said that the real question which
is of most absorbing interest in Washing-
ton is not any matter of legislation, but
the coming decisions of the Supreme
Court in the cases of the tubacco trust
and the Standard Oil trust. It is point-
ed out that if those decisions are against
the trusts under the Sherman law, there
will be tremend possible ¢
quences, financial, industrial and politi-
cal. *Business” io its various ramifica-
tions will be threatened, and nobody
knows what will bappen. It is at least
refreshing to have it admitted that aoy
consequences may come to the trusts
from a court decision. So far the trusts

have gone ouin their career without ap-

on, and any order or decision of
court, whatever it might be, has bad wo
real effect, as the consequences were
evaded by some new scheme to which
the ablest lawyers of the country devot-
od their ingenuity.

And if
the courts should decide that the trusts
own the earth and most of the fulness
thereof, why, we shall have to submit to
their ownership, and the trust problem
will be removed from our consideration.
On the other hand, if the trusts should
be “busted,’” business will be killed for
a time, and we shall have a few years of
bard times. So in either case, the peo-

Herrick C. Davis, one of the best
known ocitizens of Oxford County, died
at his home in Norway Su fore-
noon, only four days after the of
his wife, after a married life of more
than sixty-three years. Mrs. Davis sus-
tained a paralytic shock about two
weeks si from the effects of which
she died last Wednesday. Mr. Davis a
day or two after her attack fell and in-
jured his hip badly. Some years since
he was run over by a team on the streef,
and since that time has not been the
same man physically that he was before,
and at his age and in his enfeebled con-
dition the end coming as it did was no
surprise.

Mr. Davis was the son of Benjamin
and Rohamah (Chase) Davis, and was
born in Woodstock Nov. 5. 1825. He at-

tended the common schools of the town
and Norway Liberal [Institute. For
some years after attaining his majority
he was engaged in business pursuits,
but later read law with Hon. J. J. Perry,
and in 1861 was admitted to the Andros-
coggin bar. He practiced law for some
time at Bryant's Pond, held various
town offices, and was representative in
the legislature in 1864,

In 1872 he was elected register of pro-
bate for Oxford County, and the family
removed to Paris Hill, then the count)
seat. This office he held continuously
for twenty years. Later he was appoint-
ed judge of the Norway Municipal
Court, and removed to Norway, where
he has sioce lived. He beld the position
of judge of the court for twelve years,
and it is a well known fact that as far ax
his jurisdiction was concerned, no guilty
man was ever allowed to escape.

Mr. Davis was always a Republican,
and it was as a member of that party
that he was chosen to the several offices
which he held. He was a member of the
Methodist church, a Mason and an Odd
Fellow. In temperance work he was al-
ways active, and threw the weight of his
influence on the right side of all moral
questions. He was a genial and com-
panionable man, and bas left a host of
friends.

As mentioned above, Mr. Davis had
been married more than sixty-three
years, his wife being Lucy M. Felt of
Woodstock. They had two children,
Samuel F. Davis, now postmaster at

Muirhead, who has always lived at home

and cared for her parents.

Some Thoughts by the Way.

It bas been sald by some prominent
official, who bas been in the
cause of the present high prices food
supplies, that the telepbone bhas doubled
the cost of living, At first, we were In-
credulous, but after over the
matter a little we are d to belleve
that the statement is not largely over-
drawn. In the first place the dealer is
obliged to rent a telep one and pay some
one to attend to the calls. en, a8
housekeepers find it a comparatively
easy matter to telephone when anything
js needed, they are often negligent in
the matter of supplies kept in the house
and give small orders for delivery more
than once in aday or ooce In two or
shree days. Each of these several trips ls
a matter of expense to the dealer. When
paylﬁ for goods we must keep in mind
that the consumer has to pay for all that
has been put into every article, from it
original source to the time It is landed at
our door; that is for producing, storing
and bandling the product, and it includes
also the living expenses of all conneoted
from first to laat with this particolar
product, as well as & margin of profit.
Besides, the very fact that the price of
any food product has been' ralsed exerts
an Ioflaence in sending the price of
other commodities higher.

Then, too, our stan s of living have
been raised. We demand olean dairy

roducts, and meats from creatures that
E“o been fed, housed and otherwise
cared for in a wholesome manner. All
this means a large outlay of money on
the part of the producer. Stalls kept
immaculately clean, a fresb, white sult
for milking, and appliances for cooling
milk in a house set apart for the pur-
pose, all tend to increase the price of
dairy products. But all these things in-
dicate an advance in civilization and,
baving once enjoyed this hygienic clean-
liness, we arv satisfled with nothing
short of it.

But are we home-makers showing our
recoguition of this rise in the standard
of food production as fully as we ought?
Are we careful in our treatment of these
high-priced foods after they are put into
our hands? Wh }is the condition of our
refrigerators? Are stoppers placed in
milk bottles when the milk is set aside?
How long are extra supplies of dairy
products left, either open or closed, in
the hot kitchen? Having once secured
clean, pure food, to some extent, will It
not pay us to look more carefully into
some of the practices in our own particu-
lar domains, our kitchens and dining-
rooms?

The gospel of clean hands is not given
the attention it deserves, School, even
college girls and boys, rush from the
street, the class-room or the playground
to the table, and, without the washing
of the hands, break bread, handle chops,
rolls, cake, even eclairs or cream cakes,
To be sure, especially out of doors in the
winter, the hands may be protected by
gloves, but even then they have been
in contact with books—not always fresh
and clean—with doors, often with
money, and sometimes with the straps
in street cars.

Often in schools of one session—as in
most high schools, where only half ao
hour is given for lunch—the washing
facilities are very inadequate. Private
soap dishes, such as can be rolled in the
individual towel, should be considered a
necessary part of the school outfit of
each pupil. And school authorities
should see to it that ample conveniences
for a clean water supply are provided.
Of course the' individual drinking cup
has long before this been accepted as a
prime precaution against the spread of
disorders.

It is for such distempers as influenza,
typhoid fever, etc., that unclean bands
become a ‘‘microbe ocarrier.” The
schools and colleges of to-day, while
they may not ignore culture for culture's
sake, are aiming to push practical sub-
jects more into the foreground; and
what can be more practical than the pre-
sentatlon, once or twice a year, of a lect-
ure on the duty of absolute cleanliness?

There are others to whom the gospel
of clennllneu—rllfhtlully ranked next to
godliness—should be preached oft and
again, and with no diminution of earnest-
ness. We refer to all those who are in
anywise engaged in the handling of food,
and most especially the hnndilnf of
food that is not to receive the purifying
effects of heat, The butter maker, she
who carves cold meat, cuts bread or pas-
try, who prepares oranges, grape-fruit,
berries and the like, no less than the
cook and baker, can not be too scrupu-
lous in the care of her bands. The finger
nails should be closely and neatly farod.
then soap, nail brush, water, lemon
skins, anythiog that will aid “in the care
of these useful members of the body
should be freely used many a time each
day to keep the hands in scrupulons
condition. Running water, hot and cold,
adds to the ease with which cleanliness
may be secured, but the want of itis
never an excuse for lack of thoroughness
in this particular.

The tasting of food by the cook is
often a necessity. Beauvilliers, or one
of his contemporaries, in giving advice
to cooks, suggests that the index finger
should ply constantly between the sauce-
pan and the mouth. It may be simpler
to wash the finger than a spoon, but,
wlest we forget,”” it were well to form
the habit of turning a little of the mixt-
ure from the spoonin the saucepan to &
second spoon, for tasting. The two
spoons need pever come in eontact.
True, if the contenta of the saucepan boil
after tasting has been carelessly done, no
harm may result, but it is the part of
wisdom to cultivate such cleanly babits
that it wounld be well nigh impossible,
even when great haste is necessary, to
overstep the finer nicetles and proprie-
ties of the kitchen.

Too much emphasis cannot be laid on
this matter of cleanliness. In the model
kitchen a set basin for the personal use
of those employed in the kitchen is as
much a need as the sink is for dishes.
Right habits are easily formed; constrain
one’s self to wash the hands before touch-
ing bread, fruit, etc., and the habit is
soon acquired and cannot be dropped
withont qualms of conscience.—Boston
Cooking Sohool Magazine.

Hints.

To remove the iron taste from new
kettles boil a handful of bay in them and
if necessary repeat the process. In the
Irish dairles everything that is used for
milk is scalded with hay water.

When a sponge smells sour rub the
juice of a fresh lemon through it thor-
oughly, then rinse In lukewarm water
several timea. It will become as sweet
as when new.

Hosiery which is past wearing can be
utilized for holders. Simply fold each
stooking (having first cut off the foot) to
a convenient size, stitch on all four sides
and twice across for firmness. Attach
ivory rl to hang by. These are easy
to handle and to launder.

To oclean silverware without labor
place pieces In an aluminum veasel, cover
with soft water and boil about half an
hour. Wipe with a clean cloth. The
result is simply marvelous, for the silver
will be as bright and sbining as when
new. .

An excellent way to save soap is to
have ready an old tin can with holes
runchod in its top, into which put all
ittle odds and ends of soap. This can
mxbo put inthe dish water, and b
shaking it in the warm water one wll{
soon have a aplendid suds.

A dainty dessert which was served at
an mhmﬂ?ou lun:lln’n was made from
mars ows cn n quarters, dates
chopped quite fine and English walotrts
chopped rather fine.

The Wars of _
Our Country.

XXXVIL —Civil War.
Dark Days.

By Albert Payson Terhune

HE third year of
the civil war—
1868 —opened
gloomily enough
for both sides.
All hope that the
struggle might be
soon ended was
long since past.
Both uorth and
south were fight-

b .

K" lng with ever in-
B creasing fury and
stubburnness, and the end seemed

many years off. In the southwest and
far south the north hud won important
victories. but in Virginia, the strategic
center of the whole struggle, Lee and
Jackson had checked every aggressive
move worthy of the name and had put
to rout the strongest Union armlies,

At this time, too, the north was ham-
pered by lanck of competent generals.
McClellan had been removed from
chief command, and Burnside bad tak-
en his place. Burnside made a direct
march for Richmond and reached the
Rappahannock river, opposite Freder-
icksburg. There he was obliged to
wait an interminable time for the ar-
rival of pontoon bridges to carry his
army across the river. Governmental
delay again wmarred the war depart-
ment’s plans, for by the time the pon-
toons at last arrived Lee had planted
heavy batterles on the hills behind
Fredericksburg. Burnside crossed the
river and on Dec, 18, 1862, tried to cap-
ture these batteries. But he was driven
back with a loss of 13,000 men.

Burnside asked to be relieved of
command after this setback, and Gen-
ern]l Hooker replaced him. In the
spring of 1863 Hooker, with the Army
of the Potomac, crossed the Rappa-
hannock with the idea of crushing Lee
and attacking Richmond. At Chancel-
lorsville, just beyond Fredericksburg.
May 2, Lee met the advancing army,
and a terrible battle ensued, In the
course of which “Stonewall” Jackson
was aceldentally killed by one of his
own soldiers. The Unlon forces were
defeated with great loss, and Hooker
resigned his command. General Meade
succeeded him.

I'resident  Lincoln meauwhile, on
Jan. 1, 15G3. Issued a proclamation
freelug all the slaves. He chose the
very best possible momeut for this
ereat step.  Earlier it would have been
premature.  Coming, as it did, at the
opening of 1463, the action was of in-
calenlable effect on all the natlon’s
future. Negro regiments were raised,
ofiicered by white men, and the abo-
liticuists threw themselves into the
Union's struggle with added zeal.

Mouey is probably the chief factor to
be reckoned on in every wir, and
money was what the sounth lacked, The
pluch arising from shortness of funds
and from absence of the sheer ueces-
saries of life began to be cruelly felt
throughout the seceding states. I'res-
ident Lincoln had ordered a blockade
of southern ports, thus cutting off com-
munication and trade from other coun-
tries. While the blockade was often
eluded by merchant ships, which took
in clothing and other commodities and
carried cargoes of cotton to Europe,
yet such vessels were too few to sup-
ply the southerners’ needs.

The Confederate government tried to
solve the tinancial question by issuing
vasl quantities of paper currency
(treasury notes). These notes, accord-
ing to the historian Auderson, were
printed and given out in sheets to
young girls in Richmond, who sigued
them at so much a thousand and re-
turned them to the treasury. As the
gouth was In a state of war. with no
immediate hope of victory, and as the
Confederate tréasury was deplited, this
paper money, though plentiful, had al-
most no value. One Virginlan guoted
by Anderson wrote to a friend:

“] bought coffee at $40 and tea at
$30 a pound. My dinuer at a hotel
cost me $20, and for some wretched
tallow candles I pald $10 a pound.
‘Before the war, a facetious friend
tells me, ‘1 went

to market with
money In my
pocket and
brought back my
purchases In a
basket. Now 1
tuke the mobney
in a basket and
bring the pur-

chases home in
my pocket.' Mon-
ey Is of so Ifttle
value  that  we
part with it glad-
Iy whenever It
will purchase
anything desira-
ble." .

fampen the military ardor of the

jouth. It stimulated the Confederates
to Increased activity in pursuing the
war. When Lee beat the Army of the
Potomne ut Chancellorsville he pushed
forward with about 100,000 men in a
daring. brilllant rald of the north-
#rn states. Passing through Maryland,
he Invaded Pennsylvania. The whole
north was aghast. Heretofore the war
had been largely one of Union ag-
pression, DBut now a southern army
had marehed suceessfully into the free
gtatos and might, If unchecked. attack
I’hiladelphia or New York.
