Results from Tile Oraininf. 
Since my buy hood days, when 1 used 

to watch my father and older brothers 
tile draining land that had always been 
waste and unproductive, and transform- 
ing it into the most valuable soil on the 
old farm, I have been, to put it mildly, 
an enthusiast on the subject of drain- 
age, and as the years rolled by aud the 
time came for me to have a home of m.v 
own, I chose just that kind of land. 
The place contained forty acres, and my 
experience in baudling that proposition 
and the results would make an article by 
itself. 

The larger farm that I bought after 
selling the forty acres bad been mostly 
underdrained by a former owner. 1 
have let this for a number of years on 

shares, and have been engaged in other 
business that has brought me into the 
management of extensive drainage pro- 
jects. Over this three-huudred-acre es- 
tate we have buried during the past 
three years about twelve miles of tiles 
of various sizes; and during these spring 
days of continued thaw, causing a far 
greater flood than usual (for the snow- 
fall this past winter has been very deep) 
it is a great satisfaction to go around 
wearing high-topped boots and see the 
water discharging at the outlets and tind 
everything working to perfection. 

I am just going to tell about two jobs 
that show the m>>st marked results at 

this writing. The first is a basin ioto 
which the surface drainage of about 
seventy-five or one hundred acres of wa- 
tershed collects. This had always been 
considered an impossible piece of land. 
The basin proper covers about eight 
acre·—tbat is, is the lowest part. The 
eighteen acres in this whole picce of 
property was bought up by a man with 
whom I have beeo connected in a busi- 
ness way, who believes in progress and 
improvement and has faith in drainage. 
We canvassed the situation pretty well 
before undertaking the job, and then got 
after it stood and proper. The results

• peak out loud. We began by starting ( 
with an eight-inch run of tile below the 
roadway, and coming through the lowest 
rim of the basin at a depth of six feet 

{ 
part of the way, so that the ditch | 
through the lowest part of the basin is 
m and one-half feet deep. This main 
«vas laid on eight-inch boards most of 
the way to prevent anything like quick- 
iaud bothering, and the top soil was 

( 
tamped down firmly on both sides of the 1 

tile. The main ditch was about one 

hundred rods in length. There were 

many laterals connected with it, and also 
two large stone intakes to take care of J 
the water that flowed out from a neigh- 
bor's land. Having done this last sea- 

ion, we have been waiting for present

The land was all sowu to wheat last * 

fall and there was a good take. Well, 
the thaw came on so rapidly that the wa- 

;er collected in the basin before the frost 
:ame out of the ground so that it could 
»et to the tiles, and we had for a few \ 
lays a five-acre pond. I did not invite 
the owner out to see it just then, but J 
yesterday (March 4) the frost had ap- 
parently all come out, for the pond was 

til gone; the wheat was looking tine, 
tnd the outlet of the eight-inch tile still 

ioing business. This piece of land had 
t>een condemned, and we were ridiculed ' 

for thinking that we could do what we < 

lid. 1 

The other basin job wan on auotber 

farm, and was aloug the bigtiw.iy, and it 
aUo had beeu passed by ω a bad job. 
It had the surface drainage of perhaps 
fifty acres of land, including the teach- 
ing from the barn-yard and stables, and 
is a very rich field; but bad always been 
too wet for cropping- I studied this 
job long enough aud under different 
conditions to feel contideut in attempt- 
ing to reclaim it, and we went at it with 
a force of men in a way that caused not 
a little comment and criticism. As in 
the other case, we began in another 
tield, crossing the road at the lowest 
point in the rim of the basin, at a depth 
of about six feet, using two six-inch 
tiles for the first 20 or 30 rod·, doing 
away with the old sluice bridge, aod 
putting iu its stead a twelve-inch iron 
pipe to prevent a possible overflow of 
the highway during unusual flood con- 

ditions, and placing the drams in the 
Held about 43 feet apart. Then the old 
sod was fall plowed, and w«* were nor 

alone in watching for the result» this 

spring There was not as much fr<>st in 
this fall plowed sod, and the water dis- 

appeared in twelve hour». This Aeld 
• ill be dry and tic to work before tbe 
land on the upland c^n be plowed, and 
we are all feeling pretty well satisfied 
with our work 

A friend, «ho is a doctor, aaid to me 

last summer that we must be eraxy to 

sprnd so much money in ditching that 
Held. I answered, as I always do. that 
til»drainage is not m»ney spent, it is an 

investment so *ure and -afe that there is 
no worry about returns. I understand 
(bat now be is a conwt to tile drainage 
This field, being along tbe highway, baa 
been watched by a great many, and has 
been a big object le«son in drainage. 
The only time that drainage is expensive 
ιβ when it is not properly done, and this 
has caused much of the failure and dis- 
oouragement. —11. K. Cox, Livingston 
C lunty, X. Y., in Country Gentleman. 

More Ural·. 
That our farmers have been reason- 

ably prosperous in their business in re- 

cent year· every one must admit who 
knows anything about them. Just now, 
however, tbe dairymen in particular are 

finding themselves hard pressed to real- 
ixe a profit oat of their business on ac- 

count of the high cost of grain on tbe 
market. Very unwisely we have nil tbe 

while contended oar farmers bave drop- 
ped out of growing on their farms tbe 

grain feed needed, depending on the 
western grain from the market. The 
double cost now of this grain feed be- 
comes a problem hard to meet. 

In conversation a few days since with 
a man whose businees is buying produce 
of tbe farmers up and down tbe line of 
ι be Grand Trunk Railway, in alluding 
to tbe pressure now being felt by farm- 
ers in consequence of this grain problem, 
he expressed bis conclusions as follows: 
"It is no use," be said emphatically, 
''farmers have got to go to growing their 
needed grain feed—they cannot stand 
this draft for purchased grain at the 

ruling high prices." 
This was the settled conviction of a 

man who is doing business with tbe 
farmers and realizes fully tbe pressure 
lying over them. At the same time 

every authority is unanimous in the 

opinion that low prices for grain have 

gone by forever, and that the higher 
oosts must continue in tbe future. This 
being accepted a radical change mnst be 
made by our farmers—they mnst either 

cut out the use of so much grain or 

grow It on their own farms. 
The dairy business requires liberal J 

grain feeding. If this is continued those 

who own and feed the cows must have ! 
the grain. Dairying properly managed 
is profitable. The grain can be grown 
on our farms without cutting out other to 

any extent whatever. Farmer· have all ! 
the land needed and the teams and the 
tools to work It with. All farther that 

Is needed is the disposition to do it.

NEW ENGLAND FARMING OP TODAY. 

(W. &. R.. Minnesota, In Country Gentleman.) 
Much bu been Mid of the depletion 

of the fertility in the soil· of New Tork; 
when the term "worn-out toil" le men- 

tioned, most westerners Immediately 
think of the poor, cold New England 
soils. But let me tell you that the kind 
of farming that was practiced thirty 
years ago in New England is now prac- 
ticed in many sections throughout the 
West, aud notably on the semi-arid lands 
and in Minnesota, and it is only a ques- 
tion of time when the children of the 
people now working the land will earn a 
better competence in the city and leave 
the once productive farm to grow up, as 

it seems, with rocks, briers and brush. 
To tbe home-like conditions existing 

in the New England States some fifty 
years back, many westerners can attest. 
There was plenty of all for every one, 
and best of all it was peaceful. There 
was plenty of fuel, great crops of grain, 
and all the hay that was needed. There 
also were goodly numbers of farm ani- 
mals. What has caused the change? 
Simply bad farming. New York was 

quite a grain state fifty years back; 
Minnesota is a great grain state now. 

Of much importance while it lasts, grain 
farming leaves its mark upon the land. 
It enriches the father for a short time, 
but it makes the poor son poorer. 

Though Minnesota raises lots of grain, 
tbe yield is nothing to be proud of. It 
is the vast acreage that gives tbe quan- 
tity in bushels. Tbe yield, furthermore, 
is steadily but surely going down. One 
might not think so by tbe yearly reports, 
but this is true because large areas are 

t>eing cleared each year, and the virgin 
toil being so rich, yields are wonderfully 
arge. But what has happened In the 
>lder settled sections? Just the same 

thing that occurred in New England. I 
:an cite dozens of cases close at hand 
where tbe ground is getting so poor that 
cbe grain crop does not pay for working 
:he land. Why are the hay crops so 

ibort, while only five years ago the 
:lovere and timothy throve amazingly? 
Sow about the garden truck, especially 
potatoes? So poor they are hardly worth 

llfCgiog—little scabby things. 
Speaking of competition, it has been 

laid that the eastern lands got poor be- 
:ause of tbe active competition of crops 
rom western lands. That may be and 
nay not. It would seem to me that 
lommon-sense farmers would attempt to 
-aise better and bigger crops on their 
inn land when competing, and so, in- 
itead of the land growing poorer, it 
vould become better thau ever, capable 
>f producing good crops. 
It bas fallen to me to bnild op tbe 

arm my father has made poor by twen- 
y-five years of grain farming. I am 

loing it, but at the same time am yearn- 
□g for the opportunity to go back east 

nd build up one of those "old home- 
teads," for I know there are as great 
r greater opportunities awaiting the 
nan with grit and gumption in the East 
« here in the bleak Northwest. It 
iikee just as much capital and energy 
lere to improve a farm. NÔ one ought 
ο be afraid of competition. Tbe West 
as all it can do to supply its own de· 
aands. It remains for the sturdy grow- 
ng generation to rebuild the worn soils 
if New England and make them smile as 

hey did so many years ago. It is« hard 
ask, but it must and will be done.

The latter, particularly when situated 
a the city, offers very little opportuuity 
or observation of or participation in 
oostructive work of any kind. The 
lome choree are few; there is no wood 
ι» split, no garden to hoe, no cow to 

ailk, no bUcksmithing is done, no shoes 
re made, oo cloth is spun and no wag· 
η or sled is built; all this work is per- 
orated eUewhere. In fact, the city 
ome provides no regular and ayste- 
nattc work of importance for the youth, 
'he school in ttiu* obliged to take upon 
Cself new obligation*; its sphere of 
ction and iutiience is enlarged to meet 
lie new situation. The technical school, 
he manual training, high school and 
rard school manual training have been 
rafted on to our educational system to 

leet the demand for boys who possess

Seed Corn for 1910.

ary. Then stretc lug across the 

op to form two-loci squares and your 
ox is ready. Moisten the contents, 
ilace in a fairly warm plaoe and then 
ake five or six kernels from as many 
are as you have squares, marking the 

quare and ear so there oan be no ques- 
ion later, and plant the same in these 

quares. Select your seed ears by this 

eat, the squares which give you the 

irgest number of strong, vigorous 
hoots. The per cent of stalks which 
ome will determine the germinating 
ower of the ear. The trouble with all 

ur fields comes from the skips. These 
an be avoided very largely in this way 
nd no man can, this year, afford to 

eglect this precautionary step. Look 
ut for your seed corn this season, 

jast year was the worst known for many 
ears both for maturing corn and drying 
fter it was matured and for this reason 

here is need of extra care to insure a 

tamper crop the coming season.—Maine 
rarmer. 

A* the Eastern Man See· It. 
(New England Grocer.) 

We leoognize without qualification 
he superiority of the western apples 
rith regard to size, style and general

Sumner has never been noted for 

tropical fruits, yet Luville Buck, the 
mail carrier, shows a huge lemon grown 
bv him that weigh* about 1 14 lbs. The 
little tree on which it grew is only about 
two feet high, is six years old and began 
bearing last year producing two good 
np-cimen.·*. It now has upon it 20 from 
the blossom to those the size of a hen's 
egg. The limb.·» have to be supported to 

prevent breaking. In the summer sea- 

son the tree is out of doors, but of course 

is kept inside during cold weather. In 
color and flavor It is like the lemon in 
the country markets. 

Stephen Purinton of Harpswell, who 
is 96 years old, Is the oldest citizen in 
his town. On his place is the oldest 
building in town, a cooper shop built 
150 years ago. It is constructed of hewn 
lumber and wrought nails. The original 
shingles are still in use and still good. 
Eich shingle measures about 5 1-2 χ 18 
Inches. The part exposed shows that 

nearly half the original thickness has 
been wasted away, but some of the shin- 

gles are still perfectly sound. The nails, 
too, are well preserved, and each nail 
shows the roughness and irregularity 
that is common to the old hand-made 
article. 

The building of Caribou's first mill is 
described by that Parkhurst man as fol- 
lows: '-Cochran was a mill-wright by 
trade and a good one. He constructed 
the mill entirely out of material at hand. 
Every wheel was made of wood, the 
belting was made of moose hide tanned 
by the Indians and the mill stones he 
made from two boulders lying on the 
shore. The linen for bolting was woven 

by an Acadian woman at Virlette Brook; 
the nails med in covering the structure 
were made from discarded horseshoes 
and scraps of old Iron found around the 
timber camps. The boards were cut 
out with a whip saw, and the timber 
was hewn with a broad ax. Cochran 
never got his laud from the Canadian 
government but at the close of the 

: Aroostook war the State of Maine deed- 
ed him a block of land a mile square at 
the mouth of the Caribou stream. He 
died and was buried on the banks of the 
Caribou, and lies in a neglected grave. 
Many of his descendants still live in 
Aroostook."

Tubb· of Bate· College gave hia lecture, 
Among the Star·," which might almoat 

he termed unique among leotnre*, in 
New Hall, and those who heard him did 
not fail to be present when, laat Friday 
evening, he lectured at the aame place 
on Halley'a oomet—though it would well 
have repaid a great many who were not 
there if they had attended. 

Halley'a comet, said Professor Tubba, 
ba· aroused more interest than any 
other body in the heaven·, and much of 
the present interest is justified by the 
fact that during the last week in May it 
will appear in the evening sky, with a 
head fully as large as the face of the full 
moon, though not of the same brilliancy, 
ji 

* tal' B'*ty times dm long as the 
diameter of the moon's face. 

The comet is now 80,000.000 miles dis- 
tant from the earth, and the two bodies 
are approaching each other in their re- 

spective orbits so that they get nearer 

together by about forty miles each 
second. 

A comet is no rare phenomenon, 
ractically any day of the year the 

astronomer may point his telescope at a 
comet. Halley's comet is of special in- 
terest because of tbe nearness of its ap- 
proach to u* and its apparent magnitude 
• n the heavens, and tbe regularity of its 
appearancea. 

Professor Tubbs then illustrated the 
movements of the earth and the comet 
ny two intersecting loops of wire, one} 
two inches in diameter and approximate- I 
ly circular representing the earth's orbit I 
•round the sun, and the other, an ellipse I 
of considerable eccentricity, 36 iuches in I 
its larger diameter, representing the or-1 
hit of the comet. At the outside ex-| 
tn«me of its orbit the comet is 3,000,000,-1 
UUO miles from the sun, away out be-1 
yond Neptune, the most distant member I 
of our solar system. The speed of the 
comer varies in different parts of its I 
>rbit. fis average rate of travel is three I 
miles per second. To travel around the I 
>rbit of the comet an express train 
would require 20,000 years; the time re- 

juired for the circuit by the comet I 
varies, but ie on the average about 7(i| 
rears. 

The orbit of the comet is not in the I 
tame plane as the orbits of the planet» I 
'aid Professor Tubbs, and he then pro-' 
needed to explain why it varies in the 
lime of making its orbit. As it maken I 
ts way through our solar system, it I 
>ach time approaches the several worlds I 
which constitute that system at different 
ingles and distances. Each one of these I 
worlds pulls upon the comet by the at-1 
raction of its mass, and has a tendency 
ο divert it somewhat from its course, 
ind either quicken or retard its motion 
iccording to its situation. In order for I 
istronomers to reckon the orbit of the I 
planet exactly, and the time of its re- 

tppearance, they must know the weight! 
>f each of these bodied and just the I 
uuount of pull it exerts upon the comet I 
[t thus becomes a very complex problem. I 

The comet was last seen in May, 1838.1 
Hie astronomers calculated according to I 
he best of our still imperfect methods I 
ind reckoned that it would again reach 
ts nearest poiut to the sun on the 17th 
»f April this year. In fact it reached 
hat point on the 20th of April. The 
iMtrouomers had reckoned that it would 
•omplete its circuit in 27.180 days In 
act it took it 27,183 days. When the 
irst calculation was made, a hundred 
md fifty years ago, it was wrong by 
'bout a month. Now, by our still im- 
jerfect methods, wo have reduced the 
irror to three days. 

To show how far distant from any ! 
»ther part uf the universe except our 

■olar system the comet is, Professor 
lubbs used as an illustration that if the 
fomet's orbit is represented by the wire 
llipse which he held, with a long 
liameter of thirty-six inches, the nearest 
tar would be four miles away, and the 
uile star would be over forty miles. 

By means of a diagram tbe relative 
lositione of the earth and the comet 
?ere shown. The best time to seethe 
louaet in the morning is during tbe com- 

ng week. It is a little north of Venus, 
i-ing about two hours ahead of the sun, 
ind may be seen with the naked eye if' 
he sky is clear. After it passes between 
is and the sun about three weeks later, 
t will be visible in the evening sky, and 
vill be a striking spectacle. 

Ihe tail of a comet always points 
iway from the sun. This is because the 
natter of which it is composed is driven 
>ack by the energy emanating from the 
iun, as a girl with loose hair going up to

The tail—or the "tresses," as the Greeks 
nore appropriately termed it—of a

The re- 
uIt is seen in an unusual number of I 
'shooting stars," which are almost with- [ 
iut exception converted to line dust in 
he atmosphere before they reach the j 
urface of the earth. 

1 have beeu asked many times, said j 
'rofessor Tubbs, if the comet would 
top the earth. In answer to that I give 
his comparison, much exaggerating the 
nlluence of the comet.

When the earth and the comet reach !

Rear Admiral Kimball. 

NOTABLE SERVICES OF AN OXFOBE 
COUNTY NAVAL OFFICER. 

The New Fork World of April 24th 
contains the following-sketch of Rear 
Admiral William W. Kimball, who is 
the «on of the late Gen. William K. Kim- 
ball and a native of Parle Hill. Admiral 
Kimball ia about dosing hia naval career 
and will at once come to Paris Hill 

I where he is to make bis future home at 
the old Gen. Kimball mansion at the 
north end of Main Street: 

mW!len uReV William Wirt 
Kimball hauls down bis flag from tbe 
cruiser Albany as Commander-in-Chief 
of the Nicaragua Expeditionary Force be 
will have ended a five montha tour of 
duty which has been of exception)*] in- 
terest and importance. The assignment, 
moreover, has been extremely compli- 
mentary to him, inasmuch as he is tbe 
only officer of the navy who has been 
assigned to the command of a squadron 
after having been transferred from tbe 
list of active service to the roster of tbe 
retired. 

The Admiral bad almost rounded out 
the stipulated period of active service 
when the Nicaraguan troubles broke out 
When in the first of last December the 
government deemed It necesssarv to 
send a strong body of marines and a 
numerous force of warships to the 
scene, it was announced that Admiral 
Kimball, then on duty in Washington 
bad been assigned to command the ex- 

pedition. The Admiral was then almost 
on tbe verge of retirement and it was 

practically certain that this duty would 
considerably overlap into the retired 
period. Butas explained by the Navy 
Department, "Kimball is the very man 
for the work." 

EHEBGED WITH UN8COBCHED FINGEBS. 

Those intimately acquainted with tbe 
Admiral and who had a foreknowledge 
of what tbe work was likely to be, did 
not need that official indorsement to 
know that he was the very man to han- 
dle it. Eminently competent in his 
profession, tbe Admiral possessed other 
qualifications which peculiarly fitted 
iii m for this task, one of these being a 

thorough knowledge of international 
law. The result has shown that it was 
to Admiral Kimball, more than to any 
other man, that is due the credit of our 

having emerged from the Nicaragua im- 
broglio with so few blunders when the 
possibility of creating numerous ones 
itid accentuating those already made 
were so numerous and prolific. 

But the Admiral showed himself to be 
» diplomat of high order. He won the 
confidence and esteem of the whole of 
Nicaragua, irrespective of party. He 
was cheered wherever he went, by the 
Madriz Government party, by the Es- 
tradietp, by the Interventionists. 

"What we need," one of the Inter- 
ventionists enthusiastically said to the 
Admiral at the time when intervention 
aik was running high, "is American 
•ccupation and tbe strong arm of your 
Muntry compelling order in Nicaragua." 

"What you really most need," tbe 
Admiral with his customary good sense' 
■eplied. "is lens talk of revolution, lens 
mportation of firearms and more of 
'arm implements." 

The Nicaraguan newspapers have bad 
solumns of complimentary references to 
idmiral Kimball. Considering that he 
»as in Nicaraguan waters and in com- 

nand of a military force which might 
my day have been called into use against 
Nicaragua, this praise from these Sir 
Buberts is praise indeed. With three 
parties struggling for supremacy, with

In this vessel, 
properly manned of conrse, he would 
jive w ith the submarine to come to the 
lurface when within short range of the 

fortifications, let fly the missile, and 
then dive out of sight before the batter- 
ies could be trained on the boat. It 
itruck many as a very excellent plan, 
but for some reason the department 
withheld its sanction. 

In a still earlier day, the Admiral, then 
ι lieutenant, rendered conspicuous serv- 

ice. When the United States of Colom- 
bia broke into revolution in the early 
eighties, this nation, acting under an 

international agreement, sent its fieet to 

Aapinwall, as Colon is now known, and 
under the command of the then Com- 
mander Bowman H. McCalla landed η 

brigade of marines for the purpose of 

keeping the trans-Isthmian railway open 
to commerce. Kimball, who was then 
Attached to the flagship Tennessee, was 

ordered to aid McCalla and throughout 
the occupation was in command of an 

armored car, which bad been construct- 
ed under his direction, and which did 
valuable work. 

Before his assignment to the command 
of the Nioaraguan Expeditionary Force 
Admiral Kimball had been on duty in 

Washington as a member of the naval 
examining and retiring board, and also 
as a member of the board on construc- 
tion. Prior to the present service his 
last sea duty was in command of the 

battleship New Jersey.

the fingers are put farther mending, for 
here ere some of the oses to which they

Cat the armlets of your black snede 
ones into round pieces the size of a coffee 
cup at the top. About eight such pieces 
fastened together in the middle with a 

fancy button, make a penwiper. One, let 
it be added, that never scratohei, nor 

blunts the most delioate nibs. 
Again, cut them to form little bags. 

All around the opening a lit»le way from 
the edge, pieroe eyelet holes, through 
which you can ruu a pretty cord or rib- 
bon, after which you will be provided 
with the handiest little copper bag ever 

Invented. 
Long kid eods of aoy color will mike 

button oovers of an absolutely up-to- 
date kind; also binding for hats, coat 

cuffs, and collars. Nothing Is so fash- 
ionable as kid for these purposes. We 
must not forget, too, that belts, pompons 
and fringes are made by clever American 
girls from gloves that, as such, can see 

no further service. 
The arms of long silk gloves make ex- 

cellent undersleeves to an over-drew, and 
the wristlets of woolen ones warm mit- 
tens for frosty days. 

Note this good use for stockings the 
feet of which are beyond more faithful 
darning: Select three and cut open at 

the seam. Take one, and at its broadest 
end cut two slopes on the principle of 
shoulder seams. This makes the back 
of a spencer. At their broader ends cut. 
also shoulder seams in the other two 

legs. Kun and herring-bone these seam*, 
so that two stockings form fronts to the 
one arranged for a back. Leave spaces 
for armholes, under which join again. 

The narrow ends you will find provide 
the tapering for the waistline, and the 
material being supple, no further shap- 
ing is needed for covering the bu*t. 

■Scoop the neck a little, however, and 
overcast it with the blanket etitch with 
mercerized silk. 

On the under side of the fronts run 

down a strip of red flannel. This will 

steady the edges for sewing on buttons 
and working Buttonholes. 

It is always good economy for your 
toilet table to use strips of the same de- 

scription as a Duchess table requires. A 
whole large toilet cover is expensive Ό 

buy, and expensive to launder. In its 

place provide the worn remains of youi 
tablecloth. All the main part of this is 
covered by your glass and glove boxes. 
For the actual front, whioh is where all 
wants to be dainty and fresh, make stripe 
of any odd piecee of muslin or linen. 
With lace borders or little frills attached,

To Change the Atmosphere. 
If the odors of cooking are unpleasani 

in any room of the house, try the follow* 
ing, which has been found to act like < 

charm: 
Put in a bowl-shaped vessel about tei 

cents' worth of "salts," such as is nsec 
in "smelling salts," and cover, eithei 
with alcohol or ammonia. Keep thii 
covered when not in use, as the liquid 
evaporates. Such a bowl put in a smoking 
room or "den" will make the atmos 

pbere breathable by absorbing or de 
stroying the odor of smoke and tobacco 
One may cook onions or cabbage without 
the unpleasantness, and the smoker need 
not fear to sit in the "best room" and 
smoke. 

Clean and Sanitary Dusting. 
When people, for the first time, see 

me cleaning my rooms, thej invariably 
express surprise at my methods of dust- 
ing; which, unlike the ordinary method, 
I consider clean and unitary. 

Instead of using the usual sort of 
duster, I use a damp oloth—preferably 
some soft stuff, such as a piece of an old 
gauze undervest or a worn napkin. The 
cloth is soaked in tepid water, then 
wrung absolutely dry—so dry that not 
another drop of water can be wrung from 
It. With a oloth of this sort the dust is 
qnickly lifted from woodwork and 
furniture, without being scattered ov« r 
the floor in the prooess. When the 
duster is dirty it is washed out and again 
wrung dry. 

It is essential that the cloth be wrung 
perfectly dry as often as it is put in 
the water; otherwise it will streak the 
furniture and leave damp surfaces to 
catoh more dust This method of dust- 
ing is employed In hospitals to prevent 
the dust flying about, to be breathed by 
the patients, and Is the aaoltarj method 
of duatlng the home as wall.
