Some Things They Have Learned.

Prof. A, W. Gilman, Commissioner
of Agricultare for the state of Malue,
has especial charge of the Cow Testing
Associations of that state. A very In-
teresting pamphlet of 160 pages was
issued last September, in which the
records of the varions associations and
the herds in each association are found.
As in other states, it is slow work to get
the farmers to take hold of this impor-
tant work which turns out to be of such
great value to them.

Human pature is about the same in
Maipe as it is in Wisconsin. Where you
find a wide awake, reading farmer, there
you will fiod a man who is anxious to
take advantage of this means to put him
self in possession of the right knowledge
concerning his cows. Such a man real-
izes, to start with, that he needs this
knowledge. Here are some of the opin-
ions expressed by these Maine farmers
concerning the benefits of the Cow Test-
ing Association.

“I have the value of deflnite know-
ledge concerning one's business.”

] have learned the value of method
in conducting a dairy husiness.™

“] have learned that cows vary in
food reqnirements."

“] have learned that the cost to pro-
duce a pouod of milk varies widely with
different cows.”

“] have learned that the consuming
often exceeds her producing capacity."
“I have learned something of the part
the food nutrients play in the economy
of animal life and milk production.”

“] have learned much concerning the
methods of feeding."

“I have learned the analysis of feed
atuff.”

[ have learned that protein is some
times fed in excess.”

“] have learned to have a genuin:
pride in good dairy cows.”

] have learned the importance of
breediog.”

“I have learned that breeding oper
ations should be carried on with intelli-
gence.""

I have learned that fads have nu
rightfual ?laco in the breedivg of dairy
animals.
Now these thirteen very important
items of koowledge those thirteen men
have learped in one year, and that is not
all they bave learned. How did they
learn thise things? By going toa cow
testing rchool. We will guarantee thal
overy one of those Maine farmers foelx
himself much better able to graple bold
of the problems of dairying than eve:
befure. We have heard hundreds of
bright business men ask this question:
“YWhat ails these farmers that they do
oot atop keeping 80 many worthless cows
which are eating up their profits righ
along? The answer ia plain and open a»
a pike staffl. A large proportion of
them do not know their cows. They
have taken no pains to know them,
They have thought it would take a lot of
trouble to keep a record, which is not
true, but they think so all the same.
Read our “Cow Census" reports tak-
en no matter where. The naked truth
ia dug right out in those reports. So it
isin the Cow Testing work. Think of
the lack of the commonest business
ability that marks the conduct of nearly
every herd in the cow census rejor!s.
It is “*don’t know' here and ‘‘don’t
koow" there. If our census takers were
not experts in digging out the facts and
in making up an estimate of cost of
keeping the cows we would be all at sea
All this census work and the cow teat-
ing work is but an effort to get the
farmer to exercise the same thought and
knowledge about his business that otber
business men have to exercise abou!

‘It is putting “I will
know" in place of this everlasting ‘'l
don't know."—Hoard's Dairyman.

Doesn’t Let His Potatoes Rot.

Rev. Mr. Pember, who has been
“plunging" in potatoes guite extensively
of late years, confirms the position taken
by the Turf, Farm and Home as to the
importance of live stock husbandry in
connection with the successful growing
of potatoes on a large scale. His experi-
ence the past winter and spring illustrat-
od this fact exactly. His crop at his
Levant farm was a little rising 10,000
bushels. At diggging time he saw that
prices were to rule low so when he got a
chance to sell 5,000 bushels at 40 cents
net he did so. He stored the balance
and tbe extremely big ones and the little
ones were sorted out and as early as the
stock came to the barn they began to
get a good ration of spuds. This was
especially true of the young stuff and
even the milch cows were not neglected
It was found that the potatoes helped
out both the hay and grain, and the stock
did equally as well, even the milch cows
that gota good plump half bushel every
poon. The stock has all come through
in fine ahare and there ls a good lot of
hay for sale at $20 as the result. In
January they began to ship and the first
shipments netted nearly 40 cents, since
which time Tﬂ“! bave {men falling, but
with the help of the 40 head of Ayr-
shires here are only about enough left
for sced and to finish out the stook
Where would they have been with 5,000
bushels of potatoes in the cellar and no
stock in the barn?

Mr. Pember says that he is satiafied
that at the present price of bay and
grain potatoes are worth fully a dollar a
barrel to feed out to stock, and yet we
hear of men who have not fed a potato
this fall and winter. In some cases it is
because they have no stock to feed and
another class think or pretend that po-

8 | tatoes are not good for milch cows.

Considering that Mr, Pember has fed his
entire herd on spuds all winter and just
sold two cows for $200 each It would not
seem as though they were very harmful
in this instance.—Turf, Farm and Home.

Farming is No Iavalid’s Job.

Whean the space writer in a good many
of our magazines nowadays gets out of
themes he delights to advise his readers
to “go back to the land.” Now thatis
all very nice if existing conditions are
equally as sgreeable, but we see every
day real estate men inducing clerks and
professional nien out of health to buy a
farm and getrich and restore their health
at the same time. That same real estate
man knows, If he knows anything at all,
that farming for profit Is a business
proposition that requires not only good
judgment and clear brain, but a whole
lot of brawn. In other words, any and
every kind of farming that we know any-
thing about calls for a8 whole lot of hard
work, and the man or woman who Is out
of health and has no knowledge of farm
work can do better most anywhere than
they can on afarm, especially if they
have not ample means to buy a farm that
js under a good state of ecultivation and
capable of ralsing profitable crops at the
start. Itisnot to be denied that there
is a good deal depends upon the man or
woman bebind the gun. Lots of men
who never planted a garden, even, have

What Can We Afford ?

A short time since I heard a hard
working farmer say In all seriousness,
“] can't afford a sanitary barn, and Iif
ﬂlboﬂ shall bave to go out of the milk

siness.”” There Is no question but
hundreds feel the same the unjust
and arbitrary requirements of the Boards
of Health are largely responsible for the
deoclina of our dairy work, At the same
time every man wants just what the city
officials are aiming at, that is healthy,
neat and cleanly conditions In the barns,
We are all learning that what once suf-
ficed will not anawer to-day, and for that
reason the little seven by nine sleeping
room, opening direotly from the living
room, and with but a single window is
being discarded. More air, more sun-
light for the slesping rooms is now de-
manded. We are finding that sunlight
is a germ deatroyer and pure air an lo-
vigorator and so are opening up to re-
ceive the most of God's choicest bless-
ings. This is as true in the barn as the
house and slowly it is coming. The
greatest obstacle is the want of a clear
common sense idea of what is sanitary,
and here the rules and construction
placed on the same by. the boards of
health are at fault. In one city it was
reﬁuired “that every ocow furnishing
milk for that city trade should-stand op-
opa platform not less tban eight feet
long.” The man who made that rule
either did not know the length of a yard
stick or had never been inside an un-
sanitary milk barn. This is only ona
par with a lot of the senseless stuff
printed and sent broadcast by those who
assume to say what is and what is not
healthy.

On the other hand every man may
have a sanitary tie-up and produce nor-
mal milk, bealtby and below the bac-
teria count eatablished. While the King
system is the ideal for ventilation, it
must be constructed by a skilled me-
chanic and even then is not always to be
relied on. Auy man can stop throwing
his manure out under the eaves, can
whitewash the tie-up, can put in long
windows and use thin muslin instead of
glass, can sweep down the cobwebs and
keep the floor clean, can bed the cows,
can wipe down the cow’s sides and udder
with a damp cloth before milking, and
certainly can have his hands clean when
he milks. The whole trouble with milk
comee after it leaves the cow’s teats, and
if conditions are all cleanly and the milk
is removed as svon as drawn from the
udder and put at once into clean cans
where it can be kept at a low tempera-
ture there is no danger of trouble with
any board of health. These officials aim
at a clean pure product and this the
farmer wants to produce. Sanitary con-
ditions are only clean conditions made
healthy at every step and this every man
wants for himself, his family and bis
customers. Cut out the senseless frills
but make the tie-up roomy, sunny, clean
and sweet and good milk and more milk
will follow.—Maine Farmer.

“Where are Your Orchards?"

A man who was born in Oregon and
bas always lived there is now making
his first trip east to the home of his an-
cestors, and writes to the Springfield
Republican in sharp oriticism of the
apple-raising industry of Massachusetts,
which is moch the same as the rest of
New England. He bad heard his father
praise the apples raised in Massachu-
sotts, and the ahock of his experience
with them s reflected In his language.
““Where are your orchards?'’ he aske.
“I looked all along the car line for new
orchards, but saw only old, scraggly
trees. If it is true tbat you used to
raise good apples, why don’t you do it
agaln? Comivog along on the Boston &
Albany Railroad I saw more vacant land
than you would see in the whole of
Western Oregon, from Portland to Med-
ford.” It isa good thing occasionally
to have turned loose upon us a oritic
with a fresh point of view. Those who
attended the Boston Fruit Show and got
a jolt from the visitors from Spokane,
Seattle, and other sections came home
determined that New Eogland sbould
pot rest under such conditions. The
whole problem ls in the hands of the
bome grower. It isa shame that sorag-
gly neglected trees can be seen from the
car windows everywhere in the east
simply because apple growing bas been
aside issue and notan industry. Now
let's wake up.—Maine Farmer.

A Noted Herd.

It was not long ago I had the pleasure
of visiting the Engle Nook Farm herd of
Holsteins, C. A. Bonney, East Sumner,
Proprietor, which consists of 16 head of
as nice a lot of grade and pure-bred cat-
tle as you often see and they also show
that they are extra well cared for. The
noble bull, Prince Betz De Kol 24, 43216
which heads this herd, is worthy of
mention. He is three years old, girths
8 feet and weighs 2500 lbs,, and is &
picture to look at. This herd was
shown last fall at State Fair, Oxford
County Fair and Andruscoggin Valley
Fair, and gota good ntrin% of blue rib-

bons, also the silver oup given for best
herd at State Fair. Mr. Bonney sends
his milk to Auburn, and Eetl good re-
turns, as bhe showed me his check for
Japuary, which was $111.25. milk test-
ing 4.2, and February $105.03, milk test-
ing 4.4 from four cows and four two-
year-old heifers, of which two were pear-
iy dry. His bull calves always bave a
ready market at good prices, baving sold
one & few weeks ago for $75.00. He in-
tends to show this herd atall the Maine
fairs this fall, after which he will sell
out all of his grade animals. Mr. Boo-
ney would be glad to bave anyone come
to see his cattle, as visitors are always
welcome and he never tires of talking
Holsteins.—Maine Farmer.

Eansilage.

The matter of summer feed for cattle
is easily made up. Old pastores that
have been fed for halt a century and
more are failing to meet expectations,
and now have to be supplemented with
additional feed in order to keep the cat-
tle full fed for any leogth of time.
Just what this supplementary feed aball
be is & question of importance to every
stockman. In no case is there more
than a brief time that any pasture fur-
nishes the full feed needed by animals of
full growth, such as cows in milk or
fattening beeves. How sball the pasture
roblem be supplemented to fill up the
ull season of the year is a question call-
ing for immediate attention.

There is no doubt but corn and the
silo are well suited tothe demands of
this problem. There is no plant fur-
nishiog a large yield to the acre that
givea a better response to careful atten-
tion than does corn, and there is no bet-
ter arrangement for carrying It along to
the day when needed than- is the silo.
Summer or winter the silo Is at any time
ready to deliver its contents to needy
consumers. It-ls a good feed, cattle are
fond of it, and It is ready for use at any
time when waated.

President Hyde of Bowdoin College
bas called a conference on rural better-
ment to be held in the historical rooms,
Waterville, May 25, at 10 o’clock in the
forenoon, under the auspioes of the In-
terdenominational commission.

The Specious ‘‘Extravagance’ Cry.

About this time, says the political
almanac, look out for the cry of “Re-
publican extravagance in state expend:
tures.”” The political season is very
early this year, and the Democratic
pajers are forestalling the opening of
the campaign and begiuning to hammer
upon the subject. They quote figures to
support their charges, or indulge in
littering generalities, with equal facil
ty.

It is unquestionably true that there
bas been a large increase in state ex
penditures in the last few years — a
larger increase than the increase of pop-
ulation or even of valuation, Increased
expenditures are not necessarily wrong,
and it would be hard to tell, if the ex-
penditures were analyzed and consider-
ed, which of them should be reduced or
abolished. But without reference to
whether they are right or wrong, they
are not to be charged to the Republican
party, even though that party has had a
majority in the legislatare.

In the last few legislatures there has
been a good minority representation
from the Democratic party, enough, if
united, to make a respectable showiog
against any expenditure that it chose to
oppose. There has never been any such
uuited action, nor has the matter of ap-
propriations been in any sense a partisan
or party matter. Appropriations bave
been favored and opposed by Republi-
cans and Democrats alike, and there bas
been no division on party lines. This
could be shown by a careful analysis of
the measures passed and their support,
and is well known to every une in any
degree familiar with the work of the
legislature.

The very head and front of Democratic
opposition to expenditures hath this
extent, no more: Pattangall of Water-
ville, as is generally known, is a Demo-
crat, of silvery speech, and ol promi-
nence in the councils of his party. Quite
early in the last legislative session he
hoisted the banner of economy, oppused
on the floor of the house one or two
farge appropriations, and introduced and
supported a few bills for abolishment of
certain state officers. In doing this he
stood practically unaided and alone.
The appropriations which he opposed
were passed, and the offices which he
proposed to abolish were considered
essential and retained. Then came
along for consideration the large appro-
priation for the University of Maine,
which was one of the pet measures
favored by Mr. Pattangall. Just at this

int he shrewdly aonounced that any
urther opposition to large appropria-
tions was useless and he should make no
more effort, and he pulled down the
economy banner and got off the track
juat in time to let the University appro-

ion go aliding by.

Until the Democratic minority in the
legislature can show some attempt to
limit the expenditures of the state,
whether good or bad, wise or unwise,
the mouthpieces of the party, on the
stamp and in the press, should be
eatopped from making the cry of “Re-
publican extravagance.”

PROFITABLE DISCUSSIONS AT ANNUAL
SESSION HELD AT SOUTH PARIS.

The acnual meeting of the Oxford
County Su School Association was
heid in the ptist church at South
Paris on Tuesday, with sessivns fore-
noon, afternoon and evening. There
was a fair though not a large attendance
of pastors, superintendents and teachers,
and workers in all departments of the
Sunday School. The programme suffer-
ed somewhat by reason of some of those
assigned to parts on it being prevented
by iliness or otherwise from being pres-
ent. Oune of those upable to come was
the fisld secretary of the State Associa-
tion, H. E. Lufkin, who was laid down
for two addresses, and there were other
vacancies left on the programme, but
most of them were supplied by others,
and no topic was left undiscussed.

Some delay in opening was caused by
the east-bound train being a little more
than an hour late, although business be-
gan before its arrival.

The session of Tuesday morning open-
od with a devotional service led by Rev.
E. A. Davis of South Paris. Mr. Davis
read some extracts from Ezakiel, and
took for the theme of his remarks made
aloug with and following the reading.
*‘the power within the wheels,” sayiog
that all kinds of machinery are useless
unless there is the power within the
wheels to make them effective; so are all
kinds of church machivery ineffective
unless there is the spirit to animate
them.

State Field Secretary Lufkin was to
have spoken on adult work. but as he
was unable to attend, Rev. J J. Hull of
Lewiston, who was present, was called
to fill his place. Mr. Huil is somewhat
unconventional in matter and style, en
tertaining at the same time that he is
earnest and effective as a speaker. He
spoke of the great movements in the
branches of church work which the past
few yoars have seen, and said that there
is no movement girdling the globe that
is of more importance than the adult
department in the Sunday School. He
gave some instances of the work that
had been done in that line, and the large
results that bad come in the addition of
members to the church through the
azercy of the men's class and the wo-
men's class.

He
would not ask a man a personal ques
tion, but get down beside him, and find
a poin® of contact.

By this time the delegates coming on
the east-bound train had arrived, and
the business of the session was traos-
acted, Dr. Charles L. Buck of South
Paris, the president of the association,
presiding. The mioutes of last year's
mecting at Mexico were read, and com-
mittees were appointed.

Mrs. Harry A. Morton of South Paris
was then introduced to speak of primary
work for beginpers, Mrs. Morton, who
is in charge of the begioners, mainoly
from 3 to 5 years of age, in her owa Sun-
day School. described something of the
methods which she uses. She does not
use the In'erpational lessons, but the
Berean graded lessons. The pupils have
a few words of Secripture to learn each
Sunday, and are asked to tell the story
which she told them a week before.
She endeavors first to instill into their
minds a love for and a recognition of
God, and does this by using the works
of God which are the every-day interests
of the child—the flowers and the birds
and other simple things. Her paper
was commented upon and her method
commended by some of the pastors pres-
ent in the general discussion which fol-
lowed.

PUREE OF TURNIPS WITH TAPIOCA.

For t‘?ni qu::o ol:d tg:p a bunch ?f
young tu u pared, out in
thln-lounp;bn-llodmdar in water to
cover. Drain the turnips and &m
them throogh a puree sieve. Add to
two quarts of lamb or beef broth, freed
of fat, and heat to the boiling point;
sprinkle in one-third s cup of galek-
cooking tapioca, and when again boil-
ing let cook over boiling water nearly an
hour. Season with about two teaspoon-
fuls of salt and haif a teaspoonful of
paprika.

BOUP FOR THE CONVALESCENT.

Cut two pounds, each, of beef shank
and neck, or shoulder of mutton in small
pieces, cover with four quarts of cold
water and let simmer, closely covered,
until the meat is in shreds. Remove the
large bones; add a large carrot, scraped
and cut in slices, three large onions,
sliced, balf a oup of rice, half a cup ot
sliced ocelery, if at hand (if not adda
syupspoonful of celery extract or celery
salt, just before taking from the fir),
four or five parsley brauches and a table-
spoonful or more of salt. For a change
use half a pint of tomatoes or balf a pint
of dry beans, soaked over night and par-
boiled. Cook pearly an hoor after add-
ing the vegetables; strain, pressing out
ull of the juice. When .cold remove the
fat, reheat, season as needed and it is
ready for use.
EGGS, WALDORF STYLE.

Carefully poach two eggs; dispnse
hese on two small slices of toast, set
close together, and pour over them about
half a cap of brown saunce. Garnish
with three, cooked, fresh musbroom
caps and serve at once. To prepare the
caps, remove stems and peel, reserving
these for some other dish. Simmer the
caps in the brown sauce about ten min-
utes or until softened throughont.

FRIED POTATO BALLS FOR FISH

Put the balls over the fire in boiling
water and let bnil about five minutes;
Irain, rinse in cold water and dry oo a
cloth, then immerse in hot fatand let
cook until tender.

BEARNAISE SAUCE.
