(Uood Sense as to Good Roads.

Suome one asked the writer the other
day where he found the meanest roads
in the state of Maine. The questioner
had just driven from Fairfield village to
Waterville town, and he was a little hot
uader the collar to think that a highway
traversed as much as that is should be
allowed to remain in as poor condition
80 late in the season. We told him to
crosa the bridge at Waterville and start
for Clinton on the east side of the Ken
nebec, and after he had crossed the
Winelow line and got into Benton he
would forget and forgive the authorities
in Waterville and Fairfield, not because
the road was impassable, but because it
was carelessly and negligently allowed
to be as poor as itis. Incidentally we
dropped several rather uncomplimentary
remarks about the roads in the good
town of Bentcen, and in the midst of our
most earnest utterances who should
drive up but our genial friend, Mr.
Davis, the Mayor of Benton, and we
were compelled to repeat what we said
about his roads in his hearing, much as
we disliked the task, when lo, and be-
hold, Brother Davie fell right in with
our denunciation and declared that the
town ought to be indicted, not because
it bad not built boulevards from one
end of the town to the other, but be-
cause it bad peglected to do a few little
thiogs that would bave improved its
highways 8o greatly. For instance we
passed vver miles and miles of road in
that town that could bave been made as
smooth as a trotting track by the free
use of a split log drag with a single pair
of horses. The man whose duty it wax
t» attend to it was waiting for the mud
1o dry up so be could do the work with-
out muddying his boota, when as a mat-
ter ofe fact the work should have been
dune twenty-four hours before, when the
s0il was soft and plastic and the high
lumps and ridges could easily have been
scraped into the holes and bollows,

Now if Benton and its worthy town
officials, highway surveyors and all, were
the only sinpers in this respect we
should not lumber up our columos with
this tale of woe, but we should hie our-
selves to the grand jury room and bave
the town indicted as a public nuisance,
but the trouble is, Benton is only one of
a whole lot of townsin the state of
Maine who are equally guilty.

As we have proclaimed over and over
again, it isn’t because the towns do not
build expensive macadamized highways,
or solid stone boulevards, but because
they fail to do the little things that cost
very little but mean a very great deal.
To illustrate, Last Monday the roads
ranoing along the eastern bank of the
Kennebec and Sebasticook rivers through
the town of Benton, were in miserable
shape. A single pair of horses and one
man in one day's time would have made
them away above the average of country
highways. Tbhe same was true on the
same date of tbe road runoiog from the
Winslow line through the town of Vas-
salboro on the river road, to the Augus-
ta town line. The selectmen knew of
the conditions in both towns, but do the
best they could, they could not finda
team in either town that could be in-
duced to bitch out and lend a hand.
Surely with these facts stariog us in the
face it is very evident that there must be
u refurm in our present system of main-
tenance of highways if not in construct-
ing them,

We believe the only practical way of
maintaining highways is the same sys-
tem employed by the railroads. Have
section men in charge of different dis-
tricts and let them be furnished a horse
and a dump cart. A good man and a
good bhorse will keep a long stretch of
road in decent repair after it is once
properly constructed, but no horse and
no dump cart is sure to result in con-
fusion sooper or later, no matter how
well the bighway was orginally built,

Common Sense Care of Harness.
Harness should always, when prac-
ticable, be cleaned while fresh from the
animal warm with its body heat, to ob-
tain best results; except on washing
days, when it does not matter. If it
comes in wet, it must be “bandled” un-
til dry and supple, using sparingly some
pure oil, neatsfoot for cholce, if it
really be neatsfoot, which is often a
question in these days of **just as good.”
When simply cleaning the barness, it
should be hung at a suitable beight,
brushed over to dislodge dust or caked
dirt, the stitching and loops, and under
and around the buckles receiving atten-
tion, and this should be followed by a
soft eloth, always well shaken from time
to time. The harness should then be
‘“gone over,” passing each part through
the hands, limbering it as it goes, insur-
ing perfcct inspection, and giving special
attention to aoy spot needing it. Then
some of the stapdard ‘‘compositions’
may be lightly applied, according to
directions, the stuff well rubbed in, and
any debris cleared away, and the set of
single harness will be gone over perfect-
ly in 20 minutes; pairsand fours relative-
ly longer.

In stoady use, or when the harness
comes in very wet and dirty, it should
be well washed every week. As arule,
atub is filled with water, just baving
the chill barely taken off, not in the
least *‘tepid" or ‘‘warm,"” In which has
been dissolved a Lalf pound of white
castile soap, neatly shaven, previously,
pouring boiling water on it, stirring oc-
casionally ontil it sets in a clear, trans-
lucent jelly, This is dumped into the
tubof water and mixed at once. The
barness is taken apartand all placed in
the tub, except, of course, the saddles
and padded parts.

Take the harness from the tub, rinse
well in several tepid waters and hang to
drain in moderately warm room. There
should always be a amall oil stove
around the harness, wherever it is kept,
not only for cleaning days, but also for
the constantly recurring wet and dense,
bumid days, when moisture will search
in through almost anything, producing
wildew and a small army of kindred ills.
As the barness dries it should be con
stantly worked, bandled, suppled, look-
ing for congestion and dispersing it,
especially at all points of contact, tugs,
buckles, loops, eto. This must be demne
continuously, so that when the harness
is really dry It is ready to absorb the
“gomposition’ which must be well work-
ed “into" the grain of the leather. It
is worse than useless to simply smear it
on and brush it off. It is the graio food
the tissue food, which must be kneaded
into the leather.—Exchange,

Isn’t Scared by Potato Price.
“Ben'' Chaffee will certainly bave to be
koowd as the potato king of Winslow.
Last year he had 80 acres, and managed
to dispose of the product at a small
profit, He saye that he was cramped for
room last year, and is going in a little
deeper this season. He will plant about
85 acres. In addition to his own acres he
has hired a large field from Chas. Cates
on the east side of the road, There are
some 20 odd acres in the fleld and the
rows will run the entire length of the
farm. Mr. Chaffee has every reason to
believe that he has as good potato land
as there Is Io the state and heis going to
give It & fair trial this year. Like lots of
other growers he does not believe thal
the country is goiog to grow any such a
crop another year as they did last, as
one excess rarely ever follows another.
Mr. Chaffee is well equipped with ma-
chinery, and it would seem as though
be was as liable to win out in this line
as any one. But he isn't confined to
potatoes as he has a fine dairy herd and
selle milk In the University city.—Turf,
JFarm and Home,
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“Breaking’’ the Colt.

Why do we use the expression “*break-
ing” the colt? Is not ‘“‘training” a bet-
ter word? In truth the object should be
to train the young animal to do the
work man reqnires of it. [ am not sure,
however, but ‘‘breaking'’ more mnearly
fits the methods employed by some men.
The colt should be taught what Is re-
quired of it in a maoner that will give it
confidence in man and yet convince it
that man Is its master. To do this with-
out frightening or burting the animal
requires skill, patience, and good judg-
ment, but the result repays the trouble.
When we stop to think of the large num-
ber of horses spoiled in the breaking, we
can but realize that the utmost care is
necessary and profitable,

There are many lessons that a young
colt may learn while it still runs with
its mother, if she be near at haod, so
that a little time may be spent with her
often, Feed the mother sugar or some-
thing that she likes. Feed the colt also
until he has no fear of you, Then pick
up his feet, tap them with something
solid, golog through the motions made
by the blacksmith. Puta halter on the
colt and lead him. Hold an umbrella
over him. Rustle newspapers around
him and under his feet. Rap bis heels
lightly with something that has the
same effect as hitling hia heels witha
crossbar or sleigh runner. If you spend
time enough with him he will learn
whoa, back, gee, haw, steady, etc. His
mind is plastic and his will power has
not yet shown itself, but he will never
wholly forget these lessons, which might
he termed kindergarten lessons, wilth a
lump of sugar as a reward.

When he comes to the barn he will not

have to be forcibly broken to balter. In
tieing him first, be sure the bhalter is
strong, comfortable, and the objeot to
which ho is fastened secure in its place.
Loose him when he becomes tired, and
reward him. Continue to practice the
summer lessons after he comes to the
barn. He will probably run the second
summer where you cannot play with
him every day, but besure tosee him
often enough so that ke will not forget
and fear you, When he comes to the
barn he will soon remember his lessons.
Many men barness a colt and drive it
either single or double without bitting.
A horse never minds the rein so well
when this is done. A bridle, with ropes
extending from bit to rings or loops on
the girths around his body, drawn loose-
ly at first, tightened each day until the
head is about where a well-trained horse
should carry it, should be put on first
for an hour, then longer each day, and
the colt left alone to get used to this
pew arrapgement. Tie him in his ac-
costomed place with it oo at first.
Afterward turn him intoa yard or box
stall, and finally drive bim about a little
with it. Ten days of this will *‘bit"
bim so that he can be guided by the
rein, and he will not connect the dis-
comfort of the bit with man and resent it.
In hitching bim to a carriage the first
time, be sure everything is strong
enough to hold him. Now, if ever, will
come the contest of wills, Be patient,
be kind, but conquer here and now.
Mauny colta will resist little, but once in
a while one will fight hard. Use the
whip if necessary, but keep your temper,
and when the colt yields, pet and feed
it. Itis agreat point to have the colt
believe you to beits friend. Then, in
case of accident, it will turn to you for
help instead of Yunning away in fear.
When a colt sees some object that ft
fears, talk to it as you would to a fright-
ened child. They understand far more
than we give them credit for. Drive or
lead it up to the object feared, have it
put its nose on the dreaded thing, Next
time it will not fear it. Never, unless in
immediate danger of a smash-up, use a
whip on a frightened horse.
All barness should fit comfortably.
Horses that draw loads should have
their shoulders well protected. Many a
colt has been made balky by sure shoul-
ders, and many a colt has ran away and
harmed itself both physically and men-
tally because harness or carriage was
insecure and gave way. The horse is
mao's best animal friend and comes
nearest to man io intelligence. They
are subject to man's will and are at his
mercy. More humane trealment, more
care in training, would result in more
benefit to man from this indispensable
animal.—H. Leigh Huot, in Country

Develo;:i_ng a Farm Flock of Sheep.

It we make a success of developing
flock of sheep on our farms we must
get away from the common ignorant
belief that sheep should be kept because
they possess ability as scavengers.
While it is true that sheep will clean up
weeds and briars and mapage to exist on
poor pasture, yet thisis au incidental
tbat I Lave never heard a true flock-
master advertise.

If we keep a flock of sheep as scaveng-
ers, they soon assume the appearance
that their name would signify. Their
fleeces appear seedy and full of briars
and burrs and their general appearance
shows the effects of neglect and misman-
agement. The man who makes the high-
est success of sheep on the average farm
must become a breeder and feeder of
high class mutton sheep.

it is best to start with a few well-bred
ewes and the best ram that can be found
at a reasonable price and gradually build
up a flock of fine ewes. In this way the
new flock owner can make a closer study
of the individuality of bis sheep than he
could if he were working with a larger
number. A more Intelligent selectiun
of rams could be made to mate with hia
ewes and he could all of the time be
gaining a knowledgo of the business as
the size of bis flock increased, until be
would be capable of wrestling with
many of the more intricate problems
that come when the flock is nearing per-
tection. A great many fall with sheep
becanse they undertake to work with
too large a number,

To many all sheep look alike and
men cannot make an intelligent study
of individuality when they are selecting
their breeding stock. It requires con-
siderable time for 8 man to train his eye
and touch so that he can make intelli-
gent selections even from his own flock.
When we observe the quality and
study the real conditions that surround
the average farm flock we do not need to
wonder why the majority of farmers
make a faiiare of the sheep business, It
is really astonishing to note the waste
of opportunities in the sheep business.
Any intelligent farmer who Is a student
of the present economic conditions can-
not fail to see tbat the futnre of the
sheep business, especially of growing
mutton, sheep and Ilambs, is very bright
and affords an attractive outlook for the
men who are ina position to handle a
flock of from 100 to 200 well-bred ewes.

STARTLING ESCAPADE OF A BRIT-

The steamer, being unarmed, made no
attempt to defend herself and was speed-
fly disabled. Bhe sank within five min-
utes off the Grand-pere rock with all on
board. WIith reckless bravado her com-
mander ran up the vessel's code signals
and house flag while she was actually go-
ing down, thus eatablishing her identity
bevond a shadow of doubt. A note of

FITTISG OBSERVANCE OF THE OCCASION
BY WM. K. KIMBALL POST.

VILLAGE CORPORATION.

There was only a small attendance at
the meeting of South Paris Village Cor-
poration held Thursday evening at En-
gine House Hall.

Wheeler was chosen moderator.

Under the article to see what should
be raised for the completion of the water

After a little
talk regarding details, the motion was
seconded by Mr. Wright, and was carried
without division, and the (reasurer was
authorized to bire the money.

Nobody was present from the locality
affected to make any presentation of the
matter under the next article of the war-
rant, which was in regard to extending
the system to the house of G. K. Ripley
on the Paris Hill road. It seemed to be
the general opinion that the extension to
a point outside the limits of the village
corporation under existing conditions
was not advisable, and the article was

OYBTER PIE.

Line a deep baking-dish with rich pie
crust, and fill it with alternate layers of
cracker dust, oysters, and chopped bard-
boiled eggs. Season the layers with
sait, pepper, butter,and minced parsley.
Pour in sufficient oyster liquid apd
cream to wet the cracker. Cover with
pastry and bake nuntil the inside is
thoroughly done and the crust is brown.

In following the receipts individual
judgment must govern the quaotity of
flour used. Brands differ, so an accu-
rate measurement s difficult to give.
Do not make the dough too stiff, and do
not work in additional flour at the last.
To avoid this, lay the dough oo a greas-
ed cloth and grease the hands. Old-
fashioned home-made yeast may be sub-
stituted for the compressed. Ope cup-
ful equals one cake.—Hurper's Bazar.

STRAWBERRIES AND TOAST.

Cutsome slicee of stale bread very thin
and toast them a light brown, butter
quite thick, and line the bottom and sides
of a puddiog dish with them.

Let stand
three hours, then sirain the juice through
a cloth over three-fourths of a pound of
sugar, squeezing the clo'h bard, and stir
until the sugar is dissolved. Set on ice
before serving.
