Man? farmer· were obliged to putpone 
planting until too late lor beet reeulto 
t he corn ground lay in ridge· juat aa the 
plow had lelt il, with not a particle ol 
mouture above the furrow bottoms 
Following my u«ual practice, 1 harrowed 
a· (aat aa I plowed, and at leaet every 

thereafter. Wheo I got ready to 

plant, there « «■ moteture in plenty. It 
,M But «"til about June 4 that rain 
came and made it poMibl· for other· to 

get their ground in order. It waa iate, 
bu' that waa not all; the spring moisture 
'i*d been leaving the rough furrowed 
fields, and it is pretty sure to be wanted 
before the summer is over. 

The opening of spring usually And· 
the aoil saturated w:th njoiature—sev- 
eral hundred ton* to every acre. lu 
winter and spring the rainfall is, a* a rule, 

J largely iq eicue* of evaporation, while in 
summer it is the other way. The warm 

winds and the heat of the sun évapora'e 
water from the surface of the earth 
rapidly. Besides evaporation, vast quan 
titiee are exhaled, in the growing season 

by vegetation and tree·. To replace 
tins water lost at the surface, more is j 
continually drawn up from below. The 
water level in the ground becomes lower 
and capillary action, which briuge the 
water to the surface, gets more and more 

feeble. A rain may come to replenish 
'he supply, or a drouth may come and 
the top layeu of the soil be without 
moisture and the crops suffer. But 
something can be done to hold in reserve 

this spring supply of water. We can 

keep it for our crop*, largely, if we will 
go to the trouble. In the San Joaquin 
Valley, Cal., where it doee not rain in I 
summer, they consider that they are all 
right for a grain crop, provided there ir 

enough rain in winter thoroughly to 
wet the ground. 

The soil should be harrowed down 
smooth as fast as it is plowed. Evapora 
t ion is more rapid in proportion as the 
out face is more uneven. If a rain comes 

and puddles the surface, be sure to har- 
row just as soon as dry enough. A crust 

should not be allowed to form. Stirring I 
the soil breaks up the capillary circula- 
tion and keeps the water from the im I 
mediate surface, hence retarding evapo- 
ration. If a cultivated crop is planted 
on the ground, the stirring of the soil 
can go on for the greater part of the I 
season. Do not wait for a rain, but I 
keep the ground stirred. 

The story is told of an Irish farmer 
iq this section of South Jersey who worel 
out the patience of his hired help by 
keeping them behind the cultivators in a I 
corn field during a long drouth. They 
didn't see any good in it. But he had a 

fair crop of corn, while his neighbors 
had none. By working a duet mulch on 

thesurtace, the spring stores of water 
were made to feed the crop, whereas in I 
other cases it had escaped by évapora- I 
tion before the corn had needed it. To I 
get the best results, the ground should 
be left as nearly level as possible; con- 

sequently a weeder or a narrow-toothed 
cultivator is best. 

Some will say that if a rain comes in 
time this extra tillage will be work 
turown away, but it is not. The stirring 
of the soil, no matter how long before 
planting it may be, how fine the surface I 
is, or how clean the crop, is never wast-l 
ed labor. Tillage has been called a sub- 
stitute for manure. It is undoubtedly 
true that most soils contain enough plant 
food for hundreds of good crops, but it 
is not in available form. Every time the 
soil is stirred, letting in the air and re- 

arranging the particles, some chemical 
action is started and a little plant food is 
set free. I have made experiments to I 
this effect, and it has proved to be true, 
so I ask every reader to try this plan and 
see if it will not be a benefit to him this 
summer.—C. A. Umoselle, Atlantic 
County, N. J.^ in Country Gentleman. 

Why Does Ensilage Keep? 
Several years ago, L. A. Sweet, a 

prominent Miunesota dairyman and lec- 
turer on silos before the farmers' in- 
stitutes, told me that he was sure ensil- 

age did not keep as well in concrete, 
stcne or brick silos, as in the round 
wooden ones, and that he had an expla- 
nation. He said he found always a few 
inches of spoiled, or at least very poor, 
ensilage next to the walls of all but 
wootlen silos, and he bad examiued 
mauy. His idea was that heating the 
ensilage is necessary to kill the mold 
and germs, and that near the cold con- 

crete walls the heat would be drawn 
away so fast by the wall that it did not 

heat sufficiently to become properly 
cured. * 

Another explanation given by a dif- 
ferent man is that carbonic acid gas that 
is formed during the beating process 
preserves the ensilage, preventing decay 
and growth of mold, and that tbe neces- 

sity of a tight wall was not so much to 

keep tbe air out as tbe carbonic acid gas 
in. 

It is known that a round silo, free 
from corners or cracks, is necessary for 
the best results, but who has made a real 
demonstration as to what really causes 

ensilage to keep? 
A recent writer in the Ohio Farmer 

asked why bis concrete silo, which he 
«aid was tight aud had been water-proof- 
ed on the inside, did not keep his ensi- 
lage well, and was assured that probably 
another season it would be all right; but 
I think that the Sweet idea of cold walls 
is correct, and bis troubles will continue 
UDtil the eilo is lined with wood, as was 

done on the Swing farm at Peekskill, N. 
T., where a big concrete block silo gave 
trouble until so lined. 

Farmers should examine tbe ensilage 
careiullv around the edges, and if it ap- 
pears of! in any way, taste and see if it 
is fit for feed. Wood is a good non- 

conductor of heat and oold, so that the 

temperature next to the walls is little 
different from that iu tbe center, at 
least during the heating and curing 
stage, and even during the cold northern 
winters little trouble is experienced in 
wooden silos having two-inch staves. 

Tbe principal features of a good wood- 
en silo are the following: It must be 
round, or nearly so, to avoid all corners. 

2. It should have a convenient set of 
doors or openings, practically continu- 
ous, and so arranged that they cannot be 

pinched by the pressure of the hoops, 
and are easily removed or replaced. 3. 

Strong hooping to keep the silo tight 
and prevent bursting or blowing down. 
4. Tight joints, made by beveling to 
circle and matohing. Tbe tight joints 
of staves and door· at all points are tbe 
most essential of all —Cor. Country 
Gentleman. 

Lead Arsenate for Potatoes. 

You ask for reliable information re- 

garding the use of lead arsenate in 

spraying potatoes. Paris Green is not 

being used as formerly, as lead arsenate 
is much more effectual and remains on 

the leaves during the entire season when 

properly applied, is also more destruc- 
tive to insect life. 

The amount to be used is 4 lbs. to 50 
gallons of water, to be used with tbe 
regular Bordeaux formula. The Bor- 
deaux is a fungicide. The first applica- 
tion of course is more expensive but two 
applications thoroughly applied would 
last for tbe season.—Commissioner Gil- 
man.

Too Many Hens. 

Ati a rule, there are too many hens on 

the farm; not too many in one sense of 
the word, but too many that have really 
passed the age of usefulness. To be 
worth anything to the farmer now, the 
hen must either be laying or rearing a 

brood of chicks. Some hens scarcely 
earn the food they consume during tbe 

day, yet the farmer and his wife are loth 
to part with them thinking it will not be 
long before they will begin to lay, but 
by the time tbey commence, tbe eggs 
have gotten to a lower price and the 
bens will have consumed more food than 
the additional number of eggs. If bene 
are not laying now, or are not sitting, 
they should be fattened and eaten on tbe 
table. Tbe most profitable egg-pro- 
ducers are tbe bens that were hatched 
early in the epring a year ago, and have 
been laying since fall. In that event 
tbey are entitled to a rest. The pullets 
of last year do not always make the 
most desirable sitters and mothers, so 

each year a few older hens should be 

kept to do that work, but only the young 
layers retained to produce tbe eggs. 
Tbe eggs to be used for hatching breed- 
ers, however, should come from older 
bens, tbe pullets are not usually of suf- 
ficient strength to produce good hardy 
layers. For broilers, the eggs from the 

pullets will answer quite as well as from 
older bens, although a great deal of care 

must be exercised in selecting the breed. 
The breed of fowls which will produce 
quick-growing broilers which epring up 
quickly and fill out at the same time. A 
small breed does not always make satis- 
factory broilers for market. In select- 

ing either tbe pullets or bene and in 

culling out if it must be done, the farm- 
er must use a great deal of judgment. 
Many dollars are saved by judicious sort- 

ing of tbe fowls often. 

uru on rree itangc. 
Some bave the impression that it is 

not necessary to supply grit to fowls 
which are on free range, as the bird* 
will find sufficient for their needs al- 
ready at hand. This may be true where 
there is a gravel road near by to which 
the fowls have free access; otherwise 
not. 

During a month's time, a large flock 
of fowls, daily foraging over the same 

space, will clear away all the suitable 
gravel from a large area. It should bo 
remembered that gravel or grit should 
be sharp, so as to cut as well as grind. 
Smooth, round gravel will not answer 

the requirements of the fowls, although 
tbey probably will pick up some of this 
after all the sharp pieces have beer 
utilized. But this round, smooth ma- 

terial will have little value, and the 
hens will not be able to digest their food 

properly if forced to use it. 
So, unless the fowls can range where 

there is an unlimited supply of the 

proper sort of grit, it will be necessary 
to provide them with a supply after a 

certain length of time, no matter how 
much range they enjoy. On land where 
poultry bad never been kept before, a 

flock could get along for several year·, 
perhaps, with the grit whioh the fowls 
would Qnd at band. 

The supply of grit may be obtained in 
various ways. The broken ohina and 
crockery which proves a nuisance on 

many places can be put to good use by 
pounding it into small pieces and scat- 
tering it wherever the hens forage. 
They will search for and find every piece 
that they c%n utilize. With poultry, 
grit serves as teeth, and a plentiful sup- 
ply of it results in good digestion of the 
food. Good digestion of the food will 
lead to thrift in the flock and the pro- 
duction of more eggs.—Cor. Country 
Gentleman. 

Top-Dressing Grass. 

A mistake most farmers are making is 

by not applying more of the farm ma- 

nure to the grass land. I have experi- 
mented some with top-dressing and am 

fully convinced that it is a profitable 
way to use a liberal share of our ma- 

nure. 
A farmer that has never applied any 

manure to grass land will be somewhat 
surprised at the increase of the bay crop, 
thereby. When I first commenced farm- 

ing it seemed to me almost like a waste 
of manure to top-dress grass land with 
it, but in later years I have become con- 

vinced to the contrary. 
If all grass land was kept in good 

tilth by frequent and light application* 
of manure, there would be a much 
heavier sod to turn under when it be- 
comes desirable to break it up; con- 

sequently there would be less need of 

hauling a heavy coat of manure on to 
the soft plowed ground. It is no doabt 
better to apply a light coat of manure to 
land frequently, rather than a heavy 
coat at longer intervals anyway; and 

right here is on· of the advantages of 
the manure spreader over hand spread- 
ing—the manure may be spread thinly 
and evenly. When spreading manure on 

grass land I have thought it a good plan 
to sow on a little grass seed and barrow 

lightly.—P. II. Dow io Maine Farmer.

The performer takes a yard 
of black silk thread, and on go- 

ing before the audience he fastens by 
means of a black pin each end of the 

thread to his trousers at the outer

knees, one end of the thread to each 

leg. lie can walk about quite freely 
without the thread being perceived. 
The figure of the sailor has a slit made 

in each side of the head in the posi- 
tion occupied by the ears. When the 

performer sits down lie stretches his 

legs apart till the thread is almost 

taut. When plating the sailor ou tho 

tloor he puts It in such a position that 

the slits (wh'ch should be bcut back 

slightly) are caught on the thread. The 

operator by gently moving his legs can 

cause the figure to dance briskly.

Katherine Putnam Osgood died at her 

home, 54 Worcester Street, Boston, at 8 
o'clock A. m. on Friday, May 27. The 
cause of her death was valvular disease 
of the heart. Miss Osgood was a native 
of this town, and was born on May 25, 
1842. She was one of the six children 
(three sons and three daughters) of Col. 
Edward Louis and Abigail Ripley (Daoa) 
Osgood, of whom her death leaves only 
one survivor, viz., Hon. Edward Louis 
Osgood of Boston (221 Beacon Street) 
and Hopedale, Mass. The late James 
Ripley Osgood, the well-known publish- 
er, was her brother, and her mother was 
a sister to the late Gov. John Winchester 
Dana of this town. Miss Osgood was a 

woman of refinement, culture and liter- 
ary attainments, and was a frequent con- 
tributor of both prose and poetry to 
magazines and other periodical publica- 
tions. Some of her verses have attained 
groat popularity, and have been ex- 

tensively copied into anthologies, recita- 
tion books and other collections of liter- 
ary gems. Her poems are worthy of 
publication in a collective form, being of 
a much higher order of merit than many 
poetic volumes that issue from the press. 

Among her best poems are those en- 

titled "Driving Home the Cows," 
"What?" "The C»b House," "What 
Else," "Sunset in the Orchard," Mar- 
garet's Chamber," "Before the Prime" 
and "By the Apple Tree." The most 
popular of her poems is the one first 
above mentioned, entitled "Driving 
Home the Cows," which has a horaelj 
pathos which goes straight to the heart 
This poem consists of 12 4-line stanzas, 
and orginally appeared in Ilarper'i 
Magazine for March, 1865, where it wan 

accompanied with a picture illustrative 
of that part of the poem embraced it

The main business of the caucus being 
taken up, Walter L. Gray, with brief re- j 
marks in commendation of the candidate, 
nominated Alton C. Wheeler for repre- 
sentative to the legislature, and moved 
that the nomination be made by accla- 
mation. The nomination was seconded, J 
with a few words, by George M. Atwood, 
and by Edward W. Penley, and the mo-

Alton C. Wheeler, the nominee of the ! 
caucus for representative, is one of the ! 
best known of the younger men of Paris, ) 
aud a man of high standing in the com-, 
munity. He is 32 years of age, a native j 
of Bethel, but a resident in Paris sinco 
he was three months of age. He was 

graduated from the South Paris High 
School in 1S94, and from Bates College : 

in 1899. He taught school for some 

time, in West Paris, Paris Η ill, was prin- 
cipal of Mechanic Falls High School for 
a year, sub-master of the high school in 
Woburn, Mass for a year, and was 

superintendent of schools in Paris for 
four years. He read law with Hon. j 
James S. Wright of South Paris, and was 

admitted to the bar in 1!·04. After being 
admitted to the bar he became a law 
partner of Mr. Wright, and this partner-1 
ship continued until Jan. 1, 1909, when 
it was dissolved, Mr. Wheeler since being 
in practice by himself. He is a director | 
and secretary of the Paris Trust Co. He 
has been quite active as a Republican, 
served on the town committee from Jan. 
1, 1905, to the present time, and is now a

Decision in Important Law Case.

Rescript per curiam: 
This is an action on the case to re- 

cover damages for the destruction of 
the plaintiff's saw mill and contents in 
BrowLtield on Feb. 23, 190S, by fire al- 

legod to have been communicated by a 

locomotive of the defendant while paus- 
ing the premises with a train of freight 
curs. The verdict was for the plaintiff 
iu the sum of 97269 30, and the case is 
before this court upon a general motion 
for new trial. 

Upon a careful examination and con- 

sideration of the evidence it is 
Held, 1. That while the case is close 

yet there is sufficient evidence to war- 

raut the jury in rendering the verdict, 
and this court does not find it so clearly 
wrong as to justify its reversal. 

2. That the damages are clearly ex- 

cesMive. Sufficient allowance was not 
made for depreciation in the value of 
the property especially in the machinery. 
Λ verdict for $5000 would have been 
ample. 

Verdict set aside aud new trial grant- 
ed unless the plaintiff within 30 days 
remits all the verdict above the sum of 
♦5000. 

A writ of habeas corpus seemed to be 
necessary to release Mrs. A. A. Whitta- 
ker and her children from the Shiloh 
barkentine yacht Kingdom. Mrs. Whit 
taker has been with the Shilob colony iu 
Palestine, and returned here on the 

Kingdom. She testifies that since the 
arrival of the Kingdom in Portland, she 
had not been allowed to land. No one 

appeared to oppose her release, though 
her husband, who is one of the mission- 
aries of the Sbiloh colony, was much de- 

pressed.

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! Convention of Christian Endeavorerj. 

Λ PKOFITABI.E DAY'S SESSION OF THE 

Κ AST OZFOBD LOCAL UNION. 

Very successful and inspiring was the 
annual meeting of the East Oxford Local 
Union of Christian Endeavor Societies, 
which was held Wednesday in the Con- 
gregational church at South Paris. The 
front of the auditorium, where the meet- 

ings were held, was made specially at- 
tractive with plants and flowers, and a 

display of the Christian Endeavor em- 

blem and banners. Dinner and supper 
were served in the vestry of the church. 
While the number of delegates in at- 
tendance was not large, a great interest 
in the work was shown by all, and the 
convention was made particularly inter- 

esting by the presence and help of Mise 
Margaret Koch, field secretary of the 
State Christian Endeavor Society. 

After the arrival of the forenoon 
trains, a short devotional service wan 

conducted by Rev. E. A. Davis of South 
Taris. The del· galea were given a brief 
but cordial welcome by Miss Blanche 
Barrows, president of the society of the 
South Paris Congregational church, and 
there was a brief response by the presi- 
dent of the Local Uniou, Rev. M» S. 
Howes of Mexico. 

Repot ts were read from the larger 
number of the societies which are con- 
stituent members of the Local Union, 
showing them to bo in good condition. 

Quite a portion of the business Heseiou 
wus taken up with the discussion of the 

question which has before had more or 

lets consideration, of the division of the 
Uuiou into two unions, one to comprise 
the societies on and near the line of the 
Grand Trunk Railway, and the other 
those on and near the Rangeley division 
of the Maine Central. The reason for 
the suggested change is the time and ex- 

pense required for travel between the 
two sections of the county. As no one 

seemed to bave a definite plan of re- 

organization formulated, the matter was 

finally laid on the table until the next 
annual meeting, and a committee was 

appointed to consider the matter and re- 

port at that session. 
The principal feature of the forenoon 

program was a talk by Rev. E. A. Davis 
of South Paris, on "The Loyalty and 
Comity of Christian Endeavor in Maine."

prepared. 
A devotional service conducted by W. 

C. Curtis opened the afternoon session. 
Three addresses were made—one on 

Junior Work by Miss Kocb, one on 

"How to Get the Committees to Work," 
by Rev. H. L. Hanson of Rumford, and a 

specially earnest talk on "Missions in the 
Christian Endeavor Society," by Rev. J. 
G. Fisher of Mexico. 

Miss Koch conducted a question box, 
and a variety of subjects were consider- 
ed. 

The last of the afternoon session was 

devoted to a mass meeting of Juniors, 
conducted by Miss Koch. A good num- 

ber of boys and girls from the junior 
societies connected with the Ccngrega- 
gational, Baptist and Methodist churches 
of South Paris were present for this part 
of the meeting, and Miss Koch at once 

awakened and held their hearty intereet. 
It was decided to hold the next meet- 

ing of the Union at Rumford, during the 
last week in June, 1911^ The officers of 
the Union were re-elected as follows:

At the evening service, eoloe were 

sung by Miss Helen M. Barnes and Miss 
S. M. Wheeler of South Paris. Follow- 
ing the opening devotional service, there 
were two addresses, the first by Superin- 
tendent of Schools L. M. Felch of the 

Norway-Waterford district, on Christian 
Education. Mr. Felch said in part: 

The basis of Christian education is a 

Christian teacher, and Jesus Christ is 
the ideal teacher. Not only the words 
but the life and character of the teacher 
are powerful in influencing the life and 
character of the pupil. I can not require 
that all teachers under my charge shall 
be Christians, but of two teachers other- 
wise equal, I should always give prefer- 
ence to the Christian, and should allow 
the Christian character to outweigh some 

educational deficiencies in the teacher. 
Christian education is essential to a 

useful life. Moses, Samuel, and hosts 
of other characters whom we find in 
sacred and secular history, had the 
foundation of their usefulness laid in 
the instruction given them by their 
mothers in early life. I believe every 
man who has helped to lift the world up 
has received a religious education as the 
ba^is of his life. 

Parents frequently say to me, "Will it 

pay ίο give ray child any more educa- 
tion?" Does it pay to know the stars, 
and the ordering of the great universe? 
Dees it pay to feast with the great minds 
in literature? Does It pay to know science 
and art? It does pay, if there is the 

knowledge of God as the basis. 
We ought to have teachers who will 

teach that there is a God, and that Jesus 
Christ is his son. We ought to educate 
man to know that be is a brother to 

every man, end that they both have one 

Father.

I believe that the Christian fchool is 

necessary. You may not be financially 
able to send your children away to a 

Christian school. But you fathers and 
mothers can at least give up devotion to 

dresa and social affaire and other non- 

essentials, and put your own life into 

teaching your children those things that 
will dwell with them forever. 

Mine Koch gave the final address of 
the meeting. She took as a text the re- 

ply of the disciple Ananias at Damascus 
when the Lord called biro, "Behold, I 
am here, Lord." An illustration was 

cited, published some years ago, which 
showed the miff-tree, and among its 
branches members and officers of the 
church and its allied organizations. 
When there was work to be done, they 
were not on the ground, but up in the 
miff-tree. Miss Koch urged her hearers 
to be right there when the Lord oalled 
for work. Be there physically, in the 
fullest sense. Be there intellectually. 
Be there spiritually. No attempt will be 
made to give a summary of the address, 
but it was an earnest and effective plea 
for devoted, faithful service on the part 
of all Christian Endeavorers. 

A resolution of appreciation of the 
life and character of the late Rev. B. S 

Rideout, formerly an active and interest 
ed participant in the meetings of this 
Union, was passed before the close of th< 
session.

Obituary. 
Joeiah Heald Stearns, one of the old- 

est and most highly respected citizens of 

Lovell, died at his home—Fairview, early 
Saturday morning, June 4. Mr. Stearns 
bad been in ill health for the past two 

years, and his infirmities necessarily re- 

tired him from active and public life. 
He was born in Lovell Feb. 18, 1833, 

and was the eldest sun of General 
Solomon and Sally Heald Stearna. At 
the age of 16 his father died, leaving hitn 
with the cares and responsibilities of a 

farm, which he conducted for several 
years. 

He was engaged in the lumber busi- 
ness four years in Pennsylvania, but re- 

turned to Lovell at the breaking out of 
the civil war, and enlisted in Company 
H, 23d regiment of Maine Volunteers. 
He was commissioned First Lieutenant 
of hie company, and served bis country 
faithfully until his regiment was muster- 
ed out of service. 

In 1870 he was appointed U. S. Deputy 
Surveyor of Florida, and spent about two 

years on the peninsular in the di?cb»n:e 
of his duties. His experience, ability, 
and knowledge of woodcraft made hit* 
services as a surveyor much in demand 
in establishing lines and boundaries in hie 
native town, and surrounding country. 
It has been correctly stated that liin 

knowledge of the original division of lots 
in Lovell, as well as all subsequent divi- 

sions, was superior to that of any otlier 
man. 

! In 1883 he purchased Fairview, a large 
farm, and has since lived there. 

He was a Republican Id politics, had 
1 been a selectman and road commissioner 

of the town, and was postmaster at 

Center Lovell for several years. 
Mr. Stearns early embraced the cause 

of Christianity, and became a member ol 
the first Congregational cburcb in Lov- 

ell, and at the time of bis death was dea 
con In the church.

Hints. 

Why do we all not make more under- 
clothes of the white cotton crape and 
avoid all tbat ironing in warm weather? 

If you are pulling threads in linens, or 

any goods where the threads are bard 
to get bold of, rnb a bar of soap, (Ivory I 
always nse) over the threads, and yon 
will find that they slip easily. 

It is a difficult thing to make a good 
buttonhole in thin material. Fine white 
embroidery cotton makes a very band- 
some button bole in such material and 
will be found to be much easier to work 
with than thread, and it is quite aa dura- 
ble. 

It is an excellent plan to underscore 
with inf the various ingredients in any 
recipe. This makes it possible for one 
to see at a glance what articles are need- 
ed, and frequently prevents one from 
omitting something to which the success 
of the dish is due. 

Any dish in whiob dongh baa been pre- 
pared should be rinsed with cold water 
before being washed, as hot water tends 
to cook the dough, making it more diffi- 
cult to remove. For the same reason 
ran the egg beater a second or so in cold 
water before putting it into the bot.

The Wars of 
Our Country. 

LIX.—Spanish War — Cer· 
vera's Fleet. 

had for days watched the narrow 

opening of Santiago harbor as a cat 
watches a rathole. Within were Cer- 
vera's four powerful cruisers—the Al- 
mirante Oquendo, Vizcaya, Cristobal 
Colon and Infanta Maria Teresa-and 
his two torpedo boat destroyers, the 
Furor and Tluton. The American 

troops held the heights about Santiago, 
and negotiations for the town's sur- 

render were under way; hence Cer- 
vera's one chance lay in a dash for 
the safety of the open sea. Outside 
the harbor lay a larger, stronger fleet 
than his own. waiting to dostroy him. 

Admiral Sampson, commanding the 

blockade, steamed away in his flag- 
ship New York early on the morning 
of Sunday, July 3, 1S98. for a confer- 
ence with General Shatter some miles 
down the coast, leaving Commodore 
Schley in command of the squadron. 

It was about 0:30 a. m. that the Sun- 

day quiet was broken by news of the 
attempt at escape. The vessels of 
the United States fleet were lying 
from 4,000 to (5,000 yards off shore. 

They were the battleships Iowa, Ore- 

gou, Texas and Indiana, the cruiser 

(Schley's flagship) Brooklyn, the "con- 
verted yachts" Gloucester and Hist 
and the torpedo boat destroyer Vixen. 

From within the concealed harbor a 

curl of smoke rose. It was this that 
had warned the Iowa's lookout. The 
shore batteries of Secapa opeued sud- 
den fire on the blockaders. The gray 
nose of a warship poked into sight at 
the harbor's mouth. Out into the open 
darted Cervera's flagship, the Teresa. 
The Oquendo followed, then the Colon 
aud Vizcaya and five minutes later the 
Pluton and Furor. 

But swiftly as the rush for freedom 
was made the Yankee guns were still 

quicker. Ship after ship opened fire 
on the enemy. As the range was fouud 
the projectiles poured in still faster 
and with more terrible accuracy. 

One of the Spanish cruisers caught 
fire from η bursting shell. Then a 

twelve inctr shell from the Iowa struck 
the Teresa. After the smoke of the 

explosion cleared away the burning 
Spanish flagship was seen staggering 
shoreward. 

The Oquendo was next to succumb. 
She was beached, a blazing wreck, 
six miles west of the harbor mouth 
and half a mile east of tbe Teresa. 
Her captain, Lasagas, shot himself to 
avoid the disgrace of surrendering. 
Ten miles farther on the Vizcaya was 

overhauled. She was In flames and 
ran up the white flag. 

Meantime the Furor and Tluton 
were In dire trouble. One of them 
was struck early In the action by a 

twelve inch shell. The yachts Glouces- 
ter and Hist ran at the two torpedo 
boats, pelting them from rapid fire 

guns and driving them ashore. 
Now the Colon, alone of the flying 

fioet, remained afloat. She was steam- 

ing away westward at top speed, the 
Americans trailing in her wake and 
Bending shot after shot at the flying 
hulk. The New York by this time 
had come up and joined in the hunt. 
At 1:20 p. m„ having run nearly sixt.\ 
miles the battered, sinking Colon sur- 

rendered and turned her prow shore- 
ward. The fight was over. 

The whole Spanish fleet was cap- 
tured or sunk. The battle had cost 
our navy just one life, that of Chief 
VAAmn.1 Tallin rxf ■— fc.

Everywhere our arms met with swift 

victory. On Dec. 10, 1898, a peace 
treaty was signed. Spain lost all con- 

trol of Cuba, ceded Porto Rico and 
sold the Philippine» to us for $20,- 
000,000. So ended the Spanish-Amer- 
ican war.
