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Turning to Agriculture.

That the profession of agriculture is
at last being recognized as the most im-
portant profession in the whole realm of
human endeavor, that the busioess and
industry of agriculture is at last to be ac-
corded the first place in the affairs of the
country—the place which it has actually
held sipce the foundations of society were
laid—Is now being seen in the almost
indicrous way in which all kinds of peo-
ple are tumbling uver themselves and
each other in their frantic efforts to be
among the first to say “[ told you so.”

“Meanwhile, we who have been most
deeply interested in agriculture have
been plodding along the same old path
which has ali of a suddeo been discuver
ed by a lot of modern adventurous spirits
in the literary world, whbo perhaps be-
lieva that 1they have really discovered
something, athough a great majority of
the people knew a guod deal about it all
thelwlnlv. We bave been sioging the
praises of agriculture, discussing and
solving its problems, and ever working
for better conditions and more knowl-
edge, the Maine Farmer for over three-
guarters of & century, and perhaps some
others longer still
We do not object, however, to having
the farmer re-discovered by some of the
people who bad almost forgotten that
such a personage existed, except as de-
I neated in the comic pages of the funny
papers or by a class of actors who ac
quired their knowledge of the farmer
from the same place. For this re-dis-
covery is helping us to some thiongs that
we have been desiring very much for a
long time, and it is helping because it
sbows that the advancement of agricul-
ture and the conserva'ion of agricaltural
interests is after all the most important
business peed of the conntry to-day.”

We are not able to feel that that need
is yet fully recognizsd, for there are still
many people who think that there are
several more important needs, and up to
yot they have been able to make sucha
showing that they seem to stand in the
first places. Oue of these is the “need”
of preparation for war, the most ab-
sulutely nseless and senseless business
in which civilized people are engaged.
If we were not yet a good deal savage,
if we were vearly as civilized as we
think we are—but that is another matter
in which there is material for more
thoughts and words than we bave room
for to-day. Almost everything with
which government bas bad to do has
been given greater prominence than
agriculture.

And yet there is being evolved a grad-
ual change. There is hardly a topic
which is receiving as much, as continu-
ous and regular attention, as agricul-
ture. All sorts of writers are having a
dab at it, those who know much abont
the subject, and those who know little
yr nothing. With some of the writers,
as with the journals they represent,
there is a siocere desire to place the
greatest and most important industry in
the world inits proper light before the
people. With others there is only the
object of making a catchy story on a
popular topic. Life on the farm is
pictured as the ultima thule of buman
comfort and happiness, and the farmer
is played up as the chief example of all
modern progress.

Fortupately there are plenty of ex-
amples of splendid endeavor and cumu-
lating success in this great industry, and
many interesting stories which may be

m so that there is not the slighteet

of uasgeratiun to show the possi-
agrical-
ture.
But to the interested agriculturist and
the agricultural journal looking on, one
of the most significant signs of the times
is to be found in the serious and at-
temptedly exhaustive studies of the
philosophical, ecounmical aud business
phases of the subject by philosophical,
economical and business writers, of
prominence, near prominence and would-
be prominence. A great many, we
might say all, of the great business men
of the country are giving much consider-
ation to the relation of agriculture to
ward their particular business and to
the effect of the condition of agricuiture
upon the bu-iness of the country in
general.
Many of them are dabbling in agricul-
ture in a secoud hand sort of way, ap-
parently simply for the love of the land
inberent in their sculs and the desire to
have some more or less intimats connec
tion with it. Sume have recognized agri-
culture as a business worthy of their brain
power, and there are already indicatious
that they are gradualiy workiog up to
the point of attempting to gaio a coa-
trolling power over the industry, as they
have over some of the other chief in-
dustries of the country; tv commercial-
ize it for the benefit of the usual smail
coterie uf Ouanciers to profit by.
God forbid that anything of thissort
should ever happen. We are not pessi
mistic, but we do not believe that any
effort to increase the ‘‘zreat' agricul-
tural establishments of the country, the
great farms and ranches, so that agri-
culture shall stand in any such relation
to the general business of the country as
do other corporation or frust control-
led industries, can have auny other thau
an injurious effect npon the people #o-
gaged io the business. And after all it
s the people that need consideration
mors than the business or the profits,
especially if there is likely to be any-
thing like a combination of the profits
into few hands.
The small farm is the foundation of
general agricultaral prosperity. This is
+ fact which cannot be successfully con-
troverted.—Maine Farmer,
Sense in Road Building.

There is a lot of guod mouney being
wasted in good roads all over vur state,
but so much progress is being evolved
petwixt and between the errors that we
don't feel justified in saying a word.
For instance, we saw a lot of good men
dumping sand on to the bare rocks that
they had piled into the road to raise the
highway and get it up out of the mud.
If they bad only taken the trouble to
sover the rocks with weeds or swale bay
or most aoythiug else of a similar natare
they would have saved very nearly balf
of their soil. As it was it was sifting
right in between the crevices of the
rocks and disappearing about as fast a<
it could be applied. We presume we
shall see be'ter work when the new or-
der of things is ivaugurated after the
new year comes in.

R'ght in this conpeclion we noted in
driving through Solon the otber day, a
splendid piece of state road. It was
built over to avoid a loug hard streteh
of sand that grew worse year after year.
They hauled a lot of clay ou toit, and
the sand furnished a splendid founda-
tion for a bard smooth road that is easily
kept in repair the year around. The
clay was taken from abank beside the
road, and the whole job was very inex-

sive, but is sure to prove very satis-
tory.

Here is & case of applying & few
brains to local conditions and getting
splendid results. Wish that similar
cases could be found oftener.—Turf,
Farm and Home.

Associate Editor Z. A, Gilbert from the
editorial stalf of the Maine Farmer.
With the end of tbe present month Mr.
Gilbert will conclude his labors as agri-
caltural editor, which commeoced with
the Maine Farmer nearly twentyseven
years ago. Undoubtedly it will be also
a matter of extreme regret to the read-
ers of the Maine Farmer, although we
hope that we shall be able to give our
readers something from Mr. Gilbert's
paan occasionally for a long time to come.
His long experience in the work of ad
vancing the cause of agriculture in
Maine, his broad mind and his practical
koowledge of farming in all its detaiis,
have made his years of editorial service
of unusnal value to the agricultural in-
teres's of the state, for which he will be
long remembered and bonored.

Aw a writer on agricultural topics, Mr.
Gilbert was possessed of keen iusight
into the needs of the farm and the farm-
er, with a quick perception auvd decided
opinious of the methods by which those
needs were to be satisfied.

As one of the editors of the Maioe
Farmer and as otherwise extensively
identified with the agriculture of the
atate by official positions, he has for
forty years held the esteem and cou-
fidence of the people of bis state, and it
bas been a source of satisfaction to the
Maine Farmer that he has been looked
upou as one of the authorities on mat-
ters agricultural.

Mr. Gilbert bas for many years been
prominently ideatified with agricultural
affairs in Maine, even before be took up
editorial work in this line. He was born
in Greene, Nov. 4, 1832, and early be-
came one of the prominent farmers of
the state. In 1860 he became a member
of the Maine Bosrd of Agriculture, re-
maining a member until 1877. He was
vice-president of the board in 1871, and
was president in 1872. In 1880 Mr. Gil-
bert again became connected with the
Maine Board of Agriculture by being
elected secretary, which position he held
for eleven years.

He bas always been actively interested
in all of the movements for the better-
ment of all departments of agricultural
work in Maine as will be seen by his
official connection with the various so-
cleties. He was president of the Maine
State Pomological Society from 1874 to
1878, and again from 1900 to 1907,
which is surely an evidence of the high
esteem in which he bas been held by the
Maine farmers who are particularly in-
tervsted in that branch of the business,
and the high value which is placed upon
his opinions and upon his connection
with fruit growing.

Mr. Gilbert was also a trustee of the
State College of Agriculture and Me-
chanic Arts from 1880 to 1888; President
of the Maine State Jersey Cattle Associa-
tion 1886 to 1802; State Inspector of
Fertilizers, 1883 and 1884; President
Board of Managers Maine Fertilizer Con-
trol and Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion, 1885.1887; Chairman of Council
Maine State College Agricultural Ex-
periment Station, 1888; President Board
of Commissioners on Contagious Dis-
eases of Cattle, 1882-1886. He bas also
been active and prominent as an officer
in the Maine State Dairymen’s Associa-

on.
Mr. Gilbert has been the author of
many authoritative articles oo agricul-
tare, and has made frequent addresses
on agricultural topics. He has been a
successiul farmer himself, and it is that
fact more than any other, probably,
which bas made him a prominent figure
in the agriculture of Maine.

Mr. Gilbert became agricultural editor
of the Maine Farmer, Nov. 22, 1883, at
the commencement of its fifty-second
year. He has been a vigorous writer on
agricultural topics and there is no doubt
that his work has contributed to the
placiog of the Maine Farmer io the lead-
ing position which it has gccupled for
many years as an agricultural paper.

Mr. Gilbert's writings were always
characterized by the spirit contained in
one of the paragraphs of bis greeting oo
Nov. 22, 1883, in which he said: “Al
ways deeply in love with farm work and
actively engaged in it, it is not proposed
in assumiog these new relations to cut
loose from the farm. Instead, the busi-
ness will be carried on as before, and
while proving our faith by works shall
continue as heretofore to attempt the
solution of the problems of agriculture
by practical tests.”

The case was taken to
the law court, which overrules ihe ex-

ceptions, and the scotence will have to

be carried out.

The rescript was drawn by Judge Pea-
body, and is in rubstance as follows:

The case presents only the questions
whether the place described in the ii-
dictment was a place of resort where
intoxicating liquors were unlawfully
kept, sold, given away, drunk and dia-
pensed on the third day of July, 1909,
and whether the respondent then and
there kept and maintained the place.
The respondent admits that on that
night intoxicating liquors were there
drunk or given away, and so the excep-
tions are in their application confined to
the relevancy of evidence as proof of the
character of the place, and of the con-
nection of the respondent with it at that
time.

The first exception claims that it was
error to receive the testimony of wit-
pesses as to what was found in the
boarding house and corn shop indicating
the presence of intoxicating liquors, the
sounds of disturbance on the night of
the fourth of July, and theacts of an
intoxicated mapn, who was neither a
boarder nor a visitor in the boardiog
house, as it had not been made to ap-
pear that the respondent was in control
of the place; but as circumstances con-
sistent with the charge againat the re-
spondent relied upon by the state to

the place and with the acts done and
conditions found there on the day in
question, we think the evidence was ad-
missible.

By the same rule of evidence the
testimony of the expressman, the sub-
ject of the second exception, is admissi-
ble, as to shipments to the respondent
of numerous packages from Dayton,
Obhio.

As to the fourth exception the court
could decline to give the requeated in-
structions “‘except so far as given in the
charge to the jury," if the substance of
those which were correct legal propo)
sitions was covered by the charge.

The first was given in substance prop-
erly omitting the adverbs ‘‘commonly”
and ‘“habitnally’’ as mere tautology.
According to Webster's Dictionary the
natural meaning of the word ‘‘resort” is
Y'a place of frequent assembly."

The second, requesting a specific neg-
ative aod affirmative definition of a com-
mon nuisance, was substantially given
by the justice.

The remaining requested instructions
were properly refused, the fourth be-
cause it could not be given without ma-
terial modification, and the fifth, sixth,
seventh, eighth and tenth because they
are not strictly accurate statements of
the law of the case.

Mr. Cummings’ Version of the iliad.

Reference bas already been made In
the columns of the Demoocrat to a trans-
lation of the Illad of Homer in English
bexameter, by Hon. Prentiss Cuomminogs
of Boston, who isa pative of Oxlord
County, and now has a summer home at
Paris Hill. The book is published by
Little, Brown & Co. of Boston, and Is in
:I:: most approved style of the printer's

As stated In his introduction to the
book, it is bardly correct tu say that
Mr. Cummiogs has epent his leisure time
for twenty years upon this work; still it
in troe that he has been at work upon it
as opportunity offered for twenty years,
and that he did it largely from love of
the work. The date of issue of the book
was the seventieth anniversary of Mr.
Cummings’ birth.

Mr. Cummings should be entitled by
heredity to a good dogree of literary
ability, as there are unusual literary gifts
in the Prentiss and Mellen families
,which are of his ancestry. His mother,
Mary H. (Prentiss) Cummings, was well
known to a former generation by her
pen name of Oithona, under which she
was a life-long contributor to the Oxford
Democrat, the Portland Transcript, and
Zion's Advocate, both in acceptable
prose and verse.
Mr. Cammiogs was born in Sumoer in
1840, graduated at Harvard, and for
several years was tutor in Latin in
charge of the sophomore class at Har-
vard. He has since been a successful
lawyer and man of affairs in Boston.

In his translation be has at least ac-
complished two thiugs of considerable
difficulty—he har made itin the meter
of the origiral, and he bas made it read-
able. Many of the previous translations
bave failed in these respects. The Iliad
i# full of buman interest, and owing to
the full introduction in this publication,
it can be read understandingly and with
pleasure by people who have bad mo
classical learning whatever.

For generations it has been desired to
render the [liad in Homer's own meter,
but this bas often been declared im-
possible in English. Nevertheless it has
been accomplished by a Maine man, in a
form that is not only readable, but in
the poetical parts poetical, and equally
good whether the passages are pathetic,
or descriptive of nature or of battles, or
in the speeches of whioh Homer Is full.
About balf the Iliad is rendered in
the translation, and all the main story
and pearly all the celebrated passages
are inclnded. The abridgment was not
merely to save work. The omitted parts
are of inferior literary merit, have little
relation to the movement of the story,
and delay the action. Mr, Cummings is
one of those who hold the opinion that
the 1liad is the work of a pumber of
anthors, and many of the parts which be
omits he regards as interpolations or
later additions.

Already a number of highly compli-
mentary reviews of the book, by bigh
literary authorities, bave teatified to its
merits,

LARGE PEACHES AND WHIFPPED CREAM,

For this dessert melect large, perfeot
peaches and put them om the ice for
some hours before they are to be served.
An hour before dinner peel them care-
fully and halve them, removing the
peaches to the ice bnx When time for
dessert arrange them on one large dish
or in individual plates. Have ready
balf a pint of cream, whipped stiff and
sweetened with a couple of tablespoon-
fuls of powdered sugar. Sprinkle the
peaches with sugar and place a large
spoonful of the whipped cream on each
balf peach. Serve a dish of fancy cakes
at the same time,

PINEAPPLE EN SURPRISE
Select a good sized pine, cut off the
top and trim it away at the bottom so
that it will stand steadily on a plate,
With a sharp koife loosen the pulp ip-
side the fruit and remove it, cuttiog it
into dice. Peel and cut up sume peaches
until you bave the same quamtity of
these as of the pineapple pulp. Mix
them and sweeten to taste; turn them
into a jar or freezer with a tightly-fittiog
top and pack in ice and salt for a couple
of hours. Set the pineapple shell on
the ice, so that it will become thoiough-
Iy chilled. When ready to serve, put the
peaches and the pulp into the pineapple
shell, set it on a plate, putting oo the
top cover, and garnish with leaves from
the crown of the pine.
PEACH SHERBET.

One"quart of peach juice from canned
peaches, two cupfuls of sugar, one quart
of water, whites of two eggs and juice
of one lemon. Boil the water and sugar
together, add the juice of peaches and
lemon, and freeze.

STUFFED PEACHES,

Select medium-sized peaches, wash
and take out the siones; cover with salt
water and let them stand overnight. In
the morning fill the center with grated
horseradish, mixed with a little celery
sead and a small piece of ginger root.
Tie each peach with string and pack in
jars. Turn over them beated vinegar,
with sugar and spices to taste. Seal
the jars and you will find you have a de-
liciour accompaniment for your turkey
at Thanksgiving time,

PRESERVED PEACHES,

Allow three-quarters of a pound of
sugar and one cupful of water to every
pound of fruit. Peel the peaches, cut
them in Lalf if the fruit is large, Cook
the sugar and water, skim it well aud
drop io the fruit and cook uutil they are
tender. Take out carefully, pack in
beated glass jars, boil the syrup until
thick and clear, then strain over the
fruit and seal at once.

PEACH MARMALADE.

Peel, stone and cut up ripe peaches
quite small, Take three-quarters of a
pound of sugar to each pound of fruit
and one _teacupful of water to each
pound of sugar. Place on fire and when
it boilw, skim it clear; then pnt in the
peaches, let them boil quite fast, stir and
mash them until the whole is a thick,
jellied mass, then put into glass jars.

SPICED PEACHES.

Peel seven pounds of fruit, but do not
remove the stones; to one pint of cider
vinegar add three pounds and one-half
of sugar, one tablespoonful each of
ground cinnamon and mace and one tea-
spoonful of cloves. Tie the spices ina
bag. Cook the vinegar, spices and
sugar for fifteen minates, then add the
peaches, a few at a time, and cook until
tender; pack into jars, pour over them
the scalding syrup and cover closely.
Let them stand twenty-four hours, then
drain, cook the syrup ten minutes and
again return to the fruit. Put a plate
over the frait in the jar as a weight, tie
a cloth over the top and keep in a cool
place.

SWEET PICKLED PEACHES,

To seven pounds of fruit allow three
and three-quarters pounds of sugar. Put
the sugar into a kettle with one quart of
vinegar and two ounces each of cloves
and stick cinnpamon. Pare the peaches
and stick three or fonr whole cloves into
them at intervals. Place a few at a time
in the boiling syrup and cook until they
look clear, but not so soft as to fall
apart. When all are cooked, continue
to boil the syrup until it is reduced near-
Iy one-half, then pour over the peached
and pack in giass jars and seal.

PEACH CATSUP,

Pare and quarter eight quarts of sound,
ripe peaches. Simmer the parings for
thirty mioutea in one pint of water,
Then strain, add the peaches to the
lignor and simmer for thirty minutes
longer. Add one and one-half eupfuls
of best cider vinegar, one-half cupful of
sugar, two teaspoonfuls of ground cin-
namon, and oue-half teaspoonful each of
cloves, mace and pepper. Simmer alow-
Iy until rather thick and seal hot in pint
jars.

VIRGINIA PEACH,

Take onme peck of ripe, freestone
peaches, mash them after peeling and
pitting, then press the pulp through a
coarse sieve. To four quarta of the pulp
allow one pint of sugar, preferably
brown. Mix well, cook about two
minuotes, stirring all the time, then
spread on plates and dry in thesun, I
the weather is hot, threedays will suf-
fice,. When the paste on the edges looks
like leather and cleaves from the plate
readily, if a knife is passed around the
edge, it is ready. Dust with white
sugar, theo roll up. If stored in adry
place it will keep for several months.

CREOLE BAKED PEACHES.

Take large, fine fruit, not overripe.
Peel and cut in halves, taking out the
pit. Fill the cavity with a paste com-
posed of powdered augar, ground cinna-
mon aod [resh butter. Place the balves
together in their original form and put
in the baking-dish and bake in a moder-
ate oven until the fruit is tender, bastin
often with a thiock lemon syrup, ﬂavare(gl
with grated nutmeg, Five minutes be-
fore they are cooked, ornament with a
meringue and brown slightly, Serve
either hot or cold.

PEACH TAPIOCA,

Pour one pint of boiling water over
one-half a cupful of tapioca and cook io
a donble boiler until transparent. Pare
and remove the stones from seven or
eight rather sour peaches. Put them
into a deep pudding dish; mix the cook-
ed tapioca with one-third cupful of
sugar, one scaut tablespoonful of mo-
lasses and one-half teaspoonful of ralt,
and pour over the peaches. Bake until
the peaches aredone. Serve with cream.

PEACH JUICE.

Cook aa for jell{; strain. Add for
each quart of juice half a piot of sugar.
Boil for ten mioutes; add sugar, cook
for ten minutes, Pour in jar setinu
pau of boiling water and cook for twenty
mioutes.—Ex. .
